Farmovrs.—New Ross Road.—Church work
is progressing in this mission.

held on July 8th. Too much praise cannot be
given to the members of our Church in this
mission for their zealous efforts in Church
work. The success of the festival and bazaar
is mainly due to tho untiring labors of Mesars.
Llkansh Deal and Jacob Sweinheimer and
their families. Our thanks are specially due
to Mr. Thomas Doran, of Windsor, for hia kind
assistance on the day of the festival. Work at
the intorior of the new church will be at once
proceeded with, and it is hoped ere long to
have it ready for consecration. The amount
realized was $180.38.

RuraL DeanERY o AMHERST.—The Rev. R.
W. Hudgell, of King’s College, Windsor, has
ontered upon his dufies as travelling mission-

ary for this Deanery. Consisting, as the Deanery |

does, of three large counties and portions of
two others, with only twelve settled clergy-
mon, it naturally follows that scattered mem-
bers of the Church of England would be beyond
anything like regular attention from a pastor
or regular gervices. To supply this want, Mr.
Hundgell has been licensed by the Bishop, at
the request of the Chapter, who have taxed
thomselves aud their parishes for the larger
part of Mr. Hudgell's stipend, while the B.H.M.

GEoRGETOWN.—A correspondent writds is:
“Twice I have seen in the CHUROH GUARDIAN
romarks on the state of the Church people at
Georgetown, répresenting them to be in & very
deplorable state. I know not who your cor-
respondent was; he either did not know the
state of affairs here, or else misrepresented us.
It is true we are few in mumber and poor in
purse, consequently not able to support a resi-
dent clergyman; notwithstanding, the people
assomble together every Sunday, morning and
evening, for worship, and are most regular in
their attendance, although services are con-
ducted by a layman, under the Bishop’s license.
The red letter days are all well observed, and
even in Lent, though we met in a cold church
at 9 a.m. daily, and Wednesday and Friday at
¥ pm. we always had the ‘two or three.
Holy Week was well observed, and quite 2 num-
ber was present at the three houre' devotion on
Good Friday. Our Church is very comfort-

able, well finished and furnished, and out of

debt—not a neater church on the island. A
priest from St. Peter's, Charlettetown, visits us
once 2 month, and administers Holy Commu-

nion. . The people contribute well through the

offertory. All this is, I think, a sign of active
life, and ot of being. dead as represented.”

“1 give, desire and bequesth the sum of six
thousand dollars, presently invested in County
of Dunham Debentures, and the said Debon-
tures themselves, to the Reverend John Empson
of the City of Montreal, Clerk in Holy Orders,
Andrew Frederick Gault of the said City, Mor-
chant, and Alexander Johuson of the said City,
Professor of Mathematics, and to their succes-
gors in office, in trust, to be by them invested
in a safe and proper manner, and to be held in
trust by them primarily as an endowment for
the Theological Chair in the Montreal Diocesan
Theological College.

“And it i3 my will and desire, therefore,

wards the maintenance and support of said
Theological Chair; but only so long as the
majority of my said Trustees or their succos-
sors shall be of opinion that the training of
candidates in tho sacred ministry of tho Church
is of a truly Evangelical character, and in ac-
cordance with the doctrines, principles and
gpirit of the Thirty-nine Articles of the Church
of England. And whenever the majority of
said Trustees or their successors shall be of
opinion' that said training is not in accordance
with said Evangelical doctrines, principles and
spivit, they sball have absolute power, and I
hersby declare it to be their duty instantly to
cease to apply said net annual revenue or in-
come to the support of the said Theological
Chair, and to apply the same instead to the
support of the Montreal General Hospital.
And in order to secure a proper succession of
said Trustees, I hereby declare it to be my
will that in the case of the death of any of the
said Trustees, a successor shall be appointed
forthwith in his place by the smrviving Trus-
teos within one month of the death of such
Trustee, and in case of their failure to appoeint
such successor within that period, the Princi-

His Lordship said : “ Since addressing the
Synod of 1884, the following have been my
principal official acts: T visited and held con-
firmation services in the following parishes and
Missions. (Here follows a list, showing 88
stations ; number (male and female) confirmed,
and number at first communion, for which we
have not space in full.)

The total of those confirmed iz 2,833; of
whom 2,763 received their first communion at
the time of their confirmation, and 312 were
converts to the Church from various religious
denominations. :

It is evident from the list and figures which
I give that the demand for biennial and even
annual confirmations is increasing. This I be-
lieve to be mainly due to increased earnestness
and the growth of the spiritual life amongst us,
which have proved their existence by steady
work done for God’s bonor throughout the Di-
ocese, I wish all earnest workers to be encou:-
aged, and al] fainthearted members to be reas-
sured by the fact that two new parishes aundsix
new Chusches have been added to our Diocese
every year for the last twenty-fouryears. This
steady and uniform expansion of the Church is
to me a cause of deep gratityde to God, and em-

boldens me to speak with greater confidence
than ever before of tho futare prospects of the
Diocese. It also reminds me that the demands
upon me for increased oversight and parochial-
visitations can scarcely be answered by me as
effoctivelg as in days gone by, Itis not granted
to many Bishops to enter on the twenty-fifth
year of their episcopate, and I, therefore, hopo
that our success under God may have the offect
of siirring up every member of tho Church to
do what in him lies to promote tho division of
the Diocese.

I have held five ordinations, at which thirteen
Deacons and nine Priests were ordained. ’

The following Churches have been conse-
crated : :

Christ Chureh, Dixon’s Corners.

Bishop Strachan Memorial Church, Cornwall,

St. Paul's Church, Fast Hawkesbury.

St. James' Church, Carleton Place.

Emanuel Charch, Arnprior.

Holy Trinity Church, North Gower.

The Burial ground of St. James' Church,
Tweed, and that of St, James' Cburch, Carleton
Place, were also consecrated. '

During the past wintor, I addressed two pus-.
toral lettors to the members of the Church in
this Diocese, touching the Widows' and Orphans'
Fund and tho Mission Fund respectively, [am
thankful that the result has beon satisfactory.
The increase in tle contributions to tho Widows'
and Orphans’ Fund was $5631.67, and to the
Mission Fund $1,748.80. Happily, therofore,
wo commence our financial yeur without debt,
and I earnestly trust that our future policy may
be to refrain from incurring dobt even for so
important a fund as ow” Mission Fund, When
our deputations have year aftor year to appeal
1o moetings and congrogations for the means of
paying our indebtedness, the effect is disheart-
ening to those who are speaking as well . as to
those who are listening. People do ' ot like to"
be called on to pay off debt which they do not -
themselves incur, The fuct of the Fund being -
in debt indicates in their opinion a wantof eon--
fidence in the Fund or in its management, apd »
thoy do not care to assist in u failing cause. ..

Wo all know by experience how much eagior
it is to got subscriptions for the building of o
Church then aflerwards to collect money to puy -
off & debt incurred in the building. Bettor far’
ig it to lkeep well before the minds of our
Churchmen what great things God hus enabled
us to do through tho instrumentality of this ..
Fund, and to point out our own still pressing
needs, thus showing that the past success war-
rants good hope for the future, if only our
brethren will do their duty by the Diocesan
Mission Fund.

Without this Fund the expansions of the
Chureh in the rural districts would have been
impossible, and indecd we could have scarcely
held our own, bocause stagnation in a Diocege.
mesns decay. Let mo emphasize again and
aguain the immense importance of this Fund to
the life of the Diocese. Without its existonco
and growth wo could not point to the faet that,
as [ lhave said, two new parishes, six now
churches and morethan one thoussnd confirmed
members have been added to the Diocese overy
year for the 1ast twonty yoaus,

Letus labor that this ratio may be increased.
In order to do 80 wo must take care that the
Funa be administered to the best advantage,
All porsonal sympathy and favor must be ig-
nored, and the Mission Board mustact solemqu
as Trusicos. Bearing this principle in mind,
I am persuaded that, if we wish to recommend
this pious work to the sympathy and good will .
of our members, ono or more missions now re-
coiving sid from the Fund must be removed
each year from the list of beneficiaries. . There
can be no doubt that the Fund has lost its hold
on many minds in this and other Dioceses from
the fact that many missions have been recipi--
ents of aid for twenty or more years. The
practical man asks the question whether if thoy
could not become self-sustaining aftersuch s
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lengthened period they are worth 'snp'portins?
Would it pot be better to try some new ground ?
For late experience shows that new ground is
more hopeful than some old mission fiolds. Ap-
peals may be made cn behalf of these older
missions on the ground that it is cruel to take
away.the slready inadequate stipends of the
migsionaries ; but the answer is plain. If after
a visit from the Archdeacon or Rural Dean &
mission will pot or cannot malke up an amount
sufficient to compensate for the reduction made
by the Miesion Board, then such mission must
bo content with such occasional services as can
be rendered by thoe neighboring clergy or lay-
roaders, while it will be our duty to see, so far
28 i possible, that the Iate Missionary be pro-
vided for elsewhere,

~ You will be interested fo know that although']
only ten parishes in the Diocese have been can-
vagsed the sum of seven thoueand six hundred
and sixty-six dollars has been subscribed to-
wards the Supplementary Endowment Fund of
Trinity College, Toronto.

I have to remind you that two Clergymen
and two Liaymen are to be nominated by each
Dincesan Synod, to be members of the Board of
Manngement of the Domestic and Foreign Mis-
sionary Society.

I was unable to be present at the last meeting
of the Board in Quebec, owing to the meeting
having been called for the same dato as our own
Diocesun moeting in May. The following reso-
lution was pu.sseg, and I have been requested to
bring it before you at this Synod:

It was moved)7 by the Bishop of Niagara, and
seconded by Mr, Reynolds, and resolved : “That
the Bishep of each Diocese be requested to lay
before the Synod of his Diocese the following
statoment : That the stipends of the Clergy of
the Diocese of Algoma amount to about $16,000
per annum, of which about 84,700 are received
from the Scoieties in England, and about $3,500
from the congregations in Algoms, leaving
nearly $8,000 which should be supplied by the
Church in the sight Dioceses in this Province,
this amount being exclusive of that pledged by
the several Dioceses towarde the Iipiscopal
stipond. “The Board earnestly entreats each
Synod to discuss and consider fully the claims
of the Diocess of Algomsa and the Dioceses in
tho Northwest upon the Churchmen in the older
provinces, and to take such steps as will result
in sufficient funds being placed in the hands of

" tho Board to cnable them not only to meet the
prior claims of Algoma, but also to muke still
largor grants to the other Dioceses than they
havo hitherto been in a position to do, the
Board being of opinion that at least $20,000
should be raised annually for tho purposes men-
tionod. The Board would urge rospectfully
upon oach clorgyman tho cortainty that the
ctiorts and contribntions of each congregation
towards Domestic and Foreign Missions will
not diminish, but rather Lxtend and multiply
at once thoir ability and their readiness to aid
in tho support of their own congregation and
their parish institutions,

The Board would furthor request exclh Synod
to afford thom the gront advuntage and help of
such represontations as thoir discussion of this
statomont may lond thom to forward to the
Board in good timo for their meeting in Mon-
troal on the Sth of September next.

Also that the Bishops of the Northwest bere-
quested to make s statemont of their needs
similar to that montioned above as mads by the
Bishop of Algoma for the future guidance of
the Board,

Mr. G. B, Kirkpatrick moved the confirma-
tion of a Canon passed last year making neces-
sary a service of notico upon churchwardens of
any parish whose boundaries will be affected
by a proposed new parish, the Bishop to decide
upon any objections made by them.

PROFORTIONATE GIVING.

Rev. W. C. Aller brought up his motion in
rogard to the formation of an association to be
called ¢ The Diocesan Association for the Pro-
motion of Proportional Giving,”

A long discussion took place, joined in by
many of the clergy and laity, after which the
following motion was substituted for the ori-
ginal, and it passed unanimously :—

“That in view of the large and growing
needs of the Chureh, both at home and abroad,
and the inadequacy of the methods employed
for raising funds to supply those needs, and
recognizing the obligation of giving as God
has prospered us, believing thatin the adop-
tion of some organized system for the promo-
tion of the prineiple and practice of propor-
tionate giving as the only hope of meeting the
wants and nocessities of the Church; that with
the view of urging the consideration of this
question of systematic proportionate giving
upon the members of our Church, a Committee
be appointed by the Lord Bishop to consider
the whole matter, and report at the next meet-
ing of Synod.”

INCREABE OF BTIPENDS,

The Rev. W. C. Bradshaw moved that the
whole question of the increase of clerical sti-
pends be reforred to the Executive Committee,
with instructions te report at the next meeting
of Synod.—Carried.

ELER(CTION OF RURAL DEANS,

Rev. John Langtry brought up the following
motion:—

“ That in the judgment of this Synod it is
desirable that the Lord Bishop should leave
the election of the Rural Deans to the clergy
of the diocese, subject to econfirmation by the
Bishop, and that such Rural Deans shall, when
g0 olected, hold office for four years only, but
shall be eligible for re-eloction.”

A very animated debate ensued, butthe mo-
tion carried, only four voting against it, where-
upon several of the Rural Deans offered their
resignations on the spol.

On motien it was resolved *‘that a memo-
rial from the Synod of this Diocose be present-
od to the Provincial Synod at its next session,
praying that the Provineial Synod shall con-’
sidor the expediency of authorizing the use of
the Revised Versions of the Old and New Tes-
taments in reading the lossous at morning and
evening prayer in all churches in this Ecclesias-
tical Provinee,”

THE BISHOP'S ADDRESS,

The S%acial Committee appointed to con-
sider tho Bishop's address reported :

“In the judgment of ybur Committes, the
employment of mission preachers or evange-
lists, who should be duly authorized by the
Bishop and work with the approval of the par-
ish olergy, is an additional and practica. means

for deepening the spiritual life of the clergy

and people, attracting the masses, reclaiming
lost. ground aud ‘benefitting -the entire; Church.
They therefore respectfully urgé :that the reao-
lation to be found in the Mission  Bodrd. report
in' reference to this matter be carried :out as
soon as practicable, and thdt one or more evan-
gelists or mission preachers be appoitited for

.| this purpose.” Hear, heéar,

. The report was adopted, and the address re-
ferred to the Mission Board for action,

In the evening session a very long ‘protracted
debate followed on the introduction of Rev..J.
Langtry’s’ motion expressing sympathy with
the Irish Loyalists. Yo ,

- After reading his motion, ‘several members
rose to point out that as it involved political
issues it could not be received. '~ . -

The - Hon. G. W. Allen, after the Bishop's
statement that a portion of the resolution wae
improper, submitted the following in its place:

“That we, the members of this Synod, desire
to express our heartfelt sympathy with our
fellow-Protestants and fellow-Churehmsn in
Ireland in the trying circumsiances inr which
they are placed, and we earnestly pray that He
who ruleth over all may s¢ dispose the hearts
and minds of those who may be called to the
councils of the nation that no measure may be
adopted whick shall in any way imperil the
integrity of the Empire or expose our Protest
ant fellow-subjects in Ireland to injustice or
opprossion.”

Then followed a heated discussion, Professor
Clark closing an animated speech in these
words:— ' )

No man can speak to a resolution like this
unless he can speak his mind with all his
heart. There were few things a man would
shed his blood for, but the unit}y of the British
Empire was a thing he (Prof. Clark) would
shed his life for, (Loud and prolonged cheers.)
Politics were all on the other side, and he
would prove it unlees some one rnse to & point
of order. (Hear, hear and laughter.) He had
never been a party politician in his life, He
had rather been a Radical, if that were worth
meutioning, but there were some things which
even Radicals could not stand—(laughter)—
and one was the dismemberment of the British
Empire. (Loud cheers.) The charge of poli-
tical animus was absolutely unfair and un-
founded as directed against those who had
moved in this matter of maintaiLing the unity
of the Empire. With regard to the general
subject, it was so bristling with difficulties o
speak to it that he thought he must sit down
with the satisfaction of knowing that he had
entered his protest. (Laughter)) He could
not speak of the measure which was intro-
duced into the House of Commons, but he held
the opinion that but for the respect felt to-
wards Mr. Gladstone personally, which for
many reasons was properly held, he did not
think there would have been hardly any edu-
cated Englishmen who would entertain for
one moment the thought of passing the pavti-
cular measure which Mr. Gladstone had brought
before the House of Commons. (Applause.)
He (Prof. Clark) was the last man in the world
to introduce party politics into anything, but
one thing he would say, much as he was pre-
judiced against Orangemen in.old times, against
the Irish Protestants in the old times—he ad-
mitted it, and some he did not regard ss very
beautiful now—he would sny this for Orange-
men, that in all his intercourse with them here
he had found in them a staunchness, a loyalty
and a persistency which he wounld be glad to
see in many of those who opposed them. (Ap-
plause.) Not only so, but these Orangemen
had welcomed® him and others whom they
knew to have an imperfect sympathy with
them religiously and politically. (Hear, hear.)
The Orapgemen had welcomed them, taken
them to their hearts as brothers, and why?
Because they were politicians or Churchmen,
or held views similar to their own? No; but
because -he and his.friends believed in those-
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principles® which Orarigemen- represented by
what they called “ the glorious and immortal
memory of William IIL,” viz, religious and
civil' liberty. (Prolonged cheers.) Conclud-
ing; 'the Professor said: “Now, my Lord, I
stand for religions and civil liberty. (Chears.)
I stand for the unity of the British Empire.
{Renewed cheers.) Istand for the protection
of those whom we love in Ireland, and if they
object to talking. of the others in Ireland as
disloyal, it is humbug, I say it is hypoerisy.
"(Hear, hear.) It is- not true for one momens
that we regard those who are :striving to rend
the Empire asunder as friends of Ireland. They
are profoundly disloysal to the British Crown,
and if we desert those who are loyal we shall
desert all those who follow.” o
- Senater Allan’s motion was -shortly after-
wards put and adopted unanimously, amid loud
applause. P

UNION OF OHURCHES.

Rev. Dr. Roy moved, scconded by Rev. J.
Langtry, “That this Synod instruct its dele-

request that body to appoint a Committee of
representative men to confor with any similar
Committees appointed by other Christian bodies
for the purpose of ascertaining the possibility
of honorable unjon with such bodies, and if
such union be found possible, without sacrifice
of essential Christian principles, to formulate a
_schenée for effecting such union.” The motion
_passed.

closing remarks, in which he expressed his
gratification at the harmonious and pleasant
character of the session, and his hope that
their labors would cause increased earnestness
and growth in the Church, and the session
closed with the Benediction.

“T was much struck with some portions of a
speech delivered at & late meeting of the Con-
ference of the Methodist Church, by a reverend
gentleman connected with our sister Univer-
gity of Victoria, in which he is reported to
have said that ‘ No mere planting of theological
schools round a secular institution, no mere ex-
ternal appendages to a secular institution,
could make the higher education of the country
Christian, in the true sense of the term. The
Christisnization of the higher education of the
land could only be effected from within, not
from without!” (Hear, hear,) Now, L con-
tend that it is this Christianizing from within,
this leavening of the whole system of secular
education with religious influences and reli-
gious teaching, that we are endeavoring by
God's help to carry out within these walls.
(Applause,) Seeing, thorefore, that in Trinity
we are doing our work on the right lines, and
the only right lines, we may surely foel that
we have the strongest claims upon the sym-
pathy and support of every thoughtful, earnest-
minded member of the Churgh of Fingland.
(Applause.) That these claiwms have becu
largely recognized and generally responded to
is witnessed by the subscriptions to our supple-
mentary endowment fund salready received
from this and the other dioceses of Ontario,
but we cannot afford to cry a halt, and I would
urge upon our friends, I would urge spec’ally
upon our graduates, that now, more than ever,
they should labor carnestly, unitedly and loy-
ally to extend the influence of Trinity, and to
ress ite claims for such a liberal and generous
support as may enable us to keep pace with the
educational requirements of the times, and so
place this College and University in the very
forefront of all the institutions of higher educa-
tion in this Province, if not in the Dominion.”
(Loud and prolonged cheers.) _

The Benediction was then pronounced, and
the proceedings terminated.

During that time ho visited
Montreal, Quebec, St. John, N.B., Kingston,
Port Hope, Hamilton, Guelph, St. Catharines,.
Niagara, Brantford, London, Galt and Hespo-
ler, Ho was present at the Synods of Huron
and Niagare gioceses, and addressed mission-
ary meetings and Sunday-schools at various
places on the Indian work. The subscriptions
and donations received during the second vis:t
amnunted to $1,837.21, or a total of $3,027.99
foi Lo visiie. The total expenses of both
- trips were $403.

It was moved by Mr. Brydges, seconded by
Canon Matkeson, and resolved, That & return
" 'be prepared as soon as possible of all churches,
. school-houses, parsonages and other buildings

in onch parish or missionin the diocese, giving
the following partioutars :—
1. Name of ench parish or mission.

2, Description of building, with cost of same,
amount of debt, if any, and in whose name
vested.

3. Exact locality where building is situated,
and the name under which the land is beld.

That .the Secrotary koop a record of those
roturns, and add to itin future as new build-
ings are ereoted. _

A grant from the Homo Mission Fund for
the current year, at the rate of $400 per an-
num, was made for Gladstone, and for each of
the following places, when resident clergymen
avo appointed to thom, viz.:—Poplar Point,
Manitou, Clenrwater, Neopawa, Oak Lake, Kil-
larney, Russell, otc.

Soveral notices of motion were submitted as
part of the business for the next Synod, which
meets August Sth.

A committee on hospitality was appointed,
after whioh His Lordship pronouncod the Bene-
diction, and the meeting adjourned till August
4th, at 3 p.m. '

To the Editor of THE. CHUROE GUARDIAN :

Dear Sir,—In a former letter I omitted to

mention a point which is, I consider, an import-
ant one. In bringing it up, I have no inten-
tion of showing disrespect towards Bishop
Bond, but am prompted solely by a sense of
the importance of the question involved. First,
then, I wish to point out that the Diocesan
College is not only in every way-separate and
distinet from the Synod, but that it has more
than once declined to recogunize the anthority
of the' Body of the Church, evidently desirin
to bo freo from all control. That this is the
caso is shown by the fact that their application
to the Lugislature for degree-conferring powers
was made in their own name, and on their own
behalf, (and by only a portion of the Board of
Governors )  The Legislature, however, re-
fused to admit their right to apply for powers
which affected the Diocese as 2 whole, and sent
them back for the necessary authority. Then,
and only then, did they look to the Synod for
holp; then, and only then, were they willing
to allow the Synod to deal with the affairs of
the College.

When it was found that the Legislature
would not act without the sanction of Synod,
this august board of College Governors (or
guch of them as were aware at all of the
scheme) were quite willing to permit Synod to
do for them what thoy could not do for them-
selves,

But there is more even thun this. In order
to ensure success for the attempt to get Synodi-
cal consent to their bill, there was incorporated
in the Bishop’s Charge an appeal on behalf of &
body with which, as I have conclusively shown,
theSynod has no concernin any shape or form.
To use the Ianguage of the Very Reverend the
Doan, ‘“matters extraneous” to the business
and functions of Synod were urged upon that
agsembly ; and, Canon Henderson to the con-
trasy notwithstanding, I maintain that there
was noihing before Synod, even of the most
informal character, which could be construed
into a petition from the College for aid.

I hold, therefore, Mr, Editor, that under
these circumstances, and considering the natu-
ral effect an Episcopal appeal would have upon
any church audience, that it is simply impos-
sible to arrive at a fair estimate of the late vote
in Synod. As an instance, it was plainly said
to mo during the session:—*1 don’t under-
stand the question, but I intend to vote for the
Bishop.

Now, if claim is made by the majority in the
late Synod to the same prercgative for the
Bishops of the English Church as is claimed by
the Bishops of Rome, I venture to say there are
8 large number who will take issue upon any
claim of that sort.

In my humble opinion, matters and methods
were introduced into the proceedings of the
lato Synod which will form most dapgerous
precedents, and which in future years may be
the source of much more trouble than at pre-
sent.

A CounTRY DELEGATE.

ferred from my words, “an admission of weak-
ness in the cause itself, and a fear of open, free
discussion.”

- Did our refusal to send any
opponent of the claims of the College as our re-
presentative to Provincial Synod involve the
exclusion of all such opponents your inference
ut how does the case

not unreasonable to infer that the whole depu-
tation from Quebec will oppose us. At any -
rate the men who were chosen to oppose us in
Parliament are members of the Qnebec deputa-
tion. Reinforced, as they will be, by such.men
as Dr, Roe, Dr. Allnatt and others the intevests
of Lennoxville will not suffer in their hands.
Is there ouly fear of open free discussion, why
not common senge, to prevent us from deliber-
ately weakening ourselvesin order to strengthen
such an opposition 2 :

g | the grounds of interest in University education,

The question iz claimed to be not a Diocesan,
but & “Provincial ” one. Are thera na advo-
cates of University Education in the other
Dioceses? Are they likely to be incompetent
to argue their case? It is just as likely that
our College will be destitute of supporters as of
opponents outside of our Diocese. s there only,

ask again, fear of open, free discussion to pre-
vent us from weakening ourselves at home in
ordor to strengthen our enemies abroad ?

Again, Provineial Synod, like all such bodies,
abounds in men who never look a guestion in
the face, and who have a genius for points of
order, technical objections and side issues. One
of the ablest speeches I ever heard in Provineial
Synod was made by yourself on the Matropoli-
tan question, and you were politely silenced on
a paltry technicality. Why should woe invite
snch men to raise false issues by our divided
councils? Some would say: ¢ We are not deal-
ing with the petition of the Montreal Synod,
but with that of the friends of the College
merely, for the Synod is represented by oppo-
nents of the petition.” Others would say: “It
is & house divided against itself, and the minor-
ity invite us to protect thom against the tyranny
of the majority.” In either case the question
would not be settied on its merits,

. Under present circumstances there can be no
fulse issue raised. The united representatives
of Montreal are face to face with the Church aé
large. The question can neither be shunted off .
nor decided without full as well as free discus-
sion. We have a definite object in view. In
trying to achieve that object we have met with
determined and able opposition within and
without. We may have to meet further oppo-
gition, but we do not shrink from it. Only we
are girding ourselves to make the contest as
decisive as possible on the one side or on the
other. Our course of action, therefore, seems
eminently practical, sensible and business like.
And that is the very opposite of fanaticism,
folly or fear.

THE LATE SYNOD AND “LENT."

Dear Siz,—Your corres ondent *XLent's”
contribution to this guestion is vaiuable. Tt
presents in so far a disclosure from behind the
scene, and it formulates the reckless assump-
tions of those who are scouring the regions of
logic or poking among the sediments of bro-
therly love for some pretence of warrant for
their misdoings. The assumption that “ both
sides of tho house voted for an execlusive list of
delegates’ is the usual legal device of & plea of
manslaughter, to escape the more dreadfu! con-
viction nnder a charge of murder. The evi-

‘dence can be produced to sustain the true

crime. Your note, Mr. Editor, “We do not

* believe from tho result that this was done by a

minority as a body,” is an unqualified state-
ment of fact. The minority, as such, nor any
body representing them, neither agreed upon,
discussed or issued any *list,” Under the
audible breathings of threatening and slaughter
against all who presumed to exercise the right
of private judgment, two or three individuals,
as such, to neutralize the obnoxious, ostracising
list previously heralded and ¢hen in actual circu-
lation, hastily made s counter-selection, from
which any independent mind could select those
who might be approved. ‘ Lent's” plea is
absolutely frivolous, thercfore, as referring to
an action before maturely decided on, and then
“Tent's " acknowledged
“ ligt" was fulminated before his now attempi-
ed justification was in existence, and its culpa-
bility is measurable only by its windictive intol-
edaace. I is capable of proof that the minority
did not “use the same tactics and weapons”
under all the uafair odds which were wielded
against them.

When ‘“Lent” passes from ¢ tacties” to
“ principle,” he trips yet more heavily. “Prin-
ciple” with him is evidently a shuttle-cock. If
“ principle ” had anght to do with the matter,
to what depth is * principle ” degraded when
it becomes the spiteful engine of malevolence
in ostracising Dr. Normaun and other leading

Sm,—I bave not the pen of a ready writer,
but the east wind must have been blowing when
‘ Churchman” wrote his letter in last week’s
Guarpian. He asks of- what use are our
Archdeacons, Deans and Canons ?

‘An Archdeacon’s son in England the other
day said, “ an Archdeacon was a sort of chap
that did lots of work for the Bishop.” Perhaps
if your correspondent were to ask Bishop Bald-
win the question he might got an apswer. As
to Deans, I suppose ¢ Churchman " did not in-
oclude Rural Doans, who are simply lower cor-
orals. We have but one Dean—one of the
oldest and most respected of the Priests in this
Diocese. The Canons, with two exceptions are
Priests of twenty-five years, upwards, standing
and hard work in this Diocese. The youngest
Canon is a Priest of sixteen years standing—=a
gold medalist in olassics, Toronto University.
I think these facts will answer most of “‘Church-
wan’s” questions. '

As to “the (so called) Western University ”
Churchman has nearly demolished it with the
following adjectives, ‘‘ absurd, childish, almost
idiotic.” The possibility .is, the Wostern will
survive this attack, There may be large differ-
ence of opinion as regards the number of degree
conferring institutions; but it might be well to
remember that the Western University stands
upon a different footing from say the Montreal
Theological College, or Wycliffe College in
Toronto, The Western is an outgrowth of Hu-
ron College (theological). Huron College is
not under the shadow of a University. It is
the training college for the Diocese of Huron,
and in the keen competition and many demands
of these days, we areanxious to have our clergy
as well fitted as possible for their wuik,
think University powers will help in this direc-
tion, Let it be remembered also that Huron
College is not of yesterday. It is more than
twenty years old ; its Alumni can be found in
many Dioceses of Canada, occupying no mean
positions, and so it can hardly be wondered
that some advance should be attempted. Your
correspondent signs himself a *Churchman,”
let him know then that thero are Huron Col-
lege mon who can lay some elaim to be Church-
men, who are known as pronounced Church-
men, who have led the way in the dissemination
of true Church principles as distinguished from
Romanism on the one hand and Puritanism on
the other, and who think it better to have Hu-

ron College with Univorsity powers, supplying)

clergymen for this Diocese, than that the Dio-
cese should be dependent on Wyecliffe Hall—as
it very soon would be if you deprive Hurcn
College of University powers. Some of us
think it would be better for those who call
themselves par excellence Churchmen, to fall
in with and help the  Western University,”
than to be perpetually speering at it and play-
ing into the hands of those who prefer Wycliffe
Hali to Huron College.

I am neither an Archdeacon nor a Canon, but
am not ashamed to sign myself a graduate of
the Western University, and perhaps a Church-
man.

It keeps -
the Church from being the Church of the poor
as well a8 the rich. While it sccures a certain _
number who are generally always prosent, it
dampens the ardour of the priest in the praise-
worthy object of inducing others to come, Tt
i: a grievous burden to have to colisct the
rents. The law is open, but who will wuse it?
Where the church ia too small for the poople
the rent is properly paid, as a foew manage to
monopolize the seats. If it be a fashionable
congregation, many come from surrounding
districts, withdrawing proper revenuo from
their own and bringing it to another church,
depriving the poor in connection with it of the
benefit of the ckief services. In poor districts,
or with ample accommodation, seats are rent-
ed, and sometimes paid for. But the bicker-
ing, wrangling, pride and ne%lect, together
with ignoring of communicants by putting the.
church franchise in the hands of pew-holders,
hss caused me to takoe a decided stand, which
will result in my abolishing pew-renting in my
parish. - :

I have just awakened to the immense advan-
tage that comes to all from gxuying the clergy
from the public purse. I did notunderstand it
at firat ; nor do 1 know, in my igrorance, sny
other part of the world in which this systom'ie
adopted. I knpow it is not in England, 28 not &
ponny is there paid by the Government, the”
salary all coming from the fundsof the Church.
Of course cases in the civil service are except-
ed. Here we have concurrent endowment, In.
other words, practically, & certair amount is -
required yesrly for the support of tho clergy.
This comes out of tho ordirary revenue, and is
paid them in monthly instalments, The ques-
tion of denominationalism is got over by assist-
ing in like manner those in dissent. Thus tho
State recognizes religion in the same substan-
tial manner as it does cduecation,

Could not Canada do likewise? Even the
disgrace of many denominutions might be
managed by o similar system. Lot the Domi-
nion Government apgropriuto each year—or,
for that matter, the Government of each Pro- .
vince—a sum for clerical support. Divide this
among the official representatives of the
Church and the sects, giving to esch a por-
centage in proportion to the number of adher-
ents, They would subdivide with their clergy,
This, assisted if necessary by local effort, would
place the position of Christian teaching in &
condition that it otherwise cannot atiain for
many long years, RSince I don't think we have
any reliable basis for supposing one kind of
Christians has more worldly wealth in Canada
than another, it would seem none could object
to this but infidels, and we can no more listen
to them than tc the wise-heads in our lunatie
agylumns. It is superior to Churck endow-
ment, as & fow centuries hence a heathenish
cry may be raised to secularize religious pro-

erty, that the greed of rapacious robbers may
Ee satisfied; or an investment may appesr -
wisely made, yet years may come, aud changes
of time and changes of trade may render the
gsme financially worthless,

THELORD BISHOP OF FREDERI CTOXN,

MaTROPOLITAN, ON ELX0TION TO RECTORIES,
~CONPIRMATION AND MARRIAGE.

(Continued. )

From the addross of the aged Motropolitan
to his Clergy at the late Synod we take
the following :—

HErrorioN o RECTORIES.

First, on tho duty of those in whose hands
the power of olecting rectors to parishes is
vosted, and on the duty of the clergy in respeot
of testimonials which they give to porsons who
aro desirous of obtaining a benefice. The law
appears to impose checks on such of the parties
who aro interested in this important matter.
Tho laity have a large powor intrusted to them,
and the law very properly provides that it
should not be antacratio and absolutely beyond
control. The persons elected must be in
priest’s orders, without which they canmot,
according to the rites of the Church of Eng-
land, administer Holy Communion in the
Church, or in the chamber of the sick and dy-
ing; und they must have the Bishop's license,

which is a security to the laity that the Bisho

has obtained proper and sufficient testimonials
trom those who ere competent to give them,
of soberness, piety and honesty; and this dur-
ing personal acquaintance for a period of throe
years. Similar testimonials are required by
the heads of respectable firms before they will
admit & young man into their cmployment. A
oheok is likewise imposed upon the clergy.
For if they givo oareloss testimonials out of
mere good nature %l.s itis termed), they willfully
impose upon the Bishop, and testify io what
they might know on enquiry to be untrue, and
that by & most solemn attestation to” which
they in writing have voluntarily set their

hapds. A check i3 also imposed upon the Bis-
hop, For if lie institute and issue his’ mandate
for. inductior “without sufficient’ testimonials
from the clergy, in respect of personal know-
ledge for the required time, .and from the
Bighop of another diocese if the person to be
elected come from another, then h¢ violates
the order of the Church, injures the clergy and
laity who are placed under his protection, and

the laity are equally wrong if they persist in
electing a person who is not in priest's orders,
.or who has no testimonials or insufficient test-
imonials, And they are fighting against their
own interests, for testimonials are required as
their security against the intrusion of unfit
persons. And it is not unreasonable to suppose
:that the Bishop, who has faniiliar intercourse
with the clergy, may have opportunities
of knowing which the laity have not.
And it is move desiiable on all accounts that
both the laity and the Bishop should be satisfied
as to the election.

CONFIRMATION.

It is no doubt a great benfit to parishes to
bave this holy rite administered frequently.
But it should not be overlooked that there is as
much if not more need for watchfulness after
Confirmation is over than during the prepar-
ation for it. - The minds of the young are open
to every kind of impression, and when the
first fit of earnestness hes spent itself, if the

riest be not watchful to strengthen the good
impression which was made there may bea
speedy declension from the promise of early
piety or a disposition to seek assistance else-
where. For this reason Bible -classes or Com-
municants’ classes are needed after confirm-
ation; and the clergy must not suppose. that
their work is ended when there are no more to
be confirmed at that special .time. The young
require clear and definite teaching, lessons of
revoronce in regard to the service of Holy
Communion, ‘which, if they do not get from
us thoy will learn nowhere else. We must not
take it for granted that they have all they
ought to know on such matters. It is highly
gmbnble that no definite instruotion has ever

oen given them by their parents on the fund-
amental doctrines of their religion.

MARRIAGE,

Next, I would speak on the Marriage Service,

I know of no more solemn rite in our whole
Prayer Book than this. The symbolism of the
rite taught us by St. Paul; the solemn appeal
to ‘“the dreadful day of judgment, when the
secrots of all hearts shall be revealed ;" the
certainty that “those who are coupled together
otherwise than God’s word doth allow are not
joined together by God,” and even if their mat-
rimony be legal it is not in God’s sight lawful ;
the solemn espousal “‘till death us do part;”
the three-fold blessing; the prayer that they
may ‘‘live together in holy love unto their
lives' ond "—those repeated cautions and warn-
ings, and blessings, invest this rite with a
significance and seriousness unsurpassed. And,
yot, where is there a right more irreverently
handled? I do not speak of the baser sin that
is sometimes committed before marriage, but
of the frivolousness with which matrimony is
uundertaken. The absence of religious feeling,
especially of religions unity; leaglity made
the sole measure of lawfulness; the money-
making business which often forms the chief
desire for union; the hasty performing of the
‘rite in & house, where the prayers seem unsuit-
ablo, the blessings unfit; where the whole wish
is to make the service as short as possible ; or
if it be fashionable to go to church, the crowd
of irreverent gazers, bent on nothing but criti-
cism and the dress of those who are appealing
to God for His sanction and His blessing—
when all these signs of frivolity are manifert,
‘who ocan wonder that the rules and prohibition
‘of the church are trampled under foot? that

subjects himself to ecclesiastical censure. And|.

bonds 80 lightly made are as lightly regarded,

and. that.in a neighboring county as stated on
kigh “authority one in ten-of every family is
said to have a divorce, and in.some cases two
or three divorces.

But we should fear le:t one step farther should
lead us to a point from which. we cannot go
back, :

.The clergy then, will do well to refuse to
sanction wnions prohibited by their own-church
laws, and to exhort and persuade their parish-
ioners to ‘have marriages celebrated in the moat
reverent way; and further, which is probably
the more difficult task, to persuade them not
to contract marriages where there is no bond
of religious union, more especially where it is
almost certain that the validity of our Orders
and Holy Sacraments will be denied. Or, they
will have to submit to being re-baptized, re-
confir ed, and then deprived, as they most
richly deserve, of the essential part of the Holy
Sacrament of the Lord's body and blood. If
you think highly of holy matrimony you will

-endeavor to counteract such evils as opportun-

ity may be afforded you.
THE OFFICE OF BISROP.

It only remains for now to me thank you
for the many marks of your respect and con-
fidence which have been shown to me on
several occasions. A Bishop can only be use-
ful when he acts, not as an autocrat over his
clergy, but as their fellow-laborer, in concert
with them in the duties of their common call-
ing; and in the cxercise of his ministry, the
Church of God from the earliest days has com-
mitted to his care functions in which priests
take a subordinate part. The OClergy will
readily acknowledge that these spiritual powers
have been entrusted to him for the strength
and protection of the whole body of the faith-
ful, according to the wise rules which the
Church herself imposes.

A Bishop is a8 much restrained as the priest,
in matters of the highest moment, by the
Creeds which ave at the bulkwarks of our faith,
and by the definite and clear interpretation of

Holy Scriptures, which our Offices severally

contained. As long as we abide by these land-
marks there must be a substantial and visible
union amongst us, greater than the mere opin-
ions of any single member or officer of the
Church. It were to be desiredthat we should
see eye to eye in all things; and that there
should be no division even of opinion, but that
we should be perfectly joined together in the
same mind and in the same judgment. Bat as
this is not to be expected, and some poiis
either of ritual or of speculative- theology will
probsbly always remain open to discussion,
our best security is that charitable construction
of the actions and motives of others, which
each man unquestionably desires to be practis-
ed towards himself. In these respects the
Church of England occupies the peculiar posit-
ion of boing more tolerant and comprehensive
thon any other religious body with which we
are acquainted; and whilo there is a consider-
able diversity as to the means by which rev-
erence is promoted, the church inflexibly holds
fast to primitive doctrine, primitive order and
practical piety, so that whilst there hast beenin
the last 60 years a peaceful revolution in matters
not absolutely fundamental, and in the aspect
in which certain theological opinion are present-
ed to the mind, and as multitudes see no evil
what ever in that which they formerly looked
upon with distaste, or even with horror, the

urch has not departed one iota from the
fundamental doctrines of Christianity, and at
the same time she has been everywhere stirred
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up to greater and more earnest efforts in re-
claiming the . fallen, .in. searching for. the
wandering, .and. in promoting .every design
which tends to the practice of reverence and
love, IR

It has ever been my earnest desire and
prayer to act on such principles; and if in the
prosecation of these I have seemed to any of
youto exceed the bonds of a sober judgment, I
trust that you will understand that I-have not
acted withont much weighing of the subject in
all of its parts. As Bishop of the diocese I
only claim what seems -to me to be an essential
pert of the Episcopal office, to mediate between
conflicting opinions and to give complete toler-
ation and support to all that may fairly be con-
sidered as within the limits of the Church in
the Province of New Brunswick. A narrower
line that this does not commend itself to my
judgment; and I am ready to bear patiently
whatever amount of censure may. be thrown
upon me for having adopted it. More than
this I need not say; less could hardly be said
by one who has the courage of his convictions,
and who desires to embrace in the circle of his
charity and his prayers, schools of thought
which differ, and methods of action which
vary but which are consistent with the hearty
love for the ark which contains us all. Breth-
ren, tho grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with
your spirit, Amen. ‘

LESSONS OF THE RC YAL_JUBILEE.

The occurrence of the Jubilee year of the
roign of Her Most Grac'ous Majesty Queen
Victoria is pregnant with interesting and in-
structive lessons for us, both as British sub-
jocts and as Churchmen, '

Royal Jubilees have been rare in this or any
other nation. Only three English sovereigns,
before Victoria, have aver reached the fiftieth
year of their reigns, and, by:a curious coinci-
dence, each was the Third of his name. They
were Henry IIL, (56 years), Edward IIL (50
years), and George IIL. (60 years); but it
should be noted that Henry had a minority of
nine years, and for another period was practi-
cally dethroned -by his barons. Bdward like-
wise had a minority of three years; and the
last nine years of George the Third were occu-
pied by a Begency. Thus, if her Majesty
should survive abouta couple of years more,
she will really have reigned longer than any
of her predecessors.

The long reigns have all of them been
famous. Thus, the miserable civil wars of
Henry led to the invention of the House of
Commons, which met for the first time in
1265 ; and Henry was the builder of the choir,
{ransepts, and the three eastern bays of West-
minster Abbey, a work as notable in art as the
creation of Parliament is in constitutional his-
tory. -The reign of Edward the Third not
only illumined our military annals with Cressy
and Poictiers and other famous victories, but
by the Statute of Provisors it began to assert

the freedom and independonce of the Church |
of England. There was, however, & marked:

difference botween the two voigns, Henry
T11., himself a fecblo sovercign, gave place to
the greutest of the Plantagenets, or perhaps of
all our kings since the Conquest; but the
reign of Edward ITI. ended in disgrace, and
he was succeeded by one of the weakest of his
race. The reign of George III. was as crowd-
. ed with evgnts as it was long; but after all, it
‘may be doubted whether its interest much ex-
ceeded that of the fifty years through which

wo bave just paseed. Notwithetsnding the

ished that the opening- of the Great:Exhibi-
tion. would inangurate the reign of pérpetual
peace, the civilized world has never witnessed
more terrible wars. It is more pleasant, how-
ever, to contemplate the vast strides which
have been made in the wealth and power, the
prosperity and well-being of the empire.

‘A comparison between the state of things in
1886 and 1837 would take a volume to do it
anything like justice, but we cannot omit a
few words on the advance which has been
made in Chrisiian civilization. The close of
the Georgian era left the Church of England
almost at its lowest ebb. Up to that time all
the movements in the direction of revived life
appesred to be made under the influence of
some strangs centrifugal force which soon hur-
ried it beyond the pale, and the break-down
of the ecclesiastical machinery in all its parts
seemed complete. Then, by the mercy of God,
the Oxford School appeared on the scene, and
the result may be seen not only in the deepen-
ed piety of individuals, but in the complete
rehabilitation of the Church. Since 1837 the
number of clergy has been more than doubled ;
the new and rebuilt churches are counted by
the thousand ; and .the sums experded on the
old ones which remain would have provided at
least an equal amount of decent accommoda-
tion for Divine worship. The home episco-
pate has been increased by six new sees; the
North American bishoprics have grown from
two to nineteen; the Asian, from two or three
to twelve; the Australian, from one to thir-
teen ; and the West Indian*®and South Ameri-
can, from two to seven, In New Zealand and
the Pacific eight sees have been created; in
Africa fourteen, and in Hurope one. In the
United States the number of Bishops has
grown from sixteen to fifty-nine.

But the crowning glory of the reign of
Queen Victoria has beer the revival of true
Catholic Churchmanship in the Church of
England, and the refounding of the Church
borself in the veneration and affection of the
people. .

This Jubilee year brings with it much to be
thankful for; let us keep it in a spirit of grati-
tude sll the year through. Let us never be
weary of reminding ourselves and others of
what the reign of her Gracious Majesty has
seen achieved for the Church and Empire; let
us uge what has been gained as a reason why
we should thank God and take courage; but,
at the same time, let us
“Think nought done while aught remains to do.’

Thank God, it was brought to the
home in time, Before it left it
knew what milk was, and she be-
lieved and trusted the mother was
suved tov,  If the chi'd bad not
been brought to them it would have
lived in misery and diunk itself to
donth.  What a terrible thought
was that.  (Applawse) Sho had
known forrible drankards who had
got all their ohildren into Bands of
Hope. There was something piti-
tul about that. They wore so an-
xious to save their children from
their misery.  But  whon they
cano home from their Band of
Hope meetings thoy would sco the
drink all wround them, and would
say, perhups to themsolves, “ What
fathor and mother domust be right;
of course, wo aro only children,
and must not havo it, but we will
when wo grow older.”  She, thore-
foro curneslliy, besought them, for
their own sakos, and for the sake
of their children, to leave off tho
drink themselves, and thus romove
tho great temptation from the way
of themsolvos and their children.
