DUBLIN, November 24.-It is stated that
the Irish executive intends to station a
military force peimanently at Claremorris,
sud also to increase the garrison at Castlebar,
se that it will be easy to send troops from
these two centres to any part of the west of
Ireland... The great trials are about to
begin. The Crown having yesterday joined
issue on the defendants' plea, an eight day
notice of triil may be served, which would
bring the case on next Monday. The only
delay which can arise le by motion of the
Crown with reference to the mode of
trial.... Limerick correspondent telegraphs
that the Land League Is assuming propor-
tions little dreamed of when started. The
leaders in Limerick have developed a new
course, which strikes at the very root of the
legal system. Not content with preventing1
tenants from paylng more than the Govern-
mant valuation and preventing other tenants
from taking farmas from wbich one of their
number bas been evicted, the League te now
about to "Beycot' the local attorneys to
keep them from serving ejectment processesi
in the County Courts. An eminent local
solicitor a few days ago was accosted by a
prominent mombel of the Central Land
League, who brought hini to book
for daring to serve ejectment pro-
cesses for bis clients. The repre-
sentative of the Land League mu-
formed him that bis case would be
brought before that body at the nets
metLg, and warned him and hie brethern
of the consequences of what they were doing.
The legal gentleman ln the mildest manner
told his interrogator that there were 22
solicitors hi ineriuc, n4 that if they
ceased to serve processes ail ejectuent bui-
ness would be transferred to Dublin attor-
neys, who would serve them with writ,
which. ..would be a more costly procedure
than the civil bill ejectment. This was un-
satisfactory te the League representative, who
intendse at the next meeting of the League to
denounce the attorneys and rarn them
against serving processes. The saine corres-
pondent says the Government, in consequence
of representations made in connection with
the late attempt to murder a balilif at New
lPallas and the determination of the people to
haut the bailif ont of the town, have ordered
an iron barrack forthe temporary accomamo-1
dation of special police, to ho erected in the
neighborhood where the outrage took place.
The structure was removed by rail to New
Pallas to-day, but the police were unable toe
get any one to remove it to its intended site;
theo baracl atil aromains at tho alinY
staen .... ThePa rell!defence fund greva
Elowly, and now amounte to £2,000. The
League efficially announces that the expenses
will be at least £10,000, and urgently appeald
for more money.

LoNDox, November 16.-The lines, in a
leading article this morning, saye :-« We
fear that Mr. Forster was unable yesterday
to encourage his colleagues with a report that
lawlessness le abating in Ireland. Itle to
plain that most detestable outages daily oc-
cur, and that unparalleled terrorisn bas been
imposed upon three Irishicounties. The vaw
la almost powerlies to prévent these crimes
or to punijh the oriminals. The authorities
have inade every effort to protect life and
property by employlng the ordinary forces,
but conspiracysle too strong and pubtle to be
so restrained. The utinost that can be doue
effectually at present la to defend the ftwo
persons who are threatened. Some eighty
Irish gentlemen are under police protection
The legal enforcement of contracte relating
to land is at an end in most parts of Munster
and Connaught, and the lawlessness of the
peasantry and of the masses in the towns le.
seething aud spreading. The facts continue
te cause grave anxiety to the authorities in
Ireland, and we may conclude that the
Cabinet bas not resolved to set aside their
views, eveu for a short time, without much
besitation and mucic misgiving, but the
decision bas been adopted partly on faith of
hopes which opringeternal in the Ministerial
breast.'

DuaîNx, November 24.-An address bas
been issued by the Grand Orange Lodge of
Dublin, declaring that a monster conspiracy
existe, baving for its object the confiscation
of overy kind o property, with the <urther
purpose of uprooting Protestanismand sever-
ing the connection o this country iti ng-
land sud doclaring Liat thé flourisiug con-
ditiono the I nstitution gives o meane o
rendering material service. Resolufions have
also been passed pledging the Order to coun-
tersot b>'a al mss tho commnnistic doc-
trines inulated by inoleaders of the League,
and condemning the reckless language of
Cabinet Ministers, and tendering moral and
material support to the brethern in the South
and West.

The work of the Boycott relief expedition
la completed. The Ulster men, escorted by
Infantry, marched from Ballinrobe to Clare-
morris, a distance of 13 miles, whera they
took the train northward at seven o'clack this
morning. Almost before daylight Boycott
himself, with his wife and two nièces, loft
Lough Mask In a covered- ambulance wagon,
and escorted by a number of eussars was
driven rapidly to Claremorris. Boycott was
not recognized in passing Ballinrobe, as
scarcely a seul was on the streets. Along the.
route cf hamlets and villages only a very few
people were gathered, but In Claremorris every
doorway and window was occupied. The
ambulance wagon was greeted with hoarse
groans and shouted curses. A large body of
constabulary stood guard at Claremorris
station. Boycott left by the ordinary train
for Dublin. The infantry with the Ulster
men followed in a speecial train amid groans
and hooting. Mrs. Boycott came in for a
certain amount of sympathy, but for theb ard-
featured, gray-bearded, insignificant looking
agent there was noue.

the Cabinet not to resort te coorcion bas
caused very deep dissapointment and appre-
hension among all classes ln the disturbed
districts. They look with alarm at the pros-
pect of more outrages and wider spread in-
timidation and disaffection. There le good
reason te believe that the Executive will try
te show by greater activity and energy that
they possess sufficient power in ordinary law.
The dIsturbed districts are flooded with con-
stabulary and military, and ail resources at
the command of the authorities are available
when reauired for the protection of life and
property, but the secret, and complete
organization of the Leaguers enables tbem to
anticipate the movements of the constabu-
lary, and in some instances to de feat thera.
There caa be little doubt that the organiza-
tion of the Leaguers l rendered most perfect
and formidable by connection with the
Fenian system. It is that makes intimi-
dation so irresistible in some districts. It la
practiced with great subtlety and skill, so
that the authorities are unable to counterat
it. They can deal only with open acts of
violence, which are avoided as ;much as
possible, while the more effectuai system of
terrorism le carried on under an extreme
appearance of tranquility.

The total cost et the Boycott relief expedi-
tion was £10,000. It l astated Government
bas decided to reinforce Birr garrison by six
hundred men, and te despatch troops te
Banagher, Portumna and several other smail
Western towns.

The fimes, in a leading article this
morning, sav that it is very probable that
the trial of the traversera will be going on
when Parliament assembles. Mr. Forster,
Chief Secretary for Ireland, bas gone to
Dublin, and will probably remain there
until the House meets.

DUBLIN, November 30.-Government de-
tectives wailed on some Dublin firms sup-
posed tobe executing printing for the Land
League,last week, demanding copies of the
documents intrusted to them for publication.
Tbey could not obtain anything.

LoNnoN, November 30.-Mr. Parnell denies
the report that he hse decided te abandon
the Land League in deferenco te a letter of
Archbisbop McCabe condemning it.... It is
statedthatwhen Parliament meets the Govern-
mentintende to introduce a coercion sot at the
same time with the Land Bill Act, which wlIl
provide for the immediate disarming of the
people.... A movement is reported in the
west of lreland, particplarly in Tuam, Swine-
ford, and other conilderable towns iu tbs
county of Galway, te bring about a teduction
of 25 per cent rent in shops and bouses.
Such rente are excessive in Ireland, but they
bave been lost sight of in the excitement at-
tending the land agitatier. Now that the
tenants bave begn te nove there l likely to
be another rent scare, but on a emaller scale.

WHAT TURKEY THINKS OF THE
IRISH QUESTION.

From the "Vakit"(Tlimes) leading Turkish pa-
par of Constantinopte, Oct. 25.

TuE newspapers have been talking of the
agitation and the misery which at present
reign in Ireland. We muet do the justice te
Mr. Gladstone's administration to say that it
really wished to repair the evils which affiets
Ireland (the sister island). It brought ln
a bill to ameliorate tie situation 01 the
tenants, that is to say, the agricultural class,
in Ireland ; and bad it net been for the ob-
stinacy of the flouse of Lords, wbich refused
te sanction the bill voted by the House of
Commons, the complaints of the Irish would
have greatly dimiuished.

However this may be, the state of Ireland
offer an uinteresting subject for study none
the ]as. fHence the Journal des Debats bas
sont a talented special correspondent, M. Mo-
linari, to Ireland, whose letters are worthyof
attention.

This le what M. Molinari wrote on Sept. 2,
test;.-

"CORn, Sept.2, 1880.
"There is no country, as far as I know,

wbere parties are se numerous and divided as
la Ireland. We se there net. onil general,
parties, but regional parties,.and even trans-
atlantic parties. la the province of Ulster,
for example, which la peopled half by Pres-
byterians and Anglican emigrants from
Scotland and England, and hall by Catholic
Irishmen, religions passions are stil in full
effervescence. The Protestanta continue te
celebrate the anniversary of the battle of the
Boyne, and provoking processions of these
Orangemnen do not fail te excite the nerves of
the Catholics. Thesel latter, in their turn,
make processions whicb have a similar effect
on the nerves of theProtestants. They throw
atones and various other projectiles at ench
other. The police interfere and fire en the
people, as lately happened at Dungannon.
Thbere are klled sud wouded. Apart from
Lbe question of humanity, Lb. ovil wrould not
be great ; Lb. heada bron lu theose souffles
are not worth mnuch ; sud the lire capital cf
Ireland ls not eenalbly dlminished therebny ;

Itis the savre thing as
the ' Repeal' lu the souse that Hie Rulers
claim, as their pred6cessors the Repealers, the
dissolution of the political union of Ireland
and Great Britain, the re-establishmnt cf
the Irish Parliament, and the govermntnt
of Ireland by herself ."

But this le an organized conspiracy with
Committees and ail the corollariea of a astt
revolitionary association. Does not ail this
testifyto the discontent which reigns in a
great part of Ireland ?

Neverthelso, no Government bas thought
of proposing Conferences to discuss projects
for establishing self-government or indepen-
dent government in Ireland, this Home Ruiie
about which the Irish patriote are furious.

Our poor Zables (policemen), rndirs, calne-
kamis (shaeriffs) and our provincial Beys bave
been accused of rapacity and extortion. How-
aver, nothing ean equal the rapacity of the
landlords In Ireland. Here are the figures
furnished by Mr. Davitt, a former «lFenian ">
or revoluitionary Nationalist Irishman, in a
speech made by him at Chicago:-

" The total of the rents of Ireland,"says he,
"a century ago did not amount to more than
ten million dollars; it is now seventy or
eighty million. This enoreous increase bas
been the fruit of the w.at of the Irish
people. The landiords bave robbed Ireland
of something like three milliards live bundred
million dollars. Ought net this fart alone te
.enlist the sympathies of the whole world?

And now does any one want te know the
feeling prùrailing amongst the Iris with re-
spect te the power of England. flere le what
M. de Molinari writes :-

"England,"said one of them to us, "is on
the decline ; she only occupies the second or
even the third rank amongst military nations'
at a time when political preponderance be-
longs more than ever te the big battalions.
She is net in a position to sustain a stniggle
with Germany or even with Russia. Where
is she to get soldiera? Ireland formerly fur-
nished her with the flower of lier army, bitn
since our young men have ibeen emigrat-
ing to America rather than enlist under the
English flag, ae onlyfills her rogimenots with
the scun of sociaty. Her rule in IIdia li
precaious, and ber possessions lu Canada and
Australia will soon detach themsolves from
ber - .... A ceniry ago the liberation et
Greece and Bulgaria would have been looked
upon as a dream. This drean is now realized ?
Why ahould itnot be thus wth the drean of
Home Rule? Why ahould ve aso not succeed
as weil as the Greeks and Bulgarians in
shaking of the yoke of our Turkey, and re-
constituting the Irish nationality?"

Ti n result of the events in lîilgaria
makes itseif telt, then, even as far as Irelantf,
and lier dreans of liberation hav beceme
more lively there than over lately. Thiere i.
no doubt, much passion in the ideas express-
edby this Irish patriot : but it is passion
alWays which animates the Masses, sud lthe
example of the revolutions in the East us cai-
cilated te encouragesgillmore the aspiration
of certain peoples, whoeven enligtened Europe
think themselves subjected to a foreign yoke,
and set up as victime. Ia it net the want Of
foresight of European diplomacy which bas
let icose ail tbese passions, which are ofteni
blind, and therefore ail the more dangerous?
One would saythat the Goverments, iru e-
unennlg soune!traditious et polio>' tn stir up
troubles for their neighbore, have unwittingly
prepared the gerais o civil war at home
Avengiog Nemesiue chastising théi for
tbo maliceous plesanre thé>' teck at Ltha ight
of fhe evIs with which their neigihbors were
burtbned.

The Boycott business in Galway las fun

nishéd the Land League with a test o ite
power ove ithe Irish tenénfùtVi-basshould
* vanceseveryo ne that i'xepr eosis rosi

i ano suad t'as ssanaged-ýtob mil et> i
people byits presentifin of them. CaptaIt
Bott'ac*na.toeioe eof tes land agents
of the Frencht ypi .: ae nmseged to
make the Woisitéf a y stem For years
þast the people of Lord Ere's estateb have sub.
mitted 'to his tyranny, but the eeague gave
the signal-for resistance. That esitan-e toolk
a thoroughly legil and laudableshape. They
did "not shoot the agen. They, idp ot destroy
his cropsor 'hough his cattl. Ttey simpli
declared-that they would-îot get in is crops,
àtd that-they;wiid tabo uyone wo did.
Five hundred pounds worthws rotting on and
in thé soi, but neither for love nortfor mone

-could te hire the poorest of bis neighbour,
or of the tenants under him, to do uours
work for tim. In tbis state of distrees the
Orangemen canete ohis rescue, but only under
suh a degree of protection as made their ex-
pedition ridiculous. The roade bad to be
linedwith military to- keep the people trora
breaking these Ulsterme's heads. The crops
are in, butthe victory le with the League.
The British arnywould not saflice to render
a similar assistance to all the Boycottas in the
Island.

A natural inference fron the situation
would te that Captain Boycott las ot bee
the right sort of agent, and that Lord Erne
would do well to replace him. Wlhere there
is such general and emptalic dissatiafaction
there must be gome solid areson for it. But
the application of the sais standard of judg-
ment to Englisit rule .in Irelaud le equally
fair. Such general and emphatie dissatisfac-
tion, renewed with every generation aines tho
conquest, mustrave a good basis. There bas
been hardly a geueration of Irishmen under
English rule that has not seen the ordinary
course of law suspended, and "9coercion" sub-
stituted for constitutional government. The
Constitution lu, like the English Banki Act,
ready for suspension at evry emergency.
With most Englishmen, and not a few
Americans, the disposition is to put the blame
on the Irish. But the people of Ireland,
spart from their relations to the landlords
and ut times to the government, are the most
orderly and governable people in the worid.
There is, the English papes say, a wonder.
fl absence of every sort of crimein Irelani,
except agrarisn crime. That fait, always
noticeable, is more 80 at the present moment
than usual. Even in America the Irish do
not seem to furnish their full propoition of
the criminal clams, if we may j'uige from the
reports of the Penusylvania poacîentiaries.
It lu not in the faiult of the people, but in
the faiuits of the government, thaIt every im-
partial observer will find the 1trie reason for
Irish dissatisfaction. If the English thave
donc or arr doing their best fr the island,
they are incompetent taorule it, and sbould
abandon the attempt.

It leitelegraphed, but the authority is not
given, that the Cabinet are consideriug the
propriety t iadopting measures for the
creation of a peasant proptrirtsrsiip in Ire-
land, and that they are far tfont tidverse l ithe
measure. This, of itself, ias a triumph for
Mr. Parnell, whici repays all his efforts in the
Land League. It 8etrue tiat even biefore the
generai elections Mr. Glanritne declared
that such a course would bu qutite legitimate
if public poliry called fer it. Itis aIlso true
that Mr. Bright's infience in the Cabinet
might be counted as steadily- favorable to this
course. But when Parliannent was insession
not a member of the Ministuy could be in-
duced to show any desire t go farther than to
favor a reasonable permanenic. Nor would
the Ministry be ready to go farther now had
not the Land League iesuaued the agitation,
and given it both an extent and an intenity
which it hd not before.

But, afler al, there are limits to the impor-
lance of the concession. St jar as Ireland is
concerned, Mr. Gladtonue governs but does
not rule. He has allowed tlie Flouse of Peers
to throw out a measure which erhbad declared
necessary to the gond governtmnut of the de-
pendent island, wilthout ither "&going before
the country," or taving rec'uste to any other
conetitutional expedient for nbrettking dow
their opposition. Hadtl',ruta minein questicn
be n oue for the blenefil of Eigzlaad he would
not tave dared te follow ce a course, But
Lgisiation for Irelandn sud legislation for
England are on a differeutt fitooting. It is
this miserable discriminitongainst Ireltand
which causes perpetîual iritation, just as it
was this wretlced puaillaniniaty on the part
of the Ministry, which jutilied te continu-
auce of agitation. It wa uitnt the Ministry
only, but the House of Pers ihom tey
weakly accepted as their nqtlis in the control
of Irith policy, that are to b.. nttved by the
operations of the League.-N 1. Aîerkien.

A great demonstration was hald st Athlone
en Sunday, la vhih contingents from fthe
eounties of Qalway, Roscomon, and West-
meati tock part. Notwiùshtanding the in-
ceesant rain 'wliich ha te effect of making
everything uncomfortabl, 'the people came
forth Ln thirthousands to velcome Mr. Par-
nell, and to proclai thoir sympathy with the
land moveruent. The town presented quite
a gala appearance. Triumphal archesspanned
somd of the atreets. Bannera hung from
windows; everywhere thero was a profuse
display of green lavours, and lackimg these
the people wore laurelleaves and branches of
lvy in their bats. 1Mr. Parnell Cravelled from
Ddblin by the morning train, accompanied
by Mr. T. D. Sullivan, M. P.; Mr. J. J.
O'Kelly, M. P. ; and Mr. H. J. Gili, M. P.

Resolutions of the usual character were
sup ported by bMr. Parnell, M. P. ; Mr. T. P.
Sullivan, M. P. ; Mr. O'elly, M. P.; and
several local gentLeman.,

Mr. Parnel, who was received with pro-
longed cheering and waving of hats, then
came forward and said : Men of Roacommon
and Westmeath, I thank you for the magnifi-
cent demonstration of your assembly here to-
day in the centre of Ireland as the first answer
of the country te the attempt of the Govern-'
ment to strike down your leaders (cheers).
I notice that some English newspapers, aveu
e Cithe day of the very commencement of tiis
struggln, are beginning to call out that we are
very much frightened (cries of "No"), but
'we know what usially happens to the side
which says toitsopponents, 4 You aret raid."
Va know that before the end of such a
struggle it usually happens that those Who
make accusations of fear against their oppo-
nents get frightened and rua avay them-
selves; and, as tihe end of this fight ie sone
little distance off yet, I think the English
newspapers bad better wait until it is liished
toe eiwho le afraid. Some Northera Whigs,
who are clinging on to the coat tails of our
humane Chiot Secretary, have foun fault
with me for not giving the Government anu
opportunity of doing something for Ireland ;
and they have pointed to a speech which1 i
made early last session in the House of Com-
mons, in whio I said I thought the Govern-
ment ougbt te have time to inqi o into this
land question, as a proof of the truth of their
accusations against me. Now I think I have
alreadyi amply shown that we have been will-
ing togive the Government fuli time to in-
quire into this land question. We left tChaem
to their own devices during the whole of last
session, on the faith of their promise that
they would protect the tenant farmers of
Ireland from eviction. They tried t protect
themiand the louse of Lords beat them, aud
tiey failed (cries of er Down with the Lords").
Well, the duty was then placed urpon us to
show the Irish people how they might protect
thenselves, owing to the failure of the Gov-
ernment t protect tham. Now, we have
done this-we bave succaeded cwhere Che
Government failed (cheers). WVe have
shecked, if not altogether stopped, eviction.
We bave materially reduced the number oi
ovictiers, and as scon as we have bad a
little more time for organization we shatl re-
duce it still furthear. We were willing to give
the Government further time to inquire into
this land quostion if it Lad remained neutral
in this struggle. If it had refused to join er
take part in the landed conspiracy against
the lives af the people of Irelrd eva would
have given tben time. But how did this
Qovernment show its good faith-its desire
to inaquire thoroughly into the land question ?
Why, the first thiig it did was to appoint a
landlord and a West.British commision to
inquire into it-a commission upon whioh
the tenant farmers have no representation,
and from Vhicih vtwas hopelese to uxpect
any just or full inquiry. What was the next
step of the Government ln carrying its neu-
trality between landlord and tenant in Ire-
land? Its next stop was to inetruct its po-
lice t seize forcibIy, abduct, and carry off Ioi
to a police station in Dublin six young girlr.,
in order that they might be demoralized and
insulted by policemen as to the evidence they
couldgivergainst two men who werenwaiting
trial for murder (cries of «I That's true'); and
so flagrant was the act of the Goverrnment
that even Cheir own judges-men who re-
ceive double salaries, or double the salarieri
they out ta receive, in order that theyMay
administer British justice in Ireland-even
thair own judges were cempelled from very
shame to order that these young girls should
be retarned from the care of the policemen
to the care of their own parents. The next
thing the Government did is almost onpar-
alleled in Ireland. After several men had
been returned for trial by the magistrates«
after the assassination of yonng Boyd down
in Wexford, they offered a revard of £500 or
£l,008 tanyone rawho wul came forwanrd
andseaoravwayCitaliveasaftbase men (grosus)
And recollect this vas net an erdinar>' reward
for tira purpese cf discoring tire murderer'.

Mr. T. D. Sullivan, M. P., who was loudly
cbeered, said ho was njoiced te sec the men
of Westmaath and Roscommon and Galway
united as one man for Ireland (cheers). There
sbould b. no dissensions amongst them;they
wereallsonsofthelrish soi], with a common
cause te defend and a common enemy before
them (loud iceers). Twelve monthsagowas
a dark heur for Ireland ; famine was coming
among the people, and there was no Govern-
ment that they could rely upon te come te
their aid in the emergency that was upon
them. At that moment Charles Stewart Par-
nell saw the danger that was before his
fellow.country, and ho took prompt means for
their relief, so thatno Irish family should feel
the pags of starvation in the Winter before
them (cheers). Last Christmas ho crossed
the Atlantic te save the people of Ireland
from eviction and starvation, and now the
Government intended that ho should spend
nuext Christ mas in a prison (cheers and cries
of "Never"). But they had not got him
yet, and if tbey ever did get him there ho
would not be the first man of bis race
that dared the prison gibbet and the gibbet
in the cause of the IriEh people. ThEy mnight
wisb t. sec the indictment that Dublin Castle
had prepared for Mr. Parnell and the leaders
of the land movement, and ho would show
them the little document. (Mr. Sullivan
lire unfolded the indictment, the leaves of
which he bad pasted one to another se as ta
for aone long string, whicn reached from one
end of the romains of the platform to ithe
other. The crowd cheered loudly, and Mr.
Sullivan having thrown the document into
the midst of themn it was quickly torn into
sbreds.) Mr. Snllivan continued ta aay that
although ha bad the indictment in bis pos-
session for several days ha hed never been
able te read it through. The effect it had
upon him was this : They would ail recollect
two or three years ago there was a trial in
Dublin between the Galtee tenants and a no-
torious land agent named Patten Bridge
(groans). One of those tenants was named
Deais Murphy, and h lived so high up on the
very top of the mouatain that ho said at the
trial that if one stood at the door of bis house
and looked down the mountain it would give
him the Niagara meagrims in the head
(laughter). That was exactly the feeling lie
tiad got wheu ha tried ta read through this
long rigmarole which the Attorney-General
and the lawyers (Down with tham) had pre-
pared for them. And if there were any
amongat that desired ta get N iagara megrirs
in their head tbey had only te trv and read
through the indictment against Mr. Parnell
and the Land League. What were the
charges that were in that indictment? Some
person whob ad gone through the document
lied told hrm ail about the charges. The
charges were that they had reduced file in-
comes of the IrishI landlords (cheers). WeI,
uow, maybe they did (lauglter). But ho
could tell them they had increased th lin-
come of the Irish tenants (loud cheers).
Another charge was that they had created-
Mr. Parnell and bis friands had created-ili-
will and animosity amongst different classes
of ber Majesty's subjects. Well, te charged
the men who put forward that accusation on
that occasion against the Land Leaguers, he
charged theam with the greatest hypocrisy.
If thuy cared aboutkeeping good will between
different classes of herMajesty's subjects they
would have put a stop long ago to rack-
renting and eviction (near, bear). Did they
think that by speeches or resolutions they
croate ill-will amongst mon that bad a right
to be friands? But when one class of men
were oppressors and another class of men
ware their victims, then there would bie ill-
will between them. There was more il-will
created between landlord and tenant la Ire-
land by one heartless eviction than by ail the;
speeches that ever were made on a platform.
Therefore, ha said they were hypocrites and
schemers (bear, hear). If they wautedgood-
will between ail classes of Irahmen let them
reform their laws-those laws that enabled a
few men te rob many thousands of Ixishmen.
They might slander them as they pleased ;
but they stood before Ireland and before the
world ta assert that their motives are net
base, but are high and holy (cheers). They
were not afraid ta say that their desire was,
notto promote ilI-wll, not to produce disturb-
ance, not te bring about anarchy in the land,
but te malkalreland a great, a peaceabla, and
a prosperotu. nation (cheers>. But how could
they' have a nation un Irelaad tilt they' had a
secure basie for tihat nation ? (far, hrear.)
Ne ma~n wili baud a bouse on a shifting
foundatien, aud until thaey rooted the irish
peeple in tire 'Irish soit thore wvould ho noe
substantial and afllxed basis for the Irish
nation. Wben they' had that done, and net
tiii then,-*Ireland would grow up te b. what
she oughc te bo (cheers). It vas not moral>'
agricultural prosperity' tbat they' would have,
but tbey would bave aise Ch. prasperity of
trada, and manufacture, and commerco. How
could there be trade ta thoir Loves whean the
people were being swept avay ? instead cf
a groat sud prosperous ciLty au that spot what
had the o>? A smail Cava with a Britih forti-
fication covering nearly' half cf it. Athlono,
fret iLs natural position, had the country
around It not beau deopulated, instead of!
being viat It vas te-day, would be a cILty cf
half a million lnhabitants (cheers>-a
thriving and great city', with Its tradas, its In-
stitutions, its libraries, its xading-rooms, and
Its art musoums. With tha blessing ef God,
but give thé Irish people the hotd ou Chealand
Chat bore themi vhich they are enti tied ta, sud
thean Chair sous vouid tise sud flourishr.
This vas s cause that vas lu Che bands, not
of leadors, but of the people themselves. Let
the people act steadily, firmly, determinedly.
If they did se they muet briig down the rack-
rente of Ireland. They muet put a stop to
eviction, and If some of their. leaders met
persoecution-if somaeof themamet.with lai-
prsoument-they cared little for those thinge.]
It could hardly be that so greant a inovement
as thia could be carried to success without the
Governmeut giving soma trouble to italeaders
and thé people; but they old face all thie
and maintain their cause, because it was the
hollest cause that tongue or swdrd of mortal
ever lester ga!ned (applause).

At 1 meeting of some of the traders and'
farmers,.held after the public meeting, Mr.
Pardell, M. P. inthe chair, it was proposed

Coolrock, and resolved-<'That Messrs.

THE KILLALOE DEMONSTRATION.

Notwithstanding the inclement character
of the weather a large and nthusiastic land
demonstration took place in Killalcoe on
Sunday. The rain fell continuoualy from
euly morning, and played pitiless pranks
with the flags and banners and the inuarous
arches of welcome wbich spanned the streets,
but it did not daunt the men of Clare and of
Tipperary, or the women elther, froe assem-
bling in their thousinds, Contingents were
in attendance from ail the districts round,
many o fthemr coming from long distances.
A leading leature in the demonstration was
the large number of horsemen present.
Several bands attended. Tho mottoas dis-
played wre such as "The land for the
people," "fIreland for the Irish," "Justice for
all,"i rGive back aur own," riLiberty. equality,
and fraternity," &c. The platform, which
was erected outside the chapel gate, and was
suitably bedecked with figs and streamers,
was, as usual, densely crowded. The Gevera-
ment was represented by a special notetaker.
Mr. John Dillon, M. P., arrived by the eleven
o'clock train from Limerick, where haa i
stopped the provious night.

Mr. J. Dillon, M. P., who was receved
with loud cheers andi waving of hats, said he
was very glad tao sec the men of that county
were not afraid of a little rain in the cam-
paign thty were going into cheers). It was,
perhap, better afrer tint there should ba t
little rain, because it would show the land-
lords that it would take alittle more than rain
to turn theamback froi their path (cheos).
He wanted to begin by asking them-the
farmers of Clara and Tipperary-to remember
bow long it was that they had been strugglinu
to save their homes and ta win their rights
from the landlors of Ireland (cheers). Was
it not the truth that for eighty years they anîd
thoIr fathers had beau fighting that battlie, and
for eighty years were, in their figlht against
landlord oppression, powerless ta defenl
themselves, and were nt the mercy a every
rackrenter and evictor who chose to drive
them forth homoless and hopeless on the
world? Why had the manhool of Clarce and
Tipperary bean unable t shake itself clear
fron that tyraxnry exercised by a few men ?
lie would tell them why. It was because the
men of Clarne an Tipperar, and a ail freland.
were allowed to trust ta members ni
Parliament for protection and to believe
tiat by sending members of Parliament te re-
present them, or t sell thom, in the British

iouse;of Commons (cheers), that they wo dr
save themselves from rackrenting and evic
tion, and rom tyranny. It was becausCe tiey
were toLid to believe that the English House
of Parliament would do them justice, ad be-
cause the people were allowedo aexhaust
their eifortisud risk their lives and property
to obtain justice from a place Ireland never
recelived and nover would receive justice froi
(loud cheers). One short year ago they told
tCem that they had gone on the wrong patli,
and never would get justice from the English
Piliament, or from members of Parliament
seut to represent Irish constituencies (chears)
If they wanted justice or freedom they chould
tight the battle in Ireland (prolonged! cheers).
They told themn that they should learn their
own trength, combine themselves together,
and meet the landlords on the field of Irelaui
(cheers), fot ta foot and haud ta hand
(cheers), and teach Irish landlords Chat the
day was gone by when they could fix the
rent,and whon an Irish landlord could drive
anIrish family out oi its home (cheers). And
they ahould do that by following out a deter-
mined, resolute, and combined policy of self-
defence, and gather into one happy organiza-
tien the whole manhood of Ireland, and
pledge themselves never to turn back froim
the battle until the whole institution O landl-
lordim wasswept away (laud cheers). When

ing himselfU. Battersby. Both the correspon-
pondent and the editorlal writer labor under
delusions bora of Invincible ignorance of Irish
affairs seasoned with a good deal of prejudice
against the Irish and their country.

tha League as lectarer. It vas rusolved toa
leave the matter lu thé bands of thé Dom-
mittée. The nmes af 54 new members vwee
added ta the roll, atter which Mrt. A. Shanunn
waa elected an honorsry meémbér. A voté ofi
thanks vas tendered te thé Rer. Father
MlcGuire, ai St. Ed wsrd's Parish, in thé Pro-.
vince nf Quebec, for calleeting $30 for theé
Land League lu Ireland. On motian theé
Secretary was instructed ta commutnicate with
sanie of thé leading Irish citizens of other
aciis and sud tawns in Canada, asking them
to organisé thé Leagues, snd aiso to send
themi "Constitutions." Oarried. Mrt. Whelan
was ai opinion that more good would bé ac-
complished If they were ta send sanie man toa
those placés ta organize. He suggested theé
name ai Mr. F. A. Quinn.

That gentleman decided to think over the
matter and give bis decision at the next
meeting of the League. .

On motion of Mr; Fleming, it was resolved
that that all future remittances be sent to the
Parnell Defence Fund, with instructions that
they ho appliod to the Land League at the
discrétion of the leaders, and that thé Secre-
tary ho requested to notify the Lasnd'Leàgue
that the. sat remittance of £50 be so applied.
The Treasurer then stated that ho received
$70 80 the past week, msking within the past
month the sum of $210, irrespective of the
Tans WITNss donation and the snums received
through that journal or the donation of the
Y. I. L & B. Society. Practical addresses
were delivered by Messrs. Murnéy, Lane,
Cunningham, Bergin and others, and It was

suggested, sud left in the hands of the Exécu-
tive Csommittee, that printed forms be sent to
overy parish in Canada to enable subscriptions
to be easily obtained, a syatera that had
worked vo welllast winter ln regard to the
Relief Fund. The greatest enthusiasm la
now béing manifested in the Land League,
and it is expected the mass meeting, to be
held at an early date, will give it a still
greater impetua. Several promineat gentle-
men of Montreal and the Provinces have con-
sented to speak on the occasion. On Sunday
night Frank Quinn, Esq., delivered the first of
a series of lectures before a French audience,
in St. Mary's College, on the Land League,
and disabused the minds of his bearersof
several erroneous ideas they had taken from
the local press.

TEE MAYORALTY QUESTION IN
OTTAWA.

To tte Eitor aithe TUE WiTNEss.
Sia,-There it not a single financierin the

Corporation of Ottawa. The finances are
manipulated by a mère boy; hence the
blunderiug in putting down assets for
liabilities. The communicatian on the con-
verse appeared in the columns of the Free
Press at the date therein given, but none of
the City Fathers ventured to challenge its
correctuess. There are two Irish Catholica
in the City Council ; they are both illiterate
men. The Council is composed of the Mayor
and filteen aldermen The Mayer, Charles
H. Mackintoah, of jobbing notoriety, is a Pro-
testant and nine of the aldermen are Protest-
ants. This being the case it ollows, as a
matter of course, that the officiais are nearly
aIl Protestants. No Catholic bolds any lu-
crative office in the Council. Our present
Council is the most corrupt and the
most stupid that ever ruled the
city. I was one of the representatives of
Ottawa Ward in the City Council for two
years, 1878 sud 1879. There was a good deal
of fraud and peculation attempted in the
Council when I was a member, but i checked
thé most ofit by exposure. The consequence
was that I drew upon myself the hostility of
every member of the Council, including the
Mayor. To punish me the Couacil refused to
exempt the widows of Ottawa Ward from the
payment of taxes, a thing that was customary,
while at the same time they exempted the
widows of the other wards. They did this
to turn the people of Ottawa Ward against
me, and they did more than that; they re-
fused to give the Ward its proper hare of
the moneys voted for street improvements. I
saw that my presence ln the Council was a
detriment to Ottawa Ward, and tor vant of
support I could bring about no national re-
form l the management of the affairs of the
city. The Council would net give me a posi-
tion on the Finance Committee, where I
might at luast bave made myself conversant
with hefinances. I saw that the Mayor held
the key of the position and that by his veto
he could effectually check needless and im-
proper expenditure. I theretore came for-
ward for the position of Chief Magistrate, and
was encouraged by the electors beyond general
expectation. I had no organization, no comu-
mittee.no scrutineers in the polling bootha;
the Gcvernment of the Dominion used their
influence against me; the members of the
Corporation worked coothand sai against
me, and none worked against me with more
determmination than the Irish Catholic mecm-
bers; esides bthis I had the whole staf of Cor-
porations officials and s crowd of contractors
and haugere.on, wha live i y Corporation job.
bing who hated me thoroughly for my inter-
férence wile I was a member of the Council.
The municipal elections are drawing near,
my cauvas is already made, but the Frenîch
Canadiaus are entitled to a hiayor of their
own nationality, and if they bring forward a
candidate h could not and would not oppose
him. A requisition, i have been told, il
being got up in favor of Doctor Et. Jean; if
it he not soon published I shal put myself in
communication with that gentiemanu and en-
deavour to learn whether he intends to be a
candidate. The correspondence will be in
writing, and will be published if neccessary.
Itappears that Mayor Mackintosh would like
a third terni of office; if he could get me and
St. Jean to rua together St. Jean would get
the French vote,!I would geta majority of the
Irish vote, and the Protestants, with the
minority of the Irish Catholics, could elect
Mackintoash; but Mackintosh is in such
terribly bad odor that it is doubtful whether a
majority of the Protetants would vote for
him. The eleutors are divided into threé
distinct sud well defined categorios, vis.:

Thera was asentinel at thé door, and
others near by standing guair over guns and
stores, but it was ail the same to Kelley.
With an old tin plate for usé as sovel and
scoop hé burrowed eut at the back end of the
building, sud îrslkud up ta tva pièces aifar-
tillery and spiked both before any alarm was
raised. Whenu the sentinels began fiting at
him he ran out of camp, but before hé was
clear of it ho had bes ufired on fifty tines.

Kelly was once captured Ien he was
asleep by Missouri guerrillas. When le
opened his eycs hé was surrounded by lie
or six men on foot and others in the saddle.,
IL was under a tree in an open tield, and iae
had been tracked by a dog. As b rose up at
their command b resortd ta his wondurfuil
skill as a gymnast. By dodging and twist-
ing and jumping ie got out of the crowi,
plled a man oil hie saddle, and would have
escaped iad not the dcog fastened te his leg,
He was then put under guard in a log bouse
wit ouly one room. Tvo seutines sat at
the doorwit ilrevolvers lu their hands, and
kept watch of bis every moveueut. After
an houn or tvo Kelly approached as if ta
offer ther atobacco, and Iumped clear over
their beads like a deer. He had half a mile
of open field to cross, and ie crossed it under
the lire of a score of muakets and revolvers
vithout being hit.

During his three years and a half in the ser-
vice Kelly captured fifty-two Confederates
and turned tiemt aver as prisoners. IIe him-
self was captured and escaped iive timea.
As s a spy he enterd more than thirty Con-
federate camps and forts. He was fired upon
at least 1,000 tiues, and yet was nvrer
wouanied. lie had said that ha would never
die by the band of au enemy, and his pro-
phecy cause true. lu the last year of the var,
vhile bringing a captured Conféderate scout

into camp both wertu killed within forty rod
of the Union loes b>' a boit of liglhtning.

Dos CLOvEnt ExnrAUST THE SOIL?-lt is gene--
rally supposed, and with good teason, that
clover does not l xuat the soil. It is arank
atmospherie feeder, and if supplied with gyp-
sum seres to improve the soil in fertility.
This may be because it leaves lu the ground
an enormous quautity of deep roots, which
bring up minerailfood from the subsoil t tlie
surface. The refute from one crop of clover
isually gives a good crop of wheat, and on
some soils clover and whet have been grown
alternately for iany years without any signs
ef deterioration. It is supposed that the
bouefit ta the soil from clover i increased by
permitting il ta ripen seed. This is accounted
for by the km wn fact that the root aI the
matured plant is richer in potash and nitro.
gen than the Immature root.

Tini CULTURE OF CELEY.-Celeîy usually
pays very well as a market crop. It will keep
a long time, and eau therefore be fed to the
market as iL is waunted, and the prices are re-
gular and fair, and without the upasand downs
which affect perisbabe products. The seed
is sown in May or June in beds, and the
plants are transplanted to rows either in
trenches or on the flat, being earthed up as
the stems grow. The trenches should be four
feet apart and eighît inches deep. As the
plants grow the trenches are filled up, and
then the soil between the rows l banked u p
against them, until, a the present time, all is
covered but a few iuches of the tops. It is
marketed in bunches of three or five plants,
neatly trimmed, or may be sold in the rough
and trimmed by the mxnarketmon.

In no instance
where the change front the old method has
been attempted, has the operator net found
that an immensely proportionate profit bas
ecrned.

branch of industry, righ tly managed, cither
on a large scale. or lesser scale, Can be
made te yield a greater percentage of cash
profit for the outlay expended, than can
be obtained out of any other kind of live
stock.

upon your farms, should take more interest
In this work ? You have plenty of land,
ample pastures, and, as a rule, know how to
cultivate poultry. Why nt arouse your-
selves and share u the certain profit that

Poultry eau b raised and fattened as

bceaply as pork or beef, andit usnally brings
twice the price. Some farmers have learned
the econosmy of feeding corn ta poultry
rather than giving it all ta piga ; and if more
followed their example, it would be ta their
advantage.

The requirements for raims'g and keeling
poultry profitably, and te ensure suciess, are
easily stated • Avoid damp floorsuand givet
all the sinshine possible in your hen bouses ;1
also sec that the bouses are clean and well
ventilated

To dip them in.a good slzed tub of boiling
water for an instant ouly, le ail that is re-
quired. Remove the feathers as quickly as
possible, taking thern off backward and down-
ward.

lu raising fowls and eggs for market itie
by far the better plan t bave ail pure breeds.
There are nàw so maiy fine varieties of im-
proved thoroughbred poultry, and all, in their
way, are sa neritorious wben well bred in
their puritY, that crossing these fine breeds
but rarely amount ta umuch. Butiif you mix
at ail (far marketing purposes) use the Leg-
horna with the Brahmas or Cochins. These
give good sized "9crossed lfowle fot poultry
sud plenty of eggs from the Ia mixed " pullets
in season. But do not attempt to breed from
them, as their progeny would be noither or
thing nor the other. Wheu farmers begin to
invest in and ta breed only pure blooded
fowls, it will he found that the light Brahmuas
will be among those at, or near, the bead of
the list. These, to-day, command the at-
tention of more breeders tien any other varie ty
of fowls. This is due to their in trinsic value
-great winter layers, and they maike lin est-
ing when r.early full gro vn, and are tard ta
beat if they have been properly foci. Next corne
theCochins, then the Plymouth Rocks. For a
'Igeneral purpose" these stand preeminent
-good layers, mature rapidly and early,
and put flesh on quickly. In selecting these
for breeders get size and plumpness; avoid
too long !cgs, and too much weight behind;
breed those with loir combs, fill, round
breasts, and bright yellow legs. Wien you
obtain all these points, watch for the best
layers in the yards, and you will then bave
the best birds of this variety.

As layers, alone, there is ano variety of ia-
proved poultry that will lay se large a
number of eggs in the average as the Leg-
borne. The Brahmas and Cochins will give
quite as much weight of eggs in a seaison, as
wili any breed; but these do not yield se
generously in numbers. Thterefoe, as before
stated, in view of the prolitie nature of the
Leghorns as layers, if any cross is thought de-
sirable, s union of the Legnorus with the
Braimas or Cochins for this purpose la de-
cided ly the bet that eau lie made, all things
considered.

If a choice of - Asiastic is made the eggs
should be set in Niarch, April or May, Don't
crowd the fowls in tbo hen-houses. Give
them space ta movqabout in, and ample roost-
ing accommodations. Let old and young
fowls enjoy a range, if possible, the larger the
better. A single bird will serve ten or twelve
hens well for fertilization. Subir-ibe and
read a poultry paper, and you will then know
what others are doing in the same line. The
Poultry IIerald is the representative paper in
Canada. You cau learn more practi cal infor-
mation from i inone ycar than you could
Iront ail poultry books. Commence now, give
the poultry business a fair, square trial, and
you wilL be satisfied that it does pay ifrightly
managed.
