He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received
and read the first time.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to
make a Speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which. Mr. Speaker said he had, to
prevent mistakes, obtained a copy, which he read to the House, as followeth

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In calling you together again for the consideration of Public Affairs, I may
fairly congratulate you on a continuance of the progress and prosperity of the
Countrv.

During the recess I visited Manitoba and the -North- West Territories and
British Columbia, and everywhere I found myself received with loyalty and
good-will which I have learned to be characteristic of Canada. A comparison of my
own observations with those of my predecessors shows clearly the great progress
which bas marked this part of the Dominion, in the settlement of the Country and
in the development of its great agricultural capabilities, of its mineral wealth, and of
its other natural resources.
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In consequence of the repeated seizures by Cruisers of the United States Navy
of Canadian Vessels, while employed in the capture of seals in that part of the
Northern Pacifie Ocean, known as Behring Sea, my Government has strongly repre-
sented to Her Majesty's Ministers, the necessity of protecting our shipping, while
engaged in their lawful calling, as well as of guarding against the assumption by
any nation of exclusive proprietary rights in those waters. I feel confident that
those representations have had due weight, and I hope to be enabled during the
present Session to assure you that all differences on this question are in the course
of satisfactory adjustment.

Having observed the close attention which has recently been given by the
Imperial Authorities and on the Continent of Europe to the improvement in the
methods of catching, curing and packing fish, I deemed it expedient to cause a Com-
mission to be sent to Scotland and Holland to examine and report upon this subjeet
during the fishing season. The report of the delegates will be laid before you ; it
will, I am sure, give our Fishermen most valuable information and instruction as to
the best means of improving and developing this important industry.

My Ministers have carefully considered the difficulties which surround the
administration of the rights of the Dominion in its foreshores, harbours, lakes and
rivers, and a measure will be submitted to you for removing uncertainty as to the
respective rights of the Dominion and of the Provinces, and for preventing confusion
in the titles thereto.

The report of the Royal Commission on Labour, which was laid before you dur-
ing the last Session, has been distributed throughout the country. I have reason to
believe that the information which it contains will be found eminently useful in
suggesting improvements in the administration of the laws which affect the working
classes. Measures for the amendment of those laws, so far as they come within the
jurisdiction of the Parliament of Canada, will be submitted for your consideration.

The early termination of the Acts of Incorporation of the principal Banking
institutions of the Dominion necessitates a review of our present system of Banking
and an adjustment of the terms under whieh the Charters of these Corporations
should be renewed. Your attention will be drawn to this important subject.

Certain amendments to the Acts relating to the North- West Territories, calcu-
lated to facilitate the administration of affairs in that region, as also a Bill further
to promote the efficiency of the North- West Mounted Police, will be submitted for
your consideration.

Measures will be laid before you relating to Bills of Exchange and Promissory
Notes, to improve the laws respecting patents of invention and discovery, to amend
the Adulteration Act, and the law respecting the Inland Revenue, to amend also
the Act respecting the Geological and Natural Ilistory Survey of Canada, and to
provide for the better organization of the National Printing Establishment.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts for the past year will be laid before you. It will be found that
the Estimates of Revenue have been realized, and that after having fully provided
for the various public services of the Country, a substantial surplus will remain.
The Estimates for next year have been framed with a due regard to the require-
ments of the Public Service.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the fHouse of Commons:

I commit these weighty matters, and all others which may come before you,
to your earnest consideration, and I rely upon your wisdom and prudence to deal
with them in the manner which, under Divine Providence, may prove most
conducive to the happiness and prosperity of Canada.
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On motion of Sir John A. Jfacdonald, seconded by Sir Hector L. Langevin,
Ordered, That the Speech of lHis Excellency the Governor General to both

Houses of the Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, be taken into consideration
To-morrow.

On motion of Sir John A. Mfacdonald, seconded by Sir Hector L. Langevin,
Resolved, That Select Standing Committees of this House for the present Session

be appointed for the following purposes:-1. On Privileges and Elections. 2. On
Expiring Laws. 3. On Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines. 4. On Miscellaneous
Private Bills. 5. On Standing Orders. 6. On Printing. 7. On Public Accounts.
8. On Banking and Commerce. 9. On Agriculture and Colonization; which said
Committees shah severally be empowered to examine and enquire into all such
matters and things as may be referred to them by the House; and to report from
time to time their observations and opinions thereon ; with power to send for persons,
papers and records.

THE DoMINION CONTROVERTED ELECTIONS ACT.

Election of a Member of the House of Commons for the Electoral District of
Haldimand, holden on the thirtieth day of January, 1889.

Between
CHARLES WESLEY COLTER,

(Respondent in the Court below), Appellant;
and

WILLIAM GLENN,
(Petitioner in the Court below), Respondent.

The appeal of the above-named Charles Wesley Colter from the judgment of the
Honourable Mr. Justice Falconbridge, delivered upon the trial of the election petition
in the above matter on the tenth day of September, and the fourteenth day of
October last past, having come on for hearing before this Court on the thirteenth
and fourteenth days of December last past (1889), in the presence of Counsel, as well
for the above-named Appellant as for the above-named Respondent: And the Appel-
lant having, pursuant t.o section 51 of the Controverted Elections Act, in his notice of
the setting down the appeal for hearing, limited the subject thereof to the charges
following, viz. :-Charge No. 82, which is as follows

" On or about the day of the election in question, at the Township of Walpole,
James Haslett, of Walpole, an agent of the Respondent, offered and promised to pay
and did pay to Henry Bridges, of the Township of Walpole, a voter in the said
electoral district, the sum of five dollars, or other valuable consideration, to induce
him, the said Bridges, to refrain from voting at the election in question, or to vote
thereat for the said Respondent."

And charge No. 8, which is as follows:-
" On or about the day of the election in question at the village of Selkirk,

Doctor Thomas T. Harrison, of Selkirk, aforesaid, President of the Reform Associa-
tion; Jose W. Holmes, of Selkirk, aforesaid; Albion C. Smith, of IRainham; and
Edwin Hoover, agents of the Respondent, did purchase and procure a number of
kegs of lager beer and put or place them in the barber shop of one Alexander
Miller, in the village of Selkirk, aforesaid; and the said Harrison, Holmes and
Smith, took into the said barber shop and there treated a number of the electors or
voters in the said electoral district-among others, Frederick Bretzler, of Rainham;
William Holly, of Rainham; Alfred Kingsley, of Rainham; John Kingsley, of Bain-
ham ; Isaac Boyer, of Rainham; Edmund Hoover, of Rainham; Moses Hoover, of
Rainham; J. H. Yager, of Rainham; William Yager, of Rainham; and many others
whose names are unknown to the Petitioner, in order to induce said electors to vote
for the said Respondent, or to refrain from voting against him, or on account of
their having voted at the said election in question."

With respect to which said charge No. 82, the learned Judge of the Court below
found that the said James Blaslett, an agent of the Respondent in the Court below,
the said Charles Wesley Colter, committed the corrupt act charged without the
knowledge or consent of the said Respondent in the Court below, the said Charles
Wesley Colter; and with respect to the said charge No. 8, the said learned Judge
of the Court below found, upon the facts, that the giving of the liquor was done in
the interests of the Respondent in the Court below, the said Charles Wesley Colter,
without the knowledge of the said Respondent in the Court below, the said Charles
Wesley Colter, but with the knowledge, consent and sanction of the said Doctor
Thomas T. Harrison, and the said Moses Hoover, agents of the said Respondent in
the Court below, the said Charles Wesley Colter, and that a corrupt practice within
the meaning of the Act had been committed by the said Harrison and Boover,
agents of the said Respondent in the Court below, the said Charles Welsey Colter,
without his knowledge and consent; and that the said election must be declared
void ; and the said learned Judge did further, with reference to the question of costs,
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order that the Petitioner should have the general costs of the petition and trial;
that the Respondent in the Court below, the said Charles Wesley Colter, would be
entitled to the costs oucasioned by the charges or corrupt acts by agents on which
he had succeeded, and of those which were abandoned, and that there would be no
costs to either party of the personal charges; and the said Respondent, William
Glenn, having filed a cross appeal from the said judgment; and the said appeal, so
far as respects the said charge No 82, having been heard before this Court, where-
upon and upon hearing what was alleged by Counsel aforesaid, this Court was pleased
to direct that the said appeal should stand over for judgment, and the same coming
on this day for judgment, this Court did order, adjudge and determine as follows:-

lst. That the said appeal on the said charge No. 82 should be and the same was
dismissed.

2nd. That the said James Haslet, an agent of the said Appellant, the said Charles
Vesley Colter, committed the corrupt practice charged, without the knowledge or

consent of the said Apellant, the said Charles Wesley Colter.
3rd. That the said Appellant, the said Charles Wesley Colter, was not duly

elected and returned as a Member for the Ilouse of Commons of Canada, for the said
Electoral District of RHaldimand, at the said election holden on the said thirtieth day
of January last past, and that the said election was and is a void election.

4th. That the sum of one hundred dollars ($100), deposited by the said Appel-
lant as security for the costs of the said appeal, be paid to the said Respondent,
William Glenn, to be applied by the said Respondent, William Glenn, on account of
his costs hereinafter mentioned.

5th. That the said Appellant, Charles JWesley Colter, should pay to the said
Respondent, William Gltnn, the costs incurred by the said Respondent, William Glenn,
in connection with said Appeal on said charge No. 82, as aforesaid.

And 6th. That this Court, with the consent of the parties, did not deal with the
costs of the other charge on the said appeal or with the costs of the said cross-
appeal.

General, praying His Excellency to cause to be laid before this Ilouse, copies of all
correspondence between the Dominion Governnent and the Imperial Governiment,
and between the Dominion Government and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
in regard to the granting of a subsidy to the latter Company for lines of steamships
to run between Vancouver, British Columbia and Japan, and Australia.

Ordered, That the said Address be presented to His Excellency by such Mem-
bers of this House as are of the Queen's Privy Council.

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We have learned with feelings of entire disapproval that various public state-
ments have been made, calling in question the loyalty of the people of Canada to
the political union now happily existing between this Dominion and the British
Empire and representing it as the desire of the people of Canada to sever such con-
nection.

We desire, therefore, to assure Your Majesty that such statements are wholly
incorrect representations of the sentiments and aspirations of the people of Canada,
who arc anong Your Maj sty's nost loyal subjects, devotedly attached to the political
union existing between Canada and the mother country, and earnestly desire its con-
ti nuance.

We feel assured that Your Majesty will not allow any such statements, emanat-
ing fron any source whatever, to lessen Your Majesty's confidence in the loyalty of
your Canadian subjects to Your Majesty's person and G-overninent, and will accept
our assurances of the contentnent of Your Majesty's Canadian subjects with the poli-
tical connection between Canada and the rest of the British Empire, and of their
fixed resolve to aid in maintaiiing the saine.

We pray that the blessings of Your Majestvs reign nay, for your people's sake,

2. That embodied in said Return, under the signature of John Page, Chief
Engineer, and addressed to the Secretary of Railways and Canals, is a letter, which
said letter is in the words following:

Ottawa, 28th March, 1889.

SIR,-It is conside'ed proper to state that the survey of what is called Hoople's
Greek and .and Bridqe Giuly, Feeder Line, \vas made a number of ears ago, at the
request of Dr. BergMn, M.P. tor Cornwail.

" When the plan was sent in, it was, I believe, accompanied by an estimate ot
the probable cost of carrying out the seheme; but, the esti mate having been mislaid,
the resident officer, Mr. Tom S. Rubidge, was requested to furnish a copy, vhich he
did, along with the accompanying letters.

"Relative to this matter, it nay be stated that the project appears to have been
thoroughiv investigated and discussed prior to the works of' the Cornwall Canal
having been undertaken, fully fifty-tive years ago; and, judging from existing
circumastances, it does not appear to have been lookel upon favourably-a resuilt
that very few. if any, of those persons whose aim is solely in the interests of canal
navigation will be at all likely to regret. For its resuscitatioii now, so far as access
to or egress fromi the canal is concerned, no reason worthy of the slightest considera-
tion can be assigned, beyond that of allowing more water to enter the canal at about
two miles below its upper end, consequentlv affording the means of drawing fron a
larger surface area; but, it should be borne in mind that the canal under any circuni-
stances for a considerable distance above lock No. 20 and for the whole distance-4-
miles-below it, is and must continue of the ordinary width so long as economy
continues to be an object.

2. The question of 'frazil,' however interesting in itself, or its effects upon the
admission of water at certain times during winter, has nothing whateve:- to do with
canal navigation. which, it is well known, does not begin until the season for such
accumulation is passed and closed before it occurs. The question, therefore, seems
in a great measure, to resolve itself into whether it is better to spend nearly a
million of dollars for the purpose of pleasing the Member for Stormont and Cornwall,
or reserve the money for a purpose where it is certain to be productive of a really
serviceahle and useful effect.

'This gentleman, I am credibly informed, in a far-fetched, elaborate oration,
specially remarkable for length and want of point, occupied the House of Commons
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for several hours recently in talking about the Cornwall Canal and its pro.jeotors,
leaving it to be inferred what a very different state of inatters would now exist had
they possessed a capacity of foresight, having even a very snall share of the keen
penetration claimed for his long range backsight.

" Moreover. that defects in my humble self-intensified by obstinacy-have
perpetuated and are continuing to eternize the evils past, present and future, which
he looks back upon in such a way as impels him to bring the matter before Parlia-
ment, and although of a different nature to the study of the hunian frame and system,
he feels himseif no less capable of tixing definitely the proper course that should be
adopted by the Goverrnment, irrespective of what others may advise.

It is truly surprising how sone men possess facilities for getting at all kinds
of knowledge which others. apparently of fully as large individual capacity, are
unable to reach satisfactorily, althou'gh assisted by training and experience ; still, one
occasionally meets a phenomenon of this kind that does not wholly collapse when
probed. However, such instances are rare.

From the worthy Doctor's elevated standpoint and far-searching vision. he per-
ceives that nothing has been done right, and indeed never can be done satisfa-ctorily
on the Cornuall Canal, until the whole management lias been laken ont of the hands
of the Government and placed solely under his enlightened control or that of a person
like him, who can at once deal with valves, roller plates in the botton, the wh-ole
condition of the gates, working oferabs, eifeets of chair-winding upon the systems
of lockmen, the position or location of the line, entrances, or whatever is necessary
to get the whole into shape ind keep everything in the best condition.

" I am at a loss to understand in what way I bave had the misfortune to incur
the ire, or rather to sink so low in the estimation of a person who appears to possess
such unusual views of justice, honour and the characteristies indicated in the spueech
previously mentioned.

" It may, however, be stated that it is not generally looked upon as a prominent
mark of braverv for even a non-combatant officer to attack a person whose hands are
tied, or even for a gentleman of the laneet to assail, in the most proninient place pos-
sible, the character, professional or otherwise, of one who is absent, or not in a posi-
tion to answer the charges; still, in all such cases it is presumed that a great deal
depends on the sense of justice, honour aud object of the attacking party.

" Before closing this letter it may be stated that the vast array ofancient records
exhumed for the occasion, and the use made of them and kindred all-but-forgotten
matters, have a strong resemblance to juggling with the subject for the supposed
entertainment of those who had suflicient patience to listen to such a bitter, faàr-
fetched onslaught upon an absent person, who had no more to do with themi than the
worthy Doctor had to do with framing the original Bill for the reform of Parlianent,
or with the settlement of the question of the Clergy Reserves.

" It therefore seems as if the statements were made under the impression that
the declaimier possessed the proverbial advantage enjoyed by the chimney sweep, of
being fully secure from retaliation in kind.

Sir Hector L. Langevin, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways,
Canals ani Telegraph Lines, presented to the House the Ninth Report of the said
Committee, which was read, as followeth :-

Your Committee have had under consideration the following Bills, and have
agreed to report the same with Amendments. viz.:-

Bill from the Senate. intituled: 'An Act respecting the Great Xorth-West
Central Rail way Company ; " and

Bill to incorporate the Owzen Sound and Lake Huron Railway Company.

On motion of Mr. Kirkpatrick, seconded by Mr. Thite (Renfrew),
Ordered. That the Petition of the Dominion Mineral Company, presented this

day, be now read.
And the said Petition was read and received; praying to be permitted to lay

before the House their Petition for the passing of an Act empowering them to in-
crease their Capital Stock, notwithstanding the expiration of the time for presenting
Petitions for Private Bills.

Ordered, That the said Petition be referred to the Select Standing Committee
on Standing Orders.

Sir Richard J Carterright inoved, seconded by Mr. Jones (Halifax), and the
Question being proposed. That whereas it appears from certain documents and
letters published in the Votes and Proceedings of this House, that John Charles
Ryhert, Member for the Couinty of Lincoln, did, in or about the beginning of the
month of April, A.D. 1882, apply to the G-overnment of Canada for a grant of
certain Timber Liinits in the Korth-West Territories, at or near Cypress Hills, in
the name of one John Adams, and that, at or about the time of such application, he
procured an agreement to be signed by the said John Adams, whereby, in considera-
tion of the services of the saidJohn C. Rykert, alleged to be voluntarily given, in
obtaining the grant of such limits, the said Adams agreed to assign to the wife of
the said John C. R1ýykert one-half interest in the limits so applied foir, and to pay over
to her one-half of all the net proceeds of the sale of all timber thereon or the purchase
money derived therefrom, which agreement is in the words and figures following
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"Memorandum ofagreement made this third day of April, A.D. 1882 :-Between
John Adams, of the City of Winnipeg, of the first part ; and Nannie .Marie Rykert, of

the City of St. Catharines, of the second part.
" Whereas the above named John Adams has, through the intervention of John

Charles Rykert, obtained certain limits in the North- West Territories, at or near
Cypress Hills, and bas, in consideration of the services of the said Rykert, volun-
tarily given him, agreed to and with the said party hereto of the second part, to give
to her one-half the proceeds of the said limit, after dedueting all expenses connected
therewith:

" Witnesseth, that the said party of the first part, in consideration of the sum of
one dollar to him in hand, paid by the party of the second part, the receipt whereof
is bereby acknowledged, and in further consideration of the premises, hath agreed,
and by these presents doth agree, to assign and transfer to the said party of the
second part one-half interest in the limits applied for and to be granted by the
Government at or near the CypreSs Hills, in the North-WTest Territory, and to pay
over and account to her for one-half of all the net proceeds of the sale of all timber
thereon or for the purchaso money derived therefrom, after deducting all expenses
and charges in connection therewith."

" Witness the hands and seals of the parties hereto the day and year above written.

" (Signel) JoUN AiDMS.
" Witness : (Signed) J. C. RYKERT."

That, whereas it further appears from such documents that the application of
the said John C. Rykert was suecessful, and that an Order in Council was, on the
17th April, A.D. 1882, approved, granting to the said Ada ms such limits, and that
the said J. C. Rykert in such correspondence claimed and insisted that he was suc-
cessful in procuring such Order in Council owing to the extraordinary influence he,
the said Rykert, possessed with the Department of the Interior and with the Govern-
ment, as appears from the following extracts from the letters of the said Iqkert to
the said Adams, contained in such Votes and Proceedings, viz., on the 11th April,
1882:

" 1 to-day saw McoCarthy, and he was terribly surprised to hear that I had got
the limit, as he was refused point-blank. He is willing to join with us in the survey,
and I go to Hani*lton to get Laidlaw to say where he wants the limit. He bas
written me he will do almost anything if I will assist him in getting his. I will write
you from home on Thursday. The Order in Council went before the Government
to-day, and it is likely it will pass at once. Instructions will then be given to the
surveyor. We are awfully lucky, as the Deputy told me that no other man could
have forced them to yield."

And, again on the 16th April, 1882
" The Order was passed several days ago. Laidlaw is to meet me in Hfamilton

to-morrow. He bas not yet got his Order, and is now of opinion that I bave more
influence than MeCarthy who told me he was refused by the Government."

And, again on the 21st April :
" The Order in Council has been finally passed, and this although every effort

was made to induce the Government to alter their minds."
And, again on the 24th April :
" Laidlaw offered to bet me $1,000 I could not get the Order passed for you, as

he had been refused in January and again in February."
And, again on the 10th May :
" Laidlaw only got his Order passed this week, and he had to get me to help

him, so you see who had the influence with the Government after all."
And, again on the lst August, 1882 :
"It will be satisfactory to know, after my hard fight with the Government, that

I did get what you anticipated. I would not go through the same difficulty again
for twice the amount. I never spent such six weeks before as I did while endeav-
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ouring to force the Department to do justice. The fact of their having refused
3cCarthy before had a great deal to do with the delay and refusal. Poor Laidlaw.
I am pleased he did not get the start of this child. He thought he was very smart
and had all the influence of the country at his back. I think another time they will
recognize the fact that J. C. R. is not very easily defeated at anything."

And, wbereas it further appears that the said limits were subsequently sold by
and on behalf of said Adams and RHykert to one Louis Sands, at and for the sum of
$200,000, and that the said John C. Rykert did, on the 16th day of January, A.D.
1883, receive from the said John Adams the suin of $74,200 out of the said purchase
money, and which sum was payable under the said agreement as and for the share of
the said John C. Rykert, or his wife, in the said limits, and that he signed a receipt
therefor in the f'ollowing terms:-

" Tinnipeg, Mlanitoba, 16th January, 1883.

"Received from John Adam.s $35,000 in cash by drafts on the Bank of Mfontrea 1,
and tour notes of Louis Sands for $39,200, payable in one and two years. Al payable
to the order of Mrs. -. M. Rykert, and in full of the moneys payable to her under
aofr'i'eeent.

"(Signed) J. C. RYKERT,
"R er Attorney."

That, whereas it appears from the Jansard report of the proceedings of the
Ilouse that, on the 2nd day of May, A.D. 1883, Mr. Charlton, the then and present
Member for INorth Norfolk, did in bis place ask: "If the said John C. Jiykert did
not negotiate the transaction in connection with the timber limits in the (Cypr'ess
Bills, and if he did not, as agent for other parties, get a timber limit there at $5 a
square mile and sell it at $2,000 a square mile, and if he did not get such limit on
behalf of one Adams, and if lie did not go to Winnipeg in pero and sel it to Louis
Sands, of Mfichigan, for $200,000, of which $90,000 was paid in cash, one-third of
which lie, the said John C. Rykert, put in his pocket ?" to all of which. questions the
said J. C. Riykert categorically replied in the negative, and at once proeeeded to
make, and did mtake, the following statement from his place in the louse:-

"The honourable gentleman has asked me several questions, and I propose now
to answer them. I neither directly nor indirectly drew the money he spoke of, nor
put any sum in my pocket except professional fees, and professional fees only. I
deny that I negotiated any timber lease for Mr. Adams, or any other person. On
the contrary, Mr. Adams had his own agents to negotiate for him; he made his
own bargain, and I had nothing to do with it, and did not pocket the money the
honourable gentleman has spoken of. On the contrary, I advised Mi. Adams not to
dispose of the limit, but to work it. The honourable gentleman on several occasions
has made remarks outside of the House to the same effect, and I am glad now to
have an opportunity to give it an emphatie denial."

That, whereas it further appears from the said correspondence published in the
said Votes and Pr'oceedings, that certain difficulties having arisen with respect to
the said limits, owing to their being claimed in whole or in part by the Canadian
Pacifie Railway Company as being within the Railway Belt, the said John C. Rykert
did agree with the said Adams to use, and did inform the said Adams by letters
signed with bis own hand, that he was using corrupt influences with certain Members
of the Government of Canada and of the Parliament thereof, and with other officials
thereof, in order to defeat the claim of the said Canadian Pacifie Railway Company
and to secure to hiniself and the said Adams or their assignee the said timber limits,
and did further inform the said Adams that he had eventually successfully arranged
the matter; all of which appears in the following extracts from the letters written
by the said J. C. Rykert to the said Adams published in the said Votes and Pro-
ceedings, viz.:-

Ii the letter of 28th January, 1883:
"I have to go to Ottawa to-morrow night to fight the matter out, which I do

not like. I seem to have all the hardest part of it to do. I have Bowell working
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for me. And if we succeed in beating the railway, we will have to pay the amount
we agreed to pay, as you recollect, when we two were in the Queen's HIotel. I have
not slept for a week on account of this. We must keep perfectly quiet."

And, in the same letter, further on :
" I am eigaging all 1 ean to assist me at Ottau-a, and we will have to pay thei

welil for it, as we cannot afford to lose this."
And, in the letter of the 12th February, 183:

" have not vet succeeded in doing anything, but I am pulling wires in every
direction. John A.'s son from TVinnipeg., i rthur's partner, is here, and I intend
employing him to go for bis ftther. I think if vou had young Tupper here, and paid
hirm pr-etty well, he would help us materially. The Canadian Pacifie Railway has a
great hold on the Government, and we miust countertact this in some way.

And, in the same letter:
I am completely sick of it, as it is sonetliing I had no righ t to expeet, and

vhich I should. not be called upon to undertake. If it (osts all we spoke of, we had
bettetr do it than let it go."

And, in another letter, dated 5th Mareb, 1883, lie savs:
"I have not vet succeeded in getting anything done in the limit matter. I have

brought Mfacdonald and Tupper from Winnipeg, and hope they will be able to induce
their fathers to act promptly in the mat ter.

I am aliost discouraged at the delay. Sands is writing me daily about it.
He knows all about it. Some persons sent hin the papers containing lie state-
ments. Will make any effort this week, and must do something, if we bave to let a
note apiece go."

And, in the letter of the Sth March:
Il find difficulties surrounding us in every way in reference to the limit, and I

find that the Canadian Pacific Raihway have certain Ministers working f'or thei. I
am afraid it will cost us each six or seven thousand dollars to get this made all right.
I have five or six at work with me, and have agreed to pay them well if they suc-
ceed. Muckle was here and told me the limnit was all within the belt. I am afraid
they will do their very utmost to defeat me. I want to be satisfied that yon arc sure
I am doing what is right, and also, that you will back me out in all that 1 do in the
way of payment."

Again, on the 28th Mareh, 1883:
I am having a bard time with the limit matter. It will cost us eaih at least

$5,500 to get this through. I have laid my ropes so that I expeet to have it settled
in a few davs. I have a dozen at work for us. You rmust be prepared to pay the
amount of your share at any time, as it will have to be all cash. When tis is
settled we must get rid of all the notes and have an end of it. It has comîpletely
used nie up. The excitement and stirain is too nuch for me. 1 hail iupper and
Macdonald brought from TWiuîinipeg, and they have been working bard for me."

That, whereas it is apparent from the said documents and correspondenice that
the said Rykert did make use of his position and influence as a Member of this
House, in the matter of the said limits, for his own pecuniary advantage; and that
be did afterwards make a statement, from his place in this Hotise, with regard to his
connection with and the obtaining the said limits, entirely at variance witl the facts,
and calcuilated to mislead the House and the country; and that he made fuither
statements in bis correspondence with the said Adams to the effect that he was
obliged to resort to corrupt practices with Members of the Cabinet, and Members of
Parliament, and other Government officials, in order to perfect the title to the said
grant of such limits (which statements have been challenged as false by iembers of
the Cabinet from their places in this House, and admitted by the said Rykert in bis
place in the House, so far as Members of the Cabinet are concerned, to be untrue).

That the conduct of the said dohn C. Rykert in the premises is, and has been,
discreditable, corrupt and scandalous;

And a Debate arising thereupon;
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Sir John Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. Chapleau, and the Question being
put, That the Debate be adjourned; the House divided: and the names being called,
for they were taken down, as follow:-

H1e has not vet got lis Order, and is now of* opinion iliat I have more
influence Ilian JîCarthy who told ie lie was refuedlby Ile Governmet.

And, again on the 21st April
The Order in Council bas been finally passed, and tihis althoigh every effort

was iade to induce the G;overnment to alter tleir iniids."
And, again on the 24th Aptl :

Ladiac offerel to bet me $1,000 I could not get I lie Order passed foîr youi, as
lie hiad been refused in Jaiuary and ,gain in February.

And, again oi the 10th May :
Laidlaw only got his Orier passed this week, adlie had to get me to help

him. so you see who had the influecie with the Governmnt after all."
And, again on the 1st August, 12

" It wil 1 bc satisfactorv to kiow, after î1my iavd tight with t le Gver tiat
I did get what vou antieipated. I wouuli not go tlirougli hie samie diflieulty again
li twice the amouit. I never spent suci six weeks before as I did while eideav-
omuring to force the Departmeti toi l justice. The itet of theiir havig refused
Mcfarthy flbefore limd a great deal to do with tle delay and refutsal. Poor Laidlaw.
I am pleased he lid not get the sta vof this child. lie thoiuglit lie was very smart
anld had all the influence of thie country at his baek. I think another tine they wili
recognize the ftact that J. . R. is not very easily defeated at anything.'

And, whereas it firther appears that the said limits were subsequently sold by
aId on behalf of said Adais and Rkiert to one Lou;s Sands, at and for the sun of
8200,000, and that the said .John C. -Rykert did, on the 16th day of January, A.D.
ISS3, receive from the said John Adans the sum of 874,200 out of the said purchase
money, and which sum was payable under the said agreement as and for the share of
the said John C. Rykert, or his wife, in the said limits, and that ho signed a receipt
therefor in the following terms

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"TWinnipeg, -Manitoba, 16th January, 1883.
"IReceived from Johni Adans $35,000 in cash by drafts on the -Bank of Mfontreal,

and fouir notes of'Louis Sands for $39,200, payable in one and two years. AIl payable
to the order of Mi-s. _V X. Rykert, and in full of the money's payable to ber under
agreement.

"Her Attorney."

That, whereas it appears from the Hansard report of the proceedings of the
louse that, on the 2nd day of May, A.D. 1883, Mi. Charlton, the then and present
Member for .North Norfolk, did in his place ask: "If the said John C. Rykert did
not negotiate the transaction in connection with the timaber limits in the Cypress

ills, and if he did not, as agent for other parties, get a timber limit there at $5 a
square mile and sell it at $2,000 a square mnile, and if he did not get such limit on
behalf of one Adams, and if he did not go to innipeg in person and sell it to Louis
iSands, of ifichiqan, for $200,000, of which $90,000 was paid in cash, one-third of
which he, the said John C. Rtykert, put in his pocket ?" to all of which questions the
said J. C. Rykert categorieally replied in the negative, and at once proceeded to
make, and did make, the following statement from his place in the House:-

" The honourable gentleman has asked me several questions, and I propose now
to answer' them. I neither directly nor indiiectlv drew the money he spoke of, nor
put any suin in my poeket except pr'ofessional fees, and professional fees only. I
deny that I negotiated any timber lease for Mr. Adamès, or any other person. On
the contrary, _Mr. Adamis had his own agents to negotiate for him; he made his
own baigain, and I had nothing to do with it, and did not pocket the money the
honourable gentleman has spoken of. On the contrary, I advised Mr. Adams not to
dispose of the limit, but to work it. The honourable gentleman on several occasions
has made remarks outside of the House to the sanie effect, and I am glad now to
have an opportunity to give it an emphatie denial."

That, whereas it further appears fromn the said correspondeiice publislhed in the
said Votes anîd Proceedings, that certain difficulties having arisen with respect to
the said liihts, owing to their being clainied in whole or in part byv the Canadian
Pacifie Railway Company as being within the Railway Belt, the said John C. Rykert
did agree with the said Adamîs to use, and did inform the said Adans by letters
signed with his own band. that he was using eorrupt influences with certain nembers
of the Government of Canada and of the Parliament thereof, and with other officials
thereof, in order to defeat the claim of the said Canadian Pacific Railway Company
and to secure to hiimself and the said Adains or their- assignee the said timber limits,
and did furtber infornm the said Adaîs that lie had eventually successfully arianged
the matter; all of which appears in the following extracts from the letters written
by the said J. C. Rykert to the said Adans published in the said Votes and Pro-
ceedings, viz.:-

In the letter of 28th January, 1883
"1 have to go to Ottawa to-morrow night to fight the matter out, which I do

not like. I seem to have all the hardest part of it to do. I have Bowell working
for me. And if we succeed in beating the railway, we will have to pay the amount
we agreed to pay, as vou recollect, when we two were in the Queen's Hotel. I have
not slept for a week on account of this. We must keep perfectly quiet."

And, in the saie letter, further on:
" I am engaging all 1 ean to assist me at Ottawca, and we will have to pay them

well for it, as we cannot afford to lose this."
And, in the letter of the 12th February, 1883:
'I have not yet succeeded in doing anything, but I am pulling wires in every

direction. John A.'s son from iTnnipeg, LfMcArthur's partner, is here, and I intend
employing him to go for his father. I think if you had young Tupper here, and paid
him pretty well, he would belp us mateiially. The Canadian Pacifie Railway has a
great bold on the Government, and we must counteract this in some way."
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And, in the same letter:
" I am completely sick of it, as it is something I had no right to expect, and

which I should not be called upon to undertake. If it costs all we spoke of, we had
better do it than let it go."

And, in another letter, dated 5th March. 1883. he says:
"I have not yet suceeded in getting anvthing done in the Iimitnatter. I have

brought -Macdonald and Tupper from T1'innipe1, and hope they will be able to induce
their fathers to act promptly in the matter.

I am almost discouraged at the delay. Sands is writing me daily about it.
He knows all about it. Sone persons sent him the papers containing the siate-
ments. Will make any effort this week, and must do something, if we have to let a
note apiece go."

And, in the letter of the Sth March:
"I find difficulties surrounding us in every way in reference to the linit, and I

find that the Canadian Pacifie Railvay have certain Ministers working for them. I
am afraid it will cost us each six or seven thousand dollars to get this made all riglht.
I have five or six at work with me, and have agreed to pay thein well if they suc-
ceed. Mlluckle was here and told me the limit was all within the belt. I am afraid
they will do their very utimost to defeat me. I want to be satistied that you are sure
I am doing what is right, and also, that you will back mue out in all that I do in the
way of paymnen t."

Again, on the 28th Mareh, 1883:
I am having a hard time with the limit matter. It vill cost us eaci at least

$5 ,500 to get this through. 1 have laid my ropes so that I expect to have it settled
in a few davs. I have a dozei at work for us. You nust be prepared to pay the
amount of your share at any tine, as it will have to be all cash. When this is
settled we nust get rid of ail the notes and have an end of it. It has completely
used nie up. The excitement and strain is too muuch for me. I had Tupper and
-Macdonald brought from Wi'ïnnipey, and they have been working bard for me."

That, whereas it is apparent from the said documents an-d corres)on(lence that
the said Rykert did make use of his position and influence as a Member of this
IHouse, in flic matter of the said limits, tr his own pecuniary advantage; and that
lie did afterwards make a statement, from his place in this House, with regard to his
connection with and the obtaining the said liimits, entirely at variance with the facts,
and calculated to mislead the House and the country; and that he made further
statements in bis correspondence with the said Adams to the effect that he was
obliged to resort to corrupt practices with Members of the Cabinet, and Members of
Parliament, and other G-overnment officials, in order to perfect the title to the said
grant of such limits (which statements have been challeniged as false by Members of
the Cabinet from their places in this bouse, and admitted by the said Rykert in bis
place in the House, so far as Members ofthe Cabinet are concerned, to be untrue).

That the conduet of the said John C. Rykert in the premises is, and has been,
discreditable, corrupt and scandalous;

And the Question being again proposed :-The House resumed the said adjourned

Revised Statutes-intituled " An Act respecting the Duties of Customs," as follow:

1. By repealing section one of said Act, and substituting the following in lieu
thereof:-

In this Act or in any other Act relating to the Customs, unless the context
otlberwise requires:-

(a) The expression or contraction " ad val." represents and has the meaning of
the words " ad valorem."

(b) The initials N.E.S. represent and have the meaning of the words " not else-
wh ere specified."

(c) The initials N.O.P. represent and have the meaning of the words " not
otherwise provided for."

(d) The initials F.O.B. represent and have the meaning of the words " free on
board."

(e) The expression "gallon " means an Imperial gallon.
(f) The expression " ton*" means two thousand pounds avoirdupois.

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(g) The expressions " proof " or " proof spirits " when applied to wines or
spirits of any kind, mean spirits of the strength of proof as ascertained by Sykes'
Rydrometer.

(h) The expression " gauge " when applied to metal sheets or plates or to wire,
means the thickness as determined by Stubbs' Standard Gauge.

(i) The expression " in diameter " when applied to tubing, means the actual
inside diameter measurement.

(j) The expressions " sheet " or " sheets " when applied to metals, mean sheets
or plates of not exceeding three-sixteenths of an inch iii thickness.

(k) The expressions " plate " or " plates " when applied to metals, mean plates
or sheets of more than three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

2. By enacting that the interpretation clauses comprised in section 2 of the
" Customs Act," 49 Victoria, Chapter 32-(Revised Statutes)-as amended, shall,
unless the context otherwise requires, apply to, and form a part of this Act; and,
that any power conferred upon the Governor in Council by the. said " Customs Act "
to transfer dutiable goods to the list of goods which may be imported free of duty,
shall not be by this Act abrogated or impaired.

3. By repealing sub-section 1 of section 5 of said Act (Revised Statutes),
and substituting the following in lieu thereof:

The importation of any goods enumerated in Schedule " D " is hereby prohibited,
and any such goods if imported shall thereby become forfeited to the Crown, and
shall be forthwith destroyed,-and any person importing any such goods shall in
each case incur a penalty of Two hundred dollars.

4. By enacting that all medicinal or toilet preparations imported for completing
the manufacture thereof, or for the manufacture of any other article by the addition
of any ingredient or ingredients, or by mixing such preparations, or by putting up
or labelling the same alone or with other articles or compounds under any proprietary
or trade name, shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty and duty paid thereon
at the ordinary market value in the country from whence imported of the com-
pleted preparation when put up and labelled under such proprietary or trade name,
ess the actual cost of labour and material used or expended in Canada in completing

the manufacture thereof or of putting up or of labelling the same.
5. By enacting that regulations respecting the manner in which molasses and

syrups shall be sampled and tested for the purpose of determining the classes to
which they shal belong with retrence to the duty chargeable thereon shall be made
by the Minister of Customs, and the instruments and appliances necessary for such
determination shall be designated by him and supplied to such officers as shall be by
him charged with the duty of sampling and testing such molasses and syrups; and
the decision of any officer (to whom is so assigned the testing of such articles) as to
the duties to which they are subject under the tariff, shall be final and conclusive,
unless upon appeal to the Commissioner of Customs within thirty days from the
rendering of such decision, such decision is, with the approval of the Minister,
changed, and the decision of the Commissioner with such approval shall be final.

6. By enacting that any goods or packages being the growth, produce or manu-
facture of Canada, and, having been exported therefrom and intended to be returned,
may be admitted free of duty on being re-imported to Canada, provided such goods
or packages were entered for exportation, and branded or marked by a Collector or
proper officer of Customs, and fully identified by the Collector or proper officer at
the port or place where they are so re-imported; and furtber, provided that the pro-
perty in such goods or packages has continued in the same person or persons by
whom they were exported, and that such re-importation takes place within one year
of the exportation thereof.

7. By enacting that any person who sends or brings into Canada, or who, being
in Canada, has in his possession any bill-heading or other paper appearing to be a
heading or blank capable of being filled up and used as an invoice, and bearing any
oertificate purporting to show, or which may be used to show that the invoice which
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may be made from such bill-heading or blank is correct or authentie, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and liable to a penalty of Five hundred dollars or to impri-
sonment to a term not exceeding Twelve months, or both, in the discretion of the
court, and the goods which may be entered under any invoice made from any such
bill-heading or blank shall be forfeited.

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair; and Mr. White (Renfrew) reported, That the
Conmittee had come to several Resolutions.

Ordered. That the Report be now received.
Mr. White (Renfrew) reported the Resolutions accordingly, and the same were

read. as follow:-
1. Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Act 49 Victoria, Chapter 33--

Revised Statutes-intituled " An Act respecting the Duties of Customs," as follow:-
1. By repealing section one of said Act, and substituting the following in lieu

thereof:-
In this Act or in any other Act relating to the Customs, unless the context

(h) The expression " gauge " when applied to metal sheets or plates or to wire,
means the thickness as determined by Stubbs' Standard Gauge.

(i) The expression "in diameter " when applied to tubing, means the actual
inside diameter measurement.

(j) The expressions "sheet " or "sheets " when applied to metals, mean sheets
or plates of not exceeding three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

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(k) The expressions " plate "' or " plates " when applied to metals, mean plates
or sheets of more than three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

4. By enacting that all medicinal or toilet preparations imported for completing
the manufacture thereof, or for the manufacture of any other article by the addition
of any ingredient or ingiredients, or by mixing such preparations, or by putting up
or labelling the same alone or with other articles or compounds under any proprietary
or trade name, shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty and duty paid thereon
at the ordinary market value in the country from whence imported of the com-
pleted preparation when put up and labelled under such proprietary or trade name,
Jess the actual cost of labour and material used or expended in Canada in completing
the manufacture thereof or of putting up or of labelling the same.

5. By enacting that regulations respecting the manner in which molasses and
syrups shall be sanpled and tested for the purpose of determining the classes to
which they shall belong with reference to the duty chargeable thereon shall be made
by the Minister of Customs, and the instruments and appliances necessary for such
determination shall be designated by him and supplied to such officers as shall be by
him charged with the duty of sampling and testing such molasses and syrups ; and
the decision of any officer (to whom is so assigned the testing of such articles) as to
the duties to which they are subject under the tariff, shall be final and conclusive,
unless upon appeal to the Commissioner of Customs within thirty days from the
rendering of such decision, such decision is, with the approval of the 3Minister,
changed, and the decision of the Commissioner with such approval shall be final.

6. By enacting that any goods or packages being the growth, produce or manu-
facture of Canada, and, having been exported therefrom and intended to be returned,
may be admitted free of duty on being re-imported to Canada, provided such goods
or packages were entered for exportation, and branded or marked by a Collector or
proper officer of Customs, and fully identified by the Collector or proper officer at
the port or place where they are so re-imported; and further, provided that the pro-
perty in such goods or packages has continued in the same person or persons by
whom they were exported, and that such re-importation takes place within one year
of the exportation thereof.

REPORT OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE.

COMMITTEE RooM,
April 10th, 1890.

The Sub-Committee of the Joint Committee of both bouses on the Printing of
Parliament, to whom was referred the Report of the Clerk of the Committee on the
Printing Services of the past year, and the necessary changes to be made in the
Distribution Service, beg leave to report:

That having fully considered the matters referred to them, recommend the
accompanying memorandum by the Honourable the Secretary of State, marked " A,"
be adopted, except that the schedules of Numbers of Public Documents, mentioned
in the schedules annexed, Nos. 1 and 2, be amended as in Nos. 3 and 4 annexed.

Your Sub-Committee further recommend that the Distribution Staff be divided
as follow:-Mr. E. Botterell to be retained by your Committee as the head officer in
the Distribution Department for both Houses, and that from this date he be graded
as a first-class clerk in the Civil Service and receive a permanent salary of Eighteen
hundred dollars per year, on account of his long service.

That Henry A. Botterell be also retained as Assistant Distributor, and that his
salary be increased from date, from Eight hundred to a Thousand dollars, having
been over four years in the service.

That J. Wiltshire be retained as Messenger, permanently, to this Department.
That in addition to their present duties during the Session of Parliament, they

shall, during the recess, pack and despatch all Public Documents to Members of
both Houses, of whatever nature, including extra numbers of reports, and al] other
documents which may be authorized to be mailed to Members by the Printing
Committee.

That Mr. Boulet be transferred to the Printing Bureau, and have charge of the
despatching of all Public Documents, formerly despatched by the Distribution
Departinent, and that his salary be not less than at present; also, that the two
Sessional Messengers be transferred to the Bureau of Printing, or placed upon the
permanent staff of Messengers.

That as the Speaker of the House of Commons found it necessary, at the begin-
ning of the Session, to put on an Express Horse Service between the Bureau and
the Parliament Buildings, and that as this service bas been supplemented by
occasionally employing some of the regular Messengers of the House of Commons,
that the whole of the Messenger service, as far as it relates to the communication
between the two places, for the purposes of the Printing Committee, be hereafter
left under the direction of the Speaker and the Chief Messenger.

MEMORANDUM.
The undersigned has the honour Io submit to the Sub-Committee of the Commit-

tee on Printing of the two Houses of Parliament, the following propositions, which he
trusts will be favourably entertained and reported for adoption by that Committee
and the two Houses.

He should preface them by saying that delays in the fitting up for the occupation
and use of the present offices of the Printing and Stationery Department upon St.
Patrick Street, and other causes have prevented that Department from undertaking,
as it was expected to do, under the agreement of the session of 1888, the general
distribution of public documents at the beginning of the present session. Meantime,
Mr. Botterell very properly and prudently made all necessary preparations for the
present session's distribution.

It is now proposed that, the distribution for the present session being completed,-
1. The distribution to the several Departments ofthe Government and the public

shall be transferred as provided by law, to the Department of Public Printing and
Stationerv.

2. That to aid in that distribution, one (or two) of the clerks now employed in
the Parliamentary Distribution Office, be transferred to the Department of Public
Printing and Stationery.

3. That, if found advisable, a portion of the furniture or fittings now used in
making such distribution shall be removed from the Parliamentary Distribution Office
to the offices of the Department of Public Printing and Stationery on St. Patrick
Street.

4. That a certain fixed number of all public documents printed for the use of
Parliament under the direction of the Joint Committee on Printing of the two
Houses, shall be furnished day by day as printed, to the Distribution clerk of the
Committee,-

(a.) For the use of the Members of the two Houses, as per schedule hereto ap-
pended.

(b.) For the use of the clerks, officers and employees of the two Houses, as per
schedule.

(c.) For the use of the newspaper reporters and correspondents in attendance on
the sittings of the two Houses, during the Session, as per schedule.

5. That all further distribution of these documents be entrusted, as directed by
law, to the Government, through the Department of Public Printing and Stationery.

6. That, in addition to the numbers of any public document, published by
authority of Parliament, which is assigned to the use of Members of either House by
the schedules, any such Member may receive without payment copies of any
document which he may be specially interested in obtaining for his constituents,
upon requisition stating that fact. All further copies must be paid for.

7. That any Member desiring to procure a larger nunber of any document or-
dered to be printed, than allowed by the usual schedule of distribution, and by num-
ber 6 above, may, at any time, before the same goes to press, procure them to be

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printed, for his use, at the Government Printing Office, at the cost of press-work and
paper, by requisition therefor, addressed to the Superintendent of Printing.

8. In ail cases where, because of special interest in any report or Parliarnentary
document, an exceptionally large number is ordered to be printed by the Joint Com-
mittee on Printing, it is understood that the additional copies over the usual issue
will be distributed equally among the Members of the two Houses, and to them only.

MEMORANDUM for the Honourable Ol. Chapleau, Secretary of State.
For some years past there has been difficulty in collecting from the Members of

But last year this was specially noticeable with respeet to accounts for
Hansard and speeches extracted therefrom. Several hundred dollars of arrears have
accumulated, which it is very difficult for this Department to collect.

If it were practicable and permitted to send such accounts to the Accountant of
either House to be charged up against the sessional allowances of these Members, a
great deal of needless expenditure of time, as well as some unpleasantness might be
avoided.

REPORT OF THE CLERK OF TUE COMMITTEE.

To the Chairman and -Members of the Joint Committee of both fouses on the Printing
of Parliament.

GENTLEMEN,-I beg to submit the Annual Statement of the Receipts and Expen-
diture on account of the Printing Services of Parliament, for the fiscal year
1888-89, showing the cost of those services to have been $65,686.02. This is certified
to, as being correct, by the signature of the Auditor General. The accounts and
vouchers covering the above expenditure are ready to be submitted to the Audit
Committee.
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Last Session the Committee recommended that the contract of Mr. Ifortimer
for the binding of the Sessional Papers, should be further extended, to cover the
completion of the work of the then present Session, and then to cease. When the
work was finished, I handed back to the Contractor, Mr. Mortimer, the deposit
receipt from the Quebec Bank, for $1,000, "being the security held by me,
as Clerk of the Committee, for the faithful performance of his contract.

I received the following letter from the Queen's Printer :-

Ottawa, 21st September, 1889.
SIR,-It is proposed to commence work in the Government Bindery, on the lst

October next. No further sheets, documents, or books should, therefore, be sent to
the present contractors, for the binding, &c., except in cases of arrears of work of last
Session.

The Messenger Service, under the control of this Committee, bas been hereto-
fore performed by two men, but if the present system, with regard to the delivery
of proofs, &c., at the Printing Office. is to continue, more assistance will be
necessary, owing to the greater distance from the Buildings of the new Printing
Office.

It bas heretofore been the policy of the Committee to insure, against loss by
fire, all public property under their control, in the buildings occupied by the several
Contractors for the printing and binding of Parliament. The contract system having
ceased, all the policies have lapsed ; I did not feel authorized to transfer the same to
the Government Printing Office without instructions from the Committee.

I asked that the sum of $75,000, the same amount as last year, be placed on the
Estimates, for the Printing of Parliament, for the fiscal year 1890-91, subject to the
approval of the Committee.

Your Committee have, in accordance with the Order of the House, further con-
sidered their First Report and respectfully substitute the following in lieu thereof.

Your Committee beg leave to report that they have examined all the persons
connected with the proof.reading and revision of the English and French Debates-
and as regards the proof-reading in the Bureau and the revision in Englis.h by the
Assistant to the Chief Reporter, and in French by the Chief French Translator
(whose special duty is, not translation, but the revision of the work of his subord-
inates)-they are of the opinion that the staff as at present constituted is sufficient
to perform the work efficiently, provided due attention is given to the performance
of the duties.

On motion of Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Mills (Annapolis),
Ordered, That the Select Committee to whom was referred Bill to prohibit the

Importation and Migration of Foreigners and Aliens under contract or agreement to
perform labour in Canada, have leave to report the minutes of evidence taken before
them to the louse, and to make a special report thereon.

Mr. Taylor thereupon presented to the House, a Report from the said Com-
mittee, which was read, as followeth:-

Your Committee find, on examination, that this Bill is similar in all respects to
a Bill passed by the Congress of the United States in 1885 and amended by that body
in 1886.

Your Committee have had before them witnesses from different points along the
frontier, and find from their evidence (copy of which is annexed hereto) that the
American Alien Labour Law bas been enforced in such a way as to compel many of
our people to relinquish their employment in the United States, or to remove with
their families and reside there permanently; while citizens of the United States are
permitted to work in Canada every day; and to return to their homes on the Ameri-
can side of the frontier at night, without interferencefrom the Canadian authorities.

Your Committee recommend that the attention of the authorities at Washington
be directed to the oppressive application to Canadians of the American Alien Labour
Law; and to allow of such representation being made, and to aflord time for its due
consideration, recommend that farther consideration of this Bill be postponed until
next Session, and, if some suitable measure for granting relief to Canadians from the
grievance complained of; be not passed in the interval by the American authorities,
then your Committee recommend that a Bill dealing with this question be introduced
next Session and taken into consideration. (Appendix No. 2.)

The House, according to Order, again resolved itself into a Committee on the
Bill further to amend the Criminal Law, and, after some time spent therein, Mr.

Report of the Select Committee (House of Commons) to whom was referred Bill
No. 8, to prohibit the Importation and Migration of Foreigners and Aliens under
contract or agreement to perform labour in Canada, together with the evidence
attached thereto.-ln Appendix to the Journals, and for Distribution-2,000 copies in
the English language and 500 copies in the French language.)

The Committee would respectfully direct attention to the following Extract from
the Minutes of the Select Standing Committee of the House of Commons on Agricul-

In this Act or in any other Act relating to the Customs, unless the context
otherwise requires :-

(a) The expression or contraction " ad val." represents and has the neaning of
the words " ad valoremi."

(b) The initials N.E.S. represent and have the meaning of the words " not else-
where specified."

(c) The initials N.O.P. represent and have the meaning of the words " not
otherwise provided for."

(d) The initials F.O.B. represent and have the meaning of the words " free on
board."

(e) The expression "gallon " means an Imperial gallon.
(f) The expression "ton " means two thousand pounds avoirdupois.
(g) The expressions " proof " or " proof spirits " when applied to wines or

spirits of any kind, mean spiritg of the strength of proof as ascertained by Sykes'
Ilydrometer.

(h) The expression " gauge " when applied to metal sheets or plates or to wire,
means the thickness as determined by Stubbs' Standard Gauge.

(i) The expression "in diameter" when applied to tubing, means the actual
inside diameter measurement.

(j) The expressions "sheet " or " sheets " when applied to metals, mean sheets
or plates of not exceeding tbree-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

(k) The expressions " plate " or " plates " when applied to metals, mean plates
or sheets more than three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

2. By enacting that the interpretation clauses comprised in section 2 of the
"Customs Act," 49 Victoria, Chapter 32-(Revised Statutes)-as amended, shall,
unless the context otherwise requires, apply to, and form a part of this Act; and,
that any power conferred upon the Governor in Council by the said " Customs Act"
to transfer dutiable goods to the list of goods which may be imported free of duty,
shall not be by this Act abrogated or impaired.

3. By repealing sub-section 1 of section 5 of Chapter 33 (Revised Statutes),
and substituting the following in lieu thereof:

The importation of any goods enumerated in Schedule " D " is hereby prohibited,
and any such goods if imported shall thereby become forfeited to the Crown, and
shall be forthwith destroyed,-and any person importing any such goods shalf in
each case incur a penalty of Two hundred dollars.

4. By enacting that all medicinal or toilet preparations imported for completing
the manufacture thereof, or for the manufacture of any other article by-the addition
of any ingredient or ingredients, or by mixing such preparations, or by putting up
or labelling the same alone or with other articles or compounds under any proprietary
or trade name, shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty and duty paid thereon
at, the ordinary market value in the country from whence imported of the com-
pleted preparation when put up and labelled under such proprietary or trade name,
less the actual cost of labour and material used or expended in Canada in completing
the manufacture thereof or of putting up or of labelling the same.
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5. By enacting that regulations respecting the manner in which molasses and
syrups shall be sampled and tested for the pur-pose of determining the classes to
which they shall belong with reterence to the duty chargeable thereon shall be made
by the Minister of Customs, and the instruments and appliances necessary for such
determination shall be designated by him and supplied to such officers as shall be by
him charged with the duty of sampling and testing such molasses and syrups ; and
the decision of any officer (to whom is so assigned the testing of such articles) as to
the duties to which they are subject under the tariff, shall be final and conclusive,
unless upon appeal to the Commissioner of Customs within thirty days from the
rendering of such decision, such decision is, with the approval of the Minister,
changed, and the decision of the Commissioner with such approval shall be final.

6. By enacting that any goods or packages beîng the growth, produce or manu-
facture of Canada, and, having been exported therefrom and intended to be returned,
may be admitted free of duty on being re-imported to Canada, provided such goods
or packages were entered for exportation, and branded or marked by a Collector or
proper officer of Customs, and fully identified by the Colleetor or proper officer at
the port or place where they are so re-imported ; and further, provided that the pro-
perty in such goods or packages bas continued in the same person or persons by
whom they were exported, and that such re-importation takes place within one year
of the exportation thereof.

7. By enacting that any person who, without lawful excuse, the proof of which
shall be on the person accused, sends or brings into Canada, or who, being in
Canada, has in his possession any bill-heading or other paper appearing to be a
beading or blank capable of being filled up and used as an invoice, and bearing any
certificate purporting to show, or which may be used to show that the invoice which
may be made from such bill-heading or blank iscorrect or authentie, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and liable to a penalty of Five hundred dollars and to impri-
sonment for a term not exceeding Twelve months, in the discretion of the court,
and the goods which may be entered under any invoice made from any such bill-
heading or blank shall be forfeited.

(i) The expression "in diameter " when applied to tubing, means the actual
inside diameter measurement.

(j) The expressions "sheet " or " sheets " when applied to metals, mean sheets
or plates of not exceeding three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

(k) The expressions " plate " or " plates " when applied to metals, mean plates
or sheets more than three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

2. By enacting that the interpretation clauses comprised in section 2 of the
"Customs Act," 49 Victoria, Chapter 32-(Revised Statutes)-as amended, shall,
unless the context otherwise requires, apply to, and form a part of this Act; and,
that any power conferred upon the Governor in Council by the said " Customs Act "
to transfer dutiable goods to the list of goods which may be imported free of duty,
shall not be by this Act abrogated or impaired.

3. By repealing sub-section 1 of section 5 of Chapter 33 (Revised Statutes),
and substituting the following in lieu thereof:

The importation of any goods enumerated in Schedule "I D " is hereby prohibited,
and any such goods if imported shall thereby become forfeited to the Crown, and
shall be forthwith destroyed,-and any person importing any such goods shall in
each case incur a penalty of Two hundred dollars.

4. By enacting that all medicinal or toilet preparations imported for completing
the manufacture thercof, or for the manufacture of any other article by the addition
of any ingredient or ingredients, or by mixing such preparations, or by putting up
or labelling the same alone or with other articles or compounds under any proprietary
or trade name, shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty and duty paid theieon
at the ordinary market value in the country from whence imported of the com-
pleted preparation when put up and labelled under such proprietary or trade name,
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less the actual cost of labour and material used or expended in Canada in completing
the manufacture thereof or of putting up or of labelling the same.

5. By enacting that regulations respecting the manner in which molasses and
syrups shall be sampled and tested for the purpose of determining the classes to
which they shall belong with reference to the duty chargeable thereon shall be made
by the Minister of Customs, and the instruments and appliances necessary for such
determination shall be designated by him and supplied to such officers as shall be by
him charged with the duty of sampling and testing such molasses and syrups; and
the decision of any officer (to whom is so assigned the testing of such articles) as to
the duties to which they are subject under the tariff, shail be final and conclusive.
unless upon appeal to the Commissioner of Customs within thirty days from the
rendering of such decision, such decision is, with the approval of the Minister,
changed, and the decision of the Commissioner with such approval shall be final.

the port or place where they are so re-imported; and further, provided that the pro-
perty in such goods or packages has continued in the same person or persons by
whom they were exported, and that such re-importation takes place within one year
of the exportation thereof.

may be made from such bill-heading or blank is correct or authentic, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and liable to a penalty of Five hundred dollars and to impri-
sonment for a term not exceeding Twelve months, in the discretion of the court.

Mr. McNeill, from the Select Committee appointed to enquire into the state-
ments made in reference to furs taken from Charles Bremner, a Half-breed, residing
at Battleford, presented the following as their unanimous Report, which was read, as
followeth :-

1. That during the Worth-Vest Rebellion of 1885 and on the day of the surren-
der of the Indian Chief, Poundmaker, who had been in arms against the Government
of Canada, a number of half-breeds came to Battleford, among whom was Charles
Bremner, a half-breed trader and farmer, a resident of Bresaylor, twenty-two miles
from Battleford, baving in his possession a large quantity of valuable furs.

2. General Mîliddleton being in command of the Canadian forces engaged in the
suppression of the rebellion and being in Battleford, and having information that
these half-breeds had come in froin Poundmaker's camp, and that the furs were being
carried away, gave orders that they should be put in charge of the Dominion
Mounted Police, and they were accordingly placed in the Police Barracks at Battle-

ford for safe keeping.
3. Some weeks later, while General iïddleton was at Fort Pitt, Mr. Hayter Reed

(a meniber of his staff), who had then just returned from Battleford, called atten-
tion to the furs, and reminded Generali Middleton that the person from whom they
had been taken was said to be a rebel. Thereupon, after consultation with Mr. Reed
and Mi. Bedson (another member of his staff), General Hiddleton assumed to con-
fiscate the fuis.

4. At the time of the confiscation G-encral Middleton directed Mr. Reed to send
an order in writing to the Police officer in Battleford wlho had charge of the furs.
The exact wording of this order cannot be clearly established, as it was destroyed
a few days after it was written. But it is proved to have been of the following
tenor:-

That General Middleton had confiscated the furs, and had ordered that two pack,
agres of them should be put up for himself, one for Mr. Hayter Reed, one for Mr.
Bedson, and one for another member of his staff, selecting the best; and thatreceipts
should be taken for, or a memorandum made of the furs thus distributed.

5. Packages were put up in conformity with this Order-two for General Mid-
dleton, one for Mr. Hfayter Reed and one for Mr. Bedson. The furs put up were in
quantity about one-eighth of the whole, but of much larger proportionate value.

6. It has been proved before your Committee, that the furs put up for General
Middleton and Mr. Bedson weie placed on board the steamer which conveyed General
-ilddleton and Mr. Bedson from Battleford to Winnipeg. But it would appear that
Mr. Bedson, who had promised to give a receipt for the furs, refused to do so, alleg-
ing that they had not reached Winnipeg; and your Committee find that the packages
of furs so shipped for General M$iddleton were not received by him.

7. The furs'put up by Mr. hffayter Reed were forwarded to Regina and received
by him there. le subsequently returned the package unopened to the Police autho-
rities at Battleford alleging as his reason for so doing that the propriety of the con-
fiscation was questioned.

8. Your Committee consider the confiscation of the furs unwarrantable and
illegal; and, in his evidence, General Mddleton admits that he has recently become
satisfied it was not legally justifiable. Your Committee are further of opinion that,

24
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if the confiscation had been legal, the confiscated property vested in the Crown; and,
while your Committee believe that General Mïddleton acted under an unfortunate
misconception as to his powers, they are of opinion that the appropriation of any
portion of the property under such circumstances by General Middleton to his own
use and to that of the members of his staff, was highly improper.

9. On behalf of Bremner it was stated to your Committee, that he is willing to
accept $4,500, inclusive of interest, in compensation for his loss, and this Vour Com-
mittee consider a fair compensation.

10. For the information of the House, your Committee submit herewith the
minutes of the evidence taken by them in this enquiry; also, the minutes of the pro-
ceedings of your Committee, which, with this Report, they recommend to be printed.
(Appendix No. 1.)

Because the limitation of the right of action by the drawer against the drawee
provided for by the Amendment of the House of Commons to the Amendmentg made
by the Senate to " Clause twenty-four " of the said Bill, to the period of one month
after the drawer bas acquired notice of such forgery, is too short for the proper pro-
tection of his rights and of the rights and interests of other parties who may be
affected by such limitation.

PRAYERS.

Mr. White (Renfrew), from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and
Colonization, presented to the House the First andi Final Report of the said Com-
mittee, which was read, as followeth:-

Your Committee examined, during its sittings, the Reverend Leo. Gaetz, farmer,
settled near the Red Deer River, in the District of Alberta; Mr. John Lowe, Deputy
Minister of the Department of Agriculture; W. A. Webster, an Ontario farier, at
present engaged as an agent by the Department of Agriculture, for the purpose of pro-
moting migration and immigration to the Xorth-West Territories: Mr. A. J. Jc3Iillan,
an agent of the Government of the Province of Manitoba, for promoting immigration
to that Province; and Mr. William Saundera, the Director of the Experimental
Farms of the Dominion.

The evidence of these gentlemen, as taken by the short-band reporters, is here-
with appended, and submitted as a part of' the Committee's report.

The evidence of Mr. Gaetz, based on his own experience of six years as a farmer,
in the District of Alberta, gives a very highly favourable vienw of the capabilities of
that, at present, but littie known region of the Dominion, at the base of the Rocky
Mountains, in relation to soit, mineral resources, water and climate. Mr. Gaetz
selected the Red Deer country, in the District of Alberta, as a field for settlement,
for the reason that he was compelled by ill-health to give up the ministry in the
Methodist Church in the older Provinces of the Dominion. He was unused to farm-
ing, but he reported to the Committee that his operations had been successful and
that he was entirely satisfied with his selection. His statements, containing new
information, are of interest.

Mr. Lowe furnished information, in a detailed statement of the operations of the
Department of Agriculture, with respect to immigration during the calendar year
1889. The figures which he gave showed that while there was a very marked check
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in the number of immigrants to Canada coming, during the year, from points beyond
the sea, there was a considerable increase in the numbers reported from the United
States. The figures in detail are furnished in the report of his evidence herewith.
The total expenditure by the Department for the calendar year, ineluding the cost
of ail establishments in the United Kingdoni and Canada, amounted to $126,043, a
sum much less than the expenditure of previous years. The total number of immi-
grants during the year given by Mr. Lowe, as reported by the agents, was 52,983,
and as reported with settlers' goods by the Custom Houses from across the United
States frontier 38,617, making a total of 91,600. Particulars respecting the entry of
these immigrants are contained in the evidence appended.

Mr. Wl. A. TWebster's evidence contains a report of his travels in different parts
of the Dominion, and also in the adjoining United States, particularly Dakota, where
the Canadians who have emigrated have largely settled. Mr. Webster stated that
the farming conditions of the parts of Dakota which he visited were very greatly
inferior to those on the Canadian side of the frontier. He also stated that there is
a decided movement among the Canadians in the United States, whom he visited, to
return to Canada. He showed that the failure of crops in Dakota had led to the
very greatest distress.

Mr. McMfillan gave a report of his operations, particularly in the Province of
Ontario, to induce the class of emigrants who formerly went to the United States,
to settle instead in -Manitoba. He stated that increasing numbers are beginning to
settle in the Province of -Manitoba, and apparently with the best results.

Mr. Saunders, the Director of Experimental Farms, furnished to the Committee
with as much detail as possible at one sitting, an account of the operations of the
several Experimental Farms in the Dominion. He gave detailed explanations with
reference to the experiments which had been made with the cereals, supplementing
the information which he gave to the Committee last Session with the facts estab-
lished by the experimental operations during the year 1889. He furnished
particular information regarding the experiments with wheat and barley, his
statements showing that the experiments with the two-rowed variety of barley had
proved successful, and pointed to the advantages which would be likely to accrue to
the farmers of the Dominion from the introduction of this variety, arising from the
fact of its marked superiority to the six-rowed for malting purposes, and its suit-
ability for export to England. For detail of the information furnished by Mr.
Saunders, reference is made to the report of his evidence.

Your Committee have also had before them a proposition submitted by the
"lUnited British Women's Emigration Society " for the assisting of emigration from
Great Britain by the loans of moneys to pay the passages of suitable emigrants,
which proposition was referred to a sub-committee whose report is submitted here-
with. (Appendix -Mo. 5.)

Mr. Desjardins moved, seconded by Mr. Davin, and the Questicn being proposed,
That the Third Report of the Select Committee appointed to supervise the Official
Report of the Debates of this House during the present Session, be now concurred
in;

Mr. Curran moved, in amendment to the Question, seconded by Mr. Lépine, That
the words " concurred in " be left out, and the words " referred back to the Com-
"mittee with instructions to amend it so as to ensure to the translators of the
"fansard salaries adequate to the work they have to perform," inserted instead
thereof;

And the Question being put on the amendment:-It passed in the Negative.
Then the main Question being put :-It was resolved in the Affirmative.

Ordered, That Mr. Colby have leave to bring in a Bill to amend the Acts re-
specting the Harbour of Pictou.
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He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received
and read the first time; and ordered to be read a second time To-morrow.

Mr. Deicdney moved, seconded by Mr. Haggart, That this House will, To-mor-
row, resolve itself into a Coinmittee to consider certain proposed Resolutions respect-
ing subsidies to certain Railways and Railway Companies therein mentioned.

Mr. Dewdney, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, then acquainted the
House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed of the
subject matter of this Motion, recommends it to the consideration of the House.

Resolved, That this House will, To-morrow, resolve itself into the said Com-
mittee.

Mr. Chapleau moved, seconded by Mr. Haggart, That this House will. To-morrow,
resolve itself into a Comnittee to consider a certain proposed Resolution respecting
the Bureau of Labour Statistics.

Mr. Chapleau, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, then acquainted the
House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed of the
subject matter of this Motion, recommends it to the consideration of the House.

Resolved, That this House will, To-morrow, resolve itself into the said Com-
mittee.

The Order of the Day being read, for the third reading of the Bill respecting
Banks and Banking ;

Mr. Foster moved, seconded by Mr. Bowell, and the Question being proposed,
That the Bill be now read the third time;

Mr. Armstrong moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. McMullen, That all the
words after " now " to the end of the Question be left out, and the words " re-com-
"mitted to a Committee of the Whole House, for the purpose of amending the same,
"by inserting the following clause:-

" That all branches of the various Banks chartered under this Act be kept open
" for business on Saturdays until three o'clock in the afternoon, save and except
"when a statutory holiday falls upon a Saturday," inserted instead thereof;

And the Question being put on the amendment; the House divided : and it
passed in the Negative.

And the Question being again proposed, That the Bill be now read the third
time ;

Mr. Lavergne moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Guay, That all the words
after " now " to the end of the Question be left out, and the words " re-committed
"to a Committee of the Whole House, for the purpose of amendîng Section fifty-
"four of the said Bill, by leaving out all the words after 'insolvency' in the said
"Section," inserted instead thereof;

And the Question being put on the amendment; the House divided : and it
passed in the Negative.

Then the main Question being put;
Ordered, That the Bill be now read the third time.
The Bill was accordingly read the third time.
Resolved, That the Bill do pass.
Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Senate, and desire their con-

currence.

The House proceeded to take into further consideration the Amendments, Fifteen,
Eighteen, Twenty, Twenty-one and Twenty-four, made by the Senate to the Bill,
intituled: " An Act further to amend the Criminal Law," which were yesterday
postponed; and the same were again read, as follow -

15. Page 4, fine 42.-After the first "any " insert " charge or."
18. Page 6, line 44.-Leave out " of" and insert "fnot exceeding."
20. Page 10, line 27.-Leave out "North-West" and insert "Western," after

"Territories " insert " of Canada."
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21. Page 10, line 28.-Leave out " North-West " and insert " Western."
24. Page 16, line 38.-After " unexpired " insert the following sub-sections, "84,

85, 86 and 87."
"84. Any sheriff or other person having the custody of any offender sentenced

to imprisonment in the said reformatory, may detain the offender in the common
jail of the county or district in which such offender is sentenced, or other place of
confinement in which such offender is, until some person lawfully authorized in that
behalf requires such offender's delivery for the purpose of being conveyed to such
reformatory."

"85. Whenever the time of any offender's sentence in such reformatory, under
any law within the legislative authority of the Parliament of Canada, expires on a
Sunday, such offender shall be discharged on the previous Saturday, unless such
offender desires to remain until the Monday following."

" 86. The Governor in Council may make such regulations as he considers
advisable for the discharge, after the expiration of the final term of sentence, of
prisoners confined in such reformatory under any Act of the Parliament of Canada;
and such discharge may be either absolute or upon probation, subject to such condi-
tions as are imposed under the authority of the said regulations."

"87. The judge of any judicial district or any police magistrate may, upon
satisfactory proof that any boy who was sentenced under the provisions of any Act
of the Parliament of Canada, and who has been discharged on probation, bas violated
the conditions of his discharge, order such boy to be re-committed to such reforma-
tory, and thereupon such boy shall be detained therein under his original sentence
as if such boy had never been discharged."

The Fifteenth Amendment being read a second time, was agreed to.
The Eighteenth Amendment being read a second time;
On motion of Sir John Thompson, seconded by Mr. Chapleau,
Resolved, That the said Amendment be disagreed to for the reason that it is

expedient to leave the degree of punishments under this Act to be regulated by the
Statute relating to Punishments, Pardons and the Commutation of Sentences.

The Twentieth and Twenty-first Amendments being read a second time
On motion of Sir John Thompson, seconded by Mr. Chapleau,
Resolved, That the said Amendments be disagreed to for the reason, that it is

not expedient to change the expression "North-West Territories" until a Statute
shall be passed to give effect to such change as respects all matters relating to the
Territories.

The Twenty-fourth Amendment being read a second time;
On motion of Sir John Thonpson, seconded by Mir. Chapleau,
Resolved, That the portion of the said Amendment which proposes to add sub-

sections 86 and 87, be disagreed to for the reason, that it is not expedient that the
regulation therein referred to should be authorized to be made wholly by Orders in
Council and without some more explicit indication of the will of Parliament as to the
nature and effect of the Orders in Council so authorized to be made.

The remaining sub-sections (numbered 84 and 85 of the said Amendments, were
then agreed to.

Resolved, That a Message be sent to the Senate acquainting their Honours,
That this House hath disagreed to some of their Amendments to the foregoing Bill
and communicating the Reasons for so disagreeing.

Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the said Message to the Senate.

The House, according to Order, proceeded to take into consideration the Amend-
ment made by the Senate to the Amendment made by this flouse, to the Amendments
made by the Senate to the Bill, intituled: "An Act relating to Bills of Exchange,
"Cheques and Promissory Notes," and the same was twice read and agreed to.

Ordered, That the Clerk do carry back the Bill to the Senate, and acquaint their
Honours, That this House hath agreed to their Anendment.
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The Order of the Day being read, for the House again in the Committee of
Supply ;

Mr. Bou-ell moved, seconded by Mr. Haggart, and the Question being proposed,
That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair;

Mr. MMIfullen moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Lang, That all the words
after " That " to the end of the Question be left ont, and the words " it having come

to the knowledge of this House that Lieutenant (eneral Laurie, Member for Shel-
burne, Nora Scotia, bas drawn $631 for mileage from England to Canada to attend
the present Session of Parliament, this louse affirms that no Member or Senator
should draw or be permitted to draw mileage for any distance coming to attend
Parliament beyond the limits of this Dominion," inserted instead thereof;

And the Question being put on the amendment; the House divided: and it
passed in the Negative.

Then the main Question being put :-It vas resolved in the Affirmative.
And The House having continued to sit till after Twelve of the Clock on Friday

morning;

The Bill was accordingly read the first time; and ordered to be read a second
time To-morrow.

Mr. Bowell, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, laid before the House,-
Report of the Social Economy Section of the Universal International Exhibition of
1889 at Paris, prepared by Jules Belbronner, Member of the Royal Labour Commis-
sion. (Sessional Papers, No. 20.)

And then The House, having continued to sit till a quarter of an hour before
One of the Clock on Friday morning, adjourned till this day.

PRAYERS.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the following Petitions were read and
received :-

Of the Municipal Council of St. Andrews, County of Lisgar; of the Municipal
Council of Springfield, County of Selkirk; and of the Municipal Council of Cartier,
County of d'Iberville, all of Manitoba; severally praying the House to consider the
advisability of aiding the construction of the Winnipeg and Hudson Bay Railway.
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Mr. Chapleau moved, seconded by Mr. liaggart, and the Question being put,
That the Select Committee apj ointed to examine and report upon newly invented
Ballot Papers and Ballot Boxes to be used in Parliamentary Elections, have power
to send for persons, &c.; the House divided :-and it passed in the Negative.

Mr. Chapleau, froma the Select Committee appointed to examine and report upon
newly invented ballot papers and ballot boxes to be used in Parliametitary Elections
and also, on the best means of secu ring the secrecy of the vote, presented to the
House the Report of the said Committee, which was read, as followeth:

Your Committee have carefully eonsidered the questions submitted for their
consideration, and also, have examined a number of ballot papers and mechanical
ballot boxes, and, after mature consideration, they have agreed upon the following
conc lusions:-

That the present system of voting is very defective with regard to the secrecy
of the vote, the possibility of errors in registering the bame and the loss of a number
of votes through such errors, committed either by the voter or the Deputy Return-
ing Officei. That it is expedieit for Parliament to establish a system of voting,
securing the following objects:-(a.) Greater faeility in voting, so as to render the
exercise of the franchise easy, even for that class of voters least favoured by educa-
tion or intelligence. (b.) A sure and easy working of the system of voting and
guarantee ofits keeping in good order. (c.) Prevention of destruction of the box
or hindrance to the casting of the vote. (d.) Prevention of errors involving the loss
or caneellation of votes given, and of the casting of useless or duplicate votes. (e.)
Exclusion in the greatest measure of the possibility or oppoitunities of fraud. (f.)
Greater economy in the holding of each election.

Th:.t out of the ballot boxes submitted for examination, your Committee is of
opinion, that three of them. to wit: The boxes submitted by Ernest Fortin, L.ycîen
Bance, and the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, appear to bette.- secure the above
mentioned objects: Accordingly your Committee have the honour to recommend:-

1. That "The Dominion Elections Act " be so amended this Session as to permit
the use,. in such bye-elections as the Government deem expedient, between now and'
the termination of the present Parliaiment, of the boxes submitted to your Committee
by Ernest Fortin, Lucien Bance, and the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, and thus
demonstrate by practical test, their superiority over the present system of voting,
with a view to their adoption for general usage, if the test prove satisfactory.

2. That " The Dominion Elections Act " be also amended so as to provide. in the
event of the foregoing test not proving satisfactory, that the number and names of
every candidate shall, if practicable, be distinctly printed in ink of different colours
on the ballot papers, if on the nomination day the candidates agree as to the colours;
and that the Returning Officer shall give to every candidate a certificate setting
forth the seleetion of the colour made by hini.

3. That the device invented by Mr. J. (C. Auger, of Montreal, of a padlock with
its key enclosed in a small bag made of' paper, canvas, or other material, with draw-
strings around the outside of the padlock, where it is tied up, and the eids of the
strings sealed on the bag by the Returning Officer, so as to prevent the ballot box
being tampered with by being opened improperly, be added to the ballot boxes now
in use, provided that the cost of each such device to the Government shall be
sufficiently moderate to warrant its adoption.

Your Committee were strongly impressed with the ingenious character of the
box invented bv Mr. John W17addell, of Harriston, and readily endorse the favourable
report of the Chief Mechanical Engineer ot the Department of Publie Works in refer-
ence thereto; but, the great cost of its construction, which, in Canada, would reach
the figure of $1 l, precludes its adoption for use in Dominion Elections.

Sir John A. Macdonald, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, laid before the
House,-Reports, Railway Statisties of Canada, and capital, traffie and working
expenditure of the Railways of the Dominion, 1889. (Sessional Papers, No. 19a.)
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Sir John A. Macdonald also presented,-Return to an Order ofthis House, dated
10th March, 1890, for a Return showing (a) the names and numbers of officials' cars
on the Intercolonial Railway and its branches ; (b) the original cost, date., and place
of building of each car, or name of person or company from whom purchased ; (c)
the cost of repairs to, or expenditure in each of such cars since acquired ; (d) the
naines and salaries and expenses of each employee on such official cars; (e) the
annual expenses of providing the supplies to each such car. (Sessional Papers,
No. 41f.)

Mr. Dewdney, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, )reseited,-Return to an
Order of this House, dated 21st April, 1890, for a Return, showing:-

lst. The number of acres of pasture land now under lease in the IVorth-TVest
Territories.

2nd. The amount paid the Government for rental of grazing leases during the
past year.

3rd. The amount due the Government for arrears on pasture leases, and the
names of the lessees in arrears for pastuire lease rental.

4th. The naines of the lessees holding leases of territory upon which settlers
are not allowed to take up land without the consent of the lease-holder, with the
total aiea of such leases, and the location of each. (Sessional Papers. KYo. 33n.)

Also, Return to an Order of this louse, dated 10th March, 1890. for copies of
all correspondence between the Indian Department anid the A'gent or Chiefs of the
Caughnawaga Reserve, in relation to anv indemnity obtained by the Indians of the
Reserve, on the ground that the extent of their Reserve bas been considerably dimi-
nisbed by encroachments.

Ordered, That the Clerk do carry back the Bill to the Senate, and acquaint
their lonours, That this Hlouse hath agreed to their Amendnents.

" In the name of the Commons, I present to Your Excellency a Bill, intituled:
"' An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money required for de-

fraying certain expenses of the Public Service, for the fnancial years ending, respect-
ively, the 30th June, 1890, and the 30th June, 1891, and for other purposes relating
to the Public Service; ' to which I humbly request Your Excellency's assent."

To this Bill the Royal Assent was signified in the following words:-
"In Her Majesty's name, Ris Excellency the Governor General, thanks Her

Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill."

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After which His Excellency was pleased to deliver the following Speech to
both flouses:-

IHonourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In bringing to a close this somewhat protracted Session of Parliament I desire
to convey to you my best thanks for the diligence with which you have applied
yourselves to your important duties.

The negotiations respecting The Behring Sea Question are still in progress at
Washington with good prospects of an equitable settlement. Meanwhile, the con-
tinuance for another year of what is known as " The Modus Vivendi," will serve to
show our earnest desire to cultivate the most friendly relations with the United States
Government and people.

The re-adjustment of the Customs Tariff, intended to promote the development
of our agricultural, manufacturing and other industries,. will, I have reason to hope,
operate for the general benefit of all classes.

I am glad to believe that the Act relating to Banking has been most carefully
considered, and will be found to guard the interests of the public and to be suffi-
ciently liberal to those who are more immediately affected by its provisions.

The measure relating to Bills of Exchange, Cheques and Promissory Notes will,
doubtless, render more certain and plain the law relating to these instruments and
make the law in that regard uniform in almost all respects throughout Canada.

The amendments to the Criminal Law include a great number and variety of
provisions, all of which will probably be found useful, and several of which were
urgently demanded for the public welfare.

The creation of the Bureau of Labour Statistics will promote the investigation
and study of the questions which affect the relations of Capital and Labour, and
which are now engaging the attention of all great Nations. It will likewise aid the
diffusion of information on all that concerns the occupations and well-being of the
working classes. In some other measures of the present Session your desire to im-
prove the laws which apply particularly to those engaged in industrial pursuits will
likewise be recognized.

The various provisions to amend the laws relating to Railways, Patents, Copy-
rights and Trade-Miarks and to the Department of Inland Revenue, and, iikewise,
the enactments to improve the Statutes for the management of our Indian popula-
tion are well adapted to promote tbe efficient administration of the Departments to
which they relate, while the large amount of private Railway Legislation indicates
a spirit of enterprise throughout the Country, which, it is to be hoped, will lead to a
substantial development of the railway works of the Country.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I thank you for the liberal provision which you made for the requirements of
the Public Service.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the Bouse of Commons:

I take leave of you for the present, with the earnest hope that in the coming
season our people in every part of Canada may be blessed with an abundant reward
for their labours and may witness-a marked advance in the prosperity of the
Dominion.
