The whole has been carefully prepared under the direction of Dr. Flint, the Clerk
of the House, in accordance with the recommendation of the Joint Committee of the
Senate and House of Commons on the Printing of Parliament, presented on the 15th
June, 1904, and concurred in by both Houses.
