By ker choice of the right,
the inevitable word she attained an
effect of sharp clarity, without the
hrutality which  somstimes ac
companies it. A style neither of
harsh angularity nor of cushiony
cloudiness seems to me the ideal
towards which an author shovld
strive, and certainly Katherine
Mansfield came near that ideal.

7he chief merit of Kathurine

Mansfield 's collection of short
stories, The Garden Party, is that
it possesses what is so vaguely
termed “style”—such an usiy name,
cne can't heip feeliag, for sach a |
delightful  quality! Perkaps it
would be betier to say that she was
able to see so clearly the scenes and
fealings and people that she wigshed
to present to her readers that she
could transfer them to paper with
the smallest possible loss of affect-
iveness. By her choice of the right,
the inevitable word she attained an
effect of sharp clarity, without the
bhrutality which  somstimes ae-
companies it. A style neither of
harsh angularity nor of cushiony
cloudiness seems to me the ideal
towards which an author shovld
strive, and certainly Katherine
Mansfield came near that ideal.

Tke content of the stories, per-
haps, mighv thoughtfully be termed
weak and trivial, especially by
those people who insist that a story
should have a strong plot. Cne of
the most charming, for instance, is
the brief skeich, “Bank Hcliday”,
which, although by no stretch of the
imagination a story, is yet ar exact
and delicately phrased inood-pic-
ture, reproducing ail the gaiety, the
confusion, the swirtly changing
colours and movements, c¢ci 2
crowded summer street.

Thus the 78-year-
5ld Dominion was filed away until
such *‘ime when the island would
again be seif supporting and nct
until then can a request be made
for the return ot Responsible Gov-
ernment.

This Government by Commission
consists of three English gentlemen
ard three Newifoundlanders ap-
pninted by Parliament. The Gov-
ernor In Commission is responsible
to the Secretary of Dominion Af-
fairs and is Chairman of the Com-
mission.
