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Impressive Ceremony—Sermon by the Archbishop—Large 
Gathering of Catholic Clergy and Laity -Many from 
a Distance.

Wednesday, Julj l»th, 1805. was 
a red-letter day in the history of 
the parish of St. Columbkille, L> 
tergrove, of which the Rev. James 
Dollard is pastor, for on that day 
*as realised a long looked forward to 
«*»«“. the laying of the corner-tone 
of the new and handsome church 
which is soon to rear itself in one 
of the oldest and most substantial 
settlements in Ontario F leapt that 
the rays from the sun were a little 
stronger than was altogether de­
sirable from the point of comfort, 
the day was an ideal one, the intense 
heat of the previous forty-eight hours 
h*v'ng greatly modified The hour 
12 TO p m sxw assembled the peo­
ple of the parish and many from 
the parishes adjacent, to the num­
ber of six or seven hundred. Two 
long lines of covered buggies and 
other vehicles showed there had been 
tew pede.trians amongst the assem­
blage, a fact easily credible when 
it is rememlKred that the parish has 
a radius of about twenty miles, and 
that the houses are scattered and 
in many instances far distant from 
the church. The parish was well 
repiesented, from the babe in the 
arms of its mother to the old man 
with white locks and tottering frame, 
none were missing. At the hour ap­
pointed the procession ot priests pre­
ceded the Archbishop from the pres- 
bvtery to the spot, where, undet a 
temporary awning the ‘stone" 
'ay in readiness Vested in cope 
and mitre, His Grave, suppoited by 
Re'. !.. A. Rarcelo, D.D., as mas 1er 
of ceremonies, and Rev. Fathers Moy- 
na and Urben as assistants, first 
ble- <‘d the water and salt to be used 
in the benediction, then accompanied 
hv the attendant priests, he moved | 
in procession to the spot where a 
wooden cross told that here in the 
future should stand the altar on 
which the Holy Sacrifice should be 
offered The specified blessing was 
heie given, after which the proces­
sion returned and special prayers, 
amongst which was the Litany of 
’he Saints, were said The Arch­
bishop then took mortar on a small 
silver trowel and with it marked the 
live crosses engraved on the stone, 
accompanying the action with prayer, 
after which the stone was placed 
in t.ie receptacle prepared The 
psalms. Nisi Dominus aedificavrit 
Domino and Fundanwnta ejus in mon- 
tibus Sanctus, together with others, 
all telling of the sanctity and beau­
ty of the House of God, were then 
sung, after which the Archbishop and 
his assistants walked round the 
foundations blessing them in his pro­
gress. In this way did the Church 
of St Columbkille receive the first 
of Un* three blessings given to a 
temple in which God shall be wor­
shipped

Meantime, though the foundations 
just rising a few feet above the 
gruund and the bricks and mortar 
and workmen's tools scattered round, 
made no particularly attractive pic­
ture. yet the elements for pleasure 
and scenic beauty were not absent. 
The unfinished work that met the 
eye was full of promise, the stone 
representing our Lord and Saint 
Peter was a cynosure for all eyes. 
Nature's canopy, spreading out gen­
erously and unbroken, was of the 
fairest azure, while on one side the 
fresh green foliage of the grouped 
trees gave grateful shade to the 
mixed lines of men, women and 
hildreu, and in the near distance 
’he whu? stones rising up in God's

Acre, each with the name of the quiet 
tenant beneath, seemed as witnesses, 
testifying and giving approbation to 
the good deed then enacting.

After the ceremony the Archbishop 
addressed the people, telling them 
of his great pleasure in being pres­
ent at the laying of the corner­
stone of the new church to be erect, 
ed in the fine parish of Mara, for 
by this name he preferred to call 
it, as it was associated in his 
mind with many old friends of his 
friends, who. therefore, his
friends. His grace complimented the 
congregation on the good work they 
had done and were doing and on the 
excellent spirit with which they se­
conded the efforts of their devot'd 
pastor, he referred also to the work 
ot those who had preceded them, 
whose hard labors had prepared the 
way and made things easy (or their 
descendants His Grace ’hen preach­
ed from the 12th chapter of the 
Book of Dueteronomy, taking the 
following texts Thou shall come to 
the place which the Lord your God 
shall choose out of all your tribes, 
to put his name there and to dwell 
in it. And you shall offer in that 
place your holocausts ind victims, 
the tribes and first fruits of your 
hands and your vows and gifts, the 
first born of your herds and your 
sheep, And you shall eat there in 
the sight of the Lord your God, and 
you shall rejoice in all things, 
whereunto you shall put youi hand, 
you and your houses, wherein the 
Lord your God hath blessed you.

From his text His Grace showed 
that particular places were pointed 
out by God in which he desired to 
be worshipped, and that the site

The new church of St Columbkille 

will have the following dimensions ; 
Total length of building exteriorly, 
110 feet, width of navi, 11 feet ; 
width of transept. 57 feet The 
tower and spire 86 feet to top of 
cross. It will be of red brick with 
Longford stone dressings. The inter­
ior finish will be chiefly ill ash, in­
cluding the ceilings, the main roof 
being carried by trusses of hammer- 
beam construction. The sacristy is 
spacious and can be used as a win­
ter chapel. The church will accom­
modate 4h*«n film people and the cost 
will be about $11,000 The well- 
known arehitect, Mr. Arthur W 
I Ik lines, lias the building in hand.

That the sermon was fully appreci­
ated was evidenced b\ the remark 
heard at its conclusion, that it was 
all too short, this, too, despite the 
fact that His Grace spoke for over 
half an hour n the heat of the blaz­
ing noon-day sun. The collection ta­
ken up during the address amounted 
to the handsome sum of five hun­
dred and thirty dollars ($530 00). 
The generous doner of the land for 
the site of the new church is Mrs. 
Gettings of Uptergrove Rev. Fath­
er Whitney of Newmarket, formerly 
of Uptergrove, gave to his old charge 
his cheque for one hundred dollars. 
During the past four years the people 
have paid a debt of $3,400 due on 
the Presbytery; half of the sum re­
quired for the new church is in hand 
and the other half is already promis­
ed The event, as a whole, must 
have given entire satisfaction to 
the people of the parish of St. Co­
lumbkille, and could not but have

ed to him and asked him what gifts 
he desired from God He replied at 
once, chastity and wisdom, and at 
that moment his request was grant­
ed for the spirits of Divine virtue. 
Divine wisdom and the additional 
spirit of Divine urophecy came to 
him and remained with him through 
life And all the vast learning of the 
great schools of the time became his, 
and the people everywhere loved him, 
for his heart kept pace with his 
body and the poor and afflicted were 
his special charge If Columha saw 
a cripple on the wayside he earned 
him on his back to his home, the 
giant strength ot his youth enabling 
him to do so. and there he cared for 
him and tended him with his own 
hand.

In time Columha became a monk 
and a priest, and in preaching the 
Gospel and other priestly work time 
passed until he was forty years gf 
age Then an incident occurred which 
was charged with mighty consequen­
ces for poor Columha, making him an

exile from Ireland the home ot hu 
love, and giving to Scotland a pro­
phet and a taint. The incident ça me 
about in this wise, and to us in our 
day it seems a very trifling matter 
bet in those days it was altogether 
dtflerent. Saint Columha heard that 
Saint Finnian had a Beautiful copy 
°f ,he Book of Psalms and he asked 
for the loan of it, but was refused, 
the book being too precio is to go 
fn<m tn- hands of its owner; then he 
ft-l:ed to be allowed to go to the 
church and make a copy, hut even 
‘his seems not to have been grant­
ed However, so anxious was our 
Saint for a copy that he spent 
months oi nights In the place where 
the book was deposited, and then 
someone who had watched him writ­
ing his book, told the owner, who 
claimed the copy as his The ease 
was referred to King Dermotf at 
Tara, who decided against Columba 
according to the Irish law, "To every 
cow h<-r calf, to every book its 
copy The King was a relative of 
our Irish Saint, who when he heard 
that the decision was against him 
was indignant, first because he 
thought the decision was unjust and 
next because the king being his 
clansman he had expected better 
11 eat men I ' his hi each of the claims
of clanship Columha felt sorely, and 
angry at the treatment he had 
received he took his book and march 
ed oil to rouse the clans of O'Neill 
and Tyicouncil to come and fight the 
king who had decided against him 
Wheresoevei Columha beckoned all 
were sure to follow, so his kinsmen 
gathered in large forces and down 
into Westmeath they went to tight 
for then hero-monk, Columha. Here 
a battle look place, and it was only 
when the blood of hundreds flowed 
over the green helds of Erin that 
her impulsive son saw and repented

TOPICS OF AN OLD- 
TIMER

Continuation of Lord Elgin $ Career as 
Governor-General —The Irish Period 
Passing Away — Other Irishmen 
Come to the ‘Front - Careers of 
Michael Hamilton Foley. Robert 
Spence. John Ross and R. W. Scott 
- When there were no Upper Can­
ada Catholics in Parliament -Mr 
Hineks takes the Lead Immigra­
tion trom Ireland—The Clergy Re­
serves and Seigneurial Tenure are 
at last Legislated out of Existence 
-Death of Robert Baldwin.

Although the Irish period of politi­
cal leadership was oassing away 
with the resignation from the min 
istry of Mr. Baldwin, other Irish­
men came to the front in the course 
oi a little time and made their in­
fluence felt. The first of those was 
Michael Hamilton Foley, a barrister, 
and newspaper man He was from 
the west of Ireland His brother 
was county judge of Norlolk Coun­
ty. It used to be said that Mr. 
Foley's first occupation was that 
of bartender at the Welland capital. 
Abiaham Lincoln, in the celebrated 
joint debate in Illinois, between him­
self and Stephen A Douglas, was 
charged with having once filled a 
similar position in his youthful days 
"I do not deny,” said Mi. Lincoln, 
in reply, "that I did once on a time 
serve drinks to customers, but 1 
happen to know that while 1 tend­
ed bar on the inside Mr, Douglas 
tended bar pretty regularly on the 
outside, and that is the difference be­
tween us " Tending bar at one time 
in his earlj career, did not deter 
Mr Foley from becoming an able 
politician and a capable newspaper 
editor, saying nothing of his prac­
tice at the legal bar. His newspaper 
caic*r was followed at Simcoe town, 
in Norfolk County, and in Brantford 
Mr. Foley was a strong Reformer and 
made a reputation as an able debater. 
He entered parliament in 1851, re­
presenting North Waterloo, largely a 
German constituency.

Another Irishman of distinction, 
who ente'/ed parliament about the 
same tira», was Robert Spence of 
Dunrias, a native of Dublin He had 
filled various vocations in his new 
home from time to time. I knew 
him as school teacher, auctioneer, and 
editor, and bis reputation was al­
ways good. He was a man of talent, 
an excellent speaker, and of a very 
kindly disposition. When Mr. Hineks 
subsequently formed an administra­
tion Mr. Spence was made a member 
of it as Postmaster-General. He was 
the author of the civil service act, 
and it used to be said that he him­
self was the first to violate it, by 
accepting the position of collector of 
customs at Toronto. During his ad­
ministration of the custom house 
here, I often had occasion to see him 
and speak to him. He always signed 
my papers himself, and never let me 
go without giving me some fatherly 
advice. And even then, more than 
forty years ago, we were in the ha­
bit of diseussir old times in Went­
worth and Hal ton counties. The 
worst thing that 1 can say about the 
Hon. Robert Spence is that he had a 
red nose But he relinquished the 
habit that gave it to him several 
years before his death

Hon John Ross, who was a Bald­
win Reformer. wa< a member of the 
Upper House, residing at Belleville, 
and I believe a son-in-law of Mr. 
Baldwin. He was a native of the 
County of Antrim, and filled the po-
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staunch and leal through every dark­
ness and persecution, who have re­
tained a failli so abiding and strong 'nient 
that it was not surpassed by even 
that of their teacher and apostle St. 
Columha

And so the life of this grand and 
dear Saint passed 1 and when he was 
seventy-six years of age he knew 
his end was near, and he prayed to 
die and spend his Easier in Heaven, 
and he was told that his prayer 
would lie granted. Then he remem­
bered his monks, his deat sons, and 
he prayed that the »nd might be 
postponed a month, for they having 
fasted all Lent, he wished that they 
should rejoice at Easter, which they 
would not were he dead. Again his 
prayer was answered, and on Satur­
day evening after the passing of the 
month, he went into the church to 
pray. Rv and by hr was miss­
ed and Dermott, ins faithful ser­
vant. not seeing him in the twilight 
darkness, called out. Father. Kathet. 
where are you." The onlv an»wei 
was a moan. Lighted torches were 
brought and Saint Columbkille wa» 
discovered dying at the foot of the 
altar steps With Ins hand raised
in blessing his sorrowing and discon­
solate monks he passed from earth 
to heaven In the words of Father 

I Burke from whose "lectures" the 
thread of the above incomplete
sketch is taken, ‘‘the light of human 
love departed from the eyes, and one 
of the most glorious souls of apostles 
and martyrs that ever passed into 
Thy kingdom, O Lord, beheld Thee in 
Thy joy.”

Such was the Saint that the peo­
ple of Uptergrove are privileged to 
have for their natron, when worship­
ping in the church of St. Columb­
kille. M L. H

sition of Solicitor-General in the 
Hineks Cabinet of 1661. He took 
a leading interest in the construction 
of the Grand Trunk Railroad, and in 
1652 went to England to complete 
the contracts for the construction of 
that road, of which he became the 
president of the company. He after­
wards removed to Toronto, where he 
owned considerable property, and 
conducted a law business here with 
his office on Toronto street. He was 
largely interested in the construction 
of the Victoria Bridge at Montreal. 
On the elevation of Mr. Stephen 
Richards to a judgeship, he became 
Attorney-General for Upper Canada 
in the Hineks Cabinet. On the for­
mation of the NacNab-Morin coali­
tion administration he was made 
speaker of the Legislative Council 
In the Macdonald Ministry of 1858 
he was made Receiver-General and 
was President of the Council in Cat- 
tier’s Administration.

• • •
The Catholic Irish of Upper Canada 

had no repiesenta’ive in the Parlia­
ment or the Administration until Mr. 
jScott, the present venerahl- Secre­
tary of State for the Dominion, was 
elected for Ottawa m 1553. and soon 
he distinguished himself as the cham­
pion of separate schools. There was 
another Irishman who distinguished 
himself in parliament and the gov­
ernment, during Lord Elgin’s time, 
and that was Mr. Alleyne one of 
the members tor Quebec. He was 
a lawyer and aa able debater. He 
was Solicitor-General for Canada 
East, in one of the governments.

There was a time, even during Lord 
Elgin’s administration of the Govern­
ment, when not a single representa­
tive professing the Catholic reli­
gion was returned for an Upper Can­
adian constituency. All the Irish­
men I here mention were Protestants, 
including Robert Baldwin Sullivan, 
who came of a lenowned Catholic 
clan. The first Irish Catholic elect­
ed in Upper Canada was named Mo­
naghan. who represented the city ot 
Kingston in 1841, at the time of the 
union of the provinces I believe 
John Kandfield Macdonald was at one 
time the only Catholic in Parliament 
from Upper Canada Then came Mr. 
Scott from Ottaw-a Perhaps John 
Egan, representing North Renfrew 
was the next; but I have not looked 
up the authorities to verify those 
statements At some future time I 
may look up the statistics and pre­
sent my readeis of The Register 
with a statement showing the impov­
erished condition of Catholic repre­
sentation in those days. The Irish 
Catholics, as a tule, sided with 
Baldwin and the Reformers, and look­
ed to them for sympathy and sup­
port. The Scotch Catholics, general­
ly, were Cons< rvatives, until Sand- 
tield Macdonald entered the political 
arena aud sided with the Reformers. 
He carried Glengarry County because 
lie was able to talk in Gaelic to the 
voters of that Celtic constituency 
Since those days the Catholic ele­
ment has become more potent in the 
lower constituencies, such as Stor­
mont. Dundas and Glengarry. Even 
Catholic Essex did not elect a Ca­
tholic representative until the late 
John O'Connor sought the suffrages 
of the electors of that western con­
stituency.

On the retirement of Baldwin from 
the administration, soon followed 
that of Mr. Lafontaine Lord Elgin, 
in 1857, sent for Mr. Hineks to .’orm 
a new administration In conse­
quence of the defection of Mr. Brown 
and the Clear Grits, it needed to be 
a coalition government Of Upper
Canada Reformers, however, Dr. 
Rolph, who represented Norfolk Coun­
ty in parliament, and Malcolm Cam­
eron. who represented Lambton Coun­
ty. were taken into the coalition with 
him. But a general election soon 
followed. It was at this general elec­
tion, held in 1852, that Hartman de­
feated Mr. Baldwin in North York, 
and Mr Brown was elected to parlia­
ment for the first time, defeating 
Mr Cameron in Lambton. This was 
the "Coon hunt down the Wabash."

There had recently been an immense 
emigration from Ireland, much of 
which was to Canada, and the Catho-

SITUATION OF THE "UNIONIST’' 
GOVERNMENT.

A week ago to-day Mr. Balfour was 
squarely and fairly defeated on the 
floor of the House of Commons upon 
a vote for the reduction of the grant 
to the Irish Land Commission. No 
motion could have been framed as a 
more direct censure of the Govern­
ment, and coming from Mr. John 
Redmond as leader of the Irish Par­
ty, and being his avowed reply to 
Mr. Balfour’s proposal to cut down 
Ireland’s representation in the House 
by 22 seats, the issue so raised was 
regarded by both parties as involv­
ing the life or death of the admin­
istration. It was somewhat of a 
general surprise that the Govern­
ment was defeated upon the division, 
but when we come to consider the 
recent exposures of defects in the 
Land Purchase Act, made by Mr. 
Redmond by Lord Dunraven and oth­
ers, it is little wonder that the 
sense of the House of Commons de­
clined to support the work of the 
commissioners or to vote supplies at 
the Government’s behest.

After the division the House ad­
journed without transacting further 
business, and on Monday last Mr. 
Balfour delivered his official state­
ment regarding the situation. He 
announced that the Government did 
not propose either to resign or dis­
solve parliament as a result of the 
defeat; but he sat down without re­
ferring to any further business of 
the session. And it is hardly con­
ceivable that he can have the Insol­
ence of attempting to carry on the 
affairs of the country as if nothing 
had occurred. It is not the defeat 
in the House alone that humiliates 
and paralyzes Mr Balfour. Govern­
ment candidates, wherever they have 
been put up in bye-elections within 
the past year or two, have been uni­
formly beaten; and it is apparent 
to all observers that the so-called 
Unionist Party no longer retains 
the confidence of the majority of the 
electors of Great Britain.

REV. MOTHER CATHERIRE

Sketch of the Foundress of the Adorers 
of the Precious Blood

The great light in the firmament of 
the Community of the Most Precious 
Blood has been extinguished in order 
to diffuse its brilliancy in the realms 
of the Blessed. The saintly and 
venerated foundress, the Rev. Mother 
Catherine Aurelie of the Precious 
Blood, died on the 6th inst., in the 
seventy-second year of her age, ' full 
of grace and merits. Seeing the 
great veneration in which she was 
held, not only in her own Institute, 
but among most Catholics, who 
look upon her with awe and won­
der as a remarkably holy and pri­
vileged person, it is thought that it 
will not be uninteresting to readers 
of The Catholic Register if a brief 
sketch of her arduous labors be gi­
ven. Often while persons live we fail 
to recognize their virtue or their 
greatness, but the moment that they 
are called away the grandeur of their 
nature bursts upon us in its true 
light, and then, for the first time, 
do we realize that we have enjoy- 
-d the friendship of those who were 
particularly great and good

The venerated Foundress was by na­
ture endowed with great qualities, 
which were enriched by the refining 
influences of a Christian education 
Her manner was warm and affection­
ate, her sympathy quick and unfail­
ing, her strong faith a refuge for the 
weakest. She was greatness in sim­
plicity, and the personification of 
charity and gentleness.
She had the heart of an apostle in 
her zeal for the salvation of souls, 
and the heart of a seraph in her ar­
dent love for the Blood of our Cru­
cified Saviour! Even in her child­
hood, she was consumed with a 
burning thirst for solitude, and a se­
cret desire of gathering together vir­
ginal souls who would return love 
for love to the sweet Victim of Cal­
vary. As she advanced in years 
this thirst became still more ardent 
and consuming, and at. last odr Di­
vine Lord responded to her prayers, 
her tears, and midnight vigils in the 
following manner. I11 Sept., 18-61. 
Mgr Joseph Larocque of St. Hya­
cinthe, decided, after very mature 
consideration, to follow the prompt­
ings of divine grace, manifested most 
evidently in the ptrson of Mile, Au­
relie Caonette. While still young, 
at the Convent Villa Mario, this pri­
vileged soul had received unmistak­
able favors from heaven, relating to 
the devotion of the Precious Blood 
The supernatural evidence given of 
God’s will concerning her, were ex­
amined by the clergy, and after deep 
reflection his Lordship, Mgr. Laroc­
que, determined to commence his ar­
duous labors. He decided to estab­
lish a monastery, wherein daily and 
nightly should be adored the Pre­
cious Blood of the Lamb, and he 
chose this zealous youtig soul to be 
the leader of the holy land of con­
secrated virgins, who would forsake 
sll that to worldlings makes life 
dear, in order to take up their Cross 
and follow Christ. She at first 
shrank from such responsibility, 
pleaded her youth, and her want of 
experience, but the Bishop, intellec­
tual and learned, • as well as holy, 
was not mistaken in her character, 
and installed her as Superioress of 
the new foundation, and never had 
cause to regret the decision. The 
Foundress commenced the work in her 
own home, on Sept 11th. 1861, hav-

ing only three companions to assist 
her in the formation of the struggling 
community. Of these four found­
resses, only one remains—Rev. Moth­
er St. Joseph, Superior of the To­
ronto House, who is a first cousin 
of Rev. Mother Catherine. The first 
convent of the Institute is still most 
carefully preserved by the religious 
as a precious relic, for it was from 
thence that the holy Bishop, Mgr. 
Lcrocque tool kis flight to heaven, to 
receive the reward of his noble 
deeds. Under the wise and prudent 
ministration of the Foundress, the 
new Order has increased to an ex­
tent which is indeed wonderful, and 
counts at present 10 houses besides 
St. Hyacinthe. Toronto, founded 
(1869), Montreal (1874), Ottawa 
(1887), Three Rivers (1889), Brook­
lyn (1889), Portland, Oregon (1892), 
Sherbrooke (1895), Nicolet, Que. 
(1896), Manchester, N IL (1899), Ha­
vana, Cuba (1902). The foundress 
herself assisted at the opening of all 
her monasteries with the exception of 
Havana, where she could not go be­
cause of ill health.

Such were the first steps towards 
the foundation of the Institute of 
the Precious Blood, beginnings which 
can scarcely be retraced in the ful­
ler outlines of the perfected work, so 
completely has its aim developed and 
its scope widened. This order of 
Sister Adorers has for its essential 
object to honor the Precious Blood 
and make reparation for the outrages 
committed by sinners, and their in­
gratitude towards the price of their 
salvation. It seemed a special mark 
of divine favor, and was an ineffable 
joy to the Foundress, that the rule 
hf this community should have re­
ceived so soon, the final approbation 
of the Supreme Pontiff. The decree 
of the approval of the Roman Court 
was issued on Oct. 12th, 1896. The 
motto of the Venerable Mother dur­
ing her entire religious life was 
“sitio," 11 1 thirst." Yes, she 
thirsted for souls, and for the glorifi­
cation of the Blood of Jesus. Dur­
ing her last illness, a very consoling 
re-union took place at the Mother 
House, St. Hyacinthe, where the su­
perioress of all the houses, even from 
Havana, were assembled to pay 
their last respectful homage of filial 
veneration to their saintly Found­
ress. Six of her nieces, professed re­
ligious in the order, were also pre­
sent to receive her last blessing. 
She spoke in heavenly accents to 
each of her daughters, and even 
to the last moment she endeavored 
to inflame them with zeal, and to 
make of all hearts living chalices, 
pure and white, where the Precious 
Blood could receive the homage of 
adoration and reparation Her dying 
lips often repeated the words “Glory 
to the Blood of Jesus in life and in 
deathl" All the virtues of her re- 
lined and saintly character, displayed 
themselves in the last of all her vic­
tories, the triumph of her mind and 
soul over the slowly d>ing flesh, so 
that we may truly sav, the evening 
of her holy life was the blest Aurora 
of Heaven—“Precious in the sight of 
the Lord is the death of His saints."

Her labors are over! She ht.s left 
us the legacy of her virtues to imi­
tate and a memory that will be ever 
fresh in grateful hearts. She has 
planted warks in the shade of the 
cloister, and there they will continue 
to blossom, and exhale their exquisite 
perfume for many generations Let 
us hope that God has already placed 
upon her brow the bright laurels of 
eternity, since her dying thirst was 
quenched with the Blood of the 
Eucharist. She has whitened her 
robes in this Fountain of Life, and 
thus for all eternity may she follow 
the Spotless Lamb whithersoever He 
goeth in His eternal tabernacles'

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PIUS X. AND THE PRESS.
Rome, July 11—It has just been 

discovered here that one way in 
which Pius X. obtains information 
about the doings in the Italian 
churches and sometimes also in the 
Church abroad is through the read­
ing of the daily papers, of which an 
enormous quantity is sent to the Va­
tican every day from all over the 
world.

Private secretaries who understand 
several languages cut out the items 
which the Pope especially desires to 
see and these are pasted on scrap 
books and sent to the papal apart­
ments with a translation if requir­
ed Thus the Pope is enabled to find 
out many things which would never 
be reported to him in the natural 
course of events.

Even more particulai is the Pope 
in finding out worthy sacred orators 
and all accounts of sermons preached 
in Italy which are printed in the 
daily papers are forwarded to him. 
He insists that sacred orators shall 
preach the doctrines of the church in 
a way which is intelligible to their 
hearers, and only recently having 
seen a newspaper that gave the ac­
count of a sermon interpolated with 
many Latin terms from St. Augus­
tine and the church fathers, he sent 
for the erudite preacher and advised 
him to preach and quote texts in his 
native language only.

Since the announcement was re­
ceived at the Vatican that the French 
Chamber of Deputies had passed the 
last clause of the bill separating 
Church and State, it has been decid­
ed by the Vatican authorities that 
the time has arrived for the issue of 
a formal protest against the pro­
posed legislation

The principal part of the proposed 
papal 'document will consist of a 
formal protest against the proposed 
abolition of the concordat The Pope 
will admit that the treaty entered 
into by the first Napoleon with the 
Holy Sc* has now become obsolete in 
many points and needs many changes, 
but at the same time will assert 
the right of the Holy See to be con­

The religion they profess 
requires this, and when a Catholic 
falls short of what even those who 
profess no religion attain these latter 
are often shocked.

There is, of course, a vast diflerence 
between natural morality and the su­
pernatural virtues that the Christian 
aims to practice. This does not mean 
that natural virtue is to be neglect­
ed or that its importance is lessened 
by the fact that the Christian aims 
at something higher. The practice of 
the natural virtues is a part of 
the complete Christian life which all 
are bound to attain as far as pos­
sible.

Our Catholic people too often for­
get the good that may be accom­
plished by good example. We speak 
not here of avoiding bad example 
The Catholic who is unfaithful to the 
teaching of his religion, who public­
ly disregards his obligations as a
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a satisfaclory reply to it. One bad i
Catholic can do more harm than a 
dozen bad non-Catholies. They make 
no profession of being good; he pro­
fesses a religion that requires vir­
tue. and his example is the worse 
on that aeeount. But it is the or­
dinary Catholic who often fails to 
grasp the opportunities that are 
within his reach for doing good 
among his fellows. Perhaps he is 
not aware of his influence and he 
thinks little of his power of good

Bui I can as­
sure them that uon-Ca I holies admire 
the devotiou hown by Catholics to 
the dead, and often imitate it after a 
sort of a fashion The steadfast 
practice of Catholic devotions has 
many admirers, more than has the 
absurd shame of them which appears 
to tbe the present style. Put the 
money that might tie spent for Mow­
ers for a dead friend into an offering 
for masses, do not be too fashion­
able to kneel and say a prayer for 
the poor soul which is, perhaps, 
longing for your help, and so shall 
you keep the admiration winch for­
mer simplicity of faith and r act ice 
wrung from indifferent bystanders and 
active foes And far more than thet, 
you may save a soul from Ivnp 
agony.
