Ile records every name. We would remember,
too, that the strength of a Church lies not in
its numbers, but in its boliness—** The best of
all is, God is with us.” But while numbers do
not necessarily bring life vigorous lite, always
brings numbers. The living Church grows as
surely as the leaven spreads, and any Church
that stands at the numerical level, from year
to year, must needs look for the cause. The
collective force of the Church is the sum-total
of its individual life, and if the tone of the
members be low, the strength of the body will
be smali, and Christ will not honour us with
power to do those ** greater works’ which were
wrought at Pentecost and in the days of our
own ‘athers. As at the founding of the Church

We deeply regret that our material pros-
perity bas not been attended by a correspond-
ing numerical growth.

QOur work lies before us. The omdious atti-
tude of indifference to public worship present-
ed by large numbers of the working classes ;
our manitest national sins ; the general preva-
lence of luxury of living and ot religious apathy
the diffusion of a literature written with subtile
and fascinating art, and destructive of the re-
ligious sympathies of our youth; the revived
pretentions of Popery, and the spread of un-
disguised imitations of tbat corrupt system ;
and the vast multitudes of our fellow-country-
men, still unconverted, show with only too
overwhelming force, that the mission of Metho-
dism is not over. And while we do not forget
that the Gospel is the main instrument in the
repression of vice and the ggcial elevation of the
people, we rejoice in all philanthropic move-
ments, and warmly do we sympathize with
Christian legislation which seeks to remove
temptations to drunkenness, to protect the
purity ot society, and to maintain the sacred
privilege of the Lord's day. Scepticism is rife
even amongst the public teachers, and the age,
generally, is signally deficient in religious coa-
viction.  Attempts are made to obliterate the
ancient landmarks by a levelling latitudinarian-
ism. The person and work of our Lord, and
the personality and divine offices ot the Holy
Ghost, are the rocks upon the which the waves
of modern heresy are breaking. God has given
us a banner which we will display ‘* because
of the truth ;" maintaining a public ministry
that gives prominence to all the vital doctrines
ot the Gospel and applies them to the con-
sciences of all classes of our hearers. The
*“ burden of the Lord” in the ministry ot our
fathers was repentance, faith and holiness.
These doctiines must be our ‘‘ burden.” Nor
may we suppress the tremendous alternatives
which the Gospel sets before impenitent, unbe-
lieving, and unregeaerate men. Still it is, and
ever must be, Repentance, or perdition; Faith
or condemnation: ‘‘ the New Birth, or cter-
nal exclusion from the kingdom of God. God
hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation
and we wo)uld fulfil it with tender affection,
beseeching men ; but we must rouse the care-
less, and warn them to *‘ flee trom the wrath
to come.” The Lord will work with us and
confirm his word with signs following.

Now, all that we are taught to understand as
the import of sin finds its perfect cure in the

cleansing blood. Quite likely the attention of
penitent sinners usuelly rests chiefly upoa their
persoral offences against the divine law, pro-
ducing a sense of guilt and condemnation be-
fore God. Thev think of the sins of their life
and the sins cherished in their hearts. For
these the sacrifice of the cross is an ample ex-
piation,so that the guiltiest may obtain pardon,
and the heart be ** sprinkled {rom an evil-con-
science.” But deeper dows, and pervading
the whole nature, is the depravity with which
we are born—the spring of all that is unholy
and defiling in heart and life—the sinfulness
which infects the whole man, taints every mo-
tion of the soul, and is in itself contrary to the
law and nature of God.

is a common sentiment, and the shedding of
blood in order t> r is a confession that
a broken law demands life. These ideas are
discoverable in the religicns referred to, from
such of tkeir sacred books as have come down
to our time; but in the Bible they are so re- |l
peated, developed, elaborated and applied, that | f
we are at no loss to understand them. The
development was slow, indeed, but it was cer-
tain. The principle, ** if thou doest well, shalt
thou not be accepted ? and if thow doest mot
well, a sin-offeriug licth st the door,” was early
announced.

The religion ot Genesis is remarkably barmo-
nious with those of the other books referred to;
but while their systems became perverted, and
believers in them were to fully learn the ex-
ceeding sinfulness of sin in some othér way,
God in the Mosaic system sought through a se-
vere ritual to accomplish the same result. Mani-
fold symbols indicated and illustrated its pol-
lution. The moral law, proclaimed by the
diviae lips from the top of Sinai, brought Lome |
to the understanding and thé conscience the
great principles ot God's holiness and man's
responsibility as bad never before been done,
awakening the sense of guilt. The altar, the
victim, the priest were ever before men's eyes
declaratigns of sin, guilt and redemption. Not
only the intentional transgression, but acts of
inadvertence, forgetfulness, and even of igno-
rance, required a sacrifice. Washings of water
snd sprinklings of blood were constant attesta -
tions of the need of purity. The command,

a vivid contrast with the Divine, revealing the
extent of their departure from him, from the
guilt of which their cleansing must be by blood.
Even the holy place, that had been contaminat-
ed by the uncleanness and transgressions of the
people, the tabernacle without, and the altar
of sacrifice, must be atoned for by the sprinkled
blood. The culminating cry of the tabernacle
and temple service was, Blood, Blood, BLoop,
in expiation of sin! A quickened conscience
must surely have discerned through this sys-
tem the purity of the divine law, the intense
evil of sin, and the absolute need of a Saviour.

of these, by which they become a propiation.
Righteousness can only be rendered, and penal
death can only be suffered by a moral agent,
and for a man by a man. Hence the true vic-
tim can only be a person.” The thoughtful
and spiritually minded must bhave discerned
this, and looked beyond the symbolic offerings
to the man who should come to redeem and
save his people.

We would know as well as we may the enor-
mity and malignity of sin. We advance then,
beyond the Mosaic system. What does the
Christian system teach? First of all, it begins
with pointing the world to him as the ** Lamb
of God,” who takes away sin, thus at the out-
set putting sin and sacrifice in the closest con-
junction. He makes marvellous displays of his
power to beal the bodily diseases of men, but
always leading their thoughts to the inward and
deeper disease of which those were only effects,
and which it was his mission to remove. He
takes the old law, and unfolds its bLreadth and
length, its depth and height, exalting its majes-
ty and holiness, exbibiting its spirituality, and

final demand of a moral perfection like that of
their beavenly Father startles the most unthink-
ing with a sense of the awfcl depravity between
himself and the nature of the Infinite One. The
law is thus made to appear the ** transeript of
the divine nature, a copy of the eternal mind,”
the evident corollary being that all want of
conformity to it, either in actual conduct or in
the soul, is s&in. Thus, in a sternness like that
of Sinai, though without its sensible terrors,
the Gospel would teach the magnitude and evil
of sin. The tones of the Lawgiver are more
gentle, but his ** I say unto you” is none the
less authoritative than when the same voice
spoke out from the thick darkness. The ser-
mon on the Mount has no soothing words for
the awakened - conscience, but rather those
which more sharply penetiate the conscience
and give a clearer knowledge of sin.

If we farther ask, What remedy for this
gigantic, wide-spread enormity is taught in the
Christian system? the answer is that the only
possible one is in the blood shed by Jesus
Christ on the cross.

LIVINGSTONE—HIS DISCOVERIES
AND HIS DISCOVERER.

Mr. Stanley, the discoverer ot Livingstone,

is a much abused man, and, in the interest of
national truth and honor, we feel it a daty to
protest against the ill-natured and unworthy
strictures upon him and his magnificent work
which bave been published in this country,
principally, bowever, by a contemporary jour-
nal more noted for its sarcasm than for the

ruth of its representations. That be has suc-

ceeded in finding the explorer, and the Search
Expedition despatched by the Geographical
Society at the beginning of this year for the
purpose failed to do so, cannot now be denied ;
and it would be a gross violation of our E ng-
lish love of fair play and sense of henour to
betray or sanction“any such paltry jealousy as
is implied in adducing his nationality for the
purpose of diminishing from the splendour of
his achievement.

realise their noble fruits. The prince of mod-
ern discoverers, he has from the beginning of
his career acted conscientiously and deliberate-
ly on the avowed principle that discoveries the
most brilliant dre nothing except as they tend
to help forward the cause and kingdom of
Christ. These despatches, too, contain further
evidence of the horrors of the Central African
slave trade, Tbe soul-merchants are still
busy with their diabolical arts. They see
that it once the nucleus of legitimate
commerce should be established in the lands
trom which they have been accustomed to draw
their supplies of human catt'e—that if once
those intertribal wars could be stopped which
feed the slave markets on the coast, and the
inhabitants induced to grow cotton and engage
in lawful trade, their internal traffic with all its

| bideous gains would be swept away, and they

would be compelled to have recourse tothat
honest industry which above all things they
abbor. Still, amid disease and death, and in
spite of all difficulties and disappointmeants,
Dr. Livingstone does not abate one jot ot
beart or bope; but goes steadily on with his
work, and does it after his own manly and
energetic fashion—exploring the inland lakes
and rivers of Africa, and adding new and valu-
able chapters to the science of geography.
When, seven years ago, after a brief visit to
his native country, Livingstone returned, we
believe for the third time, to Atrica, few Fing-
lishmen had carried with them ‘more of the in-
telligent and heartfelt sympathy of all classes
of their countrymen. Whether we refer to
his ‘bigh moral qualities, his iatrepidity, his
perseverance, Lis resolute and indomitable
will; whether we regard the discoveries he bad
already made, or the philanthropic and relig-
ious purposes to which his life was consecra-
ted, his future career could never be a matter
of indifference to the British people. Hence
his enterprise has been watched with affection-
ate interest by thousands to whom the prolong-
ed suspense as to his safety has been paintul.
And if there was inwrought into the hearts of
the Christians of England the conviction that
the enterprise on which he was embasked pre-
seated more rational grounds of hope for
Africa than any preceding one, we do not
hesitate to affirm that that conviction arose
from the confidence he had inspired that his
courage, gentleness, tact, and fertility in re-
sources, along with his remarkable good sense
and sobriety of judgment, would, under God’
blessing, surmount all the dangers that have
ever proved so formidable to African expedit-
ions. It is not many men of whom we would
venture to say this; but the genius of Living-
stone bears upon it heaven's own impress of a
special direction to the task of guiding, super-
intending, and controlling the labours of
others. That seems to be his special vocation,
and among the.many indications of a coming
blessing for Africa, this is not the least, that
his value has been recognised by those who
have the power to give his talents full scope,
and that he has found the spbere of labour for
which he is most adapted.

The importance, however, of Dr. Living-
stone's African explorations must not be esti-
mated merely from the standpoint of the Geo-
graphical Society. 1'o that ill fated country,
indeed, we believe Le will prove the greatest
benefactor, as well as its most successful ex-
plorer; but we ‘cannot separate in our own
minds these discoveries in Africa and else-
where from the expectation that now God is
coming forth, as it were, out of his place, and
that we are on the eve of some great ouspour-
ing of moral and spiritual power. Even god-
less men are struck with the remarkable con-
currence of great events of which our gener-
ation has been the witness. We refer not
to political movements, but to the physicsl
discoveries that have followed each other in
rapid succession. The veil has been lifted
off within these few years from every portion
of the globe, and there is scarcely a corner
of it into which civilized man bas not pushed his
way. And now the great problem of the Afri-
can Continent, which bhas so puzzled geo-
graphers since the days Strabo, is being solv-
ed at last. Surely it is not without a purpose
that the cloud which so long hung over these
various lands should bave been dispelled now,
and that at the same time, which is ' the fact,
our scientific men should have been guided to
those very discoveries which enable us to create
vastly increased facilities for exteadiag our in-
tercourse with the cobtmstries thus made known.
We coafess that to us the voice seems to be
sounding as loud and distinct now as in the
days of the Forerunner: *‘ Prepare ye the way
of the Lord, make straight in the desert a
highway for our God. Every valley shall be
exalted,and every mountain shefl be made low,
and the glory of the Lord shall be revealed
and all flesh shall see it together, for the
mouth of the Lord hath spoken.” We share
the gratetul joy of our readers for the safety
of the great traveller; but we rejoice with

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‘ A GLORIOUS SUNRISE.

In the volume of lectures by Dr. McCosh,
on *‘ Christianity and Positivism,” occurs the
following elegant and inspiring description of
a natural and moral sunrise :

A RELIGIOUS TEST.

The Central Christian Advocate gives
an unique test of conversion.

Whenever I saw the
squaw relieved of making fires, or any kind of
drudgcry, by their husbands, I knew those
busbands were converted. The reverse of ull
this was a sure indication that the busband
were beathen.”

The above reminds the editor of the
New York Christian to say in confirma
tion :

A few years ago we occupied;the pulpit of a
well-known miss: y g the Indians. A
very large congregation of red men and red
women bung upon the lips of the interpreter,
who repeated in their own language, senténce
by sentence, the gospel message. After the
sermon, as we were 1iding with the missionary
toward the point designated for our lodging,
we passed many of our hearers, most of whom
were walking in ** single (Indian) file,” and
lining the way for a long distance. The In-
dian men were followed severally by their
sqnaws, some of the latter walking at least two
rods in the rear, others a less distance, and
still less, while only in a few eases did the
squaw walk by the side of her husband.

On calling the atteation of the missionary to
these matters he responded: *“ O, I can ex-
plain all this! Those Indians yonder whose
squaws walk the furthest behind them are
pagans ; those whose squaws are less distant
are somewhat removed from paganism, and so
on uatil you come to those whose squaws are
near them—they are almost Christians; and
those who have their wives by their side are
real Christians.” *‘ Do you really mean this P"
*“ 1 do,” was the answer; * I know them all ; |
bave noted the fact many a time.” = Here
then,” we said, ** is another significant illustra-
tion of the influence of Christianity upon social
lite.”

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The report of the Committee appointed
to suggest improvements in the working of
our financial economy, which was adopted
at our last Conference, has, we -hope, ob-
tained general and favorable consideration
from leading laymen throughout our Con-
ference territory.

It must be admitted by all familiar with
the subject, that our financial economy in
some of its aspects greatly needed improve-
ment.

There were, alas! many Circuits on
which distressingly large deficiencies con-
stituted & regular item in the balancing of
the Circuit account. On a number of those
Circuits, a spitited execution of a well-
devised system of finance would have left
no room for such an item in the Circuit
Ledger, and on many Circuits the vigorous
operation ot such a system would have
greatly curtailed the usual dimensions of
that unsightly item.

On most Circuits a disproportionately

As is well known, he began his travelling ex-
periences as a mis:sionary. It was in the glow
of love which Christianity inspires, that he tells
us he rerolved to devote his lite to the allevia-
tion of human misery. His first idea was, that
he could do most good as a medical missionary
in Chins, but, in consequence of the opium
war, be turned his attention to Soutbern Afri-
ea, where the labors of Rev. Robert Moffat,
whose daughter be afterwards married, were
aceomplishing favorable results among the na-
tives. A thorough theological training prepar-
ed blm for the missionary work, which, for
sixteen years he prosecuted with untiring zeal
among the heathen in Africa. Indeed, his
constant intercourse with savage races, had
made him so unfamiliar with his mother tongue,
that on his return to England he tound diffical-
ty in expressing himselt with fluency at the pub-
lic meetings beld in his honor.

With the exception of a brief visit to Eag-
land in 1864, Livingstone has pursued his re-
searches with dauntless energy and persever-
ance ever since. The story of his adventures
seems like an Arabian tale. That he should be
still alive, after the reports of bis murder near
Lake Myasea, in 1867, and the absence, for
five years, of any authentic intelligence con-
cerning bim, is even more remarkable than the
success of the Herald expedition in their search.
