CHIEF CARPENTER IS DEAD

———

months illness of HeAre trouble at
Banff, the detective so well known in'Mon:
treal, where he was head of the detective
department for years,passed away on Sat*
urday. The body will be brought to Mon-
treal for bnrial from the home of his son
Silas Huntington Carpenter joined the
police force of Montreal, a young man of
26, some 34 years ago, and was afterward
chief of the detective department here for
years. He was born at Brownsburg, Que.,
on January 29, 1854. Hereceived his early
education at the local school, and after-
wards attended the Ottawa Collegiate In-
stitute.

At the ageof twenty he married Miss
F. W. Phoebe Gilbert. Six years later
he sought and obtained a position as con-
stable on the Montreal police force. His
courage and capacity soon marked him
for promotion, and he hadjonly been pat-
rolling the streets two years when he was
made a sergeant. Soon afterward he
abandoned the uniform forever and was
appointed a city detective. Then he re-
tired from the city police and joined the
Canadian Secret Service. This was just
ten years after he had first donned a police-
man'’s uniform, and he was only 36 years
old.

Six years later he was again called upon
to take office under the corporation of
Montreal, in 1896, as Chief of the Detec-
tive Bureau. The same year, his first wife
having been dead some years, he married
Miss J. Trollope. He remained Chief /6f
Detectives until he accepted the appoint-
ment of Chief of Police of Edmonton.

Of fine physique, unquestioned courage
and determination, Mr. Carpenter had his
share of the adventures and risks of his
profession. Early in his career he went
out to the quarries back of the city witha
warrant to arrest a man. The people out
there at that time were burly and brutal,

ly half-dead in a ditch. He recovered
consciousness, struggled back to the city,
and securing assistance, without waiting
to have his wounds dressed, led the con-
stables back to the scene of the fray, and
after afierce fight his assailants were cap-
tured and landed in a Montreal police
station. .

He personally made many important
arrests and was identified with the investi-
gation of some of the most notable crim-
inal cases of his time. With the assistance
of the Dominion Police and the late Chief
of Provincial Detectives, K. P. McCaskill,
the culprits in the famous Ville Marie
Bank case were brought to justice after
persistent hour-to-hour work for six
months. In all its circumstances this case
was one of the most sensational in the
annals of crime on this continent.

Among the most sensational cases
handled was that of the famous Donald
Morrison, the outlaw, in which the present
Inspector McMahon won his spur§. An-
other exciting incident in Carpenter’s
career was his spiriting of Gaynor and
Green, the American refugees, out of the
hands of the Quebec police, and to the
harbor front, where he put them aboard a
fast tug and rushed them up to Moglreal
on a warrant from the court. Eventually,
after a long legal fight, they were extra-
dited on the charge of being connected
with the grafting of millions in army con-
tracts. The two Americans had enlisted
the aid of certain influences in Quebec,
which were forestalled by Carpenter’s
coup.

When a paymaster of the city hall be-
came a fugitive, some thirteen or fourteen
years ago, Carpenter pursued and finally

arrested him in Cuba. He won inter-
national note by his pursuit in a steamer
on the St. Lawrence and capture of Gay-
nor and Greene, the central figures with
Capt. Carter in the United States federal
building graft cases at Savannah, Ga.
With Col. Percy Sherwood he was a per-
sonal guard of the Duke of York (now H.
Lil. King George) on his trip through Can-
ada.

Locally, however, his name will always
be remeinbered in connexion with the
organized pursuit of the outlaw Donald
Morrison in the woods of Megantic—al-
though the actual capture was made by
Inspector McMahon.

Then came a time when the chief was
shot down and lay for months tossing on
abed of pain with doubts at times if he
would ever be able to resume active work
again. John Dillon, at that time known
as Smith, a half-demented book agent, had
threatened his landlady on Mance street
with a revolver. A policeman who was
sent to arrest him was shot and wounded.
Two others were sent and one of them,
Shea, was shot and killed. Then came
the first of what was to be a series of in-
stances in Paris and London where an
armed desperado set at defiance the law
force of the country. For eight hours
Dillon was besieged in the house on
Mance street.

Ten thousand people gathered on the
scene, hundreds of police and detectives
were there, With a view of driving out
the man at bay without hurting him, the
fire department was called upon to throw
powerful streams into the house. Wher
word was given to turn on the wat:er,

A Carpenter ran into the range of Dillon’s
fire to break a window and to let the
&fﬂms have their full effect. At once
Dilion thrust the barrel of a shot gun:

through the window and fired point
blank. rpenter fell with a_gaping
charge in his groin. Then for hours the
firemen played, and from back and front
police and detectives poured a fusilade of
bullets into the house. Then, as nothing
further was seen of Dillon, a rush was
made from the back, and those who en-
tered the house found the murderer lying
on a bed with a bullet wound in his
chest.

It was weary months before Carpenter
was able to resume active duty, and many
more before he could again enjoy the one
exercise upon which he doted, horseback
riding. His resignation from Montreal
was generally regretted, and he was the
recipient of a handsome testimonial, to
which the leading citizens of the com-
munity contributed.

After he retired from the Edmonton
position, he was appointed by the Do-
minion Government magistrate at Banff.
When the war broke out he was sent to
Montreal to organize the work of regis-
tering and, where necessary, interning
alien enemies in this vicinity. When this
task had been pretty thoroughly accom-
plished he returned to his duties at Banff,
and news of his-death came as a surprise
to many of his friends here, not having

that his health had been failing since last
autumn. The remains will be brought
to Montreal for burial. —Monireal Herald,
July 3.

LETTER FROM CORP. R. A. STUART

—_—

Lydd Camp,
Kent Co., England

June 18, 1916
Dear Folks:

Another pleasant Sunday afternoon
here. The first of the week was rather
disagreeable, raining for about three days
off and on—mostly on. Did I write you
«of our march-down here from QOtterpool?
I think not, so will try and fill in what I
have done since ‘last writing. We got up
at 2 o'clock last Sunday a.m. (dark and
raining, to say nothing of the mud),
dressed in the dark, breakfasted at 3
o'clock, got our kits on and started to
break camp. We were in rather rusty
humor—all of us—by the time we were
ready to strike the pike for the rifle ranges
at Lydd. However, we got started about
5 o’clock, and, with about 70 to 80 lbs. on
our shoulders, besides our rifles, put our
left foot forward to cover 18 miles before
dinner, After the first rest we did not
mind it much as it stopped raining, and
the boys kept up whistling marches about
all the time the bands did not play.
Whenever we came into a village the
bugle band would start the marching, and
when we were well inside, so to speak, the
brasses took up some good old march.
We passed through seven small towns,
and it certainly was arousing to see folks
turn out to hear the music. We are about
the first Canadians who have been through
‘here, and the camp and ranges are new.
This is something to be thankful for, be-
cause everything is nice and clean, and
the grassy fields are a treat after the
muddy places we have been to.

We went out to the ranges Monday and
started in. Have been at it every day
since. Do not know just how long it will
take us to finish, and want you to.send all
mail hereafter, until further notice, to me,
addressed care of Army Post Office,
London, as it will reach me much quicker
than when chasing me about as it is doing.
They know there just where we are every
day. Dad, you  always like to twit me
about not being able to shoot, What,
have you to say to this? In the shoot-off
so far I have 5 points to the good, over
and above "Marksman”. “Marksman” is
the highest classed shot, 1st Class next,
and 2nd class last— At thé snap shdoting
1.made a possible. Thisisud‘mppeariq’g
target, visible 4 seconds, at 200 yards, the
size of a man'shead and;shoulders. Hope
Ican keep the good work, up as I have
qualified in everything up to date. Well,
enough of that, it sounds like too much
ego, but thought possibly you might be
interested. The town of Lydd itself is
<mall and very old-fashioned. Itis, and
has been for some years, an Artillery
Centre, on a small scale, for training pur-
poses. There is agrand big stone Epis.
Church, and an elegant choir, but the
grave stones grow right up to every door.
It is in the very heart of the town too.

You will notice by this paper that we
have the Y.M.C.A. here. We sure missed
it at Otterpool.

Last Thursday night-a concert party of
ladies cameidown from London by autos
and gave us a concert here, in this tent,
which was a_real treat. When I say tent
I mean one of our large canvas markees,
like a circus tent, about 40 by 60 feet.
There is a moving picture hall in the vil-
lage, of course, but I have not been there
as yet, feel too much like blankets. We
have to arise every second morning at
2.30 to get réady -for the ranges, and it's
about 8 p. m. other days before we get
back from them, and  about half an hour
for supper. -Nevertheless its 2 good,
healthy, sporty, interesting life, and I am
enjoying it to the fullest extent. -Also
putting on mut.nqdl as muscle. Do
not know of anything more at the present
time to write you, so will close -gnnvmh
best love to you all.

COST OF PRINTING GOES HIGHER

These are parlous times for the news-
papers likewise. The one-centers have
had to become two-centers, and some of
the two-centers are mediating three: and
the end is not yet. The world-war may
have l;elped some callings, but it has been
The-Devil-and-Tom-Walker to the press
equally of Europe and America.

Here comes the Atlanta Journal that
once got so cheap it looked as if its next
move would be to make a present of itself
to each subscriber along with a hard-boil-
ed egg and a chomo. It becomes a two-
center. And the Tennessean, of Nashville,
rolling in luxury and wealth, hear its
plaint of bad luck and hard times. We
quote from a recent circular issued to its
readers by our stanch, substantial neigh-
bour:

*“The enormous increase in cost of
materials used in the manufacture of
a newspaper brings about the necessity
for the above change in price, and that
our readers may properly understand, a
few items are given below :

“The tremendous increase in prices of
white paper will force the Tennesscean
and American to pay out over $15,000
more the coming year than previously,
and this is only one item. Ink, metals,
chemicals, oil, stereotype paper, etc., have
all increased in price anywhere from 25 to
500 per cent., which makes it impossible
for newspaper publishers longer to print
ldrge papers, as does the Tennesseean and
American, and deliver them at the old
rate.

“Go acute has the paper and metal
market become on account of extraordin-
ary demands that it has not been a
question of price, but one of not being
able to buy paper, metal, some cnemicals'
and colored inks at any price. Several
newspapers have been embarrassed dur-
ing the last few months by not being able
to secure these articles at any cost.

“ We trust our subscribers will appreci-
ate the necessity for the change in rates
and that we may always be favored with
their patronage, and one and all may be
assured of a better and bigger Tennesseean
and American as a result.” :

The worst part of this, to come down
to boot-heels and brass tacks and to speak
seriously, is that every word of it is true.
Yet we fancy the readers of the Tennes-
seean will understand and appreciate its
truth, nor abate thelr confidence and
patronage because of it. The expenses
of the Courier-Journal have the last two
yeairs multiplied in the same way, though,
as it has always been a three-center, it
will not be compelled to make any in-
crease in its subscription rates.

We have always held to the opinion
that the one-cent newspaper is too cheap.
Each issue should bring at least the cost
price of the white paper on which it is
printed and a little over for type-setting
and black ink.— Editoral .in Louisville

NEW TYPE OF FREIGHT STEAMSHIP
— e
The harbor welcomed a quaint marine
voyager to-day. The Milazzo, a new type
of freight steamship, the first of its kind
to be built, equipped with an automatic
system of elevators and railroad tracks for
facilitating the loading and discharge of
cargoes, came here after grain. It was
her first trip to the United States, and she
will be followed, in September, by a sister
ship, the Volturno. Both are of the Gen-
eral Italian Navigation Company’s fleet.
Tunnels thread the holds of the Milazzo,
and through these are operated the cars.
Elevators lift the cars to a platform locat-
ed higher than the tops of the ship’s fun-
nels, and cargo in discharge is shot down
chutes from the platform.
The Milazzo, of 11,477 tons gross and
7,537 tons registered, was built at Spezia.
She has a cargo capacity of 14,000, and
when loaded has a displacement of 20,400,
tons. The vessel is 512 feet long, 65 feet
8inches of beam, and has a hold depth of
33 feet 8inches. She carries quadruple
expansion engines of 4,000 hersepower
and has a speed of eleven knots.
The Milazzo arrived in ballast. She left
Genoa on June 8.—New York Evening Post,
July 1.

NEW BRUNSWICK FOREST SURVEY
g

Under the direction of P. Z. Caverhill,
Director of Forest Survey, a beginning
has been made in the survey and estimate
of Crown timber lands of New Brunswick.
Parties are being put in the field, and the
work is to be prosecuted vigorously. A
feature of the investigation will be a
classification of forest and agricultural
soils, with a view to determining the loca-
tion and extent of areas suitable for settle-
ment. The Commission of Conservation
will co-operate with the provincial author-
ities in the establishment of a definite
policy for the land classification work.

— New York, July 3.—Mrs. Hetty
Green, known as the world’s wealthiest
woman, who was 80 years old, died here
to-day.

Her husband was the late Edward H.
Green, United States consul-general in
Manila. Her son, Colonel Green, and her
daughter, Mrs. Matthews Astor Wilks,
were the only children. The fortune she
has left is said to be close to $100,000,000.
She was born on November 21, 1835, at
New Bedford, Mass.

——London, July'3.—The Royal Com-
mission which investigated the Irish rebel-
lion, in its report submitted to-day says
that the responsibility for the outbreak
does not rest with Baron Wimborne, the
lord lieutenant, since resigned, who is de-
clared to have been in no way answerable
for the policy of the government.

The chief secretary for Ireland, August-
ine Birrell, who resigned shortly after the
suppression of the outbreak, was primari-
ly responsible, says the report.

——Rio Janeiro, July 5.—The American
steamer Wilhelmina, from New York for
this port via Barbados, was sunk this
morning in a collision with the Brazilian
naval transport Sargento Albuquerque. It
is not believed that any lives were lost.
The Sargento_Albuquerque was entering
Rio Janeiro harbor when she collided with
the Wilhelmina.

The Wilhelmina, a steamer 1,696 tons
gross, was built at West Hartlepool in
1888, and was owned by the Southern
Products Trading Company. She left
New York on June 5 for Rio Janeiro.

The Wilhelmina figured prominently in
international interchange for mére than a
year after her cargo was seized by the
British authorities on Feb. 11, 1915, while
she was bound from New York for Ham-
b;n'g, Germany, with a load of grain, flour
and other foodstuffs. The food was ship-
ped by a St. Louis commission house.
Shortly after the seizure the cargo was
turned into the prize court. The steamer
herself was released on April 21.

——New York, July 3—The Norwegian
steamship Nordanger, two members of the
crew in irons, reached here early to-day
from Marseilles.

The two men, a Mexican and a Spaniard,
armed with knives and firearms, refused
to work after the vessel left Marseilles,
and until two days ago, when they were
finally seized, fought with the crew, and
succeeded in destroying a large quantity
of the ship’s stores. The captain ill with
lack of sleep, was unable to imprison the
mutineers, whose hiding place on the
steamship was guarded by confederates.
Many of the crew reached New York with
cuts and bruises. Once, when captured
and locked in the carpenter’s shop aboard
the vessel, the mutineers set fire to a pile
of shavings and escaped while the crew
fought the blaze.

The mutineers were turned over to the
police when the vessel reached Quarantine.
The crew was composed of Spaniards,
Mexicans, Levantines, and Norwegians.

—Shanghai, July 5.—General Li Lieh-
chun is fighting his way along the railway
from Shiuchow toward Canton, determin-
ed to enforce the demand of the residents
of Canton that the rule of Governor Lung
Chi-kuang of Kwangtung province shall
be ended. He came in contact with the
govegnor’s forces at Yingtak where a
battle was fought on July 3. Li Lieh-
chun’s troops, marching eastward from
Kwangsi province took Samshui on July 2.

Yingtak is about halfway from Shiu
chow to Canton. Samshui is about 30
miles west of Canton.

——London, July 4.—A sentence of
three years’ penal servitude was to-day
imposed upon Ignatius Tribich Lincoln,
the self-styled German spy, who recently
confessed to forgery at his preliminary
hearing on that charge.

Lincoln was sentenced to three years on
each of the two charge of forgery, the
terms to run concurrently.

whole war. Never beforg in the history
of warfare was there such terrific cannon-
ading or more determined infantry at-
tacks. The six days’ activities resulted
in a great gain of ground, the French ad-
vancing to within three miles of Peronne
(their immediate objective), and the
British to Montauban.  Over 15,000 Ger-
mans were taken prisoners, and the
number of those who fell on the field is
said to have amounted to four times that
pumber. The losses of the British and
French are said to have been relatively
light, though, no doubt, serious enough.
About Verdun there was no relaxation of
hostilities, and the Germans seem to have
held their ground, if they did not actually
advance. At the week’s close Thiaumont
forest, which has so frequently changed
hands, was held by the Germans. At
nearly all other points on the Western
front great activity prevailed, especially
in the Vosges, but no material change in
positions was effected.
While the chief interest of the week
was in the events in the West, on the
Russian front in Europe equally fierce
fighting prevailed, and the Russians, for
the most part, steadily continued their
advance in Galicia and Volhynia, and they
crossed the. Carpathians at ome point.
Kolomea wgs being encircled .and a fur-
ther approach tolﬁmﬂerg‘ was made, one
connecting line of railway having been
cut. The Germans and Austrians were
said to have been holding the Russians in
check in the direction of Kovel, and even
to have driven them back at a few points;
but the check was thought to be only
temporary. Further north, all the way to
the Guif of Riga, the Russians and the
Teutons were heavily engaged, the Rus-
sians more than holding their own.
Of the Caucasian anc Persian campaign
little news was received during the week ;
but, except in Persia, the Russians were
said to have maintained their ground if
they did not make a further advance.
From Turkish sources it was reported
that towards the week’s close the Russians
had been driven back on Kermanshah,
which they had ultimately abandoned to
the Turks. The Russian account of the
affair has not been received.
There was no news of the operations of
the British in Mesopotamia; and no im-
portant hostilities in the Balkans appear
to have taken place.

In the Austro-Italian campaign contin-
uous activity was reported on all fronts,
with steady gains for the Italians in the
Trenfino, where practically all the ground
previously yielded had been regained.

From German East Africa was received
a report of a further success of the
British troops, at Kondoa-Irangi, who had
driven the Germans to the south towards
the railway, the railway being also the ob-
jective of the British. News was also
received of the capture of Bukoba, on
Lake Victoria Nyanza, by the British,
most likely by means of gunboats. This
last suecess brings the British and Bel-
gians into close communication, if they
have not actually effected a junction.

The casualty lists appearinig from day
to day show that'the Canadians have been
heavily engaged.on the Western front,
where they have borne themselves with
great gallantry and have gained marked
distinction.

Though the long-expected concerted
drive of the Entente Allies has begun, all |
military authorities apparently agree in
their opinion that the beginning of the
end is not yet in sight ; but it may be that
the Germans have, at most points, lost
the initiative and are now on the defen-
sive. It seems more than likely that
another winter campaign will have to be
fought and endured before the result

parent or a School Trustee, or not.

St. Andrews this year celebrates the
centenary of the establishment of a Gram-
mar Sohool in the Town by Royal Enact-
ment, 56 G, III, Cap. XV, 1816. This year
it may happen that, by Statute, the chart-
er of the Grammar School will be revoked,
as the School no longer has enrolled the
necessary number of pupils to keep it in
torce. The revocation of the Grammar
School charter, or the withholding of the
Grammar School grant, would be a source
of humiliation to the people of the Town,
and an additional proof that the public
spirit of the community is dead, and that
the dry rot of indifference has weached a
vital spot in the Town’s welfare.

What is the remedy ? Obviously, par-
ents are primarily at fault for not insist-
ing upon their children receiving the full
measure of the educational advantages
provided for them. What 1is this “lucr-
ative employment” that the half educ ated
boys and girls of St. Andrews find to at-
tract them so early from that course of
instrucsion by which alone they can ever
be qualified for really lucrative positions?
Perhaps "lucrative” was a flight of fancy
on the part of the Chairman of the School
Board, and the word “employment" soould
have been used without any decorative
adjective. Certain it is, that in two years
no boys, and only six of the girls, have re-
mained. at school to complete the full
course. Parents in St. Andrews are not
poor, this is not a povetry-stricken Town ;
but if they were much poorer than they
are it would redound to their credit if
they made any sacrifice necessary to keep
their children at school till they were able
to pass all the grades. Half-ed ucated
people can only fill those positions in life
where educational requirements do not
count. They must be hewers of wood
and drawers of water,—useful people, no
doubt, but not the kind of people which
it has been St. Andrews’ proud boast to
have produced in such great proportion in
the past.

Some time ago the Chief Superintend-
ent of of Education caused to be printed
in the Provincial press (it appeared in the
BEACON) a circular advocating the forma-
tion of Parent-Teachers’ Association in
every community, for the advancement of
education. In no place in the Province is
such an Association so much needed as in
St. Andrews, and yet here. the appeal fell
on deaf ears, and no response was made.
Parents in St. Andrews are manifestly
indifferent to the great advantage of their
children receiving the full measure of edu-
cation provided for them What are the
School Trustees doing to improve matters?
For the answer, just go to the Prince
Arthur School grounds and see the con-
dition in which they are permitted by the
Trustees to remain. If straws indicate
the direction of the wind, the school
grounds, in a more positive way, show
that there is a lack of proper supervision
of school property, an entire absence of
pride in the appearance of our only
educational building; and the indifference]
probably extends further. On Empire Day
no flag was flown from the School flag.
staff; and on inquiry we learned that the
Trustees would not supply a halyard be-
eause it had been cut on one or two oc-
casions previously! But the teachers
were not to be denied, for, like Barbara
Fritchie, they stuck the National Flag out
of the window! On the same occasion
only a single member of the School Board
was present at the exercises,—one of the
lady members. At the closing exercises
on June 27 the same number of Trustee
appeared.

Is there ho parental pride left in the
Town, is public spirit not only moribund
but utterly extinct? Cannot something be
done to bring home to all concerned a full
realization of the gravity of the situation
in regard to educational matters in St.

The  Edinburgh
Review (1812) says he “ mixes several very
opposite styles as it were by accident, and
not in general very judiciously ”: this is in
a review of Crabbe’s poems. But the
Coleridgian " Playhouse Musings "—al-
though the FEdinburgh Review of 1812
“ cannot recognise in it any of the peculiar
traits of that powerful and, misdirected
genius whose name it has borrowed "—is
altogether excellent both in spirit and
form; and the “ Baby’s Début,” though on
a distinctly lower plane of art than the
two last-named, is perhaps the most
generally popular, as it is the most widely
known piece in the book. After these

Those of the
authors whose opinions are on record
seem to have shown that they were not
only amused but rasker flattered. Byron,
writing to Murray, “likes the volume of
Rejected Addresses better and better.”
The poets in general were sensible enough
to recognise that, while parody is some-
times meant to ridicule, it is just as often
the irreverent man’s method of sincere
flattery and true appreciation; and that
the best way of attacking poetry is—not
to read it. That is a more dreaded wea-
pon than the wit of all the parodists, and
the “ this will never do ” of all the reviews.
Moreover, even an author who supposes
himself “ attacked ” can find a legitimate
consolation in the fact that his dear
brothers in the craft are all set in the
same pillory as himself.

Perhaps the temptation to parddy was
stronger at the beginning of the nineteenth
century than at any time before or since.
It was really a golden age for the pro-
fession of an art which demands, inter
alia, as large a supply as possible of well-
known authors—not the idols of a clique,
but names about which something at
least is known by “the bald-headed man
at the back of the omnibus, ” the tradition-
al representative of public opinion. Now

Itrﬁught be well to get it firmly fixed in
the mind that there is a difference in the
penalties for playing balls outside the tee-
ing disks. In match-play, if you play the
ball from outside the limits of the teeing
ground, it may be recalled by your oppon-
ent, and may be reteed without penalty.
In medal-play, if the first stroke is played
from outside the limits the stroke must
be counted and the ball reteed, the second
ball being played from within the limits.
o The penalty for the breach of the medal®
play rule is disqualification.

You have the right at any time while
you are playing a hole to find out from
your opponent the number of strokes the
latter has played. If he gives the wrong
information he looses the hole, unless he
corrects the mistake before you have play-
ed another stroke. In medal-play the
penalty is disqualification, and in match-
play the loss of the hole.

MASPERO iand those who will not take the trouble
to read the rule, is an unplayable ball. In
match-play the ball must be played where
it lies, or the hole given up. This does
not apply to balls lying in casual water,
water hazards, or out of bounds, etc. But
if the ball is up against a tree or against a
fence, or in a hole in the fairway, orin
some other unpleasant situations which
are familiar to all golfers, it must be play-
ed or the hole given up. In medal-play a

most sublime passages in poetry; the
whole secret of such performances con-
sisting in the substitution of a mean,
ludierous, or disgusting subject for a
touchingor nobleone” (Edinburgh Review,
1812)." Thus the doggerel versions of the

To say nothing of names which
are now nominis umbrae, like those of
Spencer and Lewis—Byron, Coleridge and
Wordsworth (a tolerably imposing trio)
were at the height of their achievement;
