The -Other Side of Emperor
William's Boer War Scheme
—-An Attempt to Unite With
Russia and France Against
Great Britain y

PARIS, O¢t. 29.—The Echo de Paris
this morning publishes g lengthy arti-
cle giving the other side of the story
coneeriirg the negotiations beween
France, Russia and Germany, to call
upon Great Britain to put an end to
the South Africa War, as told in an
interview with Emperor William
which was putlished in the London
Daily Teleraph yesterday. ' France
joined in the Russian attempt media~
tion only on grounds of humanity,
while Russia acted as spokesman in
the negotiations, in the bellef, from
previous -assurances that Germany
would unite with the other two powers
on this basis. Indeed, the Emperor re-
plied that intervention by the three
powers would be a lengthy affair, and
that if it was wundertaken, France,
Russia and Germany must enter into
e mutual engagement to guarantee the
integrity of their territories. Russia at
once saw that this condition would not
be favorable to France, and designing
danger in Germany’s stand. Transmit-

ting Russia’s decision to M. Delcasse,"

the French Foreign Minister, Count
Mouratview  declared that in the eyes
of his government acceptance of Ger-
many’s condition was inadmissable be-
cause it would imply in the first place
the disappearance of the Franco-Rus-
sian alllance, which henceforth would
be without object. According to the
Echo de Paris, Germany’'s object clear-
ly- was to form a new triple alliance
aginst Great Britain and-at the same
time to destroy the Franco-Russian
aliance, subserviating France in her
policy for all time by conditions which
were tantamount {0 signing the treaty
of Frankfort and giving an engage-
ment never to attempt to reain Alsace
Loraine.

murder of George Clay, a boy belong-
ing to the same settlement, on Octo—
ber 16. The prisoner is lodged in the
county jail here and will come up for
his, preliminary examination in the
police court Saturday morning.

Jrquhart and Clary were out shoot-
ing in the woods when a bullet from
the prisoner’s rifle was discharged in-
to Clary’s meck, inflicting a wound
from which he died twenty minutes
later.

At the inquest held ~by Dr. Wain-
wright, coroner of Stanley, the jury
returned a verdict of “culpable negli-
gence” against Urquhart. The pro-
ceedings now taken to bring Urquhart
to trfal on the charge of murder are
promoted by H. B. Rainsford, clerk of
the peace, on the charge of the verdict
at the inquest.

HUSBAND ON TRIAL FOR

MURDERING HIS WIFE

Whitmore Endeavoring to Prove an Alibi
—6old - Tooth Billy is Now
Under Suspicion,

JERSEY CITY, N. J., Oct. 28. — The
defense at the . trial of Theodore S.
‘Whitmore, of Brooklyn, charged with
the murder of his wife, Lena, whose
body was found-in the Lamblack
Swamp in Harrison, -N. J., last De-
cember, opened under rather dramatic
circumstances today, immediately af-
ter the prosecution had rested its case.

Attempting to strengthen Whitmore's
alibi- and to connect William C. Bart-
lett. known by the police as ‘‘gold
tooth Billy” with the crime, Theodore
Volz, an employe of the Undon Ice
Company was called to the stand. Volz
told of seeing a man on g trolley car in
Newark whose “shifty” walk attracted
lhis attention on the night before the
body was found. This man, he said,
produced a $5 bill, then another, and
followed this by exhibiting 1oose
change and two rings, remarking as
he did sc, “money comes easy in Har-
rison.” '

The witness added that he had seen
the irdividual in question right in
court during the trial.

“Point him out,” said counsel for
the defense. Pointing to the front
bench where Bartlett was sedted, Volz
#aid “There is the man.” Bartlett only
smiled.

The defense was engaged in present-
ing further evidence in an endeavor to
prove an alibi for Whitmore when
court  adjourned.

LONDON, Oct.- 28.—Suffragette dis-
turbances” have driven the government
to the -unusual course ‘of temporarily
closing the strangers’ and ladies’ gal-
leries in the House of Commons.

Two suffragettes had firmly
chained themselves to the grill and
resisted for a time all efforts at remov-
al, crying continuously in shrill tones
their demands for votes. The scene
was watched with amazement from the
floor of the House, but finally the suf-

of the grill itself were removed with
them.

Todd Elected in Charlotte and McLean in Queens-Suynbury
—Emmerson Has Nearly 1,400, a Record Majority,
in Westmorland—A Splendid Answer to the Slander-

The result of yesterday’s
election was an overwhelm-
ing victory for the Liberals of -
New Brunswick:

Even the most optimistic had hardly
expected such a sweep as eleven out ot
thirteen seats in the province.

The re-election of Dr. Pugsley was
no surprise. This had been conceded
early in the fight, but the size of his
majority was a matter for rejoicing
when the virulence and malignity of
the opposition to him was éconsidered.
The majority given Dr, Fugsley was
regarded throughout the city both as
a vote of confidence in him personally
and as a strong endorsement of his re-
cord and an expression of the desira
for a continuation of the good work.
The fact that in the last general elec-
tion the Conservative candidates got a
majority of 1,200 made his majority
show a turn over of 1,700.

While the defeat of James Pender in
the city was a disappointment to the
Liberals they were not at all downcast
over it when they considered that he
had succeeded in reducing Dr. Daniel's
majority by a thousand. His fight was
a gallant one for a man totally unused
to campaigning ‘and opposed by a man
of such personal popularity as Dr.
Daniel.

Next to the election of Dr. Pugsley
the success of Dr. McAlister aroused
the most enthusiasm in the city. The
fact that an untried man could enter
the stronghold of the Conservatives in
New Brunswick and defeat their
strongest man showed the strength of
the Liberal cause in New Brunswick.
It was also considered & well merited
rebuke to the Conservative leaders in ,
harboring such a discredited politician
among their leaders. When it was
learned that Pope and Lefurgey had
also been defeated it was remarked
that “the Foresters haven’t done a
thing in this election.”

The gain considered mext in import-
ance was Todd’s election in Charlotte
county. This was good and almost un-
expected news, as Ganong has always
heen considered one of the hardesi
men to beat in the province.

The re-election of Hon. H. R. Em=
merson was taken almost as & matter
of course, although the size of his ma-
jority was considered somewhat of a
surprise, im view of the bitterness of
the opposition against him.

The efforts which the Conservatives
have been making to defeat Carvell
made the news of his re-election wel-
come, although it did not coms as a
surprise.

LONDON, Oct., 28.—The Dalily Teler

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THE PEOPLE'S VERDICT

It is never easy for the defeated min-
ority to believe in the wisdom of the
successful majority. The loss of an
election sorely tries the faith of some
men in the demoeratic principle of gov-
ernment by the people. They find it
easy to cherish a comforting faith in
their own surpassing intelligence and
to despise their differing fellow-coun-
trymen. They very naturally believe
that their successful opponents are,
for the most part, deceived and ignor-
ant folk, who have no propsr appreci-
ation of the needs of the ecountry.

No one will be disposed to deny the
sorely defeated any comfort they may
extract from such self-confident re-
flections. It is the inalienable privilege
of the minority to be of the same
opinion still. But the local Conserva-
tive organ passes the well-defined lim-
its of good taste when to soothe the
troubled spirits of disappointed Con-
rervatives, it makes the pointed in-
einuation that the Liberal majority in
Monday’s election was 2 purchased ma-
Jority.

If any citizen of the Dominion finds
it possible to believe for one moment
thhat so pronounced a victory could be
obtained by the expenditure of any
amount of money, it would be well for
such a man to betake himself to parts
remote, where he would not be com-
pelled to endure enforced association
with the rogues and villains who make
the majority of his fellow citizens., To
insinuate that it is possible to purchase
from the electors of Canada a majority
in parliament, would be insulting, if
it were not siily.

Any man who believes in Canadians
must believe that the decisive vote of
Monday indicates elearly that Laurier
and the Liberal government have the
unshaken confidence of the Canadian
people. If that means anything it
must mean that the scandal campaign
of the oppeosition has been a dismal
failure. The opposition have utterly
failed in their attempt to ccnvinee the
reople of Canada that graft and cor-
ruption characterized the Liberal gov-
ernment.

Even those men who still
believe the Laurier administration to
be guilty of every charge made against
it, must aémit that the methods by
which Mr. R. L. Borden eand his fol-
lowers sought to discredit the govern-
meént have miserably failed. As The
Standard says: “It will stilt be , the
duty of the opposition to deal with
these questions, to follow up their in-
vestigations, to insist on the right of
the people to honest administration.”
But, as The Standard fails to obsgerva,
it will be their duty to do that work
in a fashion calculated to carry con-
vietion to the minds of honest men.

In the first place they must not de—
fend among themselves the actions
they condemn in others. They cannot
expect men to entertain sertously
c¢harges made by members of the op-
position who stand accused of the very
dishonesty they themselves condemn.
Also, they cannot expect, men to be-
lieve in the wholesale iniquity of the
government if it is imposstble to” fur-
nish that evidence of wrong-doing
which would conwict a man before a
jury of sane and impartial men. They
must not expect men to believe
charges made in the heat of a cam-
paign and in irresponsible newspapers,
unless these same charges are made
and proven on the floor of the House
as they were when the Conservatives
were in power. They must observe
the fact that Canadians dislike slan-
der and mistrust a slanderer.

This fact is worth pondering: The
campaign did fail, and it was a scan-
dal campaign. Think it over.

ORGANIZE

New Bruuswick today is almost solid-
ly Tiberel. It can be kept so only by
means of energetic and unremitting
organization work. The natural effect
of Monday's great vietory and the
comfortable: knowledge that the next
federal elections are at least four years
away may be to make, the Liberals
overconfldent and lazy. If this should
be the effect, a subsequent effect will
be a sharp reverse in the next fight—
28 the Liberals of Nova Scotia. have
painfully lea.rned‘this week.

‘With the exception of a strong leader
and a good cause nothing counts so
much in practical rolitics as effective
organjsation. The splendid victory in
Kings-Albert in the late contest is
largely due to the excellent werk done
in this regard. It was chiefly organiz-
ation whish won Crccket his fight . in
York. Four yecars is not long, and
there are provincinl by-elections and a
provincial gereral election to come in
ithe meantime. Effort for the next cam-
paign should begin before the blocd of
the workers in the campaign just past
has cooled. If the Liberal party in
New Brunswick is alive to its oppor-
tunity and duty it will without delay
take at least preliminary steps in this
direction—preferably by appointing a
permanent organizer for the whole
provinice whose business it shall be to
stimulate and perfect organization in
every county, keeping each in touch
with the ctbher by means of a central
barcau through which the provincial
party leadérs can direct the whole cam-
p% a general in modern warfare
directd-the manoeuvres of his army

over vast areas of territory.

A MECHANICAL DIFFICULTY.

Even ‘the minor industrial uses of
dried and compressed mud, such as
are common in Europe, are hard ‘to
develop in this country,simply because
ingenuity has not yet solved the pro-
blem of getting the peat out in the
American way. That means on a large
scale with labor saving machinery for
every process and with an elaborate
system of distribution.

In countries where peasant labor can
be ‘employed to supplement the mach-
ine briquettes and other peat prepara-
tions in comparatively limited quanti-
ties can be produced cheaply with ma-
chinery that is admittedly imperfect.
But labor costs 80 much in the United
States that until a practically perfect
mechanical system has been devised
coal will not have a formidable compet-
itor in peat. :

How to get peat out in commercial
quantities from the wet, quaggy  bog,
to drive from it the very high per-
centage of moisture it contains without
in so doing also drivinz away some of
its valuable chemical constituents
which are chief factors in its heat pro-
ducing value, and how to prepare it
in s¥ch a form that conservative en-
gineers and firemen will prefer it to
the convenient lump of coal to which
both they and their machinery are ha-
bituated—that is the problem which is
yet to be solved.

lation, but the members are now fam-
iliar with the work and the discussion
of important reforms can be conducted
simultaneously. -
Precedence will be given to two mea-
sures connected with the Agrarian pro-
blem, namely the one permitting the
dissolution of communes and the trans-
fer of lands to individual ownership
and reform of the local courts among

‘the peasantry.The Duma, leaders would

prefer to attack the Agrarian problem
as a whole, but this is not feasible, as
several important sub-divisions are
not ready for consideration. The.new
university statute, the law governing
religious freedom and relating to local
eelf-government are also on the calen-
dar for this season.

WOUNDED BUCK DEER
CHARGED A HUNTER

With Leg Broken and Horn Shot Off,
Dying Animal Made Desperate
Altack on London Man.

EDMONTON, Oct. 27.—With a bul-
let through the top of his heart. one
horn shot off and one leg broken with
other bullets from a 30-30 rifle, a’ big
buck deer actually charged a -hunter
on Gambier Island and succe2ded in
inflicting slight but painful injuries be-
fore the animal was finally despatch-
ed.

That is the record hunting story
which Edgar Waters, a™ormer London,
Ont., resident, who has been in the city
for a few weeks, brings back from
Gambier Island,
spending a fortnight hunting and fish-
ing. He is stopping at a down town
hotel, and has the animal’s head min-
us one 'horn, also a gash a ,couple.of
inches long in his arm which the
wounded animal inflicted with its re-
maining horn when it turned on him.

CARACAS, Venezuela, via Curacoa,
Oct. 28.—Expecting an attack Nov. 1
from a Dutch squadron, La Guayra
has been put in such a state of de-
fense as has been possible. The chief
of artillery of the Venezuelan army
has superintended the work of fortify-
ing. Shells have been distributed to all
the modern guns mounted on the
mountain side above La Guayra.

Holland’s second note to Venezuela,
which has been construed as an ulti-
matim, demanded that the decree for—
bidding the transhipping of Curacoa of
goods destined for Venezuelan ports be
revoked by Nov. 1.

Replying to the note under date of
Sept. 12 (though the fact has just come
to light), President Castro refuses to
revoke the deeree and expresses sur-
prise that the Netherlands government
should ask him to after acknowledg-
ing that he had a right to issue it.

BY BURNS IN HOUSE

Telling Reply to Violent
Threats in The

Commons

LONDON, Oct. 28.—In the House of ;

Commons this afiernoon Percy Alde,
Liberal member from Middlesex, offer—
ed a resolution welcoming the Prime
Minister’s statement regarding the im-
rortance of the problem formed by the
unemployed and approving of the steps
taken by the government in the pres-
ent emergency.
ertson, Liberal, .from Northumberland;
seconded the resolution.

James Keir Hardie, Socialist member
for Merthyr Tydfil, moved an amend-
ment that as ihere were two million
and a quarter unemployed, three-quar-
lers of whom were skilled artisans, the
government’s proposals were inade-
quate. He stated that the present
crigis was due to the neglect of the
government to prepare for such a state
of affairs, although it had been clearly
foreseen.

In conclusion, Mr. Hardie passionate-
ly declared that if the worst came to
the worst he would go among the suf-
fering people, taking the responsibil-
ity for the advice he would give them.
The country, he said, must be shocked
out of its lethargy.

William Crooks, Labor member for
Woolwich, seconded the amendment
and euggested various schemes of re-
lief, closing with a strong attack upon
John Burns, president of the local
board.

John Burns, president of the local
government board, detailed the steps
that had been taken to alleviate the
distress He said that by means of
loans, sanctioned by the local authori-
ties for public works, work costing
between £2,000,000 and £3,000,000 ($10,-
000,009 to $15,000,000) would be put in
operation.

Mr. Burns told Mr. Hardie that while
the latter was making a tour of the
world he (Burns) had started works in
Hardie's constituency for the relief of
the unemployed.

Mr. Burns’ policy, as laid down In
this and other speeches, is to organize
co-ordinate government and municipel
work and to repress sentimental en-
couragement of the waters. Hz2 told
his Laborite opposers tonight that the
average British workman spent more
than five shillings a week for liquor.
He declared that these laborites were
no friends of the workmen if they did
not tell them where the responsibilities
for thelr miseries lay. If the miltinas
wasted by workmen in the timzs of
their prosperity were spent in insur-
ance and trade societies their position
would be far different. He added.

“Indiscriminate charity, mistaken
philanthropy at other people’s expcrse
and relief works badly organizod
would lead to universal baankruptcy
and universal loaferdom.”

Considering the time the shots were
heard by Mr. Bates it is believed that
Gaines came to Miss Wing’s house di-
rectly from his work, meeting the
young woman on the piazza as she
was returning home.

' BOSTON, Mass., Oct. 28.—With the
governor of the commonwealth of
Massachusetts, Curtis Guild, jr., mak-

CURTS TRES D
10 CLEMR HINELF

Declares He was but the In-

strument of Morse’s
Will

NEVER MADE A DOLLAR

r——

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—The appar-
ent determination of Alfred H. Curtis
to- exonerate himself of all blame in
connection with the banking transac-
tions for which he and Chas. W.Morse
are uow undergoing trial in the United
States district court here, became more
defined today, when under the prompi-
ing of his attorney, Mr. Curtis pro-
duced a letter written by himself un-
der date of June 13, 1907, addressed to
Morse, in which he made vigorous pro-
test against the continuance of prac-
tices inaugurated by the latter and
which, in Curtis’ opinion, constituted &
grave menace to the stability of the
Bank of North America.

The incident of the overdraft of
$210,000 by Morse, previously testified
to, was made the subject of searching
questioning by the witness’ own attor-
ney. Mr. Curtis related the coming
of F. Augustus Heinze to him with ¢}
request for a loan of $126,000 and hi;
refusal to grant the accommodation
Morse had remonstrated with him,
saying, “Unless we let them have the
money they must go to the wall.” Cur-
tis had stood firm, however, he sald,
and retorted: “They cannot have @&
cent of the bank’s money; if they must
fail, they must fail.”

Morse Honored It

To his amusement, howaver, he testi~
fied that a personal check of Chas. W.
Morse for $126,000, drawn to the order
of Heinze, came through the next day.
The check had been honored, although
Morse, at the time, the witness suid,
had a balance to his credit of only
$3,100. Y

“I at once went to Mr. Mor3s,” the
witness stated, “and told him that he
must protect the bank and at: once
wipe out the overdraft. Mr. Morse
sent out and got two. boxes of securi-
ties and turned over their contenis to
me. T told him that the secucities he
offered were insufficient and he of-
fered to _give me an order on $1,090,000
of steamship bonfls, which he had on
deposit in Lpondon. I accepted the
offer and, upon being given the crder,
at once cabled to London to have the
securities held, subject to the Bank
of North America’s order.”

The witness was then turnad overto
the attorneys for Morse for what vir—
\ tually proved a cross-examination. De-
spite the efforts of the Morse attorneys
to present Curtis in the light of a free
agent, who had at all times been free
from the control of Morse, the witaess
persisted in maintaining his contentinn
that he had been but the instrument
of another's will and' purpose.

“I never made a dollar throagh any
speculations in any of the enterprises
upon which the bank was loaning
money,” said he. “I earned my zalary
and that was all. The bank was m¥
life’s business and I worked for it con-
scientiously and faithfully.”

An adjournment was taken until to-
morrow, when Mr. Curtis will be fur-
ther questioned.

MONTGOMERY FOUND

- GUILTY SECOND TIME -

PITTSBURG, Pa. Oct. 26.—William
Montgomery, cashier of the Allegheny
National Bank until the discovery of
a shortage in its funds of over $1,250,—
000 early last summer, necessitated
closing the institution, was for the sec-
ond time this week, today found 'guilty
of embezzlement and abstraction of
funds, his peculations in the two_cases
amounting to $613,000.

Other indictment against Montgomery
are pending.

Every' effort has been made by the
prosecution and bank’'s directors to
learn from Montgomery what became
of the money abstracted or who be-=
sides himself received the money, but
the cashier has steadfastly refused teo
involve others.

GHURCHILL OUT FOR A BIG NAVY

The President of the British Board of Trade Addresses His
; Gonstituents at Dundee.

Mr.. Churachillg bpresident of the Brit-
ish Board of Trade, accompanied on
the platform by Mrs. Churchill, has
deHvered an important addresg to his
congtituents at Dundee.

“All the diplomatists,” he said, ‘“are
enjoying themselves enormously; all
1he hewspaper offices are buzzing like
disturbed hives of hornets; all the
wiseacres are bulling the longest pos-
sible faces, Let us keep quite calm;
nothing very serious will happen.

“There is (ne lesson—how very sude
denly these cries can arise, how they
can corhe out of the blue sky with
scarcely any ‘warning, and how very
vaih it would be for a nation like ours
to trust merely to the stipulationg of
international agreements or to the
smootia phrases -of ceremonious diplo-
macy. No, if we wl;h to keep our-
Selves in this island free ang inde~
pendent of European difficulties, I eay
that it is indispensable that these is-
lands should be guarded by @& navy
sufficiently powerful to amake us im-~

mune from all possibility of attack.

“While this Government is resolved
to exert over the spending departments
thrifty control, and while we have no
intention whatever of allowing foolish
panic-mongers to drow us into wildor
aggressive schemes of naval expendi-
ture, nevertheless, the Government will
do their duty and see that the great
arm of defence and not deflance is
maintained in the thighest state of effi-
ciency and strength—(cheers)—and s0
our sailors shall not merely go to sea
in superior force, but in the best of
ships that science can invent and
money can buy.” (Appilause.)

The Liberal Party was a Home Rule
varty. (“Hear hear.”) Its policy was
to give Ireland an Irish Parliament
for the management of exclusively Ir-
ish afrairs, subject to the proper con-
trol by the Imperial Parliament »
and when another election took place
the Liberal party should not in any
way bind itself not to prevent the pol-
icy which had been put forward for
the proper pacification of ¥rish claims.

THE OLD SANDY HOOK ‘
LIGHTSHIP TO 60

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—Sandy Hook
lightship, marking the location known
for more than fifty years by that title,
will go out of existence officially on
December 1. On that day a new light-
ship will be anchored in the self same
spot, marked in big black letters and
figures on her straw colored side — 87
Ambrose Channel 87—and from that
time ¢“Sandy Hook Lightship” will
disappear from the logs of the ocean
steamships. The brick red steam
lightship that has become so familiar
to hundreds of commanders of steam
and sailing vessels will be withdrawn,
and the expression “off the lightship”
as the end of a transatlantic trip will
no_longer mean Sandy Hook lightship.
. Although a small wooden lightship
wth lights of minor power was an-
chored more than fifty years ago five
miles from the entrance to Godney
Channel in nearly the same location
as the present guide, it was not until
twenty-four years ago that a suitable
craft was put-there. This lightship,
built in 1884, was replaced by the pre-
sent craft in 1892, a steel vessel, with
electric lamps and steam power to save
her should-she break from her moor-
ings. As the vessel was slowly wear-
ing away with age, it was decided two
years ago to replace her with a mod-
ern craft, and with the new ship éame
a spirited discussion as to change of
name.

The matter was taken up at several
meetings of the lighthouse establish—
ment bureau in Washington ang it was
finally decided that the importance of
the new deep waterway into New York
Harbor demanded that the marking
ship should bear its name. So strong
Wwas sentiment against the change that
the new lightship has lain for several
months fully complete at the yard at
Tompkinsville without the words Am-
brose Channel on the sides.

At last the name of the channe] was
declared to be more to the point than
the words “Sandy Hook,” especially as
all of the big ships coming in by the
lightship mark would steam fully three
miles away from the Hook in their use
of the new Ambrose Channel. A week
ago the big letters were painted on and
the ship is now fitting up ready to go
cn the station.

According to officials the lighthouse
department fully expects all sorts of
protests to be made by those who cling
to the old name. TThere is te be no
change in the lights or fog signals.

MAINE BEARS ARE
HEAVY DRINKERS

Bill Babcock Explains Why
They Acquire Evil
Habit

TOO MANY APPLES.

BANGOR, Oct. 28.—“All the bears of
Penobscot county I have ever known,”
said William Baboock, of Bradley,
“feel as if they cannot den up for the
winter until after they have had a pro-
tracted drunk from eating crab apples
that have stayed on the trees cold
nights until théy were frozen clear
through and then hung out ana thawed
in the sunlight and repeated the oper-
ation until fermentation set in and the
sweet cider has turned to a good imita-
tion of the old Medford rum.

#Of course a bear that is real fat, so
fat that his eyes are ciosing up and
making him blind,will stagger away to
some old blowndown and hide away
under the protecting trunk of a rotting
tree and go off into its winter snooze
without any sleeping potion; but an
average bear that is young and active
seems to dread going to sleep for six
months on a stretch,and puts it off as
long as it can and gets drunk and
blunders away to the nearest hiding
place and drops off to sleep in an in-
toxicated stupor.

“It is too bad to have a respectable
young bear that has passed the summer
in picking and eating berries, and that
has put on its last layer of fat from
gathering :and eating mellow windfalls
in the autumn orchards, get into the
habit of'drinking liquor.

“An overdose of hard cider made from
fermented apple juice has the same ef-
fect on bears that it does on men, and
makes them careless of their own wel-
fare and quarrelsome and generally
disagreeable.

“I wish the Maine prohibitory law
could get at those ungathered apples
and put a stop to drunkenness among
bears, but I fear the reform movement
will arrive too late to do any good to
the bears. I have already killed two
promising young bears this fall be-
cause of their weakness for strong
drink, and if the snow holds off long
enough I may secure two or three
mdre, though, I am ashamed of my
conduct.

HAD GIVEN UP ALL HOPE
WHEN HELP ARRIVED

Seamen Spent Four Days om a Helpless
Wreck—Rescued by German
Steamer,

LIVERPOOL, Oct. . 28—How
schooner Mystery took her crew of six
as near to death for four days and
nights as any man could be and live
was narrated by her captain - yester-
day, on his rescue agd landing after
the wreck. :

“In all my experience .of the sea I
have seldom felt so péar death,” said
Captain Dean. “We l0aded a cargo of
dried codfish at Merchantman’s
Labrador, and ‘sailed on Sept. 14 for
Gibraltar. Though the Mystery was
built over thirty years ago, she was a
good eajler, and had weathered many
storms;

“We were only a few hours out
when a tremendous gale set--in, and
continued with -increasing violence day
after day. The sea was mountainous,
and tossed the schooner about like 2
cork, now high on the crest, now plung-
ed in the trough. The decké were con-
tinually a-wash; great seas broke over
her ,and we all had many narrow es-
capes of being swept into the sea as
we crawled about on our duties.

“For four days we battled against
the gales; our craft creaked and strain-
ed, but weé hoped ehe would remain
tight till the gale abated.” On the
fourth day, however, the schooner
strained so that she snrang a bad leak,
and the next thing we learned was that
there was three feet of water in the
hold, rising steadily. &

*“All ‘hanas manned the pamps and
toiled at them desperately, = without
ceasing, day snd night, for the best
part of a week. Had we rested we
should have gone under, and even with
the efforts that utterly exhausted us
the water gained.

“No help was in sight_on the tumb-
ling ocean, ¢nd at last we began tg de-
spair. In a last attempt to eave the
ship we threw the cargo overbeoard,
yet witn the decks cnly two
above the water we were foregd to look
death. in the face.

“We hiad abandoned hope, when, at
the last moraent, we sighted a steam-
cer. We made frantic efforts to attract
her attention, but she held on her
course without seeing us.

“Such a sight compelled despair, but
life is dear, and we toiled anew at the
pumps of thke poor old staggering
wreck. Our two boats and most of the
rigging were gcne. -

“For twenty-four hours longer we
workad like slaves with  the grip of
death apon us. And then, just as phy-
sical exhaustion wase conquering us at
last, we saw a large vessel rapidly
bearing down. £he turned out to be the
Géerman Lloyd liner Main, commandad
by Captain Janssen, from New York
for Bremen. Our decks were then flush
with the sea, and ° we ‘had searcely
strengch to keep ourselves from being
washed overboard. ' The heavy gale
was still raging, but a lifeboat was
launched from the ‘liner, and they res-
cued 18, witn much difficulty and dan-
ger. It was rot easy to believe, as we
stood safe on the biz stip’s deck, that
we were still alive.”

MALL DELIVERY FOR -
THE WHOLE PROVINGE

Dr. Coulter, post . office inspector,
talking with a reporter for The Sun
last evening, stated that he expected
that the work of introducing the rural
mail would go right ahead in the prov-
ince.

Eastport is usually
spoken of as the most easterly point
of United States, but as a matter of
fact Quoddy Head, which is in the
town of Lubec, extends a fraction of a
mile further eastward than Eastnort.—
Beacon.
