COPPER MINERS

(From the Mining and Scientific Press.)

Nearly three years of 17 cents a
pound copper, contrasted with 25 years
preceding of copper selling from 7 to
11 cents a pound, is responsible for an
enormous sum of existing jnvestment
in the business of copper mining. Now
that i7 cents a pound copper is passing |
into history, an estimation of its per-
manent effect on the industry is a
timely matter of consideration for the
owners of copper mines.

In this consideration there are three
elements of which account is to be ta-
ken: There are the copper mines; the
copper miners, who are the people who
mine copper for the legitimate profit
margin between cost of production
and market selling price, and the cop-
per mining stock speculators. This
last has special reference, not to peo-
ple to whom stock in copper mines is

ness, but to a lesser number to whom
stock in copper mines is an opportu-
nity to mine—not for copper—but for
the capital of the others supposed by
them to be invested in a safe mining
business. This last described element |
in the business has been and is still in
public interest the leading one.

Ostensibly the business organization
of a great industry into its logical in-
dustrial position, = the Amalgamated
Copper Co., has proven itself really to
be nothing more than the business or-
ganization of a great gambling device.

‘In a garb of more accepted responsi-
bility and a change of place, the oper-
ators of this corporation have differed
only by the greater magnitude and
boldness of their work from the peo-
pile who made the same game with
the Comstock silver mining as an Op-
portunity. The methods have been
the same. The results are if anything |
more a misfortune. The stimulation of |
gold and silver mininng by the Com-
sfock stock speculation created a
competition in metal production, which
lowered the natural profit of the busi-
ness; The stimulation of copper min-
ing has created a competition which is
lowering profits and will continue to
for a long period of time in advance.

The Amalgamated Copper Co. was
organized publicly in the spring of
1899. Privately, the organization start- |
ed nine months earlier, in May, 1898.%
Between these two dates the organi- '
zers gathered together the stocks of |
several large producing mines, and
where they obtained a majority inter-
est took control through their agents.
The consumption of ¢opper was known
t0 be exceeding current production and
absorbing the stored surplus. This

1 in July, 1896, called attention |
to the fact that the consumption was |
increasing very rapidly and exceeding
production—had very nearly a.b:sorb-l
ed the surplus. The next move was the |
raising of the price of copper, 2 very |
.simple, easy matter at the time and
under the conditions. With the time
for the advance decided on in Novem-
b_er._1898, it was made an accomplished
fact within 60 days aftecward. With
the public prestige of this accomplish-
ed fact the public organization of the
Amalgamated was made. The oper-
ators constituting themselves the fu-
ture ‘managers invited the public to
supply the money copital.

The managers of the money contrib-
qted by the public, they, with the con-
sent of that public, exchanged it for
some of their accumulated copper min-
ing stocks—not all of them—taking a
money profit of the difference between
the price they paid for the stocks in
1898 and the open market price in 1899,
when the company was organized.

Copper mining is no
longer the comparatively simple prob-

jor ores. The bulk of the production
comes now from ores in which copper
is only one of not less than three met-
al values;, with wide differences in dil-
ferent mines in the respective value
ratios. These will make the essential
commercial differences. In this con-
nection it must not be overlooked that
silver has lost materially in market
value, and its future sale price must
be estimated on as well as that of cop-
Jer. |

The copper mines that carry gold
values are safe to be found the most
desirable. In the end, too, the mines
that can sustain their own reduction
plants will have a considerable econo-
mic advantage over mines that de-
pend on custom treatment plants. Fin-
ally it can be accented that the situa-
tion is not fully cleared  yet, though
one uncertain factor has been largely
discounted out of it. It would seem im-
probable that belief in the power of a
combination to maintain the copper
price far above a natural level, would
soon again become the dominant be-
lief of the capital owning public.

How Valuation of
Ore Is Arived At

(From the Pacific Coast Miner.)

It is not difficult for a man who, knows
how to estimate the value of a horse,
because the horse is visible to the
naked eye, and perceptible to the
touch. But to estimate the value of 2,-
000 pounds of loose rock supposed to
contain 200 pounds of copper or 40 or
50 ounces of silver, or even only four
or five ounces of gold is quite another
matter. The valuable material is so in-
timately mixed with the refuse that it
can neither be seen nor handled. And
yet every day hundreds of thousands
of dollars are paid by the various
smelters for the purchase of such ores,
and raid with so near an approach to
a fajr valuation that the owners of the
ore are satisfied and the smelters make
money. :

The details of the process.are clearly
set forth in an interview with Dr.

Godshall, appearing in the Grand En-
campment Herald. Dr. Godshall said:

“Naturally the first step in connec-
tion with the ore is to find out the
weight of the shipment. To get this
correctly the ore is weighed in Fair-
bank wagon scales as it comes in, and
the weight so obtained is called. the
gross or wet weight, as all the ore ta-
ken out of the ground containg mois-

per mines—two to three years at the
Jeast. The company paid large divi-
dends regularly and the stock became
4an investment. Stock in copper mines
fluctuated greatly. Amalgamated
was steady < with gradually gaining
market quotations as the feeling of se-=
curity of investment in it gained with
the public. Meanwhile the money re-
leased to the managers by the taking
over of their stocks was used to ex-
tend their stock ownership and con-
trol of other mines—notably the Bos-
ton & Montana and Butte & Boston—
which they had not yet turned in to
the company. Withdrawing these
stocks from the market the quotations
naturally gained. The demand for
them could not be supplied outside of
the locked-up stock.

To determine how much water
is in the ore an ayerage sample is taken
from the whole shipment, This is cal-
led the moisture sample, and is put in-
to a pan and carefully weighed, and
then put into a steam dryer where it
is kept at as high a temperature as
dry steam can make it for 24 hours,
after which it is weighed again. The
difference in weight is represented by
the water dried out of the ore. A sim-
ple calculation will now reduce this to
per cent, and from this we determine
the actual dry weight of the ore.

«“Phe next step is to determine the
value of the contents of the ore as rep-
resented by the four metals—copper,
gold, silver and lead, and this is ac-
complished ad follows:

“The ore is sampled in what is term-
ed a ‘lot’ which is simiply 2a certain
amount of ore sampled at one time.
This is to avoid sampling each wagon
load as it is delivered. The ore. is
shoveled into bins until the proper
amount is in each bin, usually not less
than 25 or 50 tons to the lot.'It is
then taKen from the first bin, called

the crusher, which is a 9x15 Blake
crusher. ¥rom the crusher it. drops
into a short elevator, which in turn
. discharges it into a set of rolls which
| crush it a little finer. The material
from the rolls is discharged into another
| elevator which delivers .it to an auto-
matic sampling machine. There are
two automatic samplers in the samp-
: ing mill. Each takes out ten per cent
of whatever material is passed through

, done is as follows:

“The crushed ore is discharged from
the elevator through a spout and iron
hopper, the latter being a part of the
automatic sampler. The ten per cent
is taken out with a clip attached to an
iron cone, which revolves, and with
each revolution the cup passed direct-
ly through the stream of ore; and as
| the diameter of the cup is just ten
petr cent of the total length of the cir-
cumference of the cone, it follows that
the cup must be directly underneath

the stream of ore, and therefore must

“One part goes to the shipper, - one
is assayed by the smelter and the third
is put away to be used only in ¢ase
of disputé’ between the assays of “the
shipper and the smelter, in whichgcase
the third part is sent to an indeggod- |
ent assayer who is mutually satisize- |
tory to both parties.

“Having now determined the dry
weight as well as the assay of the ore,
a simple calculation will give'the num-
ber of pounds of copper or lead ‘con-
tained, as well as the number of oun-
ces of silver and gold. The process of
assaying is understood by everyoae.
The only thing to remember in this con-
nection is that if a few grains of ma-
terial contain a certain amount of val-
uable metals, a simple proportion will
tell the amount of precious metals con-
tained in a ton .of the same material.
After having determined the exact
amount of valuable metal present in
the ore the value of the ore is deter-
mined by the actual market

which basis the ore is bought, deduct-
ing at the same time the cost of smelt-
ing, which depends upon the charagter
of the ore.

There are two fac-
tors in connection with smelting,
which, when understood, will make
the operation seem quite simple. These
factors are heat-and the proper mix-
ture of materials. Heat is obtained
by burning coke mixed in certain pro-
portions with the material to be smelt-
ed. The combustion of this coke is
accomplished by means of a forced
draught, which enters the column of
ore, coke and fluxes near the bottom.
As the forced draught reaches the
coke, the latter is burned up and suffi-
cient heat is generated to melt every-

These are the large increase in
ore production and the establishment
and regular and successful operation
of two local smelting works. The year
1900 witnessed the advancement of the
Industry from the purely development
period to the initial stage of produc-
tion,  and it is with very much gratifi-
cation that the present reviewer, after
a long anticipation of the arrival of
such a time, was enabled a year ago
to direct attention to the fact that the
district had at length attained to a
position fairly justifying its earlier
claim to be ranked as one of the more
important mining sections of the pro-
vince. Comparing, though, the posi-
tion at the close of the year now end-
ing, with that obtained 12 months ago,
there is far more abundant reason for
pride in the district’s present stand-
ing as a producer, and there is added
cause for satisfaction in that it has'!
been amply demonstrated that local
mining and smelting conditions make
it possible, with copper maintaining
anywhere near its recent market value,
to profitably treat and mine the im-
mense bodies of low grade ore occur-
ring in the district. Possibly the most
important experience gained during the
year is the realization of the fact that
both mining and smelting must, to
ensure profitable returns, be carried on
on a large scale, and it is especially
encouraging to note that both of the
mining and smelting companies opera-
thing largely in the district are al-
ready turning this experience to prac-
tical account by considerably enlarg-
ing the treatment capacity of their
respective reduction works and exten-
sively adding to producing facilities at
their mines, whilst two or three other
companies are actively preparing to
similarly provide for -the eventual
working of their mines and establish-
ment of smelters, along similar lines.
Among other features, also worthy
of mention, are the following: The
quarrying method of mining ore has
been siiccessfully adopted, the Granby
company’s Knob Hill mine, and the
B. C. Copper Company’s Mother Lodei
mine having opened enormous surface |
quarries in ore which is sent direct to
the smelter as it comes from the
quarries, without being sorted at all; |
and several other mines are preparing
to do likewise. The diamond drill has
been brought into use in five or six:
mines, to prospect for ore bodies be- |
low or beyond existing mine workings.'
The Granby company was the first in |
recent years to adopt this method of
prospecting in this district, and later |
the B, C., Snowshoe, - Morrison °and
others followed suit, in some instances
with satisfactory results. Railway fa-
cilities have to some extent been' in-
creased, whilst. transportation projects
have beén’ started which will benefit
the district. The Canadian Pacific
railway has added to the number of
short spurs from:, its lines, = thereby
making. ore shipping operations more
expeditious and economical at the
mines thus eonvenienced. Of the new
railways referred to, two are in course
of construction, one. from Marcus,
‘Wash., via Cascade City and Grand
Forks, to Republic, Wash., and the|
other, a shorter line connecting the two
last named towns. “ These will bring
the Republic and other nearby mining
camps on the Colville Indian reserva.-|
tion into close connection with the;
Granby company’s smelter at Grand
Forks, whilst the former will give the
last named town a competing railway,

the chief mining camps of the Boun-
dary. It has been announced that ar-
rangements have been made to shortly
commence the permanent survey of the
projected  Vernon-Midway railway,
which will when completed afford

promising mining properties now being
opened up on the ‘West Fork of Kettle
river. Arrangements are well forward
‘for supplying the district with eleetric
power, the Cascade Power company
being now engaged in completing its
works at Cascade City for generating
electricity and having its transmission
line from Cust¢adé to Phoenix nearly
completed. The Granby company has
increased the capacity of its power
plant ou the North Fork of the Kettle
river, so it will have ample power for
its largely increased smelting plant and
some to spare, too. :

Statistics relating to ore production
and treatment. are given below, but
before going into these some general’
comment on the several mining camps |
in the district and.the chief properties
in them that have from time to time
had mention in the press will likely
prove of interest. Taking the camps
in order of importance from the joint
standpoint of development and pro-
duction, Greenwood camp, (so named
officially but also known as Phoenix
camp), easily comes first, both as re-
gards footage of development work
done and tonnage of ore shipped. Six
months ago the writer compiled statis-
tics of underground work done to May
3ist throughout the district, the ob-
tainment and compilation of which oc-
cupied more than a week. Lack of time
has prevented similar work being un-
dertaken to bring the figures down to
date, but it may be stated that the
number of lineal feet of work done in
underground development of the mines
of Greenwood camp has now reached
an approximate total 'of 27,000 feet, or
more than five miles of underground
workings. Of this total about 11,000
feet has been done on the Granby com-
pany’s group of mines, about 7,000 in
the Dominion Copper company’s mines,
some 6,000 feet in the Snowshoe, 2,000
feet in the Gold Drop, and 1,000 feet in
the War Eagle. The two last named
properties have not been at work dur-
ing the year. The Domlnion Copper
company shut down its mines a few

ed on them shortly. Machinery and
plant have been added to at the mines
of both the Granby and Dominion Cop-
per companies, whiilst the Snowshoe
quite recently ordered from the Jen-
<kes Machine company twe additional
large. steam boilers and the first half
of'a 80-drill air compressor, to be
be so constructed as to be suitable for

-working by either steam power or elec-

tricity, similar in this respect to com-
pressors in use at several of the lar-
ger minese at Rossland. The Granby
company has erected more mine build-
ings and cottage residences, the latter
for married employes, and the Sncow-
shoe company lately built new offices,
bunk and boarding houses, and com-
fortable villa residences for its mine
manager and foreman respectively.
Phoenix, situate close to the princi-
pal mines of Greenwood camp, is now
an incorporated town and is making
many street and other improvements
and providing water and other public
conveniences necessary for the contin-
ued advancement of the town.

Deadwood camp, which ranks next
in importance, has three mines at work
viz., the Mother Lode, Sunset and Mor-
rison. The average footage of de-
velopment work done is about 18,000
feet, of which 7,000 has been done in
the Mother Lode, about 4,000 in the
Sunset and adjoining Crown Silver,
(both owned by the Montreal and
Boston Copper' company), 3,000 in the
Morrison, and the remaining 4,000 di-
vided between the Buckhorn,
Hopes, D. A. and Gold Bug group, Mar.
guerite, Greyhound and Ah There. The
Mother Lode equipment includes the
largest air compressor yet brought in-
to the district, also the. biggest hoist.
At this mine, too, is the only convey-
ing belt plant in the Boundary with its
accompanying big rock crusher, the
ore being crushed here before going to
the smelter. A still larger rock crusher
is being put in, this being necessary
t0 keep pace with the increasing treat-
ment capacity of the company’s smelt-
er. Several new buildings were erect-
ed at this mine during the year, whilst
at the neighboring Sunset mine sub-
stantial and commodious boarding and
bunk houses were recently substituted

for the smaller buildings previously !

in use, and ore bins, railway spurs, and
other shipping facilities have been
provided, and a large hoisting engine
ordered, the intention being that this

mine. shall ere long continuously ship

ore on an appreciably large scale.
Steady progress has been made at the
Morrison mine during -the year and
recent reports are to the effect that the
diamond drill has shown the existence
of a promising ore body at the 300-foot
level. Test shipments of ore have been
made this month to the Trail and
Granby smelters respectively, aggrega-
ting during the first 10 days about 200
tons. West of Deadwood camp: the
only district. mine worked during the

| year ‘was the' King Solomon, which

lately suspended operations after send-
ing to the smelter about 850 tons of
copper ore of generally good grade.
Summit camp properties have had a
fair amount of attention during the
year, but outside of the B. C. mine
there has not been very substantial
progress made. A reference to the table
of ore shipments will show that the B.
C. mine has contributed to an import-
ant extent to the output of the year.
Besides making a goodly showing as
regards tonnage this mine is notewor-
thy as yielding ore of higher average
grade than most of the other produc-
ing mines of the Boundary. Its output
was restricted during two or three

months following the curtailment of op-

erations at the Trail smelter, conse-
quent on the miners’ strike at Ross-
land, but since then the Greenwood
smelter has been able to take more of
its ore than earlier. A lot of explora-
tory work was done in the R. Bell
mine, but although the ore met with
was of higher grade than js usual in
the district it was not in large quan-
tities, so operations were discontinued
here early in the fall. The Blue Bell
was worked down to about 120 feet, at
which depth the ore was cut. off by a
thick sheet of porphyry, which’ occur-
rence: is, however, only characteristic
of this part of the camp, experience in
the neighboring B. C. mine being that

the ore is usually met with again im-,

mediately under-the porphyry. ' -The
owners of the Blue Bell having de-
clined to extend the time for making
payments under the bond, work was
discontinued and the bond allowed to
lapse. The Oro Denoro has been ex-
amined two or three times with a view
to purchase from the King Mining
company, which apparently lacks the
capital necessary to make a shipping
mine of it, but it is generally under-
stood that prospective buycrs were not
prepared to pay the price asked for the
property. Nothing has been done on
the Emma excepting sending a few
carloads of surface rock out.  The
Mountain View and the Rathmullen
group have no progress of importance
to note. In the neighborhood of Sum-
mit camp the Rambler claim has had
attention, and now the diamond drill
is to be wused to prospect the claim
from its 100-foot level, but so far the
promise given by the big surface out-
crop of mineral has not been realized
underground, although the indications
are favorable to eventual success.

In Wellington camp both the Winni-
peg and the Golden Crown are now at
work. The year’s record of the Winni-
peg is one of plucky and persistent
effort to compel success, and it must be
gratifying to those who displayed un-
usual perseverance in developing this
mine to think that it is in a more sat-
isfactory condition now, from a mining

nolicy by the most competent advice
they can obtain, so that the prospects
of the Golden Crown redeeming 'its
past appear favorable. The Athelstan
was worked for a part of the year and
shipped some ore, but at the present
it is idle, as too is the Hartford, now
owned by an incorporated company.
. The Jewel, in Long Lake camp, has
had another spell of work, but at the
time of writing it is closed down. What
is known as the northeast ledge has
been sunk on and a long crosseut has
been run in an endeavor to find the
ledge at depth, but it is stated without
success. The ledge known as the Jewel
ledge has, however, been picked up
again at the 230-foot level beyond
where it faulted, so this find adds to
the.ﬂue of the mine. The discovery
.de, though, after the manager
left”the mine for England, and sus-
pension of work following shortly af-
ter, not much is yet known of the con-
ditions under which the ore here oc-
curs. It has been freely stated that a
body of ore cpened up at the 380-foot
level a few weeks ago carries higher
values than the-ore mined at the other
levels and, which was already of a
grade that left a margin of profit.
About 225 tons of Jewel ore were ship-
ped to the smelter in the fall. The di-
rectors in England will probably de-
| cide upon future operations and fur-
ther consider the question of putting
“in a reduction plant, after they have
| had opportunity of conferring with the
manager. Some more prospecting has
| been done on the Ethopia, and on the
North Star, but little work was done
on other claims in this camp.
'{'hevonly property at work in Central
camp during the year, outside of the
annual assessments, was the No. 7

mije ,0wned by some of the same New |
York mining men as have made a big |
mine of the Mother Lode. - They put in

a steam power plant and extended the
levels at 60 feet and 120 feet depth and
now the shaft is being sunk to 200 feet
or deeper, the stopes in the two levels
named being meanwhile got into shape
for maintaining a steady output of ore
when the snow shall have made the
roads good enough: to permit of heavy
hauling being resumed. About 800 tons
of ore from this mine have recently
been treated at the Greenwood smelt-
er. The No. 7 will likely give a good
account of itself during the coming
year. The properties of the City of
Paris and Majestic companies have not
been worked for some time past, which
has been a disappointment to those
o looked to this camp keeping its end
uf™®his yéar.' In Smith’s”canip, near
Boundary Falls, the Ruby, under bond
to Detroit capitalists, is being prospec-
ted with indications of its being found
| to. contain ore bodies that it will pay
to work. Seveéral carloads of ore from
this claim were:sent toithe Greenwood
smelter ‘last gnonth, but the returns,
believed to be good, the ore presenting
a very promising appearance, have not
yet been made public. The Republic
group, in the same camp, like others,
upon which work had previously’been
done, remained closed down all through
the year, but efforts are being made to
again interest capital in this group.
The Lake is the sole property at
| present operating in Skylark camp. A
steam power plant was put in last
suMimer and substantial and roomy
mine buildings erected. Over the ver-
tical ‘shaft, now down well on towards
150 feet, a well built gallows frame
stands, with provisions for automatic
dumping of the big bucket. A strong
body of iron-copper ore was in the
shaft for about 70 feet, but it dipped
out at about 100 feet depth. A crosscut
will shortly be run to cut it again. At
present depth stringers of ore carry-

dications are favorable to good resuilts
being obtained there. A little work is
being done on a narrow vein of rich
ore on the Providence claim, in the
camp of the same name. Several pros-
péctors are at work in Kimberly
but developments there are not yet at-
tracting much attention. Graham’s
camp, near Midway, has been very
much neglected of late.

Outside "camps are not yet making
much progress. Up the West Fork of
‘the Kettle ‘river ther are some Droo-
erties ‘that with trinsportation facili-
tieg provided, would likely soon develop
into paying mines, the ore being of a
much ‘higher grade than generally 6c-
curs in the more fdvorably situated

ps of the district. The Carmi,
which shipped nearly 900 tons of ore
last winter, is the most developed at
the presnt, but the Butcher Boy, Ram
bler, Sally and two or three others are
also considered good claims. Franklin
camp, up the east branch of the North
Tork of Kettle river, is also reported
to have some good claims, but that
camp is yet withaut wagon road com-
munication, and is so at great disad-
vantage in developing its prospects.
Much booming was done. by Grand
Forks people in an endeavor to attract
attention to alleged coal fields, but so
far little has transpired to show that
the seams discovered are important
either in size or number.

The following table shows the quan-
tities of ore shipped during the year
by the mines of the Boundary, respec-
tively, as aggregating about 385,000
tons. The actual tonnage for 11 months
ending November 30, was 351,842 ‘tons.
Adding 83,068 tons for December,
which is rather below the output of
either October or November, the total
of 385,000 tons is well within the mark.
For the purpose of comparison the
shipments of ‘individual mines during
1900 are also given.

His
plan was a three-Americas railway,
which was to traverse the length of the
western hemisphére from tiie  Straits
of Magellan to Hudson Bay, and a con-
nection beyond Behring Straits with a
line that should cross Asia to poin th_e'
railway lines of Europe. That was long
before the days of the Trans-Siberian
railroad, which has filled in at least
one stretch of the dream. Eleven years
ago the late Seator Stanford of Cal-

26 years from that time an earth-en-
cbrcung railroad would be in existence.
His prediction provoked wide comment
and considerable derision from engi-
neering experts and others. The s
posed impassibility of Behring Straits
and the difficulty of building and main-|
taining & road through the frozen and
mountainous wastes of Alaska were
pointed out as insuperable obstacles.
The real engineering problem of the
undertaking would of course be the
passage of Behring Straits. The Straits
are 48 miles wide but the distance is
broken by Little and Big Diomede is-
lands near the middle. The islands are
two miles apart and the line of demar-
cation between Alaska and Siberia
runs. midway - between them. 'rhe
Straits average ‘about 27 fathoms in
depth. Several plans of varying prac-
ticability have been suggested. for
crossing this stretch between Cape
Cape. A
bridge would be out of the question
owing to the swift current and the win-
ter ice flow  which would speedily de-
molish such a structure. A tunnel has
been advocated, but the mind faints
at the magnitude of this proposition.
Miner Bruce in his volume “Alaska,”
suggests that a line across the Straits
be filled in with rock allowing suffi-
cient openlng for the water to flow
through and for vessels to pass, thus
forming an adamantine roadway Dbe-
tween the extreme west and esat. The
‘mountains at Cape Prince of Wales,
Mr. Bruce points out, would supply
endless quantities of rock, and their
gradual slope toward the Straits would |
render it feasible to get the stone to
the wat er's edge. This also would be
a Titanic project, requiring unlimited
capital and labor, even though, as Mr:
Bruce suggests 25,000 Eequimaux from
Alaska and -Siberia and Russia’s Si-
berian convicts were impressed in the
work. A plan that would receive more
serious attention from _scientific men
is that recently outlined by Paul Hein-
ze, a. civil-engineer, who helped to build
the Northern Pg.dﬂc road through the
mountains of Montana and in- the:sum-
mer of 1900 made a partial reconnois-
sance on behalf of some: English cap-
italists ' for s,'nnmdxtm Alaska. Mr
Heinze proposes that ‘gigantic ferry
 boats and iceboats combined, somewhat
on the plan of the Russian icebreaker
Yermak, be run between the two
shores. Such boats could make the
passage at any time of the year and
carry over a train expeditiously and
safely. Their cost would be inconsid-
erable compared with every other plan
proposed. To the conservative mind it
would seem that the necessarily mu-
tual project, from the east and from
the west, will scarcely be one for this
centurys undertaking. But the world
moves rapidly nowadays. ‘Here is Mr.
Heinze’s opinion:

WEALTH OF BRITISH
COLUMBIA'S MINES
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In the minds of the peopie of the east
and those of Europe who know any-
thing of this provinee , beyond the
:ame, -~ British Columia, is assocated
most exclusively witn the mining in-
Justry.

The cities of Viétoria and Vancouver
are indeed recalled by the tounst as
charmmng places in which to live, and
it is usually considered by them that
Vancouver, especially as the terminus
0f a great transcontinental railway, and
in possession of unexcelled harbor fa-
‘idities, has am undouvted future before
t. But of the provinec at large as a
factor in adding to the weailth of the
world there ig little known beyond its
zemeral reputation as a mineral’ produ-
ing area. Nor have. the residenits of
British Columbia any reason to quarrel
with the opmion thus formed, or to
strive to give the impression that
they baveé other products, which
would lend their country importance in
the eyes of the world. i

The best informed among their own
people witht regard to their resources
recognize very clearly that it is to be
their mineral properties they must
icok to obtain that:standing which they
wish to achieve. Timber and fish the
province has in abundance, and of ex-}
cellent quadity, and these products will,
without doubt, more and more force
their way into foreign markets, but even
the most unobservant cannot fail to re-
cognize that the industries thus cre-
ated are not such as will build up a
great and wealthy community, and that
permanency cannot be realized on such
a foundation.

The agricuitural areas are too small
to possess any real importance at this
stage of the world’s history, and will
not be sufficient even to supply a tithe
of the population which we expect be-
tore the close of a xeneration. But
industries, natural or amtificial, beyond
these, there are none, and without re-
sources which will attract investment
4nd settiement, the country can never
hope to become the home of a thriving
population. ‘

If, however, the promise which has
dready beem given by her mineral
properties are even but half fulfilled,
the future of the province is not only
assured, but will surpass the most san-
gune expectations of those whose be-|
fief in her is founded upon kmowledge. |

Not many years ago one of the fore-
most men of Canada, speaking in .the
house of commons, referred to British
Colimbia as ‘“‘A sea of mountains,” in-
ferring thereby ~that.she possessed no
resources which justified the constmue-
tion of the great national railway. That

cpinion was then shared”and affifmed
by thie majority of the public men of
the Dominion. It was confidently ex-

THE TRAIL CREEK DISTRICT. -

The banner district of the interior at
the presemt time is Trail Creek, in
which Rossiand is situated, and in
which a ‘great amount of American:
and English money has been invested.|
This district may be said to be one
mass of mineral and several of the
mines are’ certainly among the greatest
in the world. During the boom days it
was the misfortune of this = distriet,
and - especially of the Rossland camp,
that unserupulous and i
men: whio had no money to
character: than they had money, inters|
ested themselves in the properties and
floated mamy ‘“wild cats” to the loss of
the bona fide investor, and to thie injury
of the district. Had it not been for the
real value of mamy of the properties,
which got into good hands, such a rep-
tuation might have beem earned for the
country as would thave deterred for
many ylears to come (the investment of
money needed for development.

The general character of -the ore in
this district is' low grade, but it may
be said that as soon as treatment rates
bave been reduced to a figure such as
mining experts confidently look for-
ward to, there will be scarcely a prop-
erty which will not pay for its working.
The great mines of the district of course
are the Le Roi, and B. A. C. group, the
Centre Star and War Eagle, and the
Iron Mask.

These mines have reached a consid-
etable stage of development, and in
all of them there are great reserves of
ore. The Le Roi alone is reputed by
men who have examined it, and are
capable of giving an opinion, to be
worth at least a hundred miillion dol-
lars, and the Centre Star, which is
owmed by a. Toronfto syndicate, of which
Mr. George Gooderham is the head; is
undoubtedly as great a mine as the Le
Roi. In fact, the properties on Red
mountain are beyond estimate; and de-
spite all the mismanagement in conniec-
tion with their development and the
manipulation of the stoek by conscience-
less jobbers, these properties retain the
position of the premier mines of the
province.

But in ithe Rossiland camp there are
mamny properties on wnich no smail
amount: of work has: been: :dome, but
which, owing to the still high- rates
of smeiting, are unable to produce pay-
. be

immense ore-bodies. running anywhere
from $7 to $12 a ton in values.

Rossiand camp will treble its popuig-
tion-and 'its permianency will be -as-
sured as its ledges are almost inex-
But in addition to all this,
the Rossland camp possesses millions
of toms. of concentraves on which, in
any case, it could fall back for a con-
siderable time. Surrounding what
may be distinguished as the Rossiand
camp proper are many properties of
goed promise, but which as yet have
not beem proved.

THE BOUNDARY COUNTRY.

Until four years ago this district was
practicaily unknown to the outside
worid. It has been fairly well exploited
by the prospector and several small
towns, or rathier villages, had been es-
tablished as centmes of supply. Today
it possesses three smelters; it has at
least four fair-sized towms, and it is
producing ore at a rate which bids
fair in no long time to rival the output
of the Rossland camp at its most ac-
tivie period. There are a number of dis-
trict camps in the Boundary- country
on all of which much development work
bhas been done, a number of which, as
stated, have shipped largely, and many
of which are waiting  anxiously for
transportation facilities to allow them
to do so. The leading camp of the dis-
triet is certainly Phoenix, and in it the
greatest amount of development work
has been done. Thié principal
at the present time are those owned
the Miner-Graves  syndicate, induding
the Old Ironsides, Knob Hill, Victoria
and Grey Bagle.

These properties, for the magnitude
of their ledges, are not excelled on the
continent. The Old Ironsides and Knob
Hill are, to all intents and purposes, in-
exhaustible, and i# may be said that
this is the gemeral characteristic of the
propertiés in this camp. Wihile the ore
is low-grade, averaging in the neiga-
borhood of $10-a ton, the cheapness with
which it can be trealted n_:a.bsthe
profit. to the company operating a re-
markably good one. It may be said to
the credit of the Miner-Graves syndi-
cate that it has been of immense bene-
lit to the district through the tentinious
and uninterrupted manmer in wh@ it
has operated its properties, and owing
to the confidence whichi it has display-
ed in the district.

Another corporation which has an im-
portant group of claighs is the Domin-
jon Copper company, which owns the
Brooklyn, Stemwindery Idaho and Raw-
tide. The Snowshoe and Gold_ Drop are
also extremely p ijsing looking claims
and are expected to out great mines
in a very short time. The ore in this
camp is chaleopyrite with hematite and
some iron pyTites mixed with calecite and
some quartz in a greenish eruptive
rock, showing considerable alberation
and sometimes having a schistose struc-
ture. The ore bodies oceur in contact
withi lime and diorite and some of them
are self-fluxing and easily adapted to
smelting.

In Wellington camp four properties
are prominent, the Athelstan, Winni-
peg, Golden Crown and Hartford. The
greatest amount of development has
been done on' the Winnipeg, of which
great hopes were and are still enter-
tained, although some suspicion was
entertained a few months ago that|
the ore bodies were likely to peter out.
THe ore in this camp is chiefly pyrrho-
tite, near the surface, but as depth is
gained it becomes silicious and car-
ries higher gold values.

In Central camp the chief properties
are the Mabel, Oro, Cornucopia, the
City of Paris and the Majestic group.
These have all been shippers and fair
returns have been received in . all of
them, giving promise of richer ore
with further development.

Among the minor camps in this dis-
trict are the Skylark and Providence
camp, Smith’'s ¢ amp, Copper camp
and Long Lake camp, in all of which
many claims have been located and on
which a considerable amount of work,
considered in the aggregate, has been
done. Attention during the last year
and a half has been attracted to the
west and north forks and the upper
main stream of the Kettle river ,on
all of which excellent showings have
been discovered. On the west fork the
Carmi, Sally, Washington and Idaho
are the best known properties, and on
the north fork the Earthquake, Golden:
Eagle, Volcanic, Pathfinder, Little
Bertha, Seattle, Humming Bird and
Strawberry, all show excellent prom-
ise. On some of them crosseutting and
drifting to an extent of 500 feet has
taken place. The ore bodies are large
masses of low grade pyrrhotite, carry-
ing gold, silver and copper. Up the
east fork of the north fork is situated
Franklin camp.in which the ore bodies
are unusually large and give promise
of high values.

THE SIMILKAMEEN.

To the west of the Boundary coun-
try is what is known as the Similka-
meen district, through which, it is
hoped, a railway line will be operated
‘before the close of 1902. 1t is claimed
for: this district that it is.the richest
copper country in. . America. and that
as soon as  transportation facilities
are given there will be an immense in-
flux- of capital for the development of
its properties. |

The district extends from Nicola
lake to the international _boundary
and from the Yale mining division on
the west of Vernon and Osoyoos dis-
trict on the east. In this portion of
the country placer mining has-at oc-
casional times been carried on, but
never persisted in for any great length
of time. ;

Among the prominent camps are
Hedley, Keremeos and Olalla. Perhaps
the best known properties in. this dis-.
trict as yet are those on Copper
mountain, one of which is the Sunset,
on which considerable work has been
done and which has been pronounced
by many mining engineers to-be a
wonderful copper deposit.

In the lower . Similkameen valley
are many claims which give promise
of much richness in gold, and one of
them, the Nickle Plate, which was ac-
quired by the late Marcus Daly, is
generally reputed to be one of the
richest mines in British Columbia,
possessing very high values in gold
and having immense ledges which give
better resuilts the lower the workings
are -eontinued.

An idea of the opinion held of this
district by the prospector.is shown in
the fact that last year 433 free miners’
certificates were taken out and 1,200 lo-
cations were recorded, of which only
twenty were abandoned. As soom as

The Nelson district embraces three
distinet mineral belts which may be
classed as the Toad mountain-division,
with deposits of copper and silver; the
Free Gold Belt, south of the Kootenay
river, and the Ymir and Erie camps.
The famous Silver King mine, owned
and operated by the Hall Mining and
Smelting company, is situated on Toad
mountain and is one of the great pro-
perties of British Columbia.

THE INVENTOR’'S RELATIONS

ST. JOHN'S, Nfid, Dec. 1y.—Mar-
coni’s local lawyer has informed counsel
for the Anglo-American Cable company
that he will temporarily cease his tests
(in receiving signals by wieless tele-
graphy from England) and without ad-
mitting the rights of the Anglo-American
company, will notity that company
priior to resuming -his flests. The situa-
tion otherwise is unchanged.

NEW YORK, Dec. 19.—That-William

assertion of Mr. Marconi’s representa-
tives here. They further state that he
cannot be stopped even from trans-
mitting commercial messages, They say
the charter of the Anglo-American
company, by which it claims monopo-
ly of telegraphic communication be-
tween Newfoundland and other places,
was examined by counsel for the Mar-
coni company before an attempt was
made to experiment in Newfoundland.
They decided that the charter would
not interfere with the sending of wire-
less messages to and from Newfound-
land even for the two years which the
charter has yet to run. They declared
in the first place that a charter would
not operate to estop scientific experi-
ments, and, second, that according to
English decisions such a grant would
not operate to bar an invention that
was unknown at the time the conces-
sion was granted.

C. Cuthbert Hall, general manager
for the Marconi Wireless Telegraph
company, said in an interview:

‘“We are rather glad than otherwise
that this attempt to stop Mr. Marconi
has been made. Even if we go no fur-
ther in Newfoundland, although we
can do so if we wish, it will do us no
harm. There are places along the
coast equally available. The inference
shows, to my mind, that the cable com-
pany look on us as a dangerous com-
petitor. It rather pleases me as an ac-
knowledgement of the fact that wire-
less telegraphy is a coming force.”

Edward Horman, counsel for the
Marconi company, said:

“This action by the Anglo-American
company is a surprise to me, as I had
supposed there would not be any hos-
tility, direct or indirect. I have exam-
ined the charter of the Anglo-Ameri-
can Cable company with a view to de-
termining its rights. The company
seems to have feared active competi-
tion and therefore we have taken the
bull by the horns.”

GRAND FORKS, Dec. 19.—The Ala-
bama grour near Nelson, Wash., has
resumed its regular shipment of four
tons of ore daily to the Granby smelter.

Joint committees of the city coun-
cils of Grand Forks and Columbia re-
spectively are co-operating in ap-
praising the cost of buildings and the
cost of their removal from the right-
of-way of the proposed V. V. & E.
railway spur into the proposed depot
grounds. Both cities, at the request
of the company, will adopt a street
closing by-law.

Isaacson, the Finn who slashed the

The
only British Columbia reduction plant
that has not yet contracted to ship its
matte to Grand Forks is the Trail
smelter., The Trail product is now be-
ing treated at ‘an eastern -converter
under a contract which will @ expire
within the next five months.  As the
Granby company can probably quote a
cheaper rate, there is every reason to
believe that the Trail plant will soon
avail itself of the privilege: of having
its matte treated at Grand Forks. The
converter process simply produces
blister copper, further treatment of the
product in a refinery being necessary
to extract the gold and silver values:

Paris.

A Poor Prospect for Sav-
ing the Millions They
lLavesced.

PARIS, Dec. 21.—“Get the United
States to buy the canal at any price in
order to save our money,” seemed to be
the prevalent feeling and gist of the
speeches at today’s meeting of the
Panama Canal company’s shareholders.
About 250 shareholders were present,
irncluding a number of ladies. In the
absence of M. Hulin, a shareholder pre-
sided. A storm bnoke immediately after
the report had been read.

The shareholders were greatly ex-
cited by the news that M. Hulin had
resigned, and demanded explanations of
what had occurred at the meeting of
the board at which he had resigned.
Thie chairman’s delay in replying to
questions led to vituperations, which
were launched at the heads of the direc-
tors by several shareholders whosé

modest attire indicatied that they had
been severe sufierers on account of the
Panama failure. Eventually the pro-
ceedings degenkrated into such a tumult
that policemen were summoned to expel
one of the noisiest of the shareholders,
who approachied the directors’ table,
thumped it with his fist; yelled at the
top of his voice and shook a handful of
pepers in the face of the chairman., The
intrusion of the policemen raised such
a pandemonium that they felt compilled
to “withdraw. The speakers who se-
cured a‘ hearing urged the adoption of
the board’s proposals as being thie share-
holders’ only salvation. One speaker
said it was palpably impossible for the
cempany to fimish the canal, as it could
rot raise money anywhere in France or
in the rest of Burope. He added that
a shareholder, M. Runau Varilla, who
had publidied an appeal to the share-
holders and others at the beginning of
the year to contribute funds to carry
on the. work, only secured promises of
200,000 francs.

“Other speakers appealed to thie meet-
ing to cease the tumult, urging that the
moment was decisive in regard to the
fate of their many “millions.

Finally the chairman rose and made
a Statement which soothcd his hearers.
He.said. there was no contradiction in.
the/resignation of Hulin and the ex-
pressions of appreciation of his laboss
contamed in his report. Thee board had '
considered ‘the situation resulting from
the Isthmian commissioners’ decision |
and had come to the conclusion that a |
change of policy wasneeded. They
theriefore made the proposition comtain-
ed in the report, but, as it was thought
that the megotiations with the United
States might run more smoothly with-
out M. Hulin, the latter resigned. The
meeting, appeased by this explanation,
the approved of the propositions made
in the report.
