Andover, N.B., May 1.—Unless he
decides to abandon his present inten-
tion this week Sherifi James Tibbits
will perform the double execution on
Tuesday when Tony Arosha and Leon
Sheppepil, the confessed murderers of
Edward Green, will be hanged. As he
believes the charges {for Hangman
Radcliffe’s services exorbitant at
double the amount of a single execu-
tion. Tibbits says he intends to aet
as executioner himself.

Los Angeles, Cal., April 30:—Be-
cause Alired H. Wilcox, of this city,
heeded the wish of his mother and did
not marry during her lile time, he is
richer today by $15,000, besides 2
share of $2,000,000. Mrs. Antonia
Arguello de Wilcox, the young man's
mother, was a direct .descendant of
one of the oldest California Spanish
families. She was a relative of the
famous governor Pio Pico.  She died
April 18, and the will was probated
yesterday. The instrument disposes
of property valued at $2,000,000.

Cupar, Sask., May 8.—News reach-
ed town Saturday that Thomas, eld-
est son of James Gawley, dropped
dead on their farm about three miles
from here. -In burning stubble that
afternoon the fire jumped across the
road and was burming to the granary
and in order to save the building Mr.

ARCH. MATHESQN IN TORONT®:

Toronto, April 25.—Archbishop Ma-
theson of Rupert’s Land, soon t0 be-
dome primate of all Canada, address-
ed g large congregation in St. Paul's
church -tonight, The language Was
simple amd direct, but-the message
was conveyed with unmistgkable pow-
er. It was a sermon that emphasiz-
ed the wopderful imfluence which the
resurrection of Christ exerts upon the
workd today, evem though people said
that comparatively few believed in
the mirgele of the resurrection. He
said that the age was one of great
doubt, yet in spite of all the sustain-
ed attacks upon religion, the Easter
message had an unshglen hold. This
was not due to scientific and physi-
cal research showing the remote pos-
sibility of a future life or because of
a_little coterie of clever theologians
having discovered the fact of immor-
tality in the dim distamce. It 'was
not because of these guesses but that
the truth of a risen Christ was firm-
ly pelioved.

CENTENNIAL DISCUSSED.

Ottawa, May 1.—A number of the
western members ol the commons had
an informal interview with the Hon.
Sydney Fisher yesterday alternoon
with respect to the proposed Selkirk
Centennial at Winnipeg in 1912.

W. G. Haultain, leader of the provin-
cial Rights Party, described = the
school books contraet, entered into
by the Saskatchewan government
with the Morang Educational Com-
pany, of Toronto, previous to the
late election.

The Ontario government has just
closed a contract witn a Toronto
firm to supply that province with
school books for a period' of ten
years which  will - mean a saving to
the province of half a million dol-
lars. A complete set of school books
in Ontario will now cost 49 cents. In
Saskatchewan a similar set costs
$1.75. A difference in favor of On-
tario of $1.26 on every set. That the
Ontario books wiH favorably com-

While there
were to be twa - archhhl\ops, ‘one of
whom was to be primate in chief of
all the bishops. The system of ap-
pointment as dztermined upon by the
constitution, was that of election.
The bishops in each of the provinces
were to elect their -archbishops; the |
bishops of hoth provinces were ‘to el
ect their ‘Primate.

1t has been the practice since the
union to elect on the prineiple of sen-
iority. Thus for the province of Can-
ada Bishop Lewis, Bond and Sweat-
marn have been elected to the archi-
episcopal dignity. Thus also, Bishop-
Hamilton has become: archbishop - in
succession”to Dr; Sweatman. Folow-
ing ‘the seniority policy as regards
the primacy, Archbishop Matheson of.
Rupert’s Land necessarily ' receives
the appointment to- that high office.
The primate and the new srchblthop
are able admmistmto:s and under
them the work of the church win be
vigorously pushed.

and clerks. It was the first world
conference in which Canada has had
a place, and marking a stage in Can-
adian=development within the im-
perial structure, was not without
historic significance to the Dominion.
The use of the English language
throughout the proceedings was also
significant in an international gath-
ering. It reveals the extent to which
English is becoming the language not
only of commerce, but of diplomacy
in the far east.

“The chief significance of the gath-
ering was, of course, the purpose for
which it was called. The findings of
the eommission were of world pro-
nouncement on an evil from which an
empire is seeking to free itse and
as such points the way to co-opera-
tion among nations in furthering
those movements which have for their
object the uplifting and betterment
of mankind. Many valuable reports
on the extent of the opium traffic
were presented to the commission by
the various delegations and the com-
mission was unanimous in finding
that the use of opium in any form
otherwise than for medicinal purposes
was held by almost every participat-
ing country fo be a matter for pro-
hibition or careful legislation, and to
take measures for the gradual sup-
pression of the practice of opium
smoking in its own territories. and
possessions.

“The most important among” the
findings of the commission was one
to the effect that the manufacture,
sale and distribution of morphine al-
ready constituted a grave danger, and
that the morphine habit shows signs
of spreading.

“So far as the Dominion is im-
mediately concerned,” said Mr. King,
‘“the question of immigration is per-
haps the most important. To pre-
serve the standards which Canadian
industrial classes have reached, res-
triction of immigration from the Or-
ient is an absolute necessity. This,
happily, is recognized by the author-
ities of the great countries across
the Paeific hardly less than by Cana-
da, and so long as this country is
prepared to act with forebearance
and moderation which should be dic-
tated by a consideration of the diffi-
culties eastern statesmen- have %o
face in the government of multitudes,
and by a realization of our own posi-
tion as part of the British empire,
and a young nation seeking to devel-
op its resources and expand its com-
merce and relations with other and
older countries, we need have nothing
to fear from Oriental immigration,
not at least for many years to come.

He added some figures to show
what the ruling grade means as re-
gards a railway's capacity for vol-

\wme of traffic. Taking an engine of
a specified twpe, he  said that the
comparison Is : 2

1. On a perfectly level track it can
have 3,868 tone.

2. On a grade of 4-10 of one per
cent. it can have 1,596 tons.

3. On a grade of one per cent. it
can have 819 tons.

Sir Willrid Laurier admitted that
the plans of the Quebec bridge will
not be finished for a year, but said
that he was informed that the plan
of a ferry was feasible.

Aceor-
ding to Sir Wilirid Laurier, if the
country made a 'second contract to
pay every dollar, of the cost there
would be no modification of the first
contract. "There was this practical
modification that Canada was pro-
viding ten ' millions more than it
would have, but for the bill. The
premier admitted that the Quebec
bridge would not be finished till 1916.7
Up to that date where was the traf-
fic to go to? Wherever the Grand
Trunk wished. That would be Port-
land. . Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that
the government could not move a
finger; that this was not the oppor-
tunity. When will the opportunity
come ? When the railway was Ppro-
jected in 19038 | Sir Wilirid Laurter
said that if the Grand Trunk were
sufiered to take the freight to North
Bay it could not be prevented from
sending it to Portland. Surely then
if it is sufiered to take the freight
to Midland it cannot be prevented
from sending it on to Portland.

INTERESTS OF THE EAST.

The-premier showed no comsidera-
tion for the Maritime province ports.
During the next four or five years
the matter will be of transcendent
importance; it will have been proper
for the government to face the diffi-
culty at the present time. He did
not know when a more javorable
time would occur. Were the interests
of the country not to be considered
at all 7 Were the interests of the
Grand Wunk paramount ?

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that this
was neither the occasion nor the op-
portunity. He again denied that
there was any modification of the
contract. Mr. Berden said that the
government should have taken ad-
vantage of the company. This was
not the oceasion. The paramount
duty of the government was to see
that the prairie section was finished
this year, so that the settlers would
have the advantage Jof the carrying
capacity of the railway at once. The
contract of 1903 said that when -the
eastern division was finished it would
be leased to the Grand Trumk Paci-
fic. = The 1904 contract added this
that the commissioners may lease the
eastern division section by section.
The stretch from Winnipeg to Super<
ior Junction will be finished earlier
than the rest. When fhe time comes
to lease the Winnipeg-Superior Junc-
tion section the government can make
terms. It would be bad policy and
bad politics to impair the possibili-
ty of the road getting into the pra-
iries as soon as possible.

TERMS ARE LIMITED.

Mr. Borden at once pointed out
that by the 1904 modification the
company had the “option of leasing
such portions of the eastern division
as it- desires, while the government
has no option. Moreover, the clause
is that the company shall be enfitled
to lease such portiens of the eastern
division as afe finished, but that the
terms shall not be more onerous than
those at which the whole eastern di-
vision is to bhe leased. How, then
could the government use-the leasing
of the Winnipeg-Superior. Junoction
section to— modify the contracts?
What hold would the governmend
have on the Grand Trunk? 2

When Mr. Borden ended Sir Wilirid

said *‘Carried.”’

Mr. Borden ptotested against the
premier making mo reply. If his only
answer was to call out *‘carried” the
country would not be very well sat-
isfied.

Sir Willrid Laurier made no reply.
The discussion was continued by
Mr. Lennox, who pointed out that
Sir Willrid Laurier had said that the
Grand Trunk would have to pay dol-
lar for dollar for the common stock.
Yet in point of fact it _had only paid
$205,000. Indeed, about  this there
was doubt and the government was
closely questioned on it, and gave
very obscure replies. :
