Lesson 1, Ageil 6, 1919.
God. Our Heavenly Father, Gen.l:1,
27; Psalm 103:1-14. Matt 6: 24-34.

Commentary.—1. God Our Creator
(Gen. 1:1, 27). God has given us a
clear statement as to how man came
into being. He made him from the
dust of the ground in his own likeness.
It was the breath of the Almighty that
he breathed into the inanimate’form
that made him a living soul. He was

the final work of creation. After God

had made the world and had fitted
the earth for his abode, having made
the atmosphere, vegetation and ani-
mal life, all adapted to man’s needs
and comfort, he formed man and gave
him dominion. For Adam he made
Eve to be his companion and they
were to be the parents of the race.
This act of creation presents to us a
view of our Father’s wisdom and pow-
er. Man did nat create himself. He did
not come into existence by chance.
He did not become what he is by a
Process of evolution from a life-cell
©or a lower order of life.

II. Praising Our Heavenly Father
for His mercles (Psa. 103: 1-14). The
Psalmist David presents to us in most
expressive language the subject of
praise to God. One cannot read these
verses without being impressed with
the thought that he felt in his heart
all he said. He called upon the en-
tirety of his being to praise the Lord.
He would not be . forgetful of any of
the benefits he was receiving from
God. He considered Jehovah as his
Father and as the Giver of all good.
He praised him for the forgiveness of
sins and for healing his diseases. He
acknowledged that it was the Lord
who had preserved his life amid many
dangers, and that He had made his
life rich with mercies: The Lord had
withheld from him nothing that was
good for him. His tender care had
been so fully bestowed upon him that
his strength was “renewed like the
eagle's.” As a further reason why he
should praise the Lord, he presented
his justice and righteousness. He
would not only execute judgment,
however, but he would also exercise
mercy to his creatures. The Lord
shows mercy where man might be
inclined to he severe in judgment. He
sees as man can not see. He spares
men that they may think upon their
ways and submit to his will. David
used an expressive comparison to show
God’s mercy toward man. “As the
heaven is high above the earth, so
great is his mercy toward them that
fear him.” The Lord not only par-
dons our sins, but he removes them
front" us ‘“‘as far as the east is from the
west,” and his pity for those that fear
him is compared to that of a father
for kis son.

III. Our Father's care (Matt. 6: 24-
35). 24. No man can serve two mas-
ters—No one can be the-bond-slave of
two masters at the same time. He can
pot render full obedignce and service
to each. The two masters have eacX®
@ will and a disposition, which may be
widely different, and their demamd2
will be so different and €xacting fhat
the servant cannot meet them. Hate

love—When the demands of
the two masters conflict, the servant
must fulfil thoseg of one and neglect
the other, and this course is certain to
displease one of the masters. There
will, in the very nature of the case,
spring up a greater desire to pilease
one than the other, which will result
in a condition in which one master
wil] be egteemed grd the other de-
spised. There will naturally be a
greater attractipn in _the one master
than in the ot'g'e?. Ye cannot serve
God and mammon—The application is
pointed. Mammon may have been a
god of the Syrians, but it was used to
denote gain or wealth. It denotes in
this place an object that takes the
place of God. 25. Take no thought—
The word *“thought” has undergone an
important change in meaning since the
time of King James. Then it meant
anxiety or worry. The idea is well
expressed in the R. V., “Be not anx-
fous.” Anxiety and worry are opposed
to feith and trust. We are not forbid-
den to provide for temporal needs by
industry and prudence, but we are for-
bidden to allow our minds to be dis-
tracted regarding the future.

1. Divine fatherhood.
II. Final obligation.

1. Divine Fatherhood- There are
two theories as to the origin of man.
One traces him upward from the ape;

of terrestrial creation, and forms the
connecting link between the material
and spiritual realms, united jin him-
eelf the elements of both. He is the
lowest order of being possessing moral
capacity or capable of the knowledge
and worship of, or fellowship with,
the Creator, or of which divine Fath-
erhood can be predicated. The apos-
tle declares, “We are the offspring of
God,” which means that which orig-
inates from one's own life. A machine
i the product of the brain; a son is
begotten, Divine Fatherhood was or-
iginally universal for an unfallen race,
to be perpetuateq in the natural orde
of generation. The relation, forfeite
by transgression and lcst throuih_
death in the day of disobedience in
Eden, can only be restorcd through
the provisions of grace and by indivi-
dual determination. Men are the chil-
dren of God, not l)!‘n racial descent,
to be perpetuated in the natural order
Lbut by tne birth of the Spirit (John
3: 5, 6). Fatherhood is not merely
through Charist, but in Christ. He re-
stores th2 term to human phraseology
by restoring the experience to human
hearts (Gal. 4. 6) Divine fatherhood
e€mbraces compassionate love and pre-
eerving, providing care. His resources
afford complete assurance.

II. Filial obligation. As creatorship
involves responsibilities of which even
Deity caanot divest himself, so res-
ponsibilities are inseparable from
creaturehood. Sonship is the highest
rossibility of privilege for the crea-
ture ,and with its immense privileges
it imposes commensurate obligations.
Manifestly the first js the cultivation
of a rizght disposition toward the
Creator. Filial affection is the first
right of fatherhood, as it is the first
obligation of sonship. When the  law
asgerts as its first and greatest claim,
“Thou shalt love the Lord they God
with all thine heart, and with all thy
soul, argl with all they might,” it is
not cregug the duty, but declar-
ing it. 1. inheres in the relation sus-
tained. In this affection lie the true
elemeént and inspiraticn of conform-
ity to all the other dutics. Obedience
consists in intention more than in act,
hence “love is the fulfilling of the
law.” Inseparable from filiai affection
will be the reverent adoration and
contempiation cf divine excellences
which is called worship, which fs a
universal demand and the supreme act
of which creafed cpirits are capable.
“Worship God,” is a reguirement
cgually binding ocn men and seraphims
(Isa. 6; 2, 3; Rev. 22; 9), and the for-
mer is the lowest ordes of being cap-
abie ¢f response. Worship is a purely
spiritual act, aasisted by, but distinct
from, any outward aet or attitude ot
devciicn., Obligation to service is_in=’
echarable from, and measured by, en-
dowment. The apostolic injunction,
“Do ail, to the giory of God," states
ne* ~nlv a Christian duty, but a uni-
vercal law. Trust iz inculcated both
by seripture and by creature circum-
stances. The dependence of the crea-
ture'is absolute. Nature, in perfect ac-
cord with scripture. proclaims, “Have
faith in God."—W. H. C.

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NITRO-CULTURES FOR LEGUMES.

Among the forage, cover and soil-
ing crops in Canada, one family of
plants is"of special interest to farm-
ers. These are the legumes or Le-
guminosae, which include clover and
vetches, beans and peas. Botanically
they are -remarkable for their high
nitrogen-yielding qualities, as being
constantly associated with bacteria
in the soil.

These bacteria—minute living or-
ganisms only visible under high mic-
roscopic power—form colonies living
on the smaller roatlets of the legumes
and produce thereon small lumps or
nodules varying in size from a pin
head to a small pea. Each kind of
.crop, whether clover, alfalfa, pea, etc.,
is greatly bénefited by its own partic-
ular strain of bacteria culture.

When these bacteria are present in
the soil, experience shows that
growth is more vigorous, and earlier
development takes place. These fac-
tors are important in Canada. With
alfalfa, robust and early stands have
a better chance of resisting winter
killing; and in the case of field peas,
reports from the Western Provinces
show increased yields per acre from
the use of nitro-cultures. ° .

Where a crop has once been suc-
cessfully raised with nodules on the
roots, the bacteria survive in the soil
for some time, and a subsequent crop
is more easily obtained. To give a
crop the best chance of succeeding,
the appropriate strain of bacteria
should be introduced into the ground.

+ This can be done by transferring

soil from ground where that crop has
succeeded, and scattering it broad-
cast over the new field. This method
ie laborious and expensive, and be-
sides often introduces undesirable
weeds and the germs of diseases.
Equally. good results have been ob-
teined by using pure bacterial cul-
tures. The method of procedure is to
mix the culture material, on which
are millions of bacteria, with some
finid, generally skim milk. Then
empty the seed on to a clean floor or
cioth, and treat it with the fluid, thor-
cughly stirring the seeds, so that a
film of moisture with its ‘ba.cteria
mey stick to each seed. The seeds are
then spread to dry, out of direct sun-
light, which would kill the bacteria.
Witen dry, and on the same day as
t.cated, the seed should be sown and
‘covered up. A cloudy day is the best
for this purpose.

Cultures may be obtained
clally from seedsmen or
Colleges, at charges ranging from

! twenty-five cents upwards. The Ex-
perimental Farms system, at the Cen-
tral Farm, Ottawa, prepares cultures
for alsike, red clover, alfalfa, peas
and beans. Each bottle put up con-
tains sufficient material for the treat-
ment of about sixty pounds of seed.
Bona fide farmers and settlers who
wish to raise one of the above crops,
will be suppiied free with a small
quantity to assist in establishing that
crop in new districts. The recipient
is requested At the same time to re-
port results on a form sent with the
culture.

Applications should be addressed to
the Dominion Botanist, Central Exper-
imental Farm, Ottawa, stating the
kind and quantity of seed to be treat-
ed. Letters should be mailed as early
in the season as possible, to avold de-
lay.

SMUT OF OATS.

The oat crop of Canada is estimat-
ed at about 400,000,000 busels. The
average loss 'from oat smut. usually
placed at four to six.per cent., means
the destruction of about 220,000,000
bushels, a loss wkich can easily be
prevented by seed treatment.

Oat smut is easily recognized, as it
destroys ithe kernel ard hull and
sometimes the chaff, changing them
to a black dusty powder composed
of millions of spores. which aré scat-
tered by the wind and which lodge on
the sound oats in the vicinity. When
this grain is sown the smut spores
germinate and infect the young seed-
lings. The smut develops inside the
growing plan® and reduces the ker-
nel to a mass of spores instead of
sound grain.

The object of seed treatment is to
kill the spores lodged on the grain.
The safest and best method is to

Dry the grain by spread-
ing on a clean floor and stirring now
and then. Sow the grain as.soon as it
will run freely or ‘if mnecessary to
storo, dry- thoroughly as damp seed
will mould or sprout.

Sprinkling method—Pile the grain
on a clean floor.or grain wagon.and
sprinkle the grain :with the solution,
using a sprinkling can, shovelling the
séed from one pile to another so that
each kernel will be thoroughly wet.
About a gallon of solution will be
required for each bushel of grain.
Cover the grain as in the dipping
method, and dry.

Do _not allow the wet grain to
freeze, ag it might injure germination.
When the grain has been treated and
is damp and swollen the iate of seed-
ing should be increased about three
fourths of a bushel per acre. Any bags
or receptacles used for holding the
treated grain should be disinfected in
the solution of formaléehvde.

Dry method—This method’has been
recently intraduced but requires more
care. A solution consisting of one
pint of formaldehyde to one pint of
water {8 sprayed on the grain while
it is being shovelled over on a clean
floor or canvas. A sprinkling can
must not be used as a sprayer that
will deliver the solution in the form
of a mist is necessary. In this, method
there is no danger of freezing, and
no drying is required. It should not
be used for wheat except in en ex-
perimental way. One quart of the sol-
uu%n will treat about fifty bushels of
seed. -

BEES VALUABLE IN ORCHARDS.

The value of the honeybee as a fer-
tilizing agent during fruit bloom, and
the dependence of apple growers es-
pecially upon the activities of “the
busy bee,” are faets which are not
well enough known. The work of
the experiment stations in all - parts
of the country is proving . _beyond
doubt that fruit culture and bee cul-
ture are mutually interdependent upon
each other for-the best results, ac-
cording to Lloyd R. Watson, bee spe-
cialist- of Connecticut Agricultural
College.

the tree, are usually self-sterile;
that is, they must receive pollen from
some other tree in order to bear fruit.
Other varieties of apples under sim-
ilar conditions are usually self-fer-
tile; that is, their own pollen is cap-
able of making them set fruit. In all
cases, however, including even the
self-fertile varieties, it is now an
established fact that larger and more
perfect fruit results from blossoms
which receive pollen from some neigh-
boring tree.

There are fewer meet-
ings no doubt, the absence of young men
from the services is, of course, painfully
evident, and organizations for regular re-
ligious work of all kinds are short-hand-
ad, but the work itself is not allowed to
slacken, and treasuries are kept full in
spite of the extraordinary drain on the
purse caused by war conditions. I hear
not the slightest note of discouragement
or weariness, no moaning or bitterness
among church peopie. It is a wonderful
record after nearly four years of such
fiery testing.

ENDS ONE CITY NOISE.'

Stops Racket of Cars- at Inter-
section.

The problem of suppressing the noise
and shock of the street car indpassing
over an intersection has been attacked
in a novel manner by a Phqadelvhla
inventor, Samuel B. Meeker, who ac.
complishes the object without the use
of any of the moving and interlocking

parts which characterize most of the
inventions for this purpose, and with-
out making any great changes in the
design of the crossing itself. The lat-
ter is constructed in one piece or unit,
at a point slightly in advance of the in-
tersection of the rail sections.

Each rall section is formed with the
face of the rail cut away in an incMn
which alows the weight of the ve-
hicle to pass from the base of the
wheel to the flange on which it con-
tinues for a few feet, until the wheela
have passed entirely over the intersec-
tion, when the weight of the car again
passes to the base of the wheel. This
change is so gradually accomplished
that it is not noticeable to the passen-
gers and the car passes over the cross-
ing without jolt or noise.

GERMAN HOSPICE

On the Summit of Mount of
Olives, Near Jerusalem.

(London Graphic.)

To what extent the Germans had
secured a hold on the sacred land of
Palestine is evidenced by the numer-
ous palatial buildings they erected,
not only in and around Jerusalem,
but in other parts of the country as
.well. As one traveller, who had as-
cended the Mount of Olives in pre-
war days, to view the landscape o'er
somewhat wittingly remarked, all he
oould see was the spires of German
edifices.

It was oniy a short time before the
war that the Germans completed their
great hospice, the Kaiserin Augusta
Victoria Stiftung, on the summit of
the Mount of Olives. Ostensibly it was
a hospice and sanatorium, though in
design and strength che building wae
nothing lesg than a fortress. The walls
are very massive, several feet thick
in places, while the various buildings
contain cver eighty large rooms. The
site dominates the Holy City iteelf,
and the Jordan beyond. It looked, at
the time when these buildings were
reared as !f the Germans, under the
cloak of philapthropy,. had deliber-
a..tely intended on some future occa-
®ion, when the partition of Turkey
might be on the tapis, to ma use
of them for the purpcse of effe€tually
pegging out German ‘“claims”  But
before that time came the Germans
had. metaphorically speaking, to take
Turkey to their bosom, and as hap-
pened, aying erected at the hcapice
‘a powerful, wireless installation, they

headquarters. Our airmen bombed it
several times, but examination has
shown that as the result of these at-
tacks ccmparatively damage has been
done to the actual buildings.

When we took Jerusalem the hos-
pice became tne headquarters of Gen-
era] Allenby and his staff, and Tom-
my nicknamed the edifice the Kaiser's
Palace, by which name it is now
known thrcughcut  Palestine. The
buildings certainly bear the German
mark. At the entrance there are great
stone eagles, while on the exterior
wallg of the church arc statues of the
ex-Kaiser and the Empress. Then in
the ceiling of the church there is a
remarkable painting, an imitation of
tapestry, depicting the ex-Kaiser as a
Crusader king with the Kaiserin as
his queen. The famous Crusaders of
history are shown, but, such is the col-
cssal vanity of the man, the Kalser
has the place of honor in the centre.
e and the Empress are shown hold-
ing a model of the hospice, and dom-
inating the whela pikture. Adjoining
the church is a high tower, where
British Tomumies joyfully rang thé
great bells on armistice day. What
would the feelings of the man in
buckrami who some vears ago posed
as a Crucader have been had he wit-
neseed the gight!

There is much talk in Jerusalem as
to what should be done with the build-
ing. The Germans are caid to have
spent £250,000 upon it, a ridiculous
sum if the building were purely in-
tended to serve as a hespice and san-
atorium. Tt wil: be recalled that the
cdifice waa dedicated by Prince Eitel
Friedrich, second son-of the Kaiser,
with great pomp and ceremony a few
veara ago. It is the opinion of many
people in the Holy City that the struc-
ture should be ccenverted into a mus-

Speed of New Telegraph.

, Within the past few weeks a seven-
‘league stride has been made in high-
speed telegraphy, says the Popular Me-
chanics Magazine. An “apparatus
which in actual tests has proved its
ability to transmit over a single
grounded wire 6,000 words a minute
has been evolved. 3

The real significance of this escapes
one until it is realized that 6,000
words set in type will fill seven and
one-half standard magazine pages.

Details of what appears to be an
epoch-making achievement must be
withheld for military reasons. It is a
war invention and has for its chief
purpose the liberation of hundreds of
expert operators for the signal corps
without diso-ganizing our much-need-
ed commercial lines. No secret is di-
vulged, however, when the ‘apparatus
is described as a printing telegraph
system depending upon a universally
used recording instrument that has
never before been associated with
telegraphy. The system is applicable
to wijreless, but so far has not been®
actually used in connection with it.

SPRAYING SMOKE.

Device Lessens Distance of Visi-
bility of Ships.

Tke distance of a visibility of a
steamer from the periscope of a sub-
marine may be lowered from 17.to 10
miles by spraying its smoke downward
toward the water. This plan was
adopted thirty years ago in gsome of
the earliest tornedo-boats built by the
Yarrows in Enciana, but seems to
have fallen into abeyance for some
unaccountahle reason. In a recent
lecture by Sir Alfred 7 -viww before
Dritisa shipowners and underwriters
at Llord’s, in, London, the speaker
again directed attention to this means
of evading attack. The results of his
experiments and the means of apply-
ing the smoke-spraying device to mer-
chant vessels are described in an illus-
trated article in the Scientific Ameri-
can, in which this method of dissipat-
ing steamer-smoke in the submarine
zone is commended to the attention of
the naval authorities of any of the All
lied nations who may wish to use it.
We read:

“It is well known that the first in-
dication, on a fine day, that thede is a
steamer in the far distance is the trail
of smoke, which, under eertain condi-
tions; reaches high into the heavens.
It = estimated that on the average,
the smoke ®1ll rise to about ene hun-
dred and fifty feet anove the sea-level.
At this height it ean be seen from the
bridge of a submarine, at a distanee of
over seventeen miles, the eye of the
officer in command of a boat being
asstned as sbout fifteen feet above
the .evel of the sea.

News of Plan for Gen-
eral Treaty.

NO SERICUS DELAY

Reason is Need to Get Defin-
ite Policy On Bol-
shevism.

Paris, Cable—Peace with Ger-
many is to be held up until a treaty
embracing all other enemy nations
shall be ready. Accompanying this
statement, whichewas authorized di-
rectly by Premier Lloyd George and
Premier Clemenceau were unofficiai
assurances that this plan will “not
entail any serious delay.” Those best
informed fear the contrary will be true,
and that it will be well into May be-
fore the Teutons will be asked to sign
the peace document.

Those holding this view—and their
opinion is worthy of serious attention
—say there are reasons behind the
change in the programme which do
not appear on the surface. One pri-
mary reason has to do wmh the need
of developing a definite policy toward
Bolshevism and applying it to Hun-
gary, and another is found in the need
of settling certain differences amwng
the allies concerning reparations and
other matters, time being required for
adjustments,

In respect to the matter of repara-
tions the important fact should be
noted that the French and  British
within the last few days have come
nearer the American attitude than ever
before. Information that 1 got re-
garding a. secret meeting held last
evening justifies the expectation that
the conference will define reparation
as applicable to war damages and not
to war costs.

IREPARATION $30,000,000,000.

It is possible to say further that
claims already approved will run
slightly above the German capacity to
psy, but there will be possibility of
questions of punitive indemnity, as
the claims provide, only for aciual re-
parations, as provided in the armistice
terms.

Latest calculations indicate no rea-
son to change the estimate previously
made of $20,000,000,000 to $30,000,000,-
000 as the amount of the penalty, tne
exact sum tc be contingent upon the
territorial and economic conditions to
be imposed upon the defeated country.
If the Saar valley should be taken
from Germany, and if a Rhenisa re-
public should be sei up, the financial
potentiality of Germany proper will be
correspondingly lessened. Germany
will Le further limited in ability to pay
it her pre-war ocntracts are to be abro-

- gated and her trading restricted.

There seems reason to believe that
Premier Lloyd George and President
Wilson have ¥hown a tendency to
ewing toward the French view and to
take from Germany the Saar valley,
to separate the Rhine provinces from
Germany proper and also to prevent
the union of Germans in Austria witu
the German state.

Those matters and that of reparation
have engaged the attention of the Brit-
ish, French and Italian Premiers and
President Wilson for the last two days.
As was predicted in these despatches
last weeX, this quartette has taken
over the work formerly done by the
cocuncil of ten. In forecasting this
condition these despatches said that
the British Premier and the President
wished to expedite work, and believed
it could be done through the agency
of a smaller conference than that O
the council of ten.

EXPEDITION TO HUNGARY.

Conditions "in Hungary furnish a
subject that is now mnever far from
consideration. There has developed
a strong sentiment favoring expedi-
tionary. forces into that country, to-
gether with food supplies. Many be-
lieve force is the only argument that
can avail against the revolutionists.

It is probabie Preszident Wilson may
have a public statement to make on
the subject before long. Neither he
nor o'remier Lloyd George is credited
wita favering the uze of force, but they
appreciate fully the gravity of the sit-
uation and will seek means to handle
it. Certain interests suggest that che
end desired may be accomplished by
despatchinz a «mall body of volun-
teers. who might nct be regarded as
hostile, but rather as helpful in the
emergency.

GERMAN FOOD SITUATION.

Against the gloom of Hungarian de-
fecuon, hght is to be seen.in the Ger-
man ration situation. lt is expected
that by to-morrow the German Gov:
einmeal wili nave deposiied $45,600,-
000 in gold in Brusseis, which will
start a reguiar flow of tood into Ger-
many. Mr. Hoover has already sent
into Geérmany small quantitjes of
rations. . Systematic supplt¥e: unave
been delayed pending the settlement
of difficulties over payments. The
¥rench and Italians are now satisfied
with the terms.

Germany is“permitting food to euater
Poland through Danzig. American
drmy and navy representatives. to-
gether with Hoover agents, report that
the Germans are givinz cffective be'p
in forwarding supplies.

Disposition of the <Jerman cal'lcs
has taken a new form. TFor the mo
ment their retention by England and
France has been quthorized.

“The frontiers of Germany have to
be fixed and decisions have to be
taken with regard to Italian ands.
The questions in which Belgium is
interested have to be solved as well as
the territorial claims of the Czechs,
The Poles, Jugo-Slavs and Rouman-
jans have to be conciliated. Common
danger will make it easier. It is
necessary to say that the Allies have
a right to demand payment for and to
wgﬂpulate guarantee for this payment.

It must be decided whether perts of
Germany will or will not be occupied.

“The League of Nations must be
established if it is needed to bind the
Allies together, and to continue the
work of the Peace Conference. These
are the chief questions which a peace
treaty ought soon to solve.

“The German Government may Tre-
fuse to sign or may even declare be-
forehand that it cannot accept discus-
sion on, the basis fixed by the Allies.
Whether Germany gives or refuses her
signature, and whether we are to at-
tempt to negotiate with her or not,
shouid not paralyze us. The. Parlia-
ments of the allied countries are quali-
fied to sanction the final action of the
Peace Congress and must sanction it.”

Estimated: Wealth-at Pres-
ent is $120,000,000,000.

$2,500,000,000 Yearly for
Foreign Trade.

London, Special Cable.—(Reuter Des-
patch)—In the course of a lecture ve-
fore the Institute of Bankers of l.on-
don yesterday, Edgar Crammond gave
an optimistic survey of Great Britain’s
economic position and prospects. Mr.
Crammond estimated the nation’s
wea. )1 at present at £24,000,000,000
and the income at £3,500,000,000, while
the national debt would represent 20
per cent. of ihe former, and the post
war budget 22 per cent. of the latter.

Mr. Crammond thought that for the
next decennium the country will be in
a position to spend £400,000,000 yearly
at home on renewals and machinery,
houses, roads, etc., and invest £590,-
000,000 yearly largely within the Em-
pire. This might provisionally. be al-
located as follows:

* £100,000,000 in India £100,000,000 in
Afriea, including Egypt; 3,000,000 in
Australia, £50,000,000 in Canada, £20,-
0000,000 in Sie rest of the Empire sad
£200,000,000 in foreign countries.

amcunts invested in different parts of
-the Empire and foreign countries must
be in accordance with the flow of
emigration and other conditions, but
the provisional adoption of such a
programme would give great coafi-
dence to British manufacturers.

| Shameful

If it turns out to be true that Prince
Leopold, brother of the deposed King
Ludwig, and the Crown Prince Rup-
precht were in the conspiracy to mur-
der the assassinated Premier of the
Bavarian republic, Karl Eisner, it is
the crowning infamy of a race of mon-
archs who had misruled Bavaria for
nearly 800 years, who began by assas-
sinating an Emperor and are ending
L with the assassination of a republican
Premier,

Although they furnished two Ka'sers
to the Holy Roman Empire, the Wit-
telsbachs first became kings of Bavaria
by the grace of the pleheian Emperor
of France, Napoleon the Great, who
made a kingdom of Bavaria in 1805
when he remade the map of Europe.
Although rulers of cne of the mcst
beautiful countries in Europe the Wit-
telsbachs nave always been a race of’
disturbers, and during the lag half of
the last century developed at @a:t two
insane monarchs, both of whom hed
to be kept in restraint and omne of
whom. Louis, undoubtedly committed
suicide. They were thé scandal of
Europe, and maintained regular har-
ems of mistresses, who not only dis-
graced the nation, but consumed con-
siderable revenues that might other-
wise have been used in improving the
country and the condition of tke in-
habitants.

Originally a Ceitic nation subdued
| by the Romans, the Bavarians who
took their name from the Boii, proba-
bly a race from Bohemia, or as some
writers contend, from the words uuara,
meaning league, and bai, a  Gothic
word, meaning both, the Bavarians are
first mentioned by the Franks in 520
A..D.. by whom they were ruled for
a while, and until 788 were under
dukes of the Agilolfing family, who
were possibly of Franklin descent.

Charles Martel became their virtuai
ruler, and they were subsequently sub-
dued by Chariemange and when the
‘empire of that monarch was divided
at Verdun, Bavaria was given to Louis,
king of the East Franks, and became
part of the Holy Roman Empire.

A LITTLE HISTORY.

The Wittelsbachs, although related
to the ruiers of Bavaria, did not be-
come actual rulers until 1130 A. D.
From that time on the borders of the
land were continually changing, and
the rulers were frequently engaged in
war against the empire; at other times
on the side of the emperor.

In 1273 Louis, duke of Bavaria, mar-
jed the daughter of Rudolph. the Haps-
burg founder, and was subseguently
elected Emperor as Louis IV.

For centuries the Bavarians wWwere
engaged in warfare, and the long line
of elector dukes were known by such
names as “The Fearless,” “The Quar-
relsome.” “The Bearded,” “The Rest-
l jess,” “The Rich,” etc., but none ever

During the 30 years’ war it furnished
generals and armies to the Hapsburg
emperors, and was ravaged by French
Catholics and Swedish and North Ger-
man Protestants alike, In 1742 the
elector, Charles VXII, had himself el-
ected Holy Roman Emperor in oppo-
sition to Francis, of Lorraine, the
husband of Maria Teresa. As a re-
sult Bavaria suffered several invasions
by both Austrians and French. He
held the Kaisership only three years,
however, and on his death ‘his suc-
cessor had to recognize the progmatic
sanction, which restored Maria ‘T'eresa
to the thone, in order to recover pos-
session of the Bavarian duchy.

¥ During the French revolution Ba-
varia was overrun by the‘* French
troops and it was there the famous
battle of Hohenlinden was won by
Moreau. With the revolt of the Rhe-
nish provinces to the French revolu-
tionists, Bavaria was wcn away from
the Hapsburg Empire, and in 1805, at
Austerlitz, the Bavarian troops, for the
first time since the time of Charles
VII, fought side by side with the
French, and as a resuit of that vic-
tory gained large accessions of terri-
tory and the elector Maximilian was
raised to the throre by Napoleon with
the title of Maximilian I. Hie daugh-
ter, Augusta, was married to Napo-
leon’s son-in-lay, Eugene Beauharnais.

From then on, to the defeat of
Napoleon in Russia, Bavarian trceps
formed an important corps - in the
Grand Armel of France, under the
command of the famous Bavarian
marshal, Count Wrede. So soon as
Napoleon got in treuble, however, the
ungrateful Wittelsbach left him in
the lurch and hastily returned to the
fold of the Austrian Emperor, who
was the kead of what was left of the
old combination of States that had
formed the Holy Roman Empire.

The kingdom stood by Franz Josef
at the battle of Sadowa in 1866, but
afterward joined the North German
Confederation, furnished an army to
the German forces that invaded France
in 1870, and Jjoined in the election
the grandfather of All Lowest as first
¥aiser of the Prusso-German Empire.

Although the largest member of the
Hohenzollern empire, when the war
hroke out, Bavaria and Bavarians
were never friendly with Prussia, and
bitterly resented Prussian dominance.
During the war, however, the Crown
Prince Rupprecht commanded the
great army in the north of France
against which the English put up such
terrific hattles, and it was reported
that he was engaged to be married to
the grandduchess of Luxemburg when
‘along came the revolution which top-
pled the Wittelsbachs from the throne
and relegated them to the shades of
oblivion to. which the Hapsburgs and

.Hohenzollerns had been headed by the
Prussian revolutionists, and people

pceket..

were beginning to forget the. Wittels-
bachs when'the recent assassination
of Eisner brought the insanity-tinted
family again to the front and may
probably result in an ignominious end
of a once powerful race gf rulers.

One of the most beautiful of the
German countries, Bavaria is also one
of the wealthiest. It covers an drea
of 29,286 square miles and at the out-
break of the war had a population of
about 7,000,000, about 70 per cent. of
whom were Roman Catholic and 29
per cent. Evangelical. Almost a quar-
ter of the inhabitants live in the ci-
ties, the principal of which are Mun-
ich, Augsburg, Spires, Vurzburg, Re-
genburg, - Landshut, Bayreuth, Ans-
bach and Nuremberg. .

Munich, the capital, was one of the
show places of Europe, with its great
art gallery, and its attractive beer
gardens. The ancient cities of Augs-
burg and Spires, once great imperial
centres, are historic centres. At Land-
shut ‘Napoleon won the great victory
that opened the gates of Vienna to
him, in the campaign which won him
a Hapsburg bride; and Bayreuth is the
scene of the great Wagner festivals
where the noisy but fashionable
operas of the great composer Wwere
produced. . Every one, in America has
heard of Wurzberg, which will be re-
membered with regret by the oppo-
nents of prohibition as the place

MAY END ALL
LABOR UNREST

Report by British Employ-
er-Employee Committee.

Unanimously Adopted, is a
Good Augury.

London, Special Cable.—The com-
mittee appointed by the industrial
conference summoned by Premier
Lloyd George in February last to
consider the causes of labor unrest
and to encuire into the question of
hours and wages has completed its
report, which will be submitted to
another meeting of the conference

on April 4.

The committee consisted of 20
representatives of the employers
and 30 representatives of the rade
Unions. = The report contains a
whole series of far-reaching recom-
mendations for improving the con-
ditions of the workers and the ve-
lations between employers and em-
ployees. It is said to have been
adopted, which is considered a fa-
vorable augury for the preserva-
tion of the industrial peace in the fu-
iure.

The committee’s recommendations
deal not only with hours and wages,
but also with conditions of employ-
ment, measures for preventing un-
employment, for the maintenance ol
working people during unemploy-
ment and the establishment of ma-
chinery, or the improvement of ex-
isting machirery for negotiation and
arreement.

For  the purpose of conducting
further investigation of keeping
matters affectinz the industrial situ-
ation under continuous review and
of furnishing the Government with
advice upon them, the committee
recommends the establishment of a
permanent industrial council.

N HUNGARY

Bloodless -Revolution is
Complete, Budapest Says.

Guarantees «Security foy
Foreigners.

London, <Cable. — A Hungarian
wireless communication, dealing with
the situation in Hungary, was 1e-
ceived here to-day, It is addressed
“to all,”

The message says that -complete
peace and order reign in- Budapest
and throughout the country, and that
the revolution was carried ou: en-
tirely without bloodshed. Neither in
Budapest nor the provinces was a sin-
gle person wounded, let alone bang
killed. .

The food supply of the capital acd
the country ie declared to ce ade-
quate. Provision shops and markets
are open, and the population *an ob-
tain adequate supplies of food. Se-
curity for life and property has been-
guaranteed by Government decree
and the proclamation of martial, law.

It ie added that enactments have
been made giving illegitimate chil-
dren equal rights with those of legi-
timate birth and making marriage &
simple civil ceremony. Also decrees
have been iagued regulating the cir-
culatien of mohey at banks, allowing
holdere of curreat accounts up to
2,000 kronen to, retain control of their
money. Directors of banks are to re-
tain their posts and fees, but only to
a maximum of 3,000 kronen monthly.
The “banking business is proceeding
in an orderly manner.

The communication adds that Gov-
ernment decrees give complete guar-
antees of security of life and proper-
ty of all foreign subjects in Hungary.
It declares untrue .the report that
Count Michael Karolyj had been suc-
ceeded as Provieional President.
RED ARMY ORGANIZED.
Basle, Cable.—The new ° Hun-
garian Government has begun re-
organization of a revoiutionary
army to be recruited from the or=
ganized proletariat and the soldiers
and worsmen now mobilized. The
chief of the Red Army, reports re-
ceived from Budapest eay, is the
advisor of the revolutionary Gov-
ernment, but control of the conduct
and organization of the army will
be in the hands of the peoples’
commissioner for military affairs.

The ' soldiers will get 450 .crowne
monthly and will be well equipped,
armed and fed’ at the expense of the
State. Two or more soldiers bé-
longing to the eame family will get
an extra allowance of fifty crowas
a month, and thcse who have de-
pendents will get extra pay of 300
crowne every six months.

NEW REPUELIC

Is ‘‘Red’’ Plot in Bessarabia
Against Roumania.

London, Cable.—A republic has
been prociaimed in Bessarabia, and its
directorate has ordered military opera-
tions against the Roumanian army, a
part of which has been forced to fall
back, acccrding to a Warsaw despatch
to the 'Telegraph.’ It is stated that
the movement is evidently engineered
by Bolsheviki, supported by Ukrain-
jane, who seek to break through Rou-
mania to establish contacr Letween
Moscow and Budapest.

Bessarabia was, under the old ve-
gime in Russia, a province lying along
the northwestern frontier of Rouman-
ja. It is bounded on the west by the
Preuth River. and ‘on the east and
north by the Dneister. On the south-
east it is washed by the Black Sea.
It has an area of 17,614 square 'mniles,
and had a population in 1008 of 2.262.-
400. Roumania laid claim to Dessar-
abia after the collapse of the imperial
regime in Russia, and Roumanian
troops tave been occupying parts of
the country. - :
