A great war has always been followed by a period of business depression which 
more acute than an ordinary depression as it comes after the war period of intense activity. It 
was expected this change would be more marked than that following any previous war on ac­
count of it involving many more countries and many more people.

With past experience before it the Canadian Reconstruction Association immediately at the 
cloee oj the war started a “Buy at Home” Campaign. The purpose of this was to stop the 
stream of money sent out of tfce country to buy imported goods and to turn it back to keep 
the factories here working and the men employed. The events of the past two yegrs 
that this was to be no exception and while this slowing up in business did not 
as was expected and was not apparent until a year or more after it was thought to be due, it 
finally came in full force in the fall and winter of 1920 and has continued to the present. The 
Reconstruction Association has made a complete analysis of the amount of money spent by 
various countries on imported goods..These statistics, when gathered together and com­
piled, brought out the fact that this country imported more goods in comparison to 
its population than any other country in the world and indeed almost twice as much 
as any other country. These figures also show that nearly 80 per cent, of all the goods 
imported came from the United States and that" they amounted n a year to over 
$800,000,000 or over $2,000,000 a day. A further analysis of the actual imports showed 
that of the imported goods large numbers of similar goods were made in Canada and 
probably the buyer need not have imported them if he had wanted to buy at home.

Not only here have past war conditions so adversely affected industry but in all other 
countries unemployment is more serious and most of them have adopted measures to protect 

- their own working men and to keep nut imported goods as far as possible. < This has been 
done by the raising of import duties and other measures to encourage the use of home made 
goods and to keep out imported goods. This has had the effect of shutting off the market to 
manufacturers in different countries and this has especially affected the fanners and stock rais- 
ère in Canada who have been practically shut out of the market of the United States. While 
it is true that Canada buys a large quantitiy of goods in the United States it on the other hand 
exports a large quantity more especially fartn products into the Upited States. However, by 
the tariff passed something like a year ago the shipment of Canadian farm products has been 
practically shut out of the United States market. A tariff of about 70c. a barrel has prevented 
the shipment of large quantities of potatoes by the New Brusnwick farmers to Boston. New 
York and other points which were formerly almost the be$t market for these potatoes. A du- N 
ty of from 15c. to 30c. a lb. on wool has reduced the export of wool tb the U. S., 95 per cent, 
during th six months period, and the past week a bill proposing a duty of 15 per cent, on hiH«, 
has been reported in the U. S. Senate whicl) if adopted, will close entirely the U. S. market for 
hides which now consumes a great quantity of the Canadian production.

With so large a part of the foreign market shut out the “Buy at Home" campaign be­
comes more important and it is only by supporting those who do business here that there will 
be a further market for farm products as wgll as manufactured goôds.

through the call for 
tenders now being made for 
work on the main trunk road 
between Avonport and Kentville. 
There can be no question but 
that this particular section of 
highway has long needed im­
provement, but those who are 
particularly interested had hoped 
that when the work was under­
taken it might be of a more 
permanent character than is ap­
parently now'anticipated. The 
Acadian has ever advocated 
that when money borrowed 
on the credit of the province 
is to be expended the work un­
dertaken should be of a per­
manent character. Experience in 
other parts of the province proves 
that what the Highway Board 
is pleased to designate a “gravel 
macadam" road is far from a 
permanent one. A proper 
grading of auy road and a 
plentiful appicationof good gravel 
propérly treated will undoubtedly 
will last for a few years. Then 
the work must be done over 
again. The cost of such roads 
has been in some instances «.s 
high a» ten thousand dollars 
per mile and the cost for interest, 
sinking fund, etc., must be a 
first charge on the section for 
all time before the expenses 
of repairs can be considered. 
Under the circumstances it is 
only natural that those who 
are interested in the affairs 
of our province and in good 
roads should ask the highway 
authorities tp proceed cautiously 
and take no chances.
Acadian favors good roads and 
approves of a generous expend­
iture where results are to be 
obtained. We must, however, 
protest mostàtnphatically against 
a further waste of public funds 
such as has resulted elsewhere 
in Nova Scotia "from an ill 
advised action regarding our 
highways.

supporter of the present admin- 
stration at Halifax is support­
ing The Acadian in its contention 
for a change in the political 
affairs of our province. ' In a 
recent issue we urged that for 
the betterment of public affairs 
in this province economy might 
be practised along lines that would 
in no means impair the public 
service in any degree. We sug­
gested that the expense of govern­
ment might very materially be 
reduced and instanced the de­
crease of representation, the a- 
bandonment of the Legislative 
Council and a general reduc­
tion of departmental outlay. The 
Advocate says:—

“Our Halifax correspondent, 
who seems to been closer touch 
wi h the views of the members 
than with the sentiment of the 
country, speaks of the proposed 
sessional demand of $1,000 as 
a decrease. It is a $250 increase 
the salary having been $750.

$1500 apiece last year does not 
mean that the country is going 
to stand for that for ever. Our 
correspondent is afraid the labor 
members will object because the 
salary is not raised to $1500. 
There is no difference that we 
can see between the lot of them, 
Labor, Farmer, Grit, Tory; they 
all go to the increase like a cat 
to cream.

Now back your car out of the garage 
make the painting room absolutely 
and dirt free by sweeping and 
sprinkling with water the entire

When, after twenty-four hours, this 
varnish has thoroughly dried, rub down 
with flour pumice stone sufficiently to 
take off the gloss, bearing in mind that 
the air must be kept dust free. Then 
put on a second coat of colour varnish 
brushing it in the opposite direction to the 
first, and let that dry twenty-fout hours. 
When dry rub it down again with flour 
pumice.

Rubbing with pumice should be dont 
with a wet pad of doth, or piece of felt. 
Wet the pad with water, dip it in the 
powder and then rub just enough to 
take off the high gloss. Dust the surface 
and prepare for the finishing coat.

The grade of gasoline that is pud 
in the tank these days causes the plugs 
to foul oftener than they used to. Car-' 
boned spark plugs act different from 
carboned cylinders. In heavy carboned 
cylinders the compression is increased 
and the mixture is liable to ignite too 
soon; when the plugs are carboned there's 
no ignition.

Any one can clean a plug. In re­
moving a spark plug from the engine 
it is well to use a spark plug socket 
wrench that will fit the type of plug 
used in the car. It will save skinning 
your fingers, thus avoiding loâs of Lemper; 
also it ii; insurance against breaking the 
porcelains.

If your plug is one that cah be taken 
apart place the metal part in a vise 
and the with an S-wrench remove the 
packing nut, taking care not to crack 
the porcelain nor destroy the gasket 
between the porcelain and the shell. 
Not every plug has this gasket.

If the plug has mica for insulation don’t 
loosen the retaining nut. If you do the 
mica will seperate and the plug frill be 
useless. 1

Now take the porcelain, and remember 
it is glazed and intended to be smooth, 
•o carbon will not lodge on it. So don’t 
use any rough surfaced implement to 
dean it, but stich to a rag and ggaoline.

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OUR APPLES IN THE BRITISH 
MARKETS

{Address by W. S. Blair at the Nova 
Scotia Fruit Growers’ Convention)

markets, except of sorts which because 
of appearance and quality will always 
find a ready market.

The Crystal Palace Fruit Show of­
fered an excellent opportunity for a study 
of English varieties and a careful survey 
was grade of the varieties now considered 
to be leading English sorts. The English 
grown fruit is not what one could call 
attractive nor is the quality in general 
very high, except in a few varieties of 
which the Cox’s Orange is an outstand­
ing example and undoubtedly the best 
dessert English apple. So far as We could 
determine there are no varieties possessing 
qualities superior to the Blenheim, and 
in this we have had a simiUar experience 
with the leading English aorta which 
have fruited at the Kentville Experimental 
Statipn. The Worcheater Pearmain may 
be of some value for limited plantings 
ra a fall apple, it being of high color and 
of fair to good quality. ,

The box apple trade was given con-, 
siderable "attention. Certainly prices 
of box apples during this season have 
not been . sufficiently above the prices 
obtained for similiar grades in barrels 
to lead us to think «that we could make 
more out of our fruit in boxes. The box 
trade has been large from British Columbia 
and the Pacific States and will amount 
to probably a million boxes fqr this season. 
The box apples spent to drift, into a 
different trade from the barrel apples 
and it is said that the trade in one is 
not affected by the other. This does not 
seem to be possible and if more boxes 
are offered than the normal box trad» 
can take care of a competition between 
box and barrel fruit of good quality must 
result. Undoubtedly the Crimson Grav- 
enstein and other highly colored fall 
apples should 
it is doubtful 
transported in any other way if they are 
allowed to properly mature before pick­
ing. The affect of shipping immature 
box fruit was fully demonstrated during 
the past season in a shipment from the 
Pacific province of Wealthy which little 
more than cleared expenses of transporta­
tion. The Cox’s Orange is a variety that 
we .can hope to make more money out 
of in boxes than in barrels. On the whole 
there is some opportunity for more ex­
tended box shipments, bpt the bulk 
of the fruit we now have is more suitable 
for the barrel trade.

As to marketing there is little doubt 
but what the two systems, that of pri­
vate sales and sales by auction work out 
to the advantage of the grower. If either 
method were adopted entirely results 
would not be so good. One method bal­

ances the other and over a full season 
tfl|iy is tittle likelihood of one method 
swaging superior to the other. There 
teems to be the desire on the part of the 
various selling organizations to increase 
their trade, and no one realizes better than 
the English tradesman that to do this 
the best service possible to each and. 
every shipment must be given. We should 
not lose sight of the fact that the'prices 
returned are determined largely by the 
condition of the fruit offered, and any 
improvement in this respect must be 
to our advantage. It is to the advantage 
of the fruit handler on the other side 
to have good fruit because he can build 
up a good trade if his offerings are uniform 
in, quality whereas if they are not his 
trade suffers.

Professional Cards.to the conclusion that only on eaceptienal 
years can we expect to profit from large 
shipments of fruit below the No. 1 and 
No. 2 grades. The No. 3 we know have 
returned good prices for the past two 
seasons, but a return to normal conditions 
will prove that any gain from such ship­
ments will not be to the grower, and the 
more of this we can eliminate from our 
shipments the better.

Beotia, The small shipments sent from 
other sections were very closely watched 
to determine if possible just where im­
provements if any might be made.

We 
can hope for good prices for our fall 
fruits one year with another by supplying 
highly coloured apples of good quality. 
In seasons when the English apple crop 
is short, apples for coflkifig will be in 
demand, but otherwise the quality re­
quired is that suitable for saje on the fruit 
stand aad for which good prices will 
el ways be paid, The Wagner is probably 
one of the best apples but it does not 
entirely measure, up to what we want.

The extent of the markets available 
in that country of some forty-five mil­
lion, people may be better understood 
By a reference to importations which 
according to the Ministry of- Agricul­
ture amounted to about 276,000 tons, 
or nearly four million barrels. This on 
the face of it does not seem to be much, 
■only one barrel to ten people, and ex­
pansion should be possible. In this con­
nection it is well for us to remember 
that while we have in the Valley about 

'30,000 acres in apples, there is, according 
to the Ministry of Agriculture, 150,000 
acres in Great Britain or five acres to 
every one in the Valley. The average 
pronuction is estimated at three tons 
per acre or 450,000 tons, approximately 
six million barrels. So with home pro­
duction, and importations there is a 
distribution equal to one barrel to four 
people for the year. This importation 
is spread over the whole season, the 
apple from southern countries following 
as soon as ours are out of the markets.

We have a very great advantage 
Because of being near this great mar­
ket. and it is safe to say we can keep in 
the apple business with profit longer 
than any other country because of this 
fact alone. It would be folly, however, 
for us to suppose that other barrel apple 
exporting centres of Canada and the 
United States will not quickly recover 
from this temporary shortage of crops. 
They will be strong competitors in the 
future without a doubt and we must be’ 
prejared to give a little better attention 
to the growing, handling and packing 
of our fruit if we are to get all we should 
from this market.

If we are to secure top prices an im­
provement in appearance is necessary. 
The offerings of Virginia, Maine State 
and Ontario apples in barrels was small 
indeed, but when throe were put up for 
sale there was no uncertainty as to pre­
ference. . Their superiority centred largely 
around appearance both as to color and 
freedom from bruises. We can improve 
very much by giving more attention 
go the handling' of our fruit. We sustain 
a great loss on the farm, on the road 
to the packing house. This low is not 
juet dike to one person lacking in efficiency 
it’ is because too many of us lack in ef­
ficiency. Could we get it into our heads 
to handle our apples like eggs would mean 
mpre dollars to us as growers we could, 
because of xthis possible financial gain, 
do better tha^ we do. That such financial 
gain it possible will be more apparent 
it) years when we are faced by keen com-

You are sustaining a great loss be­
cause of barrels arriving with apples 
slack.' There does not appear to be 
any one cause alone for this, but many 
factors may contribute. Briefly they 
may be stated as follows;

1. Lack of care when harvesting.
2. Over-ripe fruit.
3. Faulty judgment when packing.
4. Rough or unnecessary handling 

during transportatidn.
5. Too deep tiering on ship.
6. Too high temperature during ship­

ment.
The relative Influence of these can be 

determined only by experimental work, 
and it would seem wise to take steps 
to solve this question and remove the 
loss now resulting from “slacks."

A study was made of the fruit sup­
plies from English sources with the 
hope of determining to what extent 
this increasing industry may from year 
to year affect our returns from fall 
shipments. As already stated there is 
not much hope of very great profit from 
fall shipments during seasons of a large 
English crop unless they are of high 
color, good quality, and arrive in good 
&odition and are suitable for the fruit 
stand trade. - The seasons of a short 
crop in England will undoubtedly be 
to our advantage and make it possible 
to ship fall apples, of the cooking class
