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HOW GIRLS 
ARE LURED.

Confessions of a Young Man 
White Slaver.

Safe Business, Easy Money and 
Good Clothes, He Says.

Fined $300 and Will Serve 10 
Months In fail

Chicago, Oct. 26.—The newly estab­
lished alliance between Chief of Police 
Steward and the civic bodies interested 
in the suppression of “white slavery” 
bore its first real fruits yesterday when 
Alexander Hopper, recognized head of 
the St. Louis gang of panders, was con­
victed before Judge Newcomer, who sen­
tenced him to pay a fine of $300 and 
serve ten months in the Bridewell.

Hopper is accused of causing the de­
linquency of a dozen or more girls, but 
was tried only on the charge of driving 
Loretta Campbell on the pathway of sin. 
Most of his victims were brought here 
from St. Louis, but he is suspected of 
having planned to secure Chicago girls 
for immoral purposes. Also to further 
his scheme it is said that two days be­
fore his arrest last Sunday he secured a 
position in the tailoring department of a 
Dig State street store.

His arrest was the result of co-opera­
tion between Chief Steward and Mr. 
Hoe. The chief turned over to Mr. Roe 
several detectives, whom he directed to 
take orders from the leader in the white 
slave campaign.

Attorney Roe is greatly pleased with 
Chief Steward's interest and is sanguine 
that this form of crime soon will be wip­
ed out in Chicago.

Mr. Roe, who has been interested in 
the “white slave" situation for years, 
was astounded at the revelations made 
by Hopper. It was disclosed that the 
gang for years has operated openly and 
guarded itself against arrest by means 
of a code of signals to fash over the 
wire. By this method of communication 
the Chicago leaders warned a procurer 
to alight at the Englewood station if it 
was thought the Union Station was be­
ing watched.

The Campbell girl was among the 
group taken in the recent raid on the 
White City resort. Dearborn avenue, 
owned by the notorious Maurice Van 
Brver. She had been “transferred” to 
that resort from the Imperial, owned by 
George Little. She was one of three girls 
brought here from St. LAuis.

She is of more"’ than passing beauty, 
and while she claims to he IB years old, 
could easily give her age as 16 without 
danger of contradiction.

The authorities are through with this 
particular girl and she will be turned 
over to a married sister from St. Louis 
as soon as that relative comes here in 
response to a telegram Mr. Roe sent her 
after the trial.

As for Hopper, who is only 23 years 
old. physicians who have attended him 
since his incarceration express the opin­
ion that he will not live long.

“Yes. it is true, I have been in this 
business for a long time,’’ Hopper told 
the court when arraigned, “and I am 
really sorry. I was only the small part 
of the gang. There are others far more 
guilty than !. and my sincere wish 
that they also be punished. I’ll take 
mine My greatest hope is that the girl 
will he restored to respectability.

“My father is a respectable tailor 
St. Louis, and 1 worked for him until 
about a year or so ago. when I started 
running with a gang that infested pool- 
rooms. I noticed the good clothes these 
fellows were wearing, and listened to 
their stories of easy living, and fell to 
temptation. It was easy to strike up 
acquaintanceships with silly girls on the 
streets and in the dance halls, and the 
rest was easy.

“Sometimes we would bring only one 
girl, and sometimes all we could'toge­
ther. The highest number I ever 
brought at one time was four. Jt was 
no trouble to borrow money from (the 
girls after they were established in a 
house. We didn’t consider the. business 
dangerous, as we had friends at both 
cuds of the route.

“We had a regular code of signals, 
and could work all around the police. 
For instance, on one of ray trips to Chi­
cago I got a telegram that meant, that 
there was danger at the Union depot, 
end we alighted from the train at En­
glewood. Once when f was ready to 
•tart from St. Louis with two girls I re 
wived a wire reading: ‘Re careful,’ and 
I came without, the girls.”

Meantime police activity against those' 
suspected as white slavers continues un 
abated, judging by the number of ar 
rests. William R. Ellis, 31 years old, 
1564 Maple avenue, Evanston, a gas 
meter inspector, was fined $25 on a 
charge of pandering and his wife. Mrs. 
Rose Ellis, also known as Dollie Arnold, 
was fined $25 for disorderly conduct by 
Judge Newcomer. Ellis was arrested on 
Tuesday after his wife had testified be­
fore the court that he had placed her In 
an alleged disorderly resort, at 150 San­
gamon street, north", conducted by Nel­
lie Brown, last April.

Harbin, Manchuria, Oct. 26.— Prince 
Hirobumi Ito, former Japanese Presid- 1 
ent-General of Corea, and probably 
Japan’s foremost statesman, was asain- 
ated here this (Tuesday) afternoon by 
a Corean, who had followed him here 
for the express purpose of killing him. 
The motive of the assassin was revenge. 
The assassin was arrested, almost im­
mediately on his arrival here, and just 
as Prince Ito left the railroad car at 
the station the attack was made upon 
him. The venerable statesman, accom­
panied by Russian Minister of Finance 
Kokovsoff, was starting to inspect the 
guard of honor drawn up along the plat­
form, when a pistol shot was heard. Sev­
eral more shots were fired in quick suc­
cession, the bullets striking the prince 
in the back. The former president-gen­
eral of Corea fell where he stood, mor­
tally wounded.

Three of the prince’s comparions were 
also wounded, bullets striking Japanese 
Consul-General Kawakan, General Man­
ager Tanaka, of the South Manchurian 
Railway, and Prince Ito’e private secre-

Consul-General Kawakan is badly, but 
not, fatally injured, it is believed.

The assassin was promptly seized. On 
being questioned he said he was a Cor-

"I came to Harbin for the sole pur­
pose of assassinating Prince Ito to 
avenge my country,’’ the slayer told his 
captors. He said he had a personal ac­
count to settle with the Japanese states­
man, who, during his stay in Corea, had 
ordered the execution of several persons 
closely connected with the assassin.

The assassination of Prince Ito ap­
pears to be the outcome of an organ­
ized plot. The local authorities, who an­
ticipated the arrival of Prince Ito, were 
on the lookout for suspicious characters 
yesterday, and arrested three Coreans 
who were at the station, and found to 
be armed with revolvers. However, the 
task of guarding Itc was rendered dif­
ficult by reason of Japanese Consul-Gen­
eral Kawakan s request that the rail­
way officials permit all Japanese to 
enter the railroad station to greet the 
prince. The police point out that it was 
quit impossible to distinguish Coreans 
from Japanese by their appearance. The 
Russian Minister of Finance Kokovoeoff 
and the Russian military authorities ac­
companying Prince Ito, "were exposed to 
the same danger from flying bullets as 
was the prince. Indeed, Kokovosoff was 
nearer the Japanese envoy at the time of 
the shooting than those who were 
wounded. Had the assassin delayed 
shooting for a moment the foreign con­
suls would have been in much danger 
as Ito was approaching them and they 
would have been directly in the line of

THREE TIMER SHOT.
Tokio. Oct. 26.—Gloom here prevails 

in the city following the assassination 
of Prince Ito at Harbin. Details were 
lacking to-night, and were eagerly await­
ed. It is said that the Prince received 
three wounds. When the Foreign Of­
fice received the news it immediately 
notified the members of the Cabinet, 
many of whom hastened in -the Foreign 
Office. These included Gen. Terauchi, 
the Mi raster of War. The Princess Ito 
was notified of the death of her hus­
band at Oiso, their country home. Their 
son, Virokuni Ito, is in London A 
younger son, Bunekchi, is engaged (o a 
daughter of Premier Katsura. The For­
eign Office is besieged by inquirers, 
these including all the diplomats accred­
ited to Japan.

DEPLORED IN LONDON.
London. Oct. 26.—The assassination of 

Prince Ito. who was regarded here, as

elsewhere in Europe, as the maker of 
jnodern Japan, though everywhere de­
plored, is not regarded in official or dip­
lomatic circles as surprising in view of 
the bitter resentment of the Coreans 
over the Japan occupation of their home 
land. It has been a half century since 
the Prince was in England, and so he 
was known personally to but few' here. 
Nevertheless, his work in spreading 
western ideas, and the subsequent emi­
nence which he attained in diplomacy 
and statesmanship, made his name I 
household word.

HIb MISSION .POLITICAL.
Washington, Oct. 26.—Diplomatic cir­

cles here were shocked at the assassina 
tion of Prince Ito. The Japanese Em­
bassy here was plunged into mourning. 
Officials of the State Department ex­
pressed their sorrow for the taking off 
of so distinguished a personage ns 
Prince Ito, whom they looked upon as 
one of the world’s foremost statesmen.

To-night lire city experienced one of the 
moot violent and destructive rain storm* ever 
known here. Rivers and streams which bord­
er the town were all overflowed. The roads 
leading to the four bridge* that cross these 
etreauir. were completely covered with water, 
and It wa* impossible for people to reach 
Ihei.* horoee.

In the centre of the Tpwn of Antigonieh the 
water was four feet deep, and a email barn 
used as a llmehouse by A. Kirk * Company 
t-aueht fire from the slacking lime. With 
great difficulty thi* fire wa* extinguished, 
a sthe hose hsd to be carried to it In a boa*. 
At the east end the Inhabitants had to move 
to the upper floors of their bouses. The 
water was five feet In depth.

The Intercolonial Railway track was flood­
ed In several places, and a bad washout oc­
curred at Sylvan Valley, where a part of 
Vlrten’a new mill-dam buret close to the 
track and the roadbed wa* torn away.

CONFESSION 
OF A BRUTE.

Shot Wife in Head as Ske Railed 
Her Face te Kies Him.

Didn’t Think It “Wertk While" te 
Ge lack and Bury Her.

Frederick Gebhardt Admils Himielf 
a Bigamist and Murderer.

New York, Oct. 25.—A year and a 
half ago a friendless girl was murdered 
in a forsaken patch of woodland ncae 
Islip, L. I., a week ago her bleached 
skeleton was found, with nothing to in­
dicate its identity but her jewelry and a 
bill of sale from a German shop; three 
days later, through the police of Ham­
burg, Germany, her identity waa estab-. 
lished as Anna Luther, though the cable»! 
first carried the name as Latter; la*b 
night her husband, Frederick Gebhardt, 
was caught in Astoria, L. I., by a pho­
tographer's flashlight, and to-night he 
confessed over his signature, that he ia 
the murderer. Gebhardt married Anna 
Luther under the name Otto Mueller.

The confession is as follows:
‘’About December, 1907, I first met 

Anna Luther We were married in Feb­
ruary, 1908, and went to Europe to live, 
We returned on April 6, 1908. She went 
to Henry Wertupp’s in Newark, N. J., 
to spend a day or two. On the pretence 
that I was going to rent an apartment 
for us to live in, T returned to my home 
and wife in Astoria.

"T met Anna again on April 8th ia 
Newark, and we went to an address in 
34th street, New York, and then in Jam­
aica, L. J. We stayed at Jamaica until 
next day.

“On April 9th we went to Bay Shore, 
and we walked about, and I showed her 
some property. It got into an argument 
with her about some money matters, 
and 1 turned away and wants*! to go 
back. 'She followed me up, screaming, 
and I shot her in the head. I did not 
look at her and don't, remember whether 
I shot her more than once.

“Immediately after 1 went to the Islip 
depot and took a train for home. It 
was nearly dark. On the way home on 
the train, I thre.vv the revolver out of 
the car window.

“1 want to state that I (lid not kill 
Anna Luther for her money, as the 
newspapers have stated. My original 
reason for marrying Anna was that I 
did not care to live with my first wife 
any longer, but as she—my first wife—« 
had given me a child, my desire to again 
see my child caused me to want to get 
rid of Anna Luther and return to my 
first wife and child.

“This is the reason why I *hot Anna 
Luther, and 1 told her in Bay Shore 
that l was married and had a wife and 
child and must leave her.

“She screamed and ran after me and 
kissed me, and wanted me back, and I 
shot her "’

Gebhardt told the police he never 
thought, it “worth while” to go back 
to bury her. Instead he wrote letters 
to her friends in Newark and Germany, 
telling them that Anna wa* in poor 
health and had gone to Florida. Then 
he quit “bothering about her."

Gebhardt. when he was in Germany, 
bought two German police dogs, and it 
was by tracing the dogs that the detec­
tives found his home in Astoria. While 
a newspaper photographer chanced «I 
flashlight at the dogs, tlm flare revealed 
the paie face of Gebhardt peering from 
the chinks of an outhouse. He was run 
down and arrested.

MURDERER AFRAID.
Islip, L. I.. Oct. 26.—The prospect 

that lie would be confronted with the 
gruesome spectacle of the bone* of his 
dead wife at the inquest into her death 
this afternoon did not serve to shake 
the stolidity of Frederick Gebhardt, 
alias Otto Muller, confessed murderer of 
Aanna Luther. Fear, however, lingers 
beneath Gebhardt'* calm exterior. To­
day he remarked to his jailer that if 
he pleaded guilty and saved the county 
the expense of a trial he perhaps might 
be let off with a sentence for man­
slaughter.

The police are making a searching ex­
amination into Gebhardt’s past life and 
will subject him to further grilling» in 
pursuance of their surmise that his ex­
perience with the, Luther girl was not. 
his only matrimonial venture that had 
terminated violentlv.

The Special Grants Must Not Co 
Into General Funds.

To the Editor Hamilton Times.-
Dear Sir.—I noticed to-day a clipping, evid­

ently from one of the Hamilton dallies, that 
set forth In a brief paragraph the course be- 
in;: taken by the Hamilton Board of Educa­
tion on a matter of more than local signific­
ance. The item stated that the Board ban 
decided not to pay over to the public school 
teachers of the city the amount of «pecial 
grant forwarded by the Education Depart­
ment for them on account of their certifi­
cates and experience. The reasons given, that 
salaries had been advanced for the present 
year and that the Board had expected this 
srectal grant to go to the general fund.

Two or three thing* 1 wieh to point out. 
The average Increase of teachers’ laUarlcx 
for the past three years is above $40 per year 
over the entire province, though more than 
hw'f of the ten thousand teachers hold lower 
than second class certificates, Including third 
class certificates, district certificate», ex­
tensions and permits. It the figures were 
shown for those holding permanent certifi­
cates alone the average would be considerably 
higher. I do not know how the present sal­
aries in Hamilton compare with those paid 
three years ago. but 1 do know, tnat if tne 
average is only $190 per teacher than the 
salaries paid in 19*16. your city has done noth 
in» more than keep pace with the general 
increases all over tne province, and has not 
keot pace with increases to those having the 
oui '.lflcatlon* of the Hamilton teachers.

Rev. Edgar Allen, in extending a wel­

The 
delegates were not only welcomed to the 
homes, but to the city, on account of the 
principles for which the convention 
stood. It meant much to the city to 
have an inflow of such life as the Bap­
tist principles meant—much to the city 
—and he was glad of it. The only part 
he regretted was that tiro stay was sa 
short. While they were in the city 
everything would be arranged as con­
veniently as possible for them. In the 
basement a writing booth had been set 
up, and the mail could also be sent away 
and received at least three times a day;
He hoped the visitors would have an 
enjoyable time.

ADDRESS OF THE PRESIDENT.
The President, Thomas Urquhart, ex- 

Mavor of Toronto, in giving his address, 
said he was grateful for the history of 
the convention as its principles tended 
toward the upbuilding of Canada, and 
the kingdom of the Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ. They did not molest any­
thing with which they had no connec­
tion, but only had an interest in the in­
dependence of the church and the carry­
ing on of the work of extending the 
Kingdom of God. The church was en­
tirely separate from the State. The 
aim was the development of Christian 
life and strengthening the hands for the 
work. The first point upon which he 
wished to speak was the stewardship of

Çatriotism—-duty to country and home.
he Christian naturally should manifest 

his love for his country and home. 'Die 
future of Canada was great because of 
her natural resources and the only ne­
cessity would be the development of 
tjro people to a greater and purer civil­
ization than the world had ever known 
before. Canada's opportunities were vis­
ible, in that her forces were yearlv land­
ing in the country from foreign coun­
tries. The Christian, then, should en­
deavor to train the new comers and 
make them purer and better. The obli­
gation of attending to the teaching of 
the new-comers devolved upon the peo­
ple of the country. True Christians 
should strive for lasting purification, 
and reformation in politics by fighting 
against the wrong—because as a unit 
•f the great country they had a say in 
the management <>f the Government.
They should avail themselves of every 
opportunity. To do so it was necessary 
that they educate themselves on the 
great national questions so that no 
votes would be cast in the dark. It 
should be the endeavor of every Chris­
tian to denounce corruption wherever 
it was seen, and substitute truth aud 
righteousness. Gambling was one of the 
greatest evils as it taught the young 
men to lose their savings. Verv often 
homes were disrupted by this vice and 
many atrocities could lay the blame at 
the door of the gambling evil. Gambling 
■was only one of the many evils which 
would need to be stamped out. He 
was glad to see that one of the Ontario 
newspapers had taken a strong stand 
for the elimination of gambling. The 
question of the church should not be 
lost sight of and the Christian should 
set an example in his own home, .so 
that the children would grow up strong 
in Christianity and support the church.
By relation to God better lives were de­
veloped. As a means of teaching the 

j children, family prayer should not be 
forgotten, as it was one of the greatest 
hom«-strengt boners available. Bv its use 
ths children would learn how their par 
ents committed their all to God. The 
greatest patriotic race were the Jews 
and the present day Christian would do 
well to emulate their example in that 
respect. If the children in thé homes 
were cared for by their parents the 
church should accept the responsibilitv 
of teaching the children in the non- 
Christian homes. The temptation of the 
cheap show and other allurements would 
of necessity need to be counteracted.
The fellowship of the Christian worker 
with that of the wayward boy would be 
beneficial to both—to the boy because 
he would become strong of character 
through his associations with the strong 
Christian man, and to the man because 
of the work he was doing. He believed 
the principles of the Baptists appealed 
to the new-comers. It was necessary that 
men be won for Christ, as He had a 
first claim. The Christian should not 
only be strong in God, but as strong 
otherwise as possible so as to be able 
to endure the work. The highest plain 
©f Christianity would not be reachel if 

> Christians failed to recognized their

they were engaged with Jesus Christ, 
and the Glory of the Christian Church. 
It should be a privilege to be identified 
with the church and share in its glory.

SUNDAY SCHOOL WORK.
The second session of the Baptist con­

vention ot Ontario and Quebec was held 
this morning at U o’clock. The meeting 
was opened with devotional service by 
Rev. H. W. Piercy, Thornbury. The 
report of the Sunday school board was 
then presented by Rev. B. W. Merrill, 
B. A., general superintendent, and read, 
in part, as follows:

We now have 482 Sunday schools, with 
5,243 teachers and officers, and 44,528 
scholars—a total enrollment of 49,771. 
This is a gain over last year of 
18 schools, 281 officers and teachers, and 
2.787 scholars—a total increase in our 
Sunday school membership of 3,068. This 
is more encouraging in view of the fact 
that there has been a gain of only 
three in the number of our churches, and 
of 1,260 in the number of our church 
members.

Forty-four of our churches have no 
Sunday schools, and only seven of these 
are represented in union schools. In 
view of the fact that under ordinary 
circumstances the church membership is 
recruited very largely from lhe Sunday 
schools, the question arises, ‘‘What will 
ultimately become of the remaining 
thirty-seven churches V*

We have 485 churches with 51.282 
members, of whom 16.689 are identified 
with our schools as officers, teachers or 
scholars. This does not include those 
who are identified with the schools 
through the home departments. This is

The total average attendance this year, 
the proportion of attendance to enroll­
ment is two per cent. less. Evidently 
our schools need to pay more attention 
to the problem of regularity in attend­
ance. While rewards and incentives of 
various kinds may work satisfactorily 
for* a time, the only permanent solution 
of this problem will be found in in­
creased interest and attractiveness in 
the school programme and greater effici­
ency in the teaching of the lesson.

Of all the additions to our churches 
by baptisms, fifty-five per cent, came 
from the ranks of the Sunday school 
scholars. The Grand Ligne Association 
stands highest agftin this year, as usual, 
with ninety per cent., while the Whit­
by- Lindsay Association is lowest, with 
only 41 per cent. It would be interest­
ing to know how many, or 1 rotter, per­
haps how few of the additions to our 
churches come from those who have 
never attended Sunday school.

There were fewer baptisms from the 
Sunday schools this war than last.. This 
remark is equally true of the churches. 
No less than eleven associations show 
a decrease in this respect. Two hundred 
nnd sixty schools, with 32,786 members, 
contributed 1,384 additions to our 
churches, while 222 schools, with 16,985 
members, report no baptisms whatever. 
There is need of very earnest heart- 
searching on the part of some of our 
schools in regard to the spiritual life and 
work of the school. More than 33,000 
of our scholars are not yet members of 
our churches. Many of them, it is to lie 
feared, are not. yet converted. If they 
are not won for Christ while they are 
still in the Sunday school, very many 
o? them will never he won at all. This 
is the day of opportunity.

Our schools contributed $11.380.69 for 
missions at home and abroad—an in­
crease of nearly $1.000 over last year. 
More than half of this amount, however, 
came from two associations, namely, the 
Toronto and Ox ford-Brant Associations. 
Six of the associations gave less for mis­
sions this year than last. The average 
contribution per enrolled member for

CAREY BROS.’ FINE SHOW.
Tt was, indeed, a delightful treat that 

was given the audiences that assembled 
in Association Hall yesterday afternoon 
and evening witness the moving pic­
tures given by Carey Bros. The at­
tendance was large and thoroughly en­
joyed one of the most interesting and 
instructive programmes of moving pic­
tures ever seen in this city.

ly, thirty-two cents, while the average 
contribution per member in actual at­
tendance shows an increase from 35 to 
37 cents. If only one out of every hun­
dred of our scholars should become a 
missionary, it would give us a mission­
ary force numbering nearly half a thous­
and—and why not ? Our schools con­
tributed $45.239 for all purposes—an in­
crease of nearly $4.000 over last year. 
The average contribution was 91 cents 
for every memlier on the roll, and $1.49 
for every member in actual attendance. 
It will lie observed that more than 25 
per cent, of all the money raised by our 
schools was contributed to missions. 
What an unrivalled opportunity the 
Sunday school presents for awakening 
and developing a sense of Christian 
stewardship in the future members of 
our church !

Only 245 schools contributed to the 
work of our Sunday school board this 
year—a decrease of 13 in the number 
of contributing schools and of $52.95 in 
the amount of their contributions. Near­
ly one-half of the entire members made 
no offering at all, and 115 schools have 
never made any offering for our work. 
We received $881.25 from our schools 
this year, an average of less than two 
cents per enrolled member: and yet 
these schools raised over $11.000 for mis­
sions and more than $45,000 for all pur­
poses.

GRAPE MEN 
HAVE SCARE.

They Say Too Many Vineyards 
Have Been Set Out.

(Special to the Times.)
Beameville, Oct. 26 —-It is quite evi­

dent that fruit growers must cease 
putting out more grapes. In fact, it 
is imperative that the plantings stop 
for some years anyway. The slump 
this fall was a tremendous one, but 
for those behind the scenes not unex­
pected. The reasons for the bad bot­
tom in the prices were twofold. First, 
the acreage is so heavy and so many 
new vineyards have come into bearing 
the past couple of years that the 
dealers could not find a ready market 
for the output. In the second place, 
the grape crop is undoubtedly the 
last one, and it is a story as old as 
the hills and not half as respectable 
as some ant hills, that growers of 
grapes in a mad endeavor to reap 
large and ill-gotten gaina, cut. the 
fruit before* it is ready. They are 
perfectly aware of the results and it 
is not an uncommon thing to hear 
one of these men say, “I’ll jerk them 
off anyway and take chances, also 
chances of escaping in the absence of 
the inspector.” Being the last fruit 
of the season, people have alreadv be­
come pretty well stocked with other 
varieties. There have been such good 
results from grapes in the past that 
all available land that will not give 
satisfactory results in peaches and 
berries are being planted out in 
grapes, and the young vineyards from 
one to three years old over the length 
and breadth of the Niagara district 
at the present time are amazing.

SENTENCING 
MRS.JURNER.

She Fainted Away Before Sentence 
Was Pronounced.

Mr. Blackstock Disappointed by 
Jiry’s Verdict.

i.L

The Course of the Jnry a Direct 
Incentive to Crime.

Toronto, Oct. 26.—For rhokttig out 
the life of a helpless littlei adopted child, 
Mrs. Mabel Turner will be taken to the 
penitentiary at Kingston, there to serve 
out a sentence of fifteen years. The 
woman was brought before Mr. Justice 
Magee in the court of the Criminal As­
sizes on Saturday night, while the jury 
in the Blythe case werè out deliberating 
upon their verdict. The closing incident 
in the tragedy of which the woman was 
the central figure was the most drama­
tic of any that transpired during the 
three days’ trial. Mrs. Turner was 
brought up from the jail early in the 
afternoon in order that she should be on 
hand to receive her sentence as soon as 
the trial of Walter Blythe was over. 
During the long hours that elapsed 
while the addresses of counsel and Judge 
were given, the woman was kept in a 
Cell room nearby, and several times suc­
cumbed to the nervous strain which she 
was undergoing. When brought into the 
court room about 8 o’clock she had to 
be supported to the dock. W hen she 
Stood up to receive sentence she was un­
able to reply to his Lordship's question 
as to whether she had anything to say. 
It was noticed that she was ill, and his 
Dordship was just telling her that she 
could sit down, when Mrs. Turner closed 
her eyes and, swaying slightly for a mo­
ment, fell neavily backward. Dr. Bruce 
Smith, who was in court, soon brought 
her around, and she was able to sit up 
and receive sentence. The term of fif­
teen years was apparently much less 
than the woman expected to receive, and 
ahe was able to walk from the court 
room with comparative steadiness. She 
was in à state of nervous exhaustion 
when removed to the jail.
MR BLACKSTOCK DISAPPOINTED.
In rising to ask for sentence, Mr. 

Blackstock said he desired to offer a 
few words, although not with the ob­
ject of influencing the sentence, fo-'r 
that, he suposed, his Lordship had al­
ready decided upon.

“It ia, however," he said, “my duty to 
state that the verdict given by the jury 
in this case has been a great disap­
pointment to me, and to those who are 
charged with the administration of jus­
tice.

“We hear a great deal, my Lord, 
about the form of the law and the de­
fects alleged to exist in the administra­
tion of justice. It is desirable that when 
this discussion takes place the responsi­
bility should be placed exactly where 
it belongs. Now, there has been a seri­
ous departure from sound administration 
of justice, and it is only right and pro 
per to say that the sole responsibility 
rests upon the jury who tried the case. 
One thing, your Lordship will remember, 
was pointed out in this case; it was the 
exceptional character of the witnesses 
who were brought before you. They 
were all of high character and respecta­
bility. Throughout it was evident that 
the Crown’s case was a strong one, to 
which there was not a tittle of reply; it 
was inconceivable that it should not be 
a strong ease.

“As I said to the jury, no case was 
ever so complete in every detail as 
this rase was. and the jury was warned 
in the most solemn manner that this 
was a case in which the character and 
complexion of the crime could only be 
that of murder, and later vour lordship 
gy« careful to explain that this was a 
case in which all the circumstances 
pointed to murder, and not to man 
slaughter. Now. in spite of these warn 
il)gs and the expressed direction in your 
lordship’s charge, the jury took upon 
themselves to refuse to be guided by 
your lordship, by bringing in a verdict 

. of manslaughter.
"It is my duty to point out the de­

moralizing "effect such a course of con­
duct has. It is a direct incentive to 
crime. A woman may commit murder 
without assuming responsibility that the 
law exacts.”

Mr. Blackstock then ^poke of the 
various classes of culpable homicide 
which eoxild ho committed with com 
perative impunity if verdicts such as 
that given in ,the Turner trial were 
looked upon as proper.

“It is obvious." continued Mr. Black- 
stock, "that numbers of persons are 
not apprehended because, it is said, 
jurors will not convict in these eases. 
It ia obvious that you cannot expect 
the police to efficiently perform their 
duties if there are to be miscarriages of 
this kind.

INDIAN ACQUITTED.
Kootemy Frank’» Stery of Fight 

Believed by Jury.

Nelson, B.C., Oct. 23.—The criminal 
part of the Fall Assizes closed to­
night with the acquittal of Kootenay 
Frank, the Indian charged with mur­
der, and of Lockart, of Fernie, charg­
ed with the theft of $1,000 of the 
Femie fire relief funds.

The story was evidently 
believed by the jury, as after two 
hours’ deliberation they brought in a 
verdict of acquittal on the ground of 
eelf-defence.

RED SUCCEEDED 
IN FORCING BLUE,

But the Defence of Ancaster Was Gallant and 
Well Conducted.

Thanksgiving Day Sham Fight Was an Inter­
esting and Successful Event.

The weather yesterday was favor­
able for the annual sham fight, for 
the sun was shining and the atmos­
phere clear, so that the movements 
of the forces could be easily followed, 
especially by the people who journey­
ed to the top of the mountain near 
Ancaster to see it. The rain, how­
ever, had left the ground soft and 
sticky and marching was tiresome. 
The scene was one long to be remem­
bered as the puffs of smoke which 
arose when ever the attack was on 
gave the surrounding country the ap­
pearance of a battlefield, but without 
the horrors of war. The different 
movements were very interesting, and 
the plans which had been laid were 
carried out successful. Just where 
and when the firing was least expect­
ed it broke forth.

The umpires had very little diffi­
culty in attending to their part of 
the work, although on various oc­
casions several companies gave them 
some hard thinking. The officers in 
command were well pleased with the 
result and expressed it as their opin­
ion that the tight was the best that 
had ever been held in that vicinity. 
The country around about afforded 
numerous positions of vantage which 
both the defending and attacking 
forces were not slow to make use of 
when the opportunity afforded itself.

The hills and valleys scattered with 
trees and bushes gave both sides a 
chance to make use of their scouts. 
The work of the Collegiate Cadets, 
who for the most part did scouting 
duty, was remarkable—so much so 
that the commanding officer made 
comment about their efficiency. The 
only disappointment was that the 77th 
Regiment did not turn out. However, 
their absence did not effect the de­
fending force and made the contend­
ing bodies more proportionate for such 
manoeuvres.

THE ATTACKING FORCE.
The Thirteenth Regiment, Ninety- 

First Highlanders, the A. S. C. and 
one-half the A. M. C. composed the 
“red” or attacking force. They were 
under Lieut.-Col. E. K. W. Moore. 
At 7.45. the time at which the attack­
ing force were to leave the local ar­
mories they were not all present and 
some delay was caused. After the 
line-up, however, the march out to 
the rifle ranges—the point from which 
they were to start at the appointed 
hour of 10 o’clock—was made in good 
time, the 13th leading, followed by 
the Cadets, 91st, A. 8. C. and the 
Ambulance Corps orought up the 
rear, being some two hundred yards 
behind the main body. Upon arrival 
at the rifle ranges a liait was called. 
As the time of starting had not ar­
rived the force was given an op­
portunity to rest.

THE DEFENDING FORCE.
The “blue” or defending force, 

under command of Lieut.-Col. Ashton, 
which consisted of the 38th Regiment, 
had for their position. Ancaster.

At 10 o’clock both the defending and 
attacking forces despatched their 
scouts. Within fifteen minutes the 
scouts of the attacking force discover­
ed the scouts of the opposing force on 
thfe Filman mountain road and im­
mediately opened fire. A half com­
pany of the blue force were caught 
on the same road a little farther on 
and ordered out of action by the 
umpire.

THE MOVEMENT.
The blue force, before the red force 

arrived, had secured strong advance 
positions which appeared impreg­
nable. They blocked the entrance to 
Ancaster and used as their main posi­
tion a hill half a mile from the vil­
lage while on the right toward the 
mountain they had a company in a 
good position. On the left a not lier 
company acted as an outpost to keep 
the main body in touch with Uie 
movements. The signals from the 
main position to the outposts kept the 
different sections in touch with the 
movements of the enemy.

The “red” force after leaving the 
rifle ranges ke£t along the Filman 
road for about naif a mile when part 
of the 91st and part of the 13th struck 
off towards the north in an endeavor to 
flank the defending force. The re­
mainder of the attacking force kept 
on along the Filman road until the 
foot of the Mountain was reached, 
when the Cadets and a portion of 
the 13th followed the road for a short 
distance and then turned along the 
side of the mountain. The remainder 
turned towards the centre. The de­
fending force kept the attacking force 
in the centre back. The firing could 
be heard from the centre at intervals, 
while the rifles of the right wing of 
the defence which consisted of one 
company occasionally barked at some 
of the outposts.

Major Labatt, who was in command 
of the left division of the “Red” force, 
carried out the instructions well, al­
though at the loss of two companies 
out of the three and a half he was com­
manding. Captain Brown, who com­
manded the right division of the defence, 
secured a good position, and with his 
one company was able to hold them 
back until the position was rushed. 
When Major Labatt had secured the po­
sition the rest of the 38th occupied a 
position in a valley below, and were 
within easy reach of the guns of the at­
tacking force.

In the centre the attacking force 
gradually drove the defending force back 
to their last position. A half company 
of the “Blue" force encountered Major 
Labatt’s division, and were forced to 
part with their rifles, which were handed 
to the cadets.

The Blue force were unaware of the 
position of the right division of the at­
tacking force, and were taken almost 
entirely by surprise. The right attack­
ing force were within easy reach of the 
leit flank of the defence before their 
presence was noticed. The division of 
the defence was too weak to repel the 
much larger attacking force, and they 
fell back to the main position. A half 
company was also called from the right 
flank of the defence to the main posi­
tion, which left but a half a company 
to resist Major Labatt. The result was 
that Labatt’s division captured them.

The road from the position of the left 
attacking force was clear, and the um­
pire allowed them two companies into 
Ancaster.

The right of the attacking force closed 
in on the main position of the defence, 
and the defence were compelled to evac­
uate their position, which was their last 
position before retreating to the neigh­
borhood of the village. The time being 
up cease fire was sounded. The “Red” 
force drove the enemy out of all their 
positions, but the enemy fell back so as 
to make it more instructional and pre­
vent coming in contact. When the cease 
fire was sounded six companies of the 
91st and three companies of the 13th j 
were following the Blue force, which was j 
retreating.

The right division of the Red force, ! 
which consisted of four companies, which I 
acted as an advance column, were under I 
command of Major McLaren. The centre | 
attacking force was under the direotion | 
of Major Mewburn, and the left divi­
sion was commanded by Major Labatt 
The defending force was commanded by I 
Col. Ashton, on the left flank Captain 1 
Brown commanded. Captain Ashton had 
charge of the left and Major Howard ; 
that of the centre.

Parmcnter, Munro, associate umpires for 
the defence.

BRANTFORD MEN WOUNDED.
Sergt Skilton, of the 38th, was unfor­

tunate enough to have a hole blown 
through his hand. He was standing 
with his hand over the mouth of the gun 
when it exploded. Private C. Sheppard 
was also injured in identically the same 
way. Col. Parmer, the surgeon for the 
38th, dressed the wounds.

CAME TO THE CITY.
After the fight the men marched back 

to Dundas, where coffee was served. At 
1.15 the local regiments, together with 
the 38th regiment, boarded the special 
train, and were soon at the station in 
this city. The companies then formed 
up, the 13th leading, the 38th in the 
centre, and the 01st bringing up the 
rear, and marched down to the armories, 
where they were dismissed.

In the evening the local officers enter­
tained the 38th officers to a complimen­
tary dinner at the armories. A number 
of speeches were made, in which the of­
ficers expressed themselves pleased with 
the success of the sham fight.

DECISION GIVEN.
Major de Bury gave his decision, which 

was that the attacking force succeeded 
in driving the defence from all the posi­
tions. but he doubted if such would 
have been the case under service condi-

Fine Review on Prof. Denney’s 
Remarks on Canada

By Rev. W. H. Sedgewick al 
Thanksgiving Service-

Duty of the Church In Making of 
a Nation.

Rev. W. H. Sedgewick gave a fine ad­
dress at the service held yesterday morn­
ing in Central Presbyterian Church on 
“Canada Through a Scotsman’s Eyes.” 
In part he said as follows:

Thanksgiving Day is n-ot a holiday 
merely; at least it should not be so re­
garded. Nor is it a day for national 
self-laudation, for “such boostings as the 
heathen use and lesser breeds without 
the law." It is the nation’s acknowledg­
ment of its dependence on God, “beneath 
whose awful hand we hold dominion." It 
is a day, also, for national self-scrutiny. 
An unexamined life is not worth living 
either for the individual or for the nu 
lion. Self-scrutiny, often the most un­
pleasant, and always the most difficult 
of moral actions, is. ut the same time, 
the most salutary and necessary. Thanks­
giving Day affords to the nation an op­
portunity of stocktaking—an opportun­
ity of reviewing her resources, her re­
sponsibilities, her perils.

Now, it is a good thing sometimes to 
see ourselves ad others see us. It frees 
us from misconceptions, from false se­
curities and from fatal blunders. 1 am 
going to a.sk you, therefore, to visit Can 
aiia. through the 'eyes of a Scotsman. Ho 
is a man of great wisdom and keen ob­
servation. A professor, lie is far more 
than a mere man of books. He has had 
good opportunity of studying Canadian 
conditions, having spent months within 
our coasts, and travelled from Halifax 
to Victoria. He travelled with his eyes 
open, and he was at great pains to know 
the Canadian situation. 1 refer to Prof. 
James Denney, of the U. F. College, Glas­
gow. At a meeting in Glasgow on the 
17th of last month—a farewell to some 
twenty-five student missionaries who 
were about to sail for Canada to engage 
in the work of the Presbyterian Church 
in the West—he gave his impressions of 
this country. I quote the press report 
of his speech

“Professor Denney said of Canada that 
while it was a great country, it was yet 
a small nation. It was a nation at the 
stage of development of which the Apos­
tle's words might be used, “first that 
which is natural"—Canada was neces­
sarily absorbed intensely in material in­
terests ami activities, it was obeying 
the command to replenish the earth and 
subdue it. In Canada, the missionaries 
would find a people alert and eager in 
body and mind—a people the reverse of 
dull. But the things they were occupied 
with were things such as land and wheat; 
and railroads, and questions about these 
left little room for not merely the purely 
intellectual interests, but for the ques­
tion, “What is the chief end of man?" 
It was the serious work of the Church 
to secure place in people’s minds for God 
and the interest of God’s kingdom. This 
must be made a bigger interest than any 
other.’lv

let us analyze and estimate this state 
ment. 1. “Canada, while it was a great 
country.. .was yet a small nation." To­
day our eyea sweep over our Dominion 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, and wa 
say, “Yea, Canada is a great country. 
We catch a glimpse of our vast resources 
and we sav that there is no country un­
der the wide canopy of heaven more high 
ly blessed, more richly dowered. Canada 
is a great country, but “à small nation," 
says Dr. Denney. What shall we say to 
that? If he meant a nation of small 
population, we shall agree. But if he 
meant something else what shall we say? 
Ia Canada small of soul ? There is no 
time for argument, even if it were a 
question that could be decided by mere 
words. It will suffice if the professor’s 
words turn our thought again to the 
true wealth of nations. A nation is 
great only when it realizes its calling; 
it is great in proportion as it renders 
great service to man.

“What constitutes a state?
Not high-raised battlements, or labor'd 

mound.
Thick wall, or moated gate;

Not cities proud; with spires and tu> 
rets crown’d,

Not bays and broad arm’d ports,
Where, laughing at the storm, proud 

navies ride*

Not etarr’d and spangled courts, 
Where low-brow’d baseness wafts per­

fume to pride;
No! Men, high-minded men,

With powers as far above dull brutes 
endued.

In forest brake or den,
Aa beasts excel the cold rocks and brum­

bies rude;
Men who their duties know,

But know their rights; and, knowing, 
dare maintain."

2. “It was a nation at the stage of 
development of which the apostle's 
words might be used. First, that which 
is natural.” This is the mere state­
ment of a fact. It is merely stating 
in a terse way the fact that in Canada 
we are only at the beginning of things. 
And at the beginning of things, Canadai 
is necessarily concerned intensely with 
material interests and achievements. Dr. 
Denney is only stating the obvious; yet 
it is not the least of liis services. Some­
times the thing we see last is the ob­
vious. and. always, the thing we should 
see first is the obvious. Canada is only 
at the beginning of things; but the 
beginning is the time of opportunity and 
destiny. “The beginning is the half of 
the whole.” Let Canada see to it that 
she begins well!

3. “In Canada the missionaries would 
find a people alert and eager in body 
and mind—a people the reverse of dull." 
We are grateful for that word; 
believe it is the exact word. One of 
our Canadian doctors ha< lately been in 
Britain, and he lias brought back a 
haunting impression of the hopeless, 
bloodless, spiritless aspect of a section, 
and not a small section, of Britain’s 
population. I>et us l>e grateful that the 
Scottish doctor saw none such in this 
country, but everywhere a people alert 
in body and mind, a people the reverse 
of dull. We have a bracing climate that 
makes for alertness: and from many of 
the old world conditions we are happily 
free. We need, however, to be on our 
guard from the very beginning, lest 
there grow up in our cities conditions 
that blow out the light within men’s 
brains, and mish out the spirit within 
men’s breasts, leaving then “plundered, 
profaned, disinherited."

4. “A people the reverse of dull. But 
the things they were occupied with were 
things such as land and wheat ami rail­
roads and questions about these left 
little room for net merely the purer in­
tellectual interests, but for the question, 
“what is the chief end of man ?’’ It 
was to be expected, I suppose, that a 
learned professor coming from Scotland 
—a land devoted to the pure intellectual 
interests since the days of Knox—a land, 
too, where everyone is supposed, at 
least, to know what is the chief end of 
man—it. was to be expected that he 
should have found in this land a some­
what different atmosphere. Scotland 
has tittle land, less wheat and short 
railways. Canada has far-flung land, 
mountains of wheat and railroads that 
cross continents. But I am not willing 
to concede national indifference to the 
purere intellectual interests. We have 
not done all we might or should for 
education; but we have done much and 
xye are going to do more. In every pro­
vince in our Dominion the university is 
among the mightiest influences mould­
ing the life, of the nation. Her influence 
is positive and constructive. Tn the 
midst of our abounding material pros­
perity and our headlong pursuit of 
wealth, she stands unmoved, exalting 
the finest qualities of life; the love of 
truth, the passion for righteousness and 
the fear of God. The men our univer­
sities are calling to guide their affairs 
are men of fine moral quality and Chris, 
tian character. No. we are not indif­
ferent to the purer intellectual interests 
nor to the chief end of man.

5. But we will all join with Dr. 
Denney in this further remark: “It 
was the serious work of the church to 
secure place in people’s minds for God

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and the interest of God’s kingdom. This 
must be made a bigger interest than any 
other." The church as well as the state 
must “think imperially." “A mighty 
mother of harvests."

With 
the population increasing 5 per cent, 
per annum a tremendous call in being 
made on the church to see that this new 
nation—composed largely of men out 
of godly homes—shall not be allowed 
to lose sight of the ordinances of relig­
ion and lapse into secularism and , 
modern heathenism. The work that I 
confronts the church in this country is 
a work that ought to command the sup- j 
port of every Christian patriot. For
what will it profit a nation, any more J 
than an individual, to gain the whole 
world and lose its own soul?

Mr, Herbert Gladstone May Go to 

South Africa.

From 1S93-LSS4 he 
was Under Secretary to the Home Office, and 
later First Commissioner of Works. From 
1839 to 1906 he was chief whip to the Liberal

During his lifetime he can dispose of his 
nrooertv as he chooses, and the royal fortune 
U believed to be diminishing daily owin gto 
gifts to favorites and their endowment.

King Leopold is credited with the Intention

SIR THOMAS UPTON
WANTS A FAIR CHANCE.

New York, Oct. 26.—“I have come over 
this time red-hot for on-otlior challenge to 
the New York Yacht Club, and will do 
my best to arrange matters with the 
club, so that I can have another chance 
to lift tlie America’s Cup.”

So spoke Sir Thomas Lipton yesterday 
while the big White Star steamship 
Cedric, which brought him from England, 
was warping into dock. The Irish bar­
onet was accompanied by Colonel Dun­
can F. D. Neill, and will be in New York 
for several days.

“At the present moment I do not care 
to talk until I have seen the Yacht Ohib 
committees who will have this matter in 
charge,” was all that Sir Thomas would
Îof his plans.
t is believed that Sir Thomas has 

brought with him a challenge for the cut 
which he will present to the New Y or! 
Yacht Club if his mission is sucocessful 
m securing a modification of the racing 
conditions which cover contests for the 
sup. Sr Thomas desires the club to 
change the present rules so that he can 
bring over a Shamrock IV. -burlt under 
rules which wi-H permit the construction 
of a substantial racing craft.

Sir Thomas later consented to talk 
about what he would like to see done in 
order to give challengers what he consid­
ered an equal chance with American 
yachts in cup races* ,

I have been defeated three times in 
American waters,” said Sir Thomas, “and 
I will say very frankly that on each 
occasion the best boat has won. This 
much, however, let me say: Every time I 
have challenged the racing rules have 
been so changed that each new race has 
required that I build a bigger freak than 
the last one. Five times the rules have 
been changed.

“The trip of the Cedric which ended 
yesterday has been marked by terrifie 
weather, which is a fair sample of what 
may be encountered at any time by a 
yacht crossing the Atlantic. Bringing 
over the freak yacht which it is neces­
sary to build under the present rules 
means grave danger to the yacht and 
to the men aboard her. I have lost two 
men already in coming across the At­
lantic.

‘The present rules were made for the 
America's Cup race only. Just as long as 
these rules continue in force the thickest 
kind of a wall can be built around the 
America’s Cup and prevent this cun from 
being taken away from this country.

“What I desire is to race under the 
universal rule. If I can’t win under that 
rule I can at least provide good sport, 
and that is the primary reason for all 
racing—or at least it should b?”

Sir Thomas said he wanted a rane for 
the cup with a 90-footer, and would be 
ready to race in 191L.

“In reply to your letter of September 
10th, I have been advised by our exeett- 
tive to say that a cheque for fifty dol­
lars ((801 has been sent to A. E. Me- 
Xaughton, as you requested.

“In reference to the claim of Aid. O’­
Connell. we* would call the atention of 
the trustees to the fact that it is not 
on monetary grounds that our objection 
is based, but on other and far more seri 
ous grounds, namely, thee stablishment 
of a precedent that will result in no end 
of trouble in future Minto Cup games, 
and the reflection cast on western la­
crosse by the appointment of eastern 
officials.

“The west is entitled to some consid­
eration in this matter. The very best 
brand of lacrosse played in Canada to­
day is to be found on the coast. It has 
produced men as players and officials

who hax-e no peers in the national game. 
For years the game, under the most try­
ing circumstances, has been maintained 
at the very highest point of excellence, 
and the men who ate responsible for this 
may be pardoned if they felt keenly, the 
probably unintentional, but nflfne the 
less, real insult offered when their abili­
ty to handle a series of games was ques­
tioned. by the appointment of an east­
ern official.

“We feel confident if the trustees 
would look at the principle for which we 
contend from a western viewpoint, we 
would not be asked to sanction the ap­
pointment of nn eastern referee for 
western games.

“We are convinced that no eastern 
team would submit to a..y such condi­
tion. or acknowledge ftdy such claim.

“If the trustees are united in the opin 
ion that the claim should be acknowledg­
ed. while protesting against the injustice, 
the amount will be forwarded.”

Mr. Ross stated that he had replied 
to the New Westminster Club's com­
munication by ordering them to forward 
Mr. O’Connell his expenses, which they 
will undoubtedly do Aid.

“I only hope," he said, "that Johnson 
means what he says in this Chicago in­
terview which the papers’ are printing. 
He is quoted as ready to sign article at 
once and willing to fight within thirty 
days. Of course, it would be impossible 
to pull off the fight within thirty days, 
and Johnson is exaggersting a little 
when he mention* so early a date. But 
if he wants to sign up in a hurry, he 
will find me ready to meet him half­
way. The truth is, I am eager to get a 
crack at Johnson.”

Jeffries spent most of to-day lu chats 
with visitors and friends, but'to-morrow 
he plans to visit a gymnasium for a 
thorough workout.

James Coffroth, the San Francisco 
fight promoter, reached town to-day. 
Later in the week he hopes to show Jef­
fries and Johnson that Colma is the 
only place in the world for the fight 
to be held. He will not present his for­
mal bid until the articles of agreement 
have been signed, he said to-night.

NO AUSTRALIA FOR JOHNSON.
Chicago, Oct. 26.—In discussing the 

proposed figfct last night Johnson said 
that no terms would be offered from his 
side. "We will listen to what Jeffries 
has to offer," said Johnson, " and if his 
ideas are not unreasonable it. will not 
lake ten minutes to fix up the arrange­
ments. We want nothing unreasonable 
—just a fair fight for both sides.

‘‘There is one thing I am against, and 
that is any bids for the fight in Aus­
tralia. 1 will never fight over there 
again after the treatment I received. 
The fight must take place either in this 
country or in England, and I am sure 
the bidding here will be stronger than 
anything England could offer.

"As for the time of the fight. Jeffries 
can have his own way. I see that he is 
reported to have said he would be ready 
in March or April. That suits me. and 
I will be ready for him then or sooner; 
but, of course, there would be no sense 
in putting the fight off much longer 
than that.”

Hydro'Commission Likely to Re­
fuse Reasonable Requests,

Which They Had Previously 
Promised to Hamilton.

Options Secured For Central Pri­
son Site at Red Hill.

The question of whether Hamilton is 
to have the Hydro-Electric contract, in 
its entirety, ami without any of the cony 
cessions already promised, thrust down 
its throat, will probably be fought out 
in the Council this week. A semi-official 
intimation reached the City Hall to-day 
that the Commission will refuse the am­
endments asked for by the Power Com­
mittee on Saturday night, and which the 
111 derm en were told at the conference 
with the Commission would be granted. 
The long delay before the draft form of 
contract reached the city, and tlie fact 
that Solicitor Lobb took it upon himself 
to introduce certain clauses, which were 
directly opposed to what had been dis­
cussed with the Commission, together 
with the. stories of influence that waa 
being exercised outside the City Hall, 
made the aldermen suspicious, and the 
report that reached them this morning 
was not unexpected.

The argument of tlve Hydro agitators 
is that- if the Commission refused to 
grant any concession* there would l»c 
nothing left for the Council to do, in 
view of the vote of the people, but to ac­
cept the contract in its entirety. They 
say that even should the Commission 
grant the concessions asked, the power 
question will be made the issue in the 
next election, as a Hydro slate will be 
submitted to the electors and an appeal 
made to elect a Council that will see 
that Hamilton plunges into the scheme 
without reservation.

The two chief points Hamilton wants 
the Commission to grant is to consider 
this city's distance from the Falls in 
making the annual adjustments of 
charges on the line, and to give the city 
the right to purchase power elsewhere.

City Solicitor Waddell had a t alk over 
the long distance ’phone this morning 
with Solicitor Lobb. and informed him 
of the changes in the contract the Power 
Committee agreed on Saturday night. 
Mr. Tzvbh said he would at onve take 
the matter up with the Commission and 
advise the city by letter whether the 
amendment-* would be permitted.

The fact that Hon. John K. H end ro­
und Hon. Frank Cochrane have secured 
Options on the Ward and Cage proper­
ties in the vicinity of the Red Hill. cuf!

missions by the Mikado, the foremost 
being an attempt to forestall the protest 
of Corea by effecting a more complete 
understanding with China. Prince Ito 
played an important part in the framing 
of the recent treaty between Japan and 
China, relating to railway construction 
in Manchuria.

The treaty was concluded on Aug. 31, 
and has been considered by many diplo­
mats a violation of the treaty of peace 
concluded between Japan and Russia lif­
ted the war. In face of her Portsmouht 
pledge not to obstruct any measures 
that China may take for the develop­
ment of commerce a.nd industry in Man­
churia, Japan forced a specific pledge 
from China not to build a railway from 
Hainmintun, north, without Japan’s can-

Another significant provision is that, 
should China build the Kirin Railway 
east, she must borrow half the required 
capital from Japan, thus insuring Japan­
ese control of an important branch from 
Japan's main line toward Yladivoetoek. 
China was compelled to transfer the 
Taishichao-Xew thwang line to Japan.

Japan also refused to discuss the ab­
sorption of sovereignty along the South 
Manchurian Railway. Her attitude was 
in glaring contrast with Russia’s recog­
nition of China's sovereign right in the 
recent Harbin agreement.

THE JAP. COMMISSIONERS.
Worcester. Mass.. Oct, 26.—The news 

of the assa si nation of Prince Ito at 
Harbin, although received here early this 
morning, was not made known to the 
Honorary Commercial Commissioners of 
Japan, who are visiting Worcester, until 
several hours Inter. The Japanese visit­
ors were asleep in their special cars when 
the news reached here.

Amoe S. Green. American Consul at 
Harbin, who is accompanying the party 
as interpreter, decided not. to tell them 
of the tragedy until after they had aris­
en. Mr. Green, in commenting on the 
tragedy, said :

“I am sure the Commissioners will lie 
deeplv shocked by the news of the aaaas 
si nation. Prince Ito was recognized a.* 
the lending statesman of Japan, and it 
was he who. after has study of t-he great 
nation*, compiled one of the lieet consti­
tutions in the world.”

ASSASSIN DEFIANT.
Neither Me Ner His Two Compil­

ions Sought to Escipe.

Harbin. Oct. 26.—The assassin was 
not hard to locate, as he stood defiantly 
in the crowd, revolver in hand. He prov­
ed to lie a Corean. With two compan­
ions of the same nationality, he boasted 
of a conspiracy, the object of which was 
the life of the former Resident-General

As the police pounced upon the three 
Corea ns. the one who did the shooting 
exclaimed, dramatically. ‘"I came to 
Harbin for the sole purpose of assassina 
ting Prince Ito and avenge my country.”

None of the three Cureajis attempted 
to escape. All calmly confessed that 
they had conspired against the life of 
Prince Ito. The assassin, while claiming 
to have lieen inspired by a patriotic mo­
tive and to believe that Japan's wrongs 
to C'oreans justified his act, admitted, 
under examination, that he had a per 
sonal grudge against tlie Japanese 
statesman who. while Resident-General 
in ( orPa, caused the execution of spy 
era I of the murderer’s friends. 7t. had 
Veen supposed that the police protection 
For the prince was adequate, hut. the po­
lice stated Inter that they were unable 
to distinguish the Corean among the 
many Japanese who had been admitted 
to the railway station to welcome the 
prince. The Russian police . declared 
that the Japanese Consul-General. Ka- 
wnkan. had requested them to permit 
entrance to the station of all Japanese 
who sought admittance.
