Deoiston ox tne Usuny Law 1v New Jenszv.—A corre-
spondeut of the New Jersey Herald furnishes the subjoined
sketeh of a case of usury recently decided in that Siate.

¢ The law upon this subject pruvides not only that all usurious
| contracts are void, and makes that a good defence where it g
be proved, but also that any person who shall, directly or
indirectly, take, asccept, or receive more than lawful interest
on any loan, shall forfeit the full amount of the money loaned,
| one half to the use of the State, snd the other to the proseeutor
| to be recovered with costs hy action of debt on the case, in any
court of record having cegnizanee thereof.

It is not simply making the usarious contract which subjects
the lender to this penal action : he must not only centraet for
unlawful interest, but afierwarés receive it in pursuance of the
conlract.

On the 15th of October, 1846, a eitizen of Frankfort, in this
county, leaned to one of his neighbers $ 300, and 100k his note
. | with twe friends as sureties, for $ 350, payable in two years
with interest—making a shave of $50; on $300 lent. When
the note became due, the lender sued the three makers upon it.
‘There was no witness to prgve the usury except the borrower,
and he being sued with the ethers®it was out of their power 1o
set up usary as v'defence to the note, for want of evidence
prove it. The securities then paid the $350 and interest, and
the costs of the suit ; and one of them turned around and sued
the lender under the law above referred to for the penaliy of
$300, being the amountloaned. The suit was tried in the
Circuit Court of this county, before Judge Ogden, Aagust term-
of 1850. The usury was proved by the bortower, and the jury
found a verdict for the plaintiff for $ 300, besides the casts.
