Many. other
blunders into which Mr., Hixp has
been led by undue zeal or mono-
mania are quoted, but perhaps the
most curious is that relating to the
Nova Scotia coal exports, which he treated
of in a recent letter to the New York
Herald. In that communication he draws
the attention of the Governor-General to
the differences which exist between
the Dominion records of the exports of
coal from Nova Scotia to the United States
and the official records of the Nova Scotia
department of mines, which give all the
details and form the basis of revenue. He
goes on to say ** that these differences are
‘¢ very siriking, and the cause must lie at
 Ottawa. or example, the Dominrion
‘“ trade and navigation returns for 1873
‘‘ and 1874 put Nova Scotia exports of coal
‘““ to the United States as amounting to
‘¢ 269,699 tons, and valued at 876.6"3?1,
‘“ whereas the official report of the mines
“ d ment, which gives all details, says
‘“ only 138,335 tons were sent to -the
‘“ United States that year.” The differ-
ence, he says, of 121,364 tons amounts to
nearly one-half the alleged ex

But the fact is, Mr. Hmnp oon-
founded the fiscal with the calen-
dar year, and .compared the Nova
Scotia returns for 1874 with the Dominion
returns for the year ending the 30th June,
1873. ;

Coming back to the fish dgures, the
Herald's correspondent takes up Mr. Hivp’s
most serious charge, viz., that certain
articles were omitted from the import and

xport returns extending over a period ‘of
wenty-five years. This was due to the
fact that the official classification did ‘not
specify the articles named in the years
referred to, and, consequently, the values
of such items were included under other
heads, For instance, in 1879-80 fish and
products of fish are classified into over 40
articles, but, from Confederation in 1867
to 1872, inclusive, they were condensed
under something likeh our or five general
headings. Applying the same reasoning to
the (‘J!;gx:ed S&tme and navig tiongre-
turns for 1869, 1870, and 1871, . Hinp
would find that no mackerel, as well as
several other indispensable descriptions of
fish, were imponerinto the United States
during those years, which is manifestly
absurd, as it is well known that such com-
modities were exported from Canada to the
United States during the years referred to,
and were, of course, imported then and
accountad for under other heads in their
fish statistics.

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THE MUSKOKA DISIRICT.

Tas settlers in the Muskoka and Parry
Sound districts have encountered and
overcome great hardships, and no one will
begrudge them the money the Ontario
Government has spent there during the
past ten or twelve years. The report of
the Commissioner of Public Works for
1880 shows thatupto the 31st December last
nearly $420,000 has teen expended in that
region, chiefly in the building of locks and
bridges and the improvement of rivers.
This does not include any portion of the
sum supk in colonization roads ; taking
that item into account, it is safe to esti-
mate that not less than $600,000
has been spent in the Muskoka
and Parry Sound districts since they were
first opened up for settlement. As has
been said, the settlers in those parts de-
‘serve a helping hand ; and it is to be
hoped that the Government will continue
to treat them with the utmost liberality.
The Ontario and Pacific Junction railway
will soon be under way, and it is of the high-
est importance that the inhabitants should
have easy means of communication with
that Muskoka is destined to become
one of the richest grazing districts in
Ontario, and the construction of the rail-
ni will bring it into direct connection
with the Toronto cattle-yards.

At thesame time, the special attempt to
make it a field for immigrants shouid be
abandoned by the Government. Enormous
sums have been spent in inducing
Old Country people to take adva.m%g
of the free grants. Nearly $17,
was spent on the clearing and log-house
scheme, which, to put it mildly, was a
fizzle. The region cannot compete with
the North-West. Few English or Irish
tenant farmers will care ta go upon a free
grant and spend years in dﬁ‘:&’ it, when
they can buy prairie land y for tho
plough for a song. It will be well, of
course, for the Government’s emigration
bureau in England to keep Muskoka be-
fore the people as a grazing district, but
to try and induce wholesale emigration to
it would be simply throwiltxg money away.
For many years to come the North-West
will be the chosen abode of the British
emigrant to Canada, and Muskoka must
be content to receive only a vzzl-{ small

taken such a position, he took refuge in the
statement that Sir John Macdonald had once
advocated a legislative union, = The fact was
that after years of struggles between Upper
and Lower Canada, Sir gohu Macdonald had
{avoured a scheme for one Legislature in order
to bring the troubles to an end, but the Con-
servative policy, finally adopted and ecarried
te a successtul 1ssue, was a combination of all
the provinces of the Dominion, the local
autonomy of each being preserved, Nothing
had occuired since Coufederation to show
that the Conservative party had any desire
to destroy the autonomy of the provinces.
In fact, how could the Dominion Parliament,
overburdened as it  already was with busi.
ness, deal with the local interests of British
Columbia, the North-West, Ontario, Quebec,
and the Maritime Provinces? If ever an at-
tempt should be made to destroy the
legislatures of the provinces, all par-
ties «fpald combine in - resisting it
In refcfring to the speech of the Attorney-
General, he said the hon. gentleman
claimed too much when he said his Govern-
ment had done more work than had any other
Government. Surely the hon. gentleman had
overlooked the existence of the Domirion and
Imperial Governments, and he had, more-
over, cast a slight upon the Ontario Govern-
ments which had preceded his “Administra-
tion. He (Mr. Morris) fancied that the
Government of Sandfield Maedonald would
be ranked at least on an equality with the
present Administration in regard to the
amount of work accomplished. As to the
acknowledged return of prosperity, it was
singular that the trade policy which had
done so much towards bringing it about had
been ignored in the speech. Surely the Gov-
ernment should have fthe good grace to
acknowledge what was conceded by every
one. In touching upon the proposal to hold
slternate sessions, he said he was opposed
to any scheme of‘ biennial gessions, but
favoured short annual sessions, and the com-
mencement of real business as soon as the
House opened. A Parliament of sixty
members would be ample to carry
on the business of the provin®e,
the more espacially as, according to the
opinion of the Attorney-General, legislation
was almost exhausted. Biennial sessions
were still more objectionable than alternate
sessions ; they were not adapted to the re-
quirements of the country, and allowed the
(Gdvernment to escape public responsibility
for too long a time.

which that term is P;:Zuue Mr. Msec-
kenzie, in his Act of 1874, provided for the
construction of the work by or h the
Government. He began the i

the railway as a Government work, he con-
tracted with British Columbia—at least that

the Government came into power, they adver-
tised for contracts, they let some contracts,
and the work is in course of execution
to-day under the authority of the
Act of 1874. That was the state of
things when this Parliament was elect_ad.
I was elected knowing that the Pacific
railway was being constructed as a Govern-
ment work ; I thought it would continue as a
Government work, under the government of
the right hon. leader of the Government, if
he came into er. It proceeded for a cer-
tain tame in that way, and, therefore, I think
that in the discussions which have taken
place as to whether this contract was strictly
within the Act of 1874, or a departure from
that Act, is out of the question ; because we
have here the fact that the Government has
taken the responsibility of proposing to this
Parliament that they shall cease the construc-
tion of this work as a Government work, ex-
cept in certain portions, and shall hand over
2,000 miles of the Pacific railway to be con-
structed by a company. Now, 2,000 miles of
railway, 650 miles of it being to the north of
Lake Superior, and 450 miles, and perhaps we
may allow a couple of hundred miles more, in
the Rocky Mountain region, is a pretty

work to undertake. I cannot say, and I have
gone over the calculations with some care,
that the amount propused to be paid to this
company for the construction of 2,000 miles
of railway, on the standard which has been
now settled upom, is too high. Taking the
lands at $1 an acre, the amount we are asked
to grant to secure for these 2,000 miles of

“railway is $50,000,000. It is true that an ap-

parently disproportionate amount has been
allotted to the middle er easy section; but I
look on the contract, and I think Parliament
should look at it, asan entire contract—(ap-
plause)—and although the arrangement I have
mentioned may have been made for the con-
venience of the company in dealing with their
securities, and in order to expedite the work,
perhaps, in the first instance, and although

a larger amount of public money has been Mg

hereby contributed to their capital account,
still the question for us to consider is whether
the company, for the construction of the
entire work, is being overpaid. I will read
you upon this point two or three extracts
from tgg able speech delivered by the hon.
member for Lambton in 1874 when he was
introducing .the resolutions upon which to
found his Act. He referred to the Inter-
colonial railway, and pointed out what it had
cost and the circumstances under which it
was constructed, and proceeded :—

¢ The Intercolonial railway will cost about
$45,000 per mile, traversing on the whole a
very favourable country, and possessing the
most ample means of access at various points
on its course.”

I may here remark that the section of 650
miles north of Lake Superior is not of such a
character. (Hear, hear.)

““And with the additional advantage of
having procured the iron structures and the
rails at a time t:ehen' tln:? was a very great
depression in the prices of iron.”

I bave not enquired whether the price of
iron is in favour of, or unfavourable to, the
syndicate at the present time. '

“ The Northern Pacific has cost, 50 far as
it has been carried—that is to Red River—
$47,000 to $48,000 per mile in round num-
bers. Well, sir, that road traverses, almost
wholly, & prairie region, easily accessible, and
where materials were easily found, and is al-
fogether quite as favourable as the most
favourable spot of any part of our territories,
with this advantage, that it was much nearer
to the producers of suppliés than any portion
of our lines except that on the immediate
frontier of the lakes.”

Mr. ANGLIN resumed the debate. He
denied the reasonableness of the charges of
inconsistency made against members of the
Opposition, and particularly the leader of the
Opposition, in this connection, and went
on to show that the member for
Lambton had not been whvi&)ped back under
the lead of the member for West Durham.

He closed by strongly
condemning the action of the Government
with regard to the second propo-
sition, by which if adopted a large
sum would be saved to the country,
and ground would not have been given for
the %screditsblo rumours which were in cir-
culation.

Mr. GEROUARD (Jacques Cartier) said he

This was eminently unpatriotic.  British
Columbia had taken great interest in the
syndicate, mgf nl:leetings had ‘been held in
various parts of the province in this regard.
A bargain had beel!l’ solemnly made with
British Columbia, and duty demanded that
it should be honmourably fulfilled. (Hear,.
hear.) But there were political trick-
sters in the House ‘who desired to
capture  the treasury benches, - and
who wished to escape the fulfilment of these
obligations. He attended the Blake
meeting in Montreal. ' It was apparently held
on ¢onsecrated ground—(laughter)—as admis-
sion could only be had by ticket, and red
tickets at that.

He was
astonushed at the tone of the. speech of the
leader of the Opposition, and he predicfed
that this hon. gentleman would prove as great
an incubus on his party as he (Mr, Blake)was
fond of representing British..Columbia as
being on the Dominion. (*‘ Hear, hear,” and
langhter.)

1&1‘. MoINNES said British Columbia was
not the incubus. upon the Dominion which
members of the Opposition claimed it to be.
The province paid in the way of duties a
much larger amonnt in proportion to popula-
tion than any other province. year
British Columbia with her one hundred “and
seventy-fifth: of the popnlation of the
Dominion paid -§1 for every $26- paid by the
remainder of the Dominion. In other
words, each British Columbian id
$20 in the way of duties, wgrille
each Quebecer, Prince Edward Islander,
Nova Scotian, Manitoban, and Ontarian
paid only $3. A British Columbian was,
therefore, worth to the Dominion six Prince
Edward Islanders, six New Brunswickers,
six Quebecers, or six peoble of any other pro-
vince, (Applause.) The province was,
therefore, not the trouble to the Dominion
that it was reported to be. British Columbia
had borne the insults of such men as the
leader of the Opposition without a murmur,
and it had not been unreasonable in its de-
mands. The Bgeo le of the Mainland were
perfectly sati edp with the policy of the Gov-
ernment, and had no sympathy with the
action taken at the meetings of residents of
the Island ; but he had no doubt that if the
latter would wait  as patiently as the
former had done, the object of their
desires would be accomplished.
