THE NEW LANGUAGE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 
Hie Household.

A summary of some of the results of 
experiments carried on for several years 
at the Cornell University experiment 
station, at Ithaca, N. Y., is as follows :

Fertilizers—The best tomato fertilizers 
are those which produce their effects 
early in the season. The intermittent 
application of nitrate of soda, when pro­
longed into August, delayed the crop as a 
whole, while early applications appear to 
produce early results. But larger yields 
appear to follow intermittent application 
if it does not extend beyond mid-summer.

Nitrate of Soda—Nitrate of soda is an 
incomplete fertilizer and should not be 
used to the exclusion of other fertilizers 
unless the soil is already rich in potash 
and phosphoric acid.

Early and Late Setting—The experi­
ments of two years show that tomato 
plants which are early set in the field, are 
less injured by inclement weather than is 
generally supposed, and that very early 
setting on well prepared land appears to 
be advisable. But the results of early 
setting, especially as regards earliness, 
probably depend considerably upon the 
character of the plants ; they should be 
strong and stocky.

Few and many transplantings — Two 
transplantings gave better results than 
three, but so much depends upon condi­
tion of plants, their age, and the way in 
which they are handled, that generaliza­
tions cannot be made upon the subject.

Single-stem training—Single-stem train­
ing of tomatoes gave twice as much yield 
per square foot as ordinary culture, some­
what earlier results, and it greatly 
decreased injury from rot. The system is 
to be recommended for early market or 
choicè trade or for home use.

Rot—Upright and open training tends 
to decrease injury from rot; and such 
training allows of more easy and thorough 
applications of fungicides when" spraying 
is necessary.

Fertilizing—Very heavy fertilizing 
with stable manures or concentrated 
fertilizers has uniformly increased yield 
in our experiments, although the com­
mon opinion is to the contrary. But in 
order that fertilizing shall produce early 
fruits, the food materials must be quickly 
available. If stable manure is desired 
only the most thoroughly disintegrated 
part should be used. Nitrate of soda is a 
good tomato fertilizer on soils containing 
abundance of potash and phosphoric 
acid, but like other incomplete fertilizers 
it has little value when used in two or 
three applications, but in this latitude it 
should not be applied later than, the first 
of August, else it prolongs growth too 
late.

Very early setting of stocky plants in 
field, even in dark and raw weather, aug­
mented earliness and productiveness in 
1890. This year the same results were 
obtained except that there was some gain 
in earliness from very early setting. The 
tomato can endure much more uncon­
genial weather when set in the field than 
is commonly supposed. Early setting on 
well prepared land therefore appears to 
be advisable.

WINTER DAIRYING ON THE FARM.

Let me say a few things as to how this 
winter dairying can be carried on with 
advantage on the farms ; because in con­
nection with that scheme of helping 
farmers to make butter in winter by 
furnishing cream to creameries, I would 
like to see the fermera, helped in some 
practical way to make more and finer but­
ter at their own places. Not withstand­
ing the importance of the creamery in­
dustry and the advantages that flow from 
its developments, I think one-half of the 
butter will De made in home dairies for 
some time to come—in my life-time any­
way. From isolation of settlement, from 
various causes, about one-half of all the 
butter product in Canada will be made in 
private dairies. Now I think that the 
fermera’ wives are eager to learn when 
they get a chance, and I know the farmers’ 
wives are able to make the very finest of 
butter when they get a fair chance, but 
the trouble has been that the men have 
had all the good things. They had to 
have the horses, and the reaping, and 
mowing machines, and the driving sheds, 
and everything else, they wanted, while 
their wives had to get along with one 
pantry for keeping the milk, the butter, 
the cold vegetables, the pies and every­
thing else. Then the cream took in the 
mixed flavor. If the fermer would give 
the wife a small milk house, I will war­
rant that it would be kept far more tidy 
than his driving shed ; and she would 
take such a pride in it that it would 
make a man look after his part of the 
business better. Go around and see the 
women struggling with an old-fashioned 
churn, working twice as long in churning 
the butter as there is any need for, and 
until it is not so nice as it would be if 
churned more rapidly —all because the 
man had to buy a new top buggy 
and to build a new driving shed, 
etc., never thinking that his wife should 
have her strength spared and the needs 
of her department provided for. Get rid 
of these old-fashioned churns and milk 
houses, and you will revolutionise the 
butter trade at once. I am not in fevor 
of strikes ; but if I could reach the ears 
of the good women that are such an orna­
ment and joy to the households of Can­
ada, I would have them strike and say,— 
“ We won’t do anything until you give 
us new churns and milk houses.” Men 
would likely stand out for awhile, but 
they would have to give in.

WATERING THE HENS IN WINTER.

Unless the hens can have plenty of it, 
they cannot produce eggs. In the winter 
season, when the drinking vessels become 
frozen up with ice and are liable to crack 
from cold, the matter of providing water 
becomes a difficulty. We all know that a 
cold draught of water in winter chills the 
body after it is drank ; consequently, ice- 
water causes a loss of bodily heat. As the 
heat is produced from the food, all losses 
of heat are losses of food. Now, it is just 
as easy to water the hens at regular 
hours as it is to water the large stock,and 
the best mode of so doing is to use wooden 
troughs long enough to allow all the hens 
to drink at the same time. Early in the 
morning, at noon and at night fill the 
troughs with warm water, allow the hens 
to drink until all are satisfied, and then 
throw out the water atth remains. In 
manner the troughs will be kept clean, 
the hens will learn to drink at regular 
periods, and the warm water will invig­
orate them. In fact, nothing is so invig­
orating, or will assist in warding off the 
cold when the hens come off the roost in 
the morning, with the thermometer be­
low zero, than a drink of warm water.'

DANGER IN KISSING DEAD FACES.

There is a European custom always to 
be found in a cosmopolitan city, and St 
Louis is no exception to the rule. It in­
volves the kissing of the dead just prior 
to the final closing down of the casket. 
There is something very beautifhl in 
the idea of the parting kiss, but the 
custom is a very dangerous1 one, and 
had far better be abandoned. There may 
be cases in which no harm can possibly 
result, but when death has been caused 
by an infectious disease it is impossible to 
over estimate the danger incurred.

In one house where three children died 
of diphtheria it was found that the 
brothers and sisters of the first victim 
were taken in to kiss their dead brother, 
and this act of insanity cost two of them 
their lives. It has been stated over and 
over again that death sometimes increases 
rather than decreases the risk of con­
tagion, but the fact is not generally ap­
preciated, or such a custom as the one al­
luded to would speedily cease to exist.

Appointment of Warden — Resolution of 
I Sympathy.1

York County council met in annual ses­
sion on Tuesday morning at ten o’clock. 
All the councillors $wef6’ present but Mr. 
Rowley of Marysville. After the roll was 
called the following motion was made.

Resolved that the municipal council of 
York county, N. B., in session convened 
humbly desire to express to Her Majesty 
and to his Royal Highness, the Prince of 
Wales, and his beloved consort deep sym­
pathy in the sad bereavement caused by 
the lamented death of the Duke of Clar­
ence and Avondale.

The sec-treasurer submitted his ac­
counts for the past six months, stating 
that the county had a credit balance of 
$2,995.20 on hand.

Conn. Fullerton, of Stanley, was unani­
mously chosen warden, and took the pre­
siding officers seat. In a short speech he 
thanked the councillors for the honor.

Supplies for the jail were passed as fol­
lows: Jeseie Keen, fifteen cords dry 
wood ; Wallace Burpee, fifty cords green 
wood and Fred Clynick, bread.

From the auditor’s report, the standing 
of the various parishes is as follows :

From—ttus-retotement it appears that 
Coun. Finder’s pariSr is very heavily in 
debt, $835.20, being almost three- hun­
dred dollars worse than that of Birght. 
This debt, at the rate of interest paid on 
debentures, viz.,, five per cent, means an 
interest dedt of $41.76, to be paid by 
the parishes, that are clear of debt

It might be a wise policy if the other 
parishes should get as far back in their 
rates as Southampton, or perhaps the 
people of that parish should send some 
one to the board that can manage the af­
fairs of the parish in a more creditable 
manner.

Coun. Mowatt moved that the list of 
parish officers for Mannere-Sutton be re­
ceived.

The council chamber being exceedingly 
cold an adjournment took place after the 
appointment of committees.

Afternoon Session.

After roll call, coun. Fisher moved that 
the sum of $142 be assessed for support 
of poor in the parish of New Maryland. 
Passed.

Coun. Finder, for committee on public 
works reported as to repairs at the jail 
and recommended that repairs be made 
on the court house. This report was re­
markable for what it did not contain. It 
however passed without discussion.

Conn. Graham reported as chairman of 
committee on the secretary treasurer’s 
accounts, that all bills and vouchers were 
found correct, and added that the com­
mittee had recommended that from this 
time all bills, the payment of which were 
not specially arranged for by law, should 
not be paid till laid before the public ac­
counts committee. The committee had 
found some bills paid for stationery, etc., 
that had been paid without warrant.

This motion seemed to rouse the sec­
retary treasurer who did not appear to 
relish its tenor.

Coun. Goodspeed said that the only way 
to guard against an over payment on 
stationery and the like was to have the 
bills laid before the public accounts com­
mittee before being paid.

Coun. Pinder then came to the help of 
the treasurer, but coun. Kinghorn moved 
that coun. Graham’s motion be referred 
back to the committee for amendment, 
which was done.

The amendment was to the effect that 
the bills should not be paid unless their 
non-payment at the time would be detri­
mental to the interests of the county.

Coun. Rowley presented the report of 
special board of valuators for Marysville 
and St. Marys to the effect that the prop­
erty valuation in Marysville was placed 
at $310,519 and St. Marys $438,445. He 
then moved that the taxes be levied upon 
the above valuation till next general val­
uation be made.

Coun. Rowley reported from audit 
committee as to the correctness of the sec- 
treasurer accounts.

Coun. Kinghorn, for administration of 
justice committee, reported that the re­
ceipts up to Nov. 30,1891 was $2,062.63, one 
third of this to be paid to the city and 
two thirds to the county.

Coun. Kid|horn moved that the follow­
ing assessments be made : $4,050 for con- 
tigent fund and $1,500 for railway de­
bentures.

Coun. Jamieson moved that the 
sec-treasurer be authorized to pay $85 to 
Dr. Reavely and charge same to parish of 
Canterbury. He explained the nature ot 
the bill and stated that the whole amount 
due was $206, to be paid in in stalments.

Three hundred dollars was ordered as­
sessed on the parish of St. Marys fof sup­
port of poor. Moved by Coun. Good- 
speed and passed.

Coun. Fisher moved that assessors 
of New Maryland be allowed three per 
cent for assessing poor and country rates 
and the road tax collector receive five 
cent ; passed.

Coun. Lundon submitted a petition 
signed by 140 ratepayers of the parish of 
Canterbury to the effect that liberty be 
given to erect a wire ferry between W. W. 
Patterson’s and Geo. Brown’s landing and 
that a license be issued for the running of 
said ferry.

Coun. Pinder objected to the passing of 
this motion, saying that as he understood 
the law ferries could not be within less 
distance than five miles of each other and 
the proposed ferry was within two miles.

Coun. Lundon replied that the law 
stated that it was in the power of the 
council to place a ferry wherever necessary.

On motion of Coun. Scott, the sec- 
treasurer and auditor were re-elected for 
for ensuing year at the same salary as 
that of the last year.

With respect to Coun. Lundon’s motion 
the sec-treasurer said he was not clear as 
to the law, but would look it up and re­
port at next session.

The sec-treasurer then brought up a 
rule of the court asking the council to 
show cause at hilary term of court, Tues­
day next, why an amount due late sec- 
treasurer be not paid. Mr. Black said, 
that should tjie case go before the court,

that the council would have to provide 
another counsel as he could not attend to 
it

Coun. McNally said that the lists for 
which the charge was made has not been 
sent to the parish clerks, as he had not 
seen any of them. His remarks did not 
appear to have much weight.

Coun. Kinghorn moved that a commit­
tee of three be appointed to investigate 
the matter and be empowered to employ 
counsel if necessary, and report to the 
council. Alter a few remarks by Coun. 
Pinder, Scott and Nason, the motion pas­
sed. Kinghorn, Scott, and McNally be­
ing appointed.

Council adjourned till two o’clock, out 
of respect to the departed Prince.

Among the visitors at the afternoon ses­
sion was chief superintendent Inch.

ELEPHANTS IN BATTLE.

Alexander was one of the famous kings 
of history to tell of fighting against an ele­
phant host. His invading army had 
reached the river Hydaspes, and as the 
warriors looked across they beheld the 
opposing army of King Porue, who had 
not only chariots and an enormous army, 
but" the huge creatures called elephants.” 
These great animals, which stood on the 
farther river bank shrieking and trum­
peting, filled the soliders of Alexander 
with terror and dismay.

The two armies watched each other for 
several days; then Alexander succeeded 
in crossing the river, and the two forces 
drew up in line of battle. The Indian 
king placed his elephants in the front 
rank, one hundred feet apart, thinking in 
this way so to frighten the horses of the 
foe that the entire army would be put to 
flight. Between the elephants were foot- 
soldiers, and at the ends of the line were 
large elephants bearing strong towers filled 
with armed men. King Porus himself 
was borne upon an elephant of unusual 
height, probably as large as the famous 
“ Jumbo.”

When King Alexander, who was a very 
brave and valiant man, saw the orderly 
foe, he said : “ At last I have met with a 
danger worthy of thcr greatness of my 
soul.” Evidently he had due reaper for 
the elephant soldiers that opposed him.

Alexander moved his forces to the at­
tack, and poured in a shower of arrows 
and spears. The elephants stood like a 
stone wall, trampling the foot-soldiers 
beneath their heavy feet, seizing them in 
their trunks and delivering them to the 
soldiers upon their backs, or tossing them 
high in the air. The elephants were 
evidently the main hope of King Porus, 
and, perceiving this, Alexander directed 
men, armed with scythes and knives to 
attack them. These warriors chopped at 
the elephants feet and tender trunks,until 
in terror the great creatures turned and 
began a stampede that was disastrous to 
the foot-soldiers of their own side, for they 
trampled them and in their flight mowed 
them dowh like grain. Alexander fol­
lowed close after the elephants upon his 
wounded charger ; and finally the 
battle was lost to Porus because of the 
elephants themselves. King Porus, being 
wounded during the hurried retreat,desir­
ed totalight. The driver ordered his 
elephant to kneel, whereupon all the ele­
phants, having been accustomed to obey 
in concert, did the same, and the soldiers 
of Alexander fell upon them and gained a 
complete victory.

It is said that elephants which survived 
this famous battle were revered for years 
by the Indians and honored much as are 
the veterans of our wars. In an ancient 
book, the “ Life of Apollonius of Tyana,” 
he is said to have seen in a town of India 
an elephant which the people held in the 
greatest respect as having been owned by 
King Porus. It was perfumed with sweet 
essences and decked with garlands, while 
upon its tusks were rings of gold,inscribed 
with these words : “ Alexander, son of 
Jupiter, dedicates Ajax to the Sun.” The 
elephant Ajax, according to Appollonins, 
was the old war elephant of Porus in his 
battle with Alexander, and had survived 
and lived in honorable idleness for three 
hundred and fifty years.

While Alexander defeated the elephant 
corps of Porus, he saw they were good 
fighters, and created the office of ele- 
phautarch, Chief of Elephants ; and 
afterward visiting monarchs found him 
surrounded by the largest elephants 
magnificently harnessed.

A DOCTOR BURIED ALIVE.

A physician who had been practicing in 
Russian Poland, recently became ill, and 
to all appearances died. The body was 
prepared for burial and conveyed to the 
village cemetery, where it was interred.

A few hours after the mourners had de­
parted from the cemetery some men who 
were engaged about the ground were 
startled by hearing a succession of the 
most unearthly shrieks, which to all ap­
pearance came from the newly filled 
grave. They decided to investigate the 
matter. The earth was hastily removed 
from the grave and the coffin lifted out. 
Upon opening the coffin it was found that 
the doctor had been alive when he was 
buried, but that he had subsequently died 
from suffocation.

The body gave evidence of the terrible 
agony endured by the physician when he 
regained consciousness and found himself 
in his coffin. He made almost superhu­
man efforts to burst off the coffin lid, but 
the weight of earth prevented this, and 
then, frantic with the horror of his situa­
tion, the imprisoned man had bitten his 
fingers to the bone, he turned on his side 
in the agonies of suffocation until his 
head was terribly bruised. The affair has 
caused great horror.

A STRANGE STORY.
It Is Related of a Han Who Had a 

Leg Burled.

“ That reminds me,” said the man who 
is always being reminded of something.

“ What is it that reminds you, and 
what of? ”

“This item about a man having his 
leg buried the other day. I wonder if he 
will have the same experience as a friend 
of mine. Strangest thing I ever heard of. 
You see, this poor fellow, had suffered 
untold agony for a year or more after in­
juring his right leg by falling down-stairs, 
and finally the member became so dis­
eased that amputation was necessary. 
The man nearly died under the operation, 
though that is not the interesting part of 
the story. The removed portion of the 
leg was taken away and buried. It is 
well known, of course, to surgical science 
that when a man has had a limb cut off 
he suffers pain, which amounts to the 
same thing, in the part of the member 
removed. It was so in this case, and as 
my friend came back to consciousness his 
complaint was of the most severe pain in 
the buried foot.

“ There is something pressing upon it,” 
he would say, in what seemed like de- 
lirum. ‘ It’s packed too tightly.’

“Now the sufferer knew nothing of 
where or how his lost limb was buried ; 
as a matter of feet, it had been 
swathed in a lot of hay, packed 
tightly in a box, and the whole put 
under the ground. Day after day went 
on, the suffering of the man with the 
buried leg and foot grew intolerable, un­
til finally he begged his brother to dig up 
Che piece of lifeless flesh, remove its 
wrappings, and change its position in the 
box. Only a sick man’s whim, thought 
the brother, who was nursing the unfortu­
nate fellow. Still, why he could never 
explain, he, too, was seized with a fency 
that if he were to do as the invalid 
wished, and then tell him about it, the 
effect might be a relief to the sick man’s 
mind. It’s all nonsense, of course, he 
said to himself, but he went one night 
just the same, dug up the limb, relieved 
it of its wrapping, turned it over in the 
bo», and buried the grewsome thing 
again, thinking th-x next morning he 
would tell his brother all ab5&t-it~J£he 
first thing his brother said to him when 
he saw him was : 1 Something happened 
last night.’ ‘What -vas it?’ ‘ Well, you 
know that I have been telling you about 
my buried limb, how awfully it ached, 
and how it felt as if something was pres­
sing upon it. Well, just about ten o’clock 
last night, when the thing was aching the 
worst, I all at once felt a relief, the pain 
was completely gone, and I have not felt 
it since.’

The brother was astonished beyond ex­
pression. It was just exactly five min­
utes before ten o’clock on the night prev­
ious that he had changed the position of 
the buried limb, and he had not told a 
living soul of what he had done. Rather 
curions isn’t it?”

THE GIANT SPIDER OF CEYLON.
Far up in the mountains of Ceylon 

there is a gigantic spider which spins a 
bright yellow web, each thread being 
almost as large and strong as the “ button­
hole twist” or embroidery floss sold at a 
penny a spool at the stores. The net 
which this creature forms from these 
webs is often 5 to 8 feet across. This net 
is swung on mainstays or guys, which are 
from 10 to 20 feet in length and strong 
enough to call the pedestrian to a halt as 
suddenly as if he had encountered a low- 
hanging clothes-line.

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OUR HIGHWAYS.

Recurring to the subject of highways, 
we wish to impress upon our readers the 
value and importance of bringing up our 
common roads to a better condition. These 
roads aie the veins and arteries through 
which flow the agricultural products and 
supplies of the farmer, either directly to or 
from the markets or to or from the great 
ducts of travel and transportation — the 
railroads of the country. The railroad 
system of this province has grown up 
within a comparatively few years into a 
fairly complete and satisfactory system 
while our common roads have been al­
most entirely neglected and are now in­
ferior to those of almost all other civilized 
countries. They have unfortunately as a 
general thing been unwisely located 
those responsible for laying them out, 
having only had in view considerations 
which w'ere of importance or were thought 
to be of importance at the moment. The 
future use and cost of repair, the suit­
ability of the location should the neigh­
boring settlements be extended, and the 
desirability of seeking as level ground as 
possible, not having apparently been sug­
gested to anybody’s mind. We referred 
in a former issue to the improvements 
effected in recent years in France. In 
England they have been equally marked. 
As early as 1840 there had been expended 
over §12,000,000 in building 20,000 miles 
of macadamized road, and in 1868 there 
had been constructed 160,000 miles of good 
carriageable roads in the United Kingdom, 
or as it is stated one mile and a third to 
every square mile ff territory. New 
Brunswick is something more than half 
the area of England and with a road 
mileage equal to hers would require to 
make provision for about 35,000 miles. 
But no such road mileage would be needed, 
We have no means at hand of calculating 
accurately the miles of great and bye 
roads in actual use in this province, but 
we would conjecture, they would not ex­
ceed fifteen thousand, rnjle&.

printing bureau scandal. Mr. Adolphe 
Caron has been, amongst other things, 
accused by Mr. Tarte, a member of par­
liament, with having secured personally 
$15,000 of the McGreevy swag.

COUNTY COUNCIL
Important BUI Passed — Co un. 

Shut Off,
Finder

"'The necessity for better common roads 
will be admitted so that the great question 
to be answered is how can funds necessary 
for their construction be provided. It is 
not worth while to look to the provincial 
government for any larger contribution 
than it now makes in aid of public high­
ways. We would rather anticipate that 
the grant for this purpose would diminish, 
as the pressure for bridge construction 
and repair increases. The bridges of the 
country must be maintained, and so long 
as there is a dollar in the treasury, with 
which to build these, it will have to go 
for that purpose. The construction and 
repair of the roads is on a somewhat dif­
ferent footing. People can get along if 
the roads are bad, but if the bridges are 
down they cannot. The average annual 
appropriation, we observe, extending 
over a period of years for roads and 
bridges has been about $170,000. The 
actual expenditure has averaged much 
higher, showing that the annual grants 
have not sufficed to meet the demand, 
and as we observed, last year, the chief 
commissioner of public works was obliged 
to take authority to borrow $250,000 to 
enable him to restore bridges urgently 
required — no portion of this sum was 
intended to be applied to the building of 
new bridges on new sites — but exclu­
sively to the repairing or rebuilding of 
bridges on old sites. $70,000 is the 
amount of the annual grant in aid of bye 
roads, and this is in part applied toward 
rebuilding bridges on the bye roads, 
perhaps one-fourth or one-fifth goes 
in that way. If our conjecture as to 
the total road mileage in the province is 
correct, there would remain, after bye 
road bridges are provided for, or to the ex­
tent they are now provided for, only about 
three dollars per mile for expenditure 
upon the highways of this country out of 
the provincial treasury. This is alto­
gether inadequate to do the work it is 
expected to perform, and yet it is a con­
siderable amount to be appropriated for 
that purpose out of the limited revenue 
of the province. It is a fact which peo­
ple in New Brunswick do not seem to 
realize that in the other provinces, for 
instance in Quebec and Ontario, not only 
are the roads but the bridges also are 
constructed and maintained out of the 
funds of the municipalities raised by 
taxation. And the same is true in the 
State of Maine, and indeed in all the 
states of the union. We leave our readers 
in the country districts, for the present, 
to turn this significant fact over in their 
minds, and we would like them to 
realize that everywhere else, except to a 
limited extent, in Nova Scotia, the peo­
ple build their bridges and roads out of 
the rates.

The people of New Brunswick may al­
most be said to have only one interest to 
serve in the struggle of contending parties 
at this juncture, and that is that the men 
by whom we are ruled should be honest 
and untainted. We would not ordinarily 
lose sight of the respective policies of the 
two parties ; but our first concern now 
should be to clean out the stables. There 
is a scandal looming up into very large 
proportions not so far distant as Quebec 
that might well attract the notice of the 
St. John organ. We allude to the Harris 
land job. The grab is as large as Pacaud’s 
hundred thousand dollar Baie DeChalenr 
irregularity and much more barefaced. 
The facts are all out and the material is 
at hand for forming a judgment upon it— 
and the facts are these: The dominion 
government have bought the car works 
property of the Harris company for 
$200,000. These lands are not nëeded and 
if they were the price paid is too high by 
one hundred per cent ; and if the price 
were not exorbitant, there has been no 
authority given by parliament to make 
the purchase. The value put upon the 
property by the company in its statement 
furnished the Halifax bank last year upon 
which the company were soliciting ad­
vances by the bank, was $95,000. Now it 
is bought by the government for more 
than double the money. Why is it pur­
chased ? Why has the price been paid 
and who are the favored individuals 
among whom the money is to be dis­
tributed 7 rifése are questions with which 
the Sun could deal with much greater 
advantage than with the internal affairs 
of the province of Quebec; but when 
called upon to explain it simply gets angry 
and says Mercier and Pacaud are rascals. 
The latter may be all very true, but 
$107,000 steal in St. John of our own 
money, is not less culpable than a $100,000 
steal in Quebec of the money of other 
persons.

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

WICKED QUEBEC.

We should like to be able to credit the 
conservative press with sincerity in its 
crusade against the corruptionists in 
Quebec, but there is too much reason to 
doubt its genuineness. We can under­
stand why the state of things now being 
disclosed in that province should call for 
condemnation from every sturdy friend 
of honest government ; but the morality 
which limits itself to denunciation of 
Quebec methods and has no word of cen­
sure or criticism for kindred methods pre­
vailing at Ottawa, is open to grave sus­
picion. Mercier, who profits by the 
Pacaud steals, and through the means 
of illegal letters of credit, has aroused the 
indignation of the conservative party 
organs; but Langevin and McGreevy’s, 
threefold greater raids upon the dominion 
treasury, has failed to disturb the 
equanimity of the same organs. We are 
even invited to admire the energy with 
which the process of purification has been 
carried on at Ottawa as shown by the 
prosecution of Arnoldi and the expulsion 
of Langevin, and we were calmly assured 
by Mr. Abbott, in his saintly declarations 
in the senate last winter, that they who 
shared in the proceeds of the McGreevy 
peculations were virtuous, and would 
enforce virtuous conduct in others. We 
cannot understand why we in New 
Brunswick should be expected to rivet 
our attention upon local affairs in Quebec 
and shut our eyes to the state of things 
at the federal capital and elsewhere 
in which we have a direct pecuniary and 
political interest. Column after column 
of space is devoted in the government 
organs to wicked Quebec and not a syll­
able to wicked Ottawa ; and yet there is 
scarcely a leading member of the domin­
ion cabinet who is not the subject of a 
scandal of greater or lesser magnitude 
from the premier down. Mr. Abbott first 
came into prominence in Canadian poli­
tics as a leading figure in the Pacific 
scandal. Mr. Chaplean is the hero of the

We noticed the other day a three 
column account in the Sun of the enorm­
ous benefit the N. P. had been to the 
coal business in Nova Scotia, and we 
grieved to reflect that it would not take 
three columns to detail all the benefits" 
which all the industries of our province had 
derived from the aforesaid N. P. since its 
inception.

That when any horse, ox, cow, sheep or 
other cattle stray into or upon the en­
closed premises of any person or persons 
between the first of Nov. and the first day 
of Dec. in each and every year and re­
main there in for the space often days, 
it shall be the duty of the person into 
whose premises the same shall stray im­
mediately after expiration of the ten days 
aforesaid to give ten days notice thereof 
by posting up printed or written notices 
containing a full description of the animal 
or animals and of the mark or marks (if 
any) thereon by posting such notices in 
two of the most public places in the parish 
in which the person into whose premises 
the said cattle or animals may have 
strayed resides, and also in two of the 
most public places in two or more ad­
joining parishes. That on failure of the 
owner or owners of any such animals 
mentioned in the said notice, calling for 
the same and paying all expenses and 
charges incurred on account thereof be­
fore the expiration of the ten days men­
tioned in the said notice, it shall be the 
duty of the person into whose premises 
such animals may have strayed as afore­
said immediately to proceed to sell the 
same at public auction, first giving twenty

The highway bridge over the river has 
demonstrated its usefulness this winter. 
People are asking themselves what would 
have been done without it. As there has 
scarcely been safe driving on the ice three 
days in succession, we would have been 
in a tight place at times.

Speaking of bridges, the Woodstock 
people are still quarrelling over the ques­
tion of the site of their bridge. The 
Mayor’s election was fought out on it, Mr. 
Drysdale, the successful candidate, being 
for the King street selection, the one it is 
said the government has decided upon 
We should say the chief commissioner 
would not be greatly to blame if he sus­
pended operations on the bridge until the 
people settled their quarrels.

Some of the people opposed to the King 
street site are working up an agitation 
in the river parishes. They are tel­
ling the people if they succeed in for­
cing the government to build a cheaper 
bridge on another site, they will be en­
titled to the difference to bridge the St. John 
river at Hartland or Bumfrau. In talking 
with the Hartland people, Hartland is the 
spot; and with the Bumfrau people, of 
course it is Bumtrau. As the money can­
not be spent on new bridges, there is not 
very much in this talk.

The election in Richmond on Thursday 
resulted in the return of the conservative 
candidate, Gillies, but by a greatly reduced 
majority. The state of opinion in that 
constituency in March last, was such that 
both the conservative candidates outran 
Flynn by a majority of over a hundred 
and Gillies by over 200. Friday there was 
only one conservative in the field and 
Flynn came within 300 of his vote. A 
very marked change towards liberal senti­
ment. „

We have heard nothing lately about 
Mr. Temple’s promotion to the senate. 
Has the idea been abandoned, or only 
deferred for the present ?

Mr. Haggart’s elevation to the ministry 
of railways, has given intense dissatisfac­
tion to Ontario conservatives as well as to 
the country generally.

The re-election of mayor Macshane in 
Montreal on Wednesday without opposi­
tion, has some significance as he was one 
of the members of the Mercier govern­
ment against whom personal charges of a 
very compromising character are preferred 
by the DeBoucherville ministry. The 
people of Montreal who have never been 
very friendly to Mercier, could not have 
taken any stock in the charges against 
their mayor or some one could have been 
induced to oppose his re-election.

Mining. — D. Glendenning, despite the 
weather, has a crew still-at work near Cork 
Station prospecting for coal. Several holes 
have been drilled, some to a depth ofxbe- 
tween thirty and forty feet. A strict secret 
is kept as to the prospects. Coal has been 
found in all the wells in the vicinity, veins 
of it almost two feet thick have been en­
countered. The general opinion is that Mr.

days notice of the time and place of sucli 
sale by publication for the space of three 
weeks’ in a weekly newspaper published 
in the county of York, that any person 
into whose premises any animal aforesaid 
may stray, failing or neglecting to comply 
with the provisions of this byelaw shall 
be subject to a penalty of not less than 
four dollars or more than twenty dollars 
for each said failure or neglect.

The bill was carried.
Alfred Edgecombe then came before 

the board and said that the lands in ques­
tion were well known to all. Their firm 
had been holding this land for a number 
of years at $10 rental ; the last few years 
at a rent of $15. He believed that the 
title was in the hands of the county and 
would like a lease of the *property for 
twenty-one years, and that the county 
would pay for the improvements put 
upon it.

That $8 Charge,

Some of the county councillors who had 
taken very high ground against the local 
government for asking pay from the county 
for copies of the highway act, have come 
down from their perch. They did not do 
so voluntarily or pleasantly, but they did 
so all the same. To remind our readers of 
the facts : Some two or more years ago,when 
the government was printing the highway 
act, it was thought well to have a large ad­
ditional number struck off so as to supply the 
various counties at a nominal cost and save 
the different municipalities the large expense 
of printing them each for itself. County 
secretaries were notified that copies were 
available at five cents per copy, and York 
county took one hundred of them. When 
the small bill was sent in, couns. Finder, 
Scott and others not particularly friendly 
to the local government, thinking to make 
a point against it, refused to pay and 
kicked up quite a dust over what they 
were pleased to regard as an outrageous 
charge. The government simply held the 
jury fees until these gentlemen should 
learn better manners, so that finally the 
belligerent members had to take off their war 
paint and eat biled crow. The $5 bill was 
ordered to be paid. But not without a pro­
test. Certain councillors who could not have 
known that what they were saying,was true, 
and who, in point of fact, had no know­
ledge on the subject, stated positively that 
the government made a charge against 
York county which it did not make against 
other counties. The St. John Sun of 
Thursday, with an ear always open for 
damaging intelligence, makes the announce­
ment that it came out during the proceed­
ings before the county council that these 
pamphlets, for which York county was 
asked to pay, had been distributed in other 
counties free. Just how it came out or 
what class of evidence was accepted in 
proof of this statement, does not appear, 
but that it was very unreliable evidence, 
will be seen from the subjoined statement 
of the amounts actually paid by other 
counties for copies of the same act,and which 
statement we have had furnished us by the 
department of the provincial secretary. 
These are the amounts :

Gloucester - - 3 00 Kings - - 6 00
Northumberland 6 00 Queens - - 12 00
Restigouche - 3 00 Sunbury - 6 00

All other counties appreciated the con­
sideration of the government and very 
gladly paid the trifling charge. York alone, 
under the wise and judicious inspiration of 
Messrs. Finder and Scott, stood out to fight. 
And what a dignified figure these gentle­
men have made the county cut in the busi­
ness. ________________

The Courts.

The trial between Forbes and Kelly vs. 
Grotty and Malone, engaged the attention 
of the county court from Tuesday, the 12th, 
till the evening of Monday, the 18th. The 
case was very carefully gone into and the 
law bearing on different points that ap­
peared, very explicitely explained by the 
judge. Geo. F. Gregory, for Forbes and 
Kelly, spent several hours in his address to 
the jury, going over all the evidence and 
making a strong plea for his client. The 
juiy retired about four o’clock, and after 
being out an hour returned with the deci­
sion that they could not agree. After the 
explanation of a difficulty that had arisen, 
they retired once more and in a short time 
after rendered a verdict in favor of Forbes 
and Kelley for fifty dollars.

At the court on Tuesday, chief justice 
Allen presiding, the grand jury although In 
attendance had no.business before it. His 
honor said that the peijury case, Lindsay 
vs Armstrong, then before Mr. Marsh, might 
be brought before the grand jury in the 
afternoon. If so he would not hear the 
case but would ask Judge Fraser to do so, 
as should a conviction be made, there might 
be an idea to the effect that hp was preju­
diced in the case.

In the afternoon, it was made known to 
the grand jury that Judge Fraser could not 
attend and the court closed. The peijury 
case was continued at the police court in 
the afternoon.

The Lindsay case was postponed till 
Thursday, but when the police court 
opened neither party appeared and the 
case was dismissed. It is believed an 
amicable settlement was made.

The little six year old son of John O’Leary 
died Tuesday morning after a short but se­
vere illness. The parents have the sym­
pathy of all in the loss of their little boy.

Geo. Ratcliffe, of Charlotte street, died 
on Monday of consumption at the age 
of sixty. He had been a soldier for many 
years. He leaves a widow and large family.

Wm. McCane, a well known resident of 
Charlotte street, died on Monday night at 
midnight of heart disease. He had reached 
his sixty-eight year. Deceased leaves a 
widow and family.

Mrs. Bruce Cummings died at her resi­
dence, York street, at two a’clock on the 
22nd, at the age of forty-five years.

Money Paid Without Warrant.

On page forty-seven there is 
a sum of $20 expenses of overseer of poor 
for Bright ; page forty-eight, $10 for Bright ; 
page forty-nine, $15 for Bright ; page fifty- 
one, $5 for Canterbury ; page fifty-two, $10 
for Bright ; page fifty-seven,$12 for Douglas, 
making a total of $72. This should be 
made a law so that all overseers of the poor 
may take advantage of it, or those overseers 
as above who have received this $72 should 
be made refund it to the comity. Mr. 
Black must have some personal love for 
Bright or he has not been careful in this 
■flatter.

LAST SAD RITES.
Funeral Obsequies of the late Duke of 

Clarence,

London, Jan. 20. — The body of the Duke 
of Clarence and Avondale was removed from 
the parish church at Sandringham to-day. 
The Prince of Wales and his household 
entered the church at 10.15, accompanied by 
the members of the royal family. The fun­
eral services were very brief. At their con­
clusion the coffin was placed upon the 
draped gun carriage drawn by six ■ horses 
and conveyed to Wolverton station on the 
Great Eastern railway. The whole route 
from the church to the station was lined 
with spectators, who, as the procession 
passed, joined in the rear. A guard df honor 
from the Norfolk volunteers met the cortege 
at the station. The whole scene was one of 
great solemnity.

The remains were conveyed from Windsor 
without transhipping at London. The Duke 
of Edinburgh, Duke of Cannaught, Prince 
Christian, Duke of Teck, two of his sons, 
and many foreign representatives were at 
Windsor station when at 3.30, the train 
bearing the remains arrived. On it were 
the Prince and Princess of Wales. The train 
that followed the funeral train conveyed 
the members of the Prince of Wales’ house­
hold at Sandringham.

The lord chamberlain received the mem­
bers of the royal family as they alighted. 
The coffin was taken on the shoulders of 
men from the Tenth Hussars and was en­
wrapped in a silken Union Jack. On it was 
a single splendid wreath sent by the Queen. 
A silken ribbon was attached to the wreath 
on which were the words, “ A mark of the 
tenderest affection and love from a devoted, 
loving and sorrowing grandmother.”

Minute guns were fired from the round 
tower during the passage of the procession. 
The Life Guards had the right of line fol­
lowed by bands which played Chopin’s and 
Beethoven’s funeral marches, alternately.

A detachment of the Tenth Hussars and 
Horse Artillery preceded the gun carriage 
upon which the remains were placed. On 
either side of the gun carriage walked the 
guards and officers of the Tenth Hussars. 
The charger ridden by the Duke of Clarence 
and Avondale, saddled and bridled, with 
the boots of his owner reversed, was led 
after the gun carriage. The mourners came 
next. The Prince of Wales, Prince George 
of Wales and the Duke of Fife led the 
mourners. Next came the Duke of Con­
naught, Duke of Edinburgh, Prince Chris­
tian, Prince Henry of Battenberg and the 
Marquis of Lome.

Then followed the Grand Duke Alexis, 
representing the czar of Russia ; Prince Al­
bert Schleswig-Holstein, the crown prince 
of Denmark, Duke of Oporto, brother of 
king of Portugal ; Prince Frederick Leopold, 
of Prussia, and Duke of Teck, between 
Prince Ernest Ledningen and Prince Ed­
ward Saxe Weimar. The princesses drove 
from the station by a private road to the 
chapel.

The procession moved slowly. It was 
nearly 4 o’clock when the cortege reached 
St. George’s chapel. The coffin bearers 
from the Hussars lifted the burden with 
bared and bowed heads, and passed into the 
chapel. The clergymen were headed by Very 
Rev. Philip Frank Elliott, D. D., domestic 
chaplain to the Queen, the dean of Windsor 
and registrar of the order of the garter, and 
Right Rev. Randall Thomas Davidson, D. 
D., bishop of Rochester.

The choristers went down the main aisle 
singing I am the Resurrection and the Life, 
followed by three equerries bearing on 
cushions the coronet of the Duke, and other 
insignia of his rank. Then came a small 
detachment from the Hussars. Behind 
them was the coffin flanked by ten officers 
of the Duke’s regiment (the Tenth Hussars); 
behind them came the Prince of Wales, 
Prince George of Wales, and the Duke of 
Fife followed by royal personages. The 
coffin was placed upon the bier before the 
altar and coronet and other insignia placed 
upon it.

In the Queen’s gallery above the altar on 
the right were the Princess of Wales, her 
daughters Princess Louise (Duchess of Fife), 
Princess Victoria and Princess Maud, and 
Princess Mary of Teck.

The services were conducted by the dean 
of Windsor assisted by the bishop of Ro­
chester. The choir sang hymns selected by 
the Queen.

After benediction Sir Albert Woods, garter 
king of arms (the Duke was a knight of the 
most noble order of the garter) in full insig­
nia and habit of his rank, proclaimed the 
full list of titles of the Duke. The Prince 
of Wales, followed by other royal person ■ 
ages, then proceeded by a private way from 
the chapel to the castle. There were only 
a few women in the chapel.

The entire service was marked by solemn 
impressiveness.

The remains of the Duke will be quietly 
removed to Memorial chapel, where they 
will find a final resting place.

The American legation and embassies of 
other governments not connected by family 
ties with the Queen attended the memorial 
services in the chapel of St. James.

In this city, by order of the mayor, stores 
were closed and curtains drawn, and the 
bells of all the churches tolled from two 
until three o’clock. A general holiday ob­
servance was manifested. The county 
council held no session in the forenoon. 
Special mention was made of the sad event 
of the death of the Duke at all the churches 
in the vicinity on Sunday.

A Bample Brick.

The following is a sample of the style of 
warfare adopted by the Moncton Times, 
against a political opponent, and all be­
cause Mr. Blair defeated Mr. Stevens in 
February last:

A JUDICIAL FARCE.
The Queen, represented by attorney 

general Blair, has lost another case at Dor­
chester. It seems unfortunate for the 
Queen, but it would seem as if she better 
supply some other lawyer when Moncton 
law breakers of a certain class are to be tried.

We need not say that this paragraph is 
called for by the verdict in the case of the 
Queen vs. Flewelling Wilbur, tried at Dor­
chester last week and ending in the acquit­
tal of the prisoner. It will be remembered 
that William Wilbur, a brother of Fle­
welling, then lying under a serious charge, 
was a few months ago released on nominal 
bail. He immediately left the country, and 
when the charge against Flewelling Wilbur 
came up and it was learned that Mr. Em- 
merson was to defend and Mr. Blair to go 
through the form of prosecuting, there were 
many to predict that the prisoner would be 
acquitted. The evidence at the preliminary 
examination held before stipendiary Wort- 
man was of a most conclusive nature, but 
at Dorchester some new witnesses, chiefly 
women of loose character, tenants of houses 
owned by relatives of the prisoner, were 
called. We are not informed of the nature 
of the new testimony, but it will require a 
good deal to convince the people of Moncton 
that justice has been done in this case.

The number of falsehoods and insinua­
tions contained in the above paragraphs are 
about as numerous as could well be com­
pressed into the same space. If every case 
that a crown officer fails to convict is to 
be made the basis of a malicious attack upon 
him by a political opponent, we are 
going to introduce an atrocious principle 
into the administration of criminal justice. 
We learn from reliable authority that Wil­
liam Wilbur, who is named as having been 
released on what is called by the Times 
nominal bail a few months ago, was 
brought up on a charge for an as­
sault. The chief justice, who had 
read the depositions admitted the 
prisoner to bail on the application of the 
prisoner’s counsel, and himself fixed the 
amount of bail, the attorney general did not 
fix it. The same bail were afterwards com­
pelled to pay up. The statement “ that the 
evidence in the preliminary examination 
against Flewelling Wilbur before stipend­
iary Wortman was of a most conclusive 
nature” is a stupendous falsehood. The 
evidence was everything but conclusive, it 
was as weak as water, and without evidence 
it is presumed no man, even the worst 
character, should be convicted. There were, 
no doubt, women of loose character called 
as witnesses, in fact all the witnesses 
were a depraved lot, but it is not to 
be supposed that the attorney general 
could manufacture witnesses of good 
character for the purpose. If the man 
whose money was stolen consorted with 
women and witnesses of that character, the 
crown bad to take them or none. If editor 
Stevens had lost his pocket book in fre­
quenting bar rooms and brothels and should 
prosecute any person whom he might sus­
pect of the crime, he would not drag the 
deacons of his church into court to help 
him out, he would have to depend upon 
the testimony of his companions while on 
the bout. Before Stevens pronounces the 
result of the Wilbur trial a judicial farce, he 
would do well to take the opinion of Judge 
King who tried the case as to whether the 
attorney general did not thoroughly ex­
haust the testimony against the prisoner, 
and whether if he is open to any charge, it 
is not rather that he unduly pressed in 
evidence to convict. The Times editor has 
not read the evidence given before the police 
magistrate nor that given on the trial ; he 
does not know that the prosecutor broke 
down completely in his evidence and could 
give no connected account of his own where­
abouts or movements. Every witness con­
tradicted him and he contradicted himself, 
and yet the Times is unprincipled enough 
to be the first to charge attorney general 
Blair with prostituting his office as crown 
prosecutor. For shame, Mr. Stevens ! You 
must be hard pushed indeed for accusatory 
matter against a political opponent when 
you descend to such depths. Why do you 
not accuse and insinuate misconduct against 
Judge King? He did not charge the jury

When four or more starts, in prumiums of 50 per cent, to first, 25 per cent, to second, 15 per cent, to 
third, and 10 per cent, to fourth. When three start, premiums of 60, 30 and 10 per oenv, where two start, 
80 and 20 per cent.

Any animal distancing the field in either stake will be entitled to first money only. In each an event, 
the remaining oolts to trot off on same terms as above, the balance of purse to be divided same percentage 
as above, according to number of starters. Should there, however, lie any premiums for which any dis­
tanced horses stand equal the horses shall trot one heat for the same under the original conditions of racing 
with the exception that distance is to be waived. In all such oases the heat is to be trotted, and no ar­
rangements to divide money will oe permitted.

Distance in the yearling race will be two hundred yards; in the two-year-old race one hundred and 
fitty yards; in the three-year-old race one hundred yards; in the four-) ear-old race the regular diatanoe of 
eighty yards.

Stake No. I will be half mile heate, best 2 in 3 ; Blake No. 2 mile heats, best 2 in 3; stake No. 8 mile 
heats, best 3 in 5, and stake No. 4, the same. On all other matters National Buies to govern.

There will be also be a FREE-FOR-ALL BAOE, for a parse of $250. The entranee fee in this race will 
be 10 per cent, of purse, payable 6 per cent, with nomination, which closes ten days before the race, and 6 
per cent, evening before the race.
