So co-
gent has been the reasoning of the
Opposition in discussing the tariff,
and so keen has been their criti-
cism, that the Government ‘were
forced to abandon the position
first assumed by them. This is
especially true of the combines
clause and the preferential clause.
As first presented, Mr. Fielding’s
tariff resolution contained a clause
settrng forth that the Government
could, at any time determine what
cefistituted a combine, and conse-
quently could destroy it. It was
pointed out by the Opposition that
placing such absolute power in the
hands of the Governmenf was a
very dangerous proceeding, as it
might be used arbitrarily and for
political purposes, and a company
doing a legitimate business would
be liable to be subjected to .great
loss to be ruined indeed, by the
enforcing of this clause by the
Government. The Opposition
pointed out that the decision of a
court or a judge ghould determine
whether or not a combine existed.
The Government have amended
the clause so that a company has
to be declared a combine by a
Judge of a Superior Court before
the law can .recognize it as such.
The most remarkable feature of
the Fielding tariff is what the
Grits were pleased to call the pre-
ferential clause. This pretended
to give a preference in our markets
to the importations from Great
Britain. It waés receivedb with

A copy of the Fast Atlantic
Steamship ccntract, laid on the
table of the House of Commons
on Friday last, provides for a
fortnightly service, after May 31st
1899, and weekly after May, 1900,
of twenty-one knot boats.

Dominion Parliament.

In the House of Commons on Tuesday
of lastr week, Mr. Fielding moved the
House into committee on the tariff re-
solutions, and explained the amend-
ments he proposed to make in the ori-
ginaltariff asintroduced by him five
weeks previously. The finance minis-
ter showed his want of confidence in his
own resolutions by proposing some fifty
amendments to them. The following
are the principal changes which he pro-
poses. Original tariff, as used below,
weang ths tgri,‘f‘f a8 introduced by Mr.
Fielding : Soap, pearline and oiber goap
powders, original tariff, 30 p. ¢; amend-
ed tariff, 35p. c. The tariff on books
hss been changed so as to divide them
into two clasres. The late tariff on
books was six cents a pound ; the Field-
ing tariff as introduced placed the duty
at 20 p. ¢, The amended tariff reads as
follows: Novels or literature of similar
character, unbound or paper bound, not
toinclude Christmas annuals or publica-
tions commonly known as juvenile and
toy books, twenty per cent. Books,
printed periodicals and pamphlets, N.
E. 8. not to include bank account books
copy books, ten per cent. On the free
list are placed all books on the applica-
tion of science to industries of all kinds,
including books onf agriculture, -horti-
culture, forestry, fish and fishing, min-
ing, metallargy, architecture electric
and other engineering, carpentry, ship-
building, mechanism, dyeing, bleach

ing, tanning, weaving and other me-
chanic arts and similar industrial books
and for public and university libraries,
colleges or schools. Itis provided that
importers of books who have sold the
same for useina library may receive a
refund of duty paid. Advertising and
printed matter, on which under the old
tariff a specific duty was imposed, was
placed at 35 per cent in the original
Fielding tariff. He now returns to a
specific tariff of 15 cents a pound.
Printed music, 25 per cent in the originl
Fielding tariff, is reduced to 10 per
cent. Partly printed newspapers, 20
per cent in the originalfjtariff, increased
to 25 per cent. On medicines the ori-
ginal tariff placed duty of 35 per cent
on liquide and 25 per cent on qthers.
The amended tariff is 50 per cent on
liquid medicine containing alcohol and
25 per cent on others. Linseed oil,
lard oil, ete., is raisedfrom 20 per cent
to 25 per cent in the amended resolu-
tion.
