BT RUTH
Dfd you ever 

happen to con­
sider What wide­
ly different mo­
tives stands be­
hind our good 
deeds? Some- 
tiling started this 
train of thought 
for me, and it 
carried me into 
very interesting 
country. At least 
I found it so. Of 
course tastes dif­

fer in mental landscapes as well as 
material ones. /

We are apt to think of an act of 
charity as a fixed quantity represent­
ing a certain amount of merit It 
seems to me in reality that the act it­
self is only one of the factors. There 
a.re other factors which must be con­
sidered in reckoning the final product 
And the motive behind the deed is one 
of the most important.

The lowest motive for charity is 
that of the Pharisees who did their 
alms "to be seen of men.” If you mul­
tiply any sum, no matter how large, 
by zero, you still get zero. So it seems 
to me that the merit, of Pharisaical 
alms, no matter how lavish, is always 
zero, because the value of one of the 
factors, the motive, is cipher.

A dominant idea of the old reli­
gion was that we should be good, 
because if we weren’t w-e’d be ever­
lastingly punished for it. Can you see 
much merit in being good because.you

are afrad you’ll suffer if you aren't? 
And yet that is the spirit in which
many people give alms; because they 
ftar punishment here or hereafter if 
they withhold them. A man who re­
ligiously gave away a tenth of his in­

come to charity frankly confessed to 
me that he did it because he was 
afraid his prosperity ' would cease if 
he didn't. I call this the superstitious 
motivé, and I think it is a little better 
than the Pharisaical one, but not 
much.

Still others give because they hope 
to be rewarded for doing so. Some 
expect an immediate earthly reward in- 
the shape of prosperity and earthly 
desires fulfilled. Others hope to buy 
a ticket to heaven with their alms. 
Does that seem like a satisfactory mo­
tive to you? I must say it. doesn't 
quite content me. It is too much like 
investing money with the expectation 
of getting very high interest. We 
deny ourselves 'pleasures and gratifi­
cations in the fleeting to-day because 
we believe we shall thereby Win for 
ourselves greater pleasures and grati­
fications in the eternal to-morrow. 
And yet, since much of religion is 
built on just that motive, I don’t quite 
dare cavil at it. ,

To be generous toward your fellow- 
men because you cannot approve of 
yourself unless you are, seems to me 
a really satisfactory motive. There is 
only one higher, if it is higher, and 
that is to do things for your fellow- 
men because you love them and want 
to help them.

I can’t quite deede which of these 
two motives is the higher. The first 
involves effort, the second implies a 
naturally beautiful character,—-“White 
souls without stain or blot who do 
the will of -God and know it not.” Per­
haps the best way to rank these two
is to say that the first is a nobler

motive, and the second more beautiful,

They locked them­
selves in, preventing the police from 
ascending the winding staircase of 
345 steps, remaining in the iron cage 
erected to prevent suicides, from 
which they showered literature among 
the thousands of people who assem­
bled. For a long time the traffic was 
suspended in the vicinity, which is 
one of London’s busiest districts. The 
pqlice' had to obtain the services of a 
locksmith before the door at the bot­
tom of the shaft could be opened. 
When they caught the women and ap­
peared with them on the street, the 
people became so threatening that the 
constables were compelled to take 
their prisoners "back into the chamber 
until reinforcements arrived and 
cleared the way for their passage to 
the police station. A force of a hun­
dred police was required to protect 
tpë women from tKe rushes of an 
angry mob. They ^vere released a 
short time after reaching tile police 
station.

Morris’s
Finance.

We have commented often on the 
financial bungling of the Morris Gov­
ernment, particularly in connection 
with the raising of the railway loans, 
the miscalculations in the cost of the 
railways and the general recklessness 
with which the money extracted from 
the people in the way of taxation is 
expended.

Although during the last ten years 
thé increase of population has been 
only some 10 per cent, the people 
pay twice as much to the Revenue 
Departments as they did ten years 
ago; and now we find that during the 
past four years the sum of seven mil­
lion two hundred thousand dollars 
has been added to the Public Debt, 
and It Is more and more evident as 
time goes on that a third loan will 
have to be raised to clear off obliga­
tions arising from Branch Railway 
Contracts entered into by the Govern­
ment with the Reid Nfld. Co.

necessity, the Audit Act. provides a 
means of making the expenditure in 
a regular way.

In May 1912 a special warrant for 
$16,000 was issued. The necessity in 
this case was really due to the fault 
of those in authority. The Auditor 
General says of this expenditure; 
“The necessity for the issue of this 
warrant was caused by a miscalcula­
tion by the Department (of Charities) 
of its actual requirements at the time 
when Supplementary Supply was be­
ing sought.” Of this amount $7,711.84 
was spent; the balance being drop­
ped.

The Auditqr General next takes up 
the short votes taken by the Legisla­
ture at the instance of the Govern­
ment, and the annual supplementing 
of it, without the authority of the 
Legislature, by the Governor in Coun­
cil. On this matter he comments 
thus: —

“In February, 1913, an Order In 
Council directed the issue of a Spe­
cial Warrant for $15,000.00 to relieve 
the vote of $10,000.00 for General Con­
tingencies 1912-13, of certain charges 
borne by the said vote which should 
not properly have been charged there­
to. These charges had practically 
swamped the Vote (always, as I have 
frequently reported, utterly inade­
quate to meet the calls upon it), their 
payment had exhausted the credit of 
the Accountant of Contingencies as I 
had declined to issue any further let­
ters of credit on the Bank of Montreal 
In favor of that official.

“In order to relieve the situation, 
the Government ordered the issue of 
the Warrant to cover these expendi­
tures and others of a cognate nature 
until Supplementary Supply should be 
voted by the Legislature.

"Of the sum of $15,000 appropriated 
under this Warrant, $6,576.47 has been 
spent and further charges for pensions 
not provide for by vote of the Legis­
lature wi(l be made against it.”

He next turns his attention to over- 
expenditures made by Order-in-Coun- 
cll. I will be seen that these expen­
ditures amount to $77,364.37. Some 
$40,364.37 was made on accounts 
which were not of a permanent na­
ture. but $37,000 will become an an­
nual charge. *

Under these circumstances it is par­
ticularly interesting to note what the 
Auditor General has to say on expen­
ditures for which no authority had 
been given to the Government by the 
Legislatures.

Of course it may happen that an 
accident to a public work or some un- 
forseen contingency may arise which 
urgently calls for an immediate ex­
penditure, which the Legislature is 
not in session to provide for. Under 
these circumstances of urgency and

The Auditor General gives the de­
tails and comments as follows:—

“Entailing as they do, Increases in 
salaries, new salaries, pensions, and 
other expenditures which have not 
been authorized by the Legislature, all 
payments made on account of them 
are in contravention of the provisions 
of the Audit Act and have therefore 
not been allowed by me. As I have 
refused to re-lmburse all such pay.

made them are indebted to the Bank 
of Montreal pro tanto until such time 
as the Legislature make provision for 
their payment.”

by this Report, an annual obligation 
of $87,000.00, for increases to salaries, 
salaries for new positions and pen­
sions, without any authorisation by 
the Legislature.

“Repayment of all expenditure in
excess bt the regulkr appropriation 
votes as notes hereunder has been re­
fused by me, and, as in the case of 
expenditures under head “B”, the sev­
eral Departments which have over­
drawn the votes under their control, 
are indebted to the Bank of Montreal 
for such overdrafts.”

“In addition the foregoing there are 
a large number of votes which, by 
the end of the month, will be exhaust­
ed; especially is this the case with 
the votes under the control of the 
Accountant of Contingencies, and the 
Public Charities, Postal and Tele­
graphs, and Public Works Depart; 
ments. This foreshaows the usual 
heavy demand for Supplementary 
Supply from the Legislature at Its 
next session.

"I have to report that the sum of 
$20,363.88 has been expended out of 
the Temporary Loan of $100,000.00, ob­
tained from the Bank of Montreal for 
Lighthouse erection. This Loan was 
raised under the Loan Act of 1912 
which authorized the raising, by the 
sale of Debenture Bonds of the Col­
ony, of the sum of $250,000.00, $100,- 
000.00 of which is to be applied to 
the erection of Lighthouses. The 
summer and autumn being the only 
time available for the erection of 
Lighthouses, the Government decided 
that it would not be advisable to await 
the raising of the Loan, and the work 
was therefore commenced. Hence 
the necessity for the Temporary Loan.

“The sum of $59,855.09 has been ex­
pended on account of road and mar­
ine works out of the Surplus of 
1912-13. Pending ratification by th< 
Legislature of the allocation of this 
Surplus made by the Government, 1 
have not passed this Expenditure.”

Sensational 
Arrest.

TWO MEN BURGLARIZES ELLIS’S 
STORE—CAUGHT IN THE ACT 
AND HELD UP AT POINT OF BE- 
YOLVER BY POLICE DETECTIYK 
BYRNE.
One of the most daring and mysteri 

ous burglaries that has yet come un­
der the notice of the police has just 
been brought to light. The perpetra­
tors are two well known citizene, a 
42 year old cooper and a 58 year old 
watchman. Both are charged with 
entering and looting W. A. Ellis's 
grocery and wine store on Water St. 
and are now behind the bars, having 
been arrested under most peculiar 
circumstances. The sensation was the 
principal topic discussed on all sides 
this forenoon. It was very difficult 
to get an accurate statement of what 
really occurred. The police authori­
ties would not talk on the matter 
neither would Mr. Ellis, whose store 
was robbed, as he did not wish to 
press the case. As far as could be 
gleaned the facts are: For some time 
past Mr. Ellis had been missing liq­
uors. especially whiskey, in small 
quantities from his shop, supposed 
to be stolen by the two men in 
question, who were working at Baine 
Johnston’s premises, which is next to 
the Ellis building and situated at the 
rear of it. The police were notified 
of what was going on and Detective 
Byrne was sent to unravel what look­
ed like a mystery, as all of Ellis & 
Co’s, doors were barred up at 6 o’clock 
every evening. During the midnight 
hours of Thursday the two men gain­
ed access to the place and got away 
with four bottjes of whiskey and two 
bottles of Budweiser beer. These goods 
was missed by the owner yesterday 
morning, and Detective Byrne was ac­
quainted. The latter,1, with typical 
alertness and vigilance, secreted him­
self in the rear of the shop last even­
ing when all the hands left and the 
place was locked. Shortly after mid­
night, or early this morning, the burg­
lars' again appeared to obtain more 
loot. They entered the building 
through a door at the rear and for 
which they had a false key. They 
were groping about the store in the 
dark, being afraid of being captured 
if they lit a match, and taking every­
thing presumably they could lay 
hands on, when suddenly Byrne, who 
occupied a crouching position in the 
corner of the store, turned on the 
electric lights and quickly covered his 
men with a revolver. Without further 
delay they were placed under arrest 
and brought to the police station by 
the detective. To-day they were 
brought up before Judge Knight. 
They were not asked to plead and 
were remanded for eight days. We 
hear that the prisoners are charged 
with complicity in other robberies and 
will likely be committed to the Su­
preme Court.

Detective Byrne, no doubt, is an un­
usually busy man these days. Only 
yesterday he arrested a labourer for 
stealing twenty packages of ,tea, the 
property of Meehan & Co. He was 
tried to-day in the Magistrate’s Court, 
pleaded guilty and was sentenced to 
three months’ hard labor.

TEA ÏÏLJehntga0ing t0 w8a7 ««“•thing about our
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TheJamesBay Country.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—At the hour when we in 
-Newfoundland are building branch 
railroads, it may be a matter of espe­
cial interest to readers of the Evening 
Telegram to hear what the North Rail­
way Company are doing in Canada, 
and to learn some particulars about 
the country through which they are 
about to construct a road. The pro­
position before the North Railway 
Company is to construct a road 
through northern Quebec to connect 
James Bay with Montreal. The 
James Bay terminus will be about the 
mouth of the Nottaway River, a 
stream about the size of the Ex­
ploits. From the Bell River, where 
the National Transcontinental Rail­
road crosses it, to James Bay the 

'proposed road will traverse an al­
most unexplored region.

The country is tor the most part 
well wooded. The principal trees 
comprise black and white' spruce, 
banksian pine (cyris or jackpine), 
tamarack (known as juniper in this 
country), aspan and balsam poplar, 
white birch, fir. and white cedar, as 
well as white maple, and rowan or 
mountain ash in certain localities. 
The black spruce predominates, af­
fording about seventy-five or eighty 
per cent, of the arborescent flora. 
The finest timber grows along the 
water courses, diminishing in size as 
they recede inland to meet the small 
growth of juniper and black spruce of 
the wet swampy land. As in this 
country there are wide tracts of open 
marshes or muskeg. These wet places 
occupy about ten percent of the land 
surface. Rising out of the plain here 
and there are low ridges of dry sandy 
soil. These elevations are covered 
with a growth of fine Jack pine and 
scattered poplar. The soil is a heavy 
clay, but along the rivers is generally 
a lighter and drier soil. Many of the 
marshes are capable of being easily 
drained, and their beds converted into 
useful farming land.

The Nottpway River possesses great 
water powers. One of the Falls, that 
of the Iroquois, about fifty miles in­
land, is over 70 feet in height. The 
river at that point rushes through a

rocky channel only 75 feet wide; it 
presents a most magnificent sight as 
it leaps and boils and chafes as if 
indignant of the restraint put upon 
it. It comes down in three great 
chutes, the centre one being most im­
posing; there the river takes a sharp 
bend, the waters fall in three chan­
nels as if into a mighty cauldron 
where they leap in creamy jets, high 
into the resounding air. Above the 
awful tumult of waters a cloud of 
spray and mist is drifted hither and 
thither by the wind. The agneous 
veil as it floats on the air catches the 
ray's of the sun and flings it back in 
ever changing play of beautiful rain- 
bo\/ tints. Some day not far distant 
men will harness that wild stead and 
make it do their bidding.

In the neighbourhood of the Iro- 
' quois Falls arc extensive forests of 
fiffe pulp wood and larger timber;- that 
must ere long attract the attention of 
paper makers, and utilitarianism will : 
lay ruthless hands on the magnificent 
falls, making the wild, free waters 
the slaves of men.

The Abitibi and Chibougaman re­
gions through which the James Bay 
road will be laid arc regions that pos­
sess undoubted mineral wealth. The 
geologist ahd prospector have only 
touched the fringes of ft. as it were. 
Even that small acquaintatice has 
brought great reward, for mining is 
actively engaged in in several places. 
Among the minerals are abestos, gal­
ena, copper ores, gold, magnetite, etc. 
The rocks which underlie the glacial 
drift are Lower Huronian and the 
more ancient rocks. These rocks 
consist of slates and schists together 
with dolomites and black shales. The 
massive rocks are granite and gneiss 

-of the acid and basic types. Besides 
all the above mentioned latent wealth 
the region possesses a wealth of fur 
bearing animals and fresh water fish­
es in great abundance and variety. 
Among the fur bearng animals are 
the fox. lynx, fisher, marten, mink, 
otter, beaver and muskrat; bears, 
wolves, moose and caribou also inhab­
it the country. The lakes and rivers 
team with fishes, among which are 
trout, pickard (or dore), whitefish and

AND WHEREAS the price is regu­
lated to a great degree by the way- 
in which the herring have been pack­
ed, and that some fishermen do not 
use sufficient care in preparing their 
herrings for market.

BE XT RESOLVED that this meet­
ing representing the fishermen of 
Sandy Point, ask the Government to 
issue a License to any fisherman in 
Bay St. George who puts up herring 
for sale, who will' be given a number 
to be placed o neacb and every barrel 
sold by him. so as to make it possible 
to trace any bad herring to the per­
son who packed the same.

That Ever Left 
Scotland.

(By H. F. Shortis.)
The Rev. Mother of the Presenta­

tion Convent, Harbor Grace, received 
a cable on Thursday last, from Miss 
Forristal, announcing the death of her 
father, Alderman John Forristal, on 
Wednesday night, after a short ill­
ness.

John Forristal was born in Gus- 
sett’s Cove, Bay de Verde, seventy 
years ago, and in his youth followed 
up the fishery with his father in that 
thriving little settlement. When 
about sixteen years of age, he went to 
Harbor Grace, and served his ap­
prenticeship with the well-known 
cooper and philanthropist, Mr. Thom­
as Higgins, in whose employ he also 
worked ^for several years as a jour­
neyman. In the year 1868, the emi­
gration fever began to strike Harbor 
Grace, and Mr. Forristal decided to 
seek his fortune in the Great Domin­
ion. On the 24th of May,—1868, Mr. 
Forristal was one of the large con­
tingent of emigrants who left our 
shores in the schooner ‘Marie Vigil­
ante,’ which brought a load of flour 
to Ridley & Sons, Harbor Grace. 
There were sixteen of our people who 
took passage on that memorable occa­
sion, viz, John Forristal, Philip Brown 
fat present storekeeper at Alan 
Good ridge & Sons), Thomas Hogan 
(uncle of Dr. Hogan, St. Mary’s), 
Jeremiah Scanlon (brother of the late 
T. D. Scanlon), John McKinnon, Phil. 
Aylward, at Capt. Dan Green’s, the 
Colford family of Carbonear, George 
Grant, of Trinity and old Mrs. Thom- 
ev.

The day was fine, with warm west 
wind, and at an early hour thousands 
of people from Carbonear, Bay Rob­
erts, Spaniard’s Bay and outlying set­
tlements arrived in town, and about 
ten o’clock in the morning, a proces­
sion was formed headed by the band 
of the Irish Society and proceeded 
through the town to the wharf at 
which the ‘Marie Vigilante' was moor­
ed, gaily bedecked with bunting. At 
the appointed time, the lines were 
let go, and the schooner sailed down 
the harbor under short sail, whilst 
scores of boats followed in the wake, 
crowded with citizens, to see the last 
of their fellow-citizens and wish them 
every success.

The boy had been for 
months wandering around the streets 
wet, cold, hungry and miserable and 
fainting from the ravages of the 
White Plague, until eventually he 
was taken into the Poor Asylum at 
the solicitation of some friends. Had 
he pull and power he- would not be 
left as he has been. The treatment 
accorded this boy is a commentary on 
the inhumanity of the so-called "Peo­
ple’s Party.” While Morris and his 
minions are receiving thousands of 
the people’s taxes for no useful re­
turns to the country, poor diseased 
waifs are allowed almost ' to die on 
the highways before being cared for 
and aged fishermen are being given 
When they cannot enjoy it, a dole

-aprl4,tfAs the ship sailed 
away past the Point of Birchy, Custom 
House, Cathedral, out to Salvage the 
Band discoursed lively airs, amongst 
them being the Banks of Newfound­
land, and as she reached Salvage 
Rock, the crowds who accompanied 
them on board ship entered their 
boats and with tears in their eyes 
prepared to row ashore, the Band 
on board the largest boat playing Au Id 
lutng Syne. Mr. Forristal played the 
tenor horn in the band to the last mo­
ment, and as they were entering the 
boat, he handed his instrument to 
Iauac Marin, who played the same in­
strument in the British Band, and 
who took Mr. Forristal’s place until 
the great concourse of people dis­
banded opposite the Cathedral. It 
was a day never to be forgotten in 
Harbor Grace, and the particulars are 
spoken of to this day and handed 
down to succeeding generations.

Upon his arrival In Canada, Mr. 
Forristal worked at his trade as 
cooper, and by sobriety, industry* and 
sterling worth forged himself to the 
front rank until he became master 
and owner of the most extensive and 
successful coopering business in the 
Dominion. He was twice elected Al­
derman of the city of London, and 
every inducement was held out to 
him by the business men and citizens 
generally of that city, to permit him­
self to be placed in nomination for 
Mayor, and that his success was as­
sured. But the great and extensive 
business interests in which he was 
engaged, prevented him from accept­
ing nomination and certain election. 
He was director of several banks, and 
was largely interested in many great 
industries outside his own. Every 
laudable and charitable work had his 
hearty support, and he was a most lib­
eral patron of the Roman Catholic 
Church of which he was such an ex­
emplary and consistent a member. 
His wife who survives him was a 
daughter of the late Capt. Michael 
Pumphrey, one pf the most successful 
sealing masters and planters in the 
country, and uncle of Capt. William 
Pumphrey, of* H.M.C., St. John’s. 
Prosperity made no change in Mr. 
Forristal, aÿd during his visit here 
last summer his chief delight was to 
tell the story of his early days, when 
he prosecuted the fishery with his fa­
ther out of Gussett’s Cove. He never 
denied what he was—the son of a 
Newfoundland fisherman. He always 
remembered the good ladies of the 
Convent, Harbor Grace, and only a 
few days ago, he was interesting him­
self in getting them a new Altar for 
their little Chapel. He leaves a wid­
ow, four sons and three daughters to 
mourn their loss, and the Evening 
Telegram extends its deep sympathy 
to them in their bereavement.—(Re- 
quiescat In pace.)
