The week-cnd instead of (‘Icag'ing
the international 'utnwsp!:ere has
thickened it. ‘When we went to press
en Saturday afternoon all the infor-
mation to hand*was that Austria and
Servia were the only powers actually
at war ‘and that King George was
straining -every nerve to keep peace
between Russia and Germany.
Shortly afterwards, it - was - learned
that Germany had declared war ‘on
Russia and the worst was feared, as
that tended to bring France and Eng-
land into the arena. France had is-
sued a proclamation to prevent the
expert of food stuffs and to facilitate
the import of them. She is rapidiy
putting herself on a war footing, hs
may be seen not only from the for-
eign dispatches, but also from the pub-
lication here by the French Consul
of a call to.arms of all French re-
gervists  who may be in Newfound-
land. Further, we have the report
that a German division invaded Lux-
emburg on Saturday night, a clear
violation of, international arrange-
ment, and provocative of war with
Great - Britain. Whether this is an
invasion of Belgium or of the Grand
Duchy, is not clear, but in any case
Germany is under obligation to re=
spect the neutrality of both. It is mo
wonder that Great Britain has asked
Germany her intentions with -regard
to Belgium and the evasion of  the
guestion is a disturbing feature of the
situation. In either case it is a men-
ace to the North Eastern France. The
German Army is of course very large
when on a war footing. It is said to
number - 2,250,000, while that of
France is a millien 'men less. But
Germany will also have to reckon
with Russia, with about 1,760,000 men,
while Austria with 800,000 men can
keep a good part of the Russian ar-
my busy. Germany, too, has lost' the

~ assistance of Italy which has: 750,000

men. As for Great Britain we are
still ip the dark. Great activity pre-

vails at home and in Canada. Alder-
shot is busy.  Troop trains are held
in readiness. Our own naval reserve
have been ordered to report, and to
their credit, we find that time-expired
reservists are volunteering for ser-
vice. Most significant ef all is the
protlamation issued this morning that
the cable, wireless and telegraph ser-
vices are being controlled by the
Government. As an act of grace plain
language messages, at the sender's
risk and subject to censorship, are
being allowed to go through, but cy-
pher messages are suspended. In*
other words, a censorship has been
established and the Government is
exercising a priority for their own
services. Put in another way, these
services are now being wcrked un-
der conditions of war. The neutral-
itv of Italy is a serious blow to the
naval strength cf the Teutcnic allies.
It is 2lso gcod news for Newfound-
land because it will tend to keep the
Mediterranean market open for our
fish. Asquith’s statement to Parlia-
ment that Britain is under no formal
obligation to assist France in the
event cf a European war also tends
towards peace for Britain. = Prepara-

Men serving in the Royal
Navy for a period of Naval training
will continue in active service.
Any man failing to report without de-
lay- in compliance with this order will
be liable to arrest as a dcserter.

LONDON GOSSIP.

% THE AFRICAN, POMPETL

/ The treasures uneartied from thg
buried city of Meroe, in the Sudan, by
the archeologists of Liverpool Univer-
sity, during the past five seasons, are
on view just now in the rooms of the
Society of Antiguaries. They give
vou the story of the civilization of
what Professor Sayce has called the
African Pompeii through a thousgnd
years, as it can be pierced taogether
from scraps and shards turned out of
the mounds where there were once
Kings’ palaces, and quays and lordly
avenues. It is in its way an achieve-
ment almost as complete as Sir Ar-
thur Evans’s wonderful recreation of
the Minoan civilization. Perhaps the
most pathetic thing here is the bar-

Household Notes.

Old velveteen should be saved for
polishing cloths.

Beef immersed in sour milk will
keep for months.

Silver should never be allowed to
stand overnight without washing.

A cloth dipped in ammonia will
often remove stains from clothing.
French-fried potatoes dipped in
cornmeal before frying are excellent.
For  freezing ice cream and sher-
bets use three portions of ice to one
of salt.

A pinch of salt in the whites of
eggs will make beat much more
quickly.

Scraped raw potatoes put into de-
canters will clean them if left for two
or three days.

A daily bath, into which a little bi-
carbonate of soda is.put, will allay the
burning of the feet,

When selecting poultry see that the
feet are soft and moist, the eyés clear
and the flesh plump,

When watering a garden remem-
ber that a thorough soaking is bette:
than frequent sprinklings.

Tomatoes filled with mineed pine-
apple, celery and chopped nuts mixed
with mayonaise are delicious.

Add a little curry powder to warm-
ed-over soups or stews. It will make
a new dish out of them.

Apples cored and filled with chop-
ped dates or figs, then baked, make an
excellent breakfist dish.

Pack glass and china in hay that
is slightly damp. This will prevent
the articles from slipping about.

When you put your tennis racket
away, rub vaseline over the strings.
This will prevent their breaking.

When washing neckwear the addi-
tion of ammonia or borax to the water
will make the articles white.

A diet of oranges will clear muddy
complexions and reduce fat. Eat half
a dozen a day, if you like them.

When transplanting seedlings they
should be lifted carefully with as
much soil as possible adhering to the
roots.

Choose the summer meals with a
deliberate view to economizing in fu=l
and thus avoiding the overheating of
the house.

When making tea the quality of the
tea will be improved if the tea pot
is rinsed out with hot water just be-
fcre using.

Never paint the flower pots for
house plants. It closes the pores of
the pot, which are essential to free
passage of air.

Lamb’s liver, which is very deli-
cate and not as much used as it de-
serves to be, is delicious minced and
served on toast.

If white potatoes are inclined (o
turn black when being boiled, add a
few drops of vinegar to the water
they are boiled in.

Always use ammonia water instead
of soap when cleaning white paint. It
has the advantage of not dulling the
surface.

An orange or grape fruit that has
been cut in halves and left can be
kept from drying if fastened together
with a skewer,

Fish will be crisp and brown if it
is thoroughly dried on both sides,
then dipped in fine cornmeal and
plunged into boiling fat.

Cheese may be kept soft and good
for a long time if wrapped in a cloth,
wrung out of vinegar and then wrap-
ped again in a dry cloth. .

A frying basket should be warmed
in the oven before being put into hot
fat, It will thus not reduce the tem-
perature of the fat.
