A VOTE OF CREDIT.

LONDON, July 24.

Premier Asquith to-day asked the
Commons for a vote of credit for
£450,000,000. This vote is the lar-
gest dsked by the Government since
the beginning of the war, and will
bring the total voted this year to £1 -
050,000,000, The total sihce the be-
ginning of the. war is £2,832,000,000,
approximately $14,160,000,000. Movinz
the vote of credit the Premier said
that recent expenditures out of the
votes of credit approximated five
million pounds daily, and represent-
ed all out-going. The. Premier said
that all expenditure from April first
to last Saturday was £559,000,000.
Navy and Army munitions cost £379,-
000,000; loans te Britain’s allies,
£157,000,000; food, railways; etc.,
£23,000,000. The average daily ex-
penditure for the war was £4,950,000.
The Premier said that he hoped the
expenditure for the army and navy
would not exceed the present leved in
the near future. The munitions cost
remained stationary at the highest
level yet reached, but he added this
might increase.

wThe Deutschland.

he little episode of the
Deutsehland. elevated by
the German and the
American press, whici
dearly loves a sensation, into
quite a fine dramatic perform-
ance, threatens to degenerate,
after all, into a very good farce. Un-
doubtedly it was a great feat for a
submarine three hundred and fifty
feet long (sic) to come safely across
the turbulent Atlantic in the In-
credibly short time of sixteen 'days,
even though it ran less than one hun-
dred miles under water; and Germany
is hardly to be ‘blamed for going wild
over it. The fact that several British
submarines, very much smaller,) did
the same thing a year ago is not con-
sidered relevant. Allowing the mag-s
mitude of the journey out, the world
will attach more importance to the
question of the journey back again. The
good ship does not seem to be in a
great hurry to undertake it. A -week
ago she was to all appearances ready
to sail, with a nice little cargo of
nickel and rubber compactly stowed
away. To-day we learn that she has
kad her wireless apparatus sealed as
a penalty for outwearing her welcome,
the official duration of which is two
weeks.

The newspapers will, of course, be
much exercised as to the cause of the
delay. It is not impossible that it is
remotely connected with the presence
of British cruisers off Cape Henry.
That they will be kept apprised of her
movements and departure is likely
cnough. The comparative shallow-
ness of the channel from the Chesa-
péake to the sea, wh?i at its deepest
point is only sixty féet, precludes the
possibility of her leaving in daylight
and makes even a might departure
fraught with some danger. It is
probable, however, that it is less the
cruisers themselves than the contriv-
ances they are known to make use of
that Captain Koenig fears. The idea
of a huge steel net or series of nets
just, eutside the territorial waters 1s
pot extravagant; it has been adopted
many times with success in the Eng-
lish Channel and the North Sea.
Moreover, so nearly perfect are the
means at the disposal of the British
navy for tracking submarines, that
eiice the Deutschland is sighted her
chances of eseape, will be very shm.
She may be able to remain submerge:l
for four days, as her captain claims;
Fut she cannot travel under water for
agything like that length of time: she
will be eompelled to rise to the sur-
face until her storage batteries are re-
charged.

There is another possible explana-
tion of the Deutschland’s immobility.
it is known that the. Bremer is ez~
pected shortly on this side, to dupii-.
cate the Deutschland’s triumph. Can
it be that she is already overdue? It
will be deplorable it any acciilent has
overtaken Her and "robbed Ameﬂdn
reporters of columns of good Copy.

Deplorable Tragedy.

This designation of the

Irish deadlock by the

English press is hardly

an exaggeration. One of
those situations has arisen for which
it seems impossible to affix the blainf_‘.
gr to find a remedy; yet a remedy
must be found. The Prime Minister’s
words hint at nothing less than a gen-
eral election. This is the last remedy
anyone would wish, and it would cer-
tainly in the end prove no remedy at
all. :

The news of the crisis is almost as
startling as it is puzzling. A very
short time back the public was con-
gratulating itself that the. thorny
question was settled for a time at
least. The press re-echoed with
praises of the five generally accredit-
ed with the greatest share in the per-
formance—Lloyd George;” Redmond,
Carson, Devlin and Craig. It is
strange that an arrangement receiv-
ing the approval of all of these recog-
nized spokesmen of all sides of opin-
ion should prove unacceptable. The
Prime Minister, and the House of
Commons generally, seem to lay the
blame for the present impasse at Red-
mond’s door. Asquith declares he is
ready to ask the country if the Gov-
ernment’s proposals are mnot fair and
just. What proposals? All that we
have heard is that the Cabinet, after
long discussion, were unable to come
to any agreement; it is certain at
least that they have no Bill to bring
forward. TUndoubtedly the National-
ists are taking an uncompromising
attitude, but it is not at all clear what
their demands are to which the other
side cannot accede. It is a great pity
that the spirit of concession cannot
be as fully manifested as in the earlier
stages, considering the times and the
temporary nature which any settle-
ment would have. It will be a de-
plorable tragedy indeed if at the very
moment when Britain is exerting her
utmost efforts in the war, already
promising - glorious success, ‘she is
torn by domestic strife and an igno-
minious political debacle. From such
a catastrophe it will not be any states-
man but the good sense of the nation
which will save it.

Discuss Unto Me.

“Graham Wallas, in his:‘Great So-
ciety,, wrote few more interesting
sentences than that in which he re-
marked the paucity of - genuine  dis-

in meeting each other’s minds which
Englishmen showed when they talk-
ed together,” says the New Republic.
“particularly in this country where
mere talk is always contracted un-
favorably with action, is discussion
rare. The only way we can justify
our substitution of talking for acting
is to talk badly. And we like to talk
badly. To put into talk the deliberate
effort which action demands would
seem an insufferable pedantry. Talk
is one of the few ulnqucialised talents
still left in a mechanical world.
“The .plain man resents any inva-
sion of this last preserve of freedoni.
Ho resents the demand that will and
effort be put to work in raising talk
into real discussion where points are
met and presuppositions are clarified
and formulations made.” So conver-
sation is left to grow wild as a’com-
mon flower along the wayside of .our
personal contacts.
“Discussion should be one of the
most important things in the world,
for it is almost our-only arena of
thinking. It is here that all the jum-
ble of ideas and impressions that we
get from reading and watching are
dramatically placed in conflict. Here
only is there a genuine challenge to
put them into some sort of order.
“Without discussion intellectual ex-
perience is only an exercise in a »ri-
vate gymnasium. It has mnever been
put.to the test, never had to give
an account of itself. It is some such
motive that impels people to discus-
sion; though they are too often con-
tent with*the—jousting. of paste-board
knights. BDut a good discussion is not
only a conflict. It is fundamentally
a co-operation. It progresses towards
so:ne common understanding.
“This does not mean that it must
end in agreement. A discussion will
have been adequaté if it has done no
more than set the problem in its sig-
nificant terms, or even defined the
purpose that makes such a setting
significant. You turn up things in
your mind that would have remained
buried without the incision of some
new idea. The effort to say exactly
what you mean, sharpening your idea
to the point that will drive home to
others, is itself invigorating. A good
discussion tones up your mind, con-
centrates its loose particles, gives
form and direction. When all say ex-
actly what they mean, then for the
first time understanding—the goal of
discussion—is possible.
“Some people have a fatal gift of
derailment. Wit is perhaps the most
common means. Discussion has no
greater enemies than those who can
catch an idea and touch it off into a
puff of smoke. Wit should salt a dis-
cussion but not explode it.”

Wilson in
this breathless moment shot the en-
tire crew of six.

He rushed in to capture the gun, anl
as he did so the German officer who
commanded the detachment came
his feet. Wilson had wounded him
already, but not enough to make him
helpless. The Gertan rose pluckily,
and his revolver jerked off in his hand
at once. It was Wilson’s day of days
however, for the revolver missed, and
Wilson finished his man with the
bayonet.

With this act he had accomplished
his end; the quick-firer was silenced.

That German troops have been re-
moved from the Verdun front for
some operations is apparent from the
German statement that Brundet‘lburg
Grenadiers of Douaumont fame de-
feated the British in the fight on Sun-
day at Longueval. Although unofficial
reports have credited to the Russians
a big gain against the Germans in the

Riga sector, neither Petrograd mnor
Berlin communications ‘have as yet
recorded any important changes. Pe-

trograd claims the dislodgement of the
Germans from the village of Galit-
chani on the Lipa River in Volhynia,
while Berlin says that near the Gali-
cian border in southern Volhynia
strong attacks by the Russians against
the German line were repulsed. Em-
peror William is reported to have left
the French front to observe operations
in the East. The Russians have made
furthgr progress against the Turks in
the Erzingan region of Turkish Ar-
menia, while: south along the Persian
front the Turks report they have gain-
ed fresh successes over the Russians.

The . attack was smashed, and ' 250
Turks wexe killed.- This works out
at one man per fifty-two bullets, and
it probably represents the maximum
efficiency of shrapnel fire during the
present, or any other war. For, you
see, the conditions, from our point
of view, were exceptional and ideal.
On the other hand, there are many
remarkable instances of shell fire—
even concentrated and prolonged shell
fire—accomplishing little or nothing
in the direction :of destroying ' life.
During one of the tremendous prepar-
atory - bombardments, for example,
that ushered in the early stages of
the Battle of Verdun, the Germans
fized between 20,000 and 30,000 shells
of all calibres against the French
lines, in the short space of five hours.
Yet the fatal casualties amounted to
fewer than a hundred, out of about
18,000 men engaged.

The Power of a “Jack Johnson.”

One reason for this is, of course,
that modern armies, when acting on
the .defensive, dig themselves in so
deeply and so-cunningly that they are
practically ‘immune from other than
the bombardment of Santiago by the
American fleet resulted in the death
of one mule: At Trouville it took
15,000 shells to kill a single person.
At Lorquy .double that number were
fired, and ‘not one fatal casualty was
recorded. At the naval battle off the
Falkland Islands, when Admiral von
Bpee’s squadron was sunk by Stur-
dee, the: Invineible was hit twenty-
three times, but there was not a sin-
gle casualty amongst her crew of 950.
Yet the power of the modern shell
is tremendous. - If the charge of one
of the large calibre ones—say a Ger-
man ‘“Jack . Johnson”—were burned
away quickly, it would send some mil-
lions of cubic feet of gas into the air.
But instead, it is detonated. in a
thousandth part of a second, and these
millions of eubic: feet of gas, with
their steel casings, crush everything
in their immediate vicinity to the
finest powder. Yet men even a com-
baratvely few yards away, especially
if they are!lying down and under
Some sort of cover; however slight,
usually escape ‘with .their lives at all
‘events, and more frequently than
otherwise they are not even injured.—
Pearsons Weekly.

Mayor (}oéling presided at the
special meeting of the City Council

last night when matters in connection |

with the building of roads were dis-
cussed.

The Road Inspectorss who attended
the meeting reported on “the oil-
sprinkling system, it being found that
one gallon of oil covers about eight
square yards of road. They were in-
structed to check up the carters that
are receiving $4.00 a day, and daily{
reports are to be made on all works of
which they are in charge.

It was decided to repair the sec-
tion of Water Street West from Job
Street, but before doing so Inspector
Reoney “will report on the number of
hcuses not connected with the sewer,
as the Council intends to connect all
houses that are fit with the “ynain
pipes.

The Engineer reported on the con-
ditions- of Summers’ Street, McNeil
Street and Willow Street.. It will
cost $1,500 to lay sidewalks and gut-
ters in these streets. The Secretary
informed the meeting that the total
tax from this locality did mot exceed
$10 per year.

Councillor Brownrigg thought it un-
wise to spend such an amount when
other more deserving citizens were
being neglected.

Councillors Tait and Mullaly were
of a different opinion than Mr. Brown-
rigg, and in the interest of public
health thought something should be
done in the matter. It was decided
that $270 be spent in the laying of
sidewalks and gutters.

Councillor Ayre made reference to
the iron fence surrounding the Par-
ade Grounds which is badly in want
oi a coat of paint. Tenders will De
asked.

The Secretary reported an interview
with Mr. Clapp in connection with his
contribution towards the tarvia pave-
ment z,x.long Duckworth :Street to
Prescott Street. Mr. Clapp is will-
ing to pay his share of the frontage of
the Law Chambers but not for the va-
cant property east of the building.
Other parties will contribute $1.25 per
lineal yard.

Councillor Tait suggested ‘that in
the event of Mr. Clapp’s refusal, ‘he
be made to put up a good fence along
the vagant JProperty on- Duckworth
and Water Streets.

Councillor Vinicombe was of the
same opinion and made a further
suggestion that all vacant property be
fenced. He also referred to rock
crusher installed east of the Custom
House, which is a great annoyance to
shop owners and residents.. The mat-
ter will be inquired into.

Rawling’ Cross and Monkstown

Road will in- future be sprinkled with
oil, also King’'s Road.

At the réquest of Councillors Ayre,
Merris, Brownrigg and. ~ Vinicombe,
Monkstown Read, Freshwater Road
and Plymouth Road to be repaired.
