Caribou Plentilul
but Shy.

Do Not Frequent all Their Former
Haunts.

Mr. R. Porter, the well-known trap-
per and furrier, who returned last
month from an extensive trip in the
interior, gave our representative some
interesting facts relative to the cari-
bou, which he had gathered from re-
cent observation and long experience.
Mr. Porter says that the impression
of many people that the caribou are
very scarce and are being indiscrim-
inately killed is not correct; they are
not seen in great numbers because
they are not looked for in the right
place. Thus it%s unreasonable to ex-
pect to find them on“the north shores
of White Bay, which are only a~succes-
sion of villages, and the caribou is no-
forious!y shy of human habitations. On
the other hand there are thousands
between White Bay and Indian Waters
and the Birchies. Mr. Porter himself
traveiled up the Sandy and Birchy
Lakes and saw very many!

There is, however, he says, un-
doubtedly a great falling off in the
number of: the deer, particularly of the
old and strong stags, upon which the
propagation of the herds depends. In
his opinion a law limiting every hun-
ter to one head only a season for some
ve or six years would have a bene-
ficial effect. It is a -common sight to
see hundreds of does wandering about
unaccompanied by a single fawn. The
gradual encroachment, 100, of eiviliza-

Truly, surprise Yollows

surprise in these full

days. Possibly a skilled

diplomat or a student

with world politics at his
fingers’ ends would not confess that
feeling at to-day’s news about China,
but the majority of men are neither,
happily enough, and might be forgiv-
en a lifting of the eyebrows. One
thing becomes more certain every day
-~it is time critics gave up denouncing
the diplomatic bungling of the En-
tente. There was no bungling over
their capture of Roumania’s alliance,
whatever may be said of that coun-
try’s military fortunes; there has been
1o bungling in their handling of deli-
cate relations with other neutrals;
and there is certainly no bungling
hiere. Putting aside the help that
China can give for the remainder of
the war, the stroke that secures for
thie Allies one of the greatest and most
competitive of the world’s trade mark-
ets and excludes Germany from it in
the peace to follow will be a brilliant
one.

The message indicates the mutual’
advantages to be derived from the bar- :
gain'which should make its conclusion
easy. China has been paying and must !
pay a huge annual indemnity to the
Powers as a penalty for the Boxer out-
rages. War with the Central powers
would enable her to repudiate their
share of it, and her assistance to the
cause of the Allies would be given in!
return for a remission or cousiderable
relaxation of theirs. That assistance |
should not be underrated. China
will not fight in Europe any more than
Japan, but her three hundred millions
could supply a tremendous reservoir
of labour. It has already been drawn
upon by France, where large numbers
of Chinese have replaced natives and
freed them for service. With America
on the brink and practically the whole '
of Asia about to be drawn in, the war
is' becoming Armageddon indeéed.

It appears that Britain and Japan
have been the leaders of the Entente
in the movement, a fact which sup-
plies another proof of the intimate
understanding and sympathy which
unites them. Britain has a big axe to
grind in China, Japan a bigger one:
they will grind them together. It was

the great empire. Possibly we see to-
day the germ of the frue solution of
one of the greatest problems of the
times, the emergence into light of
China herself. However that may be,
it is in the future and Wwe are concern-
ed with the present. The world has
learned that there are greater and
more hideons perils than the yellow
one. The (levout prayer of everyone
outside of Germany and her alliance
will be that the entry of the United-
States and of China will bring to bear
as speedily as possible the enormous
increase of pressure of which it is
capable, and a thorough realisation by
the enemy peoples of the hopelessness
of their cause, which alone can lessen
the terrible toll of human lives and
suffering that is otherwise yet inevi-
table, before the end.

INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL, MIMICO,
' ONTARIO.

I paid a visit with a friend of mine
on- New Year's afternoon to the In-
dustrial School for bdys, which is
situated about 8 miles from Toronto,
at the village of Mimico. On arriv-
ing I met a Mr. A. J. Parker, who
holds the position of Visiting Inspec-
tor. This gentleman very kindly show-
ed me over a section of the School
and fully explained the rest.

The School was started about the
year 1886 by & Mr. W. H. Howland,
and commenced with one building and
a collection of eight young boys.

Find out the
style -of work best adapted to his
And as the School com-
\prises at present 12 or more detach-
ed buildings, in which are taught the
following, one can readily see that it
would be difficult to find a boy who
would not be interested in one or
more subjects.

Recreation, well organized sports of
one kind and another, have helped in
no small way to build up the charac-
ter of the boys, as it is through this
agency that the boys are taught the
underlying principles of sportsman-
ship.  You will find there skating
rinks, swimming pools (this being
donated) and all kinds of indoor
sports. These sports are always su-
pervised by one who is thoroughly
conversant with the rules, etc. They
also have a Cadet Corps.

In connection with the institution
there is a well conducted tailoring
shop which turns out all the clothes
for the school, including overcoats,
Cadet uniforms and civilian suits,
Sixty-one boys are receiving instruc-
tion there, and the value of goods
turned out $960.00.

Then they have a shoe shop where
79 boys  receive instruction. They
make ordinary boots, hockey boots
and slippers, They were valued at
$1,265.54.

He
also visits the homes, stores or farms
of those who have made application
for boys, and in this way he keeps in
touch with all those -who have been
in connection with the School, and can
see the progress they are making,
surrounded by different environments,
after being treated in the School
Kindly, Firmly, Fairly.

‘YIKING’ LEAVES FOR THE GULF,'

The s.s. Viking is leaving port this
afternoon and the Telegram, in com-
mon with the whole country, wishes
Capt. William Bartlett and his hardy
crew of 160 sealers. a_safe return with
a bumper trip of seals. From here
the ship will proceed to Channel
whence she will clear for Gulf waters
on March 10th. The fact that the
Viking is the only ship to go to the
Gulf sealing grounds emphasizes the
hope.for her abundant success. It is
noteworthy that the ' Viking’s crew,
{:onsistp principally of sealing “vik-
ings.” " In addition to her commander,
the oldest and most experienced seal
killer, there are on beard Capt. Wm,
Bartlett, jr., as second hand; Capt. C.
Taylor,; navigating officer and Capt.
Sam Wilcox, as barrelman. The five
master watches ‘and the majority of
the rank and file of the crew hail
from Brigus and belong to a couple
of generations of old, successful and
historic seal killers.

All the other ships of the sealing
fleet will prosecute on  the northern
front. Bowring’s three ships will sail
fmm here on the 9th and 10th insts.
for Wesleyville and Pool’s Island and
remain there till 8 a.m. on the 12th.
The rest of the fleet will sail from St.
John’s. direct in quest of the white-
coats at 8 a.m. on the .12th. Accord-
ing to the new sealing law no guns
can be uged and only two guns carried
on each ship whose crew is not less
than 150 men; also the captain must
have,a certificate from a Board of Ex-
aminers and the mate and master
watches must also have certificates.
A liability of $1,000 is incurred for
every man killed or permanently dis-
abled at the sealfishery,

CHINA TO ENTER THE WAR.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.
Negotiations looking to China’s en-
rance into the war against the Cen-
ral Powers are now in progress at
eking and in all the Entente Capi-
als, it was learned here to-day, and
their success depends only upon the
harmonizing of the rewards to Dbe
given to China with the amount of
co-operation demanded of her. It is
regarded as pracsically certain that

hina will sever relations with Ger-
many and a declaration of war prob-
ably will guarantee a satisfactory re-

Jaxation of restrictions imposed upon
the Chinese Empire by the World
Powers after the Boxer troubles.
Facts learned from official and d&ip-
Jomatic circles serve to clear up much
of the obscurity which has overhung
events in the Far East in past months.
Occasional vague dispatches from
China and references in the Reichstag
to China’s abandonment of neutrality
have thrown only a dim light upen
Germany’s endeavour to keep China
out of the struggle, the Entente’s
move to bring her in and China’s re-
luctance to change her_present state
of peace without adequate guarantees.
China desires to secure a complete
remission of the Boxer indemnities
which total over $30,000,000 a year
and continue until 1940. If she en-
tered the war the part which other-
wise would be paid to Austria and
Germany could be repudiated. Infor-
mation here indicates that the Entente
Iready have agreed to postpone the

fpayments in- case China begins hos-

tilities, but does not corroborate Tien
Pgin advices that France and Belgium
on behalf of the Powers have offered
complete remission. The sum involv-
ed is such an appreciable part of
China’s total expenses that a satisfac-
tory agreement might well remove the
financial difficulties of the - Govern-
mient. China also desires the consent
of the Powers to increase hre import
iduties, which the existing
treaty not only cannot exceed five per
cent. ad valorem, but are based on
the average prices of 1897, 1898 and
1899. The United States has long
urged this on the other sixteen sig-
natory Powers, but so far only Japan
and Great Britain have given their
full consent, and the others have con-
sented under varying extreme circum-
stances. The Entente Powers on their
part are anxious to have China in the
war not only as a reservoir ef men

ibut as the biggest open trade market

after the war. Already under agree-
‘ment with local syndicates, headed
by French and British residents, more
than 100,000 Chinese laborers and ag-
riculturists have gone to increase the
Entente’s man power, the greater ma-
jority to France. It has been the
drowning of many of these laborers
on their way to France on such boats
ag the liner Athos for instance that
first made China’s protest to Germany
against the submarine warfare an ac-
itual threat of severance of relations.
There’ are about 3,000 Germans in
China who would be placed in con-
centration camps if war were de-
clared.

Two |
of these have recently died, and one ‘
has retired, and Lns made his home
in Toronto, and anoiher, the Premier,i
is attending the Imperial Conference
at London.

Thus the number is reduced to!
thirty-two. These thirty-two repre- |
sentatives are gentlemen of good
standing in the community; and they
possess as much knowledge of the af-
fairs of the country -as any other
equal numbér“of men within-its bor-
ders. In politics they represent the
different factions and - parties into |
which the electorate is divided. In |
business they represent the commer-
cial and industrial interests of the |
land, and’'in social life they stand 1
well. In addition to all these quali- |
fications they are all busy, practical |
men, and they possess the conﬁdencei
and respect of the public. And fur-|
ther, they are all on the spot, andf
ready when" called upon to attend at'
the House. But they are not called, |
nor will they be till some two months I
hence; although from this date untilf
the middle of April, is the usual, and ’

should be the proper time, for the
House to meet.

These facts suggest the question as
to why the House does not meet; but
we all know the answer—it is because
of the absence of the Premier. But
why should the country have to wait
for the return of the Premier? He
may be delayed till midsummer. His
duties at the Imperial Conference will
tax him sufficiently for this season;
and even when he does get back, what
can he do in the House that his col-
leagues could not accomplish? There
are not any great meastres likdly: to
occupy the House this session, hence
the business will be principally rou-
tine, and mostly common-place.

But even if it really be necessary
that the Premier be present at the
House, at some period during its sit-

flings, could not the term be opened

without his presence, and the usual
preliminary functions gone on with?
Which is, or should be greater, a
country or its leader? The people or
a party? Why the country and the
people of course; but it is not so,
therefore we must admit that party
stands foremost. And it seems to

It does seem a sad commentary up-
on ability, and education and experi-
ence, when thirty-two representatives
of the public must wait, like so many
apprentice boys, upon their master.
Surely these men are able to trans-
mit the business of the State, and
surely the State is worth its business
being done in due order, and with be-
coming dignity; therefore it should
not be left to the hastiness of a hur-
ried session. Every business firm in
our midst is conducted when the di-
rectors or managers are absent, just
the same as when they are present,
and it is being done annually, and
under proper control it is quite feas-
ible. Why not the same method ap-
ply t~ our public life? It would be
but fuir to the gentlemen who serve
as members of the Legislature, as
most of them wish to be free at the
right season, to engage in the pursuit
of their duties.

But then we must not compare our
politics with our business life; to do
so would be to insult business, and
the men who bear its burdens, We
could well afford to have less politics,
but we cannot afford to have less
business. Any twelve men of good
standing could govern this country,
but we want more men who will in-

who will give the people a chance to
increase their earnings. One of our
average business firms, either of the
city or the outports, is of more real
direct industrial value to Newfound-
land than the best political party she
has ever had. Would that a few more
could arise. Would that Hr. Grace
could find such a man, or such a com-
pany. But Newfoundland has had to
wait, and she has yet to get her pro-
per chance; but if she is to get a
chance, and to take her place in the
trade and commerce of the country,
then her leaders will have to become
greater than their surroundings, and
they will have to rise: higher than
their party, and ' bigger’ than mere
self.
