in preference to City positions. The
objects of the meeting, he explained,
were non-political, but obviously in
this Colony tkey could only hope to
get their business needs attended to
by appeals made to the Government,
and in this connection he said all
classes must see that they would
never destroy factionalism and get
pure party politics until they per-
suaded the best business men in the
Colony to step into the arena and
fight and work for the welfare of
every class. (Applause). Men al-
leged graft, mismanagement, ineffi-
ciency. They could only correct these
faults if they had the best business
men in politics, even if they were not
strong enough to be the ruling party.
Dealing with the prospects of mining
and agriculture, a subject on which
he spoke at some length *and with
considerable warmth, he said that if
the Governemnt Deparitments were
properly managed they ought to cre-
ate. a revenue-raising and engineer-
ing development of surface and min-
eral wealth not dreamed of by those
who had control of them in the past.
After dealing with other subjects of,
local interest, he urged the people of
Bonne Bay to keep alive the splendid
and broad-minded public spirit dis-
played at the meeting, which promis-
ed to start a new era in local public
life and feeling and exert a most
beneficial influence on the people who
had grievances at other less import-
ant outports along the coast.

“The selection and grading -of the
kerring packed on the West Coast
was poor; that on the East Coast
was  little better. Some Green
Bay herring received in this market
on the last steamer was found to
be packed badly and many small
fish were found packed in packages
marked “large fulls.” The fore-
going is taken from the New York
Fishing Gazette of * 25th January,
and upon reading it one is imme-
diately constrained to ask: What
of our insrpectors, the Fishery Board,
and all our rules and regulations
relative to inspection- and govern-
ment brand? We understand that
it was to prevent the possible hap-
pening of conditions as recorded in
the Gazette’s statement  quoted
above, that the Fishery Board was
brought into existence, inspectors
were appointed and rules and regu-
lations of inspection and govern-
ment branding adopted. If there-
fore the allegations of thee Goz-
ette be unfounded they are a libel
upon our herring inspectors and the
Fishery Board as well as upon our
packers and the ‘industry. If, ‘on
the other hand, they be foundad
upon actual conditions, then to oar
mind our energies to protect the
Newfoundland Scotch-style herring
industry have been a failure, or th.re
has at least been laxity of duty in
some direction.

Ome Billy Sunday, and ~ one
Fay B. Mills, or one D. L, Moody, or)
one Hunter, or one Mrs. Demarest is
worth twenty such people. But the
Sunday’s, and the Mills’, and the
Moody’s, and the Hunter’s, and the
Demarest’'s are rare; nor ig it easy,
to duplicate them. Lots try but fail.
‘Natare never meant them for the
work of an Evangelist; and what
nature has not adapted a man to,
grace will have its hands full to fit
him for. Misfits in vocations are at
all times lamentable; but of all the
sorry plights into which men get,
none are more lamentable, nor. more
pitiable, nor more humiliating, than
that of the man, who thinks he has
been called to specially preach the
Gospel; but who lack the first princi-
ples of such a great work. These men
start out to preach a Gospel ‘which

saves “people from their sins,” but
they personally have mever been
“gsayed from themselves”; and he

who is not saved from: h!msalr, must
surely fail in his efforts to save others.
