Our Rallway

(Weatern Star.)

It has been reported that the daily
express service would be resumed as
soon as the various depots are sup-
plied with coal, but we have not, so
far, been able to get the report con-
firmed. As we have previously stat-
ed, however, a regular tri-weekly ser-
vice the year round with regular
freight trains would be much more
acceptable by the public generally,
and prove inestimably more valuable
to the trade of the whole country than
an attempt at a daily service for a
few months during the summer seas-
on followed by a repeat of last win-
ter's experience. In summer time
there is a variety of means for travel
and for the transportation of freight,
which more or less circumference the
Island. They are, however, mere
ships of passage; with the first ap-
pearance of winter, ships of the tin-
can class must hie to more congenial
waters . It is then that the railway
stands to be the great benefit to he
counrty that it was intended to and
should be. When much of our coast
is barricaded wit hice. and our har-
bors sealel by the operations of Jack
Frost, it is then that the Iron Horse
has an opportunity to justify its main-
tenance.

The trade and progress of this New-
foundland of ours has been retarded
through the lack of public facilities;
and will so continue until such time
as our public services are brought up
to meet the requirements of the age.
We have the railway through the
country; for over a quarter of a cen-
tury it has rendered service.. But
since its first construction there has
been little or no improvement. The
day has arrived, however, when some-
thing must be done to the trunk line.
The people expect it, and the trade
and commerce of the country demand
it.

The Dust Nuisance.

St. John’s was ever noted for
its being the dusty city, but
_never more so than in this
month and year of grace.
Clouds of germ-laden dust. whirl
and sport along the streets, and
wayfarers and bystanders alike
are choked and strangled with
the flying particles. From ev-
ery passerby are heard strong
expressions of protest and de-
nunciation, because of the neg-
lect of the authorities to cope
with a nuisance, dangerous and
annoying. We talk of Child
Welfare and the necessity of hy-
gienie care in the conservation
of the public health, yet all the
time the thousands of people in
this city of dreadful dust are
being slowly poisoned by the
inhalations of microbe infested
particles, and all because of a
lack of dust laying appliances.
There is no scarcity of water
and it is- therefore a disgrace
that St. John’s is in such a vile
condition to-day. The least air
of wind is enough to start the
dust fiend on its course, and
with a strong breeze blowing
from any quarter the peril be-
comes intensified, penetrating
as it does stores, houses, offices,
schools and other places where
people congregate, leaving lay-
ers of fine, powdery grit and
other components on wares and
clothing, not to speak of food
supplies. People cry -out for
some action to be taken, but the
sound of their protest goes un-
heard and unheeded. We have
been promised oil, but while
waiting for its application to
the streets the menace to health
still continues. To-day especial-
ly, pedestrians and drivers of
vehicles were almost blinded and
choked by the solid volumes of
dust which swept through the
_streets, and were it not for the
good offices of the Water Street
store proprietors, who kept their
watering hoses going, thus ob-
viating in a measure the rising
of the accumulations of the
filth of the winter and spring,
the discomforts and dangers
would have been augmented.
Somebody is responsible for the
condition of St. John’s as it is at
the moment; and a more dis-
creditable state was never
known. . It is time something
was done and done quickly.

SINN FEIN WINS LOCAL ELEC-

strongholds, in choosing boards of
guardians. In addition to Sinn Fein-
ers winning County Tyrone for the
first time, and maintaining their hold
on County Fenmanagh, Michael Caro-
lan, wvho was unseated by Belfast
Council following his sentence at hard
labor for an alleged seditious speech,
to-day headed the poll in the Spank-
hill division of Belfast, which previ-
ously had been a stronghold of
Orangeism. Still another Sinn Fein-
er headed the polls in the Falls Di-
vision, Belfast, the stronghold of Jos-
eph Devlin, and another Sinn Feiner
was elected in Lisburn.

OFFICIAL DENIAL.

LONDON, June 4.
Persian officials in London announ-
ced to-day that there was no truth in
the reports that the Bolsheviki had
occupied Teheran, the Persian capi-
tal.

FRANCO-TURKISH ARMISTICE.

PARIS, June 4.

Horse Cove, Turks Gut, Colliers, Con-
ception Harbor, Avondale, Chapel’s
Cove, Harbour Main and Holyrood,
but no part of the $500,000 appropri-
ated by the Public Service Act, 1919,
was paid to or expended by these
Boards, but was all éxpended directly
by the Department of Public Works,
under the management and direction
of the respondent. The procedure
adopted by the Department in making
allocations and payment out of this
fund for the repair or construction
of roads and bridges was for the Min-
ister or Secretary to fill in on form
of allocation authorising the person
named therein to expend a specified
sum of money upon a particulaw work.
A cheque wad then drawn up by the
accountant for the amount required
and sent or delivered to the person
to make the expenditure with a let-
ter of instruction and a blank form
of return to be filled in by him, when
the work was done, giving a detailed
account of the money he had reeciv-
ed. The manner in which this sys-
tem was applied in the district of Har-
bour Main left complete control of all
expenditures on roads and bridges in
that district to the respondent, a con-
trol, which, according to the evidence
he fully exercised before and during
the election. In many cases whilst
he was canvassing the district with
his colleague, Dr. Jones, he appro-
priated and made arrangements for
expenditures to voters under circum-
stances which pointed to no other,
conclusion than that they were made |
for the purpose and with the inten- |
tion of influencing the voters to vote
in his favour.  In October he asked
a voter, Joseph Tilley, of Kelligrews,
to call at his office and gave him a
cheque for $25.00 which was charged
to the “Surplus Trust Special Ac-
count” .in the Department, but he did
not inform Tilley for what purpose
it was given him and Tilley could
not say why he received it. He
thought it might be for some work he
had done during the previous four
years. Tilley took the cheque, cash-
ed it and spent the money for his own
purposes, The respondent, who was
rot called as a witness gave no ex-
planation of this extraordinary trans-
action, and no attempt was made to
ascertain how the money was spent,
nor does it appear that any return
was made to the Department in
relation to it. A second amount
of $25.00 was paid to this voter
for repairs to a road to his
farm. This road was in and part
of hié own farm. It was not a public
road. The expenditure was an im-
proper use of the public funds which
are not intended for the improvement
of private farms. It does not appear
that any return relating to this money
was made to the Department. A third
cheque for $25.00 was paid to Tilley
for work on Tilley’'s Road. This a-
mount was paid after the election al-
though Tilley didn’t know whether it
was arranged for or not before the
election. He says that he did not get
this work done owing to the weather
conditions and because he was not al-
lowed to work between nomination
and polling days. The evidence leaves
no doubt that the payment of this
money was arranged for between the
respondent and Tilley before the elec-
tion.

was canvassing that part of the dis-
trict, brought Mercer a cheque of the
Department for $25.00, dated October
21, 1919, and gave it to him with a
blank form of return, to work out
on a road leading to his farm. The
work was not done on the road, but
in November, after change of GoOv-
ernment, he was asked to returnm the
money to the Department, which he
did. Another voter, George Tilley, was
asked by Mr.  Woodford during his
canvass to do some repairs to a road,
Tilley undertook to do it for $50.00.
He worked out his money on the road
in ‘guestion and some days later Mr.
‘Woodford brought him a cheque of
the Department, dated October 16, for
$150.00 and gave it to him at the
house of Joseph Tilley with a blank
form of return to be filled in and re-

ley took it the respondent said to
him “that is more tham I promised
you,” but he did not tell him what
the extra money was for or why it
was_given to him. Tilley was sur-
prised to get it. He didn’t know what
to do with it. He recognised that he
had not earned it. He therefore put
men to work on the roads. In this
way he “worked out” $129.00 in all,
including the first $50.00. The bal-
ance $21.00 he refunded to the De-
partment with his returns, when ask-
ed to do so, after the election. No
blame can ba attached to Tilley in
this transaction. Hé ' acted honour-
ably. He acted honourably and hon-
estly throughout. But the inference
is inevitable, in this, as in the other
cases, referred to, that the allocation
was made and the money paid by the
'respondent for the purpose of secur-
ing Tilley’s vote and influence at the
election. About October 22 just be-
fore nomination day Mr. Woodford
while passing through Lance Cove
met a voter named Richard Walsh.
He stopped his motor car, got out and
assked Walsh “did he have any place
he could work out a few dollars.”
Walsh told him about a local road
to his inside land, which needed re-
pairs. Mr. Woodford promised to pay
him $20.00 after the elections. Walsh
said he’d work the money out on that
road, which he did, he was paid after
the election. This road leads to two
farms, one of them belonging to
Walsh, but at this time all his crops
had been taken out. Arthur Clark, of
Horse Cove, in the district, was paid
$50.00 by the Secretary, Mr. Harris
on November 1st, just before polling
day, on an order by the respondent.
dated October 23rd, Mr. Woodford
and h': colleague visited Horse Cove
in the course of their canvass of the
district. Clarke met and spoke to
Woodford there and told him he had
done work on the roads during the
past four years, for which he had ngt
been paid. It does not appear that this
work was authorised .or inspected
nor was its value ascertained. Wood-
ford asked him “would $50.00 do.”
Clarke replied “yes.” Clarke brought
him to see the condition of a local
road. They returned to ~Clarke’s
house where Woodford gave bim.the
crder just referred to and promised
him another $50.00 if he was return-
ed. Then there is the case of William
John Morgan and the payment at his
houre of the men who worked on the
Seal Cove Bridge in August and Sep-
tamber. Morgan was a member of the
Road Board or Local Council; pe had
particular care of the work in the
Seal Cove Section of locality. The
work on Seal Cove bridge was done
under Morgan, on the. instructions of
Mr. Hibbs, Chairman of the_Board.
Payment was delayed and Morgan
wrote to Mr. Woodford, Minister of
Public Works. On Monday, October
12th, Mr. Woodford was in Seal Cove
and got, from Morgan, the pay sheet
of the men who worked on the bridge.
He told Morgan he would pay the men
on Wednesday. On Wednesday the
paymaster. Thomas Kelly, arrived by
train from St. John’s and paid the
men in Morgan’s house. Some 18
or 20 men had assembled outside the

! house to get their money. Mr. Wood-

ford and his colleague were ‘outside
the house talking to the men while

Kelly, inside the house. After the.
men were paid Mr. Woodford a.ske('i
Morgan “if he wanted anything.”
Morgan asked for a few dollars for
Indian Pond Road. He was paid
$765.00, which he worked out on In-
dian Pond Road. He also arranged
on this occasion with a voter, Thomas
Dowden, to pay him $15.00 to work
on a road to his ground, and with
James Morgan, who told him th‘nt he
(Morgan) had no money on this job
(the Seal Cove Bridge), because he
was working in town at the time. The
respondent told him “he would see
what he could do,” and he was qaid
$10.00, according to the allocation,
for “road to farm,” but James Mor-
gan says “I got $10.00 on the 16th of
October, after I was speaking to Mr.
Woodford. William John Morgan, the
Road Commissioner, brought it to me
in an envelope. No particular jqb was
mentioned, return sheet was In the
envelope. I suppose to work on the
road, if you like . I gidn’t work it out
yet, but I will.” He left the return
sheet with William John Morgan to
be filled in when the money would be
worked out. On the same occasion
anothier voter, Jacob Lear, of Seal
Cove, asked Mr. Woodford for a little
help on the road. He said he’d “do
the best he could.”” He gave him
$25.00 for a road to go to his house.
He sent him a Department cheque for
the amount through William John
Morgan, with return sheets enclosed
in an envelope. He didn’t work out
the money; he spent it. He says he
will work it out, and that Morgan will
decide on what road. These payments
to /Thomas Dowden, James Morgan
and Jacob Lear were arranged for by
Mr. Woodford the day the men were
paid at Morgan’s house, for the work
they had done on Seal Cove Bridge.
Two days later, the 16th October,
Morgan got cheques and return
sheets for each of them. He gave them
to them. At the same time he brought
voters named George Dawe $10.00,
Henry Coveyduck $20.00, Benaiah
Morgan $25.00 for different purposes.
Nicholas Quiity, of Horse Cove, says
‘he ‘went to Mr. Woodford about the
13th of October, and got a $20.00 bill
from the Board of Works. He needed
it and went to look for it. He had
come from the fishery and was desti-
tute. He asked Mr. Woodford if he
could give him $20.00 for a little work
on the road. Woodford gave it to him
then and there. Quilty says in his evi-
dence: “I didn’t tell him any special
place. He didn’t ask me. He gave me
the money to do as I liked—no place
in particular was mentioned.” The
money was paid by a cheque of the
Department. In cross-examination,
he said, he intended to work out the
money, but that he had two cases in
Court, which —prevented him  from

it is cleaf, from these cases an.
from others of which evidence was
given at the trial, that the respondent
intimately associated the payment of
public money and the giving employ-
ment on the roads to voters, with his
canvass of the district during the elec
tion. The. evidence shows that, be-
tween the 14th and the 28th of Octob-
er, over $7,000.00 was allocated and
paid by or through the respondent to
about 135 voters of the district in
amounts varying from $5.00 upward.
Some of these payments were uttely
unjustifiable, such as those to Nich~
olas Quilty, to Thomas Dowden, the
extra $100.00 to George Tiiley, to Ar-
thur Clarke, to Joseph Tilley and
others. Some of these payments
were made to improye the grantee's
own iand, others to pay for work the
voter alleged he had done on the
roads during the previous years, with-
out authority and without investiga-
tion of any kind as to the work or its
nature, extent or value; others with-
out defining the particular work upon
which the money was to be spent.
The forms of the office were filled up
but they served no purpose, but as re-
cords of the office. In some
instances the man in w favour
the allocation was made, as in Quilty’'s
case, did not know upon what he was
to spend the monéy. He was not told,
but the allocation form was filled in
for “Horse Cove Road.” In one or two
cases no returns were sent in but the
money was spent by the grantees for
their own use. These men said they
intended to work it out later—that
may be so, but it is questionable
whether anything further would have
been heard of these moneys or the
returns but for the light these pro-
ceedings throw upon them. It was
surely the duty of the respondent to
have given the Court such explana-
tion as he could of the manner in
which he lhad made these payments
and allocated these expenditures, but
he did not see well to do so. In these
circumstances, though the facts them-
selves show it conclusively, the Court
must regard the fact of his not having
given evidence as an admission of the
adverse construction it is compelled
to put upon the manner in which he
associated these payments and allo-
cations with his canvass of the dis-
trict. The fact that the respondent
was Minister of Public Works does
not excuse him. The object for which
this money was voted by the Legis-
lature might have been properly car-
ried out either through the Depart-
ment of Public Works or by the Local
Board without the respondent as-
soclating the expenditure in any way
with his canvass of the district or
without being made an instrument to
influence voters to vote in his favour.
The only one conclusion to be drawn
from the evilence is that the re-
spondent kr+'v that he was using
these moncys improperly, and that
he was doing so with the object and
intention of influencing the voters in
his favour and to promote the election
if himself and kis colleague at the
forthcoming election. This consti-
tutes bribery within the Election Act
of 1913. Sec. 146 of that Act says:
“146. The following persons shall
be deemed guilty of bribery and shall
be-punishable accordingly:

(1) Every person who shall directly
or indirectly, by himself or by
any other person on his behalf,
give or lend, or agree to give or
lend, or shall offer, promise, or
promise to procure, or to en-
deavour to procure, any money
or valuable consideration to or
for awy voter, or to 6r for any
person on behalf of any voter,
or to or for any other person,
in order to induce any voter to
vote or refrain from voting, or
shall corruptly do any such act
as aforesaid on account of such
voter having voted or refrained
from voting at any election.

Every person who shall direct-
ly or indirectly by himself, or
by any other person on his be-
half, give or procure, or agree
to give or procure, or offer,
promise or promise to procure
or endeavour to procure any
office, place or employment to
or for any voter, or to or for
any person on behalf of any
voter, or to or for any other
person, in order to induce such
voter to vote or refrain from
voting, or shall corruptly do
any such act as aforesaid, on
account of any voter ‘having
voted or refrained from . voting
at any election.”

If a candidate at an ‘election gives
money or procures ‘employment for a
voter in order thereby to influence
his vote he is guilty of bribery within
the meaning of this definition. Mr.
Justice Winter, in the Bay de Verde
case decided in 1894 and approved by
Chief Justice Carter in the Placentia
case, and by Mr. Justice Little in the
Trinity case, says: “If a candidate
or his friends, in the ordinary course
of his lawful business, has the op-
portunity or is ‘under the necessity
of giving employment, and takes ad-
vantage of his power there afforded
him to direct and control that busi-
ness and work and to give the em-
ployment arising therefrom in such
a manner as thereby to gain the po-
litical -support at the election of
those to whom the employment is
given, either for-himself or his friend
and with that object in view the giv-
ing of such employment is bribery.

If a large landed proprietor has ex-’
tensive improvements to make upon
his estate, or a merchant or manu-
facturer is engaged in large transac-
tions he may under ordinary circum-
stances in the course of the due and
proper management of his affairs,
give employment to others, and.in
proportion to the numbers he em-
ploys will the employment so given
be not only lawful but beneficent.
But if the supposed landed proprietor,
merchant or manufacturer becomes a
parliamentary candidate, and, with a
view. to promoting his own election,
to make himself popular as a candi-
date, and to influence votes in his fa-
vour diverts the improvements, busi-
ness /or other transaction from their
ordinary and natural course, or in
any manner contrives to make the
giving of that employment subserwi-
ént to the main and ultimate purpose
of promoting his election, then the
giving of such employment though in
all other respects lawful, even com-
mendable, becomes an offence against
the *‘Corrupt Practices Act’ and as-
sumes the character of bribery.
Until we have some higher authority
to guide us I have to hold that the
principles I have just endeavoured
to explain and illustrate apply to em-
ployment upon public works paid for
out of the public funds, with at least
equal force to that given by private
persons at private expense.” We
agree that the same principles apply
to public as to private employment.
The question, in each case, is whether
it was given with a corrupt intention,
that is, an intention to influence the
votes of those to whom it is given.
The policy and theory of the law is
that a voter should exercise’ his fran-
chise freely, and not be subject to
any of those influences which tend to
limit that freedom. Section 146 of
the Election Act, 1913 specifies the
AR

;’X'-'hich may not be done by a can-
or other person for the pur-
poce of.influencing votes, without in-
curring the penalties of bribery.
These acts when done with that in-
tention, amount to bribery in Ilaw,
whether they are committed in the
course of public or private employ-
ment or with public or private money.

The evidence proves that the re-
spondent during his canvas of the
district, in some cases gave voters
money, as in the case of Quilty, with
little or no obligation upon the donee
to work it out; the dominant object
was to give the money in order to
influence the vote, in other cases, the
allocation was made with the inten-
tion or hope thereby to influence the
grantee to vote in his favor through
the employment given or the improve-
ment effected. Both classes of cases
come within the definition of bribery
given in the Election Act. We must
therefore hold that the respondent
was guilty of personal bribery dur-
ing the election and that he was not
duly elected and returned and that
his election was and is void. We
shall report this finding to His Excel-
lency the Governor as directed by the
Election Act and also that the brib-
cry was committed by and with the
knowledge and consent of the re-
spondent at the election held in the
district of Harbour Main in November

last. The respondent must pay to
the petitioner the costs of these pro-
ceedings, but the petitioner must pay
the coets of thé charges other than the
cistribution of public money, and
which were abandoned at the trial.

~In such large cities as New York
it is necessary that the populace have
many avenues of ‘recreation; and now
that the hours of labour are short,
and Saturday is. mostly a commercial
holiday, there is increased leisure for
hundreds of thousands of people. Thus
it is that the pleasure resorts are so
largely patronized, and that pleasure
holds such a big place in the heart of
the nation. The people want some-
thing, and for this they seek, and af-
ter it they  go. JIn. this sbmething
which they seek, and for which they
cry out, that same thing, which they
find at such a place as Coney Island?
In part it may be. To a limited de-
gree it may answer the cry of the
heart, and may fill the vacant mind,
and in its place do much good. Coney
Island and all other such resorts have
their proper places. They are part
of the economy of modern life, and
provide enjeyment for hundreds of
thousands of people, and also employ-
ment for thousands of others, and as
far as law and order go, they are
well conducted. But our thoughts
lifted us a little higher than these
‘hings. We thought on these thous-
wnds of people, of the secret hopes
within their bosoms, of the suspense
which many of them suffer, of the dis-
appointments which come ‘to them,
and of their inward desire to make
the best of life, and how they were in
this way, trying to find the true end
of life. We know that they could not
find peace of mind, nor rest of soul, in
thése haunts. We knew that what we
saw, and what they sought, was only
passing, and that in the morning, it
could not fill the gap, which is so of-
ten the aftermath of pleasure. .

In surveying the Canadian situation
one is impressed with the fact that
the Province of Quebec has tackled
the problem in a practical way and
has realised that the proper handling
of her game resources can bring
revenue to the state and develop these
resources. By a system of fishing

ity and develéopment have beea
brought into the naturally wild and
picturesque portions of the Province,
and many visitors now come every
year to these holiday resorts. The
number of reserves leased to clubs
or individuals amount to four hun-
dred and twenty-five and include an
area of approximately eight thous-
and square miles for hunting purpos-
es. In addftion to this four hundred
and sixty-nine rivers or portions aof
rivers are under lease for fishing
purposes, fourteen hundred and
forty-four lakes are also leased and
several clubs lease all the lakes in
their hunting area which will bring

in Quebec up to at least 2,500. This
entails alone the employment of about
600 men all the year round and they
are paid by the lessees and appointed
by the Minister. All fur pays a tax
in Quebec and has to be officially
stamped and tagged and cannot be in
anyone’s possession without this evi-
dence of having paid a tax, this also
covers home consumption and ex-
port. The -adjoining provinces have
aided Quebec ‘n enforcing this law
and many seizures of Quebec smug-
gled furs have been made in Ontario
and New Brunswick.
Beaver.

The tremendous increase in the
number of beaver in Newfoundland
should be turned to the advantage of
the Treasury, as owing to the price
of this fur having more than quad-
rupled in value since last season, the
temptation will be as great to kill
and smuggle beaver pelts out of the
country as it is to smuggle in rum
from §St. Plerre. The authorities

many beaver we could afford to kill
this year, and issue that number of
official tag licenses for sale at say
$6.00 each, to be attached to each
pelt—for the sake of argument, es-
timating 20,000 pelts as a fair crop
which could not do our beaver stock
any harm,, this would be a simpler
method of raising $100,000 a year out
of our natural resources. Other furs
ecould be treated in like manner. Those
who know say that in addition to
fox farms the majority of the beaver
and muskrat will be raised in a sim-
{lar manner, in fact in many places
in the States they have started al-
ready—perhaps this would be a good
source of revenue for some New-
foundlanders.

Zeppelin Raid on Hull.

One of the first Zeppelin raids on
Engliand was that on Hull which
took place on June 6, 1915, It was
shortly before midnight on a Sunday,
when the airship arrived and its
bombs began to fall, setting fire to a
timber yard, a large drapery store
and wrecking and setting fire to sev-
eral houses. There was wide-spread
dismay. People jumped out of bed and
ran into the street, making for the
open country. The owners of motor
cars tried to escape from the city,
but the police held up the traffic, with
the result that the Anlaby Road was
blocked with cars for a distance of a
mile. People had not then learned
that it was safer to stay in the house
when Zeppelins were overhead.
Nearly all the damage was done to
private property, and all the people
killed were civilians. There were
twenty-four deaths including four
children burnt to death, and five
deaths from shock. Let us hope that
the League of Nations will be such

a success as to prevent the possibility
of enemy aircraft coming over Eng-

land again.
