BESCO EMPLOYS CHINESE LABOR.
OTTAWA, April 28.

Answering a question, asked last 
week by J. S. Woodsworth, Labor, 
Winnipeg Centre, Hon. J. A. Robb to­
day explained in the House of Com­
mons the Importation of a number of 
Chinese to Work on steamers and 
barges out of Nova Scotia The Min­
ister said a special order had been 
issued, permitting the employment 
for a limited period of these Chinese, 
because BESCO had explained its In­
ability to get White labor sufficient 
to carry on their work.

Our Forty-Fifth Anniversary.
Forty-five years ago to-day The Evening .Telegram made its 

fiirct appearance before the public of Newfoundland, and thus 
ushered in a new era in the journalistic history of the Colony in 
the farm of a daily paper.

From the date of its first issue, limited though it was in cir­
culation and diminutive in size and make-up, it at once was re­
cognized that it filled a long felt want in the community, and the 
public showed their appreciation of the enterprise and spirit of 
the Proprietor and Editor in a most responsive manner.

At the outset the Telegram 
pledged itself “to eschew all 
sectarianism and controversial 
discussions of a religious na­
ture,” and laid down certain 
guiding principles to which it 
has consistently adhered 
throughout its career and 
which gained for it even in its 
infancy the proud title of “The 
People’s Paper.” Outspoken in 
its comments, independent in 
its attitude, showing favour to 
no particular class or section 
and soficrtious always of the m- 
terests of all, it has worr for it­
self the confidence of the pub­
lic, and has become an institu­
tion known throughout the 
Island for its constancy and 
sincerity. It’s name is a house­
hold word, not only in this com­
munity but also in the homes
of Newfoundlanders who have left these shores to settle else­
where and to whom it is a tie which binds them to their former 
associations.

To the founder of the Telegram, the late W. J. Herder, the 
paper owes its development and its reputation. He devoted his 
life wholly to its welfare, and as he built he endowed it with his 
own character and personality. He has passed on but the paper 
remains a living testimony of a man who played the part of a 
citizen to the very best of his ability, was held in the highest es­
teem by all who knew him and to whom at all times his word was 
his bond.

The history of the Telegram, to which at a later date we 
hope to make a more extended reference, is in itself a chapter in 
development in the printing business, and hand in hand with that 
advance are faithfully recorded in the back fyles of the journal 
the giant strides which have been taken in the Social, economical 
and political development of the country during the last half cen­
tury. In these great movements the Telegram has taken a pro­
minent part.

During the forty-five years of its existence, periods of stress 
have been encountered frequently. Fire, financial panic and in­
dustrial depression have in turn wreaked their vengeance and 
have threatened to destroy the labour of years, but firm in their 
faith of the country’s recuperative power, the management faced 
the crises fearlessly and the effect of each victory was to estab­
lish more firmly the position of the paper and to extend its in­
fluence.

The survival of the Telegram and its marked development are 
in no small measure due to the loyal and devoted service of those 
who have been in the past and who are to-day employed in its 
various departments. Throughout its whole career the Telegram 
has been singularly fortunate in securing men whose hearts have 
been in their work and who have always made the interests of the 
paper their chief concern. .

Closely associated with the founder for twenty-five years 
was Mr. Alex. A. Parsons, its first editor. Upon his unrivalled 
knowledge of journalism the establishment of the paper in its 
early days depended, and to his literary skill can be attributed its 
importance as a public educator. Upon his retirement in 1904 to 
fill the responsible position of Governor of His Majesty’s Peniten­
tiary, he was succeeded by W. F. Lloyd, Esq., now the Right Hon, 
Sir W. F. Lloyd, K.C.M.G., Chief Clerk and Registrar of the Su­
preme Court. For the next eight years he guided her destiny. 
Upon his retirement! he was followed by Mr. H. A. Winter, B.A, 
the present Speaker of the House of Assembly, and in 1919 he was 
succeeded by Mr. C. T. James, who in 1923 transferred to the Daily 
Mail, a paper which had recently started.

To the compositors and pressmen the success of the paper has 
depended in no small measure. Many of them have the record of 
a lifetime of service well and truly performed, and some of them 
have been in its employ practically from fts inception.

With such co-operation on the part of the employees, and with 
the continued sympathy and support of the general public, it is 
hoped that the Telegram has many years before it in which to up­
hold and maintain the best tradition of our Island Home and to 
exert its influence on behalf of the prosperity and happiness of the 
whole community.

THE SITUATION.
Business Recession Quite Gradual.
(Boston News Bureau. April 22.)
The recession in general business 

that has developed to date has been 
quite gradual in most instances, and 
of the kind to which adjustment is 
easily possible.

Niagara's Power
, From the Tides

By RENE BACHE.
The Federal Power Commission at 

Washington, D.C., now has under 
consideration a new project for har­
nessing the tides of the Bay of Fundy, 
at the northeast corner of the United 
States. It is said to be the first really 
practical plan for a large-scale tide- 
power development in this country.

We are harnessing onr rivers, and, 
with the help of wonderful new ma­
chinery, are converting the energy ol 
their flow into electricity for indus­
trial uses, for illumination, and even' 
for operating railroads. The eventual 
possibilities of such hydro-electric 
developments are gigantic. Neverthe­
less, they have an ultimate limit, 
which engineers already are able to 
estimate with a fair share of definite­
ness. Thp power the tides could fur­
nish, on the other hand, is limited 
only by the vastness of the seven seas 
and by.the eternal Journey of the 
moon around the earth!

Control and use of that power is 
the next great epoch-making achieve­
ment that mankind may expect. Dis­
covery of a means whereby this can 
be accpmplished will elevate -civilisa­
tion to a new plane. It will mean that 
all of onr factories can be. run by the 
tides ; that onr cities can be lighted 
and our houses heated by the unfail­
ing moon! ■

The moon? Exactly so. For it is the 
moon's attraction that makes the 
tides. If we can make the tides work 
for us, we shall in effect be harness­
ing the lunar ort<, to supply Abe de­
mand for power that now is draining 
the world's limited fuel resources.

As a matter of fact, the thing was 
accomplished successfully long ago. 
Formerly along the New England 
coast there were tide mills operated 
in places wherever an inlet could be 
dammed conveniently, with a pond to 
hold the water that flowed in on the 
side of the tide. Power was derived | 
from the flow of the water into the i 
pond and out again, driving a large j 
paddle-wheel. It was continuous ! 
power (used for small sawmills and j 
flour mills), thanks to a most ingen- 
ions arrangement by which the cur­
rent that drove the wheel was made 
to run in the same direction all the 
time, whether the tide was coming in 
or going out.

Upon a principle similar In effect, 
is based the new project for putting 
the tides of the Bay of Fundy to work. 
The plans include the building of 
four dams, with a total length of five 
miles, across the outlet, of Passama- 
quoddy Bay and Head Harbor, there­
by creating two pools, upper and 
lower, with a power house between.

It is proposed to install a system of 
gates that will permit the flood tide to 
pour into the upper pool, and allow 
the lower pool to empty itself at ebb­
tide. By this arrangement a stream

will be poured continuously through 
the power hriffSé, driving turbines 
that are expected to generate enough 
electricity to supply a large part >f 
Maine and eastern Canada.

The tides in the Bay of Fnndy rise 
and fall through a range of from 35 
to 45 feet—one of hte greatest tidal 
ranges in the world. At the power 
house an "operating head”—never 
less than 16 feet and running as high 
as 27 feet—will be maintained. From 
400,000 to 500,000 continuous elec­
trical horsepower will be developed.

The upper pool, about 16 miles long 
by 10 miles wide, will be separated 
from the lower by a dam between the 
Maine shore and Deer Island—the 
power house to be dose by. this dam 
—and by two dams connecting Deer 
Island with the New Brunswick main­
land and Campobello Island, respec­
tively. A fourth dam, to impound the 
lower pool, will bridge the gap be­
tween Campobello Island and West 
Quoddy Head.

The lower pool will be somewhat 
less in area than the upper one. Locks 
are to be provided at the dams con­
necting Deef Island with Campobello 
Island and the mainland of New 
Brunswick, permitting ships to pass

1 from one pool to the other.
Tides in the open ocean rise and 

fall with a maximum range of three 
feet; bat the .waters of the sea, rush­
ing at flood with an estuary such as 
the Bay of Fundy, are literally piled 
up, so that in that great bay the dif­
ference in level between tlm ljigh and 
the low tide sometimes is as much as 
45 feet.

The idea back of , the tremendous 
super-power is that the flood at each 
rising tide shall be allowed to pour 
through opened gates, filling the up­
per pool. During the rise it will drive 
the turbines at the power dam. Dur­
ing the ebb the lower pool will be 
permitted to empty itself into the 
ocean, while ' a stream equal to vol­
ume to a large river pours out of the 
upper pool through the power hpnse, 
driving the turbines.

♦ The turbines will operate huge 
dynomos. And, since the supply of 
power will be continuous, there will 
be no pause by day or night to 
production et electricity, which will 
he distributed, by wires over a vast 
area for industrial and domestic uses.

All this useful energy will be cap­
tured indirectly from the moon. Od­
dly enough, few people realise how 
big the moon is. Its diameter is a lit­
tle more than one fourth that of the 
earth—2163 miles, to he exact—and

its attraction is so great that it causal 
two great waves to the ocean, on o' 
posite sides of the earth, to travel 
around the globe once in 24 hours. 
These waves make the tides. Thé 
sun's attraction is concerned inci­
dentally, for it causes extra high 
tides when in a position to help the 
pull of the moon.

The tides represent unlimited 
power going to waste. But tide-power 
developments are practicable only 
where the tide enters an estuary 
and, with a piling up of the watar, 
rushes up a channel. This phenomen­
on, consicuously illustrated • in the 
Bay of Fundy, is called a “tidal bore.'!

Developments for the utilization r,f 
tidal power are in practice limited jo 
localities where natural facilities are 
favorable for creating tidal basins, 
where portions of the flow can be im­
pounded and controlled, and where 
conditions are suitable for the erec­
tion of power plants similar in char­
acter to hydroelectrie stations.

All this, of course, applies to large- 
scale evelopments. Small tide mills 
were in use in England as early as 
the eleventh century, and also in Brit­
tany. In a simple form, such as instal­
lation can be made by placing the 
power plant between two channels 
connecting the sea with a reservoir 
basin, as in the New England power 
mill. One channel is closed while the 
basin is filling; the other while the 
basin is emptying. The flow can be 
utiized coming and going.

The water-wheel, which dates far 
back in history, almost undoubtedly] 
was a Chinese invasion. Probably the 
same is true of the tide mill. At pres­
ent there are many such mills in 
China, located on small tidal creeks^ 
and used for cleaning and “polishing’*! 
rice. *

In most instances employment is 
made of “stop-logs” to form a remov-l 
able dam between two stone piers.' 
When the creek has filled up to the' 
level of high tide, the logs, insert®™ 
in grooves cut in the piers, make a 
fairly serviceable dam, retaining thtij 
water as the tide falls. When the tide j 
has ebbed, an outlet gate is opened,] 
and the impounded water is dischar-j 
ged through a wooden flume upon a 
wooden wheel 18 or 20 feet in diam® 
eter.

What has been accomplished for so) 
many years by primitive methods andj 
with the help of equally primitive : 
apparatus, certainly can he achieved,! 
in the light of modern scientific know- ] 
ledge, with the wonderful hydroelec-'j 
trie machinery already In use.

The moon is a lazy orb, serving lit­
tle useful purpose except to give us 
a certain amount of nocturnal illu­
mination. We have persuaded it to 
grind grain and saw planks, but it 
can be compelled to operate mechani­
cal plants on a large scale. It can 
be compelled to operate mechanical 
plants on a large scale. It can tie 
made to run the machinery of our 
factories, illuminate our cities, heat 
our houses, drive our railway traini, 
and lift the elevators in our sky­
scraper buildings and apartment 
hotels.

There will be no lack of locations, 
in estuaries and straits, where tidal 
developments on a large scale can he 
established. Why, for example, should 
not the tides of Delaware Bay and of 
the Chesapeake be harnessed? Ex­
perts say there is no reason why they 
cannot be. . »

In the meantime, the attention of 
hydraulic engineers naturally is at' 
tracted to places where the tidal rise 
and fall is extraordinary great. The 
Bay of Fundy is one of them. Another 
is at St. Malo, on the Ranee River, in 
France, where the sea, running up a 
big estuary, gives the waters a 40- 
fall. Another is in England, where the 
damming of the Severn is expected to 
yield continuously a power greater 
than is derived from all the hydros 
electric developments of Niagara, "in 
Cook’s Inlet, southern Alaska, the 
tidal range is the greatest known 
anywhere, attaining a maximum of 50 
feet when moon and sun pall to­
gether.

Both the American 
and European importers of our refined 
oil is now fully alive to the super-ex­
cellence of the Newfoundland article, 
the demand for which this year will, 
It is believed, he tar greater than here­
tofore. The feeling of optimiste as to 
our refined oil, held by those interest­
ed, we fully believe to be justified.

Flour—The local flour market did 
not show much change during the 
week and the volume of business done 
was small. There seemed to be a lit­
tle stiffening in the price during the 
latter part of the week, dealers tell us, 
and the price advanced by about 20c. 
the barrel wholesale. Some of the Im­
porters spoken to during the week-end 
were inclined to criticise the Govern­
ment for remitting duties on flour and 
meats without giving due notice to the 
trade of the contemplated change in 
the tariff. It looks at the present writ­
ing as if flour will he at least 90c. 
cheaper soon, as freights are also com­
ing down, the Canadian Mercantile 
Marine and the Canada Steamships 
having announced a reduction of 50c. 
per barrel, which with the decrease in 
duty here is a remission all round of 
90c. The Imports of flour for the week 
were 2,110 sacks by the Rosalind from 
New York.

Pork—The market In pork has not 
been very, lively the past week and 
very little business was done, though 
dealers are looking confidently for­
ward to better business in the near fu­
ture, when the general activity incid­

ent to the fishery supplying business 
will open. As a result of the change in 
the tariff, which comes into'effect soon, 
the price of pork will, of course, be 
easier and no doubt freights on this 
class of goods will also decline as they 
have on flour, so that prices will be 
considerably modified. Owing to the 
change in the duties is was difflcnlt to 
get the prospective prices tor the week, 
but pork will be considerably lower 
than heretofore. The imports for the 
week were 885 bbls. by the S.S. Ros­
alind from New York.

Beef—The market in beef, which 
took on some activity last week, fail­
ed to show a continuation of this fea­
ture during, the present week and the 
business done was of a negligible char­
acter. However, most importers of the 
article look to see considerable activ­
ity in the market soon with the open­
ing of the supplying season, while ex­
tra business Is sure to accrue from 
the work now being done on the Hum­
ber, at Grand Palls and other parts of 
the country. Like pork, the beef mar­
ket will be affected by the lower tariff 
on such commodities and cheaper meat 
all round must be the result. There Is 
not much beet held In stock here now 
and henceforth there should be fair 
consignments coming this way. Only 
a tew barrels came to hand by the 
Rosalind during the week.

Molasses—Importers of molasses 
say that there'is none in stock here 
now but that the cargoes now on the 
way from Barbados should soon ar­
rive. Despite any alteration in the 
tariff as regards this article the prices 
will be higher than usual owing to the 
fact that, as compared with last year, 
there will be a very pronounced short­
age in the crop. The prices quoted in 
the local market during the week were 
tor fancy 95c. per gallon and for choice 
85c.

Sugar—The easier aspect In the 
sugar market noted last week still 
continues and the general impression 
is that for the present at least prices 
are as low as they well can be and 
not much further decline will ensue. 
If all the predictions for a heavy 
world crop eventuate the price of 
sugar should be pretty low in the fu­
ture, but the sugar crop, like every 
other, is subject to setbacks from vari­
ous causes and it is unsafe to prophecy 
as to what the future will bring forth.

Theory of Isostacy 
Contends World is 

Solid to Its Core.
Chicago,, April 22. (A.P.)—Isost-1

acy, the theory for the establishment 
of which Director John Hayford, f 
head of the College of Engineering 
at Northwestern University, was 
awarded the Victorian Medal by the 
Royal Geographic Society of Great 
Britain, is explained by the director 
as a force ljeneatlj| tihe surface of the 
earth tending to dualize pressure at 
all points.

“It adds much to strengthen the 
evidence that the world is solid 
throughout," Hayford said. “In a 
measure, it also explains earth­
quakes. On the Japanese coast and 
the western coast of the United 
States there are high mountains ad­
jacent to great ocean depths.

“Isostacy demonstrates that earth­
quakes under such conditions are 
not due to action of subterranean 
gases and lava on the earth’s crust, 
but to the deeper movement of the 
earth’s bulk,' due to tremendous 
pressure.’’

He declared that where gases and 
fire exist they occupy pockets In the 
earth's crust, and that the center of 
the earth is not a molten mass.

Director Hayford’s studies of isos­
tacy have been translated and are 
now being used and referred to by 
scientists of every^ nation. Many 
geologists have accepted his theory.

“Isostacy advances the supposition 
that rocks are lighter under the high 
part* of the American continent than 
the low parte,” he said. "It the the­
ory i* true, then there is a hydrostatic 
pressure in. the rocks of the earth 
everywhere at about 70 miles below 
sea level. Under the deeps of the 
Atlantic, rocks are tour per cent, 
heavier than under Pike’s Peak. 
Hence, the relation of the elevation 
above sea level on the one hand and 
the density of the rocks of that sec­
tion of the globe down to a depth 
of about 70 utiles on the other hand, 
is such that a column under any 
square mile of the earth down to 70 
miles below sea level weighs nearly 
the same as any other such column,”

Director Hayford began work on 
bis theory in 1900. Since then he has 
conducted more than 800 plumb line 
comparisons. He said that the pull 
of the earth on a pendulum has 
been measured In 200 places In the 
United States, a second proof of isos­
tacy.

The Chnrch rallied all its forces 
in the House qf Lords to kill Lord 
Buckmaster’s newest proposals for 
divorce reform. The opposition, how­
ever, failed, and a Bill which makes 
revolutionary changes, passed its 
second reading by 88 votes to 61.

The bishops were there in full 
strength, and the Church of England 
laity, headed by Lord Daryngton— 
formerly Mr. Pike Peace, M.P.—ap­
peared in such numbers that the 
crimson benches were more crowded 
than they have been tor months.

Lord Buckmaster has spent months 
in trying to overcome the religions 
convictions and prejudices that still 
bar the way to alterations in the 
divorce law. He fought again yes­
terday, eloquently and passionately.

The Bill, second reading of which 
he moved, extended ,the grounds of 
divorce to include;—

Desertion for three years.
Cruelty,
Habitual drunkenness.
Insanity.
Imprisonment for. life.
His speech was so moving that at 

the end of it one person forgetfully 
outraged all the strict traditions of 
the House of Lords by enthusiastic­
ally clapping his hands. Then Lord 
Daryngton, President of the Chnrch 
Army, rose, and basing himself on 
the literal interpretation ot selected 
scriptural texts, declared that “the| 
BUI is contrary to the teachings of 
Christ.” That was the keynote of 
the opposition.

Lord Buckmaster, dealing with in­
sanity, said that the only objection 
Which had been raised against this 
being a ground of divorce was that 
which had been advanced by the 
Duke ot Northumberland, whose ar­
guments was that there was no rea­
son why insanity should be distin­
guished from other diseases. In 
sanity, replied Lord Buckmaster, was 
the most awful scourge that afflicted 
mankind.

“It leaves a person who was a 
husband or a wife something which is 
but a shadow. Either there must be 
divorce, or you must allow the man 
or woman to continue life without 
the slightest prospect of the social 
amenities and enjoyments that are 
supposed to form the^foundation ot 
married life,"

As for desertion, that, he said, re­
lated almost exclusively to the poor, 
and he Instanced a recent case In 
which two sisters, married on the 
same day, were both deserted with­
in a fortnight

It fell to Lord Daryngton to move 
the rejection. His speech was a ser­
mon by one of the foremost figures 
among the Church’s laymen—utterly 
sincere, but stem and unyielding.

Scriptural texts and allusions 
poured from him, and always he came 
back to the same point “This Bill 
allows the breaking of the Divine 
law and helps to disguise from our 
people the fact that according to 
that law, they would be living in sin.

The Archbishop ot Canterbury 
threw his weight against the BilL 
The hard cases, he argued, were not 
typical cases, and he declared that 
there was no evidence that the mass 
of the people wanted the grounds ot 

•divorce extended.
Lord FitzAlan, as a Roman Catho­

lic, admitted that the Bill did not 
affect him or his co-religionists, but 
he “dreaded its effects on the mor­
ality of the country."

The view of Lord Haldane was 
that so large a change con’d only be 
made if there was a settled public 
opinion behind the Bill. He was 
personally in favor of the seJcond 
reading, but the Government must 
leave the decision to Parliament.

Further opposition to the Bill came 
from the Bishop of Norwich, who 
argued that the sole ground for di­
vorce should be misconduct, but the 
second reading was carried by the
