History of St.
Thomas’ Organization

The Sunday School. The first Sun-
day School held in the, parish was
conducted in a room in the tower of
the church, beneath where the bell
hangs, This was opened in 1842, and
continued to house the school until
1863, when the Theological School,
built in 1841, was transferred by Bish-
op Feild to St. Thomas’ to be uséd as
Sunday School and a place for the
meeting of Parishioners. In 1862 the
Bishop agreed to an enlargement of
the building by the addition of 10 feet
to its eastern end. “Up to 1877 it was
the sole building in which .Sunday
School and parish meetings were held.
In 1877 it was found necessary to get
more accommodation for the Sunday
Schools and by an arrangement with
the East End School Board the parish
was given the use of their building
for Sunday Schoo!l Work.. The senior
classes met in this building, and the
Jjunior classes in the older one. When
Canon Wood Hall was opened in 1900,
all ‘the scholars were transferred to
the new building.

Rey. Canon Wood, who came to St.
Thomas’ as curate to his father in
1868, was a most tndefaﬁ\;able parish
worker. He was an enthusfast, where
education was eoncemed ,and gave
great impulse to to Diocesan Sunday
School work generally. He started a

Sunday School at Virginia in 1880,

and one at Quidi Vidi in 1871, the
Superintendents of which were the
Lay-readers, who used to hold ser-
vices in the afternoon at these places.

Mr. H W. LeMessurier, C.M.G., was
mnectod with St. Thomag’ Sunday
Sehool for 46 years, 33 years of which
he was, Sunoﬁntendent of the junior

On
arrival the Prime Minister informed
the Telegram that the outcome of the
visit of the delegation was that a
long step toward an understanding
had been reached. The object of the
formal conferences and informal dis-
cussiong both in Montreal and Ottawa
was to give the different parties a

‘clear idea ¢f the ofher’s viewpoint. In |

this respect the meetings were en-
tirely satisfactory. The ideas of the
Federal and Provincial Government on
any possible settlement of the ques-
tion, will, of coursé, have to be placo_d
before the full Executive Council of
our own Government before any pub-
lic announcement can be made in can-
nection therewith. It may be that
further negotiations will have to be
conducted by confidential correspond-
ence before any such announcement
is made. It will be appreciated that
this course of action is made neces-
sary by reason of the fact that the
question of the Boundary is at present
a case pending before the Privy Coun-
cil, hence neither Government desires
to be prejudiced by statements made
in the interim,

That the question was regarded as
of first importance by both the Ottawa
and Quebec Governments was shown
by the fact that Quebec was represént-

Theirs was no flow-
ery path of ease. In this relation of
christian service many people enter-
tain false ideas,. They think merely
of ease, of gentle wooing. They shel-
ter under the easy yoke, but fail to
measure up to the sterner realities of
duty and self-denial. The spirit of
ease and security does not imply the
fine interpretations of the Gospel, nor
is it what is really meant by salva-
tion. Salvation has a wider meaning,
It is more than individual security.
It meant service in its best form, and
brovght out the best in man.

Youth is the best time for service
and it was in this feature that the
speaker made’ his best appeal, and
struck his deepest note. He ruled
out mamby-pambyism, He uttered a
clarion call for hard tasks. He ap-
pealed to the youth there before him
His was a wholesome message, and
Jhis was an unconditional appeal—as
we have stated, it was a challenge,—
a challenge to the best, a challenge
to the path of duty, and a challenge
to youth.- We thank Mr. Nichols for
his dignified message, and trust that
it will do much good, Our young
life is one of our best assets at all
times; but when that life is conse-
crated to the Divine Master it is of
greateSt value.

LIBERALISM IS THE HOPE OF
ITALY,

LONDON, Jan. 5.

David Lloyd George told an audi-
ence here to-pight that Liberalism
wag the sole hope of Itallan' Democ-
racy. Freedom in that country, he
said, had been completely suppress-
ed. “Repression, arson, confiscation,
and murder,” he continued, “have be-
come the instruments of Government
and there has been nothing like it in
Italy since the atrocious rule of
King Bomba.. If the struggle against
the historic despotism were left to
the Socialists alone,” asserted Mr.
Lloyd George, “the Itallan people
would be confronted by a tragic
choice between the violence and
tyranny of fascism on the one hand
and the chaog and ruin of socialism
on the other. But the Liberal Party
of Italy, broken in the cataracts and
the whirlpools of the war is now re-
covering its strength and is giving a
hopeful lead to those desiring to see
the Italian Nation once more a free
people. The great Liberal leader
Geolitti Orlando, Salandra, and Metti
are moving toward a new struggle
for Italian freedom.” -

ALLIED AMBASSADORS’ PLAIN

* .NOTE TO GERMANY.,

LONDON, Jay. 5.

The unofficial translation of the
Allied Ambagsadors’ Note to Ger-
many on the postponement of the
Cologne evacuation, is in part as fol-
lows: “Article 429 of the Treaty of
Versailles of June 28, 1919, stipulated
that German territory situated to the
west of the Rhine, together with the
bridgeheads shall be occupied by
troops of the Allied and Associated
Powers during a period of 15 years to
run from the entry into force of the
Treaty as a guarantee for the execu-
tion of said Treaty by Germany. By
the terms of Article 429, if the con-
ditions imposed by the said Treaty
have been faithfully carried out by
Germany, the occupation forseen in
Article 428 shall successively be re-
stricted at the expiration of the first
five, and then of the first ten years.
The Allied Governments already are
in a position to inform the German
Government without awaiting Janu-
ary 10, 1925, that they have obtain-
ed proof showing that Germany has
not yet fulfilled, and cannot possibly
have fulfilled by that date the condi-
tions laid down in Article 429 so as
to enable her to benefit by the clause
relating to a partial evacuation. Thus
by merely referring to part five of
the Treaty, sufficient ground for the
decision of the Allied Governments is
to be found in information collectel
by the Inter-Allied Military Com-
missioners of comirol, in spite of
some ohstruction, in regard to the ex-
tent to which the military clauses
have been carried out.

FINANCIAL CONFERENCE AL-
READY AT WORK.
PARIS, Jan. 6.

The Inter-Allied Financial Confer-
ence begins to-day, in fact if not in
form, with the official opening set for
to-morrow. Premier Theunis of Bel-
gium is having conversations with
Premier Herriot this afternoon, and
it is understood the British Chancellor
of the Exchequer and French and
Italian Finance Ministers are also to
have a preliminary consmltation, at
which the question of Inter-Allied
debts will be discussed. The agenda
includes consideration of the present
standing of the Allies in respect to
cash or goods received ' from Ger-
many, preparation of the estimate of
sums available for distribution from
the Dawes plan proceeds as well as
the Ruhr receipts, and the actual dis-
tribution of Germany’s payments
among the Allied and associated
powers.

(Trade Review.)

Codfish—The usual dullness pecul-
far to this time of the year prevails
in foreign markets, but a revival of
activity is looked for in the latter days
of January. The exports for the week
totalled 19,822 qtls., as follows:—By
S.S. Rosalind, to Halifax and New
York, 3,684 qtls., from various ship-
pers, mainly for transhipment to the
West Indies; by S.S. Digby to Liver-
pool, for transhipment to Mediterran-
ean markets, 5,296 qtls. cask  fish,
from different exporters; by schr.
Haabet, from the Burgeo & LaPoile
Ixport Co., Burgeo, 1,952 qtls. cod-
Y;h and 159 qtls. halibut, to Oporto;
Jy schr. Benevolence, 5,462 qtls., from
ihe Monroe Export Co., St. John's, to
Pernambuco; by schr. Enid E..Legge,
3,428 qtls., from the Burgeo & La-
Poile Export Co., Burgeo, to Pernam-
buce. Brazil markets are coming up in
finé shape, but the misfortune is that
we have not much fish to send them,
Very attractive offers and enquiries
are now coming in from* Maceio, Ba-
hia and Pernambuco for supplies to
cover the Lenten season. The Oporto
market has been somewhat dull the
past two weeks, but this usually oc-
curs towards the end of the year. The
Newfoundland stocks there are now
about 40,000 qtlg. with a falling off in
the week's consumption. Norwegian
gtocks seem to be nearing the end, and
the Newfoundland product should
have the market to itself during the
next three months. There are three of
our vessels awaiting discharge there,
and three others on the way over.
Prices, except in the case of bad fish,
are being fairly well maintained  in
both Portugal and Spain, and ‘the
small balance of the season’s catch in
exporters’ hands here should find the
markets more favorable to their wish-
es’ as the season advances, in view of
the fact that there is “so  little fish |
available to send - forward, together
with the revival of Brazil demand on
Newfoundland stocks at attractive
prices. The West Indian markets, too.
are asking for fish, and Porto Rico is
now offering $50 for cask fish, 448 1bs.,
the best price ruling there for a long
time. Barbados and the other islands
are getting cleaned up: of their big
stocks, and are looking to Newfound-
land for their Lenten supplies, as
there is now .practically no Nava
Scotian supply available.

Common Cod Ofl—Local trade is all
over for this season. Stocks in this
eountry are concentrated in two or

three strong hands and held firm at|
