The Alsatans in Virginia.

The advance guard of the large body of
emigrants from Alsace and Lorraine who
are to settle in the neighborhood of Alex-
andria, have reached that city, and are
now engaged in prospecting for favorable
sites whereon to settle. Some time will
be devoted by these immigrants to the in-
gpection of the several tracts of land
which are now in the market in that part
of Virginia. They desire no less than
4,000 acres in a body, though they would
prefer a much larger guantity, and will
be governed by the price and location of
her land. The colony now numbers
about 200 families, and are skilled in
tats, manufactures and farming. They
are all from that portion of France cap-
tured by the Prussians in the lgte war,
£ leave their native country for Ameri-

ather than become Prussian subjects.
ey propose to form a joint stock com-
pany, locate a town and lay out farms,
&e. Their purpose is to exclude all
others from the colony but those who
come with them for the term of five
years, during that time no one will be al-
lowed to dispose of any portion of lands
parchased and embraced within their
survey. If they can be suited in Vir-
ginia on good terms, they say they ein
increase their colony to 2,000 families
without any trouble.

Bririsn GRAVEYARDS 1IN THE CRIMEA.—
The Levant Herald of October 2nd “says
Gen. Ayde, C. B., having accomplished
his tour of inspection of the British
graveyar(s in the Crimea, proceeded by
Thursday's Austrian steamer to Smyrna,
in order to visit the English military
cemetery of that town. During his stay
in the Crimea, Gen. Ayde discovered
that the ashes of our heroes of Balaclava
and Sebastopol, of Alma and Inkerman,
oceupy no less than 132 separate burial-
grounds of which many are well preserved
and securely fenced round. Others
hastily chosen among vineyards and
cultivated fields, A are unprotected; but
even these, it is satisfactory to learn, are
respected by the Russian peasantry, and
have not been objects of desecration. On
Catheart’s Hill, however, some of the
finest monuments have been overturned
presumably under the impression that
treasure might have been buried under
them'
