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Special Policeman, Robert G. McIntosh 
Is Shot Down in Cold Blood ; Dies as 

He is Being Taken to Hospital; Police. 
Have Absolutely no Clue to Murderer

Macintosh is Found, Five Minutes After the Shooting, Uncon­
scious, With Revolver Tightly Clasped in 

His Right Hand

Dies Without Regaining Consciousness; Drag Net Has Been 
Thrown Out and Constabulary, Mounted Police 

and Pinkertons Look for Slayer

SHOT down in the performance of his duty, Special Policeman 
Robert G. Macintosh of the Canadian Pacific railway was mur­
dered at 9:10 o’clock last night, presumably by tramps, in the 

C. P. R. yards, about 100 yards on this side of the Elbow bridge, East
Calgary.

Macintosh was found lying in the shhflow of some box cars five 
minutes after the shooting, unconscious, with his revolver stiJI tight­
ly clasped in his right hand. The weapon Was loaded, but not a bullet 
had been fired. M

The unfortunate man died without recovering consciousness just 
as he was taken from the elevator to the1 operating room, of the Cal­
gary General hospital. Absolutely no clew to the identity of the cold 
blooded murderers has been discovered, though the city police and 
the Mounted Police, aided by the Canadian Pacific plain clothes force 
and Pinkerton detectives attending the Stampede are all working on 
the case.

Macintosh was 25 years old and had only been in this country 
about a year. He has a wile and two children residing in Sutherland- 
shire, north of England. He was a cousin of'Sergeant R. A. McLeod 
of the local police force, and a brother-in-law of Donald McKay, 
house policeman for the.King George hotel.

So far as the police have been able to ascertain, there were no 
witnesses to the murder except the hoboes whj6 perpetrated the crime. 
The drag net has been thrown out, and th#, police are gathering in 
all suspicious characters in the hope that jfhere were several in the 
gang that did the shooting. Messages were immediately sent to all 
cities within a radius of many miles of,Calgary, asking that all trains 
be searched and suspicious characters hel<| in custody.

The shot that filled Macintosh was heard by two men, whosfe 
names the police- have. They were in the Vicinity of the place and 
following the single «hot, heard groans. Hastening to the spot, they 
found Macintosh lying, revolver in hand, moaning, but unable to 
speak.. They immediately ran to the barracks for assistance, and 
mounted police and Other spectators were soon dn the scene. The 
police station was notified and the patfol wagon sent to the scene 
with Constables Bek and Duncan. Harrison & Foster’s ambulance 
also was called, and the dying man ^as hasteneAVro the hospital, but 
expired before he could be„placed.$g-the opefatjJjS, table.

“From the position in which Macintosh w-as found, and the fact 
that he bad his revolver in his hand,’’ said Chief of Police Cuddy last 
evening, “there is every indication that he had run across some 
hoboçs lurking among the box cars, and ordered them out. One of 
them, evidently tmséen by Macintosh, fired on him point blank, the 
bullet striking him in the side.”

The authorities believe -that the murderer, or murderers, • were 
of precisely the same type of evil hoboes as the man who murdered 
C. PI R.- Brakemaft Roy Blair a few weeks ago. > ' ^

Shortly before midnight last night, detectives engaged In work­
ing pa the case fonnd a car load of whiskey broken into and half a 
dozen flasks lying on the ground. , This is believed to be clear evi­
dence that Macintosh had run across hoboes looting the car, and 
ordered them to halt, when one fired the fatal shot.

SCIENTIST SATS THE POSSIBILITY DF THE 
PIODUCTIDN OF LIFENOT SO HEMDTE

DUNDEE. Scotland, Sept. 4.— 
The mdet Interesting feature 
of the" bpeuihg' session* ‘today 

of the British association for tho 
advancement of science was th% 
presidential address, this evening 
of Prof. E. A. Schaefer of Edin­
burgh university which dealt Avitb 
the nature, origin, and mainten­
ance of life. During the course of 
bis address he said:

"We may fairly conclude that all 
changes in living substance are 
brought abolit by ordinary chemi­
cal and physical forces.”

Speaking of the pr -perties of 
growth and reproduction he de­
clared: ,

“They are possessed not alone 
by living bodies. for Inorganic 
crystals grow and. multiply and re­
produce their like, given a sup­
ply of requisite substance.'*. 

Further on he said:

“It has been proved that we can 
no longer consider such an appar­
ently vitgl phenoAienon as the fer­
tilization of the egg as being the 
result of living material brought 
to It, since It is possible to start 
a process of division of the cell in 
the egg. and the resulting forma­
tion of célls and ultimately of all 
the tissues and organs, in short to 
bring about the development of 
the whole body, if a simple chemi­
cal reaction is substituted for Vie 
male element in the1 process of 
fertilization. We may even hope 
some day to see the material 
which composes the nucleus of cell 
Life prepared by the combination 
of the propet Substances.”

In summing up his remarks he 
said that research “seems to point

FRED W. Wells of Cranbrook, 
B,C.,'was painfully injured, 
and half a dozen other pass­

engers rçtere or less cut and bruis­
ed at i' o’clock yesterday after­
noon when Manchester street car 
No. 21, hauling a trailer loaded 
with spectators! returning (from 
the Bayley-Allen fight ran away 
down the hill just beyond the Vic­
toria bridge.

Overwhelmed by the weight of 
the swaying, excited crowd, the 
temporary wooden siding of the 
open trailer gave way when the 
runaway cars struck the switch 
at the foot of the hill. About 
thirty persons were thrown head­
long over the broken side into the 
muddy street. Clothes were torn 
and muddied, several persons 
stunned, and many suffered slight 
cuts and bruises. The fact that 
the street is unpaved ' and very 
muddy undoubtedly saved sev­
eral from possibly fatal injuries.

A panic was caused earlier in the 
day when the same cars involved in 
the smashup -got away and ran 
down the hill about 10:30 In the 
morning at the very same point. On 
this occasion, the cars were going out 
to the scene ot the light and could 
not make the Ttop of the hill. The 
brakes tailed to hold on the trolley 
car, and both It and the trailer dash­
ed backward dofwii the hill toward the 
switch, which fortunately was open 
as there were several other outward 
hound ceils standing on the siding.

The fact that Motorman T. Gleeson 
stuck valiantly to his post, doing 
everything in his power to stop the 
runaways, also prevented a more seri­
ous termination of the accident.

Gleeson then 
reversed the power and with the 
wheels flying sparks, and smoke 
flying from -the motors, the car hit tl)e 
bottom of the hill.

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SCIENTISTS OF EUP 
MEET NEXT INTO ;

Some Fifty Savants From Con­
tinent Also Plan to Attend 

Session at Dundee

Chief Attraction Will be Papers 
Dealing With the Origin 

of Life

LONDON, Sept- 4.—Scientists from 
France, Germany, Italy, Sweden 
and Russia, attracted by the 
interesting " scientific program 

made public and cabled, abroad today 
by those in charge of the eighty-second 
annual meeting of the British Asso­
ciation at Dundee, September 4th to 
11th, have wired to Prof. E. A. Schafer 
of Edinburgh University, president o-f 
the physiological section of the meet­
ing, their acceptance of the associa­
tion's invitation to be present.

The visiting party, It is expected! 
will number about fifty European 
savants. The chief attraction will be 
a discussion of the origin of life, the 
biggest problem in which science is 
concerned. Prof-essor Schafer will de­
vote his entire presidential address to 
this vital subject, and it ie expected 
that It will prove the most remarkable 
delivered in many years.

Beside this feature of the congress, 
-mathematics and phyeice, chemistry, 
geology, zoology, geography, economic 
science and statistics, engineering, 
anthropology, botany and educational 
science and agriculture will be dis­
cussed. .

Papers Most Technical.
The ailm of the British association is 

primarily for the advancement ef. 
science, consequently some of the pa­
pers and discussions will be extremely 
technical. The fuU itet, however, shows 
in each section one or more discussions 
or papers likely to deal with subjects 
of popular as well as technical Interest.

Prof. J. A. Fleming, of University: 
College, London, for lnetbmce, opens a 
discussion on the “Scientific Theory 
and Outstanding Problems of Wired eee 
Telegraphy." There is also to be a 
joint meeting between the meteoro­
logical department and the agricul­
ture department on the connection be­
tween meteorology and crop produc­
tion. Dr. W. N. Shaw, of the meteoro­
logical office, London, WMI read a pa­
per on this question.

Dr. Chambers Mitchell, the secre­
tary of the London Zoo, gives'the pre­
sidential address in the zoological sec­
tion, and a joint discussion' with the 
botany section1 will follow on the 
“Origin of Life.” This discussion, 
which Prof. E. A. Mlnchen will open, 
ie likely to be of great interest. The 
subject will also be dealt with by Pro­
fessor Schafer In his address to the 
whole association.

Will Talk -on Antarctic.
In the geographical section, Sir Cle­

ments Markham's paper on "Antarctic 
Discovery," and Dr. W. S. Bruce’s on 
“The Antarctic Continent," -airet likely, 
to lead to a general discussion on the 
subject. , Sir Charles M. Wajison,,who 
presides over this section, will deal in 
his address with “The Soudan.'1 Sir 
Charles served with General Gordon in 
the Soudagjyl lljj4-5.

Two discussions will figure promi­
nently in the economic science sec­
tions; one, on “Labor Disputes,” In 
which Prof. S. J. Chapman, Sir Charles 
Macara and J. Ramsay Macdonald will 
take part; and- -the other on "The Great 
Illusion,” in which Norman Auge 11 and 
Archdeacon! ^Cunningham will both 
speak.

The engineering section promises 
several very interesting papers, among 
them: Prof. J. H. Riles on "The Roll­
ing of Ships," Professor Chatley on 
"The Control of Aeroplanes," -Prof. A. 
H. Gibson on "The Suction Between 
Passing Ships!” Alex. Welln an "Life­
boats on Ocean-going Ships and Their 
Manipulation,” Prof. J. B. Henderson 
on ."Problems in Propulsion Through 
Air and Water," Sir J. A. Macdonald 
on “The Rood Probl-emi"

Work in Anthropology.
The anthropological section is usu­

ally one of the most popular, as many 
people are Interested in some form of 
archaeology. Prof. R. Anthony reads 
a paper on “The Brain of Anthropoid 
Apes and Man." Dr. George Bryce will 
give an account of the establishment 
and first year and a half's work of 
the anthropological division of the geo­
logical survey of Canada, This work 
was undertaken as the outcome of a 
recommendation made by the associa­
tion when it held its meeting at Win­
nipeg in 1909.

Sir Thomas Clouston, Dr. J. S. Hal­
dane and Professor La-tta are amongst 
those who will discuss “The Relation 
of the Mind to the Body," which forms 
a feature of the physiological section. 
Dr. J. L. McIntyre will read a paper 
on "Role of Memory In Animal -Be­
havior,” and- Dr. R. R. Rentoul on "The 
Prevention of Mental Degeneracy."

The social side of the association's 
meeting is also a full one.

- «FI DEATH

Incurable Paralytic Prays That 
Law be Enacted Which Will 

Let Physician End Life

New York, Sept. 4.—The legal and 
moral issue of euthanasia was forcibly 
and pathetically presented today in an 
appeal to the people of the state of New 
York by Mrs. Sarah Harris, an incura­
ble paralytic, who prays for enactment 
of a law which Would permit her phy­
sician to end her sufferings by death.

. A year ago a grand Jury at Kissim­
mee, PI a., tacitly approved the theory 
of euthanasia, where two Shakers “as­
sisted the pasting of the spirit” pf one 
of their members, a hopeless Invalid, 
who besought death as the only relief.

Mrs. Harris seeks a passage of a law 
specifically permitting physicians pain­
lessly to end the life of any person 
whose disease is incurable, and who 
desires death-rather than lingering suf­
fering. She is a patient at the Audu­
bon Sanitarium, and literally living In 
death. Paralysis has striken every fac­
ulty save that of speech and brain. 
Physicians can do nothing.

The women, in her early thirties, is 
the wife of a man in comfortable cir­
cumstances, and it may be years before 
the spark of life Is extinguished.

“Why should not t3£ state take the 
matter In its hands and end the wretch­
edness of such poor sufferers a» my­
self?” Mrs. Harris asked. “When a

brute, the lowliest of the animal king­
dom grows inactive its suffering is put 
to an end, and here a human being, the 
highest and noblest of created beings, 
inust linger and suffer on until the vi­
tal orgaiis give way. What a cruel 
order of the universe!”

LIE TO SWEETHEART DRAWS 
CONVICT 249 YEARS

Topeka, Kan., Sept. 4.—In 1901 J. M. 
Baker, a telegraph operator and sta­
tion agent, was working for the Kan­
sas City, Mexico and Orient. After 
leaving its service several express 
money orders were found which he had

signed as agent. He was tried and 
found guilty on thirty-seven counts and 
was given a maximum sentence of 243 
years in prison.

After being placed in prison he had 
a sister write to his sweetheart that he 
•had been killed in a railroad accident. 
Later he was paroled, and after secur­
ing stationery from Gov. Stubbs’, office, 
wrote the girl that the story of his 
death was false: that he had beon 
working for t<he governor.

The girls’ father wrote to Gov. 
Stubbs to ascertain .the facts, and the 
governor notified the warden of the 
penitentiary that Baker’s parole was 
canceled, and ordered him to get back 
to serve out the remainder of his term.

SENTIMENT FOR SALE

The latest of those who are not unashamed to 
take the view that the patriotism of Canadians is 
a marketable commodity that may be purchased 
with dollars and cents is no less a person than 
Sir Edmund Walker., In an interview published 
yesterday this eminent gentleman, after declar­
ing that eighty-three per 'cent, of Canada's bor­
rowed capital comes from Great Britain, makes 
the following statement :

“There is another phase to this loan frortt" 
“England. If she should stop giving us credit—it 
“is hardly likely that she ever will, but if she 
“should—what other country in the world would 
"have the confidence in us to extend us such 
“credit? Any independence or political fanaticism 
“would utterly destroy our British connections.

, “If we wish to conserve the power of the great 
“West, we must preserve our patriotic connec­
tions.”

Sir Edmund would interest many people if 
lie would say precisely what he means by this 
statement. In the absence of explanation one is 
kit to speculate, though not altogether in the 
dark. He cannot refer to any definite proposal for 
the severance of “our patriotic connections”, since

4nn such proposal has been made. What then ij 
^purpose of this dark threat of the withdrawal 
British capital as a consequence of such pro­

posals?
Perhaps the key to the difficutly will be 

found in the following paragraph from a news 
dispatch, recently sent out from London by some 
scurrilous and irresponsible sçribe.

"Prominent government ant) opposition mem­
bers say that Australia' is becothing popular with 
British investors owing to its naval contribution.
P is strongly felt that Canada must show prac­
tical loyalty, remain a part of the Empire and 
keep the confidence of Great Britain financially.”

Its capital is Montgom­
ery,* a fine old town with a state house which cost as 
many cents as New York’s did dollars and doesn’t pro­
duce a tenth of the scandals. Birmingham is the metrop­
olis of the state and its only seaport, Mobile, is one of 
the greatest war relics in the country. Alabama also con­
tains' Talledga, Loochapola, Opelika, Tuscarora, Hatche- 
chubbee and other names which were compiled by one of 
the finest alphabetical mixologists in the land, many 
years ago.

Alabama is fond of Its home products, and uses them 
exclusively in politics. It would be as reasonable for 
newcomer to expect to go to Congress from Alabama as 
it would for a young American to get into the Prince 
business in England. It expects to run Oscar Underwood 
for president for the next forty years and would back 
Richmond Pearson Hobson for Vice-President at the drop 
of a hat.

Alabama produces most of the educated negroes of 
the Sounth under the auspices of Booker T. Washington 
at Tuskegee. Negroes are very kindly treated in this 
state and are allowed to voté as soon as their, gri 
fathers have Jdarned to read and write.

Johnson, who was the fourth party in 
the boat, was rescued by two Ruthen- 
ians who witnessed the tragedy. The 
other 'three did not co'me to the sur­
face after singling foi', the first time.

The squall came upon the holiday 
makers without warning, and it was 
the worst that the district has ex- 

rienced dqring the present season, 
e high wind was accompanied t>y 

rain arid hall and thé little craft was 
soon beyond the control of the occu­
pants. The boat was about half a 
mile from'the shore when overtaken 
by the storm

Mr. Johnson was taken out of the 
water in an almoef'trenziéd condition, 
and carried to the h-oqse of W. J. Hay- 
don, whgre he was given attention. 
Dr. Braithwaite, the coroner, is now 
at the lake* which is being dragged for 
the bodies.

Uneato’s Recipe for Frosted 
Gingerbread; — One cup of radiasses, 
one teaspoon of soda, one tablespoon 
of ginger, one tablespoon of butter 
melted, a half a teaspoon of salt, one- 
half a teaspoon of cinnamon, one-half 
a cup of bolting water, two cups of 
flour.

Washington, August 28.—Thomas 
Noyes, millionaire publisher and pres­
ident of the Washington American 
League Baseball Club, died a week ago 
last Wednesday from the effects of be­
ing struck and knocked dowji on the 
night of August 17 by a member of the 
Washington police force, it is charged.

An affidavit to this effect has been 
made by Charles Simbly, it>r 13 years 
valet to the dead publisher, and who is 
corroborated by two elevator boys of 
the Farragut Apartments, in front of 
Which the tragedy occurred.

Members of the Noyes family have 
been conducting an investigation of the 
occurrence and making every effort to 
keep it from the public. The police­
man has left Washington, -leaving be­
hind a-statement- tin which he declares 
Noyes fell from a street, car.

According to the valet’s affidavit,

not develop until after the publisher 
had taken to his bed.

In statement the .policeman as­
serts his attention was called to Noyep 
lying in the street, where he had fallen 
from & car, by a woman, whose name 
he refuses to divulge. He asked Noyes 
where he lived, he asserts and upon 
being told that it was none of his buei 
r-^ss summoned tne patrol ànd took him 
to the station house. The publisher 
washed the blood from his face and 
went home In a taxicab.

TIKES PUCE OF FOOD

PUN TO SIEZETHE CHS

Russian Mutineers Had Deep- 
1 Laid Riot to Force Ruler 

to Surrender Throne

Details of Amazing Conspiracy 
Frustrated at Sebastopol 

' Have Leaked Out

Parle, Sept. 4.—If a man is hungry, 
give him electricity. If he asks for 
bread or beefsteak, put him in an elec­
tric chair and turn on the current.

This paradoxical method is recom­
mended by Professor Bergonle, of Bor­
deaux, who has just been telling his 
medical colleagues at a course at 
Ni roes for the advancement of science 
of the curious results of his experi­
ment. According to the profe£\or, 
food can be replaced by electricity as 
nourishment for the human system, 
low tension and high frequency elec­
tric currents (that is, such currents 
as one gets from an induction coll 
or from the instruments dften seen at 
fairs, which are used to pass currents 
through persons holding the termin­
als) passing through the body, he says, 
have the same effect in producing In­
terior warmth as meat and breed, with 
this advantage over food, that they 
do not tax the digestive organs.

These currents cam be employed,, he 
claims, without the slightest deleteri­
ous effect. Professor Bergonle says 
his treatment will prove invaluable In 
cases of Invalids, who will be able to 
assimilate energy in electric form. “In 
many cases I have observed that my 
electrical treatment led to a notable 
Increase in weight"

Big Elevator Burps
Chicago, Sept. 3.—One of the large 

grain elevators of the National Malt­
ing Company, at One Hundred and 
Third street and the Pittsburg, Fort 
Wayne & Chicago Railroad yards, 
burned today. The lose was estimated 
at $250.009.

Berlin, Sept. 3.—The truth of the 
revolutionary plot on board the battle­
ship Ioann Zlataouet at Sebastopol, the 
timely discovery of which resulted in 
the arrest of sixteen «earned and a 
petty officer, ten of whom were sen-, 
fenced to death and four shot.

In one sense, the conspiracy, had it 
had time to mature, would1 have had a 
more amazingly daring Object in view 
than that which led to the revolution­
ary mutiny of the battleship Kniaz 
Potemkin in June, 1905. The purpose 
of the naval plotters was to hold up 
and seize the imperia» yacht Standart 
while the czar and Imperial family 
were being conveyed from Yalta to 
Sebastapol, en route for Caarskoe Selo.

The czar was to have been com­
pelled to abdicate, or te abrogate his 
autocratic powers and proclaim a lim­
ited- monarchy and! a really constitu­
tional regime. The seizure of the Im­
peria» family was to have been the sig­
nal to the mutinous Baltic squadron, 
the crews of which were to have mur­
dered or arrested all their officers and 
attacked! Kronstadt and St. Petersburg 
simultaneously.

Urgent Order Issued
An urgent order was Issued- a few 

days ago to the officers of all grades 
in the Black Sea fleet forbidding them,1 
under pain of degradation and dismis­
sal, to discuss the political unrest 
among the fleet equipages with any 
outside persons and civilians, or even 
with their wives. The whole of the 
commissioned personnel were compell­
ed to sign this urgent injunction. -

A rigid censorship is exercised over 
all references in the press in the recent 
and disquieting symptoms of grave 
disaffection among the rank end file 
of the army end navy.

PERSIANS FEAR IDÏINEE OF 
RUSSIA

Expect Shah to Return as Vice­
roy to Represent the 

Interests of Czar,

Officials Lately Appointed Are 
All Said to Be Favorable 

to the Muscovite

London. Sept. 4.—Although during 
recent weeks but little has appealed in 
the press with- respect to affairs in 
Tersia, much has been going on. The 
situation, especially as regards the 
policy of Russia, might best be sum­
marized by describing the attitude- 
adopted by that country as a pacific 
penetration of northern Persia.

It will be remembered thait whfcn the 
former shah left Persia after his un­
successful endeavor to reocoupy the 
throne, Russia promised to assist the 
Persian, government in restoring order 
and developing the country. Nothing, 
however, has been done, and) it might 
be said that, instead of asking Per­
sia, the Russian government has favor­
ed the former shah by advising the Me­
jias to grant him a new pension. 

Wished to Pacify Russia 
To this the Persian government 

| assented, hoping by so doing to pacify 
Russia. As usual, however, no steps 
were taken to fulfil the promises so 
freely given by the -government of the 
czar, and the Russian troops which 
were sent to northern Persian and 
quartered a,t such places as Tabriz, 
Reshed pnd Meshed during the dis­
turbance of a year ago still remain.

Eve* more important than the pres­
ence * these troops, of which there 
are now -between 10,000 and- 12,000 In 
the country, Is the evident desire of 
ith-e Russian authorities to support the 
followers of the former shah and to 
establish a reactionary government. It 
Is clearly with this object in view that 
reactionary governors have been ap­
pointed under pressure from Russia, 
and that these governors, In turn, have 
appointed officiate who are partisans 
of the former shah, and. therefore in 
favor of the reactionary party.

No Change Expected
Since the proposals end- appoint­

ments -made -by the Russian represen­
tatives in Persia are ratified by the 
ministers at St. Petersburg, it Is diffi­
cult for Pensions to believ e-that Rus­
sian policy today has changed from 
what it was in the past, and the uni­
versal feeling is that it is still the in­
tention of Russia -to penetrate, gradu­
ally but certainly, into northern Per­
sia, until the whole of that section of 
the country Is entirely under Russian 
control.

Not long ago Russia promised- to 
give her support to the Persian gov­
ernment, and to assist it in re-estab­
lishing order throughout the country, 
if it, in turn, would conform Its policy 
to the Amglo-Russian agreement of 
1907.- To this the Persian cabinet 
agreed on the distinct' understanding 
that the Russian troops should be 
withdrawn. The troops are, however, 
still there.

Returns as Viceroy
It has now been practically admitted 

that the ex-shah returned to Persia 
last year with the support of Russia, 
and it may be said that, should he 
succeed In establishing himself in Per­
sia, -he will be there as a Russian vice­
roy. This view te justified by the fact 
that the partlzane^f Mohamed All re­
ceive open support from Russia, andi 
although it may not be tomorrow, nor 
within the next few weeks, it would 
appear that, before long, the ex-shah 
will make another attempt to return 
to Teheran. )

It would be, perhaps, impossible to 
find a stronger.sld-e-light on the pres, 
ent political situation than the,fact 
that Sir Edward gravely told- the house 
of commons that possibly the best 
thing that could happen for the United 
Kingdom would- be that a Persian rail­
way system should not come into be­
ing. If this system could come Into 
being simply as an adjunct to com­
merce, all would be well, but Sir Ed­
ward- clearly sees that a Persian rail­
way system, from the point qf view of 
Russian friendship, Is simply a pre­
liminary requirement to an advance 
on India.

Persia Wants Railway
It Is obvious that nothing assists so 

much in the development of any coun­
try as the construction of a railway, 
for by its means commerce Is in­
creased and- education spread. Persia 
Is, however, very naturally anxious to 
have complete control of the linq.

The gqpdar,merle 
is being established, and* a number of 
Swedish officers, some twelve in all, 
have been appointed as instructors. 
Schools have also been established,’ 
where officers and men are trained for 
the service, and in the short time 
since the matter was' taken in hand, 
some 1,50-0 to 2,000 gendarmes have 
been drilled; and enlisted. This num­
ber is still increasing, for recruits are 
being obtained in Bush ire and other 
districts, added to which the Per s’an 
officers are themselves rapidly becom­
ing efficient.

WHAT IS THE BEST AGE TO 
COMMITMENT

Expert in Eugenics Discusses 
Question at Conference;

Age From 23 to 26

Newark, N. J-, Sept. 4.—What is the 
best age at which io marry, and why?

These questions of world-wide inter­
est and importance were answerèd by 
Dr. Frederick L. Hoffman, L.L.D., F.S. 
S., one of the delegates to the Inter­
national Eugenics Congress. ,

Incidentally, Dr. Hoffman, who oc­
cupied the position of statistician to the 
Prudential Insurance Company of New­
ark, N. J., exploded what he described 
as the most popular fallacies that has 
ever prevailed regarding successful 
marriages.

“My experience and observation,” 
said Dr. Hoffman, “have convinced me 
that the best ages of marrying are be­
tween 23 and 26 for men and women 
alike. I have no faith in the theory 
that there shoulld be a wide desparity 
between the age of the man ,and the 
woman.

“My reason for fixing on between 23 
and 26 as the ideal marrying ages for 
both sexes are, roughly, these:

“The man andAfcÊ woman are then, 
so far as marriages concerned, at their 
best physical, mental and moral de­
velopment. Their hereditary traits are 
now dominant. On the one hand, the 
twig has been bent or the temperament 
has been moulded in the form tit will 
probably retain, with a little modifica­
tion, for life. *

“On the other hand; they are botii 
sufficiently plastic and malleable to re­
adjust themselves and become mutu­
ally complimentary to one another. In 
other words, the man is willing to sac­

rifice himself to the happiness of the 
woman and the woman to the happi­
ness of the man. This is one of the 
essential conditions of real marriage." 
Perfect coordination is another.

“A boy or girl of, say 18, quite apart 
from other considerations, cannot be 
expected to know his or her mind. This 
point, I think requires no elaboration^ 
At the same time I should like to state 
with all possible emphasis -that, every 
man of 25 or thereabouts who is earn­
ing his living and wishes to marry 
-should" be permitted to do so, provided 
•only that he and his prospective part­
ner are healthy.

“Thé woman of a man’s choice has 
no right whatever to demand that he 
shall be earning a certain number of 
dollars a week before he enters into 
wedlock with her. I strongly deprecate 
thçse so-called 'marriages of conven- j 
ience.’ Moreover, no restriction should 
be placed—within reason, of course—on 
the number of children. No marriage 
is perfect or satisfying if there are no 
children as the outcome.

“Men particularly who are over the 
age of 30 and wish to marry, do so at 
their peril. At this age or over a man 
is generally so strongly individualized, 
so set in his judgments, that too often 
in courting a wife he is only courting 
disaster.

“That phrase, ‘incompatibility of 
temperament,’ so frequently heard to­
day in connection with unfortunate 
marriages, means in many cases simply 
that the tastes and temperament of the 
man or woman, or both, were too hard­
ened and fixed to promote a successful 
union.

“Again, a marriage celebrated after 
30 tends to become an affair rather of 
friendship than anything else, &nd this,, 
in my opinion, at least, is by no means 
all, or anything approaching all, that 
marriage should signify. Although I 
confess I have no facts to bear out my 
contention on this point, observation 
leads me to think that the sudden ap­
pearance on the scene of ‘affinities’ of 
both Sexes frequently follows these 
‘over-thirty’ marriages.

“And now let me just touch on the 
question of successful marriages. There 
was never a greater fallacy than the 
popular belief that a really successful 
marriage is necessarily a happy one. 
Indeed, I consider that marriage is still 
incomplete which does not know sor­
row, loss, disappointment, aye, and even 
death.

“The sterling value of sorrow has 
never yet been properly recognized. 
Some day grief, deepening, broadening, 
chastening, cleansing, liberating grief 
will come into her own.

Geneva, Switzerland, Sept. 3.—Miss 
Sommerville, a Canadian Alpinist, has 
joined her parents in Geneva, after be­
ing overdue thirty, hours, ten of which 
She spent jn a hut in <the Mont Blanc 
range during a snowstorm andi with 
a sprained ,-ankle.

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Joe Bayley Made Short Work of 
Billy Allen, Delivering Haymaker 

In Third Round; Allen Beaten 
Before He Entered the Ring

THE theory, once-licked, always licked, was again proven to be 
true when Joe Bayley, lightweight champion of Canada, with 
a short hook to the jaw, put the former champion, Billy Allen, 

of Ottawa, down and out for the count of ten in the third round of 
their scheduled fifteen round boxing bout yesterday morning. 
The sudden termination of the bout came as a disappointment to 
the crowd of five thousand fans who gathered in Calgary’s new 
arena to watch these two men, who, upon their former meeting, had 
put up the fastest mill in the history of the game in Canada.

Allen was a beaten man before he entered the ring. Not once 
during the two and a half rounds did the former champion exhibit 
championship form. He was nervous at the start and kept appeal­
ing to the referee not to allow Bayley to hit in the breaks. Even 
before the bout started he showed symptons of having lost his goat. 
When Referee Tommy Burns in introducing the boys failed to men­
tion that there would be no hitting in the get-aways Allen took his 
arm and reminded him of this ruling. Before the first round was 
finished it was easy to see that it was simply a case of how long.

Allen was considerably heavier than at his last appearance. 
The burden of the extra weight seemed to make him slower on his 
feet. The Victoria lad directed but very few blows to the face but 
seemed content in delivering hard body blows. This method of at­
tack was what made the bout so short. A hard right hook to the 
stomach sent the former champion to his knees. He was down for 
the count of seven when he arose, only to be met with a short hook 
to the point of the jaw which sent him sprawling. At the count of 
eight he made a feeble effort to get up but instead of getting to his 
feet he rolled on his back and the bout was finished. Tommy Burns 
picked him up as soon as the count was finished but it was a full 
minute and a half before Allen came to his senses. His first impulse 
was to go over to Bayley’s corner but the champion was already 
being carried away from the ring upon the shoulders of his en­
thusiastic admirers.

London, Sept. 4.—Surely nowhere is 
a war against poverty needed more 
than in this city, where deaths from 
starvation in the East End are the or­
der of the day and where 4*he pen of 
a Dante would not suffice to describe 
the horrors and misery of the pover­
ty-stricken wh-o are Ho be found al­
most everywhere within a stone’s 
throw from the mansions of the rich.

The war is >to be declared very soon, 
for the joint committee of the Inde­
pendent Labor party and the Fabian 
society is calling a national conference 
on October 11 to promote a “war 
against poverty” in connection with 
the demand that parliament should 
devote the whole of next session to 
the consideration and passing of mea­
sures to raise the standard of life for 
working people.

Seek Betterment Plans
The conference which will be held 

in the Memorial hall, will consider de­
mands for legislation dealing with a 
legal minimum wage, reduction of 
hours of labor, complete provision 
against sickness, national minimum of 
child nurture, prevention of unem­
ployment, healthful homes for all and 
the abolition of the poor law.

In view of the government’s fran­
chise bill becoming law, and the un­
certainty which will afterward exist 
as to. the numerical strength of the 
respective parties, the executivès of 
-the Labor and Socialist parties have 
jointly decided that as many seats as 
possible shall be contested at the next 
election.

Many Labor Candidates
Steps are being taken to place up­

wards of 150 Labor candidates in the 
field. Triangular contests will be en­
couraged wherever there may be a 
sporting chance of a Labor candidate 
defeating a Liberal or Conservative; 
but in any case it Is felt that the in­
crease in the voting strength of the 
electorate, in the event of the govern­
ment’s bill becoming law, demands a 
corresponding attempt on the part of 
the Labor party to contest every in­
dustrial constituency in the United 
Kingdom.

Members of all trade unions have 
been advised to select the men whom 
they think would be the best fitted 
to offer a good fight, and so far the 
response has shown that the local sec­
retaries of miners, railroad servants 
and transport workers’ unions have 
signified their willingness to come for­
ward as representatives" of their own 
industries.

It is further stated that the na­
tionalization of mines and railroads, 
drastic modification of the old age 
pensions and Insurance acts, and an 
agrarian policy will be Included in the 
Labor “platform.”

BLIND SURGEON SEEKS A 
LICENSE

Claims That What1 the Eyes 
Cannot See the Fingers Re­

veal by Simple Touch

Says He Can Accomplish by the 
Aid of Sound What Others 

Do by Sight
pfeaSMil'jW'lW I ..I'M -

Chicago, Sept. 3—Surgical operations 
may- be performed by a blind man if 
Jacob W. Bolotin succeeds in passing 
the examination for a physician’s li­
cense, which he is taking before the 
state board of medical examiners at 
the Coliseum. Up to the present he 
has met every test that has been given 
him, and the examiners believe he will 
qualify and beoome the first blind med­
ical practitioner in tlm state of Illin­
ois. *

Bolotin,^although blind from his in-’ 
fancy, will complete a course in medi­
cine in the Chicago college of medicine 
and surgery this month. He says he 
has faculties that equip him for h^s 
particular branch of practice even bet­
ter than the average physician.

Is No Criterion.
"A blind physician!” exclaimed the 

young man after he had finished dic­
tating his answer to the final question 
of the examination paper. “Well, is 
there anything so remarkable about it? 
Because a man hasn’t eyes is it any 
sign that he hasn’t any brains? That 
is the trouble with the world and the 
blind man. All the blind man asks is 
fair play. Give him an equal chance 
without prejudice and he generally 
manages to hold his own with his more 
fortunate brother.

“They laughed at me when I asked 
for a chart, and said that I was going 
in the regular class for dissecting. But 
there wasn’t a nerve, a sinew, a vein, 
an artery, a tissue that the eye could 
behold but I could feel with the tips 
bf my fingers. My fingers are good 
eyes. With them I can detect pulsa­
tions, irritations and temperatures in­
stantly. My ears are keen to every lit­
tle sound within the human body. They 
fell me unquestionably and promptly 
when the machinery of the heart or 
digestive organ is not running smooth­
ly. Or If there is a catch or obstruc­
tion in the lungs my ears tell me im­
mediately what is the cause, and then 
I know, what to do.

Interesting Work.
“It was interesting work—the study 

of anatomy. I am to specialize in heart 
and lung disorders, and am sure that 
I shall succeed, for already I have been 
practicing as assistant in the Chicago 
municipal tuberculosis sanitarium.”

Dr. James A. Egan, secretary and 
executive officer of the state board of 
health, has taken a special interest in 
Bolotin.

"According to my recollection,” said 
Dr. Egan, “he is the first man, totally 
blind, who has ever taken the state 
board examination. I have glanced at 
his papers, and his treatment of the 
different questions has certainly been 
masterly.

Only Young Man.
Bolotin was born in Chicago twenty- 

four years ago. His parents were poor 
and he was sent to the state school 
for the blind at Jacksonville. He fin­
ished his education there about eight 
years iVago. He wanted to be a phy­
sician, but was discouraged both be­
cause of his blindness and beacuse he 
had no financial resources.

One day a woman came to his house 
selling matches. He said he would 
sell matches. He made 3 cents the first 
day, 74 cents the first week, and after 
that he says, he never made less than 
33 a day. Last year he went out on 
the road selling typewriters and made 
nearly enough to carry him through 
his last year of college.

LEIGHTON & GILBERTRome, Sept 4.-—In at least one re­

spect, no mystery surrounds the cause 
of the high cost of living in Italy. At 
one time, in the dim past, "Sunny 
Italy" ranked as one of the cheapest 
countries of the world in which to 
live. It is so no longer.

While the cost of food in Italy un­
questionably has been affected by the 
same causes that bave been operative 
in nearly 'll other countries, these 
have been augmented by a system of 
taxation that is freely admitted to be 
largely responsible* for the almost pro­
hibitive cost of living now prevailing 
in xtaly in general and in the larger 
cities in particular.

This phase of the situation has just 
been called to public attention by the 
Popolo Romano, the government’s of­
ficial organ, which points out that by 
unusually rigid enforcement of taxes 
on food and other necessities of life, 
the government collected during the 
past year nearly $140,000,000, or one- 
fourth of the entire revenues, a figure 
never before equaled.

Taxe» Paid by All Food
While Italy’s system of taxation on 

the necessities of life applies, as in 
most countries, to the imports, it ap­
plies also not only to all manufac­
tured articles produced in the coun­
try, but to every mouthful of food or 
sip of wine that the soil produces.

Every possible approach to every 
hamlet, village, town or city. in Ltaly 
is carefully guarded and not an ounce 
of the products produced in the coun­
try surrounding can get to the mar­
kets until the tax is paid to the gov­
ernment. It is possible for 5, person 
living outside of toWrn to grow and 
eat a little un taxed food, but utterly 
impossible for him to dispose of it 
without the tax being paid.

Rome, which boasts of something 
like 400 churches—an exact census not 
having been taken for some little time 
past—is about to have another. What 
is more, the new church is to make 
St. Peter’s look like a village school- 
house.

Lutherans Plan Temple
The announcement of the new church 

comes from Germany, where a move­
ment has been undertaken by the Lu­
therans to raise funds for the erection 
at Rome of a temple to Luther that 
will be without an equal in the world.

In Rome, however, the idea of out­
doing Saint Peter’s is looked at a trifle 
askance.

A permanent art gallery in Rome 
for the United States is the latest 
hope of the American colony in the 
Eternal City. The pavilion erected by 
the United States government for last 
year’s art exposition in Rome still 
stands. It' is a permanent edifice, and 
an effort is to be made to have it re­
tained for all time to come as a gal­
lery where American artists can give 
exhibitions.

No difficulty, it is believed, would be 
encountered in geUing the land free 
and the backers of the movement will 
direct their energies largely towards 
securing the permission of the Ameri­
can government to allow the building 
to remain and providing funds for its 
maintenance.

“It is a fact, though, that at a pre­
vious conference, when Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier was Premier, Mr. Asquith 
deprecated the idea of a divided con­
trol, insisting that such control must 
be directed from the centre?”

“I would not care to contrast the 
present and former attitude of the 
Premier on this subject. I am content 
to take his utterances as I find them 
today.’*

250 French military officers. “How 
many miles have been flown by Ger­
man officers during -the corresponding 
period?” asks La Vie au Grand Air.

This journal considers that the ex­
periments in Germany with aeroplanes 
which drop engines of destruction have | 
not been conclusive. As to airships, 
the German vessels may be superior 
to French. This much is conceded, 
but, say the French critics, it is neces­
sary to take accidents and the wind 
into account.

They do not believe that any Zeppe­
lin airship would not dare to go ou*, 
at Anjou on the day when Garros flew 
more than 300 miles in a tempest. For 
the rest, French aviation experts con­
sider that 'there Is not the slightest 
need for alarm, since, as yet, there 
have been no flying exploit® in Ger­
many to command the serious atten­
tion of French pilots.

France Looking to Black Men.
The idea of making up for the nu­

merical inferiority of the annual 
French conscription contingent for the 
army, as compared' with that of Ger­
many, by drafting a corps of black 
troops drawn from French West Africa 
into the continental forces, has long 
been broached. It will not meet with 
acceptance yet a while. But every 
now and then the campaign in favor 
of the scheme is pushed a step for­
ward.

minister of marine, who is just 
back from Great Britain is im­

pressed with the stem reality of the 
German menace:

“There was not a public man we 
met in England, I do not care which 
side of politics he was on, who did 
not fully believe that the German peril 
was real and urgent. We talked to 
everybody—Liberals and Conservatives 
—to men who were not in politics at 
all, but who had large interests in 
the country, and this was the deep- 
seated conviction, that the German 
peril had to be faced; that it - was a 
real thing, obsessing the general mind.” 
, In these words Mr. Hazen summar­
ized his impressions. He, as a Cana­
dian minister, had unusual opportuni­
ties of observation and Information. 
Mr. Hazen was asked:

A Delicate Matter.
“Are you convinced yourself of the 

reality of the peril?”
“Well, at this stage, I would rather 

not commit myself to a definite ex­
pression of opinion oh this point. The 
ministers went over, they heard the 
general situation discussed; they were 
closeted with the ministers of the 
crown, when the situation was frankly 
reviewed; but until the question in its 
fullness can be discussed in our own 
Parliament, it would be a delicate mat- 
terr for me to give personal opinions.”

“Might one ask if exhaustive infor­
mation was given by the British min­
isters?”

“Wè went fully into the question. 
We had everything placed at our dis­
posal.”

“Did this correspond with the gen­
eral opinion out of doors?”

London Times, With His

TO CREATE PERFECT MAN 
WOULD ELIMINATE LOVE
San Francisco, Sept. 4—In an au­

thorized interview here today Presi­
dent David "Starr Jordan, of Stanford 
university, expanded his recent ad­
dress in Salt Lake on the possibilities 
of eugenics, or “Burbanking the hu­
man race.” .

“I used the «phrase ‘Burbanking the 
race,’ ” he said today, “to show that, 
although systematic, scientific selec­
tion of mates could be made to pro­
duce great physical strength, beauty, 
endurance and even metal power, 
those very persons who might be 
thus effectively mated would never 
submit to state dictation.

“If they would they must in time 
eliminate the most vital elements in 
human evolution—love and initiative. 
Love is the best basis for marriage 
and love is a very real and noble thing 
in spite of the baseness of its many 
imitations.

“The kind of eugenic study is in the 
^fusion pf ; sound ideas of life and 
parenthood. Government can do 
something by refusing parenthood to 
those who cannot care for themselves 
because of feeble-mindedness, disease 
and vice,.but legislation must be un­
dertaken very cautiously, giving -the 
individual the. benefit of atlxdoubt.”

The conductors simply couGdn’t 
fight the crowd off,” declared Superin­
tendent McCauley. “They crowded in 
until the cars were too overloaded- for 
the brakes to hold.”

Mr. Lewin said that he also was on 
the same cars in the morning when 
they got away and ran backward down 
the hill.

“We had trouble going up this same 
hill,” said Mr. Lewin. "The car got 
some distance up and began,slipping 
back. The brakes wouldn’t hoM it, and 
it went to the bottom of the hill and 
had -to start up again before it could 
make the top of the hill.’ We thought. 
sure we were going to hit the other 
cars standing,ip the siding, but turned 
in on the switch.”

The trailers used are ordinary flat 
work cars which have had a temporary 
wooden siding built around them with 
longitudinal bench seats. They havtc 
been pressed into service during Stam­
pede week because of the extraordin­
ary crowds which the ordinary equip­
ment of the system is unable to handle. 
Third Accident Half an Hour Later.

The third accident of the day on the 
same line. occurred about 1.30 p.m., 
half an hour after the smashup beyond 
Victoria bridge. A car loaded1 with 
persons wM> had been picked up at 
the scene o.f the accident was backed 
down toward the city across Victoria 
bridge.' Just at the car baVns, another 
car was standing on the same track, 
the motorman and conductor having 
left it for a moment. Before the speed 
of the backing car could* be checked 
it crashed into the standing one. The 
shaking up caused a email panic among 
the passengers, but beyond the crum­
pling up of the car fenders, no damage 
was done. The .motorman explained 
that he could i\ot see ahead frofn 
where he stood, and the conductor said 
he noticed the car standing on the line 
a few -moments before they struck, but 
the crowd of passengers was so great 
that he was unable to reach the bell-

motonman to stop until the cars were 
almost together.

No Brakes on Trailers.
Examination of the cars involved in 

the accidents seems to show that the 
whole trouble was caused by the fact 
that the work cars, used as trailers, 
behind the small single truck trolley 
cars, are not provided with air brakes. 
They were never intended for passen­
ger" traffic, and were only pressed' Into 
use for emergency. With a full -load 
on the Single truck trolley cars, brak­
ing capacity is nretty ' well taxed, ^and 
when the traileryvith a heavy loa'd of 
humanity is coupled' on behind, the 
load cannot be -managed on a stiff 
grade with the brakes on the single 
truck trolley oars alone»

Conductors on ther -cyt-s which were 
leased from the Municipal railway by 
the promoters of the Bayley-Allen 
fight battled with many complaints of 
patrons who were called upon to pay- 
25 cents to ride from Victoria park to 
the end of the line and 25 cents back 
again. Eight of the cars were leased 
by the fight promoters, while the two 
regular cars on the Manchester line 
also made their regular -tri-p® during 
the day, charging the schedule fare of 
five cents each way'. The difference in 

j fares caused1 confusion and many pro­
tests.

Conductors Are Abused.
On one occasion, a leased car and 

trailer were standing at Victoria Park 
and passengers who climbed aboard 
paid the 25 cents. A regular car, 
loaded to capacity, came up behind the

leased cars, and the leased cars were 
backed in on Seventeenth avenuje, 
while the regular car passed on out 
on the •Manchester foine and stopped. 
The passengers were then transferred 
from the leased car to the regular car. 
When they found they had to stand up 
after having paid their 25 cents, while 
the passengers who had only paid five 
cents had seats, the air was sulphurous 
and the conductors were roundly abus­
ed. When the regular cars started in 
the morning, the conductors also were 
under the impression that they were 
to charge 25 cent®, and many coup* 
plaints were registered until street 
railway inspectors straightened the 
matter out.

“We leased the cars to the fight 
promoters,” said Superintendent Mc­
Cauley of the street railway, “in the 
same manner that we lease them to .a 
Sunday school or any other organiza­
tion under the city bylaw that provides 
for leasing cars at $6 an hour. After 
we have leased the oars, the persons 
who get them, -naturally, can charge 
what they' please. The schedule fare 
was charged on the regular cars, which 
operated all day as usual. Probably, 
the complaints were -made because Mr. 
Burns was the man who leased the 
cars, but we A ave no more right to 
deny him the privilege of leasing them 
than any/ other person or organization.”

Mr. McCauley said that it was a re­
gular practice to lease cars for various 
events, and that in a number of in­
stances, a higher fare had been charg­
ed on the leased cars than on the reg­
ular cars.”

Roosevelt Assails Wilson
St. Louis, Sept. 3.—Woodrow Wil­

son’s stand; on the tariff, the trusts 
andi the proposal for the minimum 
wage scale was • assailed by Colonel 
Roosevelt In a speech here today be­
fore the Missouri Progressive state 
convention. Colonel Roosevelt left to­
night for Iowa, where he is to make a 
number of speeches tomorrow. The 
.colonel saw no thing, of Governor Had­
ley at the state capitol.

Governor Wilson, said Colonel Roose- 
ve8t. had paid a tribute to the Pro­
gressive platform, “a tribute which I 
cannot reciprocate as to his plat­
form.” He denied empathetlcally that 
the Progressive planks on the tariff 
and the trusts constituted the party’s 
real program. Turning to the tariff, 
Colonel Roosevelt stated the governor 
of New Jersey was drawing attention 
from- the real issue when he took up 
the tariff conditions.

Taking up Governor Wilson’s criti­
cism of the_ Progressive party in re­
gard to the regulation of the trusts, 
Colonel Roosevelt added : “If i the 
Democratic platform really offers any 
hope for the solution bf- the trust 
question, why in the two years that 
Governor Wilson has been governor of 
New Jersey has nothing been done, 
under Mr. Wilson’s lead or even at­
tempted by Mr. Wilson dn New Jer- 
®eftf”

state convention as to whether it 
should name a full state ticket.

“I feel that * you ought to/* he said. 
“I feel that except In those states In 
which we can take over bodily either 
of the old parties, we ought to run a 
straight Progressive ticket.”

«% Chinese Attack Train.
Hong Kong, China, Sept 4.—Several 

hundred Chinese brigands today 
attacked a irun-ning train at Fayuen on 
the line from Canton bp Hankow. The 
engineer, despite a hall of bullets, re­
fused -to put on the brakes.

Twenty-six persons were in­
jured, six of them seriously.

Every car, including the .sleepers with 
passengers still In their berths, was 
augmented by the cloudburst * of last 
hurled Into the stream, whose waters 
nlehL had made It a torrent.

Chicago, Sept. 4.—Firmness in the 
wheat market today seemed to be 
based largely on a feeling that as the 
market had declined three days in suc­
cession ■ a rally was due. Closing 
prices were' firm, 3-8 to 5-8 higher 
than last night. Corn scored a net 
gain ,of 3-8 at 1-2 to, 1 3-4, and oats 
an advance of 1-4 to 1-4 at 3-8.

Wheat finished at virtually the 
higher point of the day. There was 
evident support on soft spots. Plenty 
pressed for sale, however, on the 
bplge. Wet, delaying the Canadian 
harvest operations, gave the bulls 
something tangible to work on. There 
were also reports of a heavy frost 
in Calgary. Paris, too, sent word of 
damage by rains.

Owing to car shortage, Kansas far­
mers were being advised to hold their 
wheat and stop their threshing, and 
this stopped the market from declin­
ing at - any time more than 1-8 under 
last night. Outside limits touched 
by December were 91 7-8 and 91 1-2, 
with the close 3-8 net higher at 
92 3-8.

Material strength developed in corn, 
largely as a result of the possibility 
that frost, which appeared in the far 
northwest, might reach thee orn belt 
tonight. Moreover, there were ru­
mors that leading expert was esti­
mating the crop below the total gen­
erally accepted heretofore. Cash 
grades were in good demand. De­
cember fluctuated from 54 1-2 to 
55 3-8, closing firm 5-8 up at 55 3-8.

Good domestic demand for oats 
prevailed. Receivers said equipment 
compatîtes showing steady increase 
of business. Earnings'of these com­
panies for the first half of the cur­
rent year are well ahead of the entire 
previous year.

Private advices from. Berlin where 
private discounts were higher indi­
cate an early advance in the bank 
rate.
