The Christmas examinations are over. 
We congratulate both • the teachers of 
our public schools and their pupils that 
that ordeal is passed and that the holidays 
have commenced. We hear from many 
sources that the schools in this city are 
in a most creditable condition ; that the 
teachers are zealous and efficient, and 
that the pupils are as industrious and as 
well-behaved %s they can reasonably be 
expected to be.

We must say that we do not regard 
the pupils’ performances on examination 
days as anything like a reliable test as 
to how the schools are conducted, or as 
to what progress the pupils have made. 
It is very pleasant indeed to see the 
young people all cheerful and neatly 
dreesbd go through a prepared pro­
gramme. But it does not always hap­
pen that the most deserving children 
make the beet show on those days. How 
a boy or girl acquits himself or herself 
before a number of strangers is very 
much a matter of nerve and tempera­
ment. The excitement may be the 
stimulus necessary to make some do 
their best, while it confuses others and 
prevents them doing themselves justice. 
The youngster who ia not naturally 
bright, but who does his best every day 
of the week, does not make much show 
on examination days and does not ap­
pear to do much credit to his teacher. 
But he and the class to which he be­
longs are often the most de­
serving of the pupils, and those on 
whom the faithful teacher has bestowed 
the most pains, and who by and by 
when the work of the world comes to 
be done will very probably make the 
best use of what they have learned. A 
little display in school matters may be 
all very well, but it is not good to place 
a great deal of dependence upon it. Ap­
pearances in this matter, as in many 
others, • may be deceptive, and much 
time that could be more profitably spent 
may be wasted in preparing for public 
examinations. The teachers’ skill, like 
that of every other workman, is shown 
in the quality of the work he produces 
and that quality cannot be tested or dis­
covered on examination day. Solid im­
provement of mind and character can­
not readily be displayed. It cannot be 
exhibited for show like Christmas goods 
in the shop windows.

Although it is easy to place too high 
a value on public examinations, it is im­
possible to over-estimate the usefulness 
to the community of our public schools. 
In them are being prepared for the work 
of life the men and women of a few 
years hence. The province wants all 
the intelligence that can be produced in 
it. Ignorance is the bane of every com­
munity. The country in which there is 
the greatest number of untrained minds 
is the most backward country and the 
most difficult to govern. The Govern­
ment of this province, by providing the 
means of education for every child with­
in its hounds, is doing for its inhabit­
ants the most valuable 
Government can perform. It is for them. 
to avail themselves to the utmost of the 
advantages of this most precious provi­
sion.

In the decoration of this handsome 
little place ofworship there exists a 
very strong similarity to the getiertri 
style adopted by the congregation of St.

/**Çne sun has shone not only brightly but 
genially. The visitor from the East 
finds it hard to understand how a 
December sun can fce so warm. The 
sun shines sometimes in December in 
Eastern oànada, and although its rays 
are bright enough they are not per- 
oeptably warm. But here the sunny 
side of the street is very pleasant. The 
mild air, the warm sun, and the clear 
sky remind one of the pleasant days of 
early spring in the East.

People in other parts of Canada are 
told that if there is not much frost in 
British Colombia during the winter 
months, there is a great deal of rain— 
that there is a perpetual downpour, and 
that for months there is hardly a break 
in the leaden sky. There could not be 
a greater mistake than this. So far, 
thin winter, the weather has been rather 
showery than rainy. A good deal of the 
rain has fallen in «the night time, 
and the showers in the day have been, 
for the most part, light and of short 
duration. It is quite a mistake to sup­
pose that the winter rain in Victoria 
and the country surrounding it is inces­
sant. We venture to say that there 
have been many more bright days in 
and near Victoria since the 1st of No­
vember than in any Eastern Canadian 
city or town that can be named. There 
has been hardly a day sinde that date in 
which a delicate person could not have 
taken exercise in the open air and enjoyed 
it. A good idea can be had of the kind 
of weather that we in Victoria have had 
when it is known that the roses have 
not yet ceased to bloom in the open air.

San Andreas, CaL, Dec. 23.—A dis­
astrous cave-in occurred in the Lane 
mine, owned by Hayward A Hobart, 
located on tee west edge of Los Angeles, 
by which sixteen men were buried and 
are now supposed to be dead. Nineteen 
men were sent into the drift on the 400- 
foot level to repair the timbering which 
had become loosened. They had not 
worked over an hour when suddenly 
the supports of the upper timbers 
swerved to the right and the roofing of 
earth and rocks fell, at the same in­
stant burying the unfortunate sixteen 
beneath the debris. Thomas Corwin 
and two Italians were working nearer 
the mouth of the drift and managed to 
escape with their lives, though Corwin 
was badly injured about the head. Corwin 
stated that the partitions were'leaning 
badly when he went into the drift with 
the rest of the miners, but no one sus­
pected there was danger of a cave. 
When it came they Were unprepared. 
He and the Italians escaped as soon as 
they beard the timbers crack. The 
others also started on a run but were 
too far in the drift to reach a place of 
safety.

Immediately after the accident men 
were lowered down the shaft, and enter­
ing the mouth of the drift commenced 
digging into the debris. The effort was 
useless, as the timbers seem to have 
been woven together, as though the 
sides of the drifts had fallen towards 
each other and been covered by the 
roofing. By this morning the rescuing 
party had succeeded in getting but eight 
feet into the pile of earth and tim­
bers, and none of the victims had been 
reached. There is no prospect of get­
ting the men out alive.

From Stanley’s correspondence it 

would appear chat he was greatly 
barrassed by Emin Pasha’s unwilling­
ness to leave WadelaL When after 
his wearisome march Stanley reached the 
province under Emin’s jurisdiction he 
found that neither he nor his principal 
officials wanted to leave the country. 
Emin appeared to be in 'flourishing cir­
cumstances. Bat the appearances were 
deceptive, Emin even then, April, 1888, 
was in circumstances of great difficulty. 
He was surrounded by traitors. Mr. 
Jephson whom Stanley left with Emin 
when he went west to look after his rear 
guard, reports that Emin’s troops had 
twice mutinied previous to that time. 
He says :

“The 1st Battalion—about 700 rifles 
—bad long been in rebellion against the 
Plasha’a anuority and had twice at­
tempted to make him prisoner. The 

~ .. bout 650 rifles—though
professedly loyal was insubordinate and 
almost unmanageable. The Pasha pos­
sessed only a semblance—& mere ragr— 
of authority, and if he required any­
thing. of importance to be done he 
could no longer order—he 
obliged to beg—his officers to do. it.

“Now when we were at N’sabe, in 
May, 1888, though the Pasha hinted 
that things weze a little difficult in his 
country, he never revealed to us the 
true state of things, which was actually 
desperate, and we had not the slightest 
idea that any mutiny or discontent was 
likely to arise amongst his people. We 
thought as most people in Europe and 
Egypt had been taught to believe by 
the Pasha’s own letters and Dr. Junck­
er’s later representations, that til tie 
difficulties arose from events outside his 
country, whereas, in point of fact, his 
real danger arose from internal dissen­
sions. Thus we were led to place our 
trust in people who were utterly un­
worthy our confidence or help, anc^, 
who, instead of being grateful to us for 
wishing to help them, hav$ from the 
very first conspired how to plunder the 
expedition ana turn us adrift, and had 
the mutineers, in their highly excited 
state, been able to prove one single case 
of injustice or cruelty or neglect of his 
people against the Pasha, he would most 
assuredly have lost his life in this rebel­
lion.”

Yet although Emin Pasha knew the 
men he had to deal with and upon what 
a slender thread his own [life hang, he 
could not bring himself to leave his mu­
tinous and ungrateful followers. As 
Mr. Jephson says, Stanley while he re­
mained with Emin Pasha after he had 
found him knew nothing of all this. He 
left him to find the part of the expedi­
tion which had remained behind with­
out à misgiving. But his back had 
hardly been turned when what Emin 
might have expected to happen at any 
time, took place. His officers mutinied 
and took him and Mr. Jephson prisoners 
As far as human sagacity could discern 
his life depended upon the caprice of a 
number of rascally semi-barbarians, who 
were deterred by no scruples from 
doing what they believed it to be their 
interest to do.

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MR PRIOR SUCCESSFUL.

As we fully expected, CoL Prior’s ex­
pedition to Ottawa has been successful 
We were quite sure that he would make 
such representations to the Minister of 
Customs as would convince him that he 
had made a mistake »in interfering 
with the business done by the

There will, we think, be no difficulty 
in complying with the condition at­
tached to the cancellation of the obnoxi­
ous regulation. It seems that having 
a customs house officer at the port at 
which the goods carried in bond by a 
foreign railway is shipped is a necessary 
precaution, and one that is taken' by 
both the American - and Canadian 
Governments, 
will not, we think, object to so reason­
able a requirement. It is ,unfortunate 
that this misunderstanding ever arose; 
but all’s well that ends well

The conduct of the representatives ol 
the city with respect to this matter is 
most praiseworthy. Both Col. Prior 
and Mr. Earle have dona everything in 
their power to save the merchants ol 
this city from loss and inconvenience.

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LOGeOUR SCHEMING NEIGHBOR.

The telegram sent by the President 
of the Vancouver Board of Trade to the 
Minister of Customs respecting the 
Order-in-Cound! is a specimen of what 
toe boys <*U “pure and unadulterated 
gaU.” There ia not even a trace in it of 
modesty or of common sense. The idea 
of the Vancouver .Board of Trade taking 
upon itself to represent the best inter­
ests of Canadian shipping ia exceedingly 
rich.

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BOTH JURY AND JUDGE.

The verdict in the Cronin case wa* so 
singular that it was difficult to believe 
that some mistake was not mad in 
telegraphing it We ward informed 
that the jury not only found a verdict 
but it passed sentence. This is never 
done in this country. The jury pro­
nounces upon the guilt of the prisoner 
but the judge decides what the punish­
ment shall be. He is, in passing sent­
ence, limited by the law, but as regards 
some offenses he is allowed considerable 
discretion. In capital offenses he must 
award capital punishment. If the jury 
finds a verdict of guilty in a case of 
murder he must sentence the prisoner 
to death. He cannot do as the Chicago 
jmy did—after they had found the ac­
cused guilty of one offence award the 
punishment prescribed for another and 
a lighter offence. The verdict of the 
jury in the Cronin case was—“We find 
the prisoners, Daniel Coughlin, Martin 
Burke, and Patrick O’Sullivan guilty of 
murder as charged in the indictment, 
and fix their punishment at imprison­
ment in the penitentiary for the term of 
their natural lives.” In this case then 
the jury exercised the functions both of 
jury and of judge, a thing that under 
British law would be impossible. This 
is what made the sentence as at first 
telegraphed appear so strange to Can­
adians and others who are not acquaint­
ed with the laws of the State of Illinois, 
as to be almost incredible.

The sentence was utterly illogicaL The 
murder was a most atrocious one. Dr.
Cronin had been by false representa­
tions induced to enter a house hired for 
the very purpose of committing the 
murder. He had no warning of his 
danger. His murderers appeared to be 
friendly until the very moment he re­
ceived the ‘ first treacherous blow. It 
was as foul a murder as could possibly be 
committed. If ever murderers deserved 
to be punished with death the men who 
Mfeigled Dr. Cronin into that lone 
house to kill him deserved it. There 
are connected with this crime no exten­
uating circumstances, but there were 
circumstances which made it peculiarly 
dangerous to the community in which 
the murderers and their victim lived.
Everyone must admit that the perpe­
trators of so terrible a crime deserved 
the severest punishment that the law 
could inflict The only question with

The only alterna, 
tive before that jury was, guilty or not 
guilty—the death penalty or acquittal 
The decision to which the jury came 
shows the folly of giving juries power 
to fix the punishment as well as to find 
a verdict.

In these days men are seriously 
questioning the infallibility of “twelve 
men in a box.” They say that the ver­
dicts of juries prove that twelve ordinary 
citizens are not competent to decide 
either reasonably or justly in disputes 
between man and man. It must be ad­
mitted that many of the decisions of 
juries would lead to that conclusion. It 
is not every man who can cast aside 
feeling and prejudice and decide a.

‘question purely according to the evi­
dence. There are men who cannot be 
made to understand the nature of teeti- 
mouy. They cannot, let them do their 
beet, distinguish between what is evi­
dence and What is not evidence. An 
honest juror who is most anxious to do 
his duty fairly, often attaches importance 
to some trivial fact or circumstance that 
really has no bearing upon the case and 
that should not be allowed to influence BEF 
his decision. In short, the difficulty of 
getting a jttty which can‘he depended 
upon to try a
and fairly is * so great that there 
are many wB) contend that juries 
should be done away with altogether.
Others, however, say that, taken as a 
whole, the decisions of juries are fair, 
luid that substantial justice is done by 
them. It is safer, these men contend, 
to depend upon the honesty and common 
sense of twelve men than upon the learn? 
ing and the integrity of one man. The 
question is, it must be allowed, ope of 
considerable difficulty when juries are 
not given power to 
ment as well as to decide upon the facts.
But when it oomes to passing sentence 
it seem* to us that there is so much 
room for feeling, for ignorance of the 
law and for corruption to prevent juries 
arriving at a just decision, that it is 
surprising how spy legislature ever 
came to invest them with this power.
Thé glaringly illogical sentence pro­
nounced in the Cronin case is, no doubt, 
only one among many which prove the 
inability of juries to make the punish­
ment fit the crime. The British way of 
leaving the judge to sentence the man 
convicted by the jury, seems to us to be 
iiffinitoly preferable to throwing • upon **w‘ 

juries the responsibility of awarding 
the punishment to be inflicted on the 
prisoner, as well ss of deciding upon 
hie guilt.

He, as soon as he was 
able, put himself in communication with 
Mr. Jephson. He found through that 
gentleman that, in spite of the way in 
which he had been treated and til he 
had suffered at the hands of the men 
whom he had, trusted and who had 
sworn to obey Mm, he was still unwill­
ing to leave the country. Stanley had 
to beseech him to be rescued. “Senti­
ment,” as Mr. Jephson. stid, “is the 
Pasha’s worst enemy, no one keeps 
Emin Pasha back but Emin Pasha him­
self.” Stanley was under the necessity 
of using very strong Jangnage before he 
could prevail upon Emin to join him. 
“I could save,” he wrote in a letter to 
Jephson, “a dogen pashas if they were 
willing to be saved. . . Here I am, 
after 4,100 miles of travel, with the last 
instalment of relief. Let him who is 
authorized to take, take it. Come, I 
am ready to lend him all my strength 
and wit to assist him. But this time 
there must be no hesitation, but positive 
‘yea’ or ‘nay,’ and home we go.”

Some time after this" Emin came to 
Stanley’s camp, which was at a place 
called Kavallis, but even then he had 
not quite made up his mind. He had 
with him some of those precious Egyp­
tians who had treated him so treacher­
ously, and who expressed a desire to 
march to the sea with Stanley. They 
had certain preparations to make, and 
wanted Stanley to wait He evidently 
did not like the prospect of trusting 
himself and his men to such a set of 
scoundrels as he evidently believed 
them to be, but he promised to wait a 
reasonable time for them.

Finally Messrs. R. P. Rithet & Co. 
decided to send the Walla Walla out to 
capture the prize on ber way to San 
Francisco at 1 o’clock. This was at 11 
a. m., and thinking that they would 
outwit tjie big steamboat’s people, two 
sailing parties started out in the drizzly 
snow storm for the wreck.

With a prize worth at a rough calcu­
lation $30,000, both crews showed their 
best seamanship ; but their mortifica­
tion can be imagined, when on the 
weather clearing, they saw that the^ 
steamer Alert was also bound far- «fie 
floatjog treasure.

Seeing that it was a useless trip lor 
.them, the sail-boats put -hack to Vic­
toria, and the cannery steamer putting 
on steam had a line on board the wreck 
at 1 o’clock. She was then drifting out 
from Williams’ Head ; resting on an 

keel as steadily as in her 
brightest days. All her houses 
were standing as left by the 
wreckers,although the water was washing 
over the upper decks. It was supposed 
that the leak had in some unaccount­
able manner been 
wreck balanced 
with the weight of that in her hold.

Having made fast . the lines to her 
prize, the Alert started back for Vic­
toria. She soon found, however, that, 
with the tide turning to the ebb, the wa- 

o=ed wreck was much too heavy for 
the little steamer to handle. In fact, 
instead of the Alert towing the Idaho 
in, the Idaho was quickly towing the 
Alert out to sea.

Determined to hold on to his prize, 
the captain of the steamer drifted with 
the wreck past Rosedale Reef, on 
which the steamer came to grief. Not 
long after the Race Rocks were passed 
tlro-Wstts Wsrthr-paaaed along, also 
looking for the “pick-up,” and 
ing that the Alert could not manage 
her, made a cash offer for a transfer.

Determined to have all or nothing, 
the offer was emphatically refused, and 
the Alert and the Idaho continued to 
drift until about 4 o’clock, when the 
lines were slipped off and the -vanquish­
ed steamer returned to Victoria with 
sadness depicted on the faces of all on 
board, while the wreck passed out of 
sight with the current -at the rate of at 
least three miles an hour.

After the failure of the Alert had 
been reported, the Pilot determined to 
try her luck, and left at about 7 o’clock 
in the evening to patrol the Straits, 
and, if necessary, run out to sea in 
search of the prize. Her captain in­
tends to try his engines, and if he falls 
in with the wreck she will be brought 
back to Victoria.
