Behind—Many New Ballots .
Necessary. :

BERLIN; Juué 15.~—~The greatest constitu-
tional struggle that the new German empire
has known is in progress to-day.

THE CROP.

The crop prospect is brightening slmost
everywhere. The cold spring on this side
of the Atlantic and the drought on the other
were most unfavorable to the growing crops
of all kinds. Since then the weather has
become warmer in America snd there have
been refreshing showers in Great Britain,
which have stimulated vegetation and very
greatly improved the outlook for the farmer.

1893, in either Europe or America, will be
mythl? like a8 abundant as that of last
year. It is calculated that this year's wheat
crop in the United Stdtes will fall far short
of what it was last year. The shortage in
ten States, that yielded at least 250,000,
000 of winter wheat last year, is estimated
at from 75,000,000 o 100,000,000 bushels.
In England it ia believed that the yield of
wheat will be 5,000,000 bushels below what
it was last year.  Of course a good deal still
depends upon the weather. ' If the weather
for the next two months is favorable, the
returns will be much better than is now
anticipated. :

It wust be remembered that thereisa
great deal of last year’s crop still'uncon-
sumed, and there will be enough left in
August to make up to a very great extent
for this year's deficiency. It was calonlated
that there was still remaining of last! year’s
crop of Canada and the United States, on
the 1st of June, 182,372,785 bushels. ' This,
accordiug to Bradstreet’s of the 10th inst.,
was apportioned ‘ as follows: East of the
Rockies, 86,031,000; Pacific Coast, 3,019,-
000; Europe and afloat, 78,088,000 bushels.
The probability is, therefore, that, although
next year will not be one of extreme abund-
ance, there will be no scarcity of the neces-
saries of life in the civilized world.

What Science is Doing to Lessen tha
Destructiveness of These
Phenomena. 3

Proteséor Miln, the Earthquake Ex-
pert, Relates Incidents of the
Great Shoek in Japan.

Prof. John Miln, who has been for some
time past in charge of the Department of
Geology in Tokyo College, and who is the in-
ventor of the Intest improved seismograph
or vibration indioagor. was a passenger from
Japan by the last’ Empress, and is now en-
joying a few days in Vancouver prior to go-
ing East.

*“ There are any number of instruments

invented for ' recording the vibration of
earthquakes, rairoad trains and vessels,”
he said in conversation with a Coronisr
correspondent in the Terminal City, * bat 1
think my own invention is the most accur-
ate and complete.  Japan, where there are
no patents, has its advantages in the way of
experimenting, and there I have labored for
8 nnt:bor of years in perfecting the seismo-
aph. :
i I bave spoken to General Superintend-
ent Abbott of the C.P.R. and I think a test
will be made on the Atlantic Express. The
seismograph will register undue vibrations

where they have occurred, so that engineers
may locate,precisely the dangerons roadbed
and also the speed of the train. I have
hrought a number of photographs with me,
and will make experiments before experts
and the press should they desire it with my
instruments,

‘* In Japan we have seven hundred earth-
quake observatories that report three times
‘per day'at Tokyo. Observation have been
systematically taken for the past seventeen
years, with good practical results. It has
been found that the vibrations travél eight
thousand feet a second, so that it is impos-
sible to telegraph their approach, thougl‘l
‘we have an automatioc signal, that respon
to the eurth trembles;, and instantaneously
flashes an electric alarm toall the stations.

‘A better knowledge of these phenomenk,
obtained from onr scientific observations,
enables us to greatly modify the ~effects of
earth shocks.. For - instance, it has been
demonstrated that vibrations are less severe
in s pit than on the earth’s surface, so that
are now built with 'deep
bagements. . Pownell, consulting engi-
neer of the Government, who will arrive in
British Columbia by the next Empress, has
also done invaluable l;ervice to Ja nilz ;rr
ven a peculiarly co or
elev:l:fd railways between monnmul:s that
by laborious experiments has been found to
be least affected earthquakes.

IMPERTAL PARLIAMENT.

 Irish Members Discontented with Glad-

stone’s Failnre to Force the
Opposition.

His Financial Proposals Not Aeccept-
able—The Situation Somewhat
Threatening.

Loxpox, June 17.—The members of the
Irish Parliamentary Society have become so
incensed ' at the tactics employed by the
Opposition to delay the Home  Rale bill,
that the Government must now face open
revolt by the Irish members or expedite the
bill and cease aceepting offensive Opposition
amendments. It may be pointed ont that
the obstructive policy followed by the Con-
servatives and Liberal Unionists is identical
with that followed by the Irishmen when
they were in Opposition, and that the then
Government found the policy of obstruction
equally as aggravating as the Irish members
now find it.

Murmaurings of discontent were heard
during the debate on clause 3 of the bill,
which; after the adoption of two or three
trivial amendments und  the rejection of
dozens of others, was finally adopted on
Tuesday last.. Now, when the last clanse

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THE OLD MEN'S HOMP.

Some of the inmates of the 0ld Men’s
‘Home are very much hurt at what was said
about them in the City- Council a few days
ago by Alderman MoTavish. They say that
they spent their manhood’s days in opening
up the Province and in finding out what
are its. resources. In the. early days they
endured wany hardships and faced mwany
dangers.  There were then no means of
communication between the different parts
of the Province. The pioneers were ob-
liged to carry their tools and their provis-
ions on their backs; and. -thus loaded; to
tramp over rough trails. At the end of the

day’s journey there was ho inn to receive:

+ ‘them. They had to cook their coarse food
in a rough way, and had ‘often to sleep on
the hard ground in the open air without as
much as a tent to shelter them from the
inclemency of . fhe weather. It was during
these long and teilsome journies:that they
contracted ‘the rheumatism that is now
racking their old bones and unfits them for
active exertion. The spokesman of the pio-
neers, James McFadden, well known to
nearly all the old timers of the provinge,
said that if instead of saying that the in-
mates of the Old Men's Home are ‘‘veterans
of thé whiskey bottle,” Aldermian McTavish
had said that they were veterans of rheu-
matism, caught in opening up the country

for its present inhabitants, he would have|gq

been nearer the truth.

If the majority of the inmates of the Old
Men’sHome are like James McFadden, men
who havé-worn themselves out in trying to
develop the resources of the Province, being
atone time fortunate and possessing con-
siderable means which they lost in new
ventures, and overtaken at last by old age
before they 'had recovered what they had
lost, those who contributed towards estab-
lishing & home in which they could be made
comfortable during the remainder of
their ‘days did & good work. It
is. mnot. well to be too hard
on these stranded old toilers, who did good
work in their day, or to enquire too closely
into their - failings and, weaknesses, They
are down in their luck, and it was not the
habit of the-old-time British Columbian to

- LORD SALISBURY'S OPINION,

It has been said that Lord Salisbury does
not approve of the tactics resorted to by his
party in the House of Commons m opposing
Mr. Gladstone’s Home Rule Bill. His
Lordship’s speech in Ireland is quoted to
show that the policy of . obstruction is not
his, but that of the younger and more pug-
nacious members of his party, notably Mr. .
Chamberlain.  Lord Randolph Churchill is
not against adopting the tactics of the Irish
brigade under -Mr. Parnell, and it issaid
that Mr. Balfour barely tolerates such a
course. Mr, Chamberlain gets the credit or
the discredit of being the chief instigator
of the policy of obstruction, and it is said
that it is kept up chiefly because he believes
it to be effective.  Lord Salisbury, in-Bel-
fast, did not leave his opinion of the course
pursued by the Opposition in the House of
Commons to be a matter of conjecture. This
is what he said, as it is reported in the Lon-
don Times :

I think it is my business here to confer
with you on the progress of this great strug-
gle that we are fighting, and to tell youn
what we are doing and what, in our judg-
ment, our prospects ‘are. (Hear, hear.)
You will, perhaps, think that there is an
amount of unnecessary discussion, and that
there is not much use in moving amend-
ments to the bill.  Now, I will at once say
that there is no advantage to us in the de-
‘lay which these -discussions produce. At
vhe rate at which the bill is going on now it
will reach the House of Lords in September,
and that will be an exceedingly inconven-
ient time of the year. (Laughter and
¢ hear, hear.”) Therefore my desire is
that the discussion- should advance
quickly as it  properly can.
But do not imagine that we dream of the
possibility of so amending the bill that it
can be made acceptable. .(Cries of *“Never.”)
This bill ‘never can be made acceptable
(cheers), and in discussing, as we must dis-
cuss, these amendments at full length, we
are not:-seeking, we are not hoping, 80 to
change its essential nature that we ever could
accept it. (Hear, hear.) We are hoping to
point out to the British people the real
nature of the evils, the calamitics, and the
absurdities it involves, and bring that home
to their convictions. If we had constituen-

stand, we should have no need for long dis-
cussion. (Laughter.) ‘We should invite the
Government to pass the Bill withont discus-
gg:d:nd send it at once to the House of

It must be remembered that Lord Salis-
bury was speaking of the leading men of his
fown party.. ‘I will at once say that there
is no advantage to us in the delay which
these discussions produce,” is, under the
circamstances, pretty severe criticism, and
it must have been so considered by the Con-
servative leaders in the House of Commons.
The phrases by which he afterwards guali-
fied it does not detract much from the cen:
sure implied in the words we have quoted.
It will, we think, be found that Lord Salis-
bury was right, and that in oconsenting to
follow Parnell’s. bad: example Mr. Balfour
has made a mistake. :

AN INTERI{STING EXPERIMENT.

An interesting experiment is going on in
Illinois. The Illinois Central Railway
Company is trying to apply the co-opera-
tive principle to their road. It is giving
the employes of all grades a chancs ' to be-
come stockholders. The purchase of stock
is at the fair market price, and the men are
permitted to pay for the shares they buy
by instalments ‘each of five dollars or a mul-
tiple of five. The purchasing employe, of
course, obtains with the share or shares he
pays for the privilege of voting for directors
and of drawing dividends precisely the same
asall other purchasers of stock do. Interest
at four per cent is allowed on instalments
until they amount to the price of a share.
If the employe desires to leave the road he
must finish his purchase at once or have his

to hinder his buying as m=ny shares as he
wants by paying for them cash down. Itis
expected that by giving the employes an
interest in the road they will do whabt
they can tospromote its welfare; and that
they will not readily join in strikes. Itis
expected also that in disputes about hours,
wages, etc.,  these - shareholding em-
ployes will be more moderate in their de-
mands and more easily dealt with than
‘mere wage earners.”

THE CHOLERA.

We find from ouf exchanges that the
cholera is meither dead ~nor sleeping in
Earope and Asia. There have been eleven
deaths from the disease in Marseilles, and
the indications of ite spread in the south of
France are 8o serious that the Spanish Gov-
ernment has ordered a quarantine for all
vessels arriving from French ports on the
Mediterrangan, In'spite of the efforts of the
suthorities of Hamburg to conceal the
truth, sporadic cases occurred there all
through the winter, and it is now ad-
mitted that the cholera is gaining ground in
that city. ‘

There does not, however, appear to be
much likelihood of its being carried across
the Atlantio. The greatest care is being
taken that no one suspected of having con-
tracted the disease shall be permitted to
leave inféotedporu for America, and the
quarantine on this side of the Atlantic is so
| strict and so well appointed that there is
little chance of its being suffered to spread
if, {unfortunately, it should be carried on
sh}pbnlrd to eivher the United States or
Canada. ; .

The cholera, it is'said, still prevails in the
region at the head of the Persian gulf. A

In all probability this epidemic in the
valley of the Tigris and Euphrates has been
oansed by fresh infection India, and
once more it is the dirty l|:ilgl-iml vhat have
brought the germs ot the disease. There
are “‘ holy places” in the neighborhood of
Bassorah to which the pilgrims make jour-
neys, and the bodies of persons who have
died in India are brought to those ‘‘hol
places” for burial. This traffic, which
carried on for the most part from Bombay,
continnally menaces the bealth of Europe
and the entire civilized world. ‘It has
cansed the deaths of hundreds of thousands
of people west of the Caspian Sea and the
Ural monntains, and a jary loss that
can be measured only in hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars. 2

' The Times suggests that the European
powers establish something like a sanitary
protectorate over the countries in which the
cholera is endemic, and from which it is
spread over the western world. The idea
is not a bad one, but it is, we should say,
hardly practicable.

The claim of the United States to owner-
ship of the seals that are bred on the Priby-
loff Islands is 80 new and so strange that
reasonable people on both sides of the na-
tional boundary line find it difficult to ac-
count for ite being madé. The Monetary
Times, which is an independent commercial
journal conducted with much ability, in
discussing the Behring Sea Seal Arbitration,
comments upon the astonishing claim in the
following manner : ;

A TRIP TO KOOTENAY.

Henry Crott, M.P.P., Talks of What
He Saw and Heard in the
Upper Country.;

Connection Between the East and
‘West Districts by Trail—Rich
Finds Being Made.

Henry Croft, M.P.P., who returned on
Friday evening from a trip throngh West
Kootenay district, says he is now more
firmly convinced than ever of the greatness
of that section of the country, and more en-
thusiastic and hopeful.  Even those who
| are directly interested in the advancement
of this great centre of the mining life of the
province hardly appreciate the fall extent
of the advancement now being made and

the prospects ahead of even greater strides
than in the past.

Mr. Croft went up to Kootenay by the
C.P.R. via Revelstoke to Nelson, at which

place he made a short stay, He then went
to Kaslo and up to Argenta and Duncan
City. Between these two last named places
there is an excellent eight mile trail on
which pack horses are now used, but as the
bridges along the route are construoted for
a wagon it i8 expected in the near
fature the trail will be widened and im-
proved to make a good road out of it. From
Duncan City a trail is being built on the
north side of the river up to Heeley Creek,
where the C.P.R. have a townsite proposi-
tion. This trail being on the north side
gets all the southern sun, and will therefore
be open earlier in the spring and later in
the fall than a trail on the south side. A

THE GENURAL ASSEMBLY.

The General Assembly of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada, which opened its
annual ‘session in Brantford, Ontario, om
the 14th inst., represents one of the largest
and most influential religious denominations
in the: Dominion. -According to the last
census  the number of Presbyterians in
Canada is 755,199. This is a very large
proportion of a population of 4,832,679.
The inorease of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada has more than kept pace with the
growth of the population of the country. A
century ago there were in the whole of
British North America only 20,000 persons
protessing the Presbyterian faith. These
were ministered to by twenty-two oclergy-
men. In 1876, a year after the last union
was consummated, the uumber of communi-
cants ‘was 88,228, and of ministers 672
Since then the number of communicants has
very nearly doubled, there now being 173,904.
The contributions’ to the schemes of the
Church have during that time nearly trebled,
and the contributions for all purposes ‘more
than doubled. This shows that the Presby-
terian Church is in & flourishing condition,
and there is reasoll to believe that in the
future its growth will be quite as rapid and
as vigorous as it has been in the past.
Presbyterians exercise a powerful influence
in every provinge of the Dominion. Mem-
bers of the denominatfon are to be found
taking a leading part in every movement
that has for its object the improvement of
society or the advancement of religion.

ENLIGHTENED.

We are very glad to see that the New
Westminster Columbian has discovered that
the Dominion Government has no power, if
it had the will, to discriminate against the
Japanese in the matter of granting fishing
licenses. Would not our contemporary have
shown more courage and more real inde-
pendence-if it had pointed out this fact to
its readers some time ago? If the Colum-
bian, when it published the fishermen’s peti-
tion, had honestly told the men who were
getting it up that they were nking’ the
Dominion Governinent to do what was both
contrary to its prineiples and beyond its
power, would it not have proved itself the
fishermen’s friend ? But it did \nothing of
the kind. It allowed the men to go on with
their agitation, knowing that it must be
fruitless. - We, for our part, do not think
‘that the journal which encourages men
to” do what it knows is’ féolish and
contrary to the principles of British rule, is
doing ite duty: What does the Columbian
think about it? When the leaders of the
movement against the - Japanese ‘find out
that the Columbian ‘encouraged them to
pursue a course which ocould not possibly
lead to any good -result, they ‘cannot look
upon that paper as friendly to their inter-
ests, And they must feel a‘contempt for
the demagogues who had neither the honesty
nor the courage to tell them that they were
asking. for what could net be granted.
‘There is some excuse for the fishernien, for
it is possible that they believed that the
Government could give them ' what they
wanted, but no such allowance can be made
for the Oohuhbim, which must have known
a great deal better, :

The Columbian, in its comments on’our
article, does not keep to the truth as closely
as it ‘might. It says that we devoted
our remarks to ome oclause of the
petition, and ‘reproaches ns with * pick-
ing holes in the manner of the:

The abuse of the
Naturalization Act, which our contempor-
ary now wishes the public to believe, was
“one of the main pressing questions” of the
petition, is' mentioned mcidentally, as it
were. The very first prayer of the petition,
and apparently the only one the petitioners
oare anything about, is that no Japanese be
allowed a license. This request naturally
and logically follows the statements of the
preamble.  The petitioners evidently want
‘the Japanese excluded, no matter whether
they are legally naturalized or not. 2

Besides, it did not require a petition to
and Fisheries to
have the naturalization law honestly en-
forced. The law is on the statute book like
any other law and the machinery to enforce
it ‘has been provided. Ifit is evaded or if
naturalization is procured by fraud there is
a way of proceeding against those who get
the benefits which the law confers, dishon-
eatly. It may happen that such a mode of
procedure will be productive of inconveni-
‘ent results to some white men who are
loudest in their denunciation of the ** Japs,?
Is this the case? Are there among the in-
dignant petitioners United States citizens
and bther foreigners who with to make
themselves British subjects for salmon fish-
ing purgoses only, and who, when - the fish-
ing season is over, intend to return to their
allegiance to their, own country ? If our
information is correct the Japanese—who
Lare, we see, after all, only seven per ocent.
of the licensed fishermen—are not the only
persons who *‘abuse” the naturalization
law in' order to obtain what they

all complexions must be trested alike. Why
does not the Columbian insist apon a  rigid
and an impartial administration of the law

WINE PRODUCTION.

The extenl to which wine is produced in
Australia is not generally kmown. The
vine Sourishesin Southern Australia. It is
eultivated extensively there, and. the pro-
duction of Australian wine can only be
limited by the demand. There are already
from 15,000 to 16,000 acres under vines,
and the wine produced last year amounted

lons were exported. In Victoria the total
production was last year ‘1,097,593 gallons,
with a total export of 222,324 gallons.

The vineyards of ' Australia are exceed-
ingly productive.  We are told that * The
average yield of an acre will vary rom one
$o three tons of grapes according to the
kind of vine and the nature of the soil, and
a ton of grapes will givé from 110 to 150

million of gallong (of South Australia)of
the year will not take long to double and
treble itself under the present extension of
planting.”

New South Wales is also ‘a wine-produc-
ing colony. The guestion with Australians
i8, just now, ‘what are they to do with the
wine after it is made, The country being
new, and the produots of its vineyards little
known, its wines will have to gain‘a char-
acter for themselves in the markets of the
world. It does not seem easy to make good
wine in Australia. The reason of this ap-
pears to be that the climate is so hot that

carefully attended to is apt to generate sub-
stances that are not by any means favorable
to the produotion of good wine. The warm
climate tends to make the Adstralian
grapes rather sweet, and the superfluous
sugar becomes, in the process of manufac-
ture, aleohol.  So Australian incline
fo sweetness and strength; qualities, which,
to those who are not connoisseurs, arenot al-
together undesitable. One of the advan-
tages of & regular trade with Australia
will Be to  place sound  and
cheap wines within .the reach of all who
have a taste for such beverages.  The gen-
eral use of good wine would have' a tend-
ency to' lessen the consamption of fiery
whisky and of strong beer. It has been re-
marked that in ocountries where wine is
cheap and abyndant, drunkenness is rare,
Australian wine of a fair quality, two years
old, can be sold in England for- from 1s 94
to 3s per gallon. It can, of course, be sold
as cheap here as in the Old Country.

sketch that Mr.! Laurier’s ideal fiscal - policy
is free trade.

SEALING IN THESOUTH.

The London Times of the 2nd inst., con-
tains an acdount of the xpedition sent out
‘to the Antarctic Ocean from Dundee in Sep-
tember last. The object of the expedition
was to search for whales described by Sir
James Ross as *‘greatly resembling, and by
somesaid to be identical with, the Greenland
whale.” It consisted of four ships, the

~ Bal®na, the Diana, thé Active, and the
Polar Star. & !
~ ‘After a short stay at the Falkland Islands
‘the vessels sailed for the South Polar Sea.
They did not find the whales they went in
search of but they found seals insuch abun-
dance that at least one of the ships was
loaded with their skins and blubber. The
- seal, however, was not the fur seal. The
writer of the account, who styles him-
self “a member of the expedition,”
says thab there® are still far seals
in  the  waters near the  Falkland
' Islands, but 'their nnmbers are greatly
diminished. The seals' which were killed
were much farther south, and were found
"on the ice. The seals were of several
‘species ; *‘the large seal, the white Ant-
arotic seal, and sea 'leopard.” “All hands

It appears
that search for the fur seal in the Southern
hemisphere would .be quite as unsuccessful

UGANDA O0CUPIED.

The Uganda question has for a time; at
any rate, settled iteelf. - Sir.Gerald Portal,
the British Commissioner, arrived there in
time to take possession as soon as the British
East Africa Company surrendered its aun-
thority and evacuated the.country. There
was, therefore, ne interregnum in which
the contending factions which have dis-
turbed the country comld make mischief.
Sir Gerald Portal took the management of
affairs into his own hands at once and
promptly did what he considered necessary
to secure the peace and goed government of
the country. :

It is, no doubt, fortunate that he had
everything his own way. Central Africa is
too far from Downing ‘street and communi-
cation is too difficult to permit of officials
who ‘know mnothing about the state of the
country or the kind of men with whom he
has “to deal, Bampering “him with well-
intentioned but impracticable instructions.
He iz in ~a  position in  which
- the one-mian power is a necessity, and he is
evidently not at all backward in doing what
he believes to be right. . There were a num-
ber of Soundanese soldiers in the eomatry
with their families: ~These men had given
Emin Pasha trouble, and they would no
doubt’ have been found a disturbing ele-
ment under; British occupation. Sir G.
'Portal soon: disposed of them, and made
them useful by enlisting them all in the
Soudanese colony, with women-and slaves,
when visited by Captain Lugard, numbered
eight thousand, The-Soudanese soldiers,
with the .armed men who crossed the

quite luﬁpfept to maintain the peace and
to assert the supremacy of Great Britain.
Sir Gerald Portal has with him Major
Owen and Captain MacDonald, ‘capable
men, who will carry out his instructions
faithfully and fearlessly, So Uganda will
not be a sourge of anxiety to the British
Government for some time to come.

It was absolutely necessary to maintain
British prestige in Central Afrioa. If
Uganda had been abandoned, as the Liberals
demanded, some time ago, British authority
would be nndermined over a very large ares
of ‘the continent of Africs, and the labor,

{ missionary and other, and the expenditure

of years would bave been lost—most -likely
irretrievably, That. the British have not
fallen in the estimation of the native races
of Central Africa, and have notincurred the
contempt of the Arabs, who exercise a great
and by no fneans  wholesome influence in
that part of the world, is no doubt owing to
the firmness and the courage of Lord Rose-
bery. A large number of Liberales, the
chief of whom is Mr. Labouchere, were loud
in their demand for the abandonment of
Ugands and other parta of Africa, Mr.
Gladatone ‘seemed disposed to succamb to
their  influence, but Lord Rosebery saw
that such a poliey would be suicidal and he
opposed it vigorously. He was master of

the situation. The Liberal party could not

do without him, so he hadbis owh way. In
course of time a railroad will be constructed
between the ocoust and Lake Nyanza, and
Ugands will be as securely a part of the
British Empire as is Cape Colony.

THE BORDEN CASE.

The Borden case is one of the most singu-
lar that was ever before a court of justice,
It presents, under the most unlikely cir-
cumatayces, an apparently impenetrable
mystery. A most atrocious murder was
committed in a dwelling house, in a busy
city in the open day, withont any apparent
attempt at secrecy, and yet mo ome is able
to tell who the murderer is. After a long
snd & searehing trial, in which skilled
counsel, on the part of the commonwealth,
did all that they conld to find out who com-
mitted the horrible crime, still it is to-day
as much a ‘mystery as it was the day after it
was committed. The officers of justice have
taken eight months to investigate the erime,
yet they have not been able to discover evi-
dence enough to fasten even a well-gronnded
suspicion upon any one. . Those who have
read the evidence must see that the jury
could do nothing but aoquit Miss Borden.
Farther than that she was in or near the
house when the murders were committed,
there was nothing to lead any rational per-
#on to believe that she- committed the
crime. 4

The fact that there was no one else except
the servant girl and Miss Borden known to
be near the soene of the murder was a strong
presumption that one of the two must have
been the murderess, but inquiry showed that

‘there was no evidence to support ‘this pre-
‘sumption. Yet there are people so unreason-

able as to hold that, in spite of the absence

country ‘with the Commissioner, will be

mother. This amounte to making what may
have been the woman’s misfortune a proof
of her guilt. For it is a great misfortune
for an innocént person to be in a position
when & orime is gommitted that suspicion
will paturally first fall upon him. There
have been cases in which persons so situated
have found it impossible to:prove to the
satisfaction of a jury that they had taken
no part in the commission of the crime—that
they were as free from any participation’ in
it as the :judge on the bench. There is
really nothing in the evidence given at the
trial thet conflicts with: the theory that
Lizgie Bprden was a person in this unfortu-
nate pesition. . Acts of hers which were at
first regarded as suspicions are perfectly
consistent .with her complete innocence.

NOT SBTTLED.

As we anticipated, the result of the elec-
tion in Germany is still in doubt. It is not:
certain whether the Government is sus-
tained or not. = But the elections, uncertain
in most other things, have made it abund-
antly clear that the Socialist Party has  in-
creased greatly in-strength.  This is a fact
that bas alarmed .men of conservative ten-
dencies of all parties, and it may have the
‘effect of making an alliance against them a
mwatter of absolute necessity. = When the
second elections are ail held, it will be seen
how the Gevernment. stands.  There are
many who = confidently predict that a
large majority will be opposed to the policy
of the Government. But it may be that the
success of the Social Demoerata will have
an effect on the eleetions favorable to the
Emperor’s poliey.

The German factions are so numerous and
8o bitterly oppesed' to each other that it is
quite possible that when: the Reichstag
meets, Chancellor Caprivi will be ablé to
organize a party whieh will be prepared to
carry out the Government’s scheme of army
reform. Just now matters in Germany are
in confusion, but it is guite possible that,
before very long, order will be evolved out
of the present chaos.

The attitude of the Emperor and his Gov-
ernment throughout the election campaign,
has been admirable. - He has not interfered
in the elections in the slightest degree. The
people have been left free to choose whom
they approved to represent them. What
effect  this constitutional ‘neutrality will
have on the new House and ‘on the country
remains to be seen. The attitude of the
Government must have been a surprise to
the members of all parties.

Against the Southern Pacific
Rates. i

C. P. Huntington Says Relations Be-
tween the Companies Are
Most Amicable.

New Yokx, June2l. — On Friday the
Canadian Pacific railway made a reduction
of 10 per\ cent. on freight between New
York and Boston, Philadélphia and Balti-
more and. San Francisco, the Southern
Pacific meeting it on . the. following day.
The Canadian Pacific has since issued a new
tariff, ontting 10. per cent. further, under
the Southern Pacific. This makes all the
class rates §1 except the first three classes
which are respectively $1.82, $1 61 and
$1.29 per hundred pounds. It is done for
the alleged purpose of maintaining the dif-
ferential that it claims to 'be entitled to.
The. Canadian Pacific announces this rate
over nearly all the trunk lines, and it
has been suggested that this is in di-
rect violation fi:l:\e bmnf; line usociat‘i)on
agreements, Wl specify that none but
initial railroads shail issue tariffs. The
Canadian Pacific, it is nnderstood, carries
lictle or no freight at these figures. The
Southern Pacific is taking: the baik of the
bueiness, and it has everything its own way.

C. P. Huntington says, regarding the re-
port that the Canadian Pacific had begun a
war rate against the Southern Pacific:
“ Our relations with the 'Canadian Pacific.
have been pleasans and we expect them to
continue so. I have no information that it
has cut under pur rates to San Francisco,
and it would not pay it to compete for that
business. .

WELCOME ROYAL ARTHUR!

The New Flagship of the Squadron
Arrives in Esquimalt 84 Days
from Portsmouth.

Uneventfal but Pleasant Voyage—The
Fastest Trip of the Kind
on Record.

H.M.S. Royal Arthur, the new flaghip of
the Pacific squadron, arrived at Esquimalt
Monday afternoon about 2 o’clock, after a
pleasant voyage from<England, in which she
broke all records and established herself as
the fiyer of the fleet, by making the guickest
time ever made by a warship from the Old
Country to British Columbia.

INTERCHANGE OF PRODUCTS.

wr. ¥. W. Ward Disensses With the
Board of Trade Means of De-
veloping Commeree,

Fish, Lumber, Mutton, Ales,
and Other Articles.

Mr. F. W. Ward, of Sydoey, New South
Wales, representative of the owners of the
new Canadian- Australian line of steamships,
held a second conference with the Council of
the British Columbia Board of Trade yester-
day morning,and discussed with President T.
B. Hall and members present the possibili-
ties of trade between the Dominion, and
especially the Province, and the great Aus-
tralian colonies. The meeting was opened
by an informal talk about tariffs, etc., in the
course of which Mr. Robert Ward drew
attention to a statement which he had heard,
that the general agents of the Australian
colonies in England did not devote so much
consideration as_they might to the question
of interchangs of products between the
various colonies of the Empire in different
Rarts of the world. 4
Mr. F. W. Ward, to whotn the statement
was credited, wished it understood that he
had no fault to find with the men who filled
the positions. It was the system that was
to blarhe for the omission, but he hoped as
time wenthon thiakwould beremedied. Con-
tinuing, he took up the prospective ad-
vantages of "the new line, dealing first with
the question of postal service. Possibly
before very long, he thought, there might
be a movement to give even a guicker
service in the nresent form, Just pow the
great English mail from Australfa goes
home by w? of the Suez Canal, but the
contract under which this is carried will
expire at the end of next year, by which
time it might be possible fo have arran;

At present South Queensland might send
her mail via Canads, but under present ar-
| rangements it was too much to expect the
whole of it would come this way. New
South Wales, Victoria and South Australia
could be served quicker by the Suez route
than by the Canadian as it was now oper-
ated. These colonies have a reliable service
once s week which they are mnot likely to
ab unless a b one were assared.
