The secretary of state for the colonies,
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, addréssing
the Birmingham chamber of commerce
last evening, described the scare in Eng-
land regarding German commercial com-
petition as being ‘‘absurd,” and de-
fended the soquieitions.of recent years
upon the part of Great Britain of enor-
mous térritories-as being ‘*‘ necessary in
order to forestall her rivals, who ‘would
close them to English commerce.”

The rémarks of the secretary of state
for war, the Marqyis of Lansdowne, be-
fore a meeting of Conservatives at Bris-
tol, have also attracted attention. He
dilated upon the necessity of inereasing
the expenditures for the army, whieh he
agserted must be put on the same level
of effciency as the navy. The war sec-
retary also expressed the hope that at
the coming session of parliament a bill
authorizing a loan of £500,000 for mili-
tary mneeds would be passed.

The work before the Reich-
stag is of a humdrum character, except
the bill providing for ' reform ' imy
military procedure, which will cause
sharp debates as the Radicalsand Soci+
alists have collected a mass of evidence
showing "that the project of reform is
only a half-hearted measure and ought
to be more thorough and liberal.

THE DINGLEY TARIFF. /

WASHINGTON,_‘NOV. 14.—In view of the
recent statements of some of the silver
senators that they would not oppose the
Dingley tariff bill, and the opinion of
Senator Morgan that the Democrats
would probably permit the legislation
without obstruction upon their part, the
prospects for the bill are .deemed fair if
the Republicang decide to pass it. Upon
the latter contingency, there is a division
of opinion among Republicans. Senator
Sherman, of Ohio, takes the ground that
the passage of the Dingley bill at the
coming session wou:id obviate the neces-
sity for an extra session of congress, as
it would furnish all the revenue needed
for the present and would be sufficient
for all purposes until congress should
meet in regular session and prepare a
{revigion-of the tariff carefully and delib-

time is the suggestion that the custom
houses should be locked as soon'as pos-
sible by an increase of tariff rates against
the impending- flood of cheap foreign
goods, which would come in through an-
ticipation of a certain increase 'in the
rates at some future day. The fact is
recalled, in this connection, that just
such a flood of. cheap goods poured into
the country prior to the McKinley bill
going into effect, and in anticipation of
the increased rated earried 'by that bill.
In a single month prior to the taking ef-
fect of the McKinley bill the importa-
tions jamped to $78,838,183. This was
an increase over the preceding month of
$15,000,000, and of the same month one
year previous of nearly $25,000,000.

The arguments advanced as to the ill
effects of such a condition are obvious.
It is held that it diseounts the revenues
of the incofning’ administration, because
the market is surfeited with goods, and
the importations would be light for the
first few months of the new tariff law.
For the same reason it is claimed harm
is worked to the American manufactur-
ers and laberers, the people whom the
new law is to benefit, for it culs off the
market of the American product.
However, it is stated that President
Cleveland would veto the Dingley bill ot
any other tariff measure passed at the
coming'session of congress. His support
of syund money principles and his prac-
tical co-operation, with the Republican
party in the election just over-cannot be
construed, if is said, as meaning that the
President i8 in any way«in sympathy
with the party on any other questions.
The Republican party is still his foe on
the tariff q@testion. He will, despite the
severe lesson the country has learned,
continue a free trader.

By newspavpers received from the
United States I learn the insurgents are
reported to have been dislodged from
their positions. That is not true. The
insurgents are yet in the mountains of
Pinar del Rio. Maeceo, with a small
band, went to receive an expedition, and
the Spanish officials cabled ‘that he had
been diglodged. They will have a time
in getting him out of the mountains, as
Maximo Gomez, with a strong force, is
coming up from Camagey. It is much
in doubt if General Weyler will be able
to remain in Havana long: He will
either have tq go to Pinar del Rio or to
Santa Clara province to direct opera-
tions. In fact, even his own men are
complaining of his inactivity.

At Gusol the insurgents defeated the
Spaniards under Bernal, and though
they report only nine dead and thirty-.
seven wounded after five hours’ fighting
and give the Cubans a loss of 100 dead
and 300 wounded, still from. a student
who is stationed at Regia I learn that
from this action the Spanish brought 97
wounded to the hospitals, to say nothing
of the number of men who were left be-
hind too badly wounded to be carried.

Italian government as follows: ‘‘ I have
to-day, with great solemnity, signed a
treaty of peace and convention for a
release of prisoners in Menelek’s hands.”
The treaty provides for the restora-
tion of statu quo, pending the appoint-
ment of delegates by Italy and Abys-
sinia a year hence to detetmine the fron-
tiers by a friendly agreement. It recog-
nises absolute independence of Ethopia
and abrogates the Ucialli treaty. Italy
undertakes in the meantime not to cede
the territory to any other rower. Should
she desire to gpontaneously abandon the
territory, it would return to the Etho-
pian rule. By the Ucialli treaty, con-
cluded in 1889 between Menelek and
Italy, Abyssinia became an ltalian pro-1
tectorate. The settlement announced
above by Major Verazzini is the out-
come of Italian revgrses at the hands of
Abyseinians.

Maj. Verazzini telegraphs further as
follows: ‘‘The treaty provides for the
conclusion of a further commercial
treaty if necessary. The present treaty
will be communicated to the powers and
ratified in a month. The convention,
after detailing the arrangement for the
release of prisoners, provides that Italy
shall indemnify Abyssinia by a sum
which the Negus leaves to Italy’s sense
of equity for the expenses incurred in
the maintenance of Italian prisoners.

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“STATE RAILWAYS.

The great objection that has been
made to making the state the owner and
operator of railroads is that it would
place too much patronage in the hands
of politicians. The railroads, it is con-
tended, wonld be made the instruments
of corruption. They would be run not
so much to accommodate the public as
to keep the government of the day in
power. - All appointments would be
political appointments, 'and regard
would be had to the political predilec-
tions of even the lower classes of em-
ployes rather than to their ability to per-
form their daties efficiently. The con-
gequence would be that the roads would
be wastefully and inefficiently operated.

These objections to the state owner-
ship of railraads appear to be only too
well grounded. The tendency in demo-
cratic countries is to sacrifice everything

, for power and office, and it is found that

there are very many public men, how-
ever they may be in private life and
hHowever upright «in the transaction
of * their own affairs, cannot re-
sist the temptation to treat their
own supporters ‘with undue favor
when they are éntrusted with the trans-
action of public business. The patriotic
lament of the Hon. Alexander Macken-
zie over the greed and unscrupulousness
of the supporters of his party is still
fresh in the memory of Canadians,
and we have no  doubt the ex-
perience of ministers of both par-
ties have been. similar to that of
the honest and strong-willed old
Liberal leader. It is mnot much
'wonder that weaker mien yield to the
pressure and that men who do not .re-
quire pressure use their positions to
strengthen their party rather than to ad-
vance the general welfare.

But there are countries in which the
state owns the railroads, and the insti-
tutions of some of these countries are
democratic. In Australia, for instance,
all the railroads are public works and
arerun by the different Gavernments.
Are they honestly and efficiently opera-
ted? Lieut.-Col. Henry C. Stanley, Chief
Enginéer of the Queensland railway sys-
tem, during a late visit to the city of
New York was interviewed by the in-
evitable . newspaper reporter. Being
agked if in that colony it is found that

" Government control is a source of cor-
ruption in politics, he replied :

Not in the slightest degree. The
wholerailway business of Australia is
done'under a strict system of civil ser-
vice that makes corruption next to im-
possible. We have a Minister of Rail-
ways, but the working management is
vested by Parliameant in 8 Commissioner
appointed by the ‘Governor-in-Council.
The Commissioner is secure in his ten
ure of office, because he can be removed
only ‘by the vote of beth houses of
Parligment. - He has full powers of em-

loyment. Under him are. the Chief

ngineer, the General Traffic Manager
and the locomotive engineer. Appli-
cants for employment are required to
pass examinations, down to the guards,
trainmen and laborers. In the case of
the latter the examinations are mainly
physical, although the candidate must
be able to read and write.

This is strong testimony in favor of
Government ownership and manage-
ment of railways, for what has been
done in Queensland can be done in any
other British colony. TUnfortunately,
we have not seen what Col. Stanley said
abont, the efficiency of Government rail-
way management. We were informed,not
long ago, that in one of the Australian
colonies, New South Wales, if our mem-
ory serves us, that drays. competed suc-
cessfully with one of its lines of railway
in carrying freight. Therailway charges
were 80 high ‘that the company owning
the drays made money in competing
with the Government road.

Perhaps the roads in Queensland are
better managed and more serviceable to
the public thah the one which could not
compete successfully against draft horses.
This subject is an interesting one and
one that may at no very distant day
come before the people of Canada in
practical shape. _

Canada has Government roads, but
they are greatly belied if they are mod-
els either of purity of administration or
efficiency.

THE HONEST ‘ TRUTH"”

Mr. Labouchere said in Truth: ¢ If
Mr. Bryan had been wise he would have
gonein for bimetallism if it pleased him;
but he should have made the ratio in-
definite, His ratio. meant the right of
evervone to repudiate half his obliga-
tions without his bettering anyone in the
future.”” The ratio was the weak'spot
in Mr. Bryan’s theory. No one has any
objection to silver per se, but-everyone
has a great many objections to giving
twice as much for it as it is worth. The
hope or the expectation that the free
coinage of silver by the United States
would cause, it to rise in value to such
an extent that the ratio of sixteen to
one would be fair and cayse no loss to
either creditor or debtor, if it was really
entertained by Mr. Bryan or any one
else, was foolish in the extreme. The
value of silver, or any other commodity,
cannot be regulated by any Government.
Its value depends upon causes over which
Government has no control. If the
United States Government tried to make
a corner in silver by giving more for it
than the market price, it would soon
have more silver on its hands than it
would know what to do with. This hap-

pened when the law required it to pur-l
chase a comparatively small guantity of
silver every.month. This. attempt to
make Government a monopolist so
far as silver was concerned, had
not the effect of raising the price
of silver. Tn spite of the large pur-
chases made by the Government
the price of silver went down. The
difference between it and gold became
wider and wider, This was not because
the Government bought silver largely,
but because there were other influends
at work over which the Government had
no confrol which lowered the price of
the white metal. One ounce of gold
will now buy more than thirty ounces
of silver, and it would take nothing less
than a miracle so to alter the value of
silver that one ounce of gold could buy
only sixteen ounces of silver. Bryan

VOTING BY MACHINERY.

Voting by maehinery is something
new under the sun. A machine has been
invented which makes polling clerks
needless and which counts the votes
polled for each candidate with mechani-
cal exactitude. No matter how many
candidates there are the machine re-
cords the number of votes given to each
of them, and at the.close of the ‘poll
shows the several aggregates without the
loss of a single’minute. No time is lost
in counting, the machine automatically
makes the results known. :

This seems too wonderful to be true,
but it'is true nevertheless. Voting ma-
chines have been invented and some of
them were in wuse at the late
Presidential  election. The new
constitutions of New York and
Massachusetts permit the use of voting
machines, and such machines were used
in Rochester and Worcester on the third
of November. They did their work ad-
mirably, and no one seems to have raised
a question as to their accuracy. It is
said that fraud is absolutely impossible
where these machines are used. The
elector presses a button for each candi-
date he votes for and the machine does
the rest. This is how the St. Paul
Pioneer Press describes the machine :

The apparatus is in principle the same
as a cash reg'ster. The voting is done
by simply pushing in a knob for each
ticket or each candidate voted for. A
knob once pushed in does not return
until the voter leaves the-booth,’ so that
‘‘ repeating ’’ is impossible. The ma-
chine counts and records each vote as it
is put in; and when the polls close a
door on the back is opened and the total
number of votes given for each candidate
is seen at a glance. There is no count-
ing of ballots, ang no possibility of dis-
turbing the count as registered. It re-
duces the cost of elections to a mini-
mum, insures absolute secrecy, and, in
short, seems to have so0o much to
recommend it that it will not be
surprising if at the mnexi presi-
dential election it will be found in exten-
sive use in many of the states.

As there is no eounting of votes the re-
sults.of the day’s voting are known
almost as soon as the poll is closed. In
Roechester, for instance, the first return
was received at 5:01 o’clock; just one
minute after the close of the poll, and
by 5:30 o’clock the greater portion of
the.70 districts in Rochester had been
heard from. At 5:50 the complete re-
turns for the President and the Gover-
nor of New York were known, and the
result telegraphed all over the country.
In fact the returns came in as fast as
they could be taken down.

The voting, too, was dome quickly.
Although voting by machine was en-
tirely new, many men registered their
vote for the whole ticket in ten seconds,
and there were others who boasted that
they made even a better record.

The advantages of this system of
voting are obvious. It is in the first
place very cheap and in the next it is
accurate. The work is done quickly and
well, and the opportunities for fraudu-
lent voting are reduced to a minimum.
We will not be at all surprised if in a
few years voting everywhere is done by
machinery.

M’KINLEY’S MAJORITY.

It seems impossible, even at this. late
day,tofind out what was exactly the vote
cast for the candidates for the Presi-
dency. That Mr. McKinley has beefi
elected by a large majority is known and
admitted, but exactly how large that ma-
jority is has, as far as we have seen, not
been published. The state of Kentucky
has been given to both parties. First it
was claimed by the Popocrats: then it
was conceded to the Republicans by a
small plurality, and now wé see that it is
again claimed by the Popocrats. Giving
Kentucky to Bryan it is now calculated
that twenty states gave majorities for
him and twenty-five gave majorities
for McKinley. ¢The. twenty = states
that went for Bryan have & popu-
lation of 24,933,785. The popu-
lation of the -twenty-five states
that gave McKinley his large majorities
is 45,426,358. The property owned by

384,984, while the wealth of the McKin-
ley states is said to be $47,384,717,976.
The vote of the Electoral College, ac-
cording to the Seattle Post-Intelligencer,
will be for M¢Kinley 279, for Bryan 168.
This estimate concedes Kentucky to Bry-
an. This gives McKinley a majority in
the Electoral College of 111, The popular
majority for the winning candidate is
computed to be about one million. The
aggregate pluralities.of the states which
gave McKinley the largest vote was
1,600,000, and the states give’ him
in the Electoral College <31 votes,

man in his position. He will find every-
one ready and willing to give him the
information he requires relative to the
public warks of this Province. Victo-
rians will not fail to  make the wants of
the City and Island known, and to ask
for what they believe is- needed. The
Minister of Public Works may, perhaps,
think that they-are net moderate i
their requirements or reasonablen their
expectations. But he will, we trust, be
forcibly reminded that British Columbia
is in an exceptional pogition as regards
the Dominion. .

Its population is very small, it is true,
but its contribution to the general rev-
enus is disproportionately large. If jus-
tice were done to this Province it would
receive from the Dominion Government
a8 much as any Eastern province of four
times its population. We trust that
Mr. Tarte will look closely into this
matter. If he does he will be greatly
surprised that so small a community as
this can'bear theé immense - burden -of
federal taxation which it"{d"obliged" to
carry. It must not be forgotten that
British Columbians pay the: whole; of
the taxes that the Province sends toOt-
tawa. Victoria is not like Montresl, a
distributing centre for other prov-
inces. The goods imported - to
the Province, for which duaties are paid,
are all consumed within the Province;
None of them are paid indirectly by any
of the other provinces. British Colum-
bia’s contribution of the Federal revenue:
is in the strictest semse British Colum-
bia’s, and it is only fair that it should
receive from the Dominion something
like a corresponding return. We repeat
that we trust the Minister’s attention’
will be directed to this subject, for if  he
studies it closely and is a fair-minded
man, he will go back to Ottawa fally
determined, as far as he is concerned,
that full justice shall be done to British
Columbia.

THE TARIFF COMMISSION.

Toroxro, Nov. 17,—(Special)—At the
afternoon session of the tariff commis-
sion the dry goods men’ objeeted to the
unfair appraisemerits of goods imported
which they said were practised in some
of the smaller custom houses where the
appraisers' were inefficient and un-
dervalued the imports to the serious
disadvantage of importers at the larger
custom houses, where proper.valuations
are made. They recommended ad
valorem duties instead of s c. They
showed differences of opinion on the
question of Canadiah manufactures, but
particularly asked for fewer custom
houses and more efficient officers.

The erockery men had the same kind
of complaint to make, and also recom-
mended an all-round duty on their im-
porte and no reduction or increase of the
present tariff other than was necessary
to accomplieh this. The vinegar manu-
facturers asked that a law be enforced to
prevent there being.put on the market
vinegar which was manufactured im-
properly and containing a large propor-
tion of acetic acid.

General von Gossler, minister of war,
then addressed the house, directly deal-
ing with the Brusewitz affair. Lieut.
Brysewitz killed a civilian because he
believed the honor of his uniform had
been tarnished by the accidental push-
ing against his chair of an mnfortunate
workman. The officer was courtmartial-
ed and sentenced to four years imprison-
ment and dismisged from the German
army. i

¢ ‘General Gossler, amid constant inter-
ruptions; then 'went on to announce that
the judgment of court martial had been
prenounced, but had not yet been sanc-
tioned. Therefore, he explained, it had
no force in law. Continuing, he said
that the documents bearing on the affair
were to be submitted by Imperial com-
mand to the Minister of War, and so soon
a8 this was done the sentence would
be published together with the
reatons which prombpted it. - General
Gossler then referred to Herr Munckle’s
‘¢ firebrand speech,”” which caused a
great uproar in the house. The minister
then cited the eases of officers who had
been grosely insulted by unknown per-
gons, and he thereupon remarked that
officers who have not a proper feeling of
military honor or sense of their poeition
deserve to be got rid of, for on those
pentiments depend the martial efficiency
of the army.

1 The general further said : * The honor
aftaching to wearing the king’s tiniform
and respect for the colors are military
sentiments we shall never abandon.
The right of self defence must never be
taken from officers.”’ (Loud protests.)
When the tumult had subsided the
minister of war remarked, *‘ I regret the
attack made upon the officers and I hore
the house will drop the circumstance
without bias.”

« A lively debate followed the remarks
of the minister, and the President of the

.House, Baron Von Buol Bernberg, de-

clared that the expression *‘class bait-
ing,” by which General Gossler had
characterized Herr Munckle’s speech,
wasregrettable,adding that if it had been
used by a simple deputy, the latter.
would have been called to order.

"Herr Bebel, Socialist leader, then
crisivised General von Gossler’s remarks
in referring to the death of Siedmann,
degeribing them as mot gentlemanly
and blaming him {or using Eng-
lish -~ words. Herr Bebel said
father: ‘‘How can it be said that
whoever attacks the King’s ,uniform
thereby insult the King? In 1799 the
King threatened with pain of death gny
military man who flouted a civilian.
Things will at 1ast come to such a pass
that a uniform of the cuirassiers guard
will be suspended like Gessler’s hat and
the people will be required to
do -obeisance to the Emperor’s horse.

- TYRANNY IN THE TRANSVAAL.

Almost the final work of the present
session of the Volksraad of the Transvaal
was to pass the new Press law and the
Expulsion of Aliens bill, both measures
which can only be found equalled in
Russia. - By the Prese law, it 1s enacted
that in future all articles appearing in
Transvaal newspapers must be signed by
the writers, and any newspaper can be
at once suppressed by the President and
executive council should they deem it
obnoxious to the state; and by the Ex-
pulsion of Aliens bill the President and
executive council have the power to sum-
marily put over the border any burgher
or Uitlander making himself politically

law there appeared an  article
giving the government the power
of " censorship over all newspapers
coming into the Transvaal, but with a
strange perversity this was at the last
moment erased. It is to be borme in
mind that both - these laws have been
passed in direct defiance of the Groyd-
wet or Constitution, in which the lib-
erty of the press and the liberty of the
subject are expressly provided for; that
they were passed in defiance of xhe
Groudwet, which lays down that all
bills initiated by the Government must
be published for three months before
the sitting of the Volksraad, and that
the judges are .wholly - ignored, seeing
that offenders against these two laws are
to be brought before the Executive.

PARLIAMENT OF QUEBEC.

QueBec, Nov. 17.—(Special)—The
sixth session of the eighth legislature
of Quebec was opened this afsernoon by
the lieutenant-governor with the usual
ceremonies.

BLOWN TO ATOMS.

IiLiciLLewakr, B. C., Nov. 17.—A ter-
rible explosion of 150 pounds of dyna-
mite has occurred at the Round Hill
mine, six mile east of Illicillewaet and
the property of Messrs. Potts & McCal-
lumd, Two men, Charles’ Berger and
Chris. Miller, were blown to atoms. An
examination of the debris of the bodies
resulted in the identification of that of
Miller. Miller, who was a Dane, was a
single man. Berger leaves a wife and
seven children. The inquest revesled
the fact that the powder was old and de-
composing and came from a magazine
situated in the centre of the town of Il-
licillewaet and belongidg to a justice of
the peace. The loss of valuable life in
this case is much regretted in the neigh-
borhood, where both the deceased were
much reepected.

JAPANESE RIVALRY.

‘W asHINGTON, Nov. 17.—The report of
the U. S. commissioner of navigation for
1896, after reéferring to the mnecessity of
passing a free ship bill, states: * Our
maritime rank on the Pacificis now
threatened by a new rival—Japan,
which, under liberal and progressive
laws, has just established a trans-Pacific
steamship line to the United States, and
with the co-operation of American capi-
tal is preparing to extend this service.
In 1880 the tonnage of American vessels
entering the United States from ports of
Asia and Oceania was 283,395, and of
foreign vessels 442,251 tons. In 1895 the
American tonnage entering was 308,461
tons, the foreign tonnage 657,206 tons.
‘“The large and profitable carrying
trade once condugted between Asiatic
and European ports by American ves-
sels, which seldom entered American
ports, has almost entirely passed away,
e have already seen the American
ag,”’ the commisgioner says, ‘‘almost
wholly disappear from the mid-Atlantie,
save as borne by the mail steamers of
American lines, and the figures pre-
sented tend to show that the carrying
trat;'i,e of the Paeific' is slipping from'
us.

Before it is altogether lost Commis-
sioner Chamberlain suggests that con-
gress inquire into the conditions of trans-
Pacific transportation. For the control
of this trade the United States has obvi-
ous natural advantages. Within the last
five years Japan’s seagoing steel steam-
ers have increased from three of 27,701
tons to fifty-three of 106,203 tons. The
number of American steel and iron ships
on the Pacific coast is forty-three of
68,625 tons. ;

A Tokio dispatch dated October 31
says: *‘Labor is beginning to take its
stand against capital in Japan. There
have been several strikes lately, and in
every case employers have agreed to t'.he\1
demand of the employed. It is true
that the demands have not-been exces-
sive in any instance. Indeed, thesharp
rige in the prices of all commodities that
has taken place in Japan during the
past year justifies laborers in seeking in-
creased pay. But the conflict, having
commenced, is not likely to terminate
speedily, especially as manufacturers
are beginning to be greatly inconveni-
enced by scarcity of hands.”’

SANK LIKE A STONE.

The Cannery Steamer ‘ Georgia”
Founders In the Gale on Queen
' Charlotte Sound.

<
Her Little Company Pass a Terrible
Night Exposed to the Blind-
ing Storm.

The veteran tug Georgia, owned and
operated this season at Rivers Inlet by
the British Columbia Canning Company,
is the last of the provincial steamer
fleet to be ‘written off as *‘lost,’”’ last
Wednesday seeing her go down like a
stone in the stormy waters of «Queen
Charlotte sound, in much thesame man-
ner as the Standard and the ill-fated
Estelle. The misadventure occurred at
2:30 in the afternoon—had it been at
night it is doubtful, indeed, if any of the

four young men aboard would have
escaped the steamer’s fate, and the dis-
appearance of the Georgia would have
remained an unexplained mygtery of the
waters to parallel that of the Estelle.

Since the days of her usefulness as a
government harbor boat were ended the
Georgia has been doing good service in
cannery work and log towing in the
North, Rivers Inlet being her head-
quarters. Though old she was as staunch
a craft of her class as any afloat, capable
of ten knot speed under favorable con-
ditions, and a light coal consumer. Her
owners decided that she deserved a
thorough good cleaning at the close of
the canning season, and she accordingly
left the Inlet for Vietoria, to 'go on the
ways, last Wednesday. ‘¢ Captain”’
Scott, a navigator-well acquainted with
the inland coast waters, took command
for the run down, and there were alsoon
board William Whitworth, her regular
master; Isaac Whitworth, his brother
and engineer, and George Blair, a Viec-
toria ship carpenter.

Behind her the Georgia towed, for use
if necessary, a little clinker-built yawl,
built with  especial care and regard for
seaworthiness to the order of an old In-
dian hunter. This little boat it was that
proved the salvation of the party.
¢ The Georgia got away from Rivers In-
let on Wednesday morning in tdir weath-
er, but with a south-east breeze blowing
rather fresh. By 2 o’clock, the steamer
being then about six miles from Na-
whitte and two miles from Pine island,
the breeze had developed the dimensions
of a gale and the tide commencing to
flood met. it and made the water any-
thing but smooth. The steamer wasun-
der-nine knot steam and was making
fair progress until—so suddenly that
those aboard could hardly Trealize
how it occurred—a sea, higher and faster
than its predecessors, broke over the Jit-
tle stearfer, swamping herin a moment,
flooding the engine-roem and, of course,

utting out the fires and carrying over-
goard everything moveable.

Captain Whitworth’ and his compan-
ions had just time to seize their clothes
and toss a small stock of provisions into
the boat and get into it. Then the
steamer settled, swaying from side to
side as she sank deeper in the water, and
was swallowed up. It was all over
fifteen minutes from the time the sea
struck her.

From then until 1:30 the following
morning the four men in the boat fought
with the sea, a blinding siowstorm mak-
ing it impossible to shape a course, and
chance being the pilot. To add to the
danger of their position two of the oars
carried away and one of their number
gave up, chilled to the marrow and
utterly disheartened. After eleven-hours
of suffering and anxiety—during which
the boat proved herself as Mr. Whitworth
declares, ‘‘the best little boat ever
built ”’—the party was cast ashore out-

. side of Cape Calvert, from which pont
they afterwards rowed back to Wan-
nuck, and there caught the Boscowitz
for Victoria, .

The Georgia was a steamer of small
size but unusual strength and excellent
capacity for her particular work. She
was built in 1872 by Captain John T.
Connick, and was first employed as a
passenger and freight steamer plying
regularly between Seabeck and Port
(Gamble. Then the Dominion govern-
ment purchased her, and she was for
years engaged as tender to the dredge in
Victoria harbor. Her tonnage is regis-
tered as 20 net; she was a vessel of 7b
feet keel or thereabouts; and her en-
gines were 14 x 14 with boilers carrying
120 lbs. pressure. As she floated she
was worth upwards of $3,000, and her
insurance in the Firemen’s Fund was
something less than this amount.

ALL HOPE 1S NOW ABANDONED.

™ The vague hope still existing Saturday
night in defiance of reason and the
overwhelming evidence of the circum-
stances, that. in some way either Miller
or Fuller might have escaped death in
the Straits, was sadly relinquished by
everyone on Sunday. when the searchers
returned from the islands bringing ‘no
tidings of the missing ones. The search
continued yesterday, lest perchance one
or more bodies might come ashore, but

Erskine, Wall & Co. wrote
complaining that their warehouse had
been twice flooded by reason of a defect-
ive drain on Fort street. After the first
occurrence they had telephoned the City

ingineer, but sufficient attention not
being given the complaint, the water
came in again and did considerable
damage to'goods. They therefore asked
for compensation,

The letters were referred to the streets
committee and city engineer.

The request of - the Good Roads com-
mittee, through W. J. Dallain, secre-
tary, for an appointment to interview
the council, was granted and the time
fixed for Monday evening at 7 :45,

The railroad to Kootenay was thenext
subject to come up. First there was an
acknowledgment from the deputy pro-
vincial secretary of the council’s com-
munication favoring a railroad to South-
ern Kootenay and stating that the
matter would be laid before the execu-
tive. This was filed. A letter from Mr.
William ~Skene, secretary of the
meeting jof Board of Trade delegates
held ‘at Vapcouver last week,
started up some discussion. Mr.
Skene drew attention to the resolution
passed by the delegates from Vietoria,
Vgncouver, Westminster and Nanaimo,
asking the cities named *‘ to endorse by
way of resolution any properly guaran-
teed scheme for an independant railway
from the Pacific Coast to Kootenay.”

ALp. MACMILLAN objected to anything
but a government raillway and moved
seconded by Ald. Glover that the letter
be filed. He would nqt support any
private road.

ALp. WiLriams, however, counselled
looking carefully into the matter to see
whether the government could under-
take such a road. Heféared they could
not, desirable ds it would be. Conse-
quently before dismissing any other
scheme the matter should be looked
into. He moved therefore that the letter
be laid on the table.

ALp. PARTRIDGE took the same view
ag Ald. Williams and seconded the
amendmept. The amendment was lost,
however, Ald. Williams, Partridge and
Tiafks voting for it,and Ald. Macmillan,
Hunlphrey, Marchant and Glover
against. The motion of Ald. Macmilian
was carried on the same vote.

On recommendation of the finance
committee it was decided to pay the’
men employed at the waterworks weekly
at the works. This was done as a mat-
ter of convenience to the men. The re-
port was adopted after some discussion.
In connection with this subjeet Ald.

NORTH WARD SCHOOL.

Last night the special committee com-
posed of "Ald. Marchant, Macmillan and
Williams, presented their report on the
investigation into the North Ward school
defects. The document was asomewhat
extended one. After relating the history
leading up to the erection of the build-
ing, the report states that the witnesses
all acknowledged that the general de-
sign of the building—with the exception
of the roof—wasexcellent. The evidence
as to the design @ theroof is stated to be
conflicting. The elevation of the truss,
the report says, ‘“ shows that the diagon-
al braces were to be bolted at the foot to
wooden girders. Owing to an error of
the architect’s in spacing the girders and
trusses the bolting could net be carried
out, and no remedy was provided for
this defect either by architect or build-
ers, Ordinarily there would be but
little danger from these defects, but in
caseof a high wind or the gathering ofa
large audience in the assembly room the
vibration might be so' great as to create
a very serious element of danger. Very
grave defects were shown to exist in the
stairwavs,”” The report says the plans
called for good work, and the committee
attaches some blame to the- architect,
clerk of work and contractors. The
committee finds * that the trustees did
all in their power to obtain a good-and
firgisclass building, that they.did not
interfere with the architects or builders
in any way detrimental to the work,
and agreed to all changes advised by

for the greater stability of the struc-
ture.”” The trustees, however, had dis-
missed the clerk of works before the
building was. completed without the
written consent of the architect, and did
not promptly investigate -and proceed
with repairs when in receipt of a warn-
ing from the building inspector. ‘¢ Had
this been done there would have been

no need of this investigation. The com- [

mittee find that the architects did not
exercise sufficient control over the work,
and allowed their professional rights to
be encroached upon without due remon-
gtrance, and granted a final certificate to
the builders without a thorough ‘inspec-
tion. The clerk of works is blamed for
allowing certain defects in the roof con-
straction to pass without report to any-
one, and authorized changes upon his
own responeibility. ‘ Further, it ap-
pears that the greater portion of the
stairways was built whilst he was on the
building—which stairways have been
proved to be very defective.’’

The committee say that the evidence
shows the contractors carried out their
instructions and orders and were willing
to fulfil their contract according to spec-
ifications. *‘‘The committee wish to re-
cord their opinion that the building of
the stairways was most reprehensible
and equal blame attaches to archifects,
clerk of works and contractors. The
fault evidently lies with gross careless-
ness, incompetent workmanship and in-
sufficient supervision.” The committee
reports that the defects have all been
remedied and that the building is quite
safe. The report concludes by advising

riodical inspection of all public works,
g:idges, schools, churches, hotels, and
all large buildings by the provincial gov-
ernment, the city and school board.

The report was laid on the table by
the council without being read. It wiil
be considered later.

BURNED TO DEATH. -

life the penalty of his love for liquor.

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“IRITAN" WRHEAR

Reach Vietoria Thankful
to Be Alive.

Their Well Known Vessel Another
Monument in the ‘ Graveyard
of the Pacific.” -

The news published in the Covronist
of Sunday morning that the well known
lumber echooner Puritan had gone
ashore on Point Bonilla and would prove
a total loss, was yesterday morning veri-
fied upon the arrival of Captain C. H.
Atwood and his crew—their vessel hay-
ing bLecome, ere they abandoned her,
ctill another monument in what naviga-
tors know as ‘‘ the "graveyard of the
North Pacific.” Not only is the Puritan
gone beyond the possibility of salvation,
but, gone, too, are/ even' the personal

effects of the men, the charts and in-
struments; in fact everything that was
on board. Skipper and men saved
their lives by a miracle almost, and are
satisfied ; few other erews shipwrecked
in this dreaded ‘locality have’ been
equally fortunate.

It was in the storm of Thursday night
that the Puritan met her doom, or
rather in the early hours of Friday morn-
ing. The storm had been raging all the
previous day and the weathér wasun-
usually thick. By the Captain’s recken-
ing he should have been 68 miles gouth-
west of Tatoosh light, when his suspi-
cions were aroueed that all was not right
by a brief glimpse of breakers on the
starboard bow. He altered his course
at once, but only to find fresh dan-.
gers on the other tack. en in a
few moments the big schooner was grind-
ing on a jagged reef, working up on it
with the swell until pierced and pinion-
ed with no hope of relief.

The wind and sea still held high and,
crashing and grinding on the ledge that
had caught her, the schooner threatened
to go to pieces at any time. Under these
trying circumstances Captain Atwood
and his men showed great courage and,
what was equally important and com-
mendable, cool heads. They did not
make the mistake of rashly abandoning
their ship prematurely, but lashed them-
selves in the_ rigging and waited, and
hence it is, nd doubt,. that every man is
still alive to tell the story of the night’s
battling with the storm.

When the day broke the beach was
seen to be fully a quarter of a mile away,
the water between being dotted with nu-
merous rock patches, the largest and
nearest of which was distant perhaps 75
vards from the reef on which the Puari-
tan was beating herself to pieces. The
boats had long ago been smashed in by
the sea, and the lifeline was the only re-
maining method of reaching shore. While
those aboard were considering how it
could be got ont a new actor appeared on
the scene—and it was to his heroic efforts
that the solution of the difficult problem
was obtained.- .

He was an Indian living in the near
neighborhood, who seeing the position of
the wrecked craft, had hastened to the
rescue as soon as dawn and low water
came, With great difficulty he got safely
through the breakers with his canoe, and
eventually reached the island nearest to
the reef. He was still too far away to
give or take a line, and so for hours he
labored, in and out of the chill water, to
throw to those aboard a thin fishline to
which he had attached a little piece of
stone. ~

Time and again those aboard saw him
dashed on the rocks by the fierce waters;
as often as he waé defeated by the -sea
he returned to his heroic work, until
finally his line was caught in those cast’
to meet it from the vessel, plentifully
provided with fishhooks.

To pass a stauncher line was then an
-easy matter, and this"heing made fast to
a jutting spur of rock by the friendly
Indian, a life line was quickly run from
the jigger rigging and all hands left the
ship, saving nothing except what they
stood in.

By this time the staunch housework
had given way to the hammering of the
sea, the cabin being completely telescop-
ed and each sea having full play through
the hull. The schooner had not yet lost
any of her sticks, "but by the following
morning—the night being spent at the
hut of the good Indian—the fore, main
and mizzen masts were seen to have
-gone, while the veéssel had ‘shifted her
position and was lying broadside to the

sea, heeling over at an angle of 30 with
her head to the northwest. It is alto-
gether likely her destruction is now
complete. 1
The wreck was seen from the light-
house Friday afternoon, and Mr.;,Thomas
Daykin promptly hunted up the un-
lucky crew to proffer assistance. Later
in the day the Ameriean tug Richard
Holyoke was sighted .and Mr. Daykin
signalled her that if she would wait a
few moments he® would send a ship-:
~vgrecked crew out to her in his long
oat.
‘“‘She saw a ship outside about the
same time, however,”” says Captain At-
wood, ‘“ and it interested her more than
we poor shipwrecked chaps. ‘There was
money in a tow, so she left us and went
after the ship.” /
Saturday was spent by Captain At-
'wood and his men at Carmanah" light-
house, and at ten.Sunday morning a
start was made for Victoria in the light-
house boat, young Mr. Daykin accom=-
panying the unfortunate .little -party,
and‘the'city ‘being reached after-a hard
row .of 80 miles at 4 a.m. yesterday.
Captain Atwood i8 now in communica-
tion with hisowners, and it is altogether
probable that he and his men—ten all
told—will.return at once San Fran-
«isco. This morning: they go over to
Vancouver, of - which city some of  their
number are residents. -
The - Pyritan was a four-masted
echooner of 614 tons, built at Port Madi-
son in 1888, and a staunch, eagily han-
«lled, reliable sea boat. She was owned
in San Francisco by a syndicate in
which the chief members were . A.
Hooper and the Puget Seund Milling
Co., neither of whom carried a cent of
insurance. As she left the builders’
hands the schooner was worth every
«ent of $45,000 and ghe had pot detérior-
ated any during he® eight years afloat.
The Puritan last visited British Colum-
bia in April of this year, when she took
lumber at Moodyville for; Shanghai;
afterwards she ran dver to Alaska and
there loaded salmon for San Francisco.

At the time of her loss she was on her
way from the Bay City to Port Gamble
for a return eargo of lgmber. The scene
of her misadventure is very close to that
of the Lizzie Marshall wreck in 1883—in
fact the bones of the Marshall embedded
in the sand first commanded attention
when the beach was gained. Here too,
the Warrimoo had her unpleasantly close
call, and within 10 miles the Janet
Cowan, the Dare, the Sarsh, the Michi-
gan and half a dozen others have ended
their seagoing days. . :

Captain Atwood does not say that his
schooner would still be afloat had the
warning light been placed on Bonilla in-
stead of Carmanah Point. He is firmly
of opinion, however, that the location of
the station is illjudged; and that Point
Bonilla is the proper place for the light.

EXPLORING THE LINE.

Mr. Charles &E. Shaw, C.E., who sircé
last July has been ezploring for a route
for the proposed Vancouver Victoria &
Easgtern Railway, has returned to Vie-
toria, Mr. Shaw started with a party of
five from Hope in the summer, his ob-
jective point being the Columbia river
and the intention being to find the most
practicable route for a railway to run
from the coast into Southern Kootenay
to tap the extensive trade that hasopen-
ed up since the development of the
mines in that portion of the province.
Three mountain ranges had to be crossed
between Hope and the Columbia but
good passes were found, and although
some heavy work will have to be done,
the grades in no place will according to
Mr.. Shaw’s report be greater than 215
per cent. The length of the line would be
about 400 miles. A -railway through the
country traversed by the party would,
Mr. Shaw states, have traffic enough to
pay from the start, and besides there is
plenty of splendid mineral country in
the Hope mountains that so far has es-
caped attention except from a very few
prospectors. Mr. Shaw took the oppor-
tunity of examining-the Boundary Creek
country mines and was greatly impress-
ed with their value. Greenwood camp
in particular pleased him, and he con-
siders it Has as good an outlook as any
other mining district he has seen. Some
of the promoters of the railway are com-
ing down from Vancouver on Wednes-
day to interview the delegates of the
board of trade who have Been appoint-
ed in connection with securing an inde-
pendent railway to Southern Kootenay.

POINT RLLICE BRIDGE

YViews of the Chief Justice Present-
) ed to the Grand Jury
Yesterday.

He Thinks the Claims Should Be
Settled by Conciliation Instead
of Litigation.

The following are the remarks the
Chief Justice had prefared to present to
the grand jury before his physician had.
forbidden him to preside at the assizes.
Mr. Justice McColl read them, however,
stating at the time that he did so on
his own responsibility ~and not at
the request of the Chief Justice:

“ Perhaps it will not be out of place to
converse upon a few current topics, and, in
the first place; I should like to say some-
thing on'a su’bject which is a sad one with
all of us. I do not refer to it for the pur-
pose of reviving .sorrows which ' we could
only wish; should pass into oblivion, but
which cannever be forgotten; nor do I wish
to dwell upon the question with a view of
imputing blame to anyone, or of remind-
ing you of neglects or omissions traceable
to some in general, or to others in particn-
lar, but for which perhaps the disaster
might not have h?pened.

of censure and to shoulder it on to others.
Supbosing that the government, and all
the rest, were to blame, what of it? Let
us assume them ever so blameworthy, but
let us also. as I tried to point out before,
remember that there are lots more of us at
fault too, if we are to be held to strict ac-
count and no allowance made for human
infirmity. Gentlemen, this policy of at-
tempting to arraign others, and thus free
ourselves, is one attended with awful con-
sequences. In the first giac_e, I have shown
you, it has hitherto, and still, stands in the
way of doing justice to the sufferers,
and I think I hafe also now shown
that it is the ° occasion of the
city rushing into an expenditure, what wit,
‘the cost of litigation and the new bridge, of
‘more than two or three times the money
wanted to amply compensate every sufferer
who has lost friends in that calamity. Let
us, therefore, cast everything of the kind
from our minds, and endeavor to realize
and always remember that it was a com-
mon calamity, and endeavor to do what-
ever is possible to relieve the agony which
has been occasioned and at the same time:
do the best for ourselves, for, if we do not
view it in that light, but continue to look
at it through the spectacles of our own jus-
tification, we shall be the occasion of con-
tinuous wreng and affliction to those whom
we might relieve, besides taking the bur-
then of a frightful respounsibility upon our-
selves. The'existing bridge can berepaired,
doubtless it- requires strengthening, and,
while I do not profess to be an engineer or
to have scientific or mechanical knowlegge,
I venture to' say: that $5,000 expehided “on
the bridgg would- go a long way towards
making it'sufficient for ordinary traffic and
tramways as well. It would, of course,
have averted the calamity if the strength-
ening had taken place before the accident,
but, as I have pointed out, that is not the
question now.” We are now operating in
the full light of experience; do not let us
throw that experience away for mere whims
and fancies, which are shaped in an un-
worthy direction at best. i ‘

*I observed when first this accident oc-
curred, what I thought was a very laudable
disposition on the part of the Tramway
Company to contribute towards the loss.
They gave a substantial sum towards
strengthening James Bay bridge, and of-
fered twenty-five per cent. towards the
bridge across Point Ellice. Is it not
likely, then, that if a feasible scheme
for compensating the sufferers had been
brought forward, this company might have
been induced to assist? I am-afraidnow it
is too late, because it appedrs' that the com-
pany has become bankrupt. ‘'l know that.I
am approaching somewhat delicate ground
in alluding to the Consolidated.-Railway
Company, because I have observed that the
company is, according to the newspapers,
in rather bad odor, and its going -intothe
hands of a receiver is attributed solely to a
desire to escape responsibility. Such may
of course be the case, but I am disposed to
think that such is not the principal reason
for its present condition. It is common
knowledge that the tramway, up to the
time of its being taken over by the new
company, had been a losing concern. It is
reported that at the time of the accident it
was about paying its running expenses and
the interest upon the money borrowed ;:bat

To have avoided that state of things the
company would, judging from the, over-
tures they first made of contributions, have
gone a long way to have saved themselves
and a few remarks as to the condition ap
status of a company such as this, not par-
ticularly directed to this company but'to
ail enterprises of a like nature, may not.b
out of'place. In floating companies of this
kind, there is one almost invariable coutse

ursued. People do not putin very much
of their own money. Hardly ever is a rail-
way. tramway, or other large undertak;ng,
constructed with the immediate money 6f
its promoters. People have 'not, as arulé,
money enough for that purgose, or if theéy
have, are not going torisk their all in -one
thing. The promoters find ten or perhaps
twenty per cent, of the moneys necessary
to carry out the undertaking, and borrow
the balance upon mortgage, under which
there is no  personal responsibility,
and issue debentures. Then if [‘the
thing - comes to grief-  they ose
their ten or .twenty per cent. it is
irue, but the debenture holders will have
to take the concern for the balance. It is
not likely that the Consolidated Railway
Company was organized on ‘any other plan,
and in view of the utter want of sympathy
which they found in-the community, "1t
was not likely they were going to throw
good money after bad, even if they had it.
But, remember the subscribers to these
companies are composed of all classes,
largely of the laboring classes who are:ip-
duced to withdraw their savings tfrom the
savings banks and put them  into these
enterprises as offering a fair 'chanta bf
profit. So in dealing harshly ‘with; ér
crushing these companies; you are ‘16t

etung even with the soulless'corporatiom,
Eut are financially ruining perchance work-
ing people and servant girls whose savings
are thus invested. It wasnot likely that
this or any other company would continue
to operate long under the conditions in
which they found themselves. 2

‘“ When we now look at the matter we
can see how much better it might have
been, when the tramway showed a dis-
position to make a fight for its life and
came offering to contribute money for this
and for that pugpose, to have ‘accepted
their co-operation, and to have met them
as brothers ir? distress, if only for the one
selfish purpose of seeing how mmuch could
be got out of them. in their effort to save
themselves—a chance now apparently gone
forever,

‘But even if the city now has to ap-
proach the matter alone, 1 think I have
proved to you conclusgvel{ethat economy
and good judgment will practised, to
say nothing of charity and humanity, by
at once taking steps to find out how those
matters.can be settled and compromised in-
stead of fighting lawsuits, the full cost of
whié¢h can at the present time be hardly
estimated. Then, what if the City should
lose the suits in the end? What would it
cost then to settle what might now be com-
promised for $50,000 or so? If once it were
established that the city was legally liable,
the demands of these claimants and others
would know no bounds,.and where the'lia-
bility would end; no one can forecast.
Therefore, not only reason, justice and
humanity, but cormmon sense, prudence,
and self protection, dictate the only one
course, and that is the course of concilia-
tion, and the endeayor to repair the wrongs
and sufferings that have occurred.

“ Now, a few words ubon a different sub-
ject. We have a city of which we can
truthfully say that naturally it has no
rival, or at least no superior on the contin-
ent, as a resort for the pleasure seeker and
for those who desire a delightful home.
Butsomehow our poFulation is not increas-
ing. I will not dwell upon the encourage-
agement of capital, or point to results fol-
lowing the recent elections in the United
States as a proof that where confidence
is  given to capital, there indus-
tries fly ‘into existence like magic; and
there js abundant work for the laborer, the
argj,san, and everyoneelse, instead of money
beiug hoarded in the hands of the few; nor
will I suggest, because I do not believe it to
be the case, that the good sense of the com-
munity fails to recognize obvious truths,
but everyone will agree that it we want peo-
ple to come here, whether he be the man of
wealth who keeps his carriage or one of the
more numerous members of society whose
only carriage is his bicycle, we ought
to make the place attractive. ere
we are going to spend $150,000 or
$125,000 to build a bridge, which, if we
throw aside sentiment, and the insane idea
that thereby we are escaping some fancied
1esponsibility, or perhaps shouldering it oy

due vigilance in your own interests will en-
sure a thriving, contented and happy com-
munity.

INTHE SWQLLEN RIVER

Mr. William Thompson Drowned
While Attempting to Ford
Sooke River.

2 [ 4

His Faithful Dog Brings. Friends
to the Scene of the
Tragedy.

The first fatality incidental to the
flooding of the Island rivers by the re-
cent rains was reported yesterday morn-
ing, Mr. Frank Buttomer having walk-
ed all the way from Sooke lake to the city
to bring the sad news 'that Mr. William
Thompson had been: drowned Monday
evening while attéempting to ford Sooke
river with his horse and wagon. Mr.
Moses McGregor at once drove to the
lake with Mrs, Thompson, and on their
return in the evening the report of the
morning was found only too fully con-
firmed. . !

The buggy in which Mr. Thompson
had left the city Monday morning, was
found about 300 yards below the ford.
There was no sign, however, of horse or
driver, and the conclusion is reluctantly
drawn that man and beast perished in
the swollen waters. A party has been
organized to search the banks of the
river and to investigate underneath the
jam of logs and debris that +has accumu-
lated not far below the ford, but up to

evening thez had discovered nothing.

Mr. Thompson, who was in business
as a grocer at the corner of View and

day afternoon, with the intentiou of cail-
ing on the caretaker of the Goldstream
waterworks and afterwards visiting his
mumerous friends at Sooke lake. He
passed the Goldstream House at 3 o’clock
or thereabouts, and spent a few minutes
in conversation with Mr. Phair. That
was the last seen of him.

Five or six hours later Mr. Haley, a
resident on the west side of the river at
thelowerend of the lake—his place being
.about a mile off the trunk road—found
Mr. Thompson’s dog scratching and
whining at the door. He concluded that
the dog’s master, a frequent and wel-
come visitor, was putting up his horse
at the barn, but to his surprise fourd no
one there.

The dog, & handsome' Irish eetter; all
the while was manifesting great anxiety,
running in the direction of the river as
soon a8 he saw that he had interested
Mr. Haley,. The latter soon realized
that  something was amiss, and
getting into his. boat crossed the
river to the main wagon road. This he
followed down until he struck the branch
road leading to his ‘own farm. Plainly
marked in the three inches of snow that
had fallen during the day were the
tracks of a horse and the wheelmarks of
a light vehicle. He followed them to the
water and found that they led right into
the streant; at a goint where ordinarily
there-is a safe ford but where since last
week’s rain there is a foaming torrent 75
to 80 feet wide and fully seven feet deep,
littered-with drift of every size and kind.
There was until a year or so'ago a bridge
at this point but it was carried away by
high water and has never been replaced.

Mr. Phair says that Mr. Thompson
and no one else passed on the road Mon-
day afternoon, and it is fiow a practical
certainty that he lost his life while at-
tempting the ford that had always be-
fore been to him the last stage of a
pleasant drive to the home of a friend.

WANT  CO-OPERATION

Sealing Owners #n Vietoria En-
deavor to Form an Associa-
tion for Mutual Benefit,

They Hope by Concerted Aection to
Make the Busginess More Uni-
formly Profitable.

A meeting for the purpose of discuss-
ing the formation of a co-operative seal-
ers’ asgociation was held yesterday af-
ternoon in the Board of Trade rooms,
Mr. Seabrook, of Messrs. R. P. Rithet
& Co., in the chair, and quite a number
of the owners of schooners peing present.
The object in forming the association is
fqr carrying on the sealing business in a
systematic and uniform manner, more

reconomical than by present methods in

handling and marketing the catch. .As
-set-forth in a printed circular which was

distributed to those present, the object
is to bring about uniform methods in
manning the vessgls, paying a fair scale
of wages, appointing a central agent
through whom the catch will be
shipped to market, co-operating in out-
fitting and providing for an equitable
division of profits. It is not proposed,
however, to interfere with the individual
ownership of vessels, the owners simply
acting together harmoniously for the
common benefit, 80 that as far as possi-
ble the business 'may be made profitable
to those engaged in it. As a suggestion
the memorandum had the following
scale of wages: Indian canoes, bonus to
each, $10; payment per skin, $2.50; ad-
vauce in supplies, $20; white hunters,
one-fifth lay; pullers and steerers, 75
cents per skin on the catch of their boat.

All that was done at the meeting was
to come to an understanding that it
would be advisable to form a co-opera-
tive association, neither scale of wages
nor other details beingdecided. Another
meeting ig to be held on Thursday after-
noon, when further steps will be taken
towards deciding on a basis of agreement

for the formation of the association,

THE “COQUITLANE FREE

News which will be very welcome to a
number of Victorians, and especislly to
the sealers, was contained in a very brief
telegram from Seattle, reteived by Mr.

‘“The court of appeals at San Fran-
cieco has reversed the Coquitlam case
and dismissed the libel.”

The schooners Winni-
fred and Henrietta were progecuted
about the same time for the same
charge. The cases were heard in the
U.8. District court at Alaska, and ves-
sels and cargo were condemned. The
Coquitlam was released on bonds bein
given for over $100,000, and an appea
was taken in her case to the Circuit
Court of Appeals at San Francisco.
Argument was heard there on the case
about a year go. Afterwards the ques-
tion was rais
the Circuit Court of Appeals of San
Francisco to hear appeals from the Dis-
trict court of Alaska in. admiralty mat-
ters. ' Thig was referred to the Supreme
court of the United States at Washing-
ton, which about.six months ago decid-
ed that the Circuit Court of Appeals had
jurisdiction.”

The slaughter house, of which
such bitter- complaints were—and very
properly—made, has been removed to
a site at some distance from
the town and has been -placed
under proper regulations. The scavenger
has been set to work and he removes
the garbage to adistant logplity where
it is dumped .into. a ditch and buried.
The privy pits are filled and earth closets
substituted for them. The water supply

- is, we understand, taken from a moun-

tamination.

healthy a town as there is in the Pro-
vince. Muchiof the credit of this most
salutary reform is due to the intelli-
gentlydirected zealof Mr. Clive Phillipps-
Wolley, the Sanitary Inspector, and to
Dr. Watt, Secretary of the Provincial
Board of Health, who visited the
town when it was at its worst
and represented to the Government the
urgent need of instant and thorough
ganitary reform. But neither Dr. Watt
nor Mr. Wolley nor the Provincial Gov-
ernment, whose agents they are,could
have done much towards improviog the
sanitary condition of Rossland if it were
not for the hearty co-operation of thein-
telligent part of its population. So
desirous are thgy to make the town as
healthy as possible that they have at
their own expense constructed a sewer
along its principal street.

Rossland, therefore, nolonger déserves
the reproach of being dirty and un-

i | healthy. It has been madeclean,and it

is in consequence much more healthy
than it was some time ago. The great
majority of its inhabitants will, no
doubt, do their best to keep it clean, and
Mr. Wolley can be depended upon to
‘keep those householders who are care-

CIVIC IMPROVEMENT.

The Century Magazine for November
contains a most interesting and instruc-
tive afticle on civic government. Its
title is ‘“ An object lesson in Municipal
Government,” showing how publicaffairs
have been conducted in the city of Bir-
mingham. George F. Parker is its
author. It describes how the most sweep-
ing and salutary reforms, were effected
in that city.. The gentlemdan who is now
the Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain
commenced these reforms under excep-
tionally difficult circumstances' and in
the face of bitter .opposition. 'We pro-
pose in this article to direct attention
to’ one of them :for the pur-
pose of showing - what intelli-
gently directed sanitary reform can do.
There was a part of the city covering
ninety acres of land, on which were8,744
houses and having a population of 16,-
596 which was in a condition that was
really terrible. The houses were crowd-
ed together, rows of them being built
back to back so that there were no open
spaces connected with them. It was in-
habited chiefly by workingmen and their
families. The Health Committee, com-
posed of men who were busily engaged
in their ~own private affairs, undertook
to inspéct the worst parts of the town.
For this very unpleasant work they re-
ceived no remuneration whatever.

** During - the two following. years,”
Mr, Parker says, ‘‘each member gave
such time as he could tothis work, going
into every part of the district assigned
him, including dark, noitome courts
and narrow passages ‘and ‘ameng
a population to which he was
unaccustomed. The slums were found
to be almost as bad as could be, con-
sidering the conditions. It wasan over-
crowded population, in smali I\.nses not
in tenements. Houses were thiere built
in courts, many of them back toback.
In the most congest -d districts they were
very small, The worst dis-
trict was within a stone’s throw of the
principal business street, its centre no
more than 300 yards from the town hall,
and almost midway between the two
great railway stations.”” Under an act of
Parliament that had been recently pass-
ed the Corporation could purchase any
part of a city of over 25,000 inhabitants
that had been pronounced in an {nsani-
tary condition by the proper au-
thorities. The Corporation , purchas-
ed this squalid district at a cost
of something more than six millions and
a half of dollars. Deducting the value
of the land not used for making new
streets and enlarging old ones the net
cost was £461,958 or c6nsiderably over
$2,300,000.

The Corporation set about improving
the district in such a way as to entirely
change its whole character. After the
improvements had been made they had
a considerable area of surplus land. On
part of this the Corporation built a block
of artisans’ dwellings. In carrying out
this improvement scheme there has been
expended something more than ten mil-
lion of dollars. *‘ For this the city has
45 acres of land, mostly let on leases for
ninety-nine years, many of them having
only sixty yearsto run, The best esti-
mates of the present actual value of the
property included in the scheme is
£2,250,000, or roughly, $11,250,000.’’
One of the results of this scheme is
the saving of a great many lives every
year. In 1873-75  the average annual
death rate in some of the worst streets
included in it was 53.2 per thonsand,
For the three years 1879-81 the average
death rate in the .same streets was only
21.3 per thousand.”” Here we have &
decrease of much more than one half
the average death rate caused by sani-
tary improvement.

As regards the population of the whole
city the saving of life has been something
very remarkable, and should convince the
most sceptical of the great value of
sanitary improvements. Mr. Parker
says:

‘‘ The report (of the Sanitary Commit-
tee) empbasized the fact that the public
health -had been declining for several
years and that sewerage and drainage,
the paving of streets and footpaths and
a thorough system of scavenging were

But the saving of life, from a
mere sanitary point of view, is not near-
ly all the good that has been done by
the Corporation of Birmingham, for the
saving. of two thousand lives in a year
means a proportionate decrease in the
number of cases of sickness; it means,
too, a very great general improvement
in theé  health of  the inhabitants
a8 a whole; it 'means less suffer-
ing and less sorrow. Those who
doubt the efficacy of sanitary precaution
should read Mr.Parker’s article carefully.
