go to Pekin. They will be ¢onsulted by
telegraph, and their concurrence will be
secured in all settlements, and their sig-
natures given to the final agreement.

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THE JOHANNESBURG PLOT.

A Woman Informed on the Boers and
Saved the City.

Under date of July 31 a correspondent
of the Montreal Herald in South Africa
sends the following:

A couple of weeks ago the Boers within
and without Johannesburg arranged for
a rising there by making all our officers
prisoners, and then by attacking the sol-
diers, who it wae expected would be de-
moralized and surrender. Meetings were
beld by the Boer leaders at the Grand
National hotel and all arrangements
made to once more place Johannesburg
in the hands of the Boers. On Saturday
afternoon, July 4, a gymkhana had been
arranged for by the officers, to be held
on the race track, under the patronage ot
the military governor and the major-gen-
eral commanding, for charitable pur-
poses; and it was expected that almost
all the officers in garrison would b.e
there. The Boere purposed attending this
meeting, armed with revolvers, and hav-
ing a large number of confederates arm-
ed with Mausers hiding .in buildings in
the immediate vicinity, ready to act with
them on the given signal. hen the of-
ficers had been made prigoners, the oth-
er Boers in town would concentrate at a
point fixed by them and attack the sol-

vdie& ‘While -this wag going on d’la

m r of Boers mmgm tside w
come in to aesist them.’ It was expected
that the soldiers wonld be utterly de-
moralized by the absénce of their officers
and would easily be taken prisoners. The
outside Boers did not expect to have any
trouble in getting into the city, as the
soldiers would be so engaged with the
Boers within that no serious obstacle
could be placed to their entry. - The
whole plan was carefully and secretly ar-
ranged, so that the military authorities
were in entire ignorance of it on Sat-
urday morning. The miscarriage of the
Boers’ bold attempt was brought about
by a woman in a very simple and yet in-
teresting tale of love,

It appears that a young woman in Jo-

hannesburg had two lovers, one an Eng-
lishman and the other a Boer. They were
both very pressing for the hand of this
young woman, On the Saturday morning
of the gymkhana day, her Boer Ilover
visited her and urged an immediate mar-
riage on that very morning, and, for, the
reason of urgency; unfold the Boer
plan to seize Johannesburg. As he was
to take part in it, he was afraid that
possibly he would be killed or wounded
and wished to make her his wife before
the possibility of such an event could
take place, The wished-for bride asked
for two houre to consider it, at the ex-
piration of ‘which time he was to return
for his answer., - When the Boer lover
was well out of sight, the sought-for
bride rushed to the military governor and
gave him all the information she pos-
sessed. It can readily be meen how such
a tale would startle the military gover-
nor, and he at once arranged to probe it
further. On the young woman’s return
home she was accompanied by some mili-
tary police, a short distance in rear, and
when the Boer returned in joyful anti-
cipation for his answer he twas arrested
and taken to the military governor. On
the Boer being searched incriminating
papers and letters were found upon him.
bearing out all the young woman had
told, and a great deal more. A list ot
the leaders was found among the papers
as well as other important information.
" The military gﬁvem_or acted promtply
in the matter. "He cancelled the gymk-
hana and had all the Boers whose names
appeared on the lists arrested and ‘at
once sent to Capetown as prisoners.
More than 50@ Boers were arrested aud
sent down. Grand National hotel
was at once closed, and its proprieto»
went with the other prisoners to Cape-
town. A general search for arms in
town was ordered and hundreds of Mau-
sere were found hid under mattresses
and other places and confiscated. The
owners were made prisoners and sent
to_Capetown. The prompt action of the
military authorities paralyzed the Boers
and produced widespread consternation
among them, They had all taken the neu.
trality oath and were given passes allow-
ing them to remain, when, at the same
time, they were plotting to-eeize Johan-
nesburg and aid the Boers.

There is little doubt but for the infor-
mation given the military governor by
the young woman, that the Boers might
have been successful in retaking Johan-
nesburg. But it has had the good effect

l.erest in passing events in varlous parts of
the werld. On leaving Menelek’s capital
qﬂpt. Cotton travelled, through many prac-
tically unknown districts in the north of
Abyssinla and algug the Anglo-Egxptian
and Itallan frontlérs, subsequently cross-
ing Erythrea and eventually striking the
ccast at Mussowah. Discassing the rela
tive pesitions of Great [Britain, 1Fnulce and
Russia in Abyssinia, Capt, Cotton said:
‘Whatever may have been the case in
the past, there can be no doubt that at the
present time England holds the first place
lnvthe estimation of the Emperor. While
this Is very largely due to the work of
Capt. Harrington, the energetic British
ngent, it must also be attributed to the
e!r.ect that the fall of Khartoum and the re-
fuit of the Fashoda incident has had upon
the Abyssinian mind, and this effect is not
only noticeable in the capital, but in all
parts of Abyssinia. The Emperor himself
showed great interest In all matters per
taining to the British empire. While I was
in che capital we were having many re-
verses in South Africa, and interested per-
sous were doing their best to present these
to the Emperor in the worst possible light.
But Menelek wag neither surprised nor .im-
pressed by these stories. He told me him-
self that these early reverses were only to
be expected, and then dwelt upon the im
mense difficulties Great Britain had had
to face in transporting her troops over so
great ajdistance,
“Far away from the capital T continualiy
wet with evidences of the friemdship feit
for England by the Abyssinians. On several
occasions large numbers of Abyssiniauns
who had been for years In captivity at
Khartoum, and who had been released by’
the fall of the dervish power, came ouil
and salaamed to me, simply because I be-
loaged to the country whose troops had
brought about their deliverance. It is im-
possible, too, to overestimate the effect
that the bloodless occupation of Fashoda
bas had upon the people. To me p 1y
the Negus was most kind. He took great
nterest in my P! jected journey, especially
that p,.f:?'of it %’oﬁféﬁ referred to the snow-
eovered and remote district of Samien. He
readily gave me every facllity to travel
and even to go to and across the Italian
frontier. It was currently reported that
immediately afterward the same permis-
sion wag promptly refused to the Russian
representative, who, with one of his staff,
wished to travel by the same route, and
that he was reminded of the fact that he
could easily leave via Jibuti. It is signi
ficant, too, to note that the first mining
concession in Abyssinia has been granted
te British subjects. .
“Armed with the necessary passports and
with letters from the ..egus to the various
governors; I travelled for about three
weeks due morth from the capital and a
few days’ march south of Lake Tsana.
“] #ubsequently made a circuit of Lak2
Tsana through a eountry at first devastat-
ed by dervishes and later by robbers. It is
a matter of geographical interest that the
Blue Nile, which I crossed thirty miles ol
on- stepping stones, is here a big river,
divided from the body of the lake by a
tongue of land from the head of which it
returns and leaves the lake a few miles
further to the east, the river thus forming
a complete circle round its own source.
From the north of Lake Tsana I struck to
the morthwest and proceeded nearly as far
as Matamma, but hearing that the British
officer was ‘not there at the time, I re-
traced my steps to the anclent Abyssinian
capital, Gondar.
“At Gondar I had further trouble with
the authorities, who refused me guides to
proceed to Samien. Wheile in Samien the
difficulties of travel were very great. Coa-
tinual hail and smow with frost. at night
time afforded a sudden and remarkable
change from the weather experienced in
This province is but
.| rarely visited, and for the greater part of
the time I was there the hills amid which
1 camped was enveloped In clouds. After
being hurried through Samien, where I de-
clined to be frightened bv the stories told
for my special benefit, I proceeded to
Adowa, where I lost my way and once
more experienced great difficulty, the au-
thorities refusing to give me guides. I hal
letters to Ras Makonnen, but I found that
‘he had been suddenly recalled to the capi-
tal to fight a Mahdi who was raiding near
and who, according to the last
news, wag again marching against that
place at the head of 60,000 mounted men.
“From Adowa I went to the sacred city
of Axum, the coronation place of Abys-
sinian Emperors. Here I was permitted to
see the extraordinary monoliths and in-
scriptions, which are usually kept from the
gaze of strangers. This was a great con-
cession, as an Italian, the last Huropean
who had tried to see them, had been thrust
into prison and eventually conducted out
of the city under escort. The chief official
at Axum—half priest and half soldier—
ranks next to the ‘Emperog and is the equal
of the Archbishop.
“In a few days I reached the Italian
a| frontier, which has only just been delim!-
tated, the boundary at that place being
fixed at the River Mareb.
“I found no large force either of Italians
or Abyssinians near the border, and the
e| neutral strip along the frontier seems to
be the dumping ground for bands of rob-
bers, and ig accordingly hurried through by
caravans. I met the first Itallan officer at
d| Adukala, and from what I heard I gath-
ered that the Italians have sples all over
Abyssinia. Certainly every ome of my
movements had been duly reported. In
Erythrea I was treated with the greatest
cordiality by the Itallans, who are doing
excellent work in their colony. The four
days’ march to Asmara, the capital, was
over A good road. and from the capital to
the rallway terminus there is a magnificen!

“Two sacks of Dawson bound mail that
went down on the Stratton last Ovctober,
' when she sunk on the Yukon river, have
arrived at Dawson. The sacks _were{
found on a sand bar sixty miles a.bovol
Dawson and 100 miles below the wreok.
Both sacks contained letters exclusive-
ly. Notwithstanding the sacks had been
carried 100 miles by the turbulent Yu-
kon current and had spent the. rigors of
an arctic winter in the open air, the mail
matter was scarcely damaged. There
was no difficulty found in deciphering the
addreseed envelopes,

Some excitement was caused on board
the steamer Eldorado, on which many of
the Dawsonites on the Tees came up the
river, while en route from Dawson to
White Horse, by a report that a heavy
robbery had been committed.

A fireman on the boat, whose name
conld not be learned, missed a roll of
bills amounting to $2,050. Al search
for the money proved unavailing until the
steamer reached White Horee, where,
after a portion of the passengers had
been searched as they went ashore, the
missing cash was found, having been
hidden on a shelf in the boiler room. No
arrests were made, Another paseenger
missed about 1‘5150 on the same trip, two
days out of Dawson. It, also, -was re-
covered.

The lake steamer Tasmania successful-
ly ehot White Horse rapids on Tuesday
afternoon, August 11. She will hereaf-
ter ply on the lower river. ;

“It was reported that the Tasmania
wotuld leave the head of Miles canyon
at 4 p.m.,” said Dr. Gibbons, a passen-
ger who witnessed the thrilling sight,
“snd a large crdwd assembled on the
shore. At 4:35 she came in sight around
the bend with steam shut off, and steer-
ed by four sweeps, held by eight experi-
enced river pilots. They had lively work
to keep her in the channel, yet they
seemed less excited that the people on
shore. It was worth going a thousand
miles to eee. And yet in a minute and
three-quarters the danger was over and
the little steamer was safe in the waters
of the lower river.”

Dr. Gibbons thinks the future of White
Horse is assured and that it will surely
be a permanent and important . town.
“The excellent site, and the copper mines
and other advantages,” said Dr. Gib-
bons, “‘cannot fail to make a good town.
The White Pass & Yukon route have a
depot and rwarehouse at ‘White Horse
that would be a credit to a town the size
of Victoria, and the Canadian Develop-
ment Co. is constructing dry docks and
wharves, costing over two hundred thou-
sand dollare, The dry docks are large
enough to accommodate the largest craft
on the Yukon.

There jo as yet no increase in the
treight rates and the railroad company is
making strenuous exertions to keep them
where they are, says the Skagway Alas-
kan of Friday last. It is aleo doing its
best to prevent a congestion of freight
such as took place last fall. But if there
is such congestion it will be the fault of
the shippers themselves. They were
urged both by the steamship conpanies
and the railroad agents to ship such
goods ae they must get in anyway, during
last month. But they failed to fall in
with this wise suggestion.
During August, in eonsequeace, there
was mot enough freight for the White
Horse steamers, and on September 5 the
whole line was clear of freight. Since
then about 3,500 tone have been re-
~gived at this port, 2,500 of which in the
.ast four daye. The railroad has moved
450 tons in one-day and it hopes to reach
500 tons a day as a regular thing from
now on. This, however, is not likely to
keep pace with the rate at 'which freight
is being dumped on the wharves here,
and even if it does there will be difi-
culty at White Horse. The capacity of
the steamers there does not average over
950 tons per day, or about half the car-
rying capacity of the railroad, and al-
ready there are 1,000 tons piled up there
since the Bth, awaiting shipment.
An election has been called in the Yu-
kon district for the purpose of choosing
two members of the Yukon council to
take place on October 17. Nominatiops
will be made at Dawson on the 19th in-
stant. ‘Thirty-nine polling places have
been selected, five of which are in Daw-
gon.

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SWEET LAVENDER-LAND.

The Busiest Season of the Year on the
Flat Outskirts of London.

Just now there is toil by day and night
for lavender-land. ]

The blue acres of the lavender lie on
the flat outskirts of London. . Behind
them "the brick-built town breaks off
short; before them, a fainter blue, shines
the rugged line of the Surrey hills.

Mitcham loam and Mitcham lavender;
the two go together, and of neither, does
the world hold better. Mitcham's day
is done; she grows better bricks now.
But Mitcham’s blue mantle has failen
on Beddington and Wallington, hard by,
who have the same sort of chalky loam
and have not yet sold their. birthright
for a mess of mortar.

Out of a corner or lavender-land
thrusts a stumpy black chimney. This
is the distillery. There are furnaces and
stills and there the ripe branches yield
up their savor.

Thrice in 24 hours these great copper
retorts are packed with lavender :nd
water and welted round and heated fur-
jously until all the best of life’s oil of the
lavender has fled vaporously away to the
ponderous tub condensers and gushed
therefrom in a stream of waste water
and oil, worth £5 the Winchester quart.

“Some dozen years or €0 ago,” said
Miss Sarah Sprules, whose family has
lived with the lavender for a century, to
a Daily Mail representative, “what with
bad times and seasons and one thing and
another, the industry bade fair to die out
altogether. But: we Pnlled ourselves to-
gether, and now people all over the world
send here for lavender in branches and
lavender in bags, and oil of lavender, and
salts of lavender, and lavender disinfect-
ant, and lavender water. They have had
a lot at Netley, and so has Lady Georgl-
ana Curzon, for the soldiers.

“The best of it is that by keeping alive
a hereditary local industry we keep the
people on the land.; And you can’t beat
the Mitcham lavender. A great deal of
what is sold now comes from abroad, or
anywhere, and is comparatively poor

Science suggests = that
there may be something there, which is
called *“the Ether,” but what it is' or
what its properties are is unkno%n, Its
existence has not been proved, but there
seems to be a necessity of postulating its
presence in order to account for certain
ascertained phenomena. If this stbtle
matter iz diffused through the whole of

that the motion of the heavenly bodies

eres” is Tnot without a shadow of
foundation in science.

"But however this may be—and prob-
ably we will have to wait until we have
shaken off *“this muddy vesture of
decay ” before we know any more about
it than we do now—there is a harmony
of creation to which men ought to attune
their lives. It is true of physical life.
What is sickness but the fact that our
bodies are out of tune with .their sur-
roundings? What is fear of death but
the result of want of harmony between
our thoughts and the inevitable purpose
of life? We rejoice when a child is
born; we shrink from the idea of death.
Yet the one is as much a part of life as
the other. 1If we were in full harmony
with the laws of being, we would greet
the summons from the Unseen “ like one
who wraps the drapery of his couch
around him and lies down to pleasant
dreams.” The mind of Job was attuned
to this harmony, for he was able to say
in what might otherwise have been the
depth of despair, “I know that my Re-
deemer liveth.” Paul had the same
thought when he said that the suffer-
ings of this life are mot worthy to be
compared with the joys of the hereafter.
These great men lived in an atmosphere
so pure that thiey could catch the notes
of the harmony, which pervades the
whole creation, and could see ' that
what seemed to be discords were but
a part of a majestic diapason, which only
the mind of God or of those who live in
His presence can fully comprehend.

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'SOUTH AFRICAN MEMORANDA

The Colonist hae tried to keep its read-
ers in touch with military operations in
South Africa, and now that these are
practically at an end—for thé movements
against the scattered bands of Boers can
hardly be eo classed—a few memoranda
may help them in talking over the events
of the past eleven months. In this article
reference 'will be made chiefly to die-
tances, because unless one has these pret-
ty well in mind, it is impossible to appre-
ciate what our troops have accomplished.
Attention wae first concentrated upon
the campaign in Natal, and therefore
we will speak first of the distance cover-
ed by the men under Buller. Durban,
on the east coast of Africa, was the base
of Buller’s operations, From Durban to
Ladysmith the distance is 190 miles.
Having relieved that town, Buller fol-
lowed the railway running to Pretoria
as far as Standerton, which is 360 miles
from Durban: He then struck . north-
ward, reaching the Netherlands railway
at Belfast, a distance of about 100 miles
from his point of departure on the Dur-
ban-Pretoria railway, or 469 miles from
Durban. He then went northeasterly
beyond Lyndenburg for a distance, ap-
proximately, of 75 miles, and eastward,
pq'gqibly as much more, thus making the

se, in ,

That is to say, he has fought his way
through something like 539 miles of hos-
tile country. 'Strathcona’s Horse is with
Builer and has gone over the same road
as hc has, with possibly 200 miles more,
in connection with their attempted ad-
vance through  Zululand. Strathcona’s
Horse must have covered over 800 miles,
of which "nearly 400 miles was in the
face of the enemy. Of course, in these
distances only the most direct line of
travel is taken into comsideration. The
actual number of miles travelled and
fought over must be very much greater
than the figures given.

Roberts’ base of operation was Cape-
town, From Capetown to Kimberley is
647 miles.! From the vicinity of Kim-
berley, Roberts marched across country
to Bloemfont-in, a distance of 90 miles.
Thence he went n.rth to Pretoria, which,
by the rozd he had to follow so as to
take in Johannesbuig by the way, was
abont 329 miles. Frcm Preforia to the
Portuguese frortier, where his advance
forces now are, the distance is 291 miles,
making the- whole distance traversed
from Capetown 1,84% miles, of which 750
miles were in the face of the enemy,

The First Canadian Contingent have
been with Roberts. In their deviations
from the main line of march, they have
added severa! hundred miles to the above
total. It is probably an underestimate to
say that the First Contingent fought its
Was ~across 1,099 miles of hostile coun-
try. %50 :

The greatest distatice traversed by any
division was by that under Sir Freder-
ick Carrington, which is of special inter-
est to ‘Canadians, because our Second
Contingent_was represented on it. The
base wag town. From Capetown to
Beira the distange is about 1,500 miles.
This was made’by sea. The distance
across Portuguese, territory is 350 miles,
From the Portuguese frontier to Mafe-
king is more than 500 miles. From Mafe-
king thig force marched eastward to the
neighborhood of Pretoria, and when last
heard from was east of Middleburg, and
from this it must be given credit for
about 300 miles more, making the ground
covered by Carrington’s force, so as to
be in at the death, 2,650 miles.

Gatacre’s division, whichk was eo wun-
fortunately handled at Stormberg, de-
barked at Port Elizabeth, and after
varying vieissitudes, reached Bloemfon-
tein, a distance of 450 miles. Its move-
ments after this have been chiefly con-
fined to the Orange River Colony, and it
must have 1,000 miles of marching to its
credit, nearly all of it being in the face
of the enemy.

Methuen’s divisfon has done its share
of travelling. It went from Capetown to
Modder river, 640 miles, whence he work-
ed up across country some 400 miles more
in a direct line. He has to his credit
at least 600 miles in the face of the en-
emy.

In all these estimates only the shortest
line of travel is taken. 'The actual die
tances marched must be mueh greater.

live here when British Columbia be-
comes, to quote the historic words of
Lord Chatham, “what God and Nature
intended.”

His eyes are fixed syeadfastly upon it,
and if he sees anything else he has
neither time nor inclination to appreciate
its importance. He judges of his fel-
lows, not by their efforts to advance the
province, but by their activity in further-
ing his ambitions. British Columbia in-
terests ought to be approached from a
non-partizan standpoint, and if the ac-
tion of any government is criticized it
ought to be with a desire to show where-
in mistakes have been made and how
they cen Ye remedied, rather than
simply to gain a party advantage.  An
example of the mnon-partizan party
man, to use a phrase that may
seem  contradictory, .was Sir John
Macdonald. He was loyal to his
friends, and so was a good party
man; bnt he was not self-seeking. The
bitterest critics of his career freely admit
that he never sought personal aggran-
dizement, He loved power, not because
it enabled him to make himself wealthy,
biit because by its means he could carry
out the great schemes he had in mind
for the advancement of the Dominion,
which his political genius did so much to
bring into existence. Perhaps the
methods which he adopted at times were
not always such as could be wholly
justified, but underlying all’ his career
‘we find the spirit of true loyalty to Can-
: ~plans we find the
ts of a progressive
statesman. Canada, and especially Brit-
ish Columbia, are to-day emjoying in a
degree, which cannot be very well esti-
mated, the fruits of the patriotic genius
of the great Conservative Leader.

This province needs a policy similar in
principle to that applied by Sir John
Macdonald to Canada. It needs some
one to speak to the people in words that
will cause them to forget the issues that
have vexed and divided them in the
past, and unite in an effort to carry out
some comprehensive scheme of provincial
development. It would be folly to pre-
tend that the Laurier government has
shown a just appreciation of this great
matter. Perhaps this is not altogether
a subject for surprise. The problems of
the West cannot be understood by East-
ern men, whose time and atténtion are
taken up by the small details, which go
to make up so large a part of federal
politics. Whatever may come about as
the result of the ensuing elections, it is
to be hoped that the advisers of the
Governor-General will be men, who will
understand the West better than any
government yet appears to have done,
and that we will see Inaugnrated a
policy which will recognize the great
scope there is on the Pacific Coast for
Canadian expansion in industry and &om-
merce,

In provincial politics there has been
noticeable, for the most part, a lack of
courage in dealing with this matter; Mr.
Turner im 1898 brought down the first
really comprehensive measure. After the
session of that year we declared the
Subsidy Act, which provided for the
éonstruction of th i;g\llwggg.ﬁoﬁuthex
Coast to the Imt , to be an act ‘of
statesmanship, and the longer we reflect
upon the great results which would have
flowed from it, if it had been allowed to
remain on the statute book, the more we
are convinced that we characterized it
‘correctly.  Timidity marked Mr. Tur-
ner’s successor. We do not greatly
blame Mr. Semlin for his failore to see
what the province needed and go ahead
and do it. His political emtourage for
years had been reactionary amd accus-
toméd to deal with small things. When
Mr. Martin came in, he struck a bolder
note, but his plan was too: circwmseribed,
and too hastily determined uwpon. Yet
his readiness to pledge the credit of the
province to . the millions neeessary to
construct a railway from the Coast to
Kootenay, while it did not, in our judg-
ment, exhibit very sound financial ideas,
did show that he had confidence in the
future of British Columbiay. and we hope
may be regarded as & guarantee that,
when Mr. Dunsmuir brings down a
comprehensive sclieme for prowincial de-
velopment, it ‘will-Have his Hearty sup-
port. We believe that Mr. Punsmuir
will take hold of this: problem: i earnest,
and, accustomed as lie is to handling
large matters, will not shirink from the
really great questions §o e determined
in formuldting and! carnying into effect
any comprehensive scheme..

He Talks About Bresci, and Traces the
Causes of Humbert’s Murder.

LOUISIANA SALT.BEDS.

Ingenious Methods to Be Tried to Make
Them Available,

From New Orleans Times-Democrat.

“T'hg rock salt deposit of Sounthern
Louisiana is one of the most remarkable
in the world,” said an expert in the
bqsgnesq, ‘fbut the great trouble in
mining it is -to keep water out of the

it is checked it will run down into the
diggings and soon honeycomb the great
crystal mass to such an extent that the
tunnel roofs will cave in of their own
weight. In a salt mine perfect dryness
is absolutely essential. As long as the
water .can be kept out, the bed may be
pierced with innumerable galleries; and
they are as safe as if driven through
solid granite; but the slightest sign of
moisture is a signal of danger, and in 24
hours the labor of months will probably
be reduced to a heap of ruins.

“A great deal of money has been spent-
in fighting this enemy, and a plan has
at last been devised that promises to be
perfectly successful. As the shaft is
sunk a huge sheet-iron cylinder will be
fitted into it, section by section, and a
few feet below the tap of the deposit a
deep groove will be cut ' all the way
around in the solid salt. This groove
will -be filled with cotton, saturated with
alcohol, and when set on fire the effect is
to make deep cracks in the crystalline
substance.

Correspondent Says American
Officers Sanction Torture of
Filipinos.

Some Horrible Forms of Cruelty
Detalled by a Hongkong
Paper.

The Manila correspondent of the Hong-
kong Press semds the particulars to his
paper of the torture or Filipinos by Am-
ericans under sanction of their officers.

The following is published in some of
the files received by the Empress of In-
jdia: “From time to time rumors and
stories of the torture of native prisoners
by American officers have leaked out and
started the ‘rounds of officialdom; but
usnally the matter is quickly hushed up

and ingniries result in denmials or laugh-
ing remarks of a man’s ability to enjoy
pipe-dreams.  Occasionally one runs
acroes an enlisted man who happens to
have been present when a torture was in-
flicted, and who i&'quite willing to talk
about it, or perbaps an indiscreet officer,
in an unguarded moment, lets fall a few
i words of the operation and baaets of how
he brought the ‘hombre’ to time,

“It is a well known fact that the Ma-
cabebe scouts, and other native troope
employed in the American service, stop
at little- or nothing when they desire te
extract information or accumulate a little
loot. These men are officered by Amer-
icans, who should be responsible for the
conduct of their men, but in more cases
than one would believe the outrages are
overlooked, or the men are allowed euch
opportunities that they can pursue their
own sweet will in the matter of prison-
ers. With the Macabebes the most popu-
lar method of forcing unwilling prisoners
to give information or pgrt with some of
their money is the ‘water cure.’

“This is usually applied by tying the
unfortunate native down and etrapping a
gun or stick across his mouth in such a
way that it is impossible to close it. Then
water is steadily poured down e vie-
tim's throat; ke cannot help swallowing
it, and if the operation is continued any
length of time, the etomach becomes
greatly distended, vomiting of a choking
character follows and finally the lungs
£ill up. Cases have been heard of where
the unfortunate men have been drown-
ed. Usually 'a moderate application
serves to make a man willing to swea»
to anything that the torturers desire. I
do not say that American officers stand

the native down, but these things go on
in their commands and they must be cog-
nizant of them.

“Another method employed is to hang
men up lx the neck until nearly strang-
led, and then let them down and demand
that the victim tell the iocation of guns
and ‘ammunition, or of insurgent troops,
or, perhaps, merely of money or food.
The garrison men of arlos  tell
queer tales of an officer, now a brigadier-
general of volunteers, who hung up twe
men on the very scaffold that was built
for 'the execution of two mur
which was to take place on the following
day, The etory runs that the two men,
who were supposed’ to' Kiow ‘the location
of arms, were captured. Call these men
iadrones, insurrectos, Chinamen, Fili-
pinos or amything you like.. They both
denied knowing anything about the arms;
threats failed to move them. Finally the
angry officer, through an interpreter, told
the prisoners that they would be hanged
if they did not inform on their country-
men. They answered that if they gave
any information they would be killed by
their own people, so they might as well
die at once. Accordingly one of them
was etrung up with a rope over the sca.
fold. - His companion was placed so th:
he could see the execution. After a few
seconds the man was taken down, but he
still refused to speak. -Up he was hoisted
again, and kept there until he fainted,
and was to all appearances dead when
they laid him out on the ground.: They
were about to string up the other native,
but believing hie companion dead, he
weakened and said he would guide the
Americans to a place where guns were
hidden. A few minutes later the other
man recovered from his faint, and the
informer was almost scared to death at
being discovered. This is the story freely
told at San Carlos.

“It these things have come before of-
ficial notice in Manila the public is not
aware of it. Other caseg could be cited
that occurred in Panay and the Sulus.

“On August 8 the ‘General Orders’ con-
tained the report of the Brandle court-
martial, which was held just beyond the
limits of Manila, at Camp Stotsenberg.
Capt. Brandle and Lieut. Perkins, both
of the 27th U. 8. Volunteers, were in
command “of the village of Mariquina,
near the pumping station that supplies
Manila with water., While out scouting
a sergeant of their command was killed;
several natives were captured with some
arms. Every effort was used to make
the prisoners given information about the
killing of the sergeant. Like any other
men possessing a grain of commonsense
or of loyalty to their people, whether they
be guerillos or patriots (very likely they
were of the band that killed the ser-
geant), they refused to give any informa-
tion to their capturers. This apfmrently
enraged the officers, who permitted, if
not ordered, the natives to be hung up
by their necks. Capt. Brandle is charged
with torturing two natives who were
prisoners: under his custody and entitled
to his protection, and of unlawfully, will-
fully and cruelly, commanding, directing
and causing the said two natives to be
hung by the neck with a rope for a period
of about ten seconds, more or less, thus
inflicting upon the said natives wounds
causing great bodily pain. ‘This was
donp in the presence of enlisted men and
natives,

“Lieut. Alvin Perkins is charged with
the same offences against six other na-
pvee at the same time on the same day.
To the charges and all specifications
both Qfﬂeers Dleaded a sweeping ‘Not
guilty.’ A general courtmartial, presided
over by the colonel of the regiment, to
which these officers belong, found Capt.
Brangile and Lieut, Perkins guilty, with
certain exceptions, and deliberately sen-
tenced the officers—to what?—to be re-
primanded by the reviewing authority.”

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THE LEAND QUESTION IN CHINA,

How the Empire Is Divided and the Im-
perial Tribute Paid.

From Pall Mall Gazette,

It is still the custom to consider the
provinces gituated outside the eighteen
forming the kingdom of China proper as
colonies. Nominal tribute is etill paid to
the imperial exchequer by Korea, Thibet,
Annam, Siam and Burmah. HEven so0 re-
cently as three or four years ago Nepaul
sent an embassy te pay its quota of im-
perial tribute, and was the guest of the
Emperor to the extent of certain acres
of camping-out ground and the daily dis-
tribation of rice during the course of a
few weeks’ stay round the walle of the
capital. . %

In the vast plains of Eastern Mongolia
the nomadic Mongolian tribes are ten-
ants at will of the Pekin imperial au-
thorities.. Hach man is considered a sol-
dier, and receives the sum of 12s. every
month: In return for this largesse the
tribes are expected to be in a position to
put into the field a force of eight ‘“ban-
ners” of troops, Hach “banner” should
be made up of eighteen companies, and
each company of seventy horsemen. This
force, like many others in China, exists
only on paper.

Of late years the land occupied by these
tribes has been largely encroached on by
Chinese agriculturists, who have not
been slow in discovering that the ground
is fertile, ' Between the would-be set-
tlers and the easy-going tribesmen there
hus arisen the “slim’” specious Chinese
speculator. Hie mode of carrying on
business i¢ generally as follows: The
Celestial acts as an intermediary be-
tween those of his countrymen anxious
to settle and the actual tenants. To the
former he, in consideration -of a eum
paid as deposit money, undertakes to
provide them with a desirable plot of
ground. He then turns his attention to
the Mangolian. - He presents himself to
him as a merchant ready to sell.anything
and everything on credit, also as a
money-lender. He lures him into debt,
and lends himt money to pay it. When
the day of settlement comes, he proposes
to the unthinking and unsuspecting man
of the plains that he should make over to
him an equivslent in land. The matter
is discussed by the chief tribesmen and
consent is obtained. The Chinese agri-
culturist enters into possession of the
spot vacated by the roving Mongolian,
who, packing up his traps, family and
cattle, moves further inldnd, wuntil he
again falls a prey to the merchant and
money-lender.

The Metropolis Burdened With Exfes
from South Africa.

From The London Express.
London just now is the home of a com-

whose presence in South Africa is npet
desired by the military authorities. Sev-
eral hundreds of these outcasts have been
sent from the Transvaal, Orange River
Colony, and Cape Colony by Lord Rob-
erts and Sir -Alfred Milner. They were
offered a free ge to their own homes
by the British Government, and the ma-
jority have alre reached their friends.

A “few, however," to go, and
they are now in London, ‘worrying the
Colonial Office to take them back to
South Africa.

They simply won't go back home, de-
spite all offers, and it seems as if they
will eventually go to swell the ranke of
i aliens who have already settled down
here.

A deputation of three of their number
has visited the ‘Oolonial Office to place
their case before the authorities.

They were referred to the War Office,
where their reeeption was anything but
satisfactory from their own point of
view,

They were eloquent and earnest, and
assured the officials that Johannesburg,
Pretoria, Bloemfontein, and the Cape
were the only places in which they could
heﬁe‘ to live—and live well.

eir appeal fell on deaf ears. They
were informed that if any of them had
a grievance he had only to go to his
country’s consul and it would be righted.

But this was not what they wanted, so
they returned to their lodgings near the
Tower in a very wunamiable frame of
mind.

Afterward, an Express representative
saw a prominent overnment official,
who, in reply to an inquiry on the sub-
ject, said:

All we
can do now is to wait for their consuls
to take action. One thing is certain,
they won’t get back to South Africa.

“Please understand, many of those who
are staying on here are not strictly refu-
gees. They are men who have given trou-
ble to our authorities during the war,
and Lord Roberts determined to send
them away to prevent them from doing
further mischief,

“I don’t think many of them will prove
blessings to England or any other land.
At any rate they are very shy of giving
their own country a chance to judge of
their worth.” :

‘Why not send them home, whether they
want to go or not? ‘We have a clear and
valid reason for.deporting them from
South Africa, and it was certainly net
intended to have them added to our alien
loafers in London, of whom there are
already more than enough. It they had
the rudiments of common-sense, they
would accept the liberal offer of the Gov-
ernment, go home for a year or two, and
sneak back to South Africa when the
coun is settled—a course that many of
them have doubtless adopted in theory
already.

WORK THAT SHOULD BE DONE.

It is conceded that the province is on

This is not be-
cause euch information has not been
gathered to a very large extent, but be-
cause it is scattered throughout sessional
papers and newspapers, and the work of
finding it when it is wanted is so great
a8 almost to deter any one from mak'mg'
the search. It is quite sx;rprising how
very few people know what information
has been gathered in that way or where
it is to be found. Yesterday the Colonist

parts of the province were to be found.
The question was asked as & test, and
‘the gentleman was' obliged to confess
‘that, while ke knew about the reports
:and read them at the time, he would not
undertake to say when they were pub-
lished. Later another gentleman w#B)
‘met, who had explored a portion of the
province and reported on it. He was
asked where his report wae to be found,
and he replied that he could not tell with-
out looking it up. We are speaking now
of public reports—that is, those which
are, or ought to be, in the sessional
papers. In addition to these there is a
vast volume of information in the news-
papers, but no one knows where to look
for it. 'We are sure that the Colonist
would not undertake to tell any one
where any article descriptive of any por-
tion of the province, published in its
columns more than a month ago, is to be
found.

It is out of the question to think of
compiling the varioiis reports in a series
of volumes, and, we do not think it is at

all necessary; but it is highly desirable
that an index of them should be prepared
and printed for general use. How such
an index should be arranged is a matter
of detail, but we would like to say at the
ountset that indexing is not a haphazard
gort of work that can be done any way.

FAIR TRADE.

Sir:—I am obliged for the courteous reply
in the Times of Friday last to my request
for a statement as to what the Liberal
rarty had accomplished in the way of a
reciprocity treaty with the United States.
The reply is lengthy and might just as well
have been conflned to one sentemce: “We
ail admit now, Conservatives as well as
Liberals, that at the prescnt time there is
no possibility of arriving at any equitable
arrangement.””

In polite speech there are no such things
as superfluous women. There may be more
women than men in some places, but no
one would think of calling them superflu-
ous. But in the sclence of soclal econom oy
there may be such- women, for smperfluous
means more than are needed. It ig com-
fortable, and it Is in accordance with theo
laws of soclal economy, that there should
be just enough women in any community
to furnish each man with one. But th's
state of things does not now prevail, and
never has prevailed, in this generally bless-
ed land. The distribution of population
has always been and still is such that ‘n
many communities there are more than
enough women to go round, and in many
others there are not enough. These facts
are of some significance just now, when
the latest census has revealed that there
are abowut 25,000 more women than men
in the City of New York.

This news has been published in a man-
ner that leads us to suppose that it aston-
ished the publishers of it. But there really
‘was no cause for astonishment. There is
nothing new 1in this state of atfalrs. Ac
cording to the census the total male popu-
lation of the City of New York in 1890 was
757,679, and eof the female population,
767,722. This showed a preponderance of
the eternal feminine to the number ot
10,143. A very casual examinatoin of the
figures will show that the proportion be-
tween the two sexes has been fairly well
preserved in the interval between the tak-
ing of the former census and the latest one.

The State of Massachusetts has always in
recent years held the record for its super-
finity of women, the surplus in 1890 being
64,525. In that state, too, it will undoubt-
edly be found that the ratio has not materi-
ally -altered.

Of course, there must be some reason
for the difference in the numbers of
two sexes. It may be possible that more
girls than boys are born, but it seems
not - unlikely- that the difference in the
numbers may be traeed to historica’
causes. An examination of the eleventh
census will show that In 1 ‘Western
cities and towns almost invariably” had
more males than females, while Bastern
communities, as a rule, contained ~more
women than men. This seems to be stil}
the tase. Without more detailed facts
than are obtainable from even such a
careful study of the distribution of pop-
ulation as that made under Robert P.
Porter, it is not quite gafe to make any
pronounced conclusion. But it seems
‘likely that the prepondsransn ~+ males
over females in the West was originally
caused by the pushing out of ploneer ex-
peditions. . Naturally, parties setting out
to caonquer new territory would be chief-
ly composed of men. Then when the

They told of how pigs from the
outside ranch had been turned loose at
" the station to feed on the refuse of the
tables of the suspects, and of how these
pigs had wandered about where the
smallpox patient was %\:artered. and
afterwards continued their wanderings
about the tents and quarters of the sus-

pects.

Capt. Hall, master of the steamer,
says there was by far insufficient accom-
modation, and to accommodate a crowd

- of passengers like that landed from the
* 'Walla Walla, at least three first-class
barracks would be required. The in-
sufficient accommodation in the first-class
quarters was given fo the ladies and
some of the married men. Others were
quartered in the eating house. The offi-
cers and crew and many of the passen-
gers were quartered in tents. They had
no cots for nearly a week after their
arrival, and it was only by continual ‘re-
quest on the part of the officers that
things were secured for the better com-

The Montreal Witness in a Washington
despatch says:

Last winter, during the excitement over
the Boer war a patent office employee nam-
ed Gustave Thielkuhl was found to be en-
gaged In recruiting men for service in‘'the
Boer army. He was warned to stop, and
nothing more was heard of the latter until
later, when it was discovered that Thiel-
kuhl was still actively at work. He was
dismissed from the public service. Thie'-
kuhl has now issued a signed statemen:
alleging that the man who really was rals-
ing the filibustering company was Webster
Davis, then assistant secretary of the in
terior, and that Thielkuhl was merely a
mask for Davis. It was not until after the

They
would root around the quarters where
the smallpox patient was isolated, and
then later down they would go to the
tents of the officers and crew and the
quarters of the passengers. Complaints
were made about this, and the pigs were
kept out. :

Another officer who had much to say
of the equipment and treatment at the
quarantine station was the chief en-
gineer, Mr. Crosby, who has been in
<charge of the machinery of the Walla
Walla ever since she has been on this
run. He says the station is the prettiest
of spots and the worst managed that he
knows of. There was no bedding other
than that taken ashore from the steamer,
and the ship had to supply men to help
do everything. They were placed in a
large, bare shed, and had to carry every
stitch of bed clothes and bedding they
ueed from the steamer. Then, again, the

. pipes were continually bursting, and they
had to get their men to fix them every
now and agsin. A man would get to
sleep: then he would be wakened up by
getting 2 shower-bath—the pipes had
burst. Anotler thing, when the personal
effects and clothing were fumigated, a
man had only to grab what he wanted.
There was no provision for the safe«
keeping of any one’s goods.

«“The treatment we received down there
caused some sickness among us,” he said,
“I am now suffering from bronchitis and

elaborate ceremonies, though those of hum-
bler station content themselves with mors
priminve rites,

Among the classes supposed to be better
ML a great feast is one of the most import-
it items of the day's proceedings. This,
waich answers to the wedding breakfast,
ig' spread on tables at the east and west (
the dining hall. = But, curiously enough,
neither bride nor bridegroom is permitted
to taste of the delicacies thereon displayed.
[nstead. a meal for the ‘“happy man” -&
spread In the courtyard. Before the cere-
mony he makeg obeisance to his father and
the wedding guests, kneeling down and
knocking his head six thnes against the
groud. The father hands him a goblet of
wine and tells him to send for his bride.

The formula in the bidding never alters.
It is in the following words: ‘‘Go, my son,
and seek your wife and behave in all things
with prudence and wisdom.” The sedan
chair, or palanquin, which is despatched for
the reception of the bride, is invariably
painted red, and is often richly adorned
with paintings and carvings. A profusion
of gilding is always one of its most charac-
teristic features. A large procession, in
cluu.n~ a band of music, is always sent as
escort to the blushing bride. Gay lanterns
and banners, torches, umbrellas and fans
are always carried in the procession. not
to mention varlous emblems appronriate to
the occasion. Thus a tiny orange tree, well
loaded with golden fruit, is taken along as
a symbol of a large family, A goose and
a gander are emblematic of conjugal fidel-
ity, while a dolphin means worldlv pros-
perity and a high position. The color of
all the paraphernalia is red—the hue of re-
jolcing. Red fans, red lanterns, -red uom-
brellas, together with the red-painted pal

Conditions
In Pretoria

Transvaal Capital As Seen by
Lieutenant Morrison of
““D» Battery.

Kruger’s Mansion a Tawdiy
Little Place in a Dirty
treet.

The Ottawa Citizen publishes a letter
from Pretoria by Lieut. E. W. B. Mor-
rison, of “D” Battery, Canadian Artil-
lery, giving one of the most interesting
accounts that has been published of the
Transvaal . capital. Lieut, Morrison
would make his mark as a war cor-
respondent, judging by the high quality
of his descriptive powers.

Pretoria, Aug. 6.—I am here on leave
from Pienaarspoort, where our battery
is on duty pending the generalsadvance
under Lord Roberts ‘to round up Botha.
The railway is rapidly [

the “rail head” for the present. The
fighting does not seem to be over, by any
means. A Yeomanry colonel was killed
just outside of this city a few days :ago,
and a sentry was wounnded last night not
far from the hotel, quite early in .the
evening. You have already heard of
the sharp fight Gen. Hamilton had 12
miles east of here last week. We were
not in that, but our friends of the Berks
Regiment had 23 casualties, including
guard with them not more than a week
the colonel and major. I was on rear
ago, and, it is hard to realize that they
are knocked out so soon. ’ It was the
same with young Borden; we met him
at Irene on  Satmday, and we could
hardly believe it when. we heard he had
been killed on Monday. ’
Sergt. Belford and I rode in here yes-
terday, 16 miles from Pienaarspoort, and
the country we trayersed is a picture of
the ravages of war—ruined and burnéd
houses, deserted farms and minor houses,
broken-down fences and dead horses,
mules and oxen everywhere, smelling to
heaven and disfiguring the ‘landscape
with their bloated, grotesque bodies.
Even the wild animals that should eat
them have been scared away, and the
vultures—well, they’re * living retired.”
Like their friends the army contractors,
the war has made them fat and impu-
dent. In the course of our ride we only
saw one or two houses that were occu-
pied, and we passed many places that
must have been the residences ‘ot
wealthy burghers in the antebellum days.
Here we met “Gat” Howard and
Major Wynn, both in on furlough, also
Major Boulanger, and heard all the
gossip of the army corps. All the Cana-
dian nurses are here, and so is Chaplain
Cox. Every time you turn around you
meet somebody you know. But apart
from the people you meet it is hardiy
worth the trouble of ¢oming in—the
gtores are empty, you cannot buy any-
thing for love or money—that is, any-
thing you want, There is a match
famine and &, tobacco famine, nething
procurable bntEBper tobacco, one pipeful
of which will.knock you out like “dope,”
but to our poor beggars who have been
smoking tea.and coffee and chewin%
{fobacco it is better than nothing, an

has the one virtue in that it goes a long
way, because one pipeful twice a day is
‘as‘much as an able-bodied man can
stand. Then there is no beer, and only
officers can buy whiskey, and then only
with their meals at the Grand hotel. To
be sure, 1 slept last night between sheets
for the first time since I left Deilfontin
hospital last June, but to tell the truth
I was so beastly cold (there were about
three ounces of bedclothes on the bea)
that 1 awoke numerous times to wish
that I was snugly stowed away in my
blankets among the rocks on the top of
Fusilier mountain. As Mulvaney says,
the 'army spoils your taste for the lux-
uries: of civilized life. Nobody is al-
lowed on the streets after 7 o’clock with-
out the countersign, and it is like a city
of the dead after that hour, the silence
only broken by the occasional clatter of
a'mounted patrol through the streets or
the sharp bark of a sentry or a shot in
‘the darkness as 1 heard last night as I
caime back from the club to the hotel.
(The elub' here is a God-send to the offi-
cers on furlough, if you know the ropes.
You can get a drink there without the
necessity of an application in writing to
the commander-in-chief of the forces.)
No doubt you think I write a good deal
about eating and drinking, but these
essentials loom up large in the scheme of
existence of us poor Tommies. Oh, ye
chaps who kick about being * ten miles
from a lemon,” what do you think of an
Trish regiment—Irish, mark you!—that
has not had any whiskey in ite mess for
over two months, Also you want to be
ten miles from a hard-tack' for 24 hours
to discover that you are living near to
Nature’s heart, and it’s the marble heart
at that. However, life on the march is
a great life—sleeping under the stars, up
and trekking before sunrise, eating wh.at—
ever you can get, a brush or two with
the enemy, or maybe an engagement
every other day to add a spice of excite-
ment, and then the evenin, bivouac,
when, the huge snake-like umn_coils
itself . for sleep and thousands of lights
wink out in the twilight until you think
you are in’the centre of a great niagic
city that has sprung into being in ap
hour on the lonely veldt and kopje.
Our battery, with the Connaught Ran-
gers and Royal Fusiliers, is guarding a
narrow gorge through which the broken
railway runs between - two mountains
east of here. One section is on top of
the mountain, another is on outpost four
miles away at a village with a name- 1
am too lazy to attempt to write; * the
other is holding down the base of the
mountain. Lieut. McCrae and I take
turns of 48 hours each manning.the rock
sangars on the mountain top with a de-
tachment of gunners. There is a view
for 10 miles around, and our business
is to watch the Boer patrols and see that
they don’t cut the railway line. You
would laugh to see us starting out with
our detachments to climb the mountain
with our blankets, grub, pans, kettles
and all the rest of it on our backs. We
look like a party of prospectors going up
the White Horse paes in the Yukon, ex-
cept that the trail is a deuced sight
steeper and rougher. Once up, however,
it is comparative pie. All we have to
do is to lie around the guns and snooze
or read or write letters, except two look-
out men who inspect the horizon con-
stantly with binoculars. 'When they
Jocate some Boer parties we wait for a
chance for a shot if they seem likely to
come within range, or, if not, flag their
whereabouts down to camp, and the in-
formation is heliographed to other de-
tachments to keep their eye on them.
The men rather like it, and so do I. We
build sleeping places of rocks about the
size of a decent tomb, and spread a rub-

We had visits in camp several times
from the Misses Cronje, nieces of the
General. They are very nice, well-
educated girls, a quite fashionably
dressed. Agwgesharched into camp last
Sunday we passed them on the, veldt
d;}vmg home from church in a stylish
Victoria with a fine pair of ecarriage
horses and a litfle Zulu boy on the box.
It looked curiously out of place on the
veldt, and reminded one of the Southern
outfits “befoh de wah.”, = When the
Misses Cronje visited our camp they
were attended by three strapping Zu'a
maids, their freshly oiled faces shiring
out of enormous snow-white sun-bonnets.
Cronje pere and the girls’ two brothers
are away fighting against us. I may be
a Foxy Quiller, but' I am inchned to
think that the: social :attentions of the
young ladies are not prompted so much
by a desire fer the  pleasure of our
society as a patriotie ulse lo assist
the Boer cause by obfaining a know-
ledge of qur position. Our commandant
has been advised that Botha proposes to
try to cut the line at this point.

I walked down to-day to see 'the
Kruger .residence. It is a tawdry litile
mansion on a very dirty street, and the
only 'striking feature about it ave the
two stucco lions behind which Oom Paul
was wont to pose when he was being
photographed. What would really be a
very fine square in the centre of the city
flanked by the Raadzal, the palace of
justice, the Grand hotel and other build-
ings, is spoiled by the ugly Dopper
church in the centre, which, howevyer,
will likely be pulled down. The palace
of justice is twice as large and very
much more effective architecturally than
the Langevin block in Ottawa.” It has
been turned into a hospital, and accom-
modates thousands of patients. - The
business methods here are most easy-
going. On Wednesdays and Saturdays
all the shops close at noon.

“The banks are never open in the after-

noon. It is a mystery to me where the
people of the Transvaal have gone, In
the course of our march of nearly 150
miles with Gen. Hamilton I don’t sup-
pose we saw more than a dozen houses
that were occupied. They cannot have
come into Pretoria, because fully a third
of the houses here are vacant or occu-
pied by the troops. The only explana-
tion is that they have trekked off into
the part of the country still held by the
Boer troops.

Canadians should get the contracts for
furnishing army wagons to the Imperial
government. The prairie wagons made
by the Ottawa Car Company for our
troops are far and away the best trans-
ports in the army. They are lighter,
more compact, easier for draught, and
hold just as much ag the heavy cattle-
killing concerns in use by the British
corps. ' Counting the Karoo march, those
with our battery have probably done a
larger mileage than any in the army,
and they have mnever even had a tire re-
set since they started. In the stampede
of the transport when the Boer guns
fired into it at Onverwacht, a big army
“buck” wagon drawn by a score of
mules tried to joekey one of our six-mule
prairie wagong off the road. The gunner
driver in charge of our transport spurted
ahead, took a wheel off the other fellow,
and rolled the big “buck” in the ditch,
without as much as splintering a spoke.
The Canadian horses are also doing very
well in this country. Our battery has

One of his twelve-inch
mirrors is mounted in an observatory in
the rear of his house,

The extraordinary offer was entertained
for a year before it was accepted; but on
July 15, 1895, the critical work was com-
menced upon a rough disk, 62 inches in
Mameter and .7 inches thick, furnished by
the Butler Glass Works. Heretofore, all
such costly moulds had been imported; but,
beth because of patriotic and economle rea-
sons, -the - Butler people were induced to
make the attempt to produc the largest
glass. disk ever designed for telescopic pur-
poses. Other parties had.refused to under-
take it, or else required an installment of
several thousand dollars. Four separate
Dbourings were made into a mould with an

.i8ir: As there appears to be in some
places a misconeeption concerning the
voters’ lists  in their relation to terri-
torial electoral divisions, I forward to-
day 20 copies of the map of your electoral
district, showing ite boundaries under
the. existing Dominion law,. The lists
which have been printed are the provin-
cial lists as last reyised. 'There is no au-
thority existing to change those lists in
cise of doubt or alter them in any way,
g0/ that while the territorial = electoral
divisions remain the same as under the
old act, ‘polling sub-divisions within those
limits and the voters: who vote in them
are those appearing on the provincial
lists. ' It happens that in many instances,
‘more’ especially in Manitoba and British
Columbia (where changes are rapid), that
the  territorial electoral - divigions of the
province do not coincide with those for
the Dominion, and nothing but exact lo-
cal knowledge could disentangle them.
There is no officer, however, at Ottawa
who is authorized to disentangle the lists
in such cases; even if he could have suffi.

PLAGUE AT GLASGOW.

Story of How the Disease Was Fj
Discovered in the Scotch City, Sl

From Daily Mail, Yeoig

Glasgow, Sept. 8.—The plague! One
would scarce resist a shudder when those
omlno_\:s words were applied to the mysteri-
ous disease which came to light in Glasgow
last week. It called up to the imagination
the grim death scenes associated with the
Scourge in the East, and reminded us of
the ihousands of victims it claimed in
Hongkong and the tens of thousands i
Bombay,

But at the first announcement there were
some who - affected to treat the mattep
rather lightly. They argued that, bubonic
plague being primarily an Oriental disease,
it could flourish nowhere except om Orien
tal soil, forgetting that Sydney, with half
the population of Glasgow several hundregs
of deaths have already been reported from
this cause, and that-last year 1t led to .
considerable loss of life in Oporto.

On the other hand, once the first shock
bad passed, the gemeral community, fully
appreciating the serious import of the an-
lnouncement, has seen no reason for either
scare or indiffcrence. Glasgow has reason
tto be proud of its sanitary system, and to
place implieit confidence in the men charg-

) administration; but experience-

ain:districts in the city are favorable
to the spread of such diseases as bubomic
plague and whether there may not be de-
fects even in the most perfect system o2
s‘nnltatlon. And, besides, however slight be
the outbreak, and however promptly it may
| be stamped out, there must in a seaport be
the enforcement of quaramtine, with its
jconsequent delays and great pecuniary loss,
Thgse facts have not been lost sight of.

Nor can it be said that Glasgow Is with-
out unhealthy slums. Much has been done
in the centre of the ecity through the opera-
| tions of the Corporation Improvement
:’l‘rust to root out dens of pestilence and
iVice; but it has been found so far impos-
isihie to provide for the accommodation of
ithmse thus dispossessed of homes, and they
i have taken themselves to quarters which,
|ten or fifteen years ago, were the hougos
of the respectable industrial population. I
this way Thistle street and Rose street, on
ithe south side of the River Clyde, with
their contiguous thoroughfares, have be-
come the happy hunting ground of infe--
tlous disease, and there it was that the
outbreak of the plague was discovered.

About a fortnight ago, in a house in Rose

street, occupied by Hugh Bogie, a dock
laborer, a wake was held over the body of
Bogie's wife, who died of pneumonia. The
company included a Mrs. Molloy, who resid
‘ed at 57 Thistle street, ome of the most
unsavory tenements in the locality. Dank-
ness and depression hung over the house.
