In regard to the lack of tke right teach-
ors he held that anyone who cannot rever-
ently, humbly and lovingly read the word
of God with Kilcluo is not fit to have the
tesching of a class, [Applause.] A callous,
bard, sneering man, should not bave the
honor or privilege of being the teacher of a
gchool anywhere, least of all in her majes-
ty’s dominions. [Applause.] The bible
waus read in many of our schools, both com-
mon and grammar, not msn{ years gince.
What pushed it out of both classes of
schools? He answered: school programs of
studies, inspections and examinations. He
knew of a yrammar school wherein the
bible was regularly read for an hour each
week, and difficulties, other than theologi-
csl, explained till within a score of years,
But, this scripture reading was discontin-
ued, because of the cry raised respecting
the low standard of learning in the gram-
mar schools, He never heard of any diffi-
cuity then on account of either religious
differences or lack of right teachers, why
shiould there be now?
