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Canadian Agriculture.

.-+ Professor Bryon did well to invite the
attention of the British association to the
condition of agriculture in Canada., Very
naturally he spoke of the old provinces
chiefly, the truth being that the prairie
farming and grain production of the great
Northwest is & new. development, the re-
sults of which will better appear by and
by. We may say, indeed, that the harvest
of the present year is the first one yet
gathered in the Northwest showing any
economic results of magnitude. This year,
for the first time, does the harvest of the
new country tell on eastern markets, But
in years to come the further development
of the mew country will be rapid, with
large results to the whole country.

Already it may be foreseen that the
great new grain production of the North-
west must cause increased attention to be
given in the old provinces to stock, and
dairy, fruit farming. In these provinces
the old system of depending on wheat
chiefly has passed away, and it is not likely
ever to return, The export of cattle,
meat and dairy produce increases every
year, and is capable of much further expan-
sion in time to come. The settlement of
the Northwest, and its large production of
grain, must tend to promote greatly the
beneficial revilution now going on in farm-

.- ing in the old provinces.

The professor takes occasion to point
out again the adaptation of Ontario for
stock-raising. The hills and valleys of the
maratime provinces, he adds, are in great
part suitable for the same purpose. But
he sees, at the same time, that competi-
tion is heavy in the world’s markets and
that we shall require to farm skilfully and
systematical we are to continue mak-
ing proj as even to hold our own. We

_have maturity and wealth opposing us
even up to our own doors, and these same
things are meeting us everywhere else.
«Tt is obvious,” he continues, “‘therefore,
that our own future in the world’s agri-

- cultural market must be cadtiously and
firmly handled. These are no times of
half measures and indecision. To peddle
beef and flour in Britain against her own
farmers and all other comers implies more
than commercial acumen ; it means such
a disposition of our landed estate, politi-
cally, scientifically, and practically, as
shall bear the crucial test of such an asso-
ciation of men as the present. Nature has
done much for the Dominion, but good
farming and ‘hard work must do the rest,.
‘We must look forward toa new develop-
ment of agriculture as well as of manu-
factures in Canada.

Coal Combinations.

The strongest attacks that the N. P. is
compelled to withstand, west of Nova
Scotia, are upon the duty on coal, ‘The
free traders, or revenue tariffites, or what-
ever they ought to be called—for they have
not yet even given their policy & name—
are quite careful when addressing the coal
protectionists of the east not to harp upon
this particular string; but they fiddle upon
it most industriously in this province, par-
ticularly before urban audiences. Ontario
has no coal fields, unless there be some
lying perdu in our newly-awarded terri-
tory, but our farmers have generally still
their own fuel; therefore, it is upon the
denizens of our cities and larger towns that
the coal question is most persistently
pressed. 2

That the duty upon coal never, at any
time or under any circumstances, increases
its price in this province The World, asa
loyal but candid friend of the national
policy, cannot admit. Neither can we ad-
mit that the price of coal is its commercial
value, plus the duty. An honest observer,
who is not a mere partizan, must admit
that at times the duty on coal may affect
its cost to the consumer to some extent,
not necessarily to the amount of the duty;
but he will not remain blind to the fact
that the article is often given a fictitious
value which it could and would be given if
it were upon the free list. Protection has
nothing to do with the closing of naviga-
tion, and we all know that the closing of
navigation acts like yeast upon the price of
coal,

Combinations of mine owners and of
railway directors are the chief factors in
the inflation of the prices of fuel. The
mine owners refuse to produce except at
such figures as suit themselves, and the
railways coatrolled by them will not carry
coals except for certain parties, and mpon
certain conditions, created by themselves.
It is -easy to understand the position in
which thi - places the consumer.

Philad.'phia, for instance, is the chief
city of a great coal producing region, It
is clear that a duty, protective or other-
wise, cannot affect the price of coal in that
city, because it conld no more pay to carey
Canadian conl to Philadelphia  thaen it

would to carry it to Newcastle, us the

sylvania coal was selling in Syracuse,
N.Y., at $3.85, $3.95, and $4.15, for grate,
egg, stove, and chestnut, respectively, the
same grades were being held in Philadel-
phia at $6,50 all around. The responsi-
bility for this unnatural disparity lies at
the door of the Reading railway company,
which is a tool of the mine owners.

As the melancholy season is at hand,
¢ the saddest of the year,” when certain
Canadian politicians delight to raise the
coal cry, the facts given above are of some
interest to all coal consumers.

More of the Mail's Madness.
Valuable experience is wasted upon the
Mail. Despite alike the rejoicings of ene-
mies and the protests and appeals of
friends, the reckless organ remains wrapped
up in its own conceit, impervious to all
wiser counsels, and continues to treat the
reading public as though it were made up
of two classes, scoundrels and fools, the
former its adversaries and the latter its
obedient servants.

Now it
repeats itself by similar treatment of
the young men who have ex-
pressed the intention of joining in the
Mowat demonstration. With an assinine
affectation which is the marvel and
the horror of all people of common
gense, it alleges that no young man of
¢toulture” or ‘of “spirit” will participate in
the reception to the provincial premier,
and that those who do so will be black-
guards, such “as may be found at street
corners after nightfall. They are fond of
the shelter of friendly fences, against
which they can lean, to pull at the cigar
ends that accident places at their com-
mand. They are redolent of whisky and
elang, and tobacco and profanity.” And
more to the same effect.

We are not of those who think that our
young men should tie themselves too
tightly to any party without good reason
to believe that such party has a broad and
patriotic policy, and is prepared to con-
cede to young men that which they have a
right to ask for themselves and for their
country, as a country, and not as a pro-
vince or a colony. We know that our
young men have not been properly treated
by either party, either as to the franchise,
or as to their proper places in the party
councils; but we concede to every man,
young or old, the right to his opinions, and
the right to decide for himself in which
political camp he finds the lesser
evil—the less indifference to the proper
aspirations of youth to the rights of
citizenship, and the less hostility to the
national idea. Waiving all this, did we
deem it our duty and our place to oppose
guch affiliations, we should be the veriest
dolts to do so in language eminently calcu-
lated to weaken our friends, rejoice our
enemies, alienate the indifferent, and dis-
gust everybody.

Many warm friendships subsist between
the young men of the reform and the young
men of the conservative parties. The lat-
ter are disgusted and humiliated to all
their friends across the party line
characterized, and that in advance
of their appearance, in the good set terms
of unprovoked blackguardism. The more
one thinks of it the greater is the surprise
that the organ of a great party should be
left in such hands, and that any man of
any attainments should be so careless both
of the interests committed to his care and
of his own reputation.

Members of the geological section of the
British association must have felt a special
interest in their visit to Canada, the geol-
ogy of which presents some features not
elsewhere to be met with in the world.
And, as Sir Richard Temple remarked,
members of the economic section had it
brought to their notice, that in Canada
much attention is being given to their
specialty—the department of commerce and
agriculture, The N.P. will give the
economic section something to think about,
though we cannot expect a vote of ap-
proval. Some good will have been done,
however, if we can only get our English
friends to realize that the N. P. is no
mere accident of a year, but something
that has come to stay, just because it is
specially adapted to the country’s circum-
stances,

There is probably no other British states-
man living who has given more special at-
tention that Mr, Grant Duff has during
many years past bestowed upon the ques-
tion of English and Russian relations in
Asia. He ought to be able to do good ser-
vice in Berlin as an authoritative exponent
of the British side of that rather import-
tant question.

The experiment of sending Canadian
boatmen to the Nile is to be tried after all,
and men for this service are actually being
engaged. One thing in favor of the ven-
ture is that the expedition will be in the
Nile country during the coolest portion of
the year: and our voyageurs will probably
go and return without seeing the enemy in
force, except at a considerable distance.
If General Wolseley only gets a force big
enough from the start, the boatmen will be
in no particular danger, and it is men-
tioned that he stipulated for a large money
vote and plenty of men before agreeing to
take the command.

As a thoroughfare in St. Matthew’s
ward has for forty years borne the name
of Logan, the residents of that section ob-
ject to having the street rechristened
Blevins avenue, as proposed. Quite right,
too. This description of aldermanic am-
bition is altogether too petty, and its grati-
fication might necessitate a rechristening
of our strects after every municipal elec-
tion, so that 8 citizen could never be cer-
tain in the month of January whether he
fived on Queen street or in Boffin’s lane.

A well:written article on the above sub-
ject, in the Week, by Mr. Collins, gives
rise to suggestions it may be of gervice to
print. It is there conveyed that our litera-
ture is scarcely worthy of the name, and a
list of what is called such is given, ‘What
is the list? Chiefly histories and diserip-
tions of Canada or the Canadians. Why?
1t was a field into which it would not have
paid foreign authors to" venture, All
other literary opportunity is swept away
by the remorseless inpour of foreign works.
Therefore do we see such men as Mr.
Collins employed in gathering together,
on the dull, dead sea of colonial inaction,
such floating disjécta membra of the wrecks
of past transactions as may sustain
heroic reputations, for a time, for some
leading .man or other whom the
public may care to read about
You should read his books, too ; there is
life, power, thought in the style. Why
waste your evenings on the silly scandal,
hurried writing and dull novels—all on the
same eternal model—of the newspapers ;
or on the fiction which comes here by the
thousand bales from the Statesand Britain,
destitute of one delineation of character,
ofjone picture of life—stuff written to oxder
by people who know nothing, to amuse
people who never will know more.

Take another work—the lateiy issued
“Toronto, Past and Present”—by Dr.
Mulvaney, Here you have Toronto bay as
when Simcoe built his canvas house under
its bordering trees—Little York as when a
thousand rivulets debouched their mud
upon its site, and struggling citizens
strove by logway and pattens to get across
King street—Toronto lit by the midnight
house-burnings of the rebellion—Toronto
the small backwoods city by a lake, .and
surrounded by a wilderness—Toronto the
great railway centre—tbe true capital of
British Amerlca—the fafure capital of a
pation yet to be—its history, its institu-
tions, its inhabitants, so_clearly described
that an Antipodean, reading the work,
might know Toronto better than do its
residents—described, too, in language rich
with frequent imagery and graceful with
literary allusion, while, for ‘quantity, the
mass of writing completed in the short
time allowed is to myself, whose lingering
pen drags hesitatingly through a thrice-
thought paragraph, a thing not to be un-
derstood. It is doubtfulif there be another
such guide-book,

Take another contributor, in a different
line to Canadian literature, the Toronto car-
toonist, Bengough. Gather the comic
prints of the world, there will not at the
present moment be found his equal in the
art of caricature. Since Leech died, Panch
has indeed many amusing society pictures;
but in its attempts to hit off living men, it
possesses scarcely the ghost of its former
abilities. Its fellows are no more witty
and far more vulgar, Paris’ produces but
monsters when she attempts to caricature,
New York has many spiteful political ar-
tists, but not one caricaturist. In mno city
but Toronto to day is there one who ap-
proaches the ideal acme of caricature—
who can whenover he chooses to exert his
powers, without annoying any one, yet
make both original and sudience laugh
heartily at the portrait.

Here we have three in Canadian litera-
ture and art—each perhaps unequalled in
his own styie, yet we have many eminent
Why is cur literature insig-
nificant?

We have followed the pernicious method
which has ruined the litersture of the
States.  We have, as they, imagined that
foreign books cheaply bought—or stolen—
were as valuable as those written here.
The States have refused to enact an honest
copyright law, and therefore, they have no
writers. Considering their vast market for
books, their great riches, their numerous
leisured classes, their literatureis infinitely
poorer than our own. Had they refused
to take what they did ot pay for, writers
would have flocked to their shores, writers
would have grown to eminence within
their borders; and the literature there
produced would have had an effect the
foreign cannot—thought would have gen-
erated thought—their universities would
have been thorough instead of superficial—
their speakers would not-have degenerated
—the symbol of their ambifion would now
have been other than the dollar. The
States have again personified the fable—all
the powers have in the cradle bestowed
their every favor, save one, and that ome
gave that which has poisoned all—the in-
fatuation that literature could be stolen.
That great gift above others is the fairy
money. Fairly won it is the silver and
the gold—it purchases the wealth of na-
tions—it opens the palace doors. Fraudu-
lently obtained, whether by & publisher
from another,” whether by a politician
from a writer,"whether by a nation from
another, it turns to dross in the chest, If
it yet puichase, the goods do not endure ;
but the contempt accompanying them is
real—is burning—is deathless.

Presentation of an Address and Portrait
in Olls to Hugh Blain.

The quarterly meeting of the Commercial
travelers’ association of Canada was held
at the rooms of the association on Saturday
night, J. C. Black, lst vice-president,

your policy of establishing an insurance fund.

the onerous position you had filled so longand
faithfully, and in which your estimate of the
future upon assuming office had been amply
verified. i ¢

Your services in connection. with the gov-
er tand ma t of the association,
more particularly in regard to the legislation
respecting insurance, have also been very
valuable. and we are glad that the severance
of the tie that has so long bound us together
does not involve your withdrawal from active
participation in the meritorious work the
association, largely through your influence, is
now engaged. 4 4

We desire to emphasize our high apprecia-
tion of your services, both as an executive
officer and as a member of the board of direc-
tors, and therefore beg your acceptance of the
accompanying oil portrait of yourself. At the
same time we desire to express our best wishes
for your continued happiness and prosperity,
and permit us to add that you willona future
occasion accept the highest office in the gift of
the association. 5

Mr. Blain in reply expressed the pleasure
it i&ve him to see the generous appreciation
of his efforts in aid of the finances of the
association. The good results could
only be achieved by the faithful
work of all concerned. He ‘thought
that the association was of untold
benefit to its members and of profit to em-
ployers. He congratulated the members
on the position they now occupied possess-

ing as they did close upon $100,000. He

hoped that this association would allow
the portrait to be placed on the walls of
the association, and he should keep the
address as an evidence of the pleasant re-
lations existing between them, and he
should cherish it highly. He expressed
the desire that the sphere of the associa-
tion would not be curtailed, and that its
usetulness would continue, for at its meet-
ings he had derived the brightest pleasures
of his life.

At the invitation of Mr, Blain the meet-
ing adjourned to the National club, where,
after partaking of refreshments the com-
pany had a ‘“feast of reason,” as Mr. Black
described the speech making which he
commenced, by proposing the health of
Mr. Blain. The speaker eulogized the in-
fluence of Mr. Blain who had been instru-
mental in raiging the association froma
poor  and  insignificant body to
one of opulence and strength able to assist
the necessitous. In reply Mr. Blain said
he not only had a genuine interestin the
affairs of the association but a warm per-
gonal friendship for many of its members,
Mr. Black’s name would be pre-cminent in
connection with the insurance scheme
which was an instance of individuals united
in associated effort for a great object.

Black), whose services, officially and per-
sonally, were valnable. J., C7 Black re-
sponded, and then proposed the toast of
tbe merchants of Toronto. R. W. Elliot
in reply looked upon the commercial trav-
elers as the exponents of the houses they
represent. He attributed the rapid progress
of Toronto to, the honorable system of
business, and the commercial travelers
were a set of men that any city might well
be proud. He thanked the association for
being a benefit to those who fell by the
way. Through our admirable railway sys-
tem this had become the business centre,
and he looked forward to the organization
of an association which would be a rendez-
vous for all business meneither visiting or
resident in Toronto. .\I§ Mutton said all
should be proud of the magnificent city we
were building up, and which would soon
fill the first place, Mr. Allworth proposed
the health of the artist, Mr. Bridgeman,
who brifly responded. Mr. Galbraith then
gave a recitation in true histrionic style.

IS THE GLOBE SOLD

To Dunecam McIntyre—What His Paper
Says About it—The Globe's Denial
Evasive,

The following articles from the Montreal

Herald and the Cornwall Freeholder deal
with the reported sale of the Toronto
Globe to Duncan MclIntyre. The Herald

is owned by Mr. Mclntyre, and the Free-
holder is the property of one of his most
intimate friends and counsellors, and com-
ing from these sources the rumor of the
sale, notwithstanding the Globe’s evasive
denial, would appesr to have some founda-
tion :
From the Montreal Herald.

For some days past rumors have been
rife here and in the west, to the effect thab
Mr. Duncan MclIntyre has secured the
control of the Toronto Globe newspaper by
the purchase, at forty cents on the dollar,
of the stock held by Mr. Nelson of Edin-
burgh, brother-in-law of the late George
Brown. The Globe in its issue of Wednes-
dap under the heading of “Tributes to
the Globe,” instead of confirming or con-
tradicting this report, takes great pains to
tell its readers that the Nelson stock has
not been sold to ¢ the . Canadian Pacific
railway,” « statement which nobody
has made, so far as we are aware,
It is to be hoped, in the interests of the
liberal party as well as of the public gen-
erally, that the reported purchase by Mr.
Melntyre, which the Globe does not deny,
is true. Mr. MoIntyre has been an active
and staunch reformer all his life, and there
is nothing unlikely in his making an effort
to rescue the old organ of his party from
the clutches of a ring of speculators and
wreckers, and to restore it to the position
ic held in .the days when George Brown
and guiced it, and it had the confidence
and support of Alexander Mackenzie.

The (tlobe winds up its evasive denial of
its purchase by the C. P. R. by a fresh de-
claration of its independence, which very
few will believe. The Globe, as everybody
knows, has for the last few years been the
humble servant of the Grand Trunk rail-
way, no doubt, for ample consideration.
If its managers wish to enlighten the pub-
lic on this bit of internal economy, they
might explain the relations of two of their
directors with the Grand Trunk.

One thing from all this is clear—that the
Globe is for sale; and it is equally clear,
that if Mr. McIntyre has not bought it,
he may do so, although we ghould think
forty per cent. a high price in these times
for a non-dividend paying stock.. .,

From the Cornwall Freeholder.

The rumor was current a few days ago
that Mr. McIntyre, ex-vice-president of
the Canadian Pacific railway, had pur-
chased the controlling interest in the stock
of the Globe newspaper held by Mr. Nel-
gon of Edinburg. ‘1he Globe denies the
truth of the rumor in terms that are evi-
dently intended to be specific but which
are scarcely so,

1t will we think be admitted that Mr.
Nelson, who holds the stock in trust, or
perhaps not in trust but as the Globe has
it, in the interest of the family of the late
Mr. Brown, could not carry his stock toa
better market than to the represeutatives
of the Pacific railway compeny, one of whom
is now a congiderable holder, 1t inight be,
what Mr. Nelson would certainly be bound
to do, the best thing possible for the trust,
to sell to these who would no.doubtreadily
give much more than the marked value ot
the stock for it. When the shares of &
great newspaper property, the influence of
which is a matter of vital importance tothe
ruling spirits of great commercial enter-
prises, pass into the position of a trust to
be administered for the benefit of heirs,
the situation of the newspaper becomes
most critical. The trustee mustomake the
most of his trust. Lf there is a grea®
political interest involved the representa-
tives of that interest are in a position
where they must compete in themarket
with the representatives of the great @pm-
mercial interests. o 0 B

That to outsiders has for some time ap-
peared to be the situation relative to the
Globe. It is a situation of crisis; nothing
can be told under ordinary circumstances
until the stock books are clozed prepara-
tory to the next general meetings - Lhere
are, we regret to observe, many” points
which the Globe’s denial does mot cover,
and which we do not suggest because too
often suggestion in such cases is taken by
many for allegation. When the conection
of Mr. Gordon Brown with the Globe was
terminated there was destroyed the guar-
anty, if guaranty were possible under the
joint stock condition, that the Globe might
not any day fall into the hands of the
Philistines.

May White Wanted in Daltimore,
The Baltimore Herald has an article on
the defect of the law of Maryland which
has no provision for the detention of wit-
nesses of a great crime. The Herald says:

When May White, whose testimony  in
Hazeltine's case is so important, was allowed
to leave for Canada, State’s Attorney Kerr
was impelled to explain the defects of the law
in order to acquit himself of apparent neglect
of duty. The expose thus made renders it
highly improbable that he will again be
allowed to keep a tight hold upon important
but migratory testimony. The utmost that
can be dene under the law, at
present, is to require the W itnesses—
even although they may be financially
irresponsible, as in the case of May White—to
enter into a_recognizance for his or her ap-
pearance when wanted. The court can only
commit in the highly improbable event of a
refusal to assume the visienary responsibility
indicated. If the witness is an infant or a
married woman, a more substantial bond from
another party can be required. Even in this
case, however, the surety can accept a reason-
able chance of evading payment on forfeiture.
The Jaw for prosecuting the bond is so obscure
and inadequate that it is to all intents and
purposes a dead letter.

In the case of May White, whohas departed
in no wise concerned because of her visionary
debt to the State of Maryland, the prosecuting
attorney is simply powerless. Her record of
indebtedness is worthless, and even if g 5
could not be collected, as she has left the
state. When the trial approaches Mr. Kerr
can only write a polite note begging her to
travel nearly 1600 miles to tify sto a crime
which, in the ordinary course of the life she
leads, will have become only a memory dis-
agreeablejto recall.

We recognize a slight possibility that she
will come, and then again there is, on the
other hand, a strong probability that she
won't.
