If he cannot be in­
duced, through a full knowledge of the 
facta, to withdraw his proposed measure, 
then the Canadian Government must take 
the matter ini hand and oppose its passage. 
Philanthropy need not conflict with com­
merce. The majority of people in the 
Dominion would aid and encourage any 
attempt to improve the methods of 
shipping cattle, but will not quietly permit 
the rum of a $5,000,000 trade in the name of 
Philanthropy, Plimsoll or any other P. There 
is no necassity for so doing. It is like killing 
a steer to cure jt of breaohy habits—now 
that we are speaking of cattle. Mr. Plimsoll 
is a man of good motives who can pride him­
self dn a useful past. It is to be hoped that 
he will modify his bill so that while satisfy­
ing his conscience he may not. do Canada a 
grievous and profitless wrong.
