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Hinrs ox Prorer Care or VenioLes.—A
carriage should be kept in an airy, dry
coach-house, with & moderate amount of
light ; otherwise the colors will be destroy-
ed. There should be no communication
between the stables and the coach-house,
The manure-heap or pit should be kept as
far away as. possible. Ammonia cracks
varnish, and fades the colors both of the
painting and the lining. Whenever stand-
ing for days together, s carriage should
always have on it a large cotton cover,
sufiiclently strong to keep o the dust
without excluding the hight. Dust, when
allowed to settle on a carriage, eats into

the varnish, Care should be taken to
keep this cover dry. When a carriage is
new, or newly painted, it is better for it
undlkwmtchbulnluuod
It will stain or spot, even then, unless
care be taken to remove the mud before
it dries on, or as soon afterwards as possi-
ble, A ourlqo should never, under any
circamstances, be put away dirty. In
washiog a carriage keep it out of the sua.
Use plenty of water. For the body use »
large,soft sponge ; when saturated , squeess
it over the panels, and by the flowing
down of the water the dirt will soften and
bharmlessly ruu off ; then finish with a
chamois., Never use a spoke brush, which,
in. conjunction with the grit lro. the

[f persisted tu, it will rub off the varnish
and paint even down to the wooed, Io
cleaning brass or siiver work, no acid,
mercury or grit should be used ; the polish
eshould be obtained by friction alove.

He sdvocated extending the
Intercolonial Railway along the wharvee
which would give greatly increased
storage capscity for freight ; ssid the
resson W, & A, cars were not allowed
to go on the Deep Water terminus on
same terms as Intercolonial cars Wwae
because there was bardly room for the
latter,

Mr. Mills, Anpapolis, wes the nexi
speaker. He sgreed substantisily with
remarks of preceedingspeskers, Said
there was & great tsngle in railway
matters as be understood it in Western
Nova Scotia, and thet while Mr, Jones
blamed the Dominion Governnent, he
blamed tbe loecal grit government for
the tsngle.

section 1 of chapter 22 of the acts of 1887,
introduced by Mr, Matheson, (Govwt.)
elicited quite a loog discussion. The bill
simply provides that all dominion officials
shall be entitled to sit and vote for muni
cipal councillors, The motion was as
follows : —

i:Section 1, of chapter 25 of the acts of
1886, is hereby amended Ly omitting the
words—* or holds office ander the dominion
government,' in the third and fourth lines
of said section, and also, by omitting the
last sentence in said section reading.
« This section shall be read and constraed,
as if the same bad been enacted in the 5th
series of the revieed statutes provided,
however, that no official of the dominion
or provincial government who is disquali-
fied from voting at provincial elections
shall be eligible as a municipal councillor.”

THE FRANCHISE ACT.

Hon. Mr, Fielding (P. 8.) introduced a
bill entitled, an act reepecting tbe elec~
toral franchise. He stated that the biil,
while somewhat lengthy, was very largely
a mere re~enactment of legislation now on
the statute book, and for convenience it
had been deemed prudent to revise sod
consolidate the law by this bill, "T'he
first portion of the election law is pub.
lished under the division ‘¢ of the register
of voters " in the chapter of the revised
statutes on the subject,and that portion
snd also the act of 1885 are revised and
consolidated by the bill now submitted,
The chief amendment is the introduction
of an fncome franchise. All perfons hav-
ing an income of $300 and upwards, and
resident for one year n the district, are
qualified to be placed on the li-t in addi
tion to the persons now qualified, There
is & provision—not for a change of the
method of revision, but for expediting
the revision of lists, and also anothgr pro~
vision to allow eheriffs to place names on
the list iu the event of reviso's baving
left them oft, The penalties in case a
sheriff or revisors are guilty of dereliction
of duties are increased by this bill, The
schedules in the bill are simply schedules
of the present act, with a farther blank
for income qualification. In otber res-
peots the schedules are preciscly the same
as under the existing law. He proposed
to move the second reading of the bill on
Monday next, if there be a full house, and
if not, ou Tuesday and woeuld then explain
its provisions more fully.

Many uese it in preference to
almost any otber kind of fruit, and it
is constantly gaining in favor. It bhas
been developed (o a state of rare per-
feotion. Every part but the skin is
edible, and that is so thin as to amount
to aimost nothing in waste. People
should eat more of them. 'T'hey are
raised cheaply, with very little trouble
to ocultivate, and a few plants, with
proper oculture, will supply a small
family throughout a whole season, and
leave some to spare for canning pur-
poses. Few people get a correct idea
of the magnitude of the canning busi-
ness where lomatoes are put up,
Immense faotories in many of the
| States put many tons of this fruit in
cans every day, during the ripening
season, Large quantities are consumed
in cities through the winter., Well- to-
do people buy them because they form
a most excellent and healthful article
of food, and those in moderate oir-
cumstances enjoy them equally hecause
of their cheapnees. The tomato being
native to a tropical country thirives best
in & warwa situation, such as a soutb-
sloping hilleide. A sandy loam is best
suited to its oulture, The plants
ought to be a sufficient distance apart|
to allow plenty of warm sunshine to
fall upon the ground, and the tops|
spread to admit the warm rays upon
the fruit. - Practical Farmer.
