—The Ontario legislature is being peti-
tioned for permissive legislation allowing
municipalities to impose a progressive tax
on departmental stores, the ol ject being to
drive such stores out of business. Tho plan
proposed is to tax a second department and
then double this tax for a third and so on,
progressively doubling the previous amount.
There are seven petitions, containing thons-
aads of names, before 'the government, and
they recite strongly the grievauces of the
petitioners. Ninety per cent of the trades-
men of Canada are in sympathy with the
movement to handicap the big general stores.
It is not only in Ontario that trade is affect
ed by their operations, but from an Ontario
centre the arms of the octopus reach into
neatly every city, town and village in the
Dominion and exercise a blighting influence
on the business of the local tradesman.
Uaquestionably these department stores
have driven many an honest merchant to
bankraptcy. We hope to see the Ontario
legislature take heroic measures to protect
the smaller business against these monopo
lies; the welfare of a province does not re-
quire that the country storekeepers be pau-
pecized to make a fortune for a firm that can
¢ mbine thirty'departments of trade under
one rocf. If poople in this province would
consider their own interests as at all con-
nected with the best interests of their coun-
try, the thousands of dollars that are annu-
ally sent the T. Eaton company of Teronto,
from Nova Scotia would be spent at home.

—Canadian reciprocity overtures are this
yesr meeting with friendly reception dut-
side of the legislative halls at Washington
and the possibilities for closer trade relations
between Canada and the United States are
increasing daily. Boston and New York
Boards of Trade have passed strong resolu-
tions in favor of reciprocal trade relations
and the influence of these corporations, repre-
senting tuc conimercial giants of the eastern

states, must be considered as of much im-
portance. The full text of the resolutions
they have unanimously placed on record is
as follows: *“Resolved, that the New York
Board of Trade and Transportation regards
with deep interest the overtures made by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the government of
Canada, .looking to better relations between
that country and the United States. The
__apiril of comity, equity and good feeling de-
mand that peace and concord shall prevail
between this country and our nearest neigh-
bor. The interests of humanity, civilization,
commerce and progress on the American
continent, and the common welfare of these
people demand that such overtures, offered
in good faith, shall be received with good
will.” There is also reason to believe that
the proposed reciprocity has many friends
among the United States legislators and it is
quite probable that a general change will be
made in the existing customs barriers within
a year.
. £
—In counection with the British advances
into the Soudan, a discovery of incalculable
value has been made; a discovery that will
rob desert travel of much of its difficulty
and possibly render the country quite habi-
table. In constructing the raiiway from
Wady Halfa southward across the Nubian
desert it occurred to the Canadian eogineer
to dig for water, iustead of utilizing the sup-
plies of Nile water that were provided in
tank cars for the use of the construction
gang. Eighty feet below the sands of the
desert an ebundant supply of pure, sweet
water was struck; eighty feet below the
bones of the hundreds who had perished
from thirst in the awful desert marches was
an oasis at which the destroying thirst might
have been quenched. Dat it never cocurred
to the perishing ones to dig; their eyes were
strained to catch a glimpse of the stunted
palms that mark the few brackish surface
springs to be-found in the wilderness of
sand. The value of a thooght is peculiarly
illustraica there.

—Press . despatches t} k state that
the Petersen-Tait company have failed to
cwury out their contract with the Dominion
government for a fast line of steamers to ply
between Canada and Great Britain, There
have been 8o many stories told of this con-
tract that we have some hesitation in believ-
ing this latest creation of the news makers.
Months ago a similar story was current but
it met with denials from both parties to the
coniract and was generally diemissed, not
however until a call had been made for the
posting of a large guarantee by the contrac-
tors as an evidence of their ability and in-
tention to complete the work. If they have
failed to obtain sufficient capital to complete
their contract, the most apparent reason will
be their inability to piovide ‘the service re-
quired for the contract price. Two ships
were to be on the ronte in May 1899, and
yet six months h passed and nothing has
been done. Their failure will mean a long
delay in the establishment of the line though
possibly the twenty thousand pounds forfeit,
which the company agreed to post will be a
sufficient soiace for deferred hopes.

—8ome idea of the extent of the trouble
in Iudia may be gathered from the fact that
Sir Williath Lockhart has 70 000 native and
English troops in the ficld under his com-
mand. The subjagation of the Afridis has
proved to be a most diflicult undertaking
owing to the great disadvantages under
which the troops of the punitive expedition
have had to labor. There has been no open
ficld work; their cvery advance has been
opposed by ambushed fanatics whose fight-
ing blood is of that strain that makes Eog-
land’s native Indian troops rank among the
best fighters in the world. This campaign
hae been marked by many examples of per-
sonu! heroism:and brigude bravery. The
story of the splendid charge of the Gordons
at Dargai gap has beea told and retold, but
it is one of those stories that cannot die of
age; it will ever furnish an inspivation to
the British soldiery. The British losses
Lave not been heavy but the troops have
suffered much from cold nd fatigne, The
death statistics pay a_silent tribute to the
courage of the officers—thirty-two have
been killed to every seventy-four men.

War on Aduiterated Teas.

Ottawa, Dec. 11.—The Minister of Cus-
toms has caused a circular to be sent to all
collectors of customs asRing them to forward
to the department here for approval samples
of all tea imported into Canada from the
United Kingdom and from the United States
before delivery of the tea, unless a customs
certificate from these countries is produced
by the importer to the effect that the tea
has been duly approved for home consomp-
tion from the United Kingdom or the United
States. This step has been taken to prevent
the importation into Canada of tea which is
adulterated. The Customs Department is
also sending out the circular designed to in-
crease the accuracy of expert entries.

JUBILEE RAMBLES.

To the Henley Royal Regatta Upon the
Thames.

By J. Rupert Elliott.
( Continued. )

We saunter by the towing path to a de-
lightful cool spot in the shade of lofty trees,
where we find an easy seat. We are jast by
a Remenham farmhouse, and but a few rods
away is the Remenham church and rectory,
nestled ’'mid a thicket of trees and rich
shrubbery. Just beside us is a tent, in
which are domiciled for the regatta season,
an aged country woman and what appears a
granddaughter. We wonder if the old wo-
man has not some business, such as fortune
telling, or something of that sort, to profit
by while here. The little girl is having a
happy time. She supplies us with fresh
water from a spring near by and in other
ways displays a genuine hospitality. The
couple have been here since the first of the
Henley gathering, and conecquently feel the
importance of old settlers.

The crowd, which is dense at the bridge,
has not reached up this far yet. This gives
us a greater opportunity to witness the
scenes.upon the river. For more than an
hour we keep to our pleasant quarters. Op-
posite us, by the other shore, is the great
line of house boats, in number more than
fifty. There they are, in all their exquisite
beauty of ornamentation, moored stem to
stern, close up to the banks of the river,
with here and there the thick foliage of
trees overhanging, and the consequent shad-
ows and dancing light playiog upon these
fairy like homes. Behind are the rich graz-
ing meadows, with here and there a stray
from a herd feeding as busily as though
everything was perfectly to its liking. The
boats are gorgeously decked with most beau-
tiful flowers, in foliage and bloom, and each
tip and corner has its gay little flag. We
see the flags flutter, and hats and handker-
chiefs wave; the flowers are blooming,
and beneath and around and through the
open parts may be seen charming ladies
dressed in their white duck gowns and col-
ored sashes; some gracefully and gleefully
moving to and fro, others reclining upon the
rich chairs, dreaming to the sound of the
perpetual music or chatting to a devoted
friend, while others, with extended hands,
are giving a welcome to the new arrivals by
the * last train.” What a picture! These
boats are costly affairs. Five pounds is the
minimum yearly charge to a boat for the
privilege of a home upon the-Thames.

The races are on. 'The bells are ringing
to clear the course.’ A steam launch ap
pears, securing attention to this necessity.
A gun fires, the race is started. Up they
come; it is & contest between the Delft Stu
dent’s Rowing Clab and the Kingston Row-
ing Clab. They are lustily cheered by the
occupants of house boats as they pase.
What matters which has the lead, the cheer
ing isall thesame. On they go, the umpire’s
launch following. The course is one mile
and five hundred and fifty yards. Another
gun! Theraceisover. The umpire’s launch
is returning. Which club has won? The
launch upon its balletin board announces
that the Kingston Rowing Club has won by
a length.

Another and another race is run, but our
interest is in that of which the contestants
are the new college Oxford Club, and the
Winnipeg Rowing Club. We have to wait
but a little longer and it is on and our Can-
adian club is beaten. It was a fine race
however.

The people are getting too numerous by
the river bank and are cutting off our view.
We move on towards Temple Island and
take & look at the arrangements at the
starting stage. Then we ramble over the
Remenham meadow, and gather wild flow
ers from among the long grasses. It is get-
ting hot and the hundreds have taken them-
selves to the cool shades of the hedgerows.
We do likewise, and here we can in comfort
watch something of the collateral proceed-
ings of a Henley Regatta day. Thae vendors
of iced drinks, fruit, fried fish, cakes and
other refreshments have reached up this
way, but they keep well by the towing path.
There are thousands here to-day who care
not a fig for the races, but they come with
their bags and their-baskets and their paper
parcels, and here at the top of the field away
frowmn the Sports they open their bags and un-
cork their bottles and smoke their pipes and
chatter and lay upun the grass and dream
away the time. We shall not forget these
hedgerows nor the Remenham meadow.

The day is wearing on, and the races are
over. We move up towards the bridge
again. The river is now alive with row
boats and steam launches moving in all sorts
of conceivable ways. And yet there are
hundreds of boats at the yards idle, because
the owners are not willing to accept a reas-
onable sum for their use.

All along against the river bank boats are
drawn up, lounging on which, are fair girls
and bright hopeful young men, laughing,
happy, joyous. Here and there the group
has its gipsey forture teller whispering in
the ears of the fair ones the possibilities of
conquest. We see many of these here to-
day plyiog their trade just as we have read
of them in the tales of long ago.

We have not told a half of what we have
seen and epjoyed at Henley. Indeed we
cannot te!l it all. We leave, regretting that
such enjoyment cannot follow us all our
days.

Mr. Clement Scott fittingly says of this
meeting: ** The Henley of 1897 will long be
remembered as oce of the most glorious in
the annals of this popular meeting. There
has been no facls to find with the weather,
the sport, or the company. We have en-
joyed well-contested races, close and bril
liant finishes, bright suoshine, blue skies
and congenial companions. They who came
for the sport alone have obtained more than
their money's worth, while the yet larger
contingent, to whom Royal Henley serves
as an excuse for a picnic on a huge scale,
will return home to-night or to-morrow more
fully satisfied with the resalt of an outing
¢qual if not superior to anything of the kind
te be found the wide world over.”

Lobster Fishermen Agitated.

The new Fégulations proposed to be enact-
ed by the department of marine and fisher-
ies prohibiting taking lobsters in the Bay of
of Fundy under 10} inches in length, is
producing considerable excitement in Yar-
mouth and outports. ~The regulation is to
go into effect January 1st. The boundaries
of its operation are said to be Port La Tour
and Grand Manan.

The Yarmouth Times says:—** The effect

every canning establishment on the Bay of
Fundy shore and give a monopoly of the
canning business to the eastern part of the
province and P. E. Island. Llrg; lobsters
are shipped fresh to Boston and New York
market while the smaller ones are sold to
the canning establishments, which could not
do business if they had to pay the price
large lobsters command. The canning pro-
prietors are practically the outfitters for all
the fishermen. Krom them the fisherman
obtain traps, lines, etc., and pay for them in
small lobsters used for canning purposes.
When they are unable to furnish lobsters
enough to pay for their outfits the charge
usually remains against them till the next
season, Now there has already been invest-
ed in this district fully $25,000 in outfits,
cans made and other preparations for carry-
ing on businese, practically all of which
would simply be thrown away if the pro:
posed regulation were put in force at the be-
ginning of the fishing season next month.
To some people this will mean absolute ruin,
while others are fortunately better able to
stand the loss. The parties whom the Times
has interviewed on the subject, representing
people from all parts of the district, say that
if the fisheries department believed in chang
ing the size limit to 104 inches, sufficient no-
tice should have been given, so that no pre-
parations would have been made for can-
ning. They complain bitterly of the an-
nouncement only coming & couple of weeks
before the opening of the fishing season
when they had all invested in outfits, bought
their tin, made up cans, ete. Indeed so
widespread is the feeling of indignation and
80 strong have been the protests sent in from
Yarmouth and Shelburne counties that it
is not believed the regulations will be en-
forced this season, 8o as to enable the can-
ning people to wind up their business.

End of the Six Days Bicycle Race.
New York, Dec. 12.—Charles W. Miller,
of Chicago, is the winner of the greatest six-
day race on the wheel ever held. He has
beaten the world’s record by 182} miles, and
has travelled the marvellous distance of
2,0934 miles in 142 hours. Of the fifteen
men who actually finished the race Miller
was the leader by many miles and toward
the end he was able to take things somewhat
leisurely. Joe Rice, the Wilkesbarre miner,
occupied the same relative position to-night
that he had in the great race one year ago.
He was second man, but more than half a
hundred miles scparated him from the win-
per. Schinner was third, just having passed
the two-thousand mark, and Hale, last year’s
champion, was fourth, having made ten miles
more than when he won the championship.

Ontario Lumbermen.

Toronto, Dec. 11.—An influential deputa-
tion of Canadian lumbermen waited upon
the Oatario Government yesterday and pre-
sented their view of the question which fav-
ors the imposition of such a restriction on
limit-holders as will compel the manufacture
of logs in this country. There was not
absolute unanimity among the members of
the deputation, but a compromise statement
was presented. It was urged that if a duty
of two dollars is charged on lumber enterinog
the United States an equal export duty
should be charged on logs, but as the retal-
iatory clause of the Dingley act has made it
difficult for the Dominion Government, with-
out grave hardship and dislocation of trade
being threatened, to place an export duty on
logs, the only remedy is to prohibit. the ex
portation of logs. Thissuggestion was qual-
ified by the proviso that whenever conditions
are eqnalized as between Canadian and
United States lumbermen the government
should remove the embargo. It was pro-
posed that in any legislation adopted the |
government should reserve power to do this |
without resorting to parliament. At the
conclusion of the interview Mr. Hardy
thanked the lambermen for the information
which they had imparted and promised that
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the representations made would be consid-
ered. He added that it was the United
States tariff which had placed Canadian lum-
ber at a disadvantage and that it was so in-
tended.

British Military Policy.

London, Dec. 10.—The Marquis of Lans-
downe, secretary of state for war, speaking
last night at Edinburgh, outlined the military
policy of the government- Lord Lansdowne,
after remarking that the country had been
confronted during the past few months with
difficulties in every part of the globe, not of
her own seeking, especially n:entioning Beh-
ring Sea, and Venezuelan controversies, said
that three army corps were required, adding
that two must be available for offensive pur-
poses abroad. He asserted that he was still
of the opinion that a moderate service with
the colors was expedient, but he hoped tobe
able to increase the establishment of each
home battalion, thus securing & larger margin
of seasoned soldiers by contracting with
small numbers of reservists, who, for extra
payment, would agree, if necessary, to rejoin
the colors during the first year of reserve.

In summing up the policy of the govern-
ment, Lord Lansdowne said: ¢ Qur inten-
tion is to maintain what is good for the pre-
sent system, and to supplement it where de-
ficient.”

Unrest in Russia.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 9. — Throughout
Rossian Asia there is general unrest among
the Moslems. It is isattributed to the ex-
aggerated report of the Turkish victory over
the great Greek Empire, which bas spread
through the length and breadth of the conti-
nent. The authorities even fear the revival
of the brigandage recently noticed in the
Caucasus is almost solely against the govern-
ment officials and the unprecedented phenom
enon of Georgians displaying hostility to-
ward Armenians, hasb ifest.  The
danger is so serious that a con‘erence of
Caucasian government has been envoked to
concoct measures of pacification. Travellers
in Central Acia report an extraordinary
fervor among the Motlems of different races.
They are sinking their mutual animosities
and declaring that they are first of all Mo-
hammedans, with the Sultan as their com-
mon chief. It is evident that the slightest
pretext would suffice to bring about am up-
risingand to plunge Russia into the same
sea of troubles as India.

Apple Famine in Ottawa.

Ottawa, Dec, 13.—Canadisn fruit dealers
are shipping to the old country their best
fruit when the same cannot be obtained for
love or money in the domestic market. It
is at present a sheer impossibility -to buy
good Snow apples. There is not & barrel to
be bought in O:tawa such as would be look-
ed upon as first class for table use in other
years. Prices are high, too, and many
families would give even an exorbitant figure
to get what they want. Mr. Robertson,
Agricultural Commissioner, said in explana-
tion that prices are even higher for apples at
present in Great Britain than they are in
Capads. Seven dollars a barrel is a good
average price in the British market this fall,
and as long as this holds out it will pay
Canadian apple dealers better to ship to the
old country than to gell in Canada.
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A Large Insurance Policy.

New York, Dec. 8.--Before Mr.
W. Vanderbilt, the youngest son of Mr.
William K. Vanderbilt, sailed for Europe
and the Orient to-day, he took out a life in-
surance policy calling for a million dollars.
This is the largest policy ever written by one
company. The poliey is what is known asa
twenty payment life contract, and provides
for a premium of about thirty-five thousand
dollars.

PARABLES OF THE FOREST.
Things in the Woods Which Have
a Human Interest.

THE TREES ARE LIKE MEN —AGE AND YOUTH
SIDE BY SIDE. —REFLE
ACTER SUGGESTED THEREBY,

JTIONS ON CHAR-

(By Rev. J. L, M. Young.)

Were you ever in the woods? Did you
ever makea study ot the trees? Very many
are the times I have been in the woods. It
is my favorite place for recreation, with rod
or gun. I have seen something more than
big game. The following are a few of things
I have seen—some of the lessons I have learn
ed from my surroundings.

How much like the human race isa

GKEAT FOREST,
with its large trees and small ones, green and
dry, standing and prostrate,”growing and
decaying. While there is a broad difference
betwecen inanimate trees and sentient human
beings, yet certain comparisons may be made
between them that are strikingly suggestive.

There stands a huge giant oak, with a long
straight trunk, clear of knots, to all appear-
anoe, and sound to the core. Its branches,
are large, wide spread, and thrifty, it ia a
monarch of the forest, a fine specimen of an
oak. As the tree is amongst its fellows, so
there can be found here and there a man a-
mong the human race, a man of great cap
acities; of large heart, of generous feelinge,
of noble impulses, upright in all his tran-
sactions, one whose words and deeds will
bear thelight of day, the closest inspection,
and pass examination. But that oak was
not perfect. The frost and sleet of a winter's
day had left their marks upon it; there is a
broken branch, and there some ragged look-
ing limbs. So our best men may have their
faults; scars may be found upon their char-
acter, results of that day of battle when Sat-
an met them, tempted, and wounded them to
their heart.

There, in the forest, are

YOUNG SAPLINGS,
whose roots are sticking down deep into the
soil, whose branches are strong and vigorous.
They represent young men rooted in the
truth, whose principles reach down to the
Rocks of Ages; who are founding noble char-
acters, that shall not wither in death, that
shall be green to alleternity; such ones are
¢¢ like a tree planted by the rivers of water.”
The young sapling, standing alone, in the
open air, sun cultured, wind-blown, storm-
beaten, ash or hickory, is the tree sought for
when timber of great strength and durability
is required. What promise there is, what
Irope, in that young man who isable tostand
alone in the integeity of right plans and
purposes, who meets the temptations of life
and heroically overcomes them. We need
young men, the world is seeking for them,
to fill our legislatures, our banks, and all
places of trust. i
In the forest are agreat many
SMALL TREES,

of which you could not make any very cer-
tain prophesy. The woodman’s axe may be
lifted agsinst them before they come to ma-
turity; the fire may pass through and singe
their tender branches. Old crags of trees
leaning over them, unsound at the best, and
rotten at the root, may fall and lay some of
them low. These have their similitude.
Many of the children, in early life, fall be-
fore the silent scythe of death, or being spar-
ed that event, the fires of passion and ap-
petite are kindled within them, and they are
scorched to the quick; or, an old sinner, in
his downward course of wickedness, may
~drag after it in utter ruin a large number of
the youth of our land.
Among these trees is a very old
DECAYING CRAG,

almost, dead with a green strip on oneside;
a few green leaves on a few live branches.
That fairly represents the bloated sot, the
ruined man, the debauched, in whom every
ncble impulse is blinded and every worthy
sentiment is destroyed, except a heart felt
love for a dear little child.

The leaves particnlarly came under my
notice. Not a breath of wind is stirring, ap-
parently, yet those leaves are in motion, like
the man of whom Rand writes: “blown
about by every wind of doctrine,” now in
one church, then in another; in five different
churches in ten years.

THE LOMBARD POPLAR

reminds me of the selfish man, the egotist.
How closely its branchzs grow to the trunk;
it seems to hug itself with its own limbs; it is
selfishness personified. I like the oak and
the elm, reaching out their long limbs, as
much asto say: ‘“Comein out of the sun;
come into my shadow and rest, Have you
fallen? Let me reach down my limbs, my
hands, and lift you up.”
Here beside the giant oak, stands

THE LORDLY PINE,

large, tall and straight, It is needed for a
At the swing of the woodman’s ax it
comes down with a mighty crash; it is strip-
ped of its clothes,shorn of its streaming hair,
fitted and swung into a proud place into a
gallant ship, to do good service for years.
Here is a man, like the lofty pine, holding a
high position. He is rich also, having more
dollars than leaveson a pioe. But the frosts
of commerce touch him, and his dollars fall
like leaves of the forest. A winter of dis-
aster comes to him, and he comes down nev-
er to rise to effluence again. To lose one’s
money is not the worst thing that can befall
a man. To be elbowed out of high eociety is
no great lose. His hands are clean. No
money of other nien has stuck to his fingers;
he owes no man a copper; one hundred cents
on the dollar he has paid always; he hes
treasures laid upin heaven, from the tithes,
the fifths, “ the first fruits of all his in-
crease,” regularly paid, in orler to bless the
world. There is an exalted place for him in
the Kingdom of the Lord.
In almost every forest there are some

mast,

KNOTTY KNUKLY TREES,

not very. useful for some purposes, but if
they are waluut, or bird-eye maple, the
more curle and twists the better. They
make good lumber, fige veneering. Soin the
home, in the community, in the church even,
there are knotted sticks with many a twict,
And they may have their place; meet a pur-
pose and work well, if pastor and deacons
and men know how te deal with them.
Why should a man attempt to split a tough
twisting cross-grained elm or sycamore? It
is time lost. The way to work them is to
saw them up. What vencers a sycamore
can make when sawed quartering. Why at-
tempt to drivea self willed, persistently ob-
stinate man? It were better to lead him.
Why expect a crooked stick -tofit in a
straight place? Why wish to have all the
trees straight? In ship-building, crooked
sticks are essential to ribs and braces to,|

combine with the straight omes, to give tberf

greater strength. . Again, ®ome pergons, who
are counted very straightf could be greatly 4
improved by putting th€m into a stcam box
and keeping them “oéth aw hole day to make
" them fits into necessary curves, T sp‘eak in
parables.
Here are opnamental trees,

PHE SPRUCE, THE LARCH, THE HEMLOCK,
very pleasant to the sigltt, but not good for
food. So there are persons just like them;
very showy, but perfect nseless, barren of
all good fruit. Spruce makes great snapping,

~ much, noise in burning. Some folks say a
great deal about their hones'y, their religion,

their holinese. But it is not the men who
talk the most, who pray the longest, and
shout the loudest, that are the best chrie-
tians. White birch will give more heat to
the square foot, any day in the year, than
snappy white spruce, and say nothing about
it either. Hollow hearted pine, knurly pine
and false hearted men grow on the same
stump and are both equally rejected. The
cottonwood of the American bottom lands
has an own cousin in the tale bearer, the
scandal-monger, spreading cottony filth
everywhere.

I have seen a tree—a slim, heavy topped
evergreen—loaded with snow, bent down to
che earth, This is a fair pictare of a man
weighed down with trials. The sun shines
upon the trees, the winds of heaven breathe
upon the snow and shake it off, the tree
stands upright as before. The Sun of
Righteousness dries the bitter tears of dis-
tress on many a face and sweetens the cup of
sorrow pressed to many a Christian’s lips.

Before me is a sight to wonder at,

A YOUNG BEECH.

Once it stood upright in its own strength,
now it forms a half circle, bent over like a
bow, its top in the ground. A fallen tree
had caught its top, borne it downward, and
pioned it to the earth. How many a young
person, fine and promising, has been caught
and ruined by the abominable example of
some outrageous sinner,

What a great number of little

CROOKED- SPOUTS

there are in the forest, and they will remain
creoked forever, unless straightened by some
wige hand very early. What a host of spoil-
ed children there are in the land; neither at
home, on the street, or in the house of the
Omniscent God—the Holy One of Israel—do
they behave themselves as they ought. Are
the parents responsible for their disobedi ,
their snarling, growiing at home? Are the
parents responsible for the discourtesy, and
late hours on the street corners? Are not
the parents deeply responsible for their cat-
tle like tramping in places of worship, for
boys and girls of the same family sitting
scattered here and there, for their continuous
whispering, giggling, snickering in the house
of the Lord? Oh, what work, what straight-
ening is needed right here by many a parent.
I call, I make a loud call for family govern-
ment, wise and prudent.

THE THORN AND THE HONEY LOCUST
have spines ou them, shurp as pins. You can-
not get very close to them without being
pricked or torn. So there are persons who
have more sharp points about them, than a
thorn bush; and they prick others with their
keen needles. The tones of their voices are
rasping as a file, their speech cats like a saw,
their deeds wound like nettles, and even the
expressions of their countenances are breach-
es of the peace, positive violations of the
great commandment ‘‘ Thou shall love thy
neighbor as thyself.”

Did you ever look in upon the

GRAVE-YARD OF THE TREES?

Here and there I saw their stumps, their
limbs, and tops. The trees had been cut
down, the trunks—the valuable part—were
hauled away, floated over the water to the
mill, cat up into timber and lamber and
built into houses and churches for the ser-
vice of man and the glory of God. Like-
wise the bodies of men are left in the ground,
but the soul—the immortal soul —fitted and
prepared, is carried by angels to the presence
of the Creator and built into a temple of the
Most High.

THERE IS A GREAT DIFFERENCE
between trees, so is there a broad difference
between men. One man isquick and active,
energetic, full of life and animation; it is
prinful, exceedingly painful to such to see
some others move, they move so slowly.
This man is like pine chavings, like fir brush,
he catches iire very quickly and burns out
quickly. This is good to start a revival,
like pine shavings in a stove to start a fire.
Bat good hard wood, burning slowly, makes
the longest fire. Ali in all I prefer the men
who are like yellow birch, like well dried
shell-bark hickory, good to start a fire, and
fins to keep it going.

But I think I hear you (or some other
one) whisper in my ear—*‘Oh, Mr. Corres-
pondent, in all your comparisons, your par-
ables of trees and men, you don't say any-
thing about the women.” But I can say it,
if you think I am remiss, and I will say it
right here. There is more sweetness to the
cord, in good

ROCK MAPLE,

than in any other tree of the forest. Let
the sweet-hearted rock-maple represent our
mothers, our wives, our sisters, our sweet-
hearts, all the good and noble and helpful
ones in the earth. The Lord bless them,
everyone.

Did you ever studiously watch

THE FALLING LEAVES?

What did you see? *Lying on my back,
in my camp, gazing at the leaves as they
fell, I learned some usefal truths from their
descent. A leaf from a birch or oak, parts
company with its parent stem. It goes
downward, almost straight for a few feet,
moves in a curve till it comes to the horizon-
tal, almost stops, goes down perpendicular,
again a little way, curves to the horizontal,
again in the cpposite direction, halts, goes
back and forth and down till it reaches the
ground. How loath it scemed to leave its
summer abode, where the dew had refreshed
it many a night, where the rain had gashed
it often, where the sun had kissed its lips
and dried its face many a day, where the
winds had rocked it to sleep time and again,
where it had nodded in a playful way to its
many merry companions. Ah, little leaf,
you know nothing of the frosts that kill;
you have never felt the keen biting blast of
a winter’s day; you have never been covered
over and over with sleet, and smothered in
Like you are many of the children of
men. Their lives have been a spring morning,
a summer day. They would be loath to de-
prt this world. Yet, before pain and sor-
before age and infirmities rest
upon them they fall into a yoathful grave,

I noted the leaves of tha evergreen, the
odvrous pine. They fall straight to the
ear:h like an arrow; go down quickly to the
ground, as though glad to get there. They
too heve known all about the gay spring
anl the cheering summer. Bat they have
felt also all the cold as it stiffened their
whole length. Winter' after winter the
northern blasts have shaken them todizziness,
Snow and sleet and ice, many a time have
wrapped them in a winding sheet. Long
dark pights cppressed them ; glad are they
of the change now come. They are loosened
from their long abode, and gaick and straight
to the earth they go, like those persons tired
of life here, tired of the pain, the anxieties,
the sorrows, the disappointments; tired of
worry, of being tossed about, harrassed
with doubts and fears and conflicts; glad
now for the rest in the departure from
earth.

THE PALM TREE,

says a certain traveller, is celebrated in prose

“and song for the 360 uses, to which the trunk,

the branches, the leaves, the fibres and fruit
ars ekilfully applied. Like this tree are
the regenerate, the loving, gracious, helpful,
consecrated, useful Christians, ¢ The right-
eous chall flourish like a palm tree.”

I come out of the forest into the garden,
the orchard, for other lessone. I once saw

A CHERRY TREE

split in two halves, from the fork to the
root. Sleet had done the mischief, and each
half lay prostrate on the ground. The sun
melted the ice, kind hands lifted and progs

ped up the parts. A Spanish windlass
brought the halves close together. A hole
was bored and a bolt put through and e-
cured by nut and washer. Next year I ate
as good cherries from that tree as ever grew
upon it before. Many a man has been down
as low as that tree—Gough, Dill, Jones and
Woodley,—and  were lifted up by loving
hands. What a power for good Gough has
been, aided by the Lord. What grand work
these other men are doing now for humanity.
Near by can be seen the

APPLE, THE PEAR AND THE PEACH,

delightful in their shade, exquisite in their
blossoms, and excellent in their ripened pro-
ducts; their true counterpart can be found
among men, but not every tree in the or-
chard brings forth good fruit; judicious
grafting would greatly improve them. What
a bappy change regeneration makes in the
natural man, a sour wild crab at the first.

But the tree of all trees, a lesson to men,
is

THE ORANGE,

with the fig tree a good second. The orange
may be regarded as a perpetual bearer ; ripe
fruit, green fruit of all sizes, and blossoms at
the same time, and that -continued month
after month with little intermission. I sat,
under a great fig tree in Phillip Unger's gar-
den, in Texas, in the month of August, and
ato ripe, sweet, soft, delicious fige, the mem-
ory of which makes my mouth water now.

I have seen men
also do deeds of love that reminded me of
orange quarters in the mouth. I have seen
them continue in well doing, never growing
weary of good works. A year passes. They
are more generous than ever. A decade
goes by. More and more blessings are
showered from their hands ; a whole life time
is spent in acts of mercy, love, and kindness
for humanity’s sake, for Him who went
about doing guod

Discussed in Parliament.

APPLE-WOMAN'S BRILLIANT

CAREER.

To those who think that our legislators are
continually engaged in the deliberation of
weighty affairs of state, and in regulating
the destiny of nations, the mere mention of
an apple stall in parliament will seem an
offence little better than sacrilege, but
though our law-givers have never contem-
plated the establishment of a stall within
the sacred precincts of ** the House,” they
once discussed—no doubt with all due
gravity—the affairs of a humble apple-
woman,

Up to the year 1843 there stood an old
conduit at the east end of the Serpentine in
Hyde Park, which had once been connected
with a miniature waterfall. Here an apple-
woman, Ann Hicks by name, drove a thriv-
ing trade in the sale of apples, gingerbread,
nuts and other ¢omestibles dear to the heart
of the British schoolboy, until her shelter
was demolished and her estabiishment re-
duced to a mere open stall with a canvas
covering. But adversity only served to de-
velop Ann’s great qualities, and she imme-
diately became a letter writer of the highest
order. She first addressed herself to Lord
Lincoln, then Chief Commissioner of Wocds
and Forests, stating her hardship, and ask-
ing permission to construct a locker fo: the
safe disposal of her wares at night—a re-
quest which was deemed reasona“le, and
was at once granted. Encouraged by her
success, she next made application to be al-
lowed to build a brick enclosure, as the wood-
en locker was insecure. This, after some
hesitation was unwillingly conceded, and
Ann, whose ideas were evidently of the most
advanced Liberal type, put a wide interper-
tation on the permission and converted the
brick enclosure into a little room, which had
not only a door but a window as well.

A third communication stated that her
locker was not large emough Might she
make it higher, to give space for the safe
storage of her gingerbeer bottles? Again the
application was successful, though the height
was limited to five feet.

Once more she wrote, this time to ask per-
mission to repair the roof, and when the re-
quest was granted, it was found that the
‘‘repairs” included the projection of a little
chimney and the construction of a fireplace,
on which Ann performed culinary operations.

But now she was troubled by the ubiqui-
tous schoolboy, who had the impertinence to
look in at the window, so a fifth application
was dispatched asking leave to put up a few
hurdles to keep him at a respectful distance.
Then the hurldes were gradually moved out-
wards and a small garden was inclosed, and
so by degrees the * White Cottage,” as it
came to be called, assumed all the dimen-
sions and importance of a little estate.

Ann was now in the zenith of her power,
but her career, like that of many another
conqueror, was to be cut short just as her em-
pire was extending its bounds and she was
beginning to hold undisputed sway. Evil
times were at hand.

In 1850 preparations were heing made for
the Great Exhibition of the following year,
and an order-was issued for the removal of
all obstructions from the park, the White
Cottage being included in the list. But
Aunn’s was not a nature made to yield with-
out a struggle. She resolutely refused to
move, doubtless on the principle that aa
Eoglish woman’s house is her castle, and
indescretion even carried her the length of
departing from the strict limits of the truth.
Her grandfather—so her story ran—had, a
hundred years before, saved George II from
& watery grave in the Serpentine and had,
consequently, beem allowed to raise a per-
manent erection in the park—besides which
her cottage had cost her not less than £130.

Lord Seymour, then Chief Commissioner,
laid the case before the Duke of Wellington,
and that conqueror of conquerors, after in-
vestigation, ordered Ann’s eviction and the
demolition of her cottage, the result of seven
years’ concessions and apprepriations. To
soothe her wounded feelings, an allowance
was granted her for twelve months; but
though our heroine accepted the solatium,
she was by no means satisfied, and placard-
ed the trees and fences of the park with
notices of her wrongs. For months she pes-
tered members of parliament with Ler story
and at last Mr. Bernard Osborne yielded to
her solicitation,-and on a certain day in
July, 1851, the House of Commons had the
unique pnvnlege of listening to the recital of
the imaginary wrongs of an apple-woman.
Full explanations were given, and Ann, af
ter her brief but brilliant career, vanished
from public view, and passed the remainder
of her days in obscurity.

A University to Teach Household Eeonomy,

The State University of Ohio is to open
this fall a course in domesticservice. * The
course,” says President James H. Canfield,
* will require four years, with the same re-
quirements for entrance that are laid upon
others entering the college, mnniug to thc
degree of Bachelor of Sci in d
science. Aside from the work in the de-
partment that gives the work its name, stu-
dents in all classes work in the same way.
They are under the same instructors, with
the same laboratory equipment, and with
the same methods as all other students in
the University. The course is exceedingly
liberal in general culture. Among the scien-
ces are ch ry, botany, ie etymol-
ogy, floriculture, horticulture, physiology,
and general hygiene and physical training.
There is thorough drill in both theoretic and
applied rhetorio, in modern language, liter-
ature, mathematics, political economy, and
history. In the last year of the course two-
thirde of the work is entirely elective,
Throughout the entire course, taking a little
lees than one-third of the time of the stu-
dents, is the work in domestic science.
Here, also, the instruction is with the most
approved university methods, under skilled
instructors, and with ample equipment.
And, here again is constant laboratory work,
daily practice in the work which every
young woman ought to understand, and
which she is imperfectly taught at home, if
taught at all. - It is not work along the liue
of the trade school, though some of our
friends have characterized the course as de-
signed to make kitchen mechanics and tea-
pot engineers. It is to give each student
full and exact scientific knowledge of the
work which she must at least oversee, if it is
to be done thoroughly, efficiently, and eco-
nomically, as well as bealthfully and artisti-
cally.”

The work includes cookery, instruction in
utility, and cost of fuels; construction of
stoves and ranges; comparative nutritive
values of foods; the chemistry of the human
body, the effect of cooking upon the digesti-
bility of foods; general and invalid cookery;
first aid to the injured and general nursing;
the situation, planning and construction of a
house; light, heat and ventilation; water
supply, plumbing, sewers, disinfection, or-
dering of household; domestic accounts;
plain and art needle work; millinery; art in
the household, with studies and practice in
oolor schemes, and in all forms of decoration.

In Sudden Iliness.

A PRUDENT WOMAN WHO PREPARED FOR
SICKNESS IN TIME OF HEALTH,

I was strongly impressed by a novel plan
put into execution av a friend’s house where
I happened to stop for a short time, says a
writer in the Philadelphia Times. I dis-
covered it through an accident which hap-
pened to my hostess’ little daugbter, who
had been severely stung by & bee. Instead
of the usual tearing madly around in search
of something to relieve the pain, the little
sufferer was carried into the storeroom
where on the wall hung a large card with the
title *“ Accidents!” It hung upon the wall
like a map. At the the top was printed in
big letters what to do and how to do it.

At the bottom was the name and address
of several good doctors to be called in if the
case warranted it. Between followed a list
accidents or diseases that are suuddenly de-
veloped and common among children, and
what to do for them.

The first on the list was bites, in plain,
large letters to the left of the card. Below
this, and to the right, were written in &
plain large hand the remedies.

Then followed the other things, written
iu the same way, so that the list of ailments
and accidents stood out clear and plain,
and could be read at a glance. Among them
were broken limbs, bruises, burns, faintiog,
convulsions, croup, cats, fits, falls, nose
bleeding, poisons, scalds, sprains, substances
in the eye, nose, etc.

Beside the card hung a big box, fastened
to the wall, containing all the remedies
néeded— bandages, linen thread, cord, need-
les and thread, pins, court plaster, absorb-
ent cotton and lint,

The idea filled me with admiration. Who
but a woman could have thought of so sim-
plifying affairs? When an accident does oc-
cur, every one is apt to lose his head, and
can neither recollect remedies nor where to
find them. By means of this arrangement
the most ignorant or inexperienced can do
the proper thing and help until the doctor
can be called.

Useful To Know.

Mautton suet is one of the simple remedies
which should have an honored place in every
family's medicine closet. For chapped hands
and lips, or'for cuts and bruises it is always
useful. The suet may be procured at the
butcher’s and tried out at home, and while
still warm, poured out into little jars or
moulds to cool. Turn out and wrap in tin-
foil. Camphor ice may also be made by
melting a small piece of camphor gam with
the suet.

Tea, coffze and undoubtediy cocoa stains,
even those which have been previously
washed, may be rubbed in jivelle water, if
the fabric stained be white, otherwise the
color will be bleached. Take a half pint of
the javelle water to a quart of clear water,
and let the stained portion of the cloth
soak in it for several hours, then rinse
thoroughly in three waters,

For the sick room, a simple di=infectant
is made by putting some ground cc(ice in a
saucer and in the centre a small piece of
camphor gum. Light the gum with a match.
As the gum burns allow the coffee to burn
with it. The perfume is refreshing and
healthful, as well as inexpensive.

If your window glass is lackirg in bril-
lighcy, clean it with a liquid paste made of
alcohol and whitening, A little of this mix-
ture will remove epecks and impart a high
lustre to the glase.

A sin.ple way of cleaning ivory is as fcl-
lows:
some hot watcr. Dip a brush iuto the wat-
er and then into the soda and rub the ivory
with it.

— Chamois gloves should be washed in the
following manner, when they will look as
good as new: Take a basin of warm water
into which pour a spoonful of ammonia; then
make a strong lather of suds of some white
soap, but on no account rub the soap on the
gloves. Wash the gloves thoroughly in this
water, rubbing wizh the hands until as clean
as they can be made; rinse them well in
warm water softened by a little ammonia;
press dry in & towel and hang by the tips
of the fingers to dry. \When dry they will
be stiff and hard, but this can be rubbed out
between the hands. If they are hung to
dry with the, finger tips down the water will
drip to the ends, and it will be difficult, if
not impossible, to get them sott.
