The king of beasts probably prowls
his native heath a ’'similar length of tiwe,
for even in confinement be has been known
to live this veriod. A lion called “ Pom-
pey” was in the Tower of Loudon over
seventy years, and another, brought from
the River Gambia, diéd at the age ol
sixty-threo. The clephant has the advant-
age of him in this respect.

Ajax capfured an elephant from Porus,
o king of India. He inscribed upon a plate
particulars of this victory, and this being
annexed to the animal it was set free.
It turned up again three-hundred and fifty
years afterwards, still bearing the plate
recording the circumstance.

To descend ot once from the largest
to onc of the smallest of living creatures
~—the tortoise retains its lifa for a sur-
prising length of time. A document, éallod
the “ Bishop’s Barn,” among the arckives
of Peterboro Cathedral, contains some in-
teresting particulars of a tortoise which
dwelt in the palace garden over two hun-
dred and tweaty years. Bishop Marsh's
prodecessor  remembered
years, and he was the seventh bishop who
wora the mitre duriag its sojouran there.
Its shell was perlorated und attached to
a chawt in order to restrain its propen-
ity to appropriate tho fruit of -the gar-
den to its own use.

The Lambeth tortoise, which took up
ite quarters in the garden in the time of
Archbishop Laud, about the year 1625,

possession of n groy parrot for thirty-two
years obtaiued it from a yelative who had
keps it foriy-omy, ite age thus being at
least seventy-throe years. The same jour-
nul mentions two.parrots whose ages were
known to be cighiy-ﬁvev and one hundred
kespectively. Drofessor Sshulze of Gottin-
wen relates that a parrot brought from
Italr to France in 1633 was living in
