WOOD'S HALL.

On the southern sie of Cape Cod, bouinded on
the one liand by Buy.zard's Bay, on the otiier by
Vineyard Sound, lies the littie village of Wood's
Hall. Nestling at the foot of a wooded hli, the
grey, weather-beaten houses of the fishier-folk
suggest siniplicity of life and quaintness of
custoni. Notwithstanding the influx of modern
ideas and insidjous advatice of the faehionable
world, the village is still a delightful summner
resott, where the chief occupation is work, and
amusement is incidental.

No better place for a biological station could
have been choseri. Cape Cod forins the bouid-
amy line between aaorthern and southeriu farnis.
Sheltered nooks with a northerly aspect are the
homes of the coarser, hardier plants and animais
of thue New England coast, wvhile the more bril-
liant and delicate soutiiern foris are alnmiost
every where abundant. Freshi water ponds, sait
water iblets, stretches of sandy beachi, piles of
threatening rocks, quiet bays and storniy islands
afford congenial homes for an endless variety of
beautiful fartus. The woods and fields are gay
with a succession of wilcl roses, pink azalcas,
graceful honeysuckle, scarlet hules and spicy
CiccIrsa. Swamps are resplendent witli rose
mallows and orchids. The ponds are covered
with fragrant water lilies. Mlushrooms of curious
hue spring up on every side. Two hundred and
fit y species of a/gae have been foiund ini this
locality and the faiena is equal!y rich. %fany
interesting and beautiful places withiin easy
reach furnish pretexts for nox-scientific pil-
grimages. Stretching towards the south-west
are the Elizabeth Islands, whicu stili retain their
nuelodiaus Iiidian nines, " Uncatena, Nona-
mnesset, Great Naushon, Weepecker, Nashu-
wena, Pasque.nese, Cuttynunk and Penikese."
TChe last is much the most interesting of the
group on accounit of its association with Agassiz.

The island is inow the desolate homne of scream-
ing terns, anmd the laboratory in wvhicli Agazziz
lield his fanions suimmer sehool is in ruins.
Nevertheless, it is easy to picture the mnaster
wvelconuing that eainest band of students who
liad "coine in search of trtithi.' Sclîool anti
mnaster are gone, but tue spirit whieh aniniated,
them lives, and is an inspiration to ail, who are

".... groping here ta find
Wh'at the hieroglyphics mean
of the uuseen in the seen."

Across the sotund from Wood's Hall is
Martha's X'ineyard, and a littie further east is
Nantueket. The local etyînology of the naine is
characteristie. An 01(1 sea captain, so the story
goes, had three daugliters. To Nkartha, he
gave bis beautiful vîneyard ; and to Elizabeth
the group of islands which bears hier naine ; only
onîe islanci reinained, so " Nan tuck it."

Chariing drives and walks, good boating, ex-
cellent bathing, fine roads for bicycling coîmbine
to inake Woodi's H-all a nxost attractive place.
For nîany years the village was the quiet home
of fishermien, wlio lived apart from the world.
Onîe of the first intrusions upon their peace was
the establishment of guano works, of which
traces still reniain in dilapidated warehouses, and
a picturesque stone tower which, to the ronxantic
stranger, suggests Norse adventurers. Another
relie, more interesting to the scientist, is a curi-
ous alga, Bachairichia Quoyi, founid only at
Wood Hall and iii the Ladrones.

The United States Fish Commission estab-
lished a station at Wood's Hall se.veral ytars
ago, and the commission buildings, withi their
beautiful aquaria and interesting hatchery, are
most attractive.

The point, however, around which life and
interest centres, is the Marine Biological I<abora-
tory. Vi'e laboratory was opened i 1888, with
scanty outfit and few resourices, and in the
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ianidst of the greatest uîîicertaiuitv. At present,
the 'M. B.L .omis tlitee laboratories, supplied
wvitî lte apparatuis neccessary' for advanced hio-
logical wvork. a lecture hall andi a dining hall.
The buildings are of the sinifflest elharacter, witli
iuipainted. singled exteriors, ai rouigh, uit-
filihd interiors. A steaiii lauinch and sev'eral
boats and dredges uabk. the. coilector ta secuire
ain abutidatit ..,upply of fresît îîattrial for work,
ai species new to the locaiity are so ofien
hrought iu tîtat the resources of lte place seeni
inexhaustible.

Last sutiier two 1)reparatory courses in
i.oology and two ili botany wvere given. liu the
depar.ttinenit of investigation great advantages
were offered to adi(vaiiced workers who, thou)igh
carrying on research work, wislied a certain
ainoutît of advice and supervision. lit addition
to the provision miade for hegiinners iii investiga-
tion, forty private laboratories were supplied for
those engaged in independent researchi.

Tîte lalioratory is tranaged by trustees, ani its
expenses are met partly by the fées of students,
and partly b)y subscraptions aind the s;ale of bio-

logical supplies.

D>r. Whitmnan. of the University of Chicago, is
the director, and to bis duvotion and seif-.acrifice

the success of the institution is largely dite. Thli
advaîîtagcs offéred in the departuiient of iiîstruc-

lion are uinusuially good. On1e tuitn is not bur-
dled witlî the wliole field of nature. I.ast year,

te staff included twenty iinstructors. a coliector,
aiu artist, and a labaratory assistant. 'Many of
lte inivestigators give a part of their tinte to

regular instruction, al d others deliver occasional

lectures tiponi their specialties. Students have
tixus tie opportuuity of receivinig the latesi. ideas

front the greatest eniltuists ai( best of teachers.

Ail te instruction look-s towards original work,

and iinuchi of it is adapted to sptcialists. who are

ofîcît beads of <lepartients in colleges and uni-

versities.

In addition to the regular class work, a bio-

logical seminar uxeets every nonihg for discus-

sion. A course of lectures ou the sul'jects of
general biological interest is always given, chiefly

by Initn ii cotnccted witlh tlîe laboratory.
Last season, snicb subjects as psyclîo-physiolog3'
and the properties of inatter, were presented.
One of thc înost lîighly apprecinted lectures of
thte couirse was given by Prof. Peaîhallow uipon
the -Classificati3n of WVoods, according la their
Ilistological Cha.racter."

The preparatory courses hegin te first of Juily
and end the tiidle of Auguist, but the labora-
tory is open ta investigators fr0ont tce first of
june mnail the lirst of Octoher. lut £895, one
hundred and iuety-ine persous, represtixting

eiglity-fivc institutions, were iu attendance at thte
iaboratory. 0f these, forty-two wvere indepen-
dent investigatars, anîd twenity-one investigators
receivitig instruction, Iii 1896, of the one huit-
cired ani seveinty*seveui people at work, seventy-
ftve werc investigators.

Tlîe productivity of the departntent of inves-

tigation is second oniy ta that of the fanionis
Naples Biological Station. Mlore titan onle hunt-

dred and flfty papcrs, wvorked out it whole or iii

part at lte Laboritory, liave becu publishied since
1890.

Life at Wood's Hall niay seni a rouind of Work,

too exliauisting for a munuter hioliday, but it is
itot so iii reality. It is tue tat the grealer part
of te day is spent in the Laboratory but t he latter

part of te afternoon aud tce evening are devoted
ta recreatioli. différing sotîîewhat frotin that of ait

ordinary sumimer resort, but refreshiug ta nxind
andi body. Moouliglit sails, dclightfui walks,
imupromîptu concerts, clatnt bakQs, etc., prevent
iinonotany. The life is delightfully free, evex
liahettui. Ail dress as they please, but situ-
plicity prevails.

The v'ariety of type exltihited by te itembers
of tîhe Laboratory is vet*y ainusilng. Thxe attrac-
tive young moinitn iii reform dress, the conserva-
tive girl who prides herself upon lier ferniinity,
the narrowest of specialists wlio regards his
favourite worm as the centre of te universe, the
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ntu wvho despises the convenances oi lifé are
ever present. But, iii the iînajority of cases,
tliere are found originality %withiott ecentricity,
depth witliot îîarrowîîess, and a reaciy apprecia-
tion of ail that is tune and beantiful in cvery dle-

i)artltleit of knowicdge.
No miore satisfactory and inspiring holidlay

cauld be imaigiined than a siieir at Wood's

Hall. TIme exchiange of thouglît, the cotngz-niai
Society, the contact w'ithi braad îiided inen and
woineiî, the varicd lectures, aîîdl the eartiest (lis-

cussion inake lifé at the Laboratory inost dle-

liglitful and hlplfful, espcciaily ta comparative

beginners iu scientifie workz. 'McGill Universiiy
lias ntî iast recagnized the value ai such a station,

and lias subscribed for and equipped au in-

vestigator's table at the I4aboratory, and it is ta

be Xý,ped that advanced students front our col-

legts wili, iu e-ver-iincreasiing unhers avait then-

selves of the advantages offtereci at tItis unique
biologicai station.

The Do:ialda Literary Society iîîetds attuiîtioit
anîd revisio:î, for it lias Iost very intichi durinig
the last four years. Sisie 1.,; 3 the neiibers of
our faculty have inicrea-sed and its religionis inter-
ests as entboclied in the V. W. C. A. have grown
more intense. It is ilot righit wlîile thest things
are so that its, literary side slioutd bc uieglcctedl.

The Douialda faculty of McGill is very youîig
judging by the standard af colleges, anîd its
many failings have been cxcused over and over
again on this ground. But il seems a pity that
the orne great advantage yoîith lias ov'er age-
e±thusiasm and energy-sîoulcl be wanting at
thii carly dav. itere is no longer the excite-
ment and pleastirc iii our tdîîcational advantages
which we hear was everywliere prcseîît in i sso.
WVe gize wiîlî aweand flot with aîîy desire ofenîu-
lation at whiat we call the clever classes, auîd we
aire content with studying aud< passing aur
examlinatious, thus îîisîgthe truc spirit of our
colkege course. Thtis veir there is a clialge. 1
haveclhcard more conmmnut an our lack ai spirit
thau ever heforc, anîd I trust tbis talk will bear
sanie fruit.

Whetî the Donalda facuîhty was fouiided, a
need was felt for sanie societv whlîi shonld be
altogetiier literary-suclî a Society as na college
is without. Full of £nthusiasni the classes
Nkvtclîed a plani of officers and ruiles, obtained
official sanction, and the Delta Sigma was set
uîpoî ils fect-its, naine choscis fittingly heing the
Greck in;tials ai Sir D)onald Smith. It was Ihen
ai natter ai much excitement, and was con-si(dcrtd
orne ai aur greatest advantages. The meetings
werc loeked ferward to eagetly, the debates
quickly taken up and carefully listened to. The
Declta Sigma heur, in short, wa% as ,mcrcd froin
interruptions, as any lecture tinte, and its impoit-
ance regar&d as equal ta that of any cours ai

study. Otiier enîgagemîents were avoided or
broken, which stood, ii the way.

At finit the choice of suhjects for debating and
essmy writing %vas left ire ta the commilîee, and
Iluose were cliosti whiclî wcre of special ilterest
to Ilue Society. But the eye ai authiorily was
open. and wheîi, at last, co-edaucalioui w~as dis-
cussed wvit1î great %warintli and muîch commnent, a
decrec wvas passed orderilîg thiat lisîs of tapies
should bc SUbiiiilte(l to the Deau for appraval.
Siaice that limie everytliing lias gant smoolhly.
and the oîîlv fear we iiow have is, lest interest
sliould drop frotu lack af apposition-for it is
alnxost a truisnî that opposition begets enthusi-
asnu which, if flot the one thing needfuil, is at any
rate very important ta a literary Society.

Such was the past of the Delta Sigma. The
prescrit is prohably as bad as can he.

On1 Friday evening lthe twenity.tliir( a briglîl
and hîappy party lefî Montreal via lthe C. A. R. R.
for Ottawa. Il wvas the Geologico- Football E x-
cursion wlîose mîissiont was to first explore Ottawa
anîd tîten yelI the boys of Oid McGiII on tu v'ictory.
Tîte joirneyw isa pleasanit otte. The yoîtngsters
representing the High Schiooli qualed nierrily,
the Frestinuen played pok.er aud sang about the
Streets of Cairo, the Sophoînores clîaffedl everyoîte
froin the portly conductor down to the ttewsboy,
while te seclale seniors and juniors wrestled in
thouglîtful contemtplation over daiîtty whist-
tables.

On arriving at Ottawva the party was mlet by
Messrs. Anti and Barlow of the Canadiali Geo-
logical Survey, who coîîductud theni 10 the Wind-
soi wlîere a bot dittuier was awaiting thern.

On Saturday morning about nitie, the Geolog-
ists gathered in a whirling snow-storin on the
pier at the foot of St. I>atrick's Street, awaitiug
the arriv.-l oflte steamler '1E'mile." Tltey were
bouud for tic Lida Dilay-beds about eleveit mtiles
down t he river. Dr. Adamts, Prof. MacCoun, Dr.

Tite steamer wvas a gemi-a sort of
paste-diantottd. Il started a lîalf.hour late at a
terrific pace, coîuhinued a ltalf-tuilc or so, raui up
tu a wlierry and broke dowîî. Fiftect mtinutes
for repairs, aud it agaîn set fortît, titis lime slowvly
and cautiously, exaltiuiing eacli wave before il
trusted il w~ithli te precious burden. This cou-
tinued for tbree mniles more, wlten lte Emile
igain broke dowît and again left the scietis
speculatiug oit lte probabilities of ilheir ever see-
ilig Leda or home again. Haîf au hour more,
and te antediluvian steamuer tried again, aîtd
Ibis tinte witli success for about att hour; later
testill-liopeful party laltded on the loitg-sought
wharf, and set out in search of nodules. Nu-
mnerous fossil fish-balls, several stone grasses, and
falis innumerable were found on the snow-greased
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shores, after whichi the party returned home
wards. The resalts of the expedition showed
how the leda*clays trip up their prey and capture
thein ;, low a few nodules coutain fossils and
most of them---cay - and how a certain ment-
ber of the excursion tnissed his vocation iii net
being. a ticket-puncher.
