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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Brown-Sequard, of Elixir of Lifo notoriety, is about to be eclipsed by
some man, name at present unknown, who claims (o have discovered the
microbe of old age. What he is going to do with it is a problem. If he
annihilates the whole nest of them and climiniates them from the human
frame there wiil, of course, be no more old people, and we shail all pre-
sumably be beloved of the Gods and die young.

It is alleged that in Hartford, Connecticut, during a recent epidemic of
diptheria, the only fatal cases were in familics using parafine oil for illum.
inating purposes. \Whether the fumes or vapor arising from the combustion
of the oil really had any connection with the fatality observed or not, it is a
fact that itritation of the throat and bronchial tubes is occasioned by sleep-
ing or close confinement in rooms in which parafiae 0il is burned, and is is
only reasonable to suppose that this irritation would produce a condition of
the air passeges favarable to the development of the vassilus of diphtheris,

Whether the telegrapning of a recent club election all over the conti-
nent was done for political cffect, or, as is more probable, taerely as a news
item, it is to be deprecated in cither case. To publish such a rumor as
news ig illegitimate ; to publish it as a political weapon of offense would be
contemptible. This would be analogous to actually blackballing an eligible
candidate for the purpose of belittling his words or hurting his cause, a
meanness to which no one 7i¢ to belong to a gentlemen's club could possibly
stoop. :

In their exercise of the ballot 1t club elections men are governed by two
totally different theories. The one, which is held by the thinking majority
of clubmen, is that their legal right to blackball involves grave responsi.
bilities ; that capricious Llackbailing is bound to cripple or kill 2 club;
that voting members are 1o some extent passing a verdict on the character,
standing and deportment of 2 man, and that the verdict should be influenced
by justice more than by inclination. The other theory is that a member
may without compunction * pill” any applicant he dislikes. The issue
before a club voter who hoids this view is not * Is this man faitly up to the
club standard in moral tone, prescatability, ctc?” but simply * HaveI any
objection 1o this man, or to his opinions, or tu his family, which inclines me
to prefer his exclusion to his election?” Were this theory prevalent, it is
plain that hardly a candidate co.ld feel 8 reasonable assurance of being
clected ; and ne promiuent wan could pormit his aame to be proposed, for,

other things being cqual, the more distinguished a person becomes the -

more comities and jealousics he provokes,
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The ghastly prominence which has been given to the paying of the death
penalty recently may have a good effect in frightening would be murderers,
if any such there bo. A man who was guillotined at Fpinal, I'rance, a few
days ago for murder and rohbery was the subject of sciemtific investigation
immediately after death, when it waa aecertained that bis heart contintied to
beat for six minutes after his head was removed.  Such cases as thig, not to
mention bangingand eloctrocution, ought to frighten al! ideas of murder
out of the heads of wicked men.

The Calais correspondent of the St. Croix Courier writes to that piper
as follows .—* Most of the muzzles are being removed from the dogs.  Com-
passion on the part of the owners has compelled them to do this, and take
the chances of their being shot by our officers, which are slight, unless under
provoking circumstances. Many of the animals have worn the skin off
their nose by the constant chafing of the muzzles.  Dogs which would not
become cross under this kind of torturs must have a much better disposition
than the majority of mankind.” All lovers of “ the friend of man” will agree
with this. How any one who cares enough about a dog to own one can
bear to keep the poor creature muzzled is a mystery. Proper care of our
dumb peis, with attention to their feeding, and seeing that they are not tor-
mented, ought to insure their good temper and health. A fierce dog of
course ought not to be tolerated in a community, but to worry the majority
of good tempered beasts by muzzling them is nothing short of cruelty.

It having come to the knowledge of the llegent of Bavaria that the
passion play lately performed at Ober Ammergan was farmed by Jews, he
has signified his intention never to again permitits performance. It appears
that the wily Hebrews persuaded the Ammerganers that there were ¢ risks”
which risks they offered to take on condition that they should have the
profits, beyond a certain lump sum which thoy guaranteed to the actors and
sellers of theatre tickets. Formerly every family having among its mambers
one of the actors had a right to as many theatre tickets (to sell) as there
were beds for stayers in the family dwelling. This year the householders
compounded for a lump sum and gave over this right.  The Jows of course
fonnd it to their interest to multiply the number of tke performances; con-
sequently there wero fouror more performances in a week. It seems that
those of the actors who had land, and used to work at that as well as at the
local industry, the carving, let their fields this year, so as to be quite free
for their theatrical duties. Can anything be more incongruous than the
representation of the central act of christianity for the benefit of a Jewish
syndicate,

The recent fatal poisoning case at Digby, whereby Mrs. Crozier, pro-
prietress of the Crozier House, lost her life, once more makes prominent the
necessity for greater care in dispensing drugs. Thecasowas thus. Mrs, Croizer
had been an invalid for some time and was under treatment from Dr. Fritz,
who on this occasion gave a prescription which was takon to Stark’s drug
store to be mude up. The medicine was taken to the patient and adminis-
tered. After taking tho medicine, which proved to be about fifteen grains
of strychnine, the deceased attempted toget up, and fell dead in three
minutes. The coroner’s jury who held an inquest into the case exonerated
the druggist from all blame. Two bottles, one containing strychnine, stood
side by side on the shelf, and by the changing of these one for the other the
fatal mistake was made. Much sympathy is felt. for Mr. Stark, whose
business has always heretofore been carefully conducted, but this circum-
stance points most decidedly to the necessity for a strict law as to the way
in which deadly poisons should be kept. It would be woll, in oider to
avoid future mistakes, for all poisonous drugs to be kept in bottles of a
different shape, color and size from those in which harmless drugs aro kept,
and that there should be a shelf in the drog store sacred 1o them. These
precautions, reinforced by cautious dispensing, ought to insure safety from
accidents of the nature of the recent one a Digby.

Train-wrecking is a species of villainy which should be visited with tho
severest punishment when the perpetrator cen be caught and brought to
trial, Tte dastardly attempt to wreck the Montreal sleeper from New York
on the night of the 4th inst., noar Albany, was successful in throwing three
of the eight cars of which the train was composed down an embankment.
There were thirty-one passcugers in these cars, but forturately none of
them were fatally injured. There were sixty-three passengors in all on the
train. An investigation into the cause of the wreck showed that a very care-
fully planned obstruction had been placed on the track whore the accident
occurred, and another aimilar one was found on the south bound track a
short distance am{. Vice-President Webb, of the New York Central, has
offered a reward of 85,000 for the detection and conviction of the person or
persons who placed the obstruction on the track. Whatever the motive of
a deed liks this, the perpetrator deserves no mercy. To imperil the lives of
over thtes score people can only be the action of men who arc insanc or
else 100 bad to live.  Can the unpleasant state of aflairs between the man-
sgement of the New York Central and the Kuoights of Labor have had any-
+hing to do with this outrage? If so, the discharged workmen are tsking a
very wrong course, and one that must cventually damage their own cause,
not to speak of the retribution which awaits the actual perpetrator of the
deed. Whatever the grievances of any man or mep, they will not be les-
sened of removed by wholesale murder. Strikes are inconvenient enough
to the travelling public, but when it comes to train-wrecking the casc is
mpte sexious. While such deeds are done it will be quite useless for the
advocates of the abelition of the death penslty to advance their views,
Nothipg but death fits the case, and we should say that hanging is too good
for the weetch who would have no compunction about pushing a train load of

paspengers into cternity.

Sir Walter Scott's ¢ .Journal” is to appear soon, reproduced from the
origina. which is preserved at Abbotsford, Mr. David Douglas will edit it,
and od:l, besides eclaborate explanatory notes, illustrative extracts from
unpublished sources, chief among them being the reminiscences in manu-
script -of James Skene, ono of Scott's oldest and most intimate friends.
‘Thero aro also letters from Carlyle and Lockhart. The whole work will
form two octavo volumes, and they are said to contain nearly double the
amount of matter given by Tockhart, while the sentences and paragraphs
will appear as they were written by Scolt.  Many passages were truncated
by Lockhart, many entries were omitted, and for five months not a line was
reproduced,

Iygiens expresses its belief that the majority of persons who die of so-
called hydrophobia really die of shock to the nervous system, produced by
constant dread of the consequences of the disease, and also that the same
thing may be said of many other diseascs, or of poisoning, where the feeling
of fear works powerfully upon the nervous system, A singular instance is
given in connection with this. A young woman having had a quarrel with
her lover, determined upon poisoning herself. With this view she cut off
the ends of a number of matches which she steeped in water and then drank
ofl the supposed poisonous draught. In the course of a short time the
poison commenced to pervade her frame ; sho was seized with frightful
spasmodic pains, cramps, and other “ unmistakable” symptoms, to the great
horror of her relatives. Medical aid was at once procured, and the doctor
who had been summoned, having administered some general remedies,
inquired for the box whence the matches had been tsken, in order that he
might form an idea of the quantity of poison swallowed. Upon examina-
tion he found that the matches were of Swedish manufacture and contained
no phosphorus.  This gratifying information was promptly imparted to the
patient, who made a rapid recovery. A somewhat similar train of events
occurred at Macclesfield (England) some years ago during a hydrophobia
scare, when several persons were bitten by a strange dog, and, as the people
of Macclesfield were in a state of great excitement, conveyed to the
Infirmary,were they began to rapidly exhibit all the symptoms of hydrophobia,
and soune of thom would probably have died of nervous prostration had
not the medical officer made a post-mortem examination of the dog, in the
stomach of which was found a large pin which naturally would cause great
pain and accounted for the irritable snapping and biting of the dog. This
fact, and various conclusive proofs that the dog had not been affected with
hpdrophobis, were communicated to the sufferers, and within a very brief
period their symptoms had all gone. Hydrophobia is one of the rarest
diseascs of the canine race. The returns prove nothing, as the police put
down almost every dog they baton as suffering from hydrophobia.

Eye-strain is a frequent cause of troub'e to school children, and as the
greater part of school work demands tho assistance of the eyes, this is not
surprising. It is, however, a thing that ought to be carefully looked after.
The influence of the eyesight upon intellectual work is becoming more
recoguized by educators both in America and Europe, and some of the most
important discussions among both teachers and physicians bear upon this
subject, Onc of the must lucid articles treating of the varied kinds of eye
imperfections is ¢ Eye-strain in connection with headaches, neuralgia and
nervous disturbances,’ contributed to Babykood by De. J. M. Mills, in the
New York Opthalmic and Aural Institute. The most common causes of
annoyance and suffering are far-sightedness, having its origin in the position
of the yrincipal focus of parallel rays of light behind the retina; near-
sightedness, in which the parallel rays of light are brought to a focus in front
of the relina; astigmatism, due to the irregular curvature of the cornea and
insufficiency or weakness of muscles of the eye ball. It is useful for both
paronts and feachers to recognize the seriousness of the symptoms of strain
due to any of these forms of cye imperfections. From far-sightedness come
easy fatigue of the eye, achiug sensation in the eye-balls, finally persistantand
obstinate muscular irritation and burning pain. The eye-strain is felt more
particularly at the end of the week. Near-sighted people suffer equsl dis-
comfort from working any length of time. Dr. Mills adds that near-sighted
persons squint or bliok in order to sec at a distance, and that those ¢ dreamy
eyea ¢ that haunt me ever,’ about which amorous swains become poetic, are
usually near-sighted, the drcamy or staring appearance being due to the fact
that they see imperfectly at a distance.” DPatients with astigmatism suffer
very often and scvorely with headaches, dizziness, ¢ flickering,” and other
nervous complaints. Those whose eyes are im:paired by museular weakness
have headacho, pain over the eyes, nouralgia, dizzizess, nausea, and vague
nervous disturbances.  So serious is the effect of any imperfection in the
oye that the examination of the eyes of children of school age would seem
10 be imperative. Many children have been rebuked for stupid neglect of
and disinclination for stiudy, when they are simply unable to endure the
eye-strain.  Many have been forced fror intellectual labor to less congenial
occupation through the neglect of eye imperfections. The seasonable
remcedy of the occulist is so practicable that its benefit should not be denied
the poorest school child. The cause should be looked for and removed if
possible. Sometimes a very little thing may canse oyc tronble, A tight
collar will mako the eyes ache in a very short :imc, and it is not unteasonable
to supposo that it worn persistently for a long time that discase would ensue.
Too much or too little light will also do injury to the eyes. The school
children of to day are v bo the men and women of a few years hence, and
gwy deserve to have overy chaace to become such with good eyes in their

Io all pro-
bability the gale of Wednusday night has broken her up. The Beatfrice
is a steamer of 270 tons and was built in 1874 in Glasgow. She was pur-
chased for the eastern shore service in June, 1889, and was vslued at
854,000, She is pretty well insured. The crew and passengets are
safe.

The
air passed over water somewhore under the car, which tended to cool it and
purify it of dust, much to the satisfaction of the passengers. Mr. Ruttan
gave much attention to ventilation, and was the inventor of a hot air furnace,
at ono time much used.

Evorybody sat up al attention, for the programme contained tho words
t For the first time in England,” aud it was woll-known that Ierr Bangen-
heim was the hardest hittor in Germany. Tirst, up the narrow stairway
came a large quantity of bhair; next we saw two round glasses
appearing, rewinding us of the diver as he used to omnerge after getting up
our cobpers frowm the green, 12-fuot deop, L ? of the Polytechnic ocean,
and thon came an evening suit containing the person of tho distinguished

ianist,

P W all applauded, as soon as we saw the hair , and then the epectacles
cameo forward to the edge of the platform, and the dress-clothes bent them-
selves double just whero the trousers begin, Thbey did this three times to
threo distinct points of tho compass. The spoctaclos preserved their glassy
glare ; not a musclo of the professor's faco betrayed signs of pleasure or
annoyance ; and thez the trousers gave a waddle towards the nusic-stool,
and sat down upon it.

Very gently he began. A slow, tuncful sir, most musical, nost welan-
choly. Mis fingers dropped from note te pote with a firm delicacy that
brought out cach sound with clear precision. It was like dropping from
musical point to wusical point with just that degree of apparent hesitation
which would suggest tho idea of the ovolution of an impromptu air. And
the air, once finished, was repeated, this time with richer harmonics, and
fuller sound, and more certain grasp. We felt that tho professor bad de-
cided upon hissubject and was inviting us to take gond noto of it, in caso wo
never wanaged to got hold ofit again.

The
knowing ones led off the applause, the artist scarcoly deigned to ack-
nowledgo it with half a movemsnt of his spectacles, but broke out at onco
into tho second movement,

Whack! Crash! Down cawo the professor’s left hand upon the bass
notes! It woko up all the people under tho gallery who had gone to siosp
in the heat of tho aftornoon. ‘'They sat up rigid, with a delightful protonce
of having enjoyed the first part vory much, and gave the most sovere atton-
tion to the professor's scrious labours. Tho professor had bent moro carnest-
ly forward, and was evidently determiued to show that air that he was its
master. He ran it up ond down the treble, and, just whon it was getting
its second wind, caught it with his left hand and chased it up and down the
base. Now ho tossed it from hand to hand, aud mow pureued it with both
hands to ecither extremity of tho piano. Tho ushappy air gave up sny idea
of asserting itsolf. When wo occasionally caught e glimpse of it, it looked
ke Hector af.er ho had been dragged thrice round the walls of Troy— Qruan-
fum mutaius ab illo !

Ilo was apparently taking his air out
for o stately walk. o were glad to recognise it agaiu. it really scomed
as if it had gained strongth by its precading troubles, much as a man pronoun-.
cos himaelf to bo twice the man ho was after a courso of violent excercise.
'I'o Lo sure, it walked a little weightily, as if it wore clump boots ; but thon
wo could soe that the ;rofessor’s glove siza was 9's.  Any hopo however of a
prolonged rest was soun dissipited, for Iferr Bangenhoim, sftor a momont’s
pauso, becamo frivolous, and took out his air fora dance. It began with a
trip, just to lot it get into the profossor’s step,but alinost immediately was led
of!’ into as wild a tarantella as was over danced by the toe of Italy, We tur
zed giddy : we could not follow it .

It was with a
sense of deop reliof on our part that the nrofessor himself recognised tho
hopelossness of the caso, and with one final dart all over tho pisno
carried off his unconscious burden and flung it down into silence. Thon he
got up and bowed to us, as if he had never committed a murder in his life.
And, shameful to rclate, wo applauded loudly—just to get rid of him.—

COMMERCIAL,

There is little new to noto rogirding the condition and teudency of tho
wholesalo markets fiere. ‘I'ho improvemont in the devolopment of the fall
trado continues—slowly and gradually, it is true—still, surely.

"Thoe work of harvesting goes on, and the erops gonerally, though not up
to tho usual mark as to quantity, are of better quality than usual,

‘Tho country 1oads are in an exceptionally good condition, which mate-
rially facilitates the transportation of goods to inland points.

Dry Goops.—Quite a number of ordors havo boon taken during the past
woek for woollen underwear and winter dress goods, in some lines of which
an intention lo soon advance prices is expressed by doalers. As soon as
the woather becomes more fall-like o brisk business is expected in most of
the seasonable fabrics. Cotton fares poorly with manufacturers, some of the
smaller mills being in a weak and almost baukrupt condition. The sooner
theso useless oxcresences are removed the bottor will it be for those mills
that aro on a sound footing. Woollen mills generally complain of 2 poor
year's business. Very few bave carned dividends. ‘Yhe city retail trade has
beon good during the wock, but collections bave not proved as good as was
expected. Remittancos have been fair during the weck.

Irox, HarDwaRE AND METALS.—No change in e position has trans-
pired since our last report. Tho fecling in all lines is remarkably firm.
While bolders are by no means anxious sellera it is worthy of note that buy-
ers are very shy and assert a confidence that the presont high figures cannot
be much longer maintained. They claim that when the break that thoy
anticipate comes it will bo a heavy one, and they appear willing to take their
chonces of their prophesies being fulfilled. Tho future will reveal which
side is right.

Breapsrrrrs —Tho Jocal flour market shows no material change, busi-
ness being quiet and prices, on the whole, steady. Beerbohm’s cable says
that whest and corn ave firmer and stesly., Wheat 1s held higher, but no
transactions at advanced figures are reported, Weather 1n England brilliant.
In Chicago both wheat and corn have fluctuated. Oo Friday and Saturday
Jast about four points wero gained vn cach. On Monday, howover, prices
recceded to Thursday’s figures. Since then prices bave alternately advancea
and receeded on about the same lines, Figures are now about where they were
o woek ago. The story in New York, St. Louis and Duluth is substantially
tho samo as 2t Chicago.

Provisions —A good jobbing trado is moving in pork and lard at quota-
tions. Dealors appear to boe ou the wholo very well pleased with the state
of affairs. In Liverpoel poik advanced ls., while tallow lost 3d. The
Chicago hog market continue to rulesteady. On Saturdsy it declined 10c.
to 15¢, but later on this was recoverod. Choice native cattle wors steady,
and sheop steady. Lard was Je. to 10c. higher.

BurTer.—The betler grades of butter are in good demand, but cheico
dairy is rather hard to got. Oa the whole the maket is in about the same
condition, holders in the cov.uy showiug a continual disposition to wait
for higher prices.

Cugese —The cheese market continues quiet. There is n fairly good
steady jobbing trade, but it is quite fostureless,

¥ruit.—The prowminent feature of tho fruit warket at the prosent writ-
ing is tho activity throughout Canada of staple lines of driod foreign fruits,
A number of large lots of raisins have recoutly chauged hands in Montreal
at Sto 8ic. Tho market thore is vory firm in consequencs, aud it is
improbable that anything but a round lot would be turned over ut the
inside figure. In othor lines thoto has been no very prowinout feature.

Svear aND Mouvasses.—The recont sharp advance in raw sugars and a
good consuwmptive call with small stocks in dealers' hands have caused a sub-
stantisl advance in refined sugars. A Montreal correspoandont writes :—
“There has beon considerablo escitement in molasses during tho week. A
Boston firm bas picked up about 2,500 puncheons at a fraction under J4c.
Tho stocks were computed sometime ago Lo be about suflicient for our own
wante, but with this going out there will na doubt bo a shortage, and 40c. is
looked for before the end of Septembor. It is a now idea for Bostonians to
buy in this market, but the Boston market is said to be practically bire at
present. Thero has been a good cnquiry, and considerable movemont of
stock for local consumption, but holders are now refusing to quoto for large
lots.” In this market molasses hag advanced fivo cents since Saturday last.
‘Ths stock in this market is maialy in the handsof one firm, who hold about
1200 puncheons. Othor desters have Larely emough in stock to supply
actual and prospective copyumptive demsnds, Thoe Quebec market is also

practically bare. A firm hero advise us that ‘‘ a large quantity of molasses,
Barbadoos, hay been bought up bere the past fow days, mostly on account
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of outsido partios, consequently there has been quile a chango in quotations,
and an gdvanco of 3o. to 4c. per gal. is in somo cascs asked over last woek's
figures.

8 Tra.—Tho tes market is vory active at tho moment. Rotailers are taking
hold in earnest, the enorgetic agents having succeoded in impressing upon
them the fact that prices must go higher, owing to high rates of exchango,
etc.

Fisu Ous,—The Montresl roport under date of September 18th is as
follows :—‘ Market firmer under beiter onquiry ; Newfoundland cad oil is
bold firm at 39c. to 40c, Seal oil firm avnd maintaining recent advances,
Wa quota blc. to 524c. for steam refined. Cod liver oil is quiet but stoady
&t 60c. for old and 63¢. for now. Norway cod oil is quoted at 85c.”

Fisu.—Thero is nothing new to add to our report of last week. Herring
are being taken in considerablo quantities alung the castorn shores, but many
fishermen decline to take thom for bmt, proferring to swait for squid, which
wust bo slong soon. Mackerel continue very scarce, and only a few strag-
gling lots are being taken from timo to time, Comparatively few codfish are
taken, owing to the lack of suitable bait. Our outside reports aro os follorvs:
—Montreal, September 14.—* Dry cod is very scarce and quoted at $-1.75 to
£5 with an upward tendency. Capo Breton herrings are scarce, and would
roadily bring S6. Sales of shore horrings have beon made at 84.50. 71he
berring fishery is overywhere roported moro or loss short. Yarmouth bloat-
ers are solling at 81.25 por box of 60. Boneless cod is quoted 63c. to 6jc,
and boneloss fish 4c. to "e. Now baddies have been sold at 73c. per Ib,
A car of fresh haddoch old at 3}c. to 3ic. por 1h." Gloucester, Mass,
Sept. 15.—" Wo quote now  Georges codlich at €337 a qul. for large,
and small at 34.50 ; bank 4.76 to &5 for large and %3.87 for smnil; shore
$5 and 4.25 for large aud esmsll, Flemish Cap 35.12. Dry bank $5.50;
medium $4.75. Cured cusk st 34 por tl; huke $2.62; haddock £3;
heavy salted pollock $2.12, and Lnglish-cured do. $2.75 per qtl. Labrador
herring 84.50 bbl.; med. split 84 ; Newfoundland do. §5.50; Nova Sentia
do. 86.60 ; Eastport $4; split shore 84.25; round do. 33.50 ; round Eist
port 23.25 ; pickled codfish &7 ; haddock $6; halibut heads $3; sounds
811 ; tongues and sounds $9.50 ; tongues £8; alewives $3.50 ; trout 314 50;
California salmon 815 ; Halifax do. 823 ; Nowfoundland da. §16.”" Buston,
September 16,— Tho situation in regard to the catch of mackerel rewaios
unchanged. The fleet on this shore are brivging in a few mackerel a1l the
time, Thoy count about 500 fish to the barrel. Still at $14.50 to 815 per
bbl. Nearly 3,000 bbls. of small mackerel havs been received during the
week from Nova Scotia. Sales have been principally at $11.25 to £11.50
per bbl. Nova Scotia large 3's at $18 to $18.50; Prince Edward Island
mackerel bave sold as follows :—Unculled $21 to $22; eound N». 3 $19 1o
$20; No. 2821 to 822; No. 1 828 to824; oxtra No, 1 824 to §26. Woe
give it as our opinion that prices are now about ag bigh as they will go.”
Havanns, September 5.—* The receipts of English dry fish at this port the
present week have been 84 drums codfish, 90 do. haddock, and 52 do. hake,
‘Tho marke! opened very active for codfish. ‘L'bere are a groat many orders
in the hands of buyers, and not ¢nough fish in tiwose of receivers to go
round. All the Foglish was promptly suld at §7 50, and it is unfortunate
that about 200 drums of the heavy receipts that are to come next week could
not have been landed this week. 1Vith all this activity it is strange to sey
there has been no improvement in haddock ; it moving slowly, the best of it
bringiog ouly $5.59, at which figure all the landings of hako were quickly

Irox AND Siuver Discoverr.—A find of iron oro carrying silver in
largo quantities has just been mado in Inverness County which promises to
provo very valuable. Au outcropping of the lead was discovered on the
top of Lewis Mountain, on the southside of ILake Ainslie, some timo ago,
and about a month since Judge Tremasine, of Baddeck, who took up the
property, cmployed Mr Wni. McDonald, of Sydney, to prospect it. The
mountain is about 700 feet high at tho point where tho mineral was dis
covered. Mr. McDonald found that there was a load here about ten inches
wide, and sunk a shaft on the scam 1o a depth of twenty feet, at which
dopth tho lead had developed to a width of two feet. Ho then traced it
down the mountain sido north and casterly a distanco of nearly a mile, into
a gulch, whero tho deposit shows a wdth of nearly four haundred fect and
very tich. Judge Tremaino had a lot of the ore sssiyed, and found it to
contsin over sixty per cent. of the best quality of iron, while carrying also
about eighteen ounces of silver to tho ton, The gulch is about four miles
from tho Little Narrows, which will bo a convonient place of shipment.
Othor ovtcroppings have aleo been discovered in tho vicinity of Littlo
Narrows, and ato supposed to Le a continuance of the same deposit. Mr.
McDonala brought to this offico on Monday a sample of tho orc, which can
be scen by visitors. It is very puro looking, and crumbles between tho
fingers Iiko plumbago. It is said to come off from tho covglomersto roof
above, when tannelled undcernsath, as clesn as a whstle, and part of tho
adjscent material is supposed to be red homatite. It certaiuly appoats to bo
one of tho most valuavle dixcoveries yet made in this Island.—ZI<land

Dear Qousin Caryl,—I ran down to the beach on Saturday for a quiet
littlo outing, ofter a week of tonding little Mollie, who has been quite ill,
I must say that some things I saw there (Nantasket) did not tend to have a
soothing influence on my mind. I can't help thinking that any fastidious
person, nay, any oue innately delicate must feel shocked at the daily
spectaclo the bathiug beach now prosonts.

As ]
sea thewn thus arrayed—or dizairiyed, to speak correctly—1I fear the girl will
suon begiu to calculite tho efiect of what soma one lately called ** artistic
bareness ” on the mind of misculinity, and the man to be too conscious of
thz valuo of muscle and calf which he exposes.

A little girl 1 know the other day at the beach asked her mother * if she
might take ¢l her dress snd play in her underclothes like the ladies did on
the beach.”

I think we should stop to think of the offect of such things on our
“ day and generation.” It way be all right for you and me whore morals,
let us hope, aro in a degreo educated. But there are hundreds of girls who
conue to these beaches—good girls enough, bat lacking. the right training
morally. What is the offect on them ? They come to the * shore” to have
a good time, “to paint the town 1ed.” and they bogin carly and ond late;
they work for their fun as they do for their bread. ‘Tho freedom which the
morning bath intruduces grows as the day speeds on. Their compamon,
‘¢ gentlemon friends” as they are called, aro libaral to a fanlt; everything
that tho town affurds is at the girls' service. They ride, they dance, they
flirt, and when night has drawn her curtain, as they pass mo in couples, he
with his arm around her slim waist, grown so careless that they do not even
shrink as they seo me, I can only implore their guardian angels to guide
them, sinco humanity seo:us sa oblivious of their welfare. That is what this
sort of promiscuous bathiog is leading to. Frown on it, Caryl, every time.

I told you Mollie had been quite ill. Yes, poor thing, threatened with
spinal meningitis. But she is much better now, and our physician says
with good cire will got well. *“Good care!’ what a physician that is,
Worth more than a whole pharmacopeia any day. You romembar what a
famous nurse Annt Sabrina was? Well, do you kuow, I believa sometimes
that her mantle has fallen on mo? My friends all send for mo now-a-daya
when thoy aresick. They claim that I do better for them than half the trained
nurees, and I like to do it. Tf I ware reduced to the necessity I could earn
a good living that way. Aunt Sabrina says it is a “gift"” to bd ablo te
purse the sick well. Do you suppose I have it? This is the way I make a
sick hed : A mattress not 100 hard, and, if possible, on a singlo bed. Cover
ovar with a sheot, tucking in well ; then across the bed I put a piece of
rubber oi? cloth, alwut » vard wide sz=d loog coougl to tuck in cach side;
then I lake a shieet, fold it once o aadt Neanbovisd, T placs b iungeh-wise
over the rubber «?oil, {ukioyg it 1n on ope=ide. This leaves mero thaa is
necessary to tuck iz on the other side,so I druw tight across and the surpius
fold flat and put under the mattress. This I ¢all a draw-sheet, 10d should
be placed so as to come well under the patient’s hips, so th+* in Usiug the
bed-pan, in case of a mishap the undor-sheet will not get wet. Now if the
draw-sheot should get soiled or wet, I untuck it, and being over a piece of
rubber cloth, it will slip very readily. I take oneside that is not foided and
draw my patient to the edge of the bed; then I go to the opposite side,
take out the folded part and smocth it out ; tho surplus shoeet in the middle
of the bed I take close up to my patient’s back, and with both hands press
down the mattress ; my patient turns over, he is on a clean sheet and with-
out being lifted. I then go the other side of the bed and fold in the samo
msnner as before T had done the surplus clean portion. If there is any
cdor, or it i3 at all soiled, I put a clean one on ; in that case before turning
my patient I pin to either ono of the sides of the soiled sheot my clean one,
tuck it in and fold, taking under my patient as before described. Often the
patient is lying av the side of the bed; in that case he is moved only once.
1 keep 2 plentiful supply of pillow-cases, and change ofien ; having an extra
pillow I hiold the patient's head with one srm and put the fre.h pillow
under with the other band. I change my draw-sheet oace or twice, whether
it is sciled or not, as it makes my patient Teel always refreshed. It has
never yet caused any harm, and I have nursed a good many.

My dear, I have at last had given me that moon-stone ring of aunt
Pearl's I coveted so long. Just now there is a perfect mania for moon stones.
Not always to be worn as ornaments, but to be carried sbout the person ss a
temptation to good fortune and success. To show how deep-seated is this
belief, I will quoto a leiter received by 2 dealer in goms from an unlucky
artist : “ Haviong heard of your wonderful fortune.compelling moonstones, I
sond immedistely for one, hoping that it may dissipate the ill luck that has
followed me for some time.
