There are some so whim-
sical that whilst they vever give a cupper
at home for religious purposes, are most
bountiful to strangers, and sometimes. ta
impostors. We are not quite sure that
religion does not lose more than she gains
by the begging expeditions of Clergymen
and Monks. Our readers well know the
straitened circumstances of many Catho-
lic districts in this Diocess, and yet we
do not remember that any of our Clergy
have been sent on a mendicant tour to
Canada, or the States, or Irelund, or any.
where else. We could name s scare of
places in this very Diocess, and someé of
these at our own door, that have more
powerful claims on our support than*any
object for which an appeal was made to us
by strangers during the last ten years
But, from some recent examples, we think
that the good people of Halifax are bdgin-
niog to open their eyes, and to estimate
those periodical and strange collectors at
their proper value. For instance, not
many days ago we were honored in Hali-
fax by a visit from two collectors who.live
in the remote part of the State of Penn-
sylvania. They published an advestise-
ment in some of the papers, declaringthat
they were patronized by several Bishaps
in the U. States, from whom they had ve-
ceived permission to collect. But they
forgot to addsome important modifications.
Thus, the Bishop of Philadeiphiz iz their
own State declared : ¢1 hereby give per-
mission to —— to collect in this Diocess,
except in the cily of Philadelphic s’ and
the Bishop of New York : ¢I hereby, &ec.
except in the cities of New York and
Brooklya,’ Being thus treated in the
places where they arc best known, what
claim bad they on a community like this ?

into crowns, garlands, wreaths, pendouts, &c.
On the Sunday morning the chucch looked
itideed * as a bride adorned for her husbaud
From end to end it seamed one floral incrus-
tation, & temple of fluwers, arch and pillar,
wall and window, trausept and tower, in what-
evor direction the eye wandered, it rested on
spme siveet, tasteful design, harmonious with
the varied outline ot the building, and adding
grace, hghiness and beauty 1o the massive
structure. "Fhe baptismal font with sts debi
cate tracery and angel unagery, the chaucel
uak screens, the four eastern chapels with
their elaborate aultarg, screcuns, &ee., were
oll appropristely decorated and eariched
Weealls, pandents, coronm and garlands of
every variety of flower and rose that the sca-
sgn cauld affurd, hung in gay fesuve profusion
from. each portion of the building; inter
spersed with large shields, bearing ecclesiasti-
cal devices, monograms, &c. in gold and rich
colour. An impesing bold canopy of ever-
gresus, fluwiers and roses was suspended from
the centre of the tower loft, issuing in four
finely-wrought and exquisitelyfinished fesinons
that hung in graceful pendents from the braz.
en.cramps of the tower pillars.  The sanétu-
ary the Hely of Holies of the Cathohic Church,
was evidently the great puint of interest, and
‘high above al} other parts of the sacred edifice
in its character of decSration; presenting a
full gorgeous array of crimson aud gold en-
richments; with festoons and heads of roes,
dependout on eyery side, and clustering round
every available support whether of pillar or
pillaret, screen or veredos. Thirteen smali
shiclds, in gold zed colour, representing the
variods armorial bearings of the church, were
fixed in-frout of the rood-loft ; also thirieen
Jarge vases filled with the choicest fowers,
2nd a multitude of pendent wreaths of vari-

ous sizes, &c., covering she whole extent of

the rood, screen gnd loft, with alight floral
Aracery. Velvet fiangings, enriched with lilies,
and other emblems, enveloped thé walls and
side pillars of the sanctuary, surmoanted by
banaerole o} silk, crimson, biue, green, and
white, with gilt stendards and crosses, an?
beoautifully embroideréd shells and devic_s.
The three stately piliars at the ezst of the high
altar were covered with afamelled work, in
gold and rich colcur, comaining ciboriums,
liliics, monrzcams, &c. Above these, and
beneatk the round right-royal orieat window,
Lung the large banner of the Blessed Sacra-
ment; ciborium, gald, oha crimson nimbus,
-encircled with gold stars, alt on 2 blec jcound

powdered with stars. A splendid canopy of

<rimson silk velvet with rich gold. fringe, and
-enamelled pold crown-imperial; rested on the
tabernacle, in the centre of the zltar, sur-

Atten o’clock
the church doors tvere thrown open ; the big
bell eent its joyous message throughout the

At half-past ten the lond
swolling notes of the organ announce! ihe
commencenmient of the day's szered aoffice,
The Rev, F, Cheadle, accompanmied by Dea.
cont and Sabdeacon, witk numerous attend-
ants in soarlet cassocks,surplices, approached
the altar and thore offered the Iloly Eucharis.
tic Sucrifice. Tho Celebrant and his imme-
dinto nitendants wero robed in nich gorgeous
vestments of cloth of gold, enriched with pre-
cious stones; tha noble present of Ambrase
Lasle Phithips, E«q., of Grace Dieu Mauor,
Leicesturshire.  This solemn service ended,
the Rev. J. Mulligan ascended the pulpmt and
preached from Mathew, 1, 23, * They shall
call His name Bummanuel, which boing in-
terproted 1, God with us.”  When the sermon
was ended, agam the bell was rung, and the
organ pourced fourth 1ts tull heaving nutes,
filhng the whole atmosphere up to the cchoing
roof with waves of aweetest svunds, and ush.

Four persons, in large, ample, scarlet civic
cloaks, with ermine cullars, sleeves, &c., car-
ried the rich Latin canopy, (the truly noble
offering of the Right Honourable the Coun-
tess ot Shrawsbary,) which was supported on
four brass standavds, each standard surmount-
ed by four silver bells ; all desgned by Welby
Pugin, Esq.

I was rather late for a laige portion of the
duscourse.  Enough rem:ined, however, to
gwe me an idoa of its styly, which was gran-
diloquent and anti-Catholic to a degree. “I'his
menster Popory, observed Growling, has been
deprived of its fangs and teeth 1n England and
France, but the blood of sts mangled victims
sthll reek on its insatiable jaws, which yawn
and thiest for more. Fe, fau, fum '—Oh !
christian_friends—continued * Growling"—
loso no time or opportunity in crushing this
demon, o it will crush you. Tho Romish
Church may endeavour to throw the odium of
tl;is persecution on the judicial authorities of
Madaira, as it was by that body the martyrs
were condemned and outlawed. But, chris-
tian Iriends, was it not a Popish judge who
tried them, and did not all his satellites belong
to the same abominable creed. Accoiding to
this style of Jogic, Cathalics should i0se no
time in_calling mectings to express their
indignation at the uawarractable liberty
which Protestant judges sometimes take in
passing sentence on their crring brethren.

"I‘ht? Doctor, it seems, had illustrated his
arguments by a series of anccdotes previous
to my coming, afact which I ascertained from
a véry chort gemleman, who scemed rather
disposed to clevate himself at the exvense of
my toes.

a terrific onstaught on Popory he turned to the
Madeira martyrs by way of refreshment, and
so besmeared that respectable body, making
them angels all but the wings, that it seemed
a cruelty not to knock them on the hoad and
permit ther pure spinits to ascend where they
belonged. Scarcely had Snorton closed his
remarks when Growhng, probably thinking
the wind was gewung a litle out of his sads,
started up to relate one anecdotec more—of
the ame sort which was left—on his own ac-
count. A pious and ameable Portuguese, ho
said, who by the light of the bible had re-
nounced Popery and its abominations, was
cne day walking in Madeira, (the Island, of
course, temperance forbids any other conclu-
sion) when a blood-thirsty Priest, (1 quote his
words verbatim) accosted him thus: *“ Kncel
down you cursed bible heretic and worship
this”—holding up a brass crucifix—** this 13
my God I”

“ I know it is your God.” rezponded the
meek convert, but mine is- ~bofore the words
were out the infuciated Priest dashed the cru-
cifix iu s face, and ieft him welteriug in ais
blood , —ihis 1s what we call in Ireland wking
a dirty advantage of a man—to say the least
it was a new and * siriking feature” in reh-
gious controversy.

I could relate anccdotes of a similar charac-
ter all night, said Growling, but the Rev. Mr,
Saorton and myself will shortly publish a
small volume, which will coutain brief sketch-
cs of Popish atrocities never before given to

How invaluable must such a book be for
Christian meditation, so calculated to inspire

Thes» were
followed by torch-bearers, and thirty girls
dressed in white, with veils and «reaths of
white roses, carrving banners and strowing
the ground with rose leaves. The last of
these carried a b uner recently worked by
some of the ladies ¢f the congregation, on
which was a most beautiful figure of the Bles-
sed Virgin and Child.  Lastly came tho Bles-
sed Sacrament, carried under a canopy by the
Rev, T. Sing, and preceded by the thurifers.
‘I'he procession was closed by the choir, and
most of the congregation. In the garden, an
altar had been erected unesr an arch of rock-
wortk, and upou this the Blessed Sacrament
was placed, whilst the choir sung the “ O Sa.
lutaris,” and the * Tantum Ergo.” Benedic.
tion was then given, and as all was hushed in
silent adoration, the Blessed Sacrament raised
w front of the altar and sparkhng in the sun;
en cither side the long lines of kneeling
figures clothed in white, and with banners
gently waving. the cross proudly upreared,
and in the background the knecling perople,
presented altogether a spectacle such as is sel-
dom seen in Protestant England. After Be-
nediction, the procession passed round the
garden, the choir singing the * Lauda Sion,”
and as the last votes of it died away the boys
in front began the psaim “Quim Dilecta ™
Thus the procession again entered the church,
the pecple kneeling with the greatest devotion
as it passed. "The Blessed Sacrament was
exposed for a short tine on the high altar, and
th~ procession then returned to the presby-
tery. In the grening vespers were sung, and
afterwards Benediction was given in  the
church and garden. The weather during the
day was rainy, except for the half-hour, morn-
ing :nd eveniug, when the processinn and be.
pediction were to take plice, dwming which
time the sun shone out most beautifully.  ‘The
church and grounds were crowded to excess,
but the greatest orler prevailed, and the Pro-
testants present showed great respect ; and in-
deed some were afterwards observed collect.
