THE MYSTERY OI' GODLINESS,

ST, AUGUST, 1900.

The annnal discourse dehvered by the editor at South-
juit, I L L dady sty v,

“And without contr versy great is the mystery of g ©
Jiness 3 God was mavpifest in the flesh, justified in  the
Spirit, reen of angely, preached unto the Gentiles, be-
lieved on in the world, reeeived up into glory.” (I Tim.
iii, 16.)

A competent person defines mystory ¢‘a
revealed secret,” When that which was lnd 1o
God is made known to man, it is called 2 mys-
tery, Paul says, <“Behold, 1 shew you u mys”
tery ; wo shall not all sleep, but wo shall be
changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of
an eye, at the lust trump,” ete.,ete. (I Cor. xv,
31.) This mystery was once a sceret hid 1n
God, but is now revealed by the Spirit through
the apostles.

The text speaks of a secret too great to bo
controvated, but wus graudly demoustrated
and is to be received by men for their salva-
tion. Without it is no godliness. 1le describes
it in six grand facts. 1st. God was manifest
in the flesh ; 2nd, was justified in the Spirit,
3rd, seen of angels, 4th, preached unto the
Gentiles , 5th, believed on in the world § Guhb,
received up into glory.

Let us consider these facts in the order
heve stated. The fitst and greatest fact is
God was manifest in the flesh. This fact was
too great to be first announced by a mau as
were other facts, but God himself in the pres-
ence of men sa.d to Jesus at his baptism
from the opened heaven, “Thou art my
beloved Son, 1 whom I am well pleased.”

On the coasts of Ceamsarea Phihippi, Jesus
asked his disciples, “Whom do men say that
I the Son of Man amn ¥ Ilow would such a
question sound coming from any onc else ?
But it was highly proper for Jesus to ask and
press the question, for a world’s salvation de-
pended upon it. “Whom do ye say that I
am ?” and Simon Pcter answered, “Thou art.
the Christ, the Son of the living God.” Jesus
blessed Peter and said of the {rutk, which he
had confessed: 1st, Flesh and blood hath
not revealed it to thee, but my Father which
is in heaven. 2nd, I will buwild my church
on this rock. 3rd, The gates of hell shall
not prevail against it.

Of himself he said, Thoun art Petros, but on
this Petra I will bmld my church. He calls
both the man and the frufk bhe confessed
Rock, but with this essential difference: the
man ke calls Pelrus,or a moving stone or rock
but the lrufl PeTrA, an immovable rock, :
bed rock, a sure foundation. In the same
chapter we are told that Jesus rebuked Peter,
calling him Satan, showing him to be a mov-
ing stone, utterly unfis for « foundation, but
after much dressing and polishing an excel-
lent building stone.  But LPelra, the bed rock,
the sure foundation, after every trial is un-

changed, thesamo yesterday, to-day and for-
ever,

Just after God had announced Jesus as his
beloved Son, he was tempted of the devil, If
thou be the Son of God, do thus and su, bat
after evory trinl the rock was unmoved and
Satan vanquished. Tho truth he most hated
wos as firm as ever,

The enmity of wicked men aimed at that
truth. They called it blasphemy, stoned him
for saying it.  On his trial for hfe no wituness
could condemn him. " Hedid nosin.” “Never
cpened his hand but to bless; never wept but
in sympathy for human woe.” Iis judge,
the high priest, was baflled. P:late could find
vo fault in him, neithor could the high priest,
e then appealed to Jesu . us on oath to tell
them if he were tho Son of God. Jesus said
vl am."” The priest suid to the people, We
nevd no otherwitness, ye have heard his bias-
phemy. What think ye ? And they all said,
e is guilly of dewlh. He dics then for con-
fessing that he is the Son of the Living God,
He dies that we might hive,and the good con.
fession ‘he made in his death is the confession
wo make when we are saved. It is the rock
on whicii the church is built,  ‘Fhe man who
believes with all bis heart that Jesus is the
Son of God is begotten of God. e that be-
lreveth on the Son hath everlasting life, e
that believeth and is baptized shall be saved,
When the Ethiopian officer heard Philip
preach Christ and came to a certain water
he said, “Here is water, what doeth hinder
me to be baptized.” Philip caid, ““If thou be-
lievest with all thine heart thou mayest.
Hesail, ““I believe Jesus Christ is the Son of
God.” And they went down both 1nto the
water, both Philip and the eunuch, and he
baptized him. To confess this truth is called
the good confession. Jesus had made it be
fore Pilate. Timothy had also made 1t befor®
may witnesses (I Tim. xii, 13.) ““With th,
heart man believeth unto righteousness, and
with the mouth confession is i ade unto sal.
vation.” God manifest in the flesh is the
grand creed of the church. We hear of
churches revising their creeds to suit the
times. What scemed suitable to be believed
im past times needs modifying and improving
to keep up with the iucreasing hight of the
present age. Ilow conld this creed be im.
proved ? It needs no revising, but remains
the same from age to age. In 1cceiving it we
accept of Christ as our own loving Suviour,
and in faithfully loving and serving him we
hold fast the good confession till he shall con-
fess us before his Father and the holy angels.

Some think it was the church against
which the gates of hades or death would not
prevail, but 1t was not the church which
death now assails, bat the rock on which the
church is built. The great question to be
decided is this, £s Jesus the Clrest the Sun of
the Living God? Gud said he is, Jesus said 1
am, Jews and Centiles deny it and put him
to an accursed death for saying it. The
gates of hades cpen for him and hie pure
spirit pagses into the unseen. All men, good

and bad, havebeen held by death, will it hold

him ? I he is only a man it will. If he is
the Son of the living God he will rise the
third day and make eternal havoe of this last
enemy, How much Jopends upon thoe ovents
of these two or three days. He is condemned
by all men, and now lies like a criminal in a
dishonored grave. IBut the priestsure nnecasy
and apply for a guard. Lf his body cannot
be found,the last error is worse than the first,
Neither they nor Pilate’s soldiers can follow
him past the grave. Buthe is condemned and
conquered, and who cun deliver him ?  This
leads us to tho second fact in the great
mystery.

Second, IIe was justiied in the Spirit.
Death has not prevailed. His eternal power
and Godhead is & settlod truth demoustrated
by the Spirit of God in the resurrection of
Christ. An angel rolls away tho stone, the
seal is broken and Jesus walks out of the
sepulehre its eternal conqueror. What can
his enemies now do? 'They said,let us frame
a lie, o mean and foolish one to be sure, but
it is tho best we can do. Guards, circulate
this lie. It may cost you your life but we
will persuade the governor and secure you.
Say his disciples stole him away while we
slept.

1t is very difficult to forge a lie in the face
of blazing truth, Kven if these few timid
disciples had taken the body from the
armed guards, why would they not compel
them to bring it back as soon as the theft
was discovered? Surely the whole Jewish
nation, backed by Rome’s mighty legions,
would no. be fooled and conquered by a
handful of weak disciples without men or
money. Where was the body of the crucified
One, wus a question, and remains a question
which infidelity cannot answer. The priests
believed he rose, and dare nou deny it. Lhey
never charged the disciples with theft, nor
demanded from them the body of Jesus. How
silly, then, was the story thatthey had stolen
the body and still enewies kept it afloat.

Not only did God raise Jesus from the
dead, but in due time sent down his Spirit to
fill his apostles and qualify them for the great
work of convincing the world of sin, of
righteousness and of judgment.  On the very
day the Spint came and filled his apostles
they began to preach to his murderers the
resurrection and glorification of Him whomn
they put to deuth as a blasphemer, which,
when they bad heard, they were pricked in
their heart and said unto Ieter and the rest,
Men and brethren, what shall we do? His
answer was, Repeat and be buptized every
one of you in the name of Jesus for the
renission of sins and ye shall recetve the gift
of the Ioly Spirit. They believed and obeyed
the dictates of the Holy Spirit and 3,000 were
saved; und this was but the beginning of the
Spirit's work.  Jesus was further justified by
the Spirit m the salvation of Jews and
Gentiles. All that believe and obey what the
Spirit said through the apostles are saved.
The IHoly Spirit still justifies the Messiah
and abides with his faithful followers.

LVANQELISTIC TOUR.

It waz at noon, June 16th, that, weary with
my long journey, I landed for the first time
in life at St. John, N. B Bros. L.
and Geo. I. Barnes met me at the station,
and gave me a most cordial welcome, and in
Bro. Miles’ hospitable home I found every
‘means afforded me for & most needed rert.

The noxt morning at 7 I boarded the
“Prince Rupert” for a 40 miles sail over
Fundy’s Bay to Digby, N. S, It was my first
sight of salt water since landing 1n New York
from old Lingland twelve years ago, and I
onjoyed every rod of the way. Soon Acadia's
shores loomed up in the south and at 10
o’clock we wore in Digby and I first set my
feet upon the land of Evangeline. Wheon I
wag in Old Scotland it was the stcamer ‘“Rob
Roy” that carried me across Loch Kathrine;
but now in New Scotland it was the engine
“Evangeline” that drew our baggage from
the steamer to the station. We left Digby at
noun, and all the afternoon our train ran
through a land of enchanting beauty and the
most interesting historic association.

Annapolis and Cornwallis valleys~the land
of Even. elinc—can not be excelled by any
country for fertility and beauty. At 9 p. m.
we reached Malifax and received a most
hearty welcome by Bro. I. C. Ford, the pas-
tor, and Bro. Richardson, and I was taken to
the residence of Bro. Clifford Smith, and no
evangelist ever had & better home than Bro.
and Sister Smith have made for me.

As u stranger I feel inclined to write much
about Acadia’s beantiful capital, but I know
that the limits of your paper forbid; and it is
of the church and our meeting that your
readers will wish to know, and not of the
past history and struggles, but of the present
condition of this church will you desire in-
formation.

Tho congregation has a comfortable wood-
en building well located in the residence dis
trict in the north part of the city, upon which
there is still a small indebtedness, but this
thoy are rapidly reducing and 1 think will
soon be entirely free from dobt.

Since Bro. Ford came to Halifax, nearly
two years ago there have been about 20 ad-
ditions and 50 removals; bug it is hoped that
the tide has now turned and that the loss
will soon Le regained. Our meeting contin-
ued nearly four weeks,and every Lord’s days’
congregation was an improvement upon the
preceding one until the house was well filled.
But it is the wrong season of the year for
week evening meetings in a city. From an
attendance of from 130 to 200 on Sunday
evening we were reduced to an average of 60
on week evenings. We held what we had,
but found 1t impossible to increase it much
because of picnics, garden concerts and other
out door recreations. But we had an excel-
lent interest throughout and four confessions
and I will miss my prophecy if a great
preacher does not come out of this meeting.
I will leave to others to write about the moral
and spiritual influence of the meeting, but
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| thero are some items that I desire to empha-
siz0
1. Bro, Ford camo to this church at a
oritical timo, and has so lived and managed
l and preached that oot only has the church a
good influence in the community, but.he has
rown in power and influence with it, and
| ﬁo and his excellent wife are held in the high-
| est esteom by all who know them, and they
have been requested by an unanimous vote to
l remamn for the third year. Let churches
everywhere learn the value of experienced
men.
| 2 And a more liberal, self-sacrificing little
| band than the churchin Halifax I have nover
secen. Only about 50 members, and nearly
all of them poor, and none of them rich, and
yet they raise more than one thousand dollurs
ayear! Can any church oxcel that ? The
freo will offerings during our mecting were
one hundred dollars, which paid their home
expenses and made the meeting nearly self-
sustaining,

In attendance at tho weetings and in con-
tributing of their means the members have
made sacrifices that I have never seen equal-
led, and they are worthy of all commenda-
tion.

The Halifax people have quite stolen my
heart, and if they are samples of the mani-
time brotherhood, I shall tind it difficult to
leavo this country at all. Bro. Ford’s daugh-
ter, Mrs. R. . Stevens, of Port Williams,
led tho song service and presided at the or-
gan during the meeting, and I never had this
work done better.

I leave to-day for West Gore for a two
week’s meeting, and theunce then to the dedi-
cation of the new chburch building on Doug-
las Avenue, North End, in St. John, July
20th.

PICTOU LETTER.

DEAR CARISTIAN—I was very much inter-
ested in reading the last CHRISTIAN, rejoiced
in hearing that something was being done for
the salvation of souls, and grieved at heart
to hear that there wero among our people
those that make a promise and don’s fulfill it.
Ananias and Sapphira made no promise only
pretended to give all when giving only a part,
but was struck dead for their falsehood. To
promise to give for the advancement of the
Lord’s cause, and not do so seems to me
cqually as bad. The denominations around
us are doing far more then we are in pro-
portion to numbers. It scems to me that oup
people think that as we have the truth and
are going according to the Bible we will be
all right.  But will we get the “well done”
from our Saviour at the end of the journey if
we have not ‘“douc well.” ' I fear not. Sce
what he says in Luke xii, and 47 and 48,
“He that knows his Lord’s will and does it
not shall be beaten with many stripes.” A
great number of onr people are protesting
against missionary societies as not being
Scriptural, but are they showing by their work
that they are trying to obey the Saviour in
his command to go (Mark xvi, 15 and 16) or
aro they helping them that are willing to go?
I think not. We need and should have two

or three evangelists all the time in these
Maritimo Provinces. What a good work
would bo done if all our people would give

according to thoir means for the apread of the
gospel and the salvation of souls. Ho would
be poor indeed that could not give five conts
per month, some could give ton, some twenty
and up to adollar per month, Some are able
to raise & dollur per month 1f only willing and
interested in spiritual mattors. When wo
cross over the river how small the money
matters of this world will seemn to us, and 1t
seems to me how sorry we will be that we
done so little to further the cause of the Lord,
when how “*Blessed aro they that do bis com-
mandinents, that they may have a right to
the tree of hfe, and may enter in through the
gates into the city.” O, brethren and sisters,
let us do our duty and try to obey the Saviour
that has done so much for us, snd may we at
the end of the journey hear him say, ¢ Come
you blessed of my Father, inherit the _kmg-
dom prepared for you from the foundation of
the world.”

HOME MISSION WORK.

J. CIIAS, B, APPEL.

Uunder the above heading in the last
CI{RISTIAN, the president of the Home Mis-
sion Board gave expression to the views of
the Board.

Their trouble seems to be one of dollars
and cents. The churches do not sond funds.
Aggressive work cannot be donme without
funds; therefore no aggressive work cun bo
done, But here evidently the conscience of
the board gives trouble—the work allotted to
them is to enter into an evangelistic cam-
paign, and it is not pleasant to face the
annual meeting without having done some-
thing along this line. So, ‘“at their own
financial risk,” the Board have placed an
evangelist in the field. This is a matter for
thankfulness—they are now Apostolic—*¢ we
walk by faith not by sight.” From the lit-
tle I’ve been able to learn, God has rowarded
their faith by ennabling the evangelist to
collect almost all his expences.

The Board wants more money, they have
a right to receive it, they mus! recoive it if
we are to do the work for which God holds
us respousible. Tew, if any, of the churches
are contributing anything like wbat they
might easily give, to say nothing about sacri-
ficing for the work. These need to remem-
ber that covetousness is a deadly sin and
need to repent.

In the meantime what is to be done?
Shall the work begun at Halifax, Pictou and
St. John, be jeopardized by stopping the
aid now extended to these points so that the
Board may have money to spend? This
surely is trying to vencer an evil by com-
mitting another. Our orphanages take a
child and keep it until it is of an ago and
strength to earn a living. We would have
little confidence in an institution that would
take children, keep them a short time and
then turn them into the street to starve in
order that others might be-admitted.

Bat for what is the Home Mission Board -
in existenco if not to spend money in ovar-
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golizing? It is just here, to my mind, the
president’s letter is lacking., He rightly eays
that ‘“any individual member might have
received tho money and paid thebills,” ‘This
is not its principal work. To raiss money,
not to spend it, ig the work for which every
misgionary board is appointed. Theo present
Board has inaugurated a new method by
appointing canvassers in each congregation.
This is a good move, and will doubtless
evontually do much, but this is not enough,
One recommendation at the last Annual
megting was tho employment of an evango-
list, part of whose time should be given to
vigiting every church in the 1ntorest of Home
Missions. 1f the Bouard had earlier ¢ walked

by faith,” had secured their ovangelist at the
beginning of the year and Lad sent him on an
active canvass of the churches, Tur Curis.
TIAN for July would have had a different
letter from the president,

But not one-sixth of the amount pledged
at the lagt Annual has beon received. Does
this mean that the mombers of our churches
have so little self-respect that they will
pledge themselves and not keep thoir pro-
mises? This would be n sad and humiliating
stato of affairs, but I do not think that this
is the condition. Coertainly the pledges were
“gven at momeonts of exaltation:” would
any one expect to raceive many freewill offer-
ings at any other time? Would you succeed
better during seasons of indifference or times
of depression and discouragement? If we
cease to use times of religious fervor and
exaltation to present the claims of evangeli-
zation of the world, we will soon be without
funds for the ‘““regular payments to different
churches” as well as ‘ haundicapped in the
organization of auy aggressive work.” What
is needed 18 more mo rents of oxaltation and
these in every congregation, and added to this
a careful, systematic and persistent follow-
ing up of the work done at these times. The
taking of pledges is but the beginning of the
work. This needs to bo followed by one,
two, three, or & dozen letters to the individ-
uals. Keep the memory refreshed until the
promise is a fact.

DEDICATION DOUGLAS AVENUE
CHRISTIAN CHURCAH,

——

The North End Mission notes will no
longer be entitled “Main St.” At last the
good news can be published that this congre-
gation is worshipping in its own building.
This is a matter for praiso and thanksgiving,
at least it is such to those who have labored
and sacrificed for it.

July 29, the last Sunday in the month, was
the day of dedication. The following account
of the day’s service is taken from the St. John
Daily Sun :

After almost seven years without a house
of worship which they could call their own,
the north end OChristian church yesterday
dedicated their new building, on Douglas
avenue, to the service of God. The pretty
little auditorium was more than comfortably
filled at the morning service. The congrega-
tions of Silver Falls and Coburg street church
had united with the north end Christians,
and thore were besides a number of others
who had come to seo and participate in the

opening services. ‘The new building, though
not at all pretentious, is yet exveedingly
protty, and 18 fitted 1n splendid taste,

At the morning service there were on the
platform, the pastor, Rev. J. C, B. Appel,
Rov. A, Martin, Rev. Dr. Ray, Rev. U. B.
Miller and Elder dMurray. Xich took some
part in the oponing services, which wero of a
nature specially suited to the oceasion. In
introducing the speaker of the morning, the
pastor, Rev, J. C. B. Appel, said that the
day was the climax of a serios of efforts. On
the 23rd of January, 1893, a Sunday school
was organized in the Temple of Honor hall by
the Coburg streot church. It was found
shortly that the field was large enough to
warrant holding regular services. Later on
tho congregation moved into Union Hali, and
in January, 1896, it was regularly organized.
That year the present pastor assumed charge,
and now ull may look at oue of the results of
their efforts. e then introduced Mr. Martin.

Tho speaker took as the subject for the
dedication germon, the words found in T Tim,
iii : 14, 15 : *Theso things write I unto thee
hoping to como unto theo shortly. But if I
tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou
oughtest to bohave thyself in the house of
God, which is the church of the living God,
the pillar and ground of the truth.”

As we are here today, said Mr. Martin, tho
question arises, why have we built this church
and organized this people ? There is no
doubt that every stoue and timber used in
the construction of this edifico represents a
golf-sacrifice on the part of some of the church.
Why is it we arc thus struggling, battling
against the tide. 1t 1s because there is a great
principle at stake. When tho Word of God
wag first preached it was as clear and puve as
the great heart of the Iather, as vitalizing as
the blood of Jesus Christ, but after a while
it becamo mixed with human traditions.
Difforent reformers have tried by thoir own
terms to remove these inventions of men, and
have succeeded partly. Some seventy-five
years ago hodies of men, our fathers, belong-
ing to different demominations, 1n different
countries, came almost simultaneously to
realize that purity could only be obtained by
returning to the New Testament, by ascending
the hill of Zion. And they found that there
was but one church of Jesus Christ. Every
denomination and every sect, othor than that
is the result of uninspired man's teaching.
There can be but one church, otherwise Jesus
Christ, her husband, has been made a
polygamist. Our fathers found but the one
church, with its foundations laid broad and
deep in the divinity of Christ. Other founda-
tions can no man lay. Christ alone, is the
central figure of the entire system of
Christianity; on Iim the church must be
built, and after Him it must be called. And
8o we found the church governed by the book
of God; Christ the creed; the Bible the
discipline. Today whatever we have of creed
not in the New Lestament, we will eliminate,
and what we have not that is in that book we
will take in addition. And on this basis we
will unite. ‘The time when all shall stand
together will come, and in twenty-five yeare
the church will march on in umison. Our
fathers found, again in the New Testamont,
that the church was called by several names,
and we are wiltling to he called by these and
by no others. It does make a difference about
the name, und that very thing is doing more
to keep the different bodies apart than any-
thing else. And further they found that
faith, repentance and baptism were true, and
that baptism does not change the heart, faith
does that. And so the fathers gave up infant
baptism, and studying further, gave up
performing the ordinaunce by sprinkling or
pouring. It was like tearing the heart strings
asunder, but they believed they were right
and they broke away from tho customs in

which they had been bronght up, for con-
soience’s sake. And in the last sevonty-five
years this body of believers has increased
until it now numbers 1,200,000, It is

“In the rock of ages founded,
Who can shake itg sure repose.”

Together with the plate collection, over
3200 was pledged by those present toward the
building fund.

At the close of the service the ordinance of
the Lord’s Supper was administered. Eldor
W. A.Barunes ofthe Coburg st. church presided
snd he wag assisted by Elder dMurray and
Rev. J. C. B, Appel.

The afternoon service was largely attended
especially oy members of tho other north end
churches, who by their presence gave a token
of the good will in which the Christian
church and its pastor are held by them. On
tho platform were: Rev. J. O. B. Appel,
Tlder Murray, Rev. D. Long, pastor of
Victoria street I'ree Baptist church ; Rev. R.
P. McKim, rector of St. Luke’s ; Rev. A, H,
Fogtor, pastor of St. Matthow’s ; Rev. Dr. Ray
of Coburg streot Christian church, and
Evangelist A. Martin and U. B. Miller, of
Towa.

After the opening sorvices, conducted by
Rev. A. H. TFoster and Llder Murray, Rev.
Mr. Appel welcomed the andience to the new
house of worship and read a letter from Rev.
George Steel of Portland Methodist church,
in which he expressed his regret at being
unable to be present, and wishing church and
pastor God-speed.

Rev. Dr. Ray, pastor of the Coburg street
church, of which the north end body is an
off-shoot, was the first speaker. He emphas-
ized the importance which gathersaronnd an
evont of such 2 nature as the opening of a
church, and dwelt especially upon the unique
position the clergyman is in, compared with
other professions.

He was followed by thenorth end clergymen
who spoke briefly words of encouragement
and congratulation to the Christian church
and ite pastor. Each presentcd the greetings
of the body which he represented.

Tho evening service was of an evangelistic
nature, the first of a sories to be conaucted
by Rev. Mr. Martin, who preached last night.
Tho congregation throughout the day taxed
the capacity of the auditorinm. But as soon
as the school room is finished additional
seating for at least two hundred people will
be at the disposal of the church.

PRE-EMINENCE OF HOME
MISSIONS.

In considering the subject of home mis-
sions, we sce so many reasons why it should
receive the hearty assistance of all Christ’s
followers, that we are at a loss to know which
to give prominence. Thus pondering, the
words of the Master spoken centuries ago to
His followers, rise up before us—* Ye are
the light of the world . ..  Let your light
so shine,” ete. (Matt. v, 14-16). If we are
¢ tho light,” whence cometh this light? and
how shall we ¢ let our light shine.”

We look out upon the silver moon shed-
ding her mellow light upon mountain and
valley, forest and waters, city and country,
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Then wo remember that she does not shine
by her own light, but by light borrowed (or
reflected) from tho sun. Eren go, as Chris-
tians, ‘“we have become illuminated, ™ as
Paul says, and shine by hght borrowod (or
reflected) from the Sun of Rightoousness.

As we turn agmin to view the moon, we
observe a dark shadow slowly creeping over
her until finally she is complotely enshrouded
init. What is the matter ? The earth has
come between her and her source of light
(the sun) and she becomes darkened. And
asg true Disciples of Christ we must « watch ?
lest ¢ the world ” coma betwoen us and our
source of light (Christ) and we become
again lost in the darkness of sin. Thus the
decres of brightness may be determined by
considering what does or does not tend to
intercept thelight. If our lives are centered
in His—if our joys, our sorrows, our ambi-
tions are ITis—then our lights will ‘“shine
out in the darkness, ” and our acts will bear
silent, yet effective, testimony for Him.
Generally speaking, our lights will become
radiant by doing snd giving, by going or
sending. As faras our energies or our dol-
lars go, thus far will our lights penetrate,

What i3 true of individunals, is also truec of
churches. Tho activity of the church in all
mattors pertaining to the advancement of
Christ’s Kingdom on carth, determines her
brightness. IHer light may be dim, and her
influence local, or her radiance may reach
from shore to shore. Shall we be content to
dimly shine, or shall we put our hearts into
the work, and make it pleasing to the Master.

From every part of America comes the call
for help. Sball we not heed it, when Christ
emphasizes benevolence, (Bph. iv, 28). In
our own provineces a great work may be done
for “the fields are white with harvest” (John
iv, 35). Shall we aid in the good work, and
8o ““lay up for ourselves treasures in heaven?”
(Matt, vi, 20). Or, shall we pursue an in-
different course, and allow ourlights to grow
dim? “To the work! To the work!”
“Wist yo not that we should be sbout our
Father’s business,” “Then if this is our
Father’s business, it should receive our first
attention, and bdest efforts, May God help us
to opon our eyes to duty and omx hearts to
the work, that the causec of home wmissions
may yet surpass our loftiest ambitions,
