THE AMERICAN SYSTEM. = -

The strain brought upon the Awmcrican
system of government by the Jate Prosi-
dential-dontest, and  the unsatisfuctory
result of the ultimate choice in s far ns
a dofinite’ settlement -on * ¢onstilutional
grounds was arrived at, has agiin led
thinking men to give their views on the
relative | merits” of the  American “and
British schemes of rule,  English writers,
Gorpwiy  Ssrrn among the vest, have

studied the guestion with much elabora-

tion; but we are better pleased to analyzo
the ideus of an Americun, innsmuch as ho.
would bu supposeild to know the intricate
wurkiug of his country’s system bettor
than any foreigner could possibly du. We
til such o man in Rev, V. R Brxsos,
and a short paper which he has lately
contributed onthe subject we judge to be
deserving of prefound attention,

The writer Legins at once by assumiug
1hat the Dritish system is superior to the
American.  That is his thesis.  He holds
that the DBritish superority grows out of
the very simple truth that all agents who
are momently reponsible to thelr princi-
pals are faithful w their tust. . The
JAmnerican interiority, un the other haud,
~prings from the fact that officeholders,
being everywhere elected for fized terms,
are responsible to nobody for anything
and, lience, are selatively tuithless and
incompetent.  Again, the American writ-
tenn Constitntion 1s s east iron wauldron,
within which the waters of political agit-
ation may boi tidl they explode : but their
explosion works no progress. The Fng-
Jish nowritten Constitution is s complex
but Heatble engine, the various parts off
whicli are the inventions of various witsls,
cach adding something to the smouthiness
ur power with which the cngite pursues
its way.  The Eoglish system 15 correetly
stated ty be grounded upon three great
principies : a4 permaneut executive, a re-
sponsibic  Ministry, amd  representative
nelinent'to vote the supplics. From
these three prineipies low three corollaries,
and 1t s upon these dut @ comparison

b with American pructice Is instituted.

First, the Sovercign adways selects his
alvisers from the party in wajorityin the
THouse of Cummouns, whereas the Presic
dent,. as precisely  in the ease of Mo
Haves, may select his cabiuet frum the
minurity in Congress,

Secondly, when the Sovercign rdissolves
Parhisurent, it is because his advisers aml
the wmajority of the House of Commons do
not wgree, st the sense of the cointry is
wanted to-sve who shall be supportal;
whereis the President - eannot dissolve
Congress, which ix elected foru ixed term,
and he must wo on whether he and his
administrativn ure endorsed by the country
or not. . ,

Thirdly, the two parties in the House
of Commons would oppose each vthir on
the well understoud terms that the oppo-
sition, if successtul i overthrowing the
warty in power, would e obliged w take
the reins of adininistration and run the
government ou  their thesry.

An iron cylinder; finished to a _chisel - @
edge,” with - sufficient “diaphragm  to give it
atrcnfth, is to'he coustructed round the obelisk,
which is to lie in the Jong axis of the cylinder,
into water-tight' compartiuents. The cylinder
is to be ninety-five feet long by fifteeu foet dia-
meter, and will have a druught of nine feet of
wauter when afloat.” ANl being riveted water-
tight, it will be rolled into the sea and across
the sandy bed of the water till it floats. 1t will
then be'turned ‘over, and the man-holes at the
top openied, nud about thirty tons of ballast put
into keep the ends vertical, so as to act like
stem and stern. After tris it will have two bilge
keels, s rudder, light spar-deck, mast, and lug-
snils attuched, and be provided with an anchor
and good cables, and, if necessary, « pumyp in
“ese of leakuge. The eylinder ship, decompanied
by the stenmer which has it in tow, will then
be fit to go to uny port of the world with its
freight, wnd inany weather.
. Onanother page the reader will find a group of
illustrations that will give a clearer idea of the
preparations under way, for the protection and
safety of this sea-going obelisk, than any words
can do. In the upper corner, to the .irft, we
see the great mass of granite lving prostrate on
the soil of Egypt, while dingonally opposite it
appears in all 1ts ancient glory, looking down
upon a new civilization and a new people.. Be-
fore, however, the latter resolts can be reached,
there must be n hazardous journey performed.
Whether the peeunlinr craft depicted in the en-
graving will accomplish its task with suceess,
and convey this grim monument of the siren of
the Nile safely, is a mntier of speeulation ; but
it is sincerely to be hoped that the venturesoms
wounolith will not full a victilm to the treachery
of the waves, )
This monument is one of two giunt obelisks
that were originally hewn out of the rose-colord
granite of the quarries of Syene, and trasported
trom Elephantine tno Heliopolis, whers the pair
stood before the temple of the God Tuw. Thenes
sthey were taken in the days of Cleopatrs, to
¢ Alexandria, receiving the name of Cleopatra’s
I Newdles in memory of their transfer. The entire
height of this monolith, frow the base to the
apex, is about 63 fewt 5 inches : it is 6 fect 11
inches at the base, and 4 feet 8 inches under the
pyrumidion.  Four notches are in the corners
of the hase, 10 hold tenons or cramps by which
it was supported on its pedestal, or on some ph-
jects which stood on the pedestal,but what they .
were i3 quite uneertain,  Two ot the faces have
suffered by exposure to the sea, but the hicro-
glyphiv inscriptions are distineily visible; nod
will, no doubt, be more so when the monslith
is set upright, and there is more shadow to throw
thews out. The cost of lunnching the obelisk
will nmount to sbout £3400 ; but there will be
no attémpt wade to set sail until the summer
months entitle those whoe have the enterprise i
charge to hope for tair weatber,  Queearrived in
Englami, the obelisk in its case will be towed
down the Thames, and bid alongside the Em-
bankment vua platform properly prepared for the
purpose.

1 shall stand firm unto the
end. I can bear my fate. :

What bitter, dark, brooding sense of evil is
_this that is filling my heart? What other fate
do ] deserve than this that has now come upon
me? And yet itis sweet to look back on the
lost days—the days that are no more. And a
balmy breath of summer wind seems to steal
over my spirit, and a voice of unutterable love
to come borne on the whispering breeze, telling
me that there is a solace for the wounded heart
and a balm for the broken spirit. Ah, I wonder
if that balm will ever be mine!

All is yet a8 clear and distinct to my mental
vision as on that happy day when I put my
knapsack on my back, and with canvas and
colours, and all the other paraphernalia of a
landscape-painter, took my way into the regions
-of fl and fell. Ah, for those happy days
when with a buoyant heart I climbed heath and
hill, and filled my longing soul with the beauti-
ful vision of creation—the tumbling brook, the
roaring torrent,the heuath-clad moor, the rugged
mountain in all its stern and cilorioua majesty,
watching cloud and sunshine chasing each other
.over hill and dale, and mnaferring to the glow-
ing canvas effects of storm and mist, rain and
sunset ! Now in shady dells and silvan glades
of wood and forest, catching the sheeny light
«cast on the tremulous foliage, and striving to
«depict in all its wonderful anatomy the gnarled

trunks and tapering branches of the monarchs
of the wood, among wild flowers and grasses
growing by the hedgerows, watching the golden
tints on the ripening grain, as Autumn, with
russet fingers, mellowed the wooded uplands ;
and again on the solemn shore, amid the glisten-
ing seaweed-covered rocks and brown-ribbed
sand, with the tumbling waves and the murmur
of the unresting surge—God’s never cessing
music—around me. Say you that the vocation
of a 1 ndscape-painter is an idle pursuit, un-
worthy of a cultivated mind? Let him have—
as he should have—a deep reverence for the
works of the Creator, and patiently persevering
in his attempt to perpetuate that which he
deeply reverences, striving to regmseut worthily
something which has touched his inmost feel-
ings, each difficulty he overcomes tends to
strengthen and ennoble, each victory affords
him the keenest possible delight.

t joys that can never return, that are gone
or evermore, taking with them all the gladness
and buoyancy of youth, and leaving behind but
the wreck cast up by the waves on a barren
shore ?

1t seems but as yesterday that 1 saw her as
she came along the path in the wood, where 1
sat transferring to my canvas some exquisite
ferns and foxgloves that grew together on the
bank, their green and purple tints blending in
perfect lusciousness of colour with the wild-
flowers wing beside them.

1 can only remember now that 1 asked her
some questions about the place—I think the
nearest road to a scene I wished to paint the
next day—and that this chance meeting gra-
dually ripened into acquaintance, and then into
love.

From that day all attempts at landscape-
painting were at an end ; for me henceforth this
was a holy memory of the past. Everything
