RETAIL PRICES.
In a recent issue of a paper devoted to the interests of

labor there is given a comaparative list of the retail prieus
af food and other fanmily requirenents in soie of the

l-epipal tiatnadian cities bietwen the Attauntic and
Pacific coasts, showing that but a slight difference ex-
isîs as comnpared witha former years. The retail price of
beef in lontreal is given ut six cents to twelve cents per
lb. . The figures may be correct in so far as sone in-
dividual butcher is concerned, but as dealers in menat are
not governed by a "list" price on the varions cuts, tie
above-mentioned prices are well within the litmit. The
average Montreal retailer sells beef at fron live to fif tecn
cents per lb. Much higler prices are paid for select
and Chicago stealks, which of course do not regularty
come within the precincts of the labourer's table, but are,
nevertieless, subject to notice on the one band whein
five and six cent hoeck and brisket are designated oit the
other.

The Montreal price of a 25-lb. sack of flour (or rather
one-eighth barrel), is given at 60 cents. No mn-
tion is made of quality, although there are several grades.
It cannot be iuferred' thatlie average labourer buys an
inferior quality of flour owing to his limited capital, for
wide experience in both eastern and western Canada, as
iwell as in the New England and Middle States proves
that as large a proportioni of the lower and middle classes
are partieular about getting the best quality in the first
necessaries of life as is the case among the wealthy.
Therefore the sixty cent price for a small sack of flour
in Montreal is a trifle vague. In reality, Montreal prices
for in eighth barrel sack of flour among retail grocers
to-day varies from 58 to 89 cents a pretty wide -nnge
for the economical buyer, and which should certainly
appeal to bis or her sense of judgiment in laying in tic
weekly or monthly supplies, if not causing them to be-
come close buyers in case they do not consider thteti-
selves so already. Quality may play a part ini tie latter
figures also, but the large part is played by the various
vetailers who have as varions ideas of what constitute or-
dinary profits on the most staple supplies in their stock.
IlHere is a difference of 31. cents in the retail price of 25
ibs. of flour within the precinets of one city. With
such a disparity how can a correct guide be furnisied as
to retail prices across the continent?

Sugar is another commioity of the table whieb plays
an important part as regards retail price. This article has

been subject to greater change in value within the past
ciglit muonths than within the ýprevious eight years. Tho
difference to the retailer, whvether in Hialifax or Winni-
peg, should and generally does depend an the cost of
freiglt. itosi; Montreal retailers are iowv selling grain-
ulated sugar cn a basis of 5A cents per 1b., even tholigh
the price to them lias lately been reduced to $4.80 per
.100 lbs. A few elIl at 5 cents. The price for butter,
according to this autli-rity, is 22 cents to 27 cents per lb.
in ialifax, 22 cents to 25 eeis in Montreal, 20 cents to
25 cents in Toronto and ituciplip while poititoes are 4-5
cnts per bag of onc and a half bushels in Halifax, 50
cents in Montreal, 40 cents to 70 cents iln Toronto, and
35 cents to 40 cents in Guel ph. Butter is ano'her article
subject to various prices both as to grade us well as to the
retailers' ideas of profit. As a rie Montreal grocers
keep pretty mucli together on the butter question, caih
seeming to look for but a fuir inargin of profit. Dairy
end rolls now sedl ut 18 to 23 cents per lb,. as to quality,
while creamvery-retails at 24 to 28 cents us to grade andl
location of store. As to poaltoos they aire retailed in
Montreal in such a variety oit' ways (or weighs) that it is
a little difficult to really give a price as per fixed mnca-
surenent. To the farmiers who sel] rgularly on the
various markets a bag of potatoes constitutes any aniount
fron a hungry man's dinn-er sipply to what the average
bag cantains if it is *tied anywcrc between the mîiddle
and the top. To ask one of the oners how mnuch the
bag holds wold be as likely ta elicit an enlightened an-
swer as if lie were asked to tel] the inubar by count.
To sell by weight is contrary to his ideas. Retail
grocers sell potatoes priicipally for 25 cents a basket,
an d the latter is alnost as much a mystery regarding size
as is the farner's sack rcgarding weight.,

On the whole it is a difficult matter to show a compari-
sion of retail prices, for they are subject to daily change,
governed chiefly by opposition and the light in which
competition is viewed by those with wbich it cones most
directly in contact. Montreal is not given over to Cut-
ting of prices among retailers as compared with Chicago
or other large centres. The departmîental stores loo
for a. fair mnargin of profit with very few exceptionsthese
geerailly being subject to a briefness whiclh prevents
their being called largely intoi question. il fact ile
people of Mfontreal are not a bargain-hunting class; luck-
ily for the peace of mind of the imerchants andi their
clerks, who though, in many cases, are subject to longT
hours oe. duty, are not beihg pCrpîetuully remuinileI of
opposition prices, and required to state cost and qual-
ity of ech article before its sale is assured.

PERSONAL HABITS OF THE INSURED.
New Jersey bas recently lost a number of its mnost

proinent public citizens froma causes directly or imdi-
rectly connected with mental strain. This has led a
leading physician of that State to speak of the deaths
of this class of ien from heurt failure and other causes
growing ont of sedentary lives. Ire declares that these
premature endings of useful carcers are generally due
in a large degree to the neglect of suchi men .toobserve
the laws of health. He says they do not lead well bal-
anced lives. They spend too nuch tirne indoors, in
heated and impure air and stick too closely to their
desks.

Only two years ago a nuiber of
legislators at Quebcc, who had an' personal connnection
withl titis City, foight hard [o compel a Very large expeni-
dituire to be anade on a certain work in the city, in spite
of the protest of the local meibers, the City Con cil
delegation, and fle representUtivs of our commercial
bodies. ThI m otive of that audacious efcort as ho-
ever, tee glaring for iln to be succecssfual, su the onspira-
tors had te bc content without their prize loniey.

What would be the pition il' a similar mne is
sought to be played iin te next Assmibly, which will le
withoiut any effootive Opposition'? the party arga n las
'aised a note of alarm lest te overenAiing sIrength of
its friends at Quabec should und thm into ext'ava-
gances that AilI be their rin. No such diagers ecoil
arise w ier e mclbers oac f ns inlelligenot, self-respet-
ing mon, for then noe governi'iment and no0 Party wvoiîcl

dae te rely ipoi an overwhhning. me nnicaal. unmrn-
soniing maajority.

The danger to fla party Iwhich bas such ai excessive
ajo'ity is flie teiptation it i under te set no only tme

iinority in tlie Ilouse et defiance, but to ignore fHe
forces in the elecorete which, when party warfaeu is ail
its height are quietly saying, "A plague on both your
houses!" The indepenadent eloctors are very rarely in
evidlcme at the polling booths. Yet they are the mn
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intelligent imenibers of every constituency. They look
on the battle between the party "Kiites and crows," oi'-

dinarily with discain. The arena is hardly lean enougli
for them to enter, maind the ight is usually foi spoils they
do not covet, nor care to whon they fal]. Now and
again, however, ibis electoral clenent is roused inuto ac-
tion by.some movenient by hie leaders of tie party in
power to enlarge the spoils to b distribuied to the faith-
fuil ait their expense, or at the expense of, tie provincial
credit, ani injury to which is a. prejudice to all business
interests. .When such a inovenient is nade by party
leaders whose judgnctl. is ipset by the intoxicating
sense of power. then the independent voters are apt to
show their power by upsetting "flic seats of the mighty."
But this spasm of political viritue passes off, and the wal-
lowers in party mire. one side or other. return to the evil
ways of the party systemi.

The disease is nlot a mrysiery; whit is the remedy? We
have no pfnacea for tlepolitical ills of the party sys-
tem, but it is hardly reasonaile to expect the governmient
of a province or a comnîtr'y to le distinguished by wis-
doani nd honour and slatesmanship, when, the manage-
ment andl control of public affairs are monopolised by
those 'lio in their own. their private affairs, show a
conspicuous lack of those qnalties and powers.

The Jury yesterday bcroughlt in a verdict Of "gutilty"
egainst Donald J. uneCillis, ane of those charged with
conspiring tu e.îîmuîit - fraucd in connection with certain
wîrehouse receipts. ii the case of McCuIlIlotigh, who
ws inchided in hIe indielmoent, ic jury failed to agree.
nnd Chishohn, wio is ield to have been tlie ringleadr
in the coispircey, is tiIl a fugitive fron justice. The
lcrcsiding dudge directed the jury, that, as Secretary-
Treasurer of the Montreal Cold Storage and Freezing
Co., McGiliis laid etainly. participatecd in the issue of
fraudilent wiiicioise receipts. The evidence was com-
plete that he liad filled iii the blanks in these docuiiients,
and it was sueli fillings ii that were franduilent. The
fraids were perlerated, said i the Juîdge, "(1), .either ici
lice franiduleit ireiovnil oif tc goods which had bcei
piacetd in Ie w'creloise, and iis could, not have becl
carriei en without the connivance of McGillis; (2) the
deficieclcy miighl have been causecl by tamperiig with
the receipt a fer il was first niidale ont; (3) or it mighlt
have beeni, and it seemed 'o have been tie casc as the
parties becaice ilibolderl in [ihe lier, by issuing receipit
whecn there were n goods inl stoaige," As McCullougli
wilf ive to stand another trial. we iiist lstiiii fro

were tenants of the Montreal Cold Storage Co., and the
fornier stored goods in the premises of the latter.

The Merchants Baik of ialifax on periodically exami-
ining the goods hypothecatèd iii its favour invariably
found theni intact. Up to the Spring of 1900 the busi-
nîess went on without a hiiten. It assuimedi very large
proportions each year, and each Spring saw, the iccount
clcared up. Ea.rly, however, in April, 1900, Thos. J.
Chishohn. the c imanager of the Coldi Storage Co., in-
formned the Bank thiat the goods which were supposed to
be in the wareliouse, whici wcre held under the comn-
piny's warchomse receipts, vere not on hand. What then
took place lias not been fully revealed. The Inspector of
itue Bank, Mr. Stewar't,wlho as to no extent a party to the
loans whicih were supposed Ia be sccured, swore at Ilhe
remcet tril that, ain icaring of the goods nul being n
land, lie made iip lis mind on two points; first, flic Bank
lie repr'sentcd was goinug ta b paid the loan, or other se-
curity nust he founud. 'lie advance aiîounted to £20,-
000 and $100,000, mîîakiig a total of about: $220,000.
Seceoidly, lie was deer ine ncd aliit whoever hîad perpe-
trated the fraud should go Io jail.

WAR OFFICE ORDERS N CANADA.

Considering that the Minisier cf Waor is Lord Lans-
downe, ex-Governor-Gencral of Canada, it would have
been strange indeed had this Colony been neglected in
giv ing ouf. .orders for g nads needed for the troops in Soutlh
Africa. An English paier puiblishes deails of orders
executied in Canada during fle' preseCnt yeair for the lin-
perial Government. The in0formaition hears evidenae of
liav ing come fromni the Militfia Department. The Ietails
cover $11 84 63 for saddlery,$5.460 tent-p n ha gs; $18.,375
transport wagons, and $426,144 of elof hing, etc. Besides
these there have been goods to vlie of $379,537, sup-
plied to the government of Idlia. These ald other

goods will probably amount to rver $4.500,000, suppliCd
by Canada to flic orders of ihe Imparial and Indian gov-
crninents. These orders have been extensive enough to
be an important eleient in creating the' prevailing pros-

holders in England are already being taxed on their
dividends. Take our bank, for instance. All the
dividends we receive from the companDies are again paid
out to shareholders as dividends froim the bank, but on
al], such dividends paid by us wve have to pay our incone-
tax in full in this country. To impose, therefore, a
further taix on dividends would be ai serions injustice."
But one not unimportant fact which Mr. Robinson bore
ignores is that a large proportion of the sharcholders in
Rand mnining conpaties are forcigners, who do not pay
incoie-tax here at all. The vital point, however, is tat
every British company which trades in a calony or
foreign country has to bear double taxation of soiewhat
this kind. Westralian mining companies, for instance,
are subject ta a dividend tax in the colony and have to
pay income-tax here as welL Nor is there in this any
injustice. The ideai that a British conpany, becanse it
is [iable to income-tax here is for that reason to be held.
immune from taxation in the country where its opera-
tions are to be carried on, is, indecd, too fantastic for
serious discussion. And the exceptionally privileged
treatment in this respect which Mr. Robinson demnands
for the Transvaal mines they have no title to claim.

Let it be clearly understood that we, no more than
Lord -arris or Mr. Robinson,, think that it would be
either just or prudent to levy upon the mining induîstry
of the Transvaal any crusbing burden ofil taxation. But
there is noi need for that. Takiig inta'account the
savings in working expenditure which tiey admit a re-
forn iof the publie administration wvill enabie then to
effect, a.very moderate increase in taxiionî would pro-
bably )eave thei better oai thian tihey iave ever yet
been.
