THE EXILES OF SIBERIA.

A GLIMPSE OF HOW THE CATHOLI¢ POLES AND
POLITICAL PRISONERS ARE TREATED IN RUS-
SIA ., —WHY NIHILISM 18 80 WIDE SPREAD—
Iy AN EYE-WITNESS.

Bzrux, Aog. 7, (1879.)—1f a person of sane
mind were to inform yuu of his or her intention
to spend a vacation in Siberla you would un-
doubtedly smile audibly, and opine that the
party making so audncious an assertion would
be a fit subject for the lunatic asylum. 8till
I am bound to confess that I have just return-
ed from a txip to that Arctic region, where I
made quite astay, in company with my friend
Robert Lemke, the eminent political econo-
mist, and o cstudent of political philosophy
than whom there is none more thorough and
more searching. We have been through the
land of the Nihilists, and however earnest we
might have beea in our desire to discover im-
portant information, oll our efforts would Lave
been in vain, had not ar influential Ameri-
can at Petersburg, whose name I have promie-
ed not to wention, given us such letters of
introduction that all portals were opened
wide to us and we saw and beard what only
a privileged fow have seen and heard for a
good many yvears. It is easily uaderstood
that the Russian Government, under the try-
ing circumstances of the present day, is not
very liberal in granting extended privileges
to newspaper men; and, had I travelled in
that capacity, I might have been denied ac-
cess to the sources from which I have drawn
the information about a good many things in
Rassia. The large cities, however, are not
the places for the accumulation of knowledge
such as we desired to get; and, auer idling a
few days at Moscow, St. Petersburg, and its
villegeatures, we started for the Siberia mines.

Uutil we came to Tobolsk there was still
some civilization aboutand acound us. But
after that we received a foretaste of the hor-
rors we were about to witness. For days we
dragged along in & miserable carriage with-
out meeting anything or anybody except the
lonely Government posts, with their stupid
« Starost’ and his subordinate Gussacks. At
last we saw in the distance a towering moun-
tain, and within its cleft side a colossal open-
iag, simar'to a pit of the volcano. From with-
in foul air aud disagrecable amells saluted our
nostrils, and for some time we bad to draw
our breath hard. With our pocket handker-
chiefs crammed into our mouths we entered
the gigantic mouth of the rock. From the
walls dirty water dripped down in large drops,
forming a little rivulet, which gathered in a
pool outside the entrance. Towards the east
and the north the territory rose as high as

«We'are in front of the mine," eaid our
guide, pointing to & high iron ralling which
surrounded s long cave—its massive rails,
throngh the crevice of which hardly a rat
might have squeezed itself, being covered
with rust. The locks were fastened with
chalns of immense thickness and weight. A
guaurd made his appearance, and upon the
word of our guide he opened the lock but witha
great deal of strength was he enabled so far
to turn the railing upon its binges that we
could pass through into the interfor. We
stepped into & room which, although it was
large enough otherwise, hardly permitted a
full-grown man to stand upright, and was
Iighted only by a poor oil-lamp, which lelt all
surrounding things in darkness.

« Where are we 1" I asked the guide. “In
ths dormitory of the prisoners,” he answered.
«Formerly this was & well yielding lode ; now
we have made if, into a sleeping room.” e
shuddered. 'Phls subterranean cave, into
wh’ch neither sun nor moon could ever send
a ray of light, was ealled an apartment; and
in this terriple grave, the air of which was
pregoant with fearful miasms, the unfortu-
pates banished here by the unpitiable law of
despotismm were compelled to rest after the
dny’s work, upon a poor bed ofstraw! Into
the dripping walls of the rock, alcove-like
cells bad been hollowed ocut; and the entire
room gave the impression of sn enormous bee-
hive. Every cell harbors five prisoners dur-
ing one night; and above each of the singlo
cots a strong iron bar was fastened, to which
the unfortunate mortals were locked and
chuined like so many dogs. No door—no
window—no chair—no table—no shelving ;
evervwhere the naked rock and rusty iron!
The straw which served as a bed for the delin-
quents was wet aad halfrotten ; it looked and
folt liken mass of dung. A little bag filled
with straw served as a pillew ; a wet sheet,
made ot bag licen, as a coverlet. No bench—
no utensils of any kind. In one corner &
lamp faintly glimmered in honcr of the Ma.-
douna, whose image was fastensd above it in
an old gilt frame.

An insupportable dread overcame we in
gazing upon this picture of desolation and
misery, and. I drew along breath of relief when
we passed out of the ¢ dormitory” and into
another corridor, dark as the first one, but lesa
slippery. Everything was as quiet as a
graveyard until we reached an enormous cave,
in the centre of which stood a round table and
three benches. Several torches, fastened to
iron rings in the wall, served to lighten the
ball, in the ceiling of which I saw a window,
almost covered with iron bars, through which
a faint ray of daylight endeavored to peneo-
trate, and this wingled with the torchlight
produced an effect at once dismaland gloomy
beyond description. This was the mine pro-
per, and bere an infernal noise was heard,
caused by the pickaxes and hammers with
which the exiles were workiog the iron ore,
Betore us we saw several hundred ragged
creatures, with terrible rough long beards,
faces pale as death, or ofa sickly yellow, with
red-rimmed eyes, dragging beavy chains, rat-
tling them at every motion—the prisoners!
Not one looked healtby, and not one spake,
or sang, or whistled; they all worked in
silence, looking askance at us, and rattling
aguin their chains, which have heen put up-
onihem in the pame of justice! Many ef
them were barefoot ; & few wore the remnants
of shoes upon tbeir feet. The rags which
covered them were completely saturated with
the dripping water, 50 that they could not
give to the shivering bodies one atom of
warmth. Upon their beards I saw loog icicles,
and I sometimes watched one or the other
blow into his chilled hands or shake convul-
gively in the icy-cold air. I shall never for-
get the dreadtul scene; and, in contemplat-
ing it, I would imsgine for a moment that
mountain spirits were busy here at their hid-
den work; but the clanking of the chains,
the groaning of the prisoners, and the rough
cries of {he taskmasters soon recalled the
dreadful reality. The hammering and dig-
ging never ceased. Ifan exile attempted to
rest a little, the. sharp command of the over-
seer soon put him to work again; and there
was a foverish, unceasing activity. One of
the prisoners—a slight fine figure, the profile
of which showed extraordinary beaufy—ex-
cited our particular attention. With visible
exertion he swung his pickaxe, and his breath
came wheezing from his chest; but be could
not Jposen the stone, and sometimes his arm
fell Cespairingly to his.

We approached him. % Why are you here ?"
I asked ; Helooked up shyly, almost frighten-
ed, ard continued his work.

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THE ARTHABASKA HORROR !

Full Oonfession of the Marderer

Ample Particaiars Relating to the Com-
mission ef the Bloody Beed. '

The vell of mystery which enveloped the late
brutal murder at Bulstode, near Arthabaska,
has been removed by the confession of Cleo-
phas Lachance, who admits having committed
the awial crime, by which a promising young
woman was made the victim of one of the
most cruel and cold-blooded murders that
has ever taken place in the country. A post
mortem examination revealzd the fact that
death was caused by blows on the head in-
flicted by some blunt instrument, perhaps
with a stick of wood. The following iz the
prisoner's statement -.—

Cleophas Lachance made a statoment to
High Constable Bissonnette, in which he con-
fosses a8 fullows :—

On the 29th of March, after dinner, I left
my father's house and took the road leading
to the unoccupied house of one Babino for
the purpose of meeting Odile Destlets, whom
1 hud seen from the shed, when she was aboat
tive acres from her house. I met the
victim opposite the well whero the
murder was commnitted, and I usked ber to give
me a kiss; she refused, and pushed me away,
from the forco of which I full to the ground.
I then got up, and Lsing vexed, threw my-
self on her, struck her with my fist, and
threw Ler ou the ground, holding her by the
neck. I then drew my knife (the same one
Mr. Bissonnette has shown me) and, aa she
observed my movements, she pulled it out of
my bands. While I held her on the ground
with my bands and legs, sho cried: « My
God, he is pulling out his knife!" She said
this before taking the knifo out of my
bands, I succeeded in again gettting pos-
session of the knife, but npot betore 1
had cut my hands. I then stabbed her
on the neck with the large blade, and it is
the wound then inflicted that appeared at
the examiuation bofore the Coroner and
Magistrate. When she had received the
wound, she tried to get up, but 1 pushed her
back on the ground and weut for a piece of
board (produced in Court) to which a hinge
was attached. When I stabbed ber, as she
was about the centre of the road, I dragged
her close to the well in order that she might
not escape from me, It wasthen that I
split the piece of wood, and returned
to the spot whore the girl was lying
near the well, 'This piece of wood was
the cover of the woll and I broke it
with my hands. When I returned to the
girl with the piece of wood she was lying on
the ground om her right side, her hend
Leing near the well and her feet
poiating to the roud, I then struck her with
the pioce of wood an thae left temple, near the
right eye, upon which sho moaned #o heavily
that she might have been heard at Urbain
Babino's house, if anybody occupied it. I
again struck her with the wood ou the left
gtde of the head, holding the weapon in
both hande. She put her left hand on her
head where I had struck her, and ber hand
remasined in her hair.  She did not make
auy movement, and 1 took her to the well,
into which I threw her hend foremost. I
pushed her legs down. in order to hide
them from sight. She then made a motion,
and raised her legs a dlatance above the top-
of the well, when I pushed her down agaia.
Her bat and shawl were in the read, and-
I put them in the well, spreading:
the shawl over her and placing the hat to one-
side. I thea got pieces- of boards, which I’
placed over her in the well, and I next took..
three cedar posts which I placed standing up
1n the well over thebody. 1 left the body in.
the well and started to go in the direction of
my fathor’s house.

T'ee Arthabaska murder is ono of the most
appalling in the criminal records of Canada.
The Biddulph tragedy was indeed more terri-
ble for the resson that the victims were many,
but it was enacted in revenge for manifold
alleged crimes. The young man Lacksuce,
who according to his own confession so
cruelly murdered and mangled his victim,
cannot bring forward any extenuating cir-
cumstances. He wanted to kies a virtuous
young girl; she repulsed him and he
murdercd her. There is the history briefly
told by one of ourreporters. It is not at all
imposelble that when sentence 18 passed on
the murderer we shall have a maudlin, sickly,
sentiniental petition going round for signa-
tares asking that the sentence be commuted.
There are some people who have infinite
compassion for the murderer, but little or
none for the victim, and who never pause to
thizk there i such a thing as encoursging
capital crime, or that they may be the sub-
ject themselves of the wrath of the eccentric
tgentry who go around depriving fellow-
creatures of their lives and afterwarda evince
sach a hearty repentance, not because they
are sorry for the crime, but that they fear the
punishment. When Costafrolaz was belng
executed a few of those present said it was
atroeious, and yet thero has not been a clparer
or better proven case of aterrible murder in
the records of criminal history. We hopethe
Minister of Justice will submit no commuta-
tions to the Governor-General.

know that Sir Alexanderis merely a Canadian

financial agent all the same, but the papers
and politicians aforesaid, who know it just
as well, will persist in their self-im-
posed delusion, for what purpose or with
what object we are at a loss toimagine. The
desire for reciprocity between the two neigh-
bering and friendly countries is pretty gener-
ally acknowledged. Vhy,then, do we not
have reciprocity, except it be that Canada
cannot treat except throuzh England, and
this being admitted, where is the use of bug-
ging the delusion any longer ?

This, however, is just about the time to
agitate afresh for reciprocity. There will
soon be an Imperial administration in exist-
ence which will allow the colonies to do what
to them seems proper for their own benefit, or
at least what they think will be for their
benefit. The centralization idea will have
been exploded with the march out of Disrasli,
and Caneda will, nodonbt, be permftted to ne-
gotiate on equal terms treaties of commerce
with states friendly to Great Britain. We
shall hear no more of the establishment of a
Kingdom of Canada, a step which was in
contemplation in 1866, when the Tories were
in power, and which only was prevented by
the veto of BSecretarr Seward, who sald
America would consider it a casus &elli, and
Confederation was put forward in ite stead
the year after. The idea was never alto-
gether abandoned, ag the sending out of Her
Royal Highness the Princess Louise to pave
the way shows clearly emough. It is unfor-
tunate for the creator of the Empress ¢f In-
dia that just as his plans were beginning to
work he has once more been ousted, bnt not
eo for Canada and the United States, who
may now hope for a fair reciprocity treaty
which will be of advantage to each.

It is pretty generally known among poli-
ticians that for some time past this Province
of Quebec has not been in a good financial
position ; that its credit is not of the best,
and that its revenue i8 not as great as its ex-
penditure, and all this notwithstanding the
strenuous exertions of several able men who
have had charge of its financial affairs. So
much, in fact, is this the case, that general
complaint i3 heard. Some assert that it must
result in personsal faxation, others that Que-
bec must secede from the confederation,
and others, again, that it is oaly as
8 $State of the Union that the Pro-
vince can hope for salvation. While
differing as to the cause and cure of the
financial complaint, there is no difference that
there is something radically wrong ¢ in the

State of Denmark.” The sister Province of
Ontario seems to be ina prosperous condi-

tion. It is not long since that the Govern-
ment of that Province was in a position to
give large grants of money to the munici.
palities for railroads and other parposes out
of & surplus which had accumulated in the
Traasury., The credit of Oatario is good
while that of Quebec is bad, and while its
Government can show continual surpluses
ours can only point to deficits. It may be,
of course, that their sources of revenue
may be greater than ours, and we know
that the Province is a rich one, but never-
theless we imagine tbat the cause of the
difference lies deeper., The young men and
the old of Canada are cursed with a hankering
after an officlal life of ease, and Quebec Pro-
vince more especially so, and as it is the
people who create the government, we have
here more officials than we can very well
support. If a man fail in business in this
Province he immediately applies to the
Government for a situation, and if he has
rendered any service at all to the party—as
who has not—pressure encugh is brought to
bear upon the Government to employ him.
Eack appointment causes more taxation.
We have an awful army of officlals in the
Province of Quebec, and the number iz con-
stantly increasing. There is nothing lke
our Prothonotaries offices in the Province
of Ontario, or the host of officials employed
in them, taking from the Provinceannually the
large sums of money. Then, again, Ontario
bas no tenate and Quebec has. In 1868 the
idea of abolishing the British House of
Lords was seriously contemplated in some
quarters, but here in Oanada we have quite a
number of them, the only difference being
that they receive salaries, whils the British
hereditary legislators do not, It igsad enough
to aece sslaried Benators sitting in Ottawa re-
coiving $1,000 2 year each, and having a host
of employees around them, a hansard to re-
port their spesches (never read) and a staff of
pages, clerks and sthers, whose services conld
be dispensed with if there were no Semate,
But whatever excuse can be furnished for the
existence of a Benate in Ottawa, there
can be ncne for a Senmata or Legislative
Councll in Quebec. It has been

to carry on and obstruct without a salary, and
the suggestion might be adopted with profit to
this Province. It is plain to the commonest
understanding that thereia too. much official-
tem ia Canada for ity good, but more especial-
1y can this be said of the Province of Quebec,
The 8tate of New York kas s larger popula.

intelligent -men. The Glole thinks the
road fs neceasary in the iInterests of

imperialism, but that it ehould be
constructed in pleces, and hints that
it should be a great military

enterprise for the bemefit of the empire.
This would be an excellent idea if the
Bearonsfield regime lasted and was prepared
to pay the coste, but we ask what assistance
will the Gladstone-Hartington Ministry,
which will shortly be formed, lend to a rail-
road whick they have condemned? They do
not go in for a spirited foreign policy, and
they are sofficientlv well acquainted with
the geography and resources of Csnada to
understand that the read will not pay
expenses for at least a hondred vears. 'The
Hon. George Brown is also cognizant of this,
but that gentleman is at present engaged
in order to preserve his dictatorship, in a si-
lent war against Mr. Blake and his ideas,
and wonld adopt any policy to defeat them.
As for the Conservative party, it is pledged to
the policy, but we are of the opinion that they
will never be allowed to carry it out. The
next great factor in favor of the sulcidal
scheme is the contractors and their friends,
interested with thom fnancially, but it is
doubtful if the great majority of the people
of Canada will submit that they and their
posterity be taxed so that generous and
wealthy contractors be enabled to give mag-
nificent champagne suppers to ministers at
Ottawa.

Most of our readers will beaware with what
difficulties the American inter-oceanic road
met with in its coustruction, how immense
tracts of land had to be given the directors
to encourage them, how a great monopoly was
established in thelr behalj, and how after all
thisgovernment aid the enterprise was almost
a failure, and undoubtedly would bave been
only for local traffic. But what local traflic
have we, or what can we hope for? On the
Pacific Coast the Americans had Californis,
Nevada, with its golden treasures, Oregon
and Washington Territory, rich agricultural
districts, Idaho with its mtaes, and other ter-
ritories, having a population of milllons.
But, we repeat, what local traffic is there to
support the Canadian Pacific? Will the
traffic of British Columbia, with its thirty
thousand inhabitants of Caucasian, Chinese
and Indian origin, be in & position to main-
taln even the ome hundred and twenty-five
miles from Kamloopa to Yule? But who or
what will sapport the other fifteen
hundred miles from Burrard Inlet to Fort
Garry? The buffaloes might possibly, but even
they are flying fast away to unknown regions
when they are not dirappearing altogether.
There is positively no means of supporting
the great enterprige except by loans from the
Imperial Goverpment, or heavy taxes im-
posed on the people of Canada., The Globe
in its article of Thuriday, and the Gazeite of
yesterday, in its hearty approval of such a
patriotlc policy seems to forget that the
money I8 wanting, and in their zeal for
British connection and Imperial inferesis
they seom also to forget that the forced
constraction of the road will throw Canada
soul and body iuto the rrms of the
annexationists, Bvery true Oanadian will
therefore hope that the temporary snd un-
boly alliance formed between the great sec-
tion of the Liberals and the Globe and the
Tories, whose mounthpiece i8 the Gazetle, will
fail in the war upon Edward Blake and his
policy.

in which Inteliect may safely range and specu-
Inta, sure to find its equal in some antagonistic
activity, and its Judge in the tribnaal of truth.
Itlsa plaee where inquiry 18 pushed forward,
and discoveries verified and perfected, and rash-
ness r-ndered innocuous. and error exposed by
the callislon of mind with mind and knowledge
with knewledge, It is the place where the pro-
fegsor becomes eloquent, and & missiopare and
a preacber of sclence.

‘The sentiments of the Home Rule party are
pot in entire consonance with those of the
Tory journals before quoted. They do not
concede that the Liberal majonty is large
enough torender their assistance unnecessary.
Though they unquestionably fear that the
conquering party will be alittle too strong for
them, they argue that the Conservative ma-
jority in the last Parliament was about 45.
Assvming that thev lose sixty seats of the
equivalent of 120 votes, on division the com-
bined majority ot Liberals and Home Rulers
wonld be seventy-five. There will probably
be sixty nominal Home Ralers in the House,
and these united could easily dufeat the Gov-
ernment by voting against them on a party
division. But a large proportion of the
Jrish Home Rulers are merely Liberals,
who have added Heme Rule to their
programme in order to catch a few additicnal
votes many being either metnhers of the Re-
form Club or unsuccesstul applicants for ad-
migston to it. The few Iomse Rulers who
bad any sympathies with the Conservatives
are fast disappearing. Col. King Harman
alope ventures on the contest. From larger
sections of the party the Liberal Government,
therefore, has nothing to fear, but ifthe
smaller section, which recoguaizes 3r. Parpell
as its leader, doed not depart from its profes-
sions and alter its line of couduct with the
change of ministers Lord Hartington must
either make terms with it or count upon
fta most active bostility. Mr. Parnell
will not bave enough to anmhilate the
Liberal majority of 75, but will be able
to cripple their legislative powers, if he does
not drive them from office, a8 he origisaliy
hoped.

DEATH OF JUDGE MARSHALL.

Haurax, N, 8., April 7.—The venerable
Judge Marshall, so wetl known throughout
Cunads, as well as the United States and Eng-
land, died this morning at the advanced age
of 91 years. Hv enjoyed his usual bealth
until Monday of last week, when he called
upon his publishers to arrange for the iesus of
a new ook and contracted 8 cold. He was
almost daily on the streets. Itis kard to
realize that Judge Marahnll was a boy study-
ing law when this country was in its infaucy,
and had been a member of the Nova Scotia
Legislature many years before the battle of
Waterloo had been fought. He was admitted
to the bar in 1808 ; returned to the lHouse of
Assembly for the county of Sydncy, now the
counties of Sydney, Guysboro and Antigo-
vish, in 1818; in 1823 he was appointed
Chief Justice of the Court of Common Pleas
for Cape Breton, and continued in that posi-
tion till the abolition of the Court in 1841,
when hLe retired on a life pension. For the
next twenty years he devoted bimself almost
exclusively to the advocacy of the temperance
cuuse, fpending four years in Great Britain
und gratuitously detivering 50¢ public lectures
on temperance. In 1850 lLe returned to Nova
Scotia and in 1852 visited Quebec and On-
tario, in 1854 Newfoundland, and in 1856
again visited England. The deceaged Judge
was author of numerous books and pamphlets
oL law, science, politics, temperance, history
and religion. Distinguished by great research
and ability, he was universally respected, and
his death will be regretted on both sides of
the Atlantic. Deceased belonged to the Me-
thodist denomination.

ARSOX AXND MURDER.

Briguron, Ont, April 12.—The housec of a
manp named Haskivs was discovered to be on
fire about 10 o'clock on Saturday night, and
when those who first saw the fire arrived, a
horrible sight presented itself. The burnt
aud charred body of a mag, and which proved
to be that of the ownerof tho houss, lay about
a foot from the door with its face burned, in
the ashes, the legs and lower part of the body
being entirely destroyed. It is supposed that
the old man, who for some 25 or 30 years has
Mved in the house, was possessed of some
money, was firat robbed, and then murdered ;
sud incendiarism was then no doabt resarted
to to efface the tracks of the crime. Thia
supposition gains strength from the fact that
nothing can be found of a gun and hunting
knife that he always kept in his bedroom, it
is supposed to defend himself with. He has
been marrled but some two or three years
siuce; s separation took place, aud he has
lately lived entirely alone. An inquest is
being held to-day.

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STRUGGLING FOR LIFE.

Bravery of Conmolly, the Monirealer,
Who Met His Death In Mexico.

A despatch published in the Posr a few
deys sgo, dated from the city of Mexico,
briefly announced that in a mutiny among
some miners at the Mineral de Trojes, at a
place called Angangueo, several persons had
been killed, two of whom were Americansand
one a Canadian. No further particulars
were received until Monday last. When
the steamship City of New York, from
Vera Cruz, brought among her passengers
from that port two gentlemen, Messrs. Clin-
ton Stephens and a Mr. Fagan, the former
a partnerin the well known firm of mining
contractors, Arnold & Stephens, of Oneida,
N.Y, the other oneof his axsistants, the only
survivors of a party of five who last October
left New York city by the City of Alexandrin
en route for Angangueo, via Vera Cruz., Toa
reporter Mr. Stephens communicatod the
following shocking details of the massacre:

«About twelve months ago,”" he said, « we
entered into a contract with the Trojes Min-
ing and Swelting Company of London, Eng-
land, to bore atunnel, aftor the Sutro pattern,
thrcugh their Mines to drain them. Last
Octaber, the principal part of the machinery,
drills and such like being all ready, myself
and four assistants—George Arnold, Connelly,
Youmans and Fagan—left New York by the
stenmship City of Alexandria for Vera Crug,
whence we made our way to our des-
tination, Awvgangueo, in the State of
Michonn, Mexico. Abgangueo is entirely a
mining srettlement, distant from the city ef
Mexico some one hundred and ten Eunglish
mtles, and i¢ inbabited by an almost equnl
number of Indians and Mexicans, who to us
were known as © greasers.”

EVERYTHING WORKED WELL WITH Us AT FIRST,

and though the style of labor was new to the
‘peons’ and ¢ Bareteros,” they didn't seem to
mind and did what they wero told withont
question. The following Saturday, the 1:th
of March, a fellos applied to us for work,
and was fsent down with the shift. Once
down in the mine he refused to work, but
was allowed to renmin, as no one of us cared
to iuterfere with him for fear of
breeding ill-feeling with the rest. On
Sunday morning, when the men camo
for their pay, this pcon was handed
threz reals, like the rest of the men. He
refused the money and demanded four reals,
which being refused he became very saucy
aud impudent, until finally Mr. Counelly,
who was paying the men off, wus forced
to put him out of the office, when he went
away muttering that ha would be revenged.
After dinner Mr. Fagna started to go to
Trojes, and a little aiter that I went to the
engine house, which was distant from the
house some four hundred yards, to do enme.
thing to the machinery, leaving Mr. Con-
nelly, who was lying reading on the ver-
andah, with Mr. Arnold snd Mr. Yeou.
mams inside the house. Owing to the
door of the engine house being at the far alde
I could see nothing of thy houre, even though
the door was wide open ; but, though I could
not eee, I could hear, and the sound of threo
or four shots from a revolver, fired in rapid
succession, together with a confused sound of
volces, raised in angry dispute made me run
out quickly. Just ns I turned the corner of
the engine house I heard the report of a gun,
and nt the same moment saw a man, dressed
like n peon, who was at scme little distance
from the veranda, fall, and a moment

later, in passing him, observed that
he seemed to be wounded in the
legs. At the house I founa Con-

nelly, Arnold and Yeoumans, all considerably
excited, and it was with difficulty that I at
last could get them to tell what the caues of
the ficing was. Connelly, it seems, from his
account, wag lying where I had left him, still
reading, when the peon with whom he bad
the dispute {n the morning came np an the
veranda and began cursing him. Ordered
away, he retired to a short distance off, from
whence he began throwing stones, smashing
the chair Connelly had been sitting on and
doing other damage. Connelly meantime
had gone into the house and closed the door.
Fiunding that he could not get him to come
out that way the ruffian came upon the ver-
andah, and, with hoge stones, smashed in the
door. It was then that

not at him, but over bis head, to frighten him,
Instead of thisit seemedto make the fellow
worse, for, drawing a sword which he had
concealed beneath his cloak, he rushed at
Connelly and tried to atrike him, but was
driven off by Arnold and. Yeoumans, who
came to Connelly’s rescue. Retiring, the peon
again began to assall the house with showers
of stones, and aa & last resource, Connelly had,
he said, taken his shotgun and fired at his
legs to stop him.” While I was learning these
particulars, a few minutes passed, sufficient
timeé though for several hundr: d of the peons
{n the neighborhood to have gathered round
the wounded man. They talked angrily and
were, 1 judged, becoming momentarily more
excited. Iindnced Cobnelly to go at once to
the Court House and explain. matters to the
anthorities. .

At first the crowd, though surrounding,
did not attempt to molest.us, and we were,
moviug toward the Court House, some three-
quarters of a mile distant, when I saw & man,
named Pedro Mondragun, a. judge in the dis~
trict, who bad been on friendly terme with us
all; aud especially with Connelly, approach~
ing.” Tbose - surrounding us by .this time
having shown. signs that made me afraid of &
disturbance, I advised Connelly to ask the
Judge to  take him under his - charge,
thinking that thus he would . be  safer..

reached the front of the Court Honse and was
fortunate enongh to meet the Chief Judge,
who was named Don Trinldado. Heat once
fent the only available force at his disposal,
eight soldlers, under the command of a lleu-
teuant, to the scene of the riot with orders $o
quell it. Hardly were the soldiers oumt
of sight than that portion of the mob
which had hung arcund the square, when
they saw me speaking to the judge
while the soldiers stood by, approached and
told the Judge that he must hand me over to
them. They would not listen to reason, and
in order to save my life the Judge bad to
slip me into the jail, into which he shortly
after was compelled to foliow me. I wasin
good company, as not only was the Judge
there but also the Intendente, or Mayor of
the place. The crowd meanwhile had taken
porsession Of the square, and after awhile,
finding that no attention was paid to their
demands that I should be delivered up to
them

with sledge hammers and battering rams.
Soon they were joined by the other portion
of the crowd who had remained in {root of
our house. These latter were demonlac with
pasgion, and though we at the time knew it
uot, were maddened with drink and blood—
the blood of my poor comrades. By this
time it was dark, and we wero expecting
every moment that the ancient doors of the
prison, though strong, would be forced in,
when relief came in an unexpected manner.

A few doors from the city prison was the
oftice of the Trojes Mining Company. This
was & etrougly fortified place, aud on the first
news of the disturbance preparations bad been
made by these in charge to protect it, the
force of white men being augmented by
severnl silver conductors, who al once hast—
ened to the scene of riot. These men are
Mexicans, bat of a higher grade and very
trustworthy. Just a8 we¢ were in despair,
tho force in the Trojes Company's office
made a diversion in our favor, and taking ad-
vantage of it, we all managed to make our
way there. Once ioride the doors there was
no fear of our assailants being able to storm
the fortress, nnd we were safo. Next morn-
ing n force of meventy of these silver
ecorductors,  all  magnificently  mounted
nud armed to the tecth, arrived at Trojes,
being despatched to our relief by the man-
ager of the company's smelting works thero.

AB wo rode out and along the road to
Trojes, I heard from the lips of ono who
had been nn eye witness how my three com-
rades perished. The little house we lived in
wag bullt of adobe and had no windows,

only a  door. Thit, on Counally’s
ercapo from his assailants when Mon.
dragno  attacked him, they bhad Dar-
ricaded, and defending it through

holes which they cut in the panels, their pur-
aners, after two or three had been wounded
iu the attempt to force the door, found it too
hiot and gave up. For o sbort time they were
batked, then some of them, more ficndish than
the rest, set the roof on fire.

A VAIN STRUGALE FOR LIFK.

Smoked out poor Connelly rushed out on
tho verandah, and welzing a discharged rifle
from & soldier’s hand defended himeelf nobly,
all to no purpose. The circling neose of 8
lasso dropped around his neck, and he was
pulled to the ground aud literally tramplod
nnd stabbed to death. Poor Arnold try-
ing to come to his friend’s assist-
ance was struck down with a blow of a sword
and afterward stabbed all over, till hardly
any of the flesh on his face and breast were
vicible. Yeoumans lay dead, shot through
tho right eye and terribly battered with
stoncs, besides which—but the rest I cannot
dercribe. This same gentleman, a brother-
in-law by marriage of the superintendent of
the mines, Mr. Tregoning, also told us thaet
the soldiera who were sent to rescue my

friends Joined in with the mob.

Oa our way to Trojes Mondragun was ar.
rested, as was also the boy who throw the
lasso round poor Commelly’s neck. Their
trial was going on when we left Trojes eome
daya later. Our poor comrades wers buried
at Trojes, just before we left, in the vault
belonging to the Company there. It iz un-
derstood that A claim will be made against
the Mexican Governzment by the relatives of
the deceased.

Loxnpon, April 0.

The elections will be substantially termi-
nated on Monday, after which there is no
renson why Lord Beaconsfield should hold
office any longer. Demonstrations in favor
of Mr. Gladstone as Premier are daily in-
creasing. Both sides agree that it is his
victory. The country followed his lead, and
ineists on the right to demand that he shall
relinquish pereonal reluctance and resume
the leadership. Every leading paper, Libersl
and Tory, concurs in the necessity of the
Premiersbip being offered to Mr. Gladstone,
leaving with him the responsibility of refusal.
It 18 certain that Mr. Gladstone will decline
a subordinate office. He has written to
several friends, scouting the notlon of his ac-
ceptance of the Chancellorship of the Ex-
chequer or any other portfolio under Earl
Granville, but declares himself ready to give
a loval support to the Liberal leader as an
independent member. This (8 generally felt
to bv an impossible situation.

When this
policy in European, Asiatic and South African
affuirs has been carried out, the point will be
reached at which a Liberal Ministry, if it is
tempted or forced togo farther, must part
company with moderate men. Wedo not be-
lieve the Marquis of Hartlugton and other
leaders of the party will desire to go farther,
and so far we can hava no difficulty inaccom.
panying them.”

A recapitulation of the elections give :—
At this election—Liberals, 249; Conserva-
tives, 154 ; Home Rulers, 20 ; thus far elected,
4838, At last election—Liberals, 187; Con-
servatives, 216; Home Rulers, 20 ; thus far
elected, 423. Net Liberal gains over Con-
servatives, 60; over Home Rulers, 2; total,
62. Should the 227 districts not yet polled
retain the same reputation they had in the
last Parliament, the membership in the next
House will be: Liberals, 307; Conservatives,
283 ; Home Rulers, 60. Further Liberal galus
are, however, counted on.

The Pall Mall Gazeite says: “It is esti-
mated that the new House of Commons will
consist of 317 Liberals, 271 Conservatives
and 63 Home Rulers. The Liberals will thus
have a majority of 46 over the Conservatives,
of 109 with the Home Rulers, but the Conser-
vatives and Home Ralers combined will out-
nuwber the Liberals by 17.”

‘The total number of Liberal votes polled
up to the present timeis 1,157,000, and the
total Conservative vote 817,000, showing a
gain in the same constituencies over the last
election of 204,000 Liberals and 92,000 Con-
sarvative votes.

Denurw, April 6 —The Cork city election
resalied in the return of John Daley and
Charles Stewart Parnell, Home Rulers. Mr,
Daley beads the poll with a vote of 1,923,
and Parnell comes in second with 1,505. Mr.
Goulding, the Conrervative candidate, rte-
ceived 1,133 and N.D. Murphy, the moderate
Home Ruler, whom Parnell endeavored to
dispossess of his candidacy, received 999
votes. Cork city has a registered vote of
4,618 and is entitled to two members.
Messrs. Goulding and Murphy sat for Cork
darinyg the late Parliament, and the latter
especially attritutes his defeat to what he
believes Mr. Parnell’s sudden craze as to the
possililities open to an advanced irish rapre-
sentation. The crowds which follow the
agitator's beck and nod are full of delight
over the result of the election, and prophesy
great things {from a united representation.
It is understood that strong efforts are being
made by the Parnell party to substitute
another candidate for William Shaw for Cork
County.

VISITING KNOCK.

Evidence of Sppearances—0Opinions of &
Becnlar Presas.

(From the Tuam News.)

The village ot Kaeck has already become
famous, Its name isnow heard of not onlyin
Iraland, in England, in Scotland, but in Amer-
fca. Letters from the most distant districts
in the far-off United States of the American
Continent have been received, in which de-
tailed questions bave besn put respecting the
apparitionsand the miractes at Knock. The
events can well be grouped under two head-
inge—namely, thoss respecting the apparl.
tions seen August 21st last, the eve of the
octave of the feast of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, and those that tell of
the ¢ miracles ¥ that had been wrought since
Christmas last. It is easy enough to deal
with the question of the firat apparition, be-
cause the proof regarding it rests on the evi.

one but all of them, that they saw it, some
for one hour, some for an hour and a half,
some for two hours, is a thing quite impos.

"apparition.” « It was all a hoax.” 8o, too,
says the incredulous Catholic ; and, mind you,
very few learned Catholics yet gave any credit
to the events that have been narrated.

THE BONAPARTES PROTESTING.

Pams, April 9.—Cardinal Prince Lucien
Bonpaparte, who was born in 1828, and created
and proclaimed a Cardinal.priest in 1868,
has, in coojunction with Prince Charles
Bonaparte, protested against the decrees of
the French Governmeunt of the 29th March
for the expulsion of the Jesunits, and also
against the action of Prince Jerome Napoleon
in having expressed approval of the decrees.
They claim to be the chiefs and representa-
tives of the Bonaparte family by virtue of
primogeniture, and hence cousider them-
selves empowered to speak for the party.
Several of the Deputies and Sepators of the
Legiclature have personally demanded of the
Government the expulsion of Prince Jerome
Napoleon from France, on account of certain
phrases in his letter respecting the anti-
Jesuit decrees, which pbrases make him to
appear as a claiwant to the Imperial throne
of France, a throne which these Deputiea
nnd Senators say has been swept away never
to be restored. The Republic, they say,
ghould not tolerate within its borders men
who openly conspire against it, and who
openly parade themselves as partizans of the
‘dead Empire.

Loxpox, April 6,—The letter of Prince
Jerome Napoleon on the decrees against the
unauthorized religious confraternities says
the Bmperor Napoleon, by the Concordat, re-
conciled the Revolution with relizion.

Wonders, such as are related regarding
our western hamlet, may not alwars command
attention, as time has usually an effacing effect
upon all things, not excepiing marvels. Where
is the place so favored as the Holy Land,
with all its sacred associations, with which
none others can cver be compared? Yet, it
is not the resort of any but the rich traveler,
for tue principles of the religion there founded
are what we must look to, and not to the
locality chosen for the events of the Redemp-
tion. Lourdes bhas had a longrun of attractive
influence, but, we Lelieve, it is not maintain-
iog its former celebrity, because, as we have
said, there i8 no enduring force in even won-
derful events.

But Knock is nove'; itis surprising; and
it 18 at home with us. We have no need to
go abroad in search of the miraculous. It is
At onr own doors, within the reach of all who
can afford a day's Journey, or a railway excur-
gion of a few hours. Our island js small,
comparatively considered, and rapidly
traversed trom end to end. Those who are
suffering from difticult disease, from physica’
weakness, or congenital defects, are aot ob-
liged to undertake a fatiguing and expensive
journey to foreign shrines., That which we
bave at Knock rests upon as good authority
as any modern instance of supernal interven-
tion. Those who saw the anpearances are
many, aud they are reliable. and they are not
confined to believers in the Catholic interpre-
tation of the Christian doctrine. Protestants
are not likely to lend themselves to the
circulation of & delusion, nor to be deceived
by a too ardent faith, or a morbid imagination
The special correspondent of the London
Daily News writing from Koock rays: «On

going to Knock. At the hotel I was informed
that a patty of halt a dozen strangers had gone
from there in the forencon, that visitors were
coming, pot only from Limerick, Waterford,
Cork and other parts 7f Ireland, but also frem
England and Scotland. I asked the driver
of the outside car as we started for Knock
whether hoe knew any of the people who had
been cured of ailments.

One, he added, bad
been blind,and the ather lame. I asked were
they Claiemorris people. «No,” he replied,
« one was from Limerick and the other from
Castlerea.”" I asked had any one residing at
Knock been cured, but he did not know any
one. I reached Knock shortly after five
o’clock. The chapel is clogse to the main
road. The gable on which the apparition is
said to have been manifested faces the visi-
tor as he draws near the chapel. In front of
this werea number of people. Some were
kneeling in the mud in front of the pgable,
now boarded over to the height of about seven
feet to prevent the stones being taken out of
the wall and the edifice destroyed—a precan-
tion which was not adopted a moment too
soon, as,after all the cement had beeu re-
moved, the atones were being picked out one
atter the other. Others were kneeling at the
cross over the grave of the founder of the
chapel, and more were eagaged carefully pick-
ing out scraps of cement from the side wall
which bad not yet been boarded, and on
which no apparition had been alleged to be
geen. These scraps of cement were belng
carefully treasured by some who put them in
handkerchiefs, while others were in the act
of moistening the cement and applying it to
whatever part of their body was affected with
an ailment. One respectable man who was
not blind, but who probably thought his
sight might be improved, was applying the
material to his eyes. Othera were in the act
of catching the water from tke slating running
over the gable, and moistening the clay with
it. Large numbers were walking round the
chapel continuously muttering their prayers,
as they went. Among these were two men
seemingly father and son, the latter blind.

AGRIOULTURE.

HINTS FOR THE MONTH OFLAPRIL.

(Continued from last week's TRUE WITKESS.)

Orchard and Eursery.

‘Whoever sots eut an orchard of course does it
with the expectation of & return in fruit. No
one planis corn or potatoes without first con
fider ng it the land will give him a erop; if the
soil {a not in the proper condition he knows that
he must make it 86, or lose his and his
labor. Much less than corn and potatoes can
frait trees make u crop on nothing. The trees
will struggle along, do the best they ¢an, but
such orchards do not pay, and “run out” early.
Unless the land {s sufficiently fertile for. an or-
dingry farm crop, it should be made #0; no soil
100 wet for such crops will answer for fruit trees,
which, to succced, need well dratned land. The
plowing should be as deep as the charactar of
the soil will atlow, and the sub-soll lglow may
generally follow the other with beneiit.

The Trees.—It isassumed that irees were or-
dered some time + they should be at hand
m&i for planting. It 1s the custom at nurseries
to 8 up and heel-in a large stock of the kinds
of trees most called for, this retards tne growth,
and allows them to £'] late orders. If thereis s
nursery nearat hand it will pay to make a bar-
galn, if poesible, to help dig the trees vourself,
and thus secure & _larger share of the rootsthat
belong to them. If trees, in a long journey, be-
come dry and shriveled, bury them, root and
branch, in mellow earth for a few days, wher
they become plump sgain. Inuopacking the
Lrees, look to the labels, a8 some may become
detached and would otherwise be lost.

Laying out.—In staking autthe ground take
care Lo have the treesin trusrosa, Putall afthe
same variety together, and if there are many
kinds make a planting chart showing the posi-
tion of each. -

end much larger tops to the trees than the
?mned roots in their new positions can support

t is safe to shorten the branches one-third or
one-half, but it should be done with judgment
and reference to the condillonof the roots. At
the rame time pare smooth any broken or man-
gled roots,

Planting.—In setiing a tree take time to do it
properly ; spread the roots ovenly and to thelr
full length, and so work tn the soil among them
that there will be no hollow places, Water may
be used to carry the soll amoug the roots—not
dashed in by the pallful, but showered from a
watering-pot. Do not stamp the sgoll down
Aaround the roots, but firm {t carefully with the
foot. The tree should be get no deeper than it
stood In the nursery.

Crops.—The sofl of a young orchard may be
kept io cultivation until the trees begin to
beRr; graln should never be grown, except
éle:dgnn corn, but potatoes and rool-crops are the

8t.

Grafting.—A tree that{s of a poor or worthiess
sort shonld be renovated by grafiing. Thiscan
be done this mounth.

Cilons shou'd have been cut enrly, but may be
secured untfl the buds start. Many nurserymen
cut a stock of cloos of all the leading varieties
in advauce, gand can supply them by mail or
otherwise,

Root-Grafts. — 1hiose who would start an
orchard at a very small cutlay can begin with
root-grafts. These sare roo s in which grafts are
sot: the work {s donme In the winterand the
grafted roots kept {n boxer of carth until they
canb, set out in spriug. Many nurserymen
offer these for sale, and they are the cheapest
form fn which trees ean bebought. They
are to be set 2 jeet apart, in rows distant
enough to work with a cultivator, and
put in with & dibble so deep that only the top
bud is above ground. Keep them well culti-
vated, and % per cent. or more ghould bethrifty
young trees In autumn. In2oriyears, accord-
ing to the variety, they will be lurge enough to
et in the orchard.

Insecta.—Destraoy the eggs of the Tept Cater-
plllar, which are to be found in small closelir
fitting rlugs or bands near the ends of the small-
er twigs, and may be cut away. Many lnsects
harbor bencath the loose bark of trees, and by
scraping this off and wasbing the trunk and
1mbs with a solution of soft soap, much good
may be done. To prevent the nscent o the
wingless fema es of the Canker Worm, use
heavy brown paper bound olosely around the
tree’s trunk, and then smear Wwith cheap
printer's ink or tar. The bands will have to be
re-coated at frequent Iintervals through the
8CUE0N,

CurrantsaniGooseberries —Prune at onceany
that have becn omitted; abundant manuring
and mulching will increase thesize of the crop
and the frult. So suon as tho leaves are of much
size the “worms” may be expected. Examine
the under surfuce of the lower leaves for the
€¢ggs, and destroy all that are found. When holes
are geen {n the leaves apply white hellebore,
elther eprinkled dry or mixed In water, a table-
spoonful or sotoa pallful of waler. It ls better
to first scald the Hellebore with a Iittle bolling
water before adding 1t to the pall containing the
cold water. Keep stirred.

Grapes.—Vines canstill be planfed and should
be set out by all who have a spare coraner on the
Iace, as along a fence, or by the side of a shed.
Inder ordin ry care 2 few vinesd.willgive an
abundance of nice fruit in its senson. and every
farmer should feel thut he hay a placu for a few
grape vines.

HKitchen and Market Garden.

Window boxes may be piaced out of doors on
warm days to harden off plants; they may be
left out overnight when notcold enough tochilt
them.

Cold Frames.—The plants from these are to be
et out as soon as the soll is ready, and the
sashes used on other frames to push forward a
crop of lettuce, whiclh latter, when out of the
way, 1s to be followed by cucumbers—thus
maoking the mast out of the investment In glass.
At this season the frames should have an abun-
dance o. fresh air, and while generally open
during the day, they must be shut at night und
in cold days. ]

For a
few moments the s conld see
nothing but a cloud of dust, from out of
which were heard two successive reports
of a rifle, and then s third, followed by
the neigbing of a horse, When the dust bad
cleared away, a shocking sight met the gase
of the spectators; ome of the combatants,
concealed behind his dead horse, was taking
aim at his adversary, who still remained in
the saddle. The latter epurred his horse and
made it rear, the noble beast receiving in his
ohest the bullet meant for his master. The
rider, a8 s00n a3 he was dismounted, rushed
forward to grapple with hia adversary, but a
second shot fractured his left shoulder.
Nevertheleas, he retained sufficlent strength
to discharge two chambers of his revolver,
beth shots taking effect. A hand-to-hand
combat then ensved, the two adversaries,
neither of whom was able to stand, stabbing
each other repeatedly. When the seconds
and spectators at last interfered the two were
picked up dead—one with his teeth firmly
set in his adversary’s chevk, while the latter's
hand was thrust into a gaping wound in the
other’s chest.

An Ameedole of Bishop Dapasnlonp

A most interesting book will be the Bicgra-
phy of Mgr, Dupanloup, Bishop of Orlenns,
which his friend, the Abbe Lagrange, is now
preparing. Inthe meantime, a iittle memoir
bas appeared from the pen ot Lucian Edward
Heniy, under the title of « The Last Days of
Bishop Dupanloup.” This, of ceurse,is a
mere biographical fragment compared with
the larger work that is to come, and a very
pleasant foretaste it iz of the full feast. Among
other aunecdotes in its pages is a very charac-
teristic cne. During the good Bishop's last
holiday, when his health was rapidly failiog,
he went on a Conkey, led by a little boy, to
call on a parish priest, who proved to be ab-
sent from home. At the presbytery, how-
ever, he found a mesacnger with a « gick-call”
from a dying woman, «I a'soam a priest,”
said the bishop; and he sst off up the moun-
tains on a two hours’ expedition, returziog v
bis quarters in the pitch darkanves of sweot
eveniug. His hosts and some of the cleryy
came out to greet him with reproaches. « Do
not scold me,” he meekly pleaded, «for I am
very wet,” and slipped off quietly to bed.

The account givea by Mr. Henry of the
waniog of a life that wa3 so precious to the
Bishop's own country and to the whole Church
i8 very pathetic. When his last illness came,
be gave up lingeringly one pleasure and daty
after another. He was wont to walk in an
avenue reciting his Breviary, tbe book which,
after nearly half a century of daily repetition,
be pressed to his heart during those closing
days, exclaiming, « Oh, how could anyone live
without it?”

$11,618,607 for the quurter dated March 3¢, 1379,
The fatlures in the Unlted States for the first
quarter of this year numbered 1,132, with Jiablll-
ties of $12,777,074, as agalnst 2,523 with liabilitles
of $1i3,112,855 in the same quarter of 1%79. The
figures this year are excepiionally smatl, show-
ing a decrease of nearly onc-half as compared
with the fiest quarter of any previous year since
1874. The liabilities are less than they were ever
before reported 1o any quarter since the com-
mencement of the publicatlon of quarterly
retarns. It §s a matter full of significance that
the indebtedness of falled parties in the first
three months of the present year.do not equal
ane fourth of the sum 10 which they amounted
in any first quarter in the !ast preceding six
vears. As time progresses, the fligures rolating
to fallures seem to indicate a steady continu-
apce of fuvorable conditlons for the trade of the
country.
