Deacons of Honor assisted him ¢o assume his
vestments, The doors wers then opsned to
the publio, but not khalf of the crowd con-
gregated about the Cathedral could find
geate in the bullding, The Blshop
and the attendant clergy knelt at the
foot of the aliar whils the cholr sang
the hymn ¢ Veni, Ureator.” At the olcss of
the hymu the psalm, # Keep thy Servant, O
Lord” was intoned and the Bishop was con-
ducted to the episcopal thzons by his Grace
the Archbishop, and His Lordship Blshop
Wolsb, of London. The pgreat organ,
the Iargest In ¢he Provinoe, pealed
forth tho Hallelojah chorua. 1ln the sanc.
tusty the crowd of ecclsslaatlos in the robes
of thelr various dignities added much to the
splendor and magnificence of the scene. The
new biehop stood before his throns arrayed
in & white cops, a golden mitre on his head,
and holdlng the galden crosler of office {n
his hand. About him weére the Archblekop
In his robes of purple and ermine, the gentle
face of Blshop O'Mahony, the com-
manding snd dignifed looking Blshop
of London, and the tsll, athletlo figure of
Bishop Jsmot, of Peterboro’. Aoross the
sanctuary was the handsome striking face of
the Dominlcan Prior, Father Lllly, of New
York, who wore s black stole over his babit
of creamy white, Near hlmn were two Car-
melits monks, Father Bchmldt and Father
Dominlc from Nisgara Falis, thelr frocks and
cowls of plaln brown making n etriking con-
trast with the splendid golden vestments
of the Deacons of Honor, Surrounding

all these was the crowd of aitendant
priests, acolytes, and altar boys In
black cssgocks and white surplices.

Above them all swung the silver lamp,
whoee light 1a never axtinguished while the
sacrament remains in the tabernsble on ths
altar, Numerous Hghta blazsd on the high
sltar, but on socount of the penitential sea-
gon of Lent it was not otherwlse decorated,
and the statmes and oruolfixes were hidden
by the purple veils with which they were
covered on Passlon Sunday.

Hence the Bishops of the Church of
God, when exercising thelr pontifical functions,
wear vestments emhjematic of their authority
and*~dignity. The mitre 18 the helmet of
tha general of the aymy of Christ;
its Dbrilllant jewels are expressive not
only of dignity, but of the virtues
that should shine in the episcopal charae-
ter. The crozier, the pastoral staff, shows that
he is the shepherd of the people. The crook to
restrain &nd guids, '* virga directionts, virga
regnttuis.” The sceptre oi thy gnidance is the
sceptre of thy kingdom. The sacred sandals on
his feet, to make him guick in the ways ot per-
fection and the conversion of alnners, denotes
the swiftness to carry the gospel., Blessed are
the feet of thoge wha briug tidinggof goad thinge,
tidings of peace between God and the sinner. It
all Christians, 88 8t Paul says, are members of
the body of Christ, and they are the bone of his
bone and the fleeh of his flesh ; but allthe mem-
bera have not the same functions, 80 in the sa-
ored and myastic body of Christ &Il have nat the
game functions. The goul acts upon the brain
to think, the eyes {0 see, the mouth to spesk,
the heart to love, the hands and feet to
Iabour, But the blshop in the Church ot
God is the highest type of the represen-
tatlive of Christ in His Chureh.

THE BISHOP'S RESPOXNSIBILITIES.

It is he who has to think day and night over
the necessities of his church, to provide good
snd holy pastors for his people, with eyes to
wateh over them, mouth to instruct them, heart
10 feel for all thelr wants and miserles, and the
hand slways ready to succour them, and the
feel to carry him to all parts of his diccese to
preach to them the word of God and adm!-
nister especislly the sacrament In which
the =even gifts of the Holy Ghost
are imparted, *For every high prlest
taken from &amongst men 18 coustituted
for men in those things which appertaln io
God, that he might offer up glfts and sacrifices
for ains; who c¢an have compasslon upon those
who are {gnorant and err, for he himself is
sorrounded with infirmity.” The person of
Christ resldes in the bishop, When you
honor the bishop you honor Christ; when
you despise the ©bishop you desplse
Christ, ‘¢ He that leareth you heareth
me, and he that despiseth you despissth him
that sent me.” Hence the consecrating pre-
ate In conferring the order of the Epissopecy
repeals lhe words that God addressed to
Abraham : * I wlill bless those who bless thee,
and will ourse thosd who ourse thee.” And,
agaln, ¢ Let thy hand be strengthened and thy
right hand exalied. NMay justice and judgment
be the surroundings of {hy throne.” When St.
Paul was going from Jerusalem to Damascus he
was struck down by the hand cf Christ, who
eried out to him, * 8aul, Saul, why persecutest
thon me?” XHe did not &ay my
servants, but 2AMe, for be reslded In
them ; and Peter did not hesiiate to say to

Annaniss and 8apphira, who had Iled to him,
“ Why hast thou lied to the Holy Ghost 2’—
the Spirit of God residing in him in hisofficial
eapac.ty. Bui this authorily resides oaly in
the Apoxtles and their successors, and obe-
dlence and reverence are due to them as min-
isters of God. Conventlcles of men do not
epjoy thie authority, nor do the people con-
sider themselves bound to obey them, but
they are bound to obey the Cburch of
Cnrist, for “ He that will not hear the

Church, let bim bs to thee as the heathen

and the publioan’ X will not trespaszs

upoa your patience any longer. You want to
hear your own venerable Bishop and to recsive
from his newly conseorated hands not only his
own benediotion, but that of the Holy Father.

I BI0GBAPHIOAL GERTCH.

The distingtilahed prelate whos'arrival in his
diocess, was.the causs of sao:much .xejoleing
among: hia ‘flook, wes:born :in ‘Mullingar, Ire-

guch good sorvice in their day, but which have
been gmuperseded by those of the “ Teach~
ing Orders.” For a higher course of education
he entered the Diocesan Semlinary of Navan,
and at iis conclusion elected to enter
the Order of St. Dominic. No house of
the Order of the Friars Preachers then locally
existed to defermine his cholce, but for & long
century each preceding prior of the Dominleans
bad been the parish priest of Mullingar. At this
time no novice honde of the Dominicans had yet
been re-establsshed in Ireland, 50 to Rome the
young aspirant went. He entered the famous
convent of Our Lady of the Oak, & short distance
withont the walls of Viterbo, bensath whose
roof had been trained the great Lacordaire—
great indeed 1n his wonder:ual gifts of aratory,
The young novice cade his yvows of profession
in 1848, and studlied theology in the Irish Doms-
inican Convent of Ban Clemento and the Col-
lege ot the Minerva. After receiving mtnor
orders he was ordained priest by the Pafriarch
of Constantinople. For ten yeara he labored
in Cork, to which station he had been
appointed by the present Blshop of Dro-
more. His priestly zeal and virtues, his
cheerful and agreeable manper, added to
& flne presence, had made him extreme-
ly popular with all creeds and classes. In
1859, by a vainable testimonial, the resnlt of s
publio snbscription, Cork expressed its regret
at his removal to Limerlck., As Prior of Bt.
Saviour's, Limerick, he set himself to rebuild
the church connected with his convent. There,
a8 in Cork, be devoted himself espacially to
work among the young men. While yet in Lim-
erlek, in 1876, the Chapter of the Irlsh Province
ohose him as their Provinclal, and the oitizens
of Limerick availed themsaelves of the event
to present him with an address and testi-
monial., The testimonial consisted of a very
handsome sum of money, which be at once ap-
plfed towards the debt remaining on the
church., His term as Provincial having ex-
pired, he was chosen Prior of the community of
8t, Mary’s,Cork, He was buta few months there
when he was called to Rome an fociug or com-
panion to the General of his order, and in that
capacity accompanied him In kis visitation
through the United States, Ireland, England,
Holland, Belgium, and part of France. In the
summer, while in Ireland for a brief visit, he
recelved Apostolic letters nominating him as
Bighop to the 8ee of Hamilton, His consecra-
on tock place on the 11th of November, 1883,
The ceremony was carrled oat on a soele of un-
usoa! splendor, Mgr. Cataldl, Prefect of Ponti-
fical Ceremontles, having conduot of the entire
misslon. The consecraiinz Prelate was Cars
dinal Thomas Howard, brother of the heredi-
tary Ear]l Marshal of Eopgland, who alone
may wear his head covered [n the presence
of hissovereign, and one of the reprasentalives
of this the blusst-blooded of all the English no-
bility. The assistant Prelates were Mgr Salina'
Archbishop of Calcedonia, and Most Rev Dr
Cleary, Bishop of Kingston, Cansda, besides
whom there were also present the RBishops of
Bealttmore, Vincennes, Indlana, Little Rock,
Q. egon City, and Milwaukee, Coadjutor Blahopg
of New York apd 8t. Lcuis, the Gereral
ot the Dominiczn Order, Monsignor Stonor,
Reoctors and Vice-Rectors of the Irish, Engllah,
Scotch, and American Colleges, Dr. Bmith, Dr,
Brady, and a great number of prominent Eng

lish and American Cathollcs who had been
staying in Bome, Bishop Carberry journeyed
from Rome by way of Ireland. He was heart~
ily welcomed in his former statlons and at New
York, where hia learning and ability had been
well known during his former vislt to this con-

tinent,

Continuation of the Proceedings in the
Police Court—~Mr. Macemaster’s Able
Defenioe of Bunting. )

TonoNto, April 3, —Mr., Macmnster, Q. O.
addressed the Polics Oourt this morning in
the conspiracy case, on behali of Bunting,
concluding it shortly after 1 o'cleck. He
contended that all the ciroumetances showed
& party proseoutlon tending to degenerate in-
to a psrescution. The aocusid pursons had
no opportunity of pattiog their oase
befors the public in solemn form of
sworn tectimony. The Incluslon of
Bunting was done for the purpose ot closipg
his mouth at the meetiug, care buing takou
to send witnerses to him, and thus, however
remotely, cooneot his nsme with the case.
This was done for preventative and not legal
purposes ; for politicai, not public objects.
Ag regards McEim and Dowling. Bunting ob-
viously was gulltlese. Thelr ¢vldence made
it clear that as s member of anything
like s conspiracy for purposes
named {n the indiotment, and sgaingt per-
gons indioated, ho is not amenable to any
exteting law, nor toany known rules of soclal
or moral conduot. The atleged cifence 1a
not a crime at law and no cofftnce known to
the Iaw. The law recognises no party, and
it does not care on which side a political man
8 on. To ohange sides 18 nof, In
the eye of the law, a crlme, or offence of less
magnitude. Thore was no case in Englich
history in which a member had been punish-
ed for taking money to change his politica.
Parliament 1teelt take cere of offsnceaagainet
the honor and dignity and privileges, and
that was the reason for the absence of legls
lation and cases In courts. The object
of acouged persons as etated In the In-
dlotment, and a8 properly underatood,
viz, to change the administration, was not
an offencs or illegal act. If the means taken
to acocomplish this were not lllegal, there
has been no offence at all. There must be a
criminal agreement to accompliah a crimluat
aot or lawful act of criminal means; mere
soting for & common object by common im-
pulse, even with a knowledge of each other’s
actlon, is not conaplracy. Further, there must
be innocsnt perron whess luterests are Iz nored
by consplracy, w..o has been Overborne, who
might h.ve rostoted each one of the corsplra.

Mowat had eaid that McKim and others hsd
acted by advlce of the Government, and had
seemed to enter the alleged approaches
by the Governments directlon, This
atrikes at the dond fides of tke prosecution.
He dwelt upon McKim's coonection
witk Bunting, and held It was McKim
who was gullty of making approaches to
Buntlng and lyiog to him. It was McKim
who slgned the round robin and got Lyon to
slgn it, who tried to get money from Kirkland
snd Wilkinson. He it was who gave Klrk-
land the names of men who would be ilkely.
¢o overturn the Government; It was,
in fact, he who was the arch-consplra.
tor and arch.traltor In the whcla case.
He held that McKim ag a witness agalnst
Bunting or sgalnst anybedy wae, obvlously,
of no more nse, He then touched upon Dow-
ling’a evidence, and held it wa3 grossly un-
trustwortby, MoKim testified thet Dowliing
was willlng to change parties I his petition
were withdrawn which had been put in Ly
the Oonservatives, Dowling was all
session talking inja discontented wsy of the
Government and _the way they bad treated
him.

He
weg followed by Mr. Murphy, counsel for
Wiikinson, who contended there wae no law
in existence to punish bribery. He would
say, 88 far as Wilkingon is concered, he
openly, elngle-handed, without concert with
anybody, trled to overthrow tho Mowat
Government and was sorry he did not sac.
ceed. Under the revised statntes of Ontarlo,
an attempt {o bribe was an oftance punishable
by the House aléo, and did not come under
the polico msagletrates’ kep st all. He con-
tended that the witnesses were soccomplices
if there was consplracy, and that they were
the real comspirators.

Hr. P, 0. Keely, the Brookiyn Architeot,
Honored by Noire Dame University.

The © Lutare Medal” of the Unlvarsity of
Notre Damo, was conferred last Sunday om
the great Catholic architect, Mr, Patrick
Obarles Keely, of Brooklyn. No more hon-
orable sslactlon ocould have been made,
nor one that would more oertsinly re-
flgot back on the Oniversity conferring itan
bonor fally corresponding to that which it
gave. Allpnblis testimonles of honor, euch
a8 this, ought to have n mutusl and recipre-
cal effect., In thile cage it undounbtedly had.
In material valus and external ornamont the
Lwtare Medal and its acoompanying
address, deslgned and wrought by skil.
fa! hands, ars thisgs of beauty, and
coming from such & respecctable, pro-
gregslvea and far geelng  fumatitution
as Notre Dame, are woll worthy of accept-
ance by even so eminent a master as Mr,
Keely. On the other hand, when the Unl-
veraity of Notre Dame determined to mark
out for its homage and dietlnotion a man
eminent in his aclence and a great master In
bis truly Ohrlstian arf, it selected ons, the
gloty of whoge achievements and the
lustre o! whose life must refleot honorably
on it and this great prizs that it hag estab.
lished. The peraonal modeaty of Mr: Keely's
ife will not permit us to eay 8
single word in pralse of himself, bul every.
one oan Infer what might be eald when 1t 13
remembered to what Mr. Keely hag devoted
himeelf and his wonderful gitts. «The un.
devout astronomer 18 mad.” Oertalnly it wounld
bs equslly Imposstble for a Ubristian architect,
who dealgne temples for the Euchatlstio Ba.
crifice, to lack that enthusiasm for bis {aith
which comes from the hourly expressloninper-
manent forms of the moet precious thoughts
of roligion. That conditlon of the Liwtare
Madal may therefore be passed as eutirely
filled in this case. Of Mr. Kseely's genlus
we neced apeak just a8 brlefly. Already he has
built seven hundred churckes 1n honor of tke
Christlan name, not to speak of the number-
legs lustitutlons that acoompsnied them.
Tos number la wholly unprecedented in
the history ol any architeot of ancient
or modern tlmes, It could have
been rexched only 1n the phenomsnal
period ot Oatholtc history that the Church in
Amnerica bas known daring the present half.
century. Mr. Keely was a Providential man,
ralsed up to meat, in his particular line, this
marvellons emergency. Nor must it be
gupposed that these are petty 1lttle stractures,
guitable for mission chapelsin rural dlstriots.
Few of them are of that charsoter, Numbets
of them are worke of the firet.ciasg, Bcores
of them are osthedrals that In oost, slzs
and struoture racall the amszsment of
tbose who eaw the Oathedral of Beville and
belleved ite deelgnera and bullders mad o
attempt such a gigantio task. Even a fow of
them would stamp Mc. Keely ag & man of
genlus and make his reputation anywhere,
Hia firat great work was to carve out, with
bhis own hands, the beautiful canopies of
the altars In the old Oathedral of
Brooklyn, and the orown of all bis
worke, though we trust not hig lsst, will be
the pew Oathedral of Brooklyn. That in glz2

DEAR SIR,~You know, ©0f courte, &l about
the recent terrible riot in this place between
Catholies and Orangemen on the £6th of De-
cember last—~the cslebration dey of Oranzemen
in this conniry, ‘Without going into details of
the condition of matters hers at the present
time,1 may mention that the authoritles ar-
reated twenty-one Catholics, acting on the as
sumptiion, of course, that thess were alone the
cause of the whole affalr ; while it was onlvat
the olose of the udielal inves-
tigation that they were actually foreed
to arrest five Orapgemen. It will be unneces-
#ary 10 say that they are Protestants of the
most bigoted sohool. All offices of importance
are filled by Protestants in this part of the
oonntiry, and everything is controlled by them,
with the assistance of the Orange Brotherhood,
thongh the actuanl Protestant majority 1s not at
ail large. With the ald of this organization,
however, they haye succeeded pretty fairly in

The Police Majlstrate’s Deoclslon~The Four
Defendants Committed for Trial on the
Oharge of Qonspiracy ~ Eirkland
Faints and is carried out of
the Qourt,

Toronro, April 8.—The Police Msglstrate
thls morning gove bis declslon la the con-
gpiracy caee, The Tourt rcom was crowded,
and Intense ex:ltement was manifested In the
result. ‘The Maglatrate delivered a jong and
slaborate judgment and sald that owlng to
the unique natnure of the cass, he had bsen
carelul to glve it the most anxions consldera-
tion, He eatd there were two points to be
oonsldered : 1st. A8 to brlbary or attempting
to bribe a member of the Legisiaiute an un-
lawinl sot; 20d. Does the evidence shew a con-
apirscy 0 overtmrn the Mowat Government ?
He quoted s number of cages bearing npon
the cage whether there was an offence 65 com-
mon law and thought that the cage in Ponn-
gsylvania raforred to is an argument'a charge,
The arguments ol Judge Eldrldge in that
cags were exactly his own. Then, as to
the argoment ol defendant’s counsel
that a person consplred agairst must be in-
nocent 1t a third party, he wae agalnsi them
on that point, Taking everything into oon-
Blderstion; he was of opinlon that the charge
of conspiracy had been p.ope¢rly made, and

‘Fo. Charges Them XFive Per Uent. Interest
... on Loans that He Obtains from the @Gov-
.ernment at Three and a Half,

SBome time sgo the Land Commissloners,
in session at .Maryborough, severely com-
mented on the Marguls of ILansdcwne, now
the Governor-General of Oapadm, charglog
tenants 5 per osut. on money expended In
improvements by him, whils ke had borrowed
the eame from the Government at 34 per
cent, The London Specisior peverely com-
mented on Lansdowne's condaoct, Townsend
Trench attempted a defence, and £ho tenants
replied in the following letter o the Spec-
tatop :~ - .

As a letter from Mr. Trench appeared in &
Iate issue of your paper concernlng the judg-
ment dellvered In the Land Court in oamr
oages, we trust that you will grant us space
for a few remarks. Any person reading his
letter will eee how difficult it 1s to prove that
a terminable annulty of £5 per annum does
not differ from an annaity of £5 in perpe-
tuity. Yet, such is the impossible task he
has set himsslf. Heend:avors to show that
there is mno profit made, or intended to be
mede, by the following transaction:—The
government loans money to Lord Li=nsdowne
st 3% per cent. interest (they never charge
more under the Land Improvement Acts);
Lord Lansdowns loapa this moaey to his
tenants at 5 per cent. Interest. Is there no
diff.tence betweon £3 103 snd £57 £1 103;
and this Is Lord Lanedowne's annusl profit
on every £100 borrowed from the govern-
ment.

Mr. Commissloner Ksne, when delivering
jadgment In our caees, Used the follawlng
words :—«In 1874 »nd 1876 a Iarge amount
of drainage was done wilh mopey borrowed
{from the Bosrd of Works, and b per oent.
was charged to the tenants In reepect of the
monsy epent on their holdings., Mr, Atkin-
gon, Q.C, admitted Lord Lansdowne bavieg
borrowed the money at 3} per cent, and hav.
fng charged tie tenanta 5 per cent, ; that to
the extent of the difference between these two
ates of interest the tenant muit be treated
a8 paying off the charge, and ko graduslly
acquiring a properiy in the dralnsage regarded
a8 an improvement {rom the landiord.” Mr.
Trench says, “So long as the Iandlord has to
pay it, he is clearly justified in oharginga
g/milar amount to the tenant,’ thereby Insin-
usting that as goon #s the landiord has pald
the principal and intersst to the Governmsnt
by snnual installments, at the rate of 5 vr 6}
per ceut., the tennnt’s liability ceased. What
are tha facts ? £365 was borrowed by the
Isndlord from the Board of Works, and ex-
pended In draining our farms; 5 per cent,
was charged on the outlay, £18 53;

lay, £8 7a; the rent was relsed by this

In our
oplulon, as a matter of fact,in every case we
have had before us on the estate, the rent at
the tims the contributions were made was so
bizh as to be a full rent for the Iand, with the
landiord’s contributlon to the improvements,”
Evidently thia judge caw that the allowances
were made to mitigate our impossible rack-
ronts, and bring ihe Iand within measurable
distancs of what could be pald by incessant
bard work, and such frugal fare as merely
kept body and eoal together.

We Enew too well we were rack-rented ; the
Lsnd Court gave us 20 per cent reduction,
notwithstanding {be above £626 allowed on
bulldings and dralnage.

GREAT FIRE IN NOBTH CAROLINA,

Ravnmen, N.O., April 4.—~The greatest fire
ever known In North Oarclina broke out
‘Wednesday and awept through vast traots of
yellow pine, which stretch from Sanford, 50
miles trom Ralelgh, to points north-
west and douth 60 miles In Bouth
Oarolina.

MONTREALER.

Iivered by Mr. Richard Ennis, formerly of
this city, where he served his time on the
old Montreal Pilot, but now one of the most
successful merchants in 8t. Lonls, Mo, at the
elghteenth spnusl banqust of the Knights of
Bt. Patrick, of Bt. Louls. Hesnid :—

. BROTHER KNIGHTS AND GENTLEMEN,—On
the outpost of the old world a small and fertile
island boldly breasts the Atlantic wavesand
confronts ‘the traveller from our shores, daz-
zling the eye with Its enohanting landscape
and commanding attention by its grand and
lofty mountalne.

lite and labors of St. Patrick, whose day we
celebrate.

WEERLY REVIEW — WHOLESBALE
MARKE

The  reports of progress” made by whole-
gale merchants this week polnt to an in-
creagsd volume of business and a mors hope-
{ul feellng in geveral leadlng branches of
trade, The bad xoads which have been un-
guitable allke for sleighs and wheeled
vehloles kept orders back from the opomiug
of Maroh to date only to pour In later ana
ad3 to the volume of next month's business.
The early April seitlements did not cause
much anxlety thoogh it was known quits a
numoer of renewals would have to be made
to carry forwsrd-small tradezs. The banks
are generally prepared to be fudulgent
at the opentng of the epring
trade and consequently the fourth pagsed over
qulstly. It {s generally admitied that we
cannot look for any marked activity before
the openlng ot the port to ocenn vessels, snd
in thie connection it is intereating to notice
that the Oliy Counoil of Montresl is laking
more ioterest in trade matters ard proposes
to co-operate with the Harbor Board and re-
move the foe barriers at polnts on the river
below by means of dynsmite. Experlenced
golontists are ot opinlon that by bringinug into
service the powerful agenoy of dynamite
the lce gorges could be removed at the
expense of a few thousand dollars each year
go a8 to bring the port of Montreal into
uee each épring two or three weeks earller
than ever before. This result would be of
incalculable benefit to the trade of the whole
Dominion, and a few thousand dollara spent
in dynamite wouid be a mere bagateile in
comparison. In dry goods there has beena
slight accession to the volume of busineas,
which, however, has not bsen shared
by the entire trade, a few houses only
having experlenced 1t.  Wholesale grooers
report things rather dizappointing, coun.
try oxders having been checked somewhat by
the breakup of the roads. The prinolpal
change has been 1n refined augar, which has
declined 3o to 30 per Ib. The iron
trade has developed no materiai improve-
ment, the few transsctions reported baving
besn Induced by conocessions on the part of
holders.
