English speaking Catholics of
Montreal, which took place on
Sanday Inat in Belmont Park, on the oc
casion «f the blessing and laying of the
oorner atone of the Catholic High School
for boys, will be memorable, {rom more
thsn one point of view, for generations
tocome.

Bince the laying of the corner stone of
8t. Putrick’s Church, a little over half a
ceatury ago, no other event of such far-
reaching imporiance to the English-
speaking Catholics of thie city and dis
trict Lias cccurred.

The weather, which always has 8

good deal to do with outdoor demonstra-
tions, was very unpropitious in the
forencon, when the sky was sombre with
beavy. dark masses of rain-clouds, and
when tlie rain fell for several hours. It
must hnve dishear ensd many who had
made arrangements to join in the pro-
cesei:y, After the noontide hour, how-
ever, the rain ceased, the dark clouds
moved nway to some other airy region,
ihe «ky resumed that Italian blue tint
to wiich Canadians have become 80
{amiliur, and the sun shone out in all
m_ wirm eplendor. This interlude of
fair veather Iasted just long encuzh to
peruiit of the procession, the speech
miting and the blessing taking place—
the whole programme, in fact, was suc
ce:*-'.l‘nlly gone through. Then the sky
agkln became overcast with murky
cloiia, until it was soon one dark inky
ase. The large crowds dispersed, and
1o aont half an hour afterwarde s hail
storm of almost unprecedented severity
burst over the city, breaking thousands
of windows and skylights, . uprooting
trees, ind strewing the sidewalks with
the ends of live electric. wires, which re-
sulted in ona fatality. -
The procession was an imposing one,
hended by the A.0.H., with & oontio—
gent of Hibernian Knights, in their
Protty un’forms, in front. The C.M.B.A.,

Fatber Quinlivan, the zealous pasior of
St. Patrick’s Church, who is the promoter
of this great project, for his untiring
and successfui efforts to bring it to its
present stage, and for his wisdom in se-
lecting so admirable s locality for the in-
stitut’on—that portion of Balmoat Park
which is situated at the corner of
Laganche iexe and Ste. Genevieve
s'reets. The well known architect, Mr.
W. E. Doran, also came in for his due
measure of praise for his excelient plans
and deaigns of the structure, which have
already been described in the TruE
WITTNESS,

The speeches of his Grace the Arch-
bishop, the Rev. Father O'Donnell, his
Worship Mayor Prefontnine, the Hon.
Dr. Guerin, who represented the Pro-
vineial Government; Mr, M. J. F.
Quinn, Q.C,M.P.,, who represents St.
Ann’s division in the House of Com-~
mons, which were all of & high order and
tone, empliasized the urgent want which
this Catholic High School for boys will
8o admirably supply.

The presence of the large number of
the clergy and laity of the five English-
speaking parishes testified to the enthu-
siaam with which the project has been
taken up, and was & happy augury that
Father Quinlivan will not have long to
wait until the institution is cleared of
all debt. That his persevering efforts
are thoroughly appreciated was made
manifest by the loud applause by which
he was greeted when he rose to announce
the arrangements that had been made
for the ceremony.

After the stone had been blessed and
laid, a large number of men and women
availed themselves of the opportunity
afforded them of following the good old
custom of ' atriking ’ it, thus once more
showing the deep and enthusiastic inter-
est taken in this much.needed and all-
important mstitution for the English-
speaking boys of this city and diatrict of
Montreal.

First was & procession, accompnnied
by bands and banners, of the several
societies. They gathered on Victoria
8¢ are shortly after 230, and marched
to the Palace, from whence they con-
ducted Archbishop Bruchesi to tbe
scere of the ceremony. It was a most
imposing spectacle, tha A. O. H.leading
with nearly one tbousand members. The
progress of the procession was watched
by not less than 8000 spectators along
the line of march, which was by way of
Beaver Hall Hill, along Dorchester
Street to Cathedral Street and Laganch-
etiere Street. It was estimated that
from 8000 to 10,000 people were as:
sembled in the immediate vicinity of
the site of the school when the proces
sion reached it.

The marshal-in-chief was Mr. Wil-
liam Davis, who was mounted on a spir-
ited animsl, and the societies, whose
members gathered about 1800 strong,

The next part of the proceedings was
the speech-making, which took place
from a temporary platform at the north.
western corner of the building, adjoin-
ing St. Andrew's Protestant Home, and
was listened to by the vast gathering
which crushed into the large area sur-
rounding the portions of ihe building
now above ground, many hundreds of
which clambered up to the top of the
unfinished wrlls and fences enclosing the
premises. The sight was an inapiring
one as the Rev. Father Quinlivan, who
presided, arcse to introduce Hia Worship
the Mayor.

As regards other schools, there are
plenty of elementary schools, but may
be they do not fill the bill to the extent
the population requires. But that will
be corrected in time, when this school
is built. I understand that here not
only English speakins pupils will be ad-
mitted, but that a certain reserve will
be made for those of French origin. I
congratulate the promoters on their lib~
eral way of looking at this matter, Bat
I am not here to make & spzech, only to
cffer a few remarks. Bu! let me expreas
nne thoueht, and it ia this: Oa this
British North Americin soil of ours we
admit no Jdistinction of race or nation-
ality ; there is only one distinction ad-
mitted, and that is a distinction between
good citiz:ns and between intelligent
citizens and otberwise, (applanse). As
regards the first distinction, I am sure [
am addremsing only good citizens; I am
convinced of that. As regards the other
distinction, it is the most iraportant ; it

Rev. Father QUINLIVAN firat called upon
His Worship the Mayor, who aaid : —

“It affords me very great pleasure, as
Mayor of the city of Montreal, which is
so dear to every one of us, Lo take part
in tbis celebration, which marks the
laying of the corner-stone of a most im-
portant institution, and one which will
do credit to the great city of Montreal.
The want of an iuvstitu‘ion of this char-
acter has been felt for many years, and
the erection of this High School for the
English-speaking Catholics of the city
of Montreal and the district of Montreal
will fill that want, I am sure, and will
be gladly welcomed by tha whole popu-
lation (Applause). 1 congratulate es-
pecially Father Quinlivan and the gen-
tlemen who conceived the ides and who
bhave contributed towards this institu-
tion; I am sure their name will go
down to posterity and wiil be remem-
bered & century from now. Thecreation
of this institution means a great deal.
1t means that a door will be opened to

-English speaking * Catholics to miake

themzelves perfectly . cognizant with all

.that, an’ far as

is acquired. Withcu" you have hiad the
advantage of education, yo u may remain
in the lower raunks of society, but #with
intelligence, which will develop itself,
you may become one of the first citizens
of your country. I hope that this insti-

| tution will contribute to that, and that

the population will be proud of it,
whether they belong to the Roman
Catholic religion or to other creeds ; for
anything conpected with education
should be welcomed by every good citi-
zen, (applause).

Hon. Dr. GUERIN, the representative
of the English-speaking Catholics in the
Provincial Administration. made a
capital speech, Hesaid: This, indeed,
is & proud duy for the Icrish Catholic
citizens of Montreal, For a long time
we have fell that there wa= something
we required ; and the establishment of
this instiiution today is goiog to create
a boon amongst us, the want of which
has been felt for very many years past.
I am proud to see amongst us tuday the
Mayor of the city of Montreal and sev-
eral of our French Canadian fellow-
citizens (applause). It shows that they
svmpathize with uy in our undertaking.
But, ladies and gentlemen, .we have in
the past had many occasions of witness-
ing the sympatby of the French—Cana-
dian element of this city, and more par-
ticulary when there was a question of
erecting this magnificent edifice. It
seemed almost a hopeless task until the
gentlemen of St. Salpice give their
kind co-aperation and came for vard and
liberally contributed towards this eat1b-
lishment (applause). We owe them a
debt of gratitude. They huve always
been solicitous for our welfare, both in
mattevs religious and in our educational
institutions.

 This, it is needless for me to inform
you, will be an institution wherein will
be tau zht commereial pursuits in their
higher forms. Ikoow that you all ap~
preciate the endeavora of onr dear and
venerated pastor, Father Quinlivan, He
has in the past proved to the people of
St. Patrick’s parish and the Irish people
in general that no obatacle could pre-
vent him from going shead in anything
he underiook. The emblellishment ol
St. Patrick’s Courch would have been
cufficient in itself to crown the efforts of
a lifetime. But no; he felt there waaa
work to be done, and although it required
the greatest effort on his part, nevertbeless
he nobly .undertook it, and, with your
co operation, will bring it toa succersful
issue. (Applause)... T wish to tell you
_ r. as I am-aware, the Irish
Catholic people of Montreal. have the

sympathy of the citizens of thia province
in general: for I have had occasion to
speak to my colleagues in the provincial
cabinet, and they have assured me in
moest positive terms of their sympathy.
It will ot bea mere sentimental sym-
pathy, although T am not prensred tn
say at the moment just tn what extent
thev are prepared to go; but I am sure
their co operation will be 8 moat suh
stantial one. (Applause) [t wonld be
out of place for ma tod-tain sou any
longer ; all I have tasav i- L the light
of edncation illumine the dar-ness, and
our young people will advance irresisti
bly to the foremost rank in every path of
life, and there implant the banner of
honor, of patrictism, and «f loyalty to
their Church and their country.
{Applause)

Mr, M, J. F. Quixy, Q.C.. M.P, then
addrersed the gathering. }e congratn-
Iated the public apirited gentlemen who
bad no generously seconded the labours
of Father Quinlivan in his efforts to
accomplish the noble work of eatablish-
ing & High Schocl for the English-
speaking Catholics of Montreal. He had
o‘ten wondered why it was that cuc
people who are renowned ihroughout
the world for their love of education;
who had establishied unaided throughout
tihe United Statea and the other Pro-
vinces of this Dominion magnificent
elementary and high schools; who had
supported these schools by voluntary
contributions, should be aatistied in
Montreal with only one elementary
school in whbich the English langusge
alone is Laught. Yet such, up to the
present time, han been our condition in
this city, where we have a larger
Foglish speaking Catholic population
than that of any other two cities in the
Dominion. :

Contrast our position in Montreal with
that of our separated brethren who speak
our laoguage and who are rumerically
fewer than we are, The city ir dotted
with Protestant elementary schaola in
which English is taught and there is st
least one bigh school which atanda as a
monument tn the intelligence and fore-
sight of onr English speaking Protestant
friends.

Ax a consequence of this I really be-
lieve we have loat ground -steadily in
this great metropolis. Although numeri-
cally stronger than our Peotestant fellow
citizens we are (ar behind in the com-
merce of the city and in the lenrned
professione; in the banking and insur
ance, in the railway interests of the city,
we are almost unknown, Oair people
se2m to have heen sleeping for the last
forty years. Whiie the d.fferent other
peples have been progressing in the
various walks of life, the English apeak-
ing Catholics alone have retrograded. la
a great measure the aplendid posi-
tion occupied by the Protestants today
is due to the fact that they have nlways
maiintaioced at a high grade their cle-
mentary and high schoile, while our
deplorable position is, in an eqaal mceas
ure, dus to the fact that we have had no
zuch schools at all,

Buat at last a step in advaince has been
madz, We are here to-day to lay the
corner atone of our first high achnol.
And we have come here, an it is fitting
we should come, supported by & French
Canadian Mayor of the eity, who wishes
1y God speed in our goud werk, and ans
talned and eneouraged by the blessing of
our beloved Archhishop whose heart
like his positian, i= large enou:h aad
good enough to embrace all nationali
ties (cheers).

Henceforth onr ycu'h will bave no
cause to ccomplain, In this schonl wijl
be taught the highest form of English
education. Experienced teachers will
besecured for the varions branches and
atrong courses of English, mathematics,
book-keeping. Arithmelic will be given
80 that a a young man in completing his
studies herz will be qualified either to
enter at once upon R commercinl carerr
nz to begin his clannical course shonld he
desire to enter either of the learned pro-
fessions,

Later on it is the inteniion to give a
course of manual training, and if possi
ble classes for practical electricity and
mining, assaying and engineering, will
be opened.

All thatis required now is that the
good work 8o nobly and z:alously began
by our beloved pastor, and a few of our
leading citizens should be heartily 'n
coucaged by all odr peopie. Tnis is not
f work in which St. Patrick's parish
alone is intereated, but one which every
Eoglishing speaking Cathollec of the city
and even of the province should feel it
bis duty to support. The presence here
to-duy of the pastors and rocieties of the
diflsrent English-speaking parinhes of
the city angurs well for the [ulure of the
undertaking.

" Bat let not our efforts relax until a
sum sufficient to build, equip and
establish the achool upon a sotid finan~
cial basis has heen secured. and future
generationa of our people will bless the
memory of those wh eu well began the
goond work of this 1S;h of Szptember
1898. (Applaase.)

The Acchbishop and several of the
clergy, who hnd temporarily abaented
themselves from tbe proceedings, in
order tc put on their vestments, now
made their way through the throng,
which reverently stepprd aside; and
ascended the platform, His Grrce who
was attired in his archiepiscopal robes.
being proceeded by the cross borne aloft.

Rev, Fatuer O DovNELL was then in
troduced and delivered an eloquent and
impressive address, He said :—Having
listened to 80 many eloquent discourses
tiis afiernoon, you cannot expect that I
shall - hdye much' to say. 'However, it

may be in'place for the Ohurch to have]

a word to say, because to-1ay the Church
is represented, and it alwavs takes a
wonderful interest in edneation. From
the day the Church reca'ved her charge
from on high to ‘teach sil nations,’ she
hrs always considered the cause of edu-
cation 83 one of her moat nacred charges,
and to it she has devoted her enercies,
and for it made the preatest sacritices
thronghout all ages and all lands. [Lis
not necessary on thia cccasion to ex-
plain the necessity of religious educa-
tion, We all know, if education is
necessary, one of its most essential parts
in that which trained the moral part of
man. Thin is what the Church received
As her priniary trust. and towards it she
haa always exerted all her energies. But
she has not neglected the sacraments,
and has taken interest in the progress of
the human race and anything tending to
uplift it, The Church was always there
L0 assist, encourage and bless. Let those
who say that the Church is an obstacle
to progress look back and aee where is
the line of progress in which she haas
not taeken the lead. To dav are we not
a tangible proof of this ? Is not our
Archbishop here to pronounce, in the
name of the Church, a blessing ¢ven on
the material stones of the eatablisbhment
that is to be built up? Thin is how the
Church estimates the cause of education
and takens nn interest in it.

We are here in A great city where we
have education on all lines. We are
proud of that, We have education for
the young men for the liberal profes—
sions, and for cur y ung girls destined
for a religious life. We, the Irish Catho-
lies of Maontreal, are in a minority, and,
the schonls heing adopted on the aya-
tem of dual larguage, it was diflicult
fur us to get the association we wanted ;
and thia is casting no retlection upon
those of snother language and nation-
ality, Vather (Quinlivan wisbed to be
neither nnjust nor nngenercus, but only
to look sfter our intereat in the cause of
education (awpplause) and after all our
other interesta. | wish to be brief;
other speakers are to come ; the Arch-
bisnop 18 to address you. and conse-
nquently it wonld be cut of place for me
to detain you longer.  Therefore, let us
thank the Archbishop for being here to
hless the institution and to show his in-
terest in Lthe work he has at bheart ; rRnd
let us hope that this institution, erected
by the worthy pstor of 8t. Patrick’s,
will go on doing a good work, and that
it will grow and prosper and bear golden
fruig for many generations yet unborn.
(Applause)-

His Giace THE ARrCHBISHOPr, who was
recerved with great enthusiasm,then ad-
dressed the vast gathering. His Graco
spoke as follows: 1 can hardly ex—
press my happiness st neeing Cnurch
and Siate represented and united at this
ceremony., You will remember that one
of my lirst winhes, when [ had the
pleasure of meeting the Irish Catholics
of Mantreal, was for the establishment
of & Catholic High School 1n this city
{applause), and by a Catholic High
Sthool I did not mean a school where
classical studies would be taught, buta
firat-class businesstcollege for commer-
cinl studies. While some of ourzz2aleus
pricats and devoted laymen were think-
ing of the creation of such & school, the
Jemuit Fathers were nlao thinking of
founding n college for classical studies,
where youny men would be tuught clas-
uical sciences in the Iloglish langunge.
[ gave my approbation to theee ideas,
and now my wishies are renliz:d. The
Inyola College is in full oprration for
the teaching of the tigher and classical
s{udies, and today [ come to iny the cor-
ner stune of s Catholic High School for
commercial studies. [ have said it

more than once, =&s a  Bishop,
that I do not make any
distinction in a city like
thia between one natienality and

auotber; I am the father and the friend
of all those who live under my jirisdic-
tion. {Applause). Butif I do not make
any distinction between French, English
and Irish, I will not do anything to
destroy a nationality. On the contrary,
I will do all that isin my power to sym-
pathize with all nationalities and to
strengthen them, becausse I know that if
we French Canadians ure proud of our
language and attached to our dear tra-
ditions, the English and the Irish are
alao proud o. their language and are also
attached tn the traditions of their
ancestora, (Applause).

‘ Let the Irish be Irigh, let the Eag-
lish be Eagliah, and let the French Can-
adians be French Canadians, but we
must not forget that both languages
—French and English—are offigial in
our provinee and in cur city. We must
live together as brethren and as mem-
bas of the same family. Let the
French Canadians learn English, and let
the Euglish learn the tanguage of their
friends and brothers, the Trench-Cana-
dinns. [Applause). That is the reason
why I hope in this institution Eoglish
and lIrish pupils will have the great
advantage of being educated in their
mother tongue, but they will also be
taught the other languige, which is
official in Montreal—the French lan-
guage. I am mysell thankful to the
reverend pastor of St. Patrick’s Church
and to the other pastors of Montreal and
to the devoled citizens who have encour-
aged the idea of a Catbolic High School.
I'thank them in the name of God, in the
name of the Church, and in'the name of
all the children of Montreal, for what
they have done to this day and for what
they will do in the future.

The Hon. E. Blake, M P., travelled
from Dublin on 8aturday evening forthe
purpose of aitending the demonstration
commemorative of the battie of Ballina-
muck t0 morrow. A large crowd, rep-
resentative of the different sections of

" the Nationalists of the town, awaited
bis arrival at the Longford Ststion and
gave an entbuosiastic greeting to their
representative, Having taken his seat
in s waggonette, which was in waiting,
he was ¢scorted to his hotel amidat a
acene of great enthusinem. A band
preceded the waggoneite, which was
eurrounded and followed by a large
<rowd cheering vigorously. Oaarriving
outside the hotel an informal meeting
was held. Mr. Peter I[gos, who is
Cheirman of the Lopgford Town Com-
missioners and & Yarnellite, was moved
to the chair. Short aneeches were made
by Mr. Blake and others, after which the
crowd dispersed.

On Saturday the anniversary of the
Batile of Ballinamuck, which waa fougut
on the 8:h of Bepiember, 1795 was com-
memorsted by 8 magniticent demonstra
tion of Nalionalist strength and enthu-
siasm. The place cheosen for the demon-
atralion was within the theatre of the
_desperate encounter o: & hundred years
ago, when the gallant Humbert, with

- his smail band of French soldiers and
their [rish peasant gllies, after march
ing from Castlebar through victory after
victory, found themaelves hemmed in
on all sidea by overwbelming forces of
the English, to whom the brave French

.mep, bowever, unheritatingly gave
baitle. Nationalists of different sec
tions from the counties of Cavan, Long
ford and Leitrim united in makiog the
demopstration worthy of the heroes
who suftered 4 not inglorious defeat on
the memorable battictield. For hours
before the meeting commenced con.
tingents, mcst of them moving to tte
muaic of bands. could be seen weniing
their way lowards the meeticg place.
Some of the contingenis travelled twenty
miles, but the jsurney, pecformed under
the glare of a sun of tropical intensity,
in no way seemed Lo check their ardor.
Among the places represented were the
following : Lergford, Columbkille, Edge-
worthstown, Danesborough, Bornacooia,
Dromod, Rookskey, Aughavea, Cloone,
Arvagh. The scene round the platirom
"was & most inspiviting one. The entbu-
siasm displayed was intenee, and though
Nationalists who hava been e tranged
by 'be unhappy difl:xrences of the paat
few years rabbed shoulders, no notes of
discord were heard and the most enthu
siastic unanimity prevailed. Looking
at the meeting, its dimensions and en-
thusianm, the lesaon was brought home
forcibly Lo ove’s mind that, though the
battle of Ballinamuck had proved a
disaster w0 the nationa! forces a bun-
dred yoara ago, the heroes who fell in
the fight, or who were brutally butchered
by the English;subsequently, had not
given their lives in vain. The presence
of several handsome banners tended to
make the acene & more picturesque one.
The Hon. I Blake, M.P., who travelled
with the Loungford contingent, received

A most enthusiastic ovation.

1o
son for surprise to find that in spite o ©
the exceptionally good facilitivs we vu-
joy in our achools, we stiil iind a few
Catholic children attending the I'ublir
Schools. The cause or catuses [orthis
will be 1ound amongst the tullowing:

1at.—Because their parents are ha.l
Catholics. No good Catholic will send
a child to the public schools, unless
forced to do so. He knows too well the
necessity of & moral and religious train
ing to risk the saivation of his child by
depriving him of it.

Ynd —Because the children have been
expelled from our school. When achil!
shows incorrigible insubordinatios,
eapeciaily when be is encouraged or 1p-
held therein by his parents, he 1s expelled
from our school in order that the other
children may not euiler from his bad ex-
ample.

3rd.—Becauase their parents fancy that
a public school education will atford
the children & more temporal
advantage in after life. They am
ready to sacrifice the eternal salvatlon
of their children for a fancied temporal
advantage. Isay fancied becauseills
by no means tiue that a public school
education affords greater tcmporal ad:
vantages than a Catholic school educa-
tion. Tobe succesaful in after life the
children must be madc honest, moral
and upright, and we know fall well that
the public school system hes not bees
over successful in inatilling these quali-
tiesinto the hearts of the children.

4th.—Because the children bave failed
to pass tbe classes in our school. Such
children are, of course, not allowedto
advance with those who have passed.
Foolish parents, therefore, send them to
the public school, which, being graded
somewhat lower than ours, can easily
admit them into the classea which they
failed to reach in our school. Parents
are ready to believe apything rather
than that their children are dull or lezy
and therefore lay the blame upou the
school for their children's want of suc-
cess. They will soon see their mistake,
for such obildren generally fail to past
to higher classes in the public school.

5ih —Because their parents fear tbs
opinion of bigots more tban of God.
There are always some people who decry
Catholic education, not because they
know anything about it but simply be-
cauge it is Catholic. Now, these leigOt;
try to prevail upon some wesk-minde
Catholic to send his children to the
public school and, unfortunately, some-
times with succesa. Such parents sacri-
fice thespiritual good of thelr children to
human respect. oo,

These are the principal causes for
Catholic children being at the public
school. There may be other causes or
fancied reasons, but all can be resolved
uader one of the above causes.

The big accounts in connection_ with
war are coming in the liveliest kind of
o fashion judging by the remnrks. of
gonie of the DeWSPSPETs ARCIOLL the line.
A despatch from Phi]sdelp.hm says:—
Neatly one million dollars in gold ecoin
was paid out of the Bub-Tressury here
today on the largest check ever pre-
pented there for sight payment. The
check was drawn to the order of the
International Navigation Company by
the Treasurer of the United States for
the smcunt of $1,475000. The check
was given in payment of the rental for
the four ocean ateanaera of the American
line chartered by the Government at the
beginning of the Spanish war. These
vessels, of which the Harvard is now at
the American line pier in New York,
and the St Louis and St Paul
are &t Cramp's sbhipyard in this
city, were in the service of the Givern-
ment for an average period of nearly 120
days. The amount paid is approximate
ly $12.000 & day, or $3 000 for each ves-
sel. The check, which was deposited for
collection at the Founrth National Bank
jn this city, isunderstocd to be a final set-
{lement. The terms of the war charter
provided that the vessels should be re-
stcred at the Government's expense to
their originai condition as ocean liners,
but the International Navigation Com-
pany bas planned to remodel some of
the former features of the saloon deck
and staterooms on the two vessels here
aod fnrnish them in & more elaborate
style than they were before.

The tranefer of the money from the
Sub Treasury to the bank, a distance of
balf a block, eonsumed two houra today.
Of the money, $800,000 was paid in gold
coin, snd was transferred in bags, while
the paper currency was carried in pack-
spen under guard. It waa counted at the
bank during the afternoon in the pres-
ence of two Sub-Treasury cflicers. The
payment of the check waa the last ofli
vial act of Bub-Treasurer Bigler,

The Hooley case is still attracting a
great deal of attention in all circles in
Londen. The Cntic, a local journal of
taat city, gives the names of sixty -nine
peers who have lent their numes to the
I ecomprnies which the energetic and
Tearless manipulator Hooley organized
1t callsthem “ guineapigs,” ana declares
that they beve received more pay for
directors’ fees than all the dividends
paid to investors amount to. The com-
bined capital of these companies is
$320,000,000, and of this $270,000,000 has
oot paid a cent of dividend, and prob-
ably never will. Some of the noblemen
who have sold themselves to become
figurehead directors in thess companies
have_ heretofore been regarded as above
suapicion.

JUSTIR W'CARTHY'S LIFE OF POPE
LEO XII

Mr. Just’n McCarthy has written tte
life of Pope Leo XI1I. He recently gave
& correapondent of the New York World
s few extracts from the work. They are
as follows: -

I have tried to tell the story of his life
as cpe might tell the story of the life of
ary other prince or statesman, surround-
ing it with no hale of mere hero worship
or saint-worship, But it is hard indeed
not to grow enthusiastic as one studies
the records of such a career. S:ateaman-
ship and philanthropy are combined in
it, each al its best and highes®.

There bave been political Popes and
theological Popes, but Leo XIII. is
above all things a phijantbropic Pope.
It ie only just to Leo XIIL tu say that
no cry of a wounded soul ever reached
bim that did not arouse his compassion
and his best etforts to give relief.

_In one remarkable instance he was in-
vited Lo express an opinlon as to the
claims and course of action adopted by
an asaociation formed in the United
States and in Canada which took the
name of * the Knighta of J.abor.”

The Pope referred the whole question
finally to the Sacred Congregaticn of
Rome. It is rot ucreasonable to sap-
pose that Leo XIII. was, !or himsel:,
much more sympathetic with tbe pur
poses of the labor organizations all over
the world. Saveral pilgrimages of French
workingmen waited on bim during the
time of his sacerdotal jubilee. Toall of
these deputations the Yope spoke with
sympathy, with encouragement and with
aflection.

The Pope is, above all things an op
timist. His whole mind seems to be
filled with the just idea that the more
the physical benefit of the hard workers
and the poor is zdvanced the more will
their hearts be litted toward a better
mode of life.

He well understands that ip the poorer
regions of the crowded ciliee the miser-
able conditions of the hard atrupgle tor
daily living tend to sbut cut all glimpses
of a bhigher world, just as a dull and
d;rty window shute out all view of the
eky.

The years of Pope L=0 are growing on
space. He bas already surpassed the
aver-ge age and lengty of rcign of the
Roman Pontifls. The atory goes that
some fortune-teller announced to him in
bis ycuth that he was desiined to live
to be ninety, and the Pope was saidto
have believed in the prophecy.

It is commonly said that the Pope has
not changed his manner of lile since he
was a simple bisaop. He is indeed a
roan who could nob easily change either
his habils or his opivior s, lor be is o)
that enduring, melancholic, slow-speak-
iog, bard-thinkiog temperament, which
makes hard workers.

Toere han not been his equal intellec-
tually for a long time, nor shall we
presently see his match again, He was
born sad bred in the keen air of the
Volecian Hills, u Sontbhern Italinn, but
of the mountaine, and there is still
about him sometbing of the hill people.
He bas the long, leun, straight, broad-
shouldered frame of the.true mounatain-
eer, the marvelloualy bright eye, the
well-knit growth of strenglh, iraceable
even in extreme old age.

His besring is erect at all times, and
on days when he is well biaetep is quick
as he moves abont his private npart
ments. ‘It Papa corre aempre’ (the Pope
always ruuse) ia oiten aaid by the gnarda
and familiars of the aale-chamber,
When the weather is fine the Pope
generally walke ¢x drives in the garden,
being carried out Lo the gate in a aedan
chair, where the cariiaze awsite him,

The Pope sleepa little, not more than
four or five bhours at night, though be
rests & while after dinper. Afler Mans
he breakfasts on coflee and goat’s milk
—milk supplied by goats kept in the
Vatican garden. At 10 he takes & cup
of broth. At 2 he dines, eating moat ab-
stemiously.

He erjsys walking about directing the
work and improvements in the pardens ;
he likes talking to Vespipnani, the ar-
chitect of the Holy Apostolic palaces,
going over the plans of the works he has
ordered. He han alsu taken pleasure in
talking about flowers and plants with
the direstor of the gardeuns, In the
evening he attends the racitation of the
rosary, and then retires to his room,
where he studies, reads or writes verses,
and about 10 he takes a slight supper.

Pope Leo also loved the working peo
ple and the poor, and strove unceasingly
with all his power to lighten their bur-
dens and to brighten their lives. He
sbowed to othera the best and most
practical way to the accomplishment of
such objects. He spread the ligh:t of
educatica all around bim.

As s great leader of men, eadowed
with unrivalled influence, he made it hia
task to maintain peace among his neigh-
bors. Better praise no man cou!d have
earned; u better life no man could have
lived.

ORITICS OF
CATHOLIC COLLEGES.
A well dererved rebuke is administer-
ed to the fault finding Catholic critics of
American Catholie Colleges by a writer
in the New York Freeman’s Journal,
who signs himself Austion O’Malley, of
the University of Notre Dame, Indiana.

and seven of these were preparatory lads,
There were only 34 non-Catholic collegi~
ate students in 20 Jesuit colleges.

METHODIST MEANNESS,

The discussions at the recent General
Conference of tbe Methodist Cturch
held at Toronto developed some peculiar
points. This was particularly the case
when tbe report of the superannuation
committee came up for adoption. Tke
Rev. A. B. Chambers moved that every
minpister should be entitled to super-
annuation after forty years service. This
was supported by Judge Dean, but on
grounds which gave offence to several of
the agedfminiaters present. He stated
that the Methodists invariably preferred
young ministers to old ones, who were
fast becoming * deranked.” The Rev.
Dr. Griffin warmly denied these aeser-
tions. The Methodist ministry, he
#aid, boasted many men over sixiy years
of age who were as vigorous and as
valuable as ever. As to being ** derank-
ed,” the Methodist minister who did
his duty could naver, he held, be derank-
ed on earth, ‘“The Rev. Mr. Nugent,”
the report of the proceedings goes on to
state, *in somewhat vigorousstyle pro-
tested that superannuation was the right
of any man who had been over forty
years in the Methodist ministry. During
his church life such B man would have
paid for it himeslf.” One of the lay
delegates, & Mr. Tait, retorted that if
that was the way the ministers looked
at it they need not expect any coutribu-
tions to the superannuation tund from
the 1aity. Fiity per cent of the minie~
ters who were over sixty years old were
as young in heart and mind as ever
they had been, and should be mads to
work as long as they were able. The
motion was defeated by the layman's
vote, we presume.
This exhlbition of meanness was not
so offensive or humiliating as was the
second clause of the committee’s xeport,
which recommended that no minister
should be placed on the superannuation
list unless he produced a certificate
from a doctor that he was no longer able
to work.

Considerable quantities of the canal
ecrip bad been paid to the contractors
and laborers for the work on the canal,
bat when, in 1841, the State was unable
to pay the iuterest onits own and the
oanal bonds, and the banks univerally
failed, the following year there followed
a period of general panic and stagnation.
Contractors and laborerers clamored
for “money” in exchange for their
scrip, but no money was to be had.
There was then only one alternative.
The canal scrip could be exchanged for
land—the lands and lots given and dedi-
cated by tbe Government and State in
sld of the work! Great numbers of the
Irish contractors and laborers, unabls to
dispose of the canal paper, accepted the
aption and bought with their inconverti-
ble canal acrip sectiona of land along the
line and within the bcnndaries of the
gr-nt. Many of them employed it for
the snme parposes in more distant narts
of the State wherever it was found avail-
able. Hence Irish settlements were
formed along the canal from Chicago to
Laralle,and the canal 1sborer exchanged
bis spade and pick fer the plow and har
row, with a result which furnishes the
best practical illustration of Weatern
colonization. These involuntary Irish
colonizera of Illinois, and their descend-
ants, aré now among the most prosper
ous farmers in the State and several of
them are wealtby merchants ia Caicago.

It is worthy of note that here in Can-
ada, too, Irish contractors and Irish
labcrers have constructed and are cor-
structing our most imnortant canuls,

Mr. Opaban mentions, amongst the
Irisbmen who played an important part
in the history of Illinois in those days,
the names of Senator Michael Ryan, the
Hon. Dr. Murpby, General James
Shields, and our own D'Arcy McGee :
and he cuncludes bis interesting article
as follows : —

“ Thomas D’Arcy McGee, whose
iabors to promote Irish colonization in
the West desexrve to be gratefully re-
membered by his countrymen, was a fre-
quent visitor to Illinois, acd it was in
tribute to scenes with which he was
familiar that he wrote the spirited bal
1ad, * The Irish Homes of Illinois.”

* The colonizition convention, which
was held in Buffalo in 1856, at Mr. Mc-
Gee's suggestion, was attended by
several representstive Irishmen from
Chicago and the State. It is now plain-
1y lamentable that the plans and sug-
gestions then advocated by Mr, McGee
were not carried out. Many years be-
fore that he wrote, in his book on “The
Irish Settlers in America,” referring to
the importance of Irish cclonization :
" Whatever we can do for ourselves asa
people in North America must be done
before the close of this century, or the
epitaph of our race will be written in
the Weat with the single sentence, ‘Too
Late.'?

Esterhazy, forced
to expatriate himself, threatens to
divalge, and, divulging, to plungs the
nation into inevitable war, and that too
with a foe of whom it has had very un-
pleasant experience, Following these
comes the repori that Dreylus was une
caged and has flown, or that he has been
spirited away from the Devil’s Island.
This, however, is not confirmed
or credited and gives place to the more
reasonable statement that a revision of
the trinl has been decided apon and that
a steamer han been sent to bring back
the unauspecting cause of all this wild
excitement. This means that anopen
trial will take the place of the secret
enquiry which resulted in the punish-
ment and degradation to which this un-
fortupnate man bas been subjected. The
cbarge brought against him of malic-
fously discloasing military secreta to
Germany was admittedly an exception:
ally mericns cffence in the eyes of the
entire nation.

It will be remembered how the con-
demned man was brcught before the
officers and men of the garrison and
thus, in the mcat public manner, de-
graded, stripped of his epaulettes, his
sword broken before his eyes, and every
species of indignity and humiliation
offered to him in the presence of the as-
sembled regiment; and how this was
followed by his banishment to a lone
and barren isle where he was and still is
supposed to be.

The coming revision under all these
circumstances should be very senss-
tional in character.

The song tells us ** A policeman’s lot
is not a bappy one ;' but it was generally

In the summer months, this flue will
have a epecial heater, thus drawing «n
ten flues in the different rooms, causing
# thorougb ventilation on the vacuum
system, as freah air will be constantly
coming in tosupply the place of that
drawn away.

There will be twelve class rooms
affording accomodation tosix hundred
pupils. It is the expectstion later on to
add & large assembly ball on the grourd
floor at rear, with additional class rooms
above—the basement ia intended for
classes in manual training. In the mean-
time & portion of it must serve the pur-
pose of an aseembly hall,

OrTawa, Sept. 21,

Opening of the Central Fair-The
Improvements to St. Patrick's
Church—The Archbishop Re-
ceived at the Rideau Street Con-
vent—The General Hospital—
Mount St. Anthony's Boarding
School-The Ottawsa University
--The Congregation Convent on
Gloucester Street.

The Central Canada Exbibition was
ocprned on Monday, September 10th, at
2 o'clcck in the afternoon by His Excel
lency the Guvernor General. His Excel:
lency arrived on the 1245 p.m. C.PR.
expresy, and was met #t the Central
Station by the Reception Committee and
attended by sn escort of the P'rincess
Louise Guarids, was driven tnthe Ruasell
House for luncheon. After the luncheon
the toast to the (Queen was honored in
the usual way, and the health of His
Exceller~v was the only ather toast pro-
posed. The distinguished guest replied
1n felicitcua terma.  After luncheon His
Excellency was escorted to the Exhibi-
tion grounds and formally dedicated the
new Aberdeen pavilion and .'eclared the
exhibition open to the public. Thein-
scription * Aberdeen Pavilion”  was
stretched across the main entrance, and
as His Fxcellency rose to speak tbe in-
scrintion wana disclosed.

Mr. Sheriff Sweetland, in introducing
the (iovernor General, delivered an elo~
quent address. His Excellency, upon
rising, was greeted with enthusiastic ap-
plause. He acknowledged the compli-
ment paid him in giviog his name to
the building, and said : —*Ii is a tribute
to be prond of. It is trne that I know
something of farming ; I know this, that
it takes a great deal of care and tronble
to make a [arm pay even under the moat
favored conditions,” (applause), Speak-
iog of the improvements of the park and
in the city generally, His Excellency
gaid : It is gratifying o note the pro-
gress and care taken to develop the ad-
vancement of the ecity in such a way as
to have it an attraction, and o give it a
permanent advantsge and also adorn-
ment. I might allude to the improve
ments ¢f Rockeliflz Park, I think itis s
matter of credit to His Worahip the
Mas or and those connected with bim in
the Counecil, that they have taken the
heat methods of fixing up those grounds.
I am confident that there might be a
magnificent esplanade or drive along the
Oitawa parallel to Sumsex atreet. It
would be an ornament to the city, some-
thing worthy of the Capital of the Do-
minion. In drawing my remarks to a
close let me allude to the strictly agri-
cultural rescurces of this country, What
do we find? A magnificent opening in
the British markets for our pro-
dicts. The Minister of Agriculture
coming back from England afterlooking
into mattera tending towards the de-
velopment of the agricultural resources
of the country. Such an exhibition as
this must have an influence in this
direction.”

Referring to President Hutchison, His
Excellency saaid: ‘‘ He likes work, and
to carry on the affairs of the enterprise,
whetber anybody knowe it or not, and
we must give bim praise for the success
which has attended his untiring efforts
in thia work.” (Applause).

OTHERS run & greal risk of giviog
their children blood poisoning by
using needles, or, worse atill, pins
taken from anywhere to remove splint-
ers from little fingers, A sterilized
needle is the proper instrument and the
sterilizing can be done by passing the
point through an slcohol flame or boil-
ing water and exercising care in avoid-
ing contact between the point and any-
thing but the fiesh it is to probe.

A tesspoonful of powdered sulphur and
cream of tartar mixed taken three times
8 week before breakfast is an excellent
blood purifier and clears the complexion
wonderfully. It should not be taken in
cold weather, as the sulphur opens the
pores of the skin.

Inflamed lids can be eased by bathing
them in salt and water at night. Ten

grains of borax and two ounces of cam-
phor water is a good remedy also.

I a soxe appears on the head and there
is reason to think it is & ringworm lose

ro time in attending to it, forit is con-
lagious. Keep combs, brushes and
towels entirely separate and allow no-
body to even try on your hats. Three
or four times 8 day apply a nalve made
of equal parts of antimony, borax and
sulphar. Rubitin with a clean linen
cloth, which should be replaced when it
becomes soiled and burped instantly. It
would be wise to cut away the hairso
that the sore would not be irritated by
combing, and to wear a cap to prevent
contagion from spreading. Do not touch
witk a finger that has the skin broken
and do not neglect to take s blood
purifier.

The change in temperature during the
first days of the week turns one's
thoughts to the winter cutfit. A writer
in the Home Journal deals with the
subject of renovating iurs in the follow-
iog manner:—

Furs become very much soiled and
need renovation as much as any other
part of & woman’s wardrobe, but among
the many directiona given for ¢l ansing
and renovating one ssldom finds any-
thing regarding furs. Farriers keep all
such tra.ge secrets strictly, but occasion-
ally there fs r leakage, and I am able to

send you the xesult of one. Dark
furs, 8s seal, mink and black
marten, are cleaned with fine

cader or mahogany sawdust, which i
kept in stock by furriers. The garment
is ripped free from the lining and the
fur Iaid on a table with the bair up;
then the sawdust is rubbed in the hair
and neither strength nor sawduat spared
during the process, When finished,
shake the fur lightly over the table and
tave the sawdust Lthat drops cut, Then
put upon the table one or two feather
pillows in their vaual muslin slips, and
upon these lay the furs, hair down this
time, and beat thoroughly with a switch
nutil the sawdust is out and the fur as
clean ae a pin ; keep moving the pillows,
as the fur must have a soft support while
beaten. . .
White furs are cleaned with while
cornmeal applied as the sawdust is on
the darker varieties. If white furs are
only s ightly aciled they may be cleaned
with magnesia in small cubes that is
well ruboed in and then thoroughly

"dusted out.

If any grease gets on a piece of fur it
may be removed wilh gascline applied
on & piece of cotton batting ; rub gently
and renew the gasoline and cotton fre-
quently, remembering tbhat the former
is explosive. Pitch, paint, tar and oil
stains are thus treated, and if they ob-
stinately reluse to disappesar, try benzine,
oil of lurpentine or spirits of ether, but
try such things away from the light of
either lamp or five, with windows open.

To make a fine toilet soap take two
pounds of pure beef tallow, one pounrd of
aal scda, one-half pound of salt, one
ounce of gum camphor, one cunce of
borax, one-half pint of glycerime, four
quarts .of water. Boil slowly forome
hour, stirring frequent!y with a flat
atick. Set off the fire until, koil up
again, add one half pcund of granulated
sngar and one pound of fine oatmeal,
Boil twenty minu es longer and perfume
with & fragrant  oil, according to prefer-
ence,

Why, simply Lhis,
that indirect taxation peuple know whst
they pay, and in indirect taxation they
do not. Tuxes by the indirect method
are raised by customs dutier, ete., but
very few people realize it, and therefore
do not complain. ]

But tbis direct taxation talk is all
norsepge. There will be no such thing
imposed upon the people  Sir Wilfrid
Laurier says there will be no need of
direct taxation, tbat the Finance Minis-
ter will rnke up the revenue, got by the
liquor traflic, in another way. Liquor
men say there will be nine millions loes
in revenue, but it will reallv be only five
millions. Bat bear what Gladstone has
to say about revenue: ‘' Tne qu-stionof
revenue must never stand in the way of
moral reform.’ And again he says:
* Jive me a sober neople, and I will raise
the revenue.’ Whatever the revenug,
there is something more important than
money, and we should Iook abovesuch a
base thing.

The Expenditures of the Holy See
Anpually.

Thoe Diminution in
Peter's Pence from

States and Austnia.

Receipts of
the TUnited

—

The Roman correspondence of the New
York Freeman’s Journal contains tie
followingreferencetothe tinancial ail'sirs
of the Holy See :—

Hia{Holiness contioucs to do a large
part of his drily round of work, and the
newspapers continue to be more or less
sensational in their daily votices about
the atate of his health, The topic has
served as a peg on which to hang a large
aesortment of misinformation. The la-
test item of this kind which has been
hatched by a liberal Italian newspaper
and reproduced abroad is the supposed
fabulous wealth of the Pope. The QOsser
vatore Romano disposes of the story in
these few werds :

* We not only_ contradict tbis chalter,
but we beg seriuus newspapers not to
give space in their columns to any fan-
tastical investments of the kind, their
scope evidently being to weaken, if pos-
pible, the generoaity of the faithinl in
their offerings of Pzter’s Pence.’

An a matter of tact,the Papal finances
i re far lrom being in a flourishing con-
dition, and the question of Peter's Pence
is one which demands the earnest atten-
tion of the hierarchy and [faithful
throughout the world. It bas recently
become acnte owing to the diminution
in the receipts from America and Spain,
caused, doubtless, by the war,

His Holiness, Pope L2o XIII, has re-
duced the expenditure of the Holy See
in the general managementof the Church
to ita Jowest limits, but it still reacbes
the formidable sum of seven millions of
francs annaally, or $1,200,000. Three

milliona of francs are guaranteed,
four million shave to be raised
to make up the balance, Up

to two years ago the contributions from
Peter's Pence surpassed this amount and
His Holiness wans able to help many
Catholic enterprises.

Since then the annual amount received
in Peter’s Pence has been less than half
a million dollars. Beaides the diminu
tion from the United States and Spain
slready referred to, France has ceased to
be the genercus nation she was, and
Austria is positively niggardly.

" AL the beginning of this year His
Holiness rddressed a special appeal to
the bishops of Germany, and they have
entered on the work of raising tha neces
sary sum with their well known earnest-
ness. It is necessary toatimulate Ameri-
can Catholica to wbat has always been
for them & labor of love as well as of
duty.

BRITAIN’S NATIONAL DEBT.

A return, which has been istued as a
Parliamentary paper, showa the aggre-
‘gate gross liabilities of the State for
each year from 183536 to 1897 98, and
the gross net expenditure charged annu-
ally during the same period on account
of the Btate’s capital liabilities. The
total gross liabilities in the financial
.yéar 1897 98 were £638 266 482, s s against
"£644 909 847 in 1846 97 and £8564 473 507
‘in'1886 86. The reduoction of £6 643 365
between 189697 and 1897 98 was made
‘up aa followa: 'Fanded dabt, £1 911 108;
iterminable sunnuities, £4426367 ; and
‘other capital liabilities, £305,390.

Books, too, from public and school
libraries which are given to children
are not always free from objec-
tion, and call for keen vigil
ance. In this connection the Congress
directs attention torecent excellent pub
Jications for Catholic youth, It further
recommends parents in doubtful cases to

- apply for advice and information to ex-
erienced teachers and priests, and the
atter to make themselves familiar with
the best and Jatest publications so that
they may be able to give the requisite
hints and directions.

The forty-fifth General Congress ex-
Presses its satisfaction at the establisn-
ment in Treves of an association for the
rapport of Catholic students, and strong-
ly recommends German Catholics to
join it and support it to the beat of their
power, ‘

Tne Congress earnestly desires an
Education Act by which the denomi-
national character of the schools wiil be
preserved and the church will exercize
its due influence.

The Congress regrets that in the
people’s schools the separation of 4he
mexes, even where it is not at all difficult,
is not carried out in the higher classes.

_The forty-fifth General Congress de-

As soon as the covering fluttered to
the ground the Huasars Band struck up
* God Bave the Queen,’ and soldiers and
Jack Tars, British and American, came
to the salute,

His Excellency then addressed the
vast gathering, After giving some out~
line of the preliminaries which led to
the erection of the magnificent monu-
ment which bad been unveiled, he aaid :
“ Champlain was the prince of ploncers
and much more. His was the sagacicus
statesmen’s foresight which made him a
founder, and as suchj the founder of
Quebec,

% And more yvet, for he has bequeathed
to us ihat imperishrble heritage—the
example of a beautiful life of purity and
goodpess—and we here today can thank
God for him for what he accomplished,
for what he was, and when we think too
of his devotion to this country, hia affec
tion for her, and his confidence, will it
not stimulate us to renewed recognition
of her attractions and fresh devotion to
her wellare. .
“ May good results follow from this
memoerable and glorious day.” Loud
cheera.)
