Jen, was read in the several churches and chapels of

the diocese. The pastoral wes deveted to the ap-
proaching festival of the patronesa of Ireland, 8t.

Brigid. Having given sn able summary of the life

of tha illustsious saint, and expatiatad on the bril-

liant virtues and exemolary piety which characteris-

ed ber career, bis Eminence the Oardinal Archbighop
refers as follows to the several questinns affecting
tbis country which just now oeeapy public attention :
— ¢t Whilst glorifyiog God for the preservation of our
faith io daye of darkeeas and desolation, and for the
mauy spiritual graces cooferred on us, we cannot for

get that in a temporal point of view our poor countrs
has been reduced to a state of the greatest misery and
degtitation. Our towns and cities are filled with
poor wmen, women and balf starved children
withoat shoes or staockings, or proper c'othing to
preserve them from the snows avod frosts of winter.
Moreequalid poverty of this kind is to be seem in
Dublin alona than ia all the great cities of France,
Anstria, or Spain  The country has 1063t more than
three mitlions of inbabitunts, who have been obliged
to brave the dapgers of the wi2e Atlantic in crder to
save themselves and families from starvation, About
four haundred thouasnd cottages of the poor have been
levalled to the ground lest they should ever agaia af-
ford shelter to the former irmates. Mary villages
have been completely destroyed, and several towns,
oncebuey snd prosoFrous, are now abandoned and
failiog into ruin. We must add that the great organ
of the English public opicion, the Times. avd a lead-

The population of Ireland is now less taan
it was in 1805; I believe the rental to be lesa than it
wad (0 1805  Rrveryeounty town in Ireland except
Belfast and Qork has gons down ; county soctety ia
vanishing out of Ireland; the ruios of castles and
sbters are evergwhere to be seen.

GREAT BRITAIN,

Lord Stanley, ia a speech delivered at Bristol, hes
1aid down the Goveroment programme with usmis-
takeable distinctiveness :—Wsell, geotlemen, there is
anotker aubject on which I fear I carnot speak in an
equally cheerful tone. It ia ons which Isuppose at
the present moment i3 bardly ever ebsemt from the
mind of any person who takes part in public affairs.
I mean that painful, that dangerous, and to us.in
appearacce at least, that dizcreditable atate of things
which unhappily continnea to exist in Ireland. We
have indeed in that country a strange problem to
solve. [ suppose there never %as a time when
Englishmen of a!l parties and all classes were mera
apxious to give all reasonable satisfaction to Irish
demands, and even, 88 fur a3 czn be dne witbout
national jojury, to bumar the feel ngs and prejudices
of the Irish people [hear, tear] The material coan-
dition of Ireland is not bad, ceriainly it ia far above
the average of what it has been in former years —
Tbe pesssntry are better fed, better clothed and
better paid than they were twea'y years ago [beur,
hear]. The more educated clasz share absotutely
and without restriction ali th= advantages of British
citizeuship. Nothing is wanted except a little peace
and security for uncourted millions of British capi al
tc pour into that country as Eaglich wealth hos
poured inlo Scotland, a8 it contiou-s every day to
pour into colonies that are separated from us by the
breadth of tixe globe [cheers]. Ye: it would ba idle
to deny that discontent is very widely spread, that
disaffection is not unfrequent, aod that thersisa
portion of the population, I bope not a conziderable
portior, but atill a portion that regard their conpec-
tion with Eoglsrd as a burden rather than a benefit.
Well, that is & miserable Btate of thioge; and yet,
wher we ask for & remedy, who is there that can give
us an intelligibie apswer? [hear] Ido not under.
tako to do it. All I ventare to attemptisto throw
ont a few hints, which, it they bave no noveliy, st
least can do no barm, In the first place, do not let
ua disguise from ourselves the fact, that thereis a
party—and it may be a coasiderable party—whom
no poesible concession will satisfy [cheers]. Those
who go in for a8 separate national existence, or re-
peal of the usior, which practically comes :0 the
same thing, are asking for what they never can ob-
taio [cheere]. And it iz only true kindneas to tell
them 8o in plain terms [loul cheers]. We will nut
allow the Britich empire to be pulled 1o piecea in
virtue of any faptnstic theories, nor because politi-
ciang may have talked unadvisedly about the sacred
cause of nationality, 8s applie@ to other countries.—
Ireland and Eoglaad are iuseparable now and for
ever [loud cheers]. Then again, there i3 another
canse of disturbaces which is temporary in its cha
racter, and which we may fairly ailow as beingz likely
to pass away of itself—I mean the return bere of
Irish Americans who have t-ken part in the great
civil war on the otber ride of the Ailantic [kear,
kear] Every war, every great war leaves behtnd it
a residuum of mea uofitted for peacesble pursuits,
full of eoergy and conrage, and recklesa of life, —
Tagen as a whole, and considering the number of
forees engaged, I do not think the proportion of that
class in tke United States has been very great  Still
there are a good many of them, and we are blessed
with the presence of ot a few of them here That
is ar ioconvenience which, in the nature of things,
will not continue. Bnt setting aside the mere tem-
porary evidence of discharged foreige soldiers turped
into cunspiratcrs, there remain two great subjects of
parliamentary controversy - the Church and the iacd
[bear, bear] Now, to the first of thete, you will
excuee me if, in the position I Lold, I say nothing at
present. It i3 perfectly clear that if any legialation
is to take place —I don’t say that it onght-—affectiop
in any way the politic+] posiii o of the various eccle-
siastical bodies in Ireland, such legislation onght
not to be the work of a dying parliament, retorzed
by a const'tueacy which is itself about to be comnsi-
derably modified [bear, tear] Apd iz any case,

We bave admit-
ted that principle, but, when you have settled tbat
point, the fundamental cause of diFerence still re-
maina. What, I won't asy the Irish peasant, but a
considerable number of tae Irish peasantry, want, is
not compengation for improvements, which not one
in a hundred ever make, but to be ‘ransferred with-
out payment from yeatly tenants into owners of the
80il [hear hear, and cheera] Now thstis a demand
whinh I cen't conceive under any circumatances that
a British legislature can assent to [loud cheers, and
a voice, ! Oertainly not’] If the principle ia good
for Ireland, it is good for England also; and more
than that if tha operation is to be performed at once
it will have to be performed indefinitely, for the ten:
ant torned proprietor might of ceurse sublet and, if
I know apytbing of Irish nature, be certainly would
— [bear, hear]—and then you would bave a fresh
class of tenante at will undar the same conditions as
those which existed before with orly this differsnce,
that you would have removed a body of lsndlords
who were tolerably well 10 do, and substituted for
tbem othera whbo will ba needy and consequently
very exacting [cheers]. Nor must you forget this,
tbat, under a system of innumorable small ownerahipe,
yon would have the very worst evil of the Ireland of
old days revealed and intemeified—I mean the con-
tinua] eubdivision of holdings, and the consequent
indefinita wmultplication of paupers [hear, hear].—~
Every landlocd good or bad, for his own interest
endeavora to check that tendency to subdivision,—
Take away the check, and iu twenty years' time, I
will undertake to. say, you would bave a population
doubled in nearly every one of them, supported ex
clusively by 1he soil, all of them, therefore, trusting
to the potato ; and when that fails, as from time to
time it always will, then look out for the famine of
1847 over again [hear, bear, and cheers],

Arroorove Outnacw 18 Orenxenwrry.—It was
ramouted this morning tbat another Fenian outrage
had occurred in Olerkenwell, and the Houge of
‘Detention being spoken of as the precise locality, a
vast crowd assembled at that apot to lesrn the facts. .

what wsp sesni to bo a revolver, which he #till held
in his hand, and of which,ias. was  afterwards dis~
covered, three chambers still remajaed undircharged.

Seward-3treet, St, Luke's, however, went ap to the
sssassin, seized him by the collar with one hend, and
the revolver with the other, And firmly grasped and
beld bhim ontil 8 policeman named William Koight
came up and teok the man into custody. Ha slso
took the revolver from him, and thus preventsd bim
attempting any fu-ther mischiaf, A cab was procured,
and the aseassio, Robert Bage, and the polioe-con
gtable were speedily driven to the police atation in
Bagnigge Wells-road, whera he was charged with
attempt to murder o was asked his name, and he
gnve it as Jameg Needle, and b1s address as No. 12
New-street-equare, Fetter laoe, Holborn, adding thut
ke was & solicitor’s elerk. Ho appeared to be quits
indifferent to his situation, snd, indeed, seemed %o be
under the impression that be was rather an injured
person than a oriminal, Je had rather the appear-
ance of a man of weak iatellect. On his being seen
by Inepector Potter, he at once identified him a8 a
man who had been to him on several occasions for
the last twelve months, makirg complaints about
bis beicg suspected of being & Fenian, and his great
anpoyarce at being followed about, but he said they
were only weak-minded people, and he supposed that

to separate from 8ir Qulling in 1863, or socount of bis
{nfidelity. Inthe separation deed Sir Quoliing had,
under oath acknowledged that sbe was his wife. It
also appesred that Siv Qulliog bad run through the
whole of hia fortune over which he had power,
Fortuoataly, for the lady, however, the father of ber
busbacé, knowiog his son’s proclivities, had made
s strict settlement before hia death om the wife,

It
was then skown that in September, 1867, 8ir Oulling
married Mias Bessie Allen, an actress at Drary Laoe

Ta the eveung at 7 p.m.a grand ceremony,
having for its main feature (he beaediction of the
Colors of the Voluateers, took place in the Pa-
rish Church of Notte Dame. The whole interior
of the building was brilliantly illuminated, and
splendidly decorated for the occasion with arches
of evergreens, amongst whose branches might be
distioguished the flags ot Great DBritain and
France, the red Cross of St. George, side by
side with the tricolor of our Gallic friends.—
Above the sanctuary floated the baoner of the
Fisherman, the Standard of the Holy See with
its triple crown and golden keys.

The Choir, consisting of three hundred per—
formers, accompanied by the powerful organ,
and the band ot the Chasseurs Canadiens, ex-
ecuted according to programme a brilliant selec-
tion of music from Rossini, Mejerbeer, and otber
great masters. An appropriate addrese was de-
livered by Monseigneur Lsfleche, Bishop of
Anthemon and co-adjutor of Three Rivers, which
was followed by the Hymn of PusIX. Then
came the benediction of the Colors by His Lird-
ship the Bishop ot Montreal, who at the close
called upoo the volunteers to engage themselves
as mea of honor to :ébstam from everything tbat
might bring disgrace vpon the country which was
proud to call them ber children, upon the flag
which he gave ‘to them, and upon the sacred
cause in which they had engaged themselves,—
Oae cry “ We will, we will” proclaimed the
solemn engagement then contracted by those to
whom he especially addressed himself. It re-
rinded the hearers of the old glorivus respoase,
« Deus vult, Deus vult.”

The ceremony was concluded by the Benedic-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament, during which was
sung Tu es Petrus, and a Tantum Ergo by
Lambdlotte, folidwed by the Laudate Domi-
num. A collection was taken up whichamounted
to about $1,000. The sum previously col-
lected for the expedition exceeds $16,400.

Aesamiog Mr Kidd'g
theory —that & man's conviction of the trath is the
game with truth itgelf ; in otber words that heregy
becomes the truth to every one who thinks he fids it

manifeatly He designed to say: ‘I am with you onl}
1o the end of the third or fourth century, afier which
[ shall desert you until the s.xteenth.’

When Fe agnounced : ¢ I will gend the Haly Ghost
and Ha ghall gaide you into all truth Fitis claarer'
thao the day that He wished to tell them : ¢ Tho Holy
Gbo:t will teach you just o much of trath as each
individaal can gather for himselt from the private
gtudy of the Scriptures.’

When He made the wonderful gtatcment: ' The
gates of heli shell never prevail againat the Qourch
even crildren can see that He meant: ¢ Hell shall
!rium?h over the Cuaurch for eight hundred years and
more

Finally, when He exalaimed: ¢ He that will not
hear the Church, let him be to thee as the heathen
apd the publlcan ;' how obvious the interpretation :
¢ He that will not hear the Church, let bim be to thee
a3 a brotber ; provided only be read the Bible, and
¢-11 himseif an Evangelical.’

Ag the Evangelicals dealt in this manper with the
words of the Master, it was not surprising that tkey
ghoald treat His apostles with the same derision. A
few examples would suffice ,—

If St. Paul eaid: * A man that ia a heretic reject 3
everybody perceivea that he meant: ¢ Pnrlicularb‘!
cour! the company of heretics, and gladiy juin in
praver with them '

It he exhorted - ¢ Let there be no divisions,’ what is

If he affirmed : ¢ The works af the flesh are mani-
feat, which are secls’ it was precisely as if he had
soid : ' Now, rectd are tbe fir t-fruits of the Spirit.’

1f. alluding to haly marriage, be obeserved: ¢ It ig
good for a man no! 10 touch & weman,” how manifest
the meaning : ‘ Everybody shouid marry, and parti-
cularly priests.’

If again, be said : ‘ He that is married is divided’
how transparent the scriptural lesson:; ¢ All wen
ought to marry, in ordes that they may be divided.’

If, once more, ke admonished Obristians ; ¢ He that
isnof married careth for the Lord, how patent the
Ahpostolic couuggel l * Maks haste to marry especially
the bisheps and cler that you may cea
for the Lord.? & y cease to care

He would now yroceed to zive illuatrations of a
different kiond, and from a different source. He waa
anxious to sbow, 88 a mere matter of fairness 'o Mr.

THE DIOCESE OF LOWER CANADA.

Monseigneur Bourget's birthiay was celebrated on
Wedneaday. A graond diooer took placa in the Bis-
hop’s Palace, and in the course of the afternoon the
following address to the Pope was drawn up and
signed by all the clerlcsl gentlemen i tho city who
had congregated for tbe purposeof taking part in the
recent demonstration snd wishing good speed to the
to the Capadian Pontifical Zouaves. It recommends
them to hia consideration and is as follows : —

Tc our Holy Lo:d and Father, Pope Pius IX,

The undersigoed Bishops and Priests of the sever-
al diocess; ia the ecclesiastical Province of Quebce
in Oanada, humb'y proatrate themselves at the ga=
cred feot of your Holiness, which they kiss with pro-
found veneration; and they unanimously take the res-
pectful liberty to testify:

1. That it iz with bitter grief that they learned that
your Holiness had been exposed to imminent danger
in the too deplorab’a events which occnrred in the
Pontifical States in October and November last.

stalment, which will be followed, it is to be .hoped,
by a second, 81 ¢8 to respond as much as posgible to
the ardour of the young warriors who wish in great
pambers to devote themselves to the deterse of a
cause which they conaider t be that of all true sons
of the Church. .

6. That they teke tha opportunity of thelr assem-

Though there bas been
am increase 1 the revesue of 1897, in the mat-
ter of indirect taxation, there is, somehow, a no~
table deficiency between income and expenditure,
Thiz deficiency, the Minister tells the nation,
must be met by extraordisary resources,
troubles, and the necessity of placing the French
army on a footing which enables it to cope with
the force of any hostile power 1 Europe, have
brought about this grievious coadition of things.
Once remove the sub Alpine embarrassment, re.
duce the price of provistons, and next proclaim
umversa! peace, and not ooly wil the {ace of
Europe be changed, but the French tax payer
will enjoy an imwunty from excessive demands
to which he bad been hitherto unaccustomed.—
The Minister makes a plea for lis demand by
stating that ¢ the Emperor could not leave half
done a matter which concerned the honour and
defence of the country, when all nations,” be
savs, ¢ are adopting a more powerful organisa-
tion. To stand still is to allow the balance of

.'power to be overthrown te one’s detriment,”—
The Minister is also anxious that railways should
be pushed forward at the expepse of the State,
ic order to deveiop the produce of the Empire.
They will afford abundance of work, and zeep
the artisans, and those who help them quiet. A
loan, however, is contemplated. The object of
askiog for itis to restore the finan-ial equiihrium,
and to make both parties—the Emperor and the
country—good friends. ‘The pation which
elected Lows Napoleon by such an astounding
majority 1s not likely to refuse this new appeal to
its pocket and to patriotism.— ZTablet.

Pares, Feb. 1,—1It is with the utmost fear
and frembhing that the Paris papers since their
condemnation make the slightest allusion to the
debates in the Chawbers ; indeed, they hardly
venture to pronounce the words. * Legislative
Bodj” n their leading articles.  As for anything
hke a rummary, it 13 out of the questian, and the
want of space compels them to spread the au
thorized report of the debates over two and
sometimes three pumbers. The Temps, for in
stance, says in 1ts Bulletin du Jour—* The sit-
ting of yesterday in the Legislative Body” (and
thea stops short). . “If from the sit.
tiog of the French Chamber and the speeches of
MM. Thiers and Pinard we turn our eves to
what passes abroad, &ec.,” and then, as it canoot
say a word of what is going on mext door, it
gives an account of what jpasses tn the Italian
Chamber.

The Presse says that 1t would no doubt be
agreeable to 1ts readers to know wheiher the
discourse of M, Thiers to which 1t makes allusion
was soswered, and who answered it 5 but it feels
the deepest regret at not being able to satisfy
their curiosity. To do so would cost 1t from
1,000 to 5 000 francs, the Sixth Cbamber (Po
lice court) having decided that 1t was an offence
to make koown even mn what order the speakers
followed each other.

La France, not being permitted to give its
opinion on what 1s going on io the Legislative
Body, reproduces the debates in the Chamber of
Deputies of 1819 on the press, Itsays:—

% It is the only means left tous to connect our
efforts for this great cause with the noble strug-

. gles which it has aliayps given rise to in the
¥rench Parliament ; and what 1s more curious is
that while recounting those ancient debates one
may fancy he was reading the present.”

It hopes that by doing so 1t will not expose itsell
to prosecution foc an 1llegal compte rendu, and
it also bopes that 40 years hence the French
journals will be allowed to comment upon the
debates of the Chamber in 1868 ; acd =0 on of
the others.

Such 1s the state of the French press 79 years
after the French Revolution, and under a Con-
stitution the very first article of which says :—

¢ The Conslitation recognizes, confirne, and. gua-
‘rantees the great principles proclaimed in 1789, and
.which form the basis of the public rights of the
French .people.’ .

“@1 emeute in the French Legislative Body. The
Bmpéror: in pursuance of & promise proposed a Bill
-on the Press, allowiog any person to establish a
Journal without previoua permission, abalishing the
imprisonment of journaliste, and referring all Press
offences to the magistrates, who, bowever, can ounly
punish by fine. The Imperialiats grew frightened,
declared that his Majesty had lost his head, and
threatened to throw out the Bill. Even M. Rouber
resisted the measure in private with his whole force.
Navpoleon, however, was in one ¢f hia fits of dreamy
Liberaiism, and an horr or so before the debate is-
sued final orders to his Vizier. Mr. Roaber went to
the Qaamber, iaformed the majority that he ¢felt
ofound emotion ;' that the Bill must and ehould
pass, that if they rejected it they might go to their
constltuents ag the opponents at once of Napoleon
and of libarty. Of the eight millions of voters who
-createt the Empire four milliona were dead, a new
generation bad arisen demanding a larger liberty,
and it should have it. The majority turned white—
knowing that a free press will flay them alive—but
obeyed, and the first clause was passed by 215 tc 7,
whom M, Grenniér de Oasssgnac, their leader, at
“once styled the * Seven Wise Men. It is believed
Abat.the Bill will now pass, but the Emperor.is fa-

_ rlously 'asgailed by his own followers and may yot
introduce an umendment.

In the midat of these troubles, of which the end
ocannot be foreseen, and which threaten the Govern-
ment and society, what is the sttitude of the Charch
in Treland ? Does the Church, which has so long
demanded reparation of the injustice from whioh it
suffers, make ¢ommon cause with the Fenians 7 Does
it aven accord them its sympathies ? We are bhappy
to declare, to its honour, that, nothwithstanding the
juet grievances it may have, it has had nothing to do
with these revolutiopary movemants ; it nobly repa.
diates 81l complicity with tbe conspirators, who have
done more 10 compromiee its cauee than to serve
it :

The Semaine afterwarde remarks:—

t1t is true that some ecclesiastics have appeared to
treat Fenian doctrmes with indulgence. Allowing
themselves to be led away by ill judged patriotiem,
they, while reecting the name of Fenisns, have
shown themselves favourable to fatal tendencies
which are the ruin of all established aunthority. But
the exception is so rare, the part of the Irieh clergy
who energetically condemo such opinions.is go large
that we have the right to affirm that most of the
priests have in these circomatences so delicate for
them given the oxample of the most respectful sub-
migsioa. The bishops, ir particelar, bave done
ibeir doty with prodence apd firmoess, No doubt
they desire as much as the people do to see the end
of the evils their country endures; like them they
wait with impatieoce the day on which they may
obtain the reforms always promised and always
deferred.” But, howsver legitimate these agpiratioos
may be, it ia evident that vio'ence acd murder must
not be employed to satisfy them; and it is on that
account that the bishops have employed all tbeir
efforts to preserve the Irish people fiom being led
away in & manner which might cause the grestest
disasters. Thia conduct of the episcopacy deserves
to be pointed out ; it-proves once more the civilizing
mission of the Qhurch aod i s salutary influence—an
influence which now, perhaps, saves England from
the horrors of civil war.’

The despatch adds that * the gpeech does not
at all refer to the eff+irs of Italy, bat exclusively to
what relates to the interests of the Holy Father, and
that on this question Spain purenes a traditional
policy from which she has no infention to depart.”

Pizpwonr,—The financial schemsa laid befere the
[talian House of Deputies by Count Cambray Digny
falls lamentably short of the mark. The pressing
want of Italy i3 not so much of the replenishment of
her Treasury, or the extinction of the floating debt,
a8 it i8 tEe reatoration of her credit. For the attain.
meot of this object one thing mainly ig required, snd
it is that the deficit in tke Budget should be snpplied
at whatever cost. 8o long uas the expenditure con-
stantly uniformly exceeds the revenue, so long as
year after year adds to the vast acoumulation of na.
tional liabilities, the apprehension of evil ia greater
than tke evil itselt. The danger of baskruptey is al}
the more threatening a8 it is indefinite. Itsly has
gote at a geometrical rate of speed on her road to
ruin. All the world knows is that from 1860 to
1857 the vearly deficit has rangnad between £20,000 ~
000 and £10,000,000; that the funded debt, which in
1861 was £84,000,000 bas almost been quadropled
in five or 8ix years, even without reckoning the State
and Oburch property, the raiiwaye, and other capl
ta!, which have been sunk in the same insatiable muw
of national extravagance. All this would be 1n it
self, & very serious evil, but no$ altogether irrepara.
ble, if it conld orly stop there. Had the balance
been established in 1862, the financial gituation wag’
not desperate. It need not be considered hopeless
even at the present moment, if the yearly deficit
could be supplied, and the belawoe conld be reves-
tablished, no matier on what terms.

It is with this difficulty that Qount Cambray Digoy
seems to have shown little ability or inclination to
gropple; it is this great enemy, the yearly deficit,
that be bag not dared to look manfally in the face.
He proposes to £l it up by new "axes, which may be
paid or not; by reforms in admicistration which
even it practicable, may be of doubtful ueefulness;
and, finally, by the gradual development of com-
mereial prosperity, for which, even it it were certain
no definite period can be assigned. As for any relief
that may accrae from the imposition of new texes,
one should first comsider how the Government
praceeds in the collection of the 0ld ones " At the
clofe of 1865 the taxes, if we may belicve the Opinione
were already in arrear to the amount of £1,900 000.
A twelvemonth later this sum bad risen- to £2 800,~
0¢0. Up to Beptember, 1867, out of abont £11.000,~

It ie not
now that submission or concession i8 more probable
thag on any former occasion. The priests are io high
#pirits, snd in no mood to make compacts with the
epemy wLose downfall they believe approachisg.
They are l: oking forward to an early bre-king up of
[talian anily, and to the formation of a federation or
of two kingdoms, with the Pontifizal States restored
to their former limits, as » barrier between them.
Tmpreesed with sach ideas, Pius snd his advisers are
unlikely to prove pliant. — Times Cor.

The Correspondunce di Roma treats a8 insulting to
the Epizcopate the Court of Rome, and the august
pergon of the Pope, sundry statements which have
of late appeared 1 the press concerning the forth-
coming General Oouncil. It says: *To dare to re
present the Pope aa chaugiog his mind about a
resolve which ia one of the glories of his Pontificate
and of our age, to eay that this resolve is nnpopular
at Rome, and disapproved and epposed everywhere
else except among the French bishops, who are des«
oribed as capable of heing the organs of a revolt
against the Qhurch, is enough to rouse the indig-
nation of every honest and sensiole man.

The annoutcement of tbe fuure Council far from
encountering soy objection in the religious world,
has met with unamimous adbesion, and bas given
occasion to researcles and works of the higheat im-
portance. All over the world the bizhops, who have
already replied to important questicns pat by tke
Sacred Congregation ofthe Couacil, rre now etudying
with the help f their theologians and caoonists, the
subjects which ure to be treated. Six commissions,
composed of prelates and consulters, are pursuing
the eame studies at Rome, and meet weekly, each at
the housge of its Oardinal President, who then deli
berate and communicate to one another the results
cbtained.

These six commissions are the Togmatic Commis
siop, the Diplomatic Ecclesistical Uommission, the
Philosophbical Commissiop, the Disciplinary Commis-
gion, the Commission of Eclesiastical Public Law,
the Commission of the Religious Orders,

Society bas little idea of the virtue, science, eleva-
tion, and wisdom, brought togetber in these sssem-
blies, where tbe interests of the Universal Church are
discussed, and where the problems of politics and
of social economy ate solved. But when these spe

churchwen of gross igoorance, eaw prodigies of
learniog arise, it will be fouod t1hat during the
Couucil of Rome the wordlings who,winle they treat
the clergy with contempt, csll themselves men of
progre:s and of light will see still greater prodigies
arise, and will, nerhaps, confegs in their astooiswent
that progress and light came from God, and are dis~
pensed by His representative on earth.

Meanwhile, &o illoatrious and learned Archbisbop
is writiLg at Rome a historical-critical work upon
@Ecumenical Councils —a work full of Jearniog and
replote with instruztion, 1n two volumes, one go the
Eastern, the other on the Western Oouncila.

Apother Archbishep, vhom we may nsme Mgr.
Manning, bas written some magnificent pagea on this
vast subject, and we krow that they have been ap-
proved 50 highly that tbey bave been immediately
tranglated and printed for distribution.

.Subscriptions are bejag orgavised in Italy and
will certainly be extended into both hemispheres, to-
offer to the Pope funds eufficient to enable him to
provide for all the wanta of the Church at this
golemn gathering. Buch are the very incomplete
data which we are enabled to farnish concerning the
QOouncil. They suffice bowever to put the press upon
its gnard agairst the calumnies of Roman correg-
poudents, '

The Naples correspondent of The Pail Mull Gazelte,
writtiog on the 29th Jan. says: °*‘Thia town hes
been afflicted by a dresdful catastrophe, by which
many persond have lost their lives. Those who have
been at Naples will remember the way by Santa
Lucia to the Chiatamone, passing between the an-
cient villa of Lucullus, now Oastel dell’ Uovo, and
the precipitous cliffs of Piazzofalcone. Last evening,
shortly before eigit, part of the chiff became loosened,
and roshing down with a horrid crash, buried the
hougee beneath its ruiod. The shock was felt all
around, acd the barracks at the top of the cliff, as
well ag the neighbouring houses below, are i a very
angafe condition, and have been cleared of jnbabitants.
The roined bouses, on eccount of the confined epace
on which they are bullt, were fortunately no gc lerge
a8 Nesapolitan houses ‘usually are. Still it is feared
that frum 70 to 80 persons may have been jn them at
the time; among others, it is said,some foreigners just
arrived by train from Rome, and who were going to
theie hotel in an omnibus, passing that way as the
cliff fell. Some worderfal eacapes are related. The
owoer of a coral shop had shut his shop and had gone
only a few yaras when the orash came, and he stood
tbere safe in person; bov a ruined man. A cafe full,
was buried, but the vaulted cefling repisted the prese
sure, and the inmates were enabled to make their
oxit tkrongh a fissure in the walls not guite blocked
up. Next the cafe was a wine shop; that is, however,
