It is Canaga's way ot injectingy
tresh ideas ana developing new and better solutions for a
world troublea by contlict and uncertainty.

The Institute, which is to be indepenaent of
government, will seek to increase knowledge and understanaing
of the issues relating to international peace and security
from a Canadian perspective, with particular emphasis on arms
control, aisarmament, defence and conflict resolution. It
will foster, fund and conauct research on matters relating to
peace and security. It will promote scholarship in this
tiela and will stuay and propose ideas and policies for the
enhancement of international peace and security. It will
also collect and disseminate intormation on issues of

international peace ana security and encourage public
discussion,
