It ‘is ex-
pected that congress will take the mat-
ter up shortly and that the first inter-
11.;11liunui conference will be held in the
lnrlzcd States during the present year.
Prof. Fisher's work for the conser-
vation of health has brought him
world-wide reputation. He was chair-
man of President Roosevelt’s commit-
tee of 100 to promote public health.
On Saturday, Dr. Hastings, M.H.O..
expressed himself as delighted that
Dr. Fisher wds coming to Toronto. No
man, he sdid, had done more valuable
work than he and his visit would not
fail to be of the first importance.

Drain
carefully, so as not to break the strips: Season with salt and pepper and
a little onion juice. .Onion salt may be used for season, but if it is omit the

Return the seasoned carrots to the fire with a little butter, shake them
until hot and brown. Pile them in a heap in the centre of a platter and
place fresh green peas seasoned with butter around them.

Hungarian carrots are a delightful change from our insipid ways of

preparing them. This recipe deserves a.trial for it is highly recommended
and truly new: Scrape and blanch enough carrots to equal a quart. ~"When
tender drain and cut in sectibns or half-inch strips. Place in a saucepan
and add one-half a cup of vinegar, three-fourths of a cup of sugar, one
tablespoon of butter. Simmer gently until the vegetable is transparent.
Thig recipe is sometimes called carameled carrots.

" Some Points to Remember.
About Yéur Annuals

As a help to these of our gardeners
who are really and truly amateurs,
we are giving a few points about the
general characteristics of some of the
commoner annuals. -

For instance, those that will thrive
best in the shade, are the following:
Pansy, violet, musk, digitalis, myosotis
(unless you can promise this last
plenty of moisture in the sun), ferns,
columbine and snapdragon (these two
are biennials), also Canterbury bells,
larkspur (annual), poppies, some of the
anemone . tribe, tuberous begonias,
hardy primrose and auriculas.

Now this does not mean that these
plants named will not ‘grow in the
full sun. For instance take the well-
known myosotis- or forget-me-not.
This plant undoubtedly does best in
the full sunlight, if you can abso-
lutely guarantee a constant surface
moisture to the thread-like roots, that
reach scarcely more than three or four
inches below the face of the ecarth.
For in the full sun, unless these roots
are well wetted, the plants will simply
curl up before your eyes and wither
away.

Here are some splendid long-stem-
med flowers from seed, that the bou-
quet lover may keep in mind: Sweet
sultan, mourning bride, carnations and
pinks, columbines and nicotinia, pop-
pies, marigolds, sweet peas, scarbiosa
and candytuft, verbenas, stocks and
zinnias.

The following :are
suitablé " for ‘vases, hanging baskets,
veranda boxes and“such like: Sweet
alysum, asparagus sperengi, petunias.
oxalis (from little bulbs), lobelia and
musk and myosotis, *nasturtiums, ca-
lendula.

The Little Baby’s Food.

'Phe food the first two weeks
should be in the proportion of one part
to five parts water; from six
weeks to three months, one part milk
three of water: three months to
four months,one of milk to two of water;

Sterilizing mayv be accomplishéd
By bhoiling ¢he milk for ten minutes or
by subjecting temperature of
212 degrees for one and a half hours in

steam sterilizer.

During the first yvear, the
fed baby may have a smaB amount of
thin barley or oatmeal " gruel. well
cooked. added to its milk.
